We are glad to see that the representa-
Sives of this Province in the Dominion
House of Commons are making on
efforts-to induce the. Government to do it
justice. Tt seems fo us that the anthorities
in Ottawa bave never regarded British
Columbia in ite true’ light. They have, as

The obligation of the Dominion Govern-
ment to reimburse a city or province for any
expense it might have incurred through the
negligenes of its Quarantine Officer or the
defectiveness of its quarantine: regulations
Beems to us too apparent to meed ‘enforce-
ment by argument. - Quarantine is a depart-
ment of the ' Dominion’ (Government, It is
the duty of that Government to take all
reasonable precautions to prevent the intro-
duction of disease at the different ports of
the Dominion. The people depend upon it
to do that duty diligently, intelligently.and,
as far as possible, effectively. 'On it the re-
sponsibility of guarding the seaports of the
Dominion. against disease rests. If that
duty is not performed or if it is attended
o in a-negligent, a careless or a perfunctory
manner, the Dominion is morally, if not
legally liable for the damage done through
that negligence, carelessness and perfunc-
torinees. 2
. With regard to the cases mentioned in
the report of the Committes of the City
Council, it is - quite  clear that it is

duty of the Dominion Govern-
ment. when it takes charge of a ship in
which there are smallpox cases'to do every-
thing that is nece to prevent the per-
sons on board that ship communicating the
disease to the inhabitants of the Province.
It should not allow any passenger ‘to leave
quarantine until all reasonable fear of his
spreading 'the” contagion ' is past, The
