‘boy was badly beaten, but there seemed
to no improvement in the sick man’s
dondition, dnd the boy was thought to
be still bewitching him.*

The Indians then. tied 'his hands be-
hind his back, and pressing hie head
backwards they tied a rope around his
head and neck, which was fastened to
the rope, which held the hands tight, and
his head was thus kept in a very pain-
ful position, The old Indian ecgrvings
show “many grisqnén- pinioned - in’ this
way, which it seems, was the old-time
method of tying up prisoners. Tied in
this manner the unfortunate boy was
concealed beneath the floor of a house
in the Indian village, where after the
floor had been-replaced he was left with-
out food and his ropes kept fast. :
Three or four days after the boy dis:
appeared the missionary missed him and
made a sSearch through the village for
him without avail.- He continued to
make enquiries, and ‘soon learned that
the boy was concqaled. He secured the

Then the Indiang weakened, and told
aghere tlie- boy was hidden. ¢ planks
were taken up -and ‘the nafortunate vic-
tim of the superstition of these -Chilcat
Indians was found weak and exhausted,
almost dead from his torture &nd star-
vation. Too ill to stand, the victim had
to be ecarried to Klukwan, where he was
atténded by Dr. Frasér, of the N. W.
M. P.; and recovered after some time.
The Indians’'were greatly excited when
the white men ‘were releasing the witch-
docto¥'s victim, and it seemed at some
times as though they would fight to pre-
vent his rescue.

Kingstown Crowded With ‘Refu-
gees From Other Parts of

Kingstown, Island of St. Vineent, B.
W. I, Mouday, May 19.—Another great
eruption . of the ‘Soufriere volcano oc-
curred today. Throughout the day the
adjoining districts trembled and some of
the tremors were felt here. Smoke is-
sued from the craters and fissures of
the - ‘mountain, and the atmosphere
throughout ‘the Island of St. Vincent was
exceedingly hot. ‘While in the bright
moonlight-the worshippers were return-
ing ‘from church, at 8:30 p.m., an alarm-
ing, luminous cloud “suddenly ascended
in the north of the island and drifted to
the northeast.  Incessant “lightning  fell
on 'the mountain, and one ‘severe: flash’
seemed 10 strike about three miles dis-
tant from Kingstown.. The thunderous
rumblings in the eraters lasted for two
hours  and ‘then diminished until they
became mere murmurs. The remainder
of ‘the night was clear. Ashes fell froms
10 o’clock ‘unti} midnight.  The inhabit-
ants were frensied with fear at the time
of the outbreak. They ran from the
streets into the open country, crying and
praying for ‘pregervation from another
terrible calamity, - No one on the Island
of “St. - Vineent slept that night,- which
seemred to pass very slowly.

Reports received here from the dis-
tricts in the vicinity of the voleano, say
that the rumblings of the crater were ap-
palling and that streams of lava flowed
down the mountain side.

Hon. Mr. Eberts pointed out that there
were two courts of revision- every year,
and there was ev&y opportunity for hav-
ing the names of persons improperly on
the list struck off. = The amendment
would debar any person from voting who
‘had been absent on business for a mounth
or part of a month prior to election. The
other provisions of the bill were also
covered by existing law.

CHINA MUTUAL
FLEET SOLD

A Big Organization Formed to
Carry On Trade With the
Orient. -—

From Our Own Correspondent.

Seaftle, Wash.. May 20.—News was re-
ceiyed: here today of the sale of the
IGhina<Mutual Heet of Steamers, consist
ing of the Hyson, Yang Tee, Ching Wo,
Kaisow, Kintuck, Moyune, Ning Chow,
Oanfa, Oolong, f’aklin, Teenkai and
Ping Suey to Alfred Holt, of Liverpool,
the consideration being $2,600,000.
consolidation of all the steamers operated
by the Northern Pacific Steamship com-
pany, the Great Northern and the Bos-
ton Steamship company will be made, it
ig stated, and be all operated as one fleet
with headquarters, at Seattle, the North-
ern Pacific railway still loading its
steamers' at Tacoma, however.

The schedule will be as follows: South
China line, steamships Victoria, Tacoma,
Olympia, Tremont, Shawmut and Lyra.
This will be known as the Northern Pa-
cific fleet. “On the North China run will
be the steamships Hyades Pleiades and
the Great Northern liners as soon as
those craft are in service, which will be
this fall.

The ' stéamers Clavering, Braemar,
Duke of Fife and Glenogle, which are
now operated from Tacoma by the North-
érn ‘Pacific will be dropped. These steam-
ers have been under charter and the
charters have about expired. Some of
them will remain in service for the re-
mainder of this year, however. Five new
steamers will be added to the fleet, viz.,
Pleiades, Shawmut, Lyna, Hyades and
Tremont. The SHawmut, which was
launched in April, and the Tremont,
which is under construction, have a
capaeity of over 18,000 tons.

The new vessels to be added this fall
to the Great Northern fleet are the lar-
gest afloat, having a carrying capacity
of 28,000 tons. The Great Northern is
beginning extensive docking improve-
ments at Seattle to accommodate these
ships.  These changes do not affect the
Nippon-Yusen-Kaisha, which will he op-
erated as heretofore.

His name was on his carts, John Ben-
nett, Shirley Common. He calls ‘him-|.
Self o broom-maker and wood-dealer, and
he has more the character of a ‘ wood-
cutter than the the figure of the wool.i-'
man in the popular print, .He and his
men cut the material forybroom-making
chiefly from the neighboring ecommon,
and the wood he deals in from the adja-
cent woods and copses. ~ He sells the
greater part of his brooms to ehop-
keepers and other consumers: in.Streat-
ham and Camberwell.. ' Much of his
poling is sent further off. - Presently he
said that as soon as he - had finished
loading the wain, he' would show us
what was going on indoors, wherxe there
was an old broom-maker, then at work,
as curious an old chap as man might
walk a summer's day withoat seeing.

“So we entered the broom factory—a
small, warm, comfortable barn, with a
grateful odor in it from the heath and
birchwood. TFour or five persons were
busy at work. Foremost within the
door was the unmistakeable old original.
Like his fellow-workmen ‘he wore: a
leathern aprom,.and & heavy leathern
sleeve on hig left"arm; and with that
hand and arm he firmly held and com-

pressed the heath intoe round bundles, of
proper consisteney and size, and strongly
bound them with the other. He was
apparently between 60 and 70 years .of
age, and his labor, which to ‘a young
man seemed light, was to him heavy,
for it required muscamlar strength,
handed him a jug of his mdster's home=
brewed,: and told him on vgxsh—fto ob-
tain a sketch of him, 'This.old labor-
er’s eccentricity was exceedingly amus-
ing,. ‘He said his name was David
Boxall; he knew not, or would mot
know, either where he was ‘born, or
where he had worked, or anything more
of himself than that he was there.”

We may guess that he came from the
Punchbowl ‘at Hindehead, for Boxall is
a name among - the squatters there.
These consist of families that long ago,
no one kunows when, settled down on
the common ‘in that eurious depression
called the Punch Bowl, where the
springs gush forth at the juuction of the
sand and-clay; and broom-making has
been the trade of the Punch Bowl dwell-
ers from time immemorial.

On the slopes of the hills grow Spanish
chestnuts in coppices; ‘and the rods, é;f
the wood serve admirably,for broom-
handles. It was by mo means unusual
for a gentleman to purchase an entire
wagon load of these besoms, sufficient to
supply him for ‘years. = The. besom-
makers supplement their trade with the
sale of holly as Christmas draws on,
and they are reputed to be somewhat
unscrupulous as to whence they take it.
A gentleman’s shrubbery is dlmost cer-
tain to be robbed of its bushes bearing
scarlet berries as Christmas nears, un-

s they be closely watehed by might
and by day. With wagon-loads of holly
the besom-makers go up to Loundon,
where they dispose of it to the last
twig—and the cost to themselves has
been nothing. ' A curious circumstance
happened to one.of the demizens of the
Punch Bowl some time ago. - The story
is told in “The Royal Magaszine, or
Gentleman’'s Monthly Companion,” for
1765. “A few weeks ago a gentle-
woman, about 25 years of age, applied
to a farmer and besom-maker near Had-
leigh for a lodging, telling them that.she
was the daughter of a mnobleman, -and
forced from her father’s house by ill-
treatment. Her manner of relating thed
story so affected the farmer that he
took her in, and kindly entertained her.

In the course of® comversation she'art-
fully let drop that she had a portion of
£90,000, of which ehe shonld be. pos-
wessed as soon as her friends in London
knew where she was. . .

“After some dayd’ stay she told the
farmer the best retmrn in ber power for
his favor would be to marry. his eon,
Thomas (a lad ot 18), if it was agree-
able t0 him. The poor old man was
overjoyed at the proposal, and.in a short
time they were married, after whieh
she informed her father-in-law she had
great interest at Court, and if he could
for the present ‘raisei:money to egnip
them in a genteel manner, she could
procure a colonel's commission for her
husband.

“The credulous farmer thereupon-mort-
&aged his little estate for £100, and
everything necessary being bought for
the new-married couple, they took the
rest of the money and set ount for Lon-
don. accompanied by three .of the far-
mer’s friends, and got to:the Bear inn,
in the Burough, on Christmas Eve,
where they lived for abont ten days in
an expensive manner; and she went in
a coach every morning to St. James’
end of the town, on pretence of eolicit-
ing for her hushand’s commission, and
to obtain her own fortune. But it.was
at length discovered that 'the woman
was an impostor; and the poor conntry
people were obliged to sell their horses
by auction towards: defraying. the ex~
penses of the inn before they could set
out on their return journey home, which
they did on foot last Satarday morn-
1mng. .
