The climate is excellent, 
the feed can be raised, and altogether 
conditions are ideal for stock raising. 
During his recent trip to Nicola, Salmon 
Arm and Armstrong he. saw at those 
places as fine cattle and horses as any 
to be found in the prairie provinces.

On his present trip, during which he 
will appear before all the farmers’ in­
stitutes in the districts, which he will 
visit he will be absent for three weeks.

Pitt v. Napoleon

Varied as are the interests around Pitt’s 
public life of this period—his. private life, as 
his biographer says, unfortunately counts for 
little—it is the story of his struggle with the 
man who emerged from the * welter of the 
French Revolution to establish an empire and 
dream of world-dominance that is the chief 
factor. It was near the close of Pitt s career 
that the two protagonists stood face to face : : 
“Napoleon, Emperor of the French, President 
of the Italian Republic, Mediator of the Swiss 
Republic, Controller of Holland, absolute 
ruler of a great military empire ; Pitt, the 
Prime Minister of an obstinate and. at times 
half-crazy King, dependent on a weak Cabin­
et, a disordered Exchequer, a Navy weakened 
by ill-timed economies, and land forces whose 
martial ardor ill made up for lack of organiza­
tion, equipment, and training.” In the present 
volume Dr. Rose narrates :

“Faithfully arid as fully as is possible, the 
story of the dispute with France, the chief 
episodes of the war, and the varied influences 
which it exerted upon political developments 
in these islands, including the early Radical 
movement, the Irish Rebellion of I79^i 
Other events which brought about the Union 
of the British and Irish Parliaments, the break­
up of the great national party at Westminster 
in 1801, and the collapse of the strength of 
Pitt early in the course of the struggle with 
the concentrated might of Napoleon.

“That mighty drama dwarfs the actors. 
Even the French Emperor could not sustain 
the role which he aspired to play, and, failing 
to discern the signs of the times, was whirled 
aside by the forces which he claimed to con­
trol. Is it surprising that Pitt, more slightly 
endowed by Nature, and beset by 4he many 
limitations which hampered the advisers of 
George III., should have sunk beneath burdens 
such as no other English statesman has been 
called upon to bear? The success or failure of 
such a career is, however, to be measured by 
the final success or failure of his policy; and 
in this respect ,as I have shown, the victor in 
the Great War was not Napoleon, but Pitt.

Yet Pitt died at the age of 46, shortly after 
the arrival of the news of Napqleon’s triumph 
at Austerlitz, and nearly ten years were to 
pass before the conqueror was to be finally 
laid by the heels. With regard to Pitt s .e- 
mark on first hearing of the battle which speit 
disaster to his plans, “Roll up that map (of 
Europe) ; it will riot be wanted these ten 
years,” Dr. Rose thinks that the words proba­
bly fell from him on some occasion, but points 
out that there are widely divergent stories of 
what the occasion was. ■ ■ . ’

his efforts. In his discovery of the principle 
that will allow a man to sit in the front seat oi 
his automobile, press'a button arid start his car 
his dream has come true, for he invented what 
is said to be the simple and successful automo­
bile self-starter. When automobiles were first 
being built and pioneers in the industry were 
putting thetr first cars on the market, Fitz- 
gerald saw that, unlike the engineer in the en­
gine cab, the auto driver must first sufficiently 
twist a steel rod in the front of the car so that 
the motor started. Years of work, disappoint­
ment and worry, mixed with occasional hope, 
went by. Mr. Fitzgerald had seen a fortune 
go glimmering. Nearly $50,000 of his own 
savings and his backers’ money was gone. 
Then Howard E. Coffin, an automobi e build­
er had just designed his latest car, the Hud­
son “U.” It was almost ready to be an­
nounced. He learned that Fitzgerald, in Grand 
Rapids, had executed the final stroke on a de­
vice that allowed an automobile driver to start 
his car without cranking, by pressing a button. 
Fitzgerald had been successful at last. e ia 
located the correct principle for an automobile 
self-starter. Mr. Coffin gave the device all the 
tests ke knew. In 98 times out of every 100, 
under all sorts of conditions, the motor re­
sponded Then came the announcement ot 
Howard E. Coffin’.s latest automobile, the new 
self-starting Hudson “33,” and the realization 
of Fitzgerald’s vision was embodied in the per­
fected starter, that cost him so many years of 
work.

The Genius of Pitt
Dr. Rose does not seek in any way to slur 

the great statesman’s mistakes—notable 
among which he puts'Pitt’s diffusion of effort 
over too large an area of conflict and undue 
trust in doubtful allies, also an over-readiness 
to credit others with his own high standard of 
intelligence and probity. But the completion 
of his fine study of the career of the man wha 
stood for incarnate duty at a time when Eng­
land greatly needed such, will be found to give 
a grand presentation of a wonderful man. It is 
true that much of the personality of Pitt 
evades us, but that is, perhaps, in no small de­
gree because he was so thoroughly identified 
with his work ; we have to picture the man 
from his deeds, from his official documents, in- 
stead of from the gossip of salons or the reve­
lation of a diary or of light. correspondence. 
Lady Hester Stanhope described the demands 
upon Pitt’s time and energies by his work as 
murderous, and Dr. Rose says he killed], him- 
sel by persistent overwork on behalf of a na­
tion which did ’not understand him, and in the 
service of a Monarch who .refused to allow 
him to strengthen his administration. But, 
as Dr. Rose says at the close of his work, It is 
easier to'assess the importance of Pitt’s life- 
work than to set worth his character in living 

‘Concentration of effort on political 
and diplomatic questions was the Alpha and 
Omega of Pitts’ creçd.” Informed by a pas- 
sionate patriotism, he sacrificed himself in:the 
very prime of life in the service of his country ; 
in his dying words we have a moving instance 
of the ruling passion strong in death: “My 
country ! How I leave my country ! Though 
he passed away at the moment when the strain 
was most te sc, the effects of his genius con­
tinued, and As moral grandeur is always m- 

. spiring, Pitt’s efforts were to be finally crown­
ed with success by the statesmen who had 
found wisdom in his teaching, inspiration m 
his quenchless hope, enthusiasm in his all-ab­
sorbing love of country. An egoist never 
founds a school of the prophets. But Pitt, who 

Spurn’d at the sordid lust of pelf,
And served his Albion for herself, 

trained and inspired a band of devoted dis­
ciples such as no other leader of the eighteenth 
century left behind him.”

It was granted to these men to labor in trie 
cause for which Pitt had given his life, “and 
finally, in the years 1814-15» to bring back 
France to her old frontiers by arrangements 
which he clearly outlined in the years 1798 and

The cobra pro­
trudes its head from its burrow alike on hear­
ing the snake charmer’s flute, the rattling of a 
chain, or the sounds - made by beating the 
eround with a switch. It appears to perceive 
only sounds of high pitch, foi; it pays no atten­
tion to the low notes of the flute or the beating 
of a drum. Professor Barnard has also con­
firmed, in Ceylon, the results of observations 
made in the zoological gardens on the supposed 
power of fascination exerted by serpents upon 
birds, and he concludes that this power of fas­
cination is also purely imaginary.

tion seemed hopeless. He was deserted 
.by former followers upon whose help 
he counted. Both Chinese and foreign 
residents In Peking believed the dynasty 
was on the verge of abdication. Friends 
urged the premier to capitulate. Others 
feared his assassination, and endeavor­
ed to persuade hlnixto take refuge in 
the foreign concessions at Tientsin.

Today Yuan Shi kai is still a one- 
man government, combining in himself 
both legislative and executive powers. 
It is, now expected that the men recent­
ly appointed to the cabinet will come 
to Peking promptly. A certain awe sur­
rounds Yuan Shi Kal. The national as­
sembly feared him, and did not dare 
to insist upon his presence before it. 
The members preferred to leave the 
capital when the army rallied unexpect­
edly. The premier removed suspected of­
ficers, encouraged others and rewarded 
the soldiers with gifts of money in 
spite of the treasury's plight. He even 
sent Manchu troops away from the 
capital to the front, and he is now send­
ing reinforcements .to Pukow, opposite 
Nanking, as well »» ;to Hankow and 
Shansi. If the prepiier. were able to 
obtain a foreign loan he would control 
the situation. The opinion is held, how­
ever, that the revolution /s by no means 
ended. The legations belieye thg 
is saved, unless the rebels succeed in 
fulfilling their threat to kill Yuan Shi 
Kai with dynamite.

VrWINTER EGGS.

The laying hen is usually searching for 
what she needs to make eggs. She takes 
what she wants in the way of food and leaves 
the rest alone.

If you compel her to take what she doesn’t 
want or take nothing, why, of course, she will 
take what you provide rather than starve to 
death, but she won’t lay as many eggs.

Therefore we like the Hopper method of 
feeding. We always provide a self-feeder 
hung on the wall just high enough so the 
hens can eat what they want without wasting 
it on the floor.

A better method is to provide a platform 
16 inches or so above the floor, so the fowl 
can jump up and down for the feed and water 
they desire, and then go back to the litter to 
work for the grain that is scattered in it.

In one apartment of the self-feeder is grit; 
another, charcoal ; another, oyster shells ; an­
other equal parts of finely cracked corn, wheat, 
barley and oats; in another, beef scraps ; in 
still another is placed dry bran.

You might think that the hens will eat too 
much, but they won’t ; they will eat only what 
they want.

When you find a hen that lives off the feed­
er and gets fat and lazy, she is usually too 
lazy to work and too lazy to lay eggs, and had 
better be sent

ley, and corn, in the litter.

at night, especially on cool nights. They 
need a cropful to keep up the bodily heat over 
night.

Give them table scraps and green food at 
noon. For green food we use cabbages, man- 
gel-wurzels, sugar beets, chopped apples, etc. 
"Onions are also relished, but they are liable 
to flavor the eggs.

Nooti is also a good time to feed green cut 
bone. Give them a little every day, and only 
what they will eat up clean.

It is a rich food, a great egg producer, and 
a little will go a long way. If you notice a 
looseness of the bowels after feeding it, cut 
down the amount.

Keep them always eager and their appetites 
sharp for fresh meat apd cut bone, and you 
will get all the eggs you can expect.

Once in a while feed a mash in the morning 
composed of bran, middlings, beef scraps, etc., 
mixed with a little milk or water. It must 
not be wet and sloppy, but dry and crumbly.

Feed them only what they will eat up 
quickly and cleanly. They shouldn’t be al­
lowed to trample on any that is left over, or 
to leave any to become sour and foul.

Fowls should have plenty of fresh water, 
and never warm it. They like a cool, fresh 
drink, the same as we do.

Provide a dust-bath, so they may help to rid 
themsèlves of lice. Use plenty of liquid 
louse-killer, and keep the whole pen scrupu­
lously clean.

If a variety of food is given thebe is no need 
of fear about plenty of eggs. Do not feed 
whole grain in hoppers. Only the ground 
food, beef scraps and bran are fed there.

If these simple suggestions are carried out, 
consistent with your local conditions, the hens 
will do the rest.

Two dozen eggs every day will be just like

It is the application of the above remedies 
■ under local conditions which calls- forth the 

skill of the grower.
More rational methods of cultivation are 

absolutely essential to permanent control of 
this disease. Its prevalence this year has 
aroused much needless apprehension in the 
minds of fruit growers. The disease Çan be 
avoided almost entirely by the proper methods.
It is significant that good intentions, rathei 
than wanton neglect, have brought it on, to a 
very large degree. The methods above re­
commended, skilfully applied, will result in 
much greater yields of fruit per tree and per 
acre. The cost of production per box will be 
considerably lessened, and the general quality 
and color of the fruit raised in equal degree.

In view of the possible injury which may 
be caused our Province by needless alarm, it 
is to be hoped that fruit growers will investi­
gate the subject rationally, and, having form­
ed their conclusions, work out the remedy best 
adapted to their own orchards. It is en­
couraging to note that the prevalence of Fruit 
Pit in. one. orchard has. no effect whatever on . 
the orchards of the same district. Contagion 
and infection are impossible ; on this account, 
no Governmental or Municipal efforts at con­
trol are possible or need be undertaken. This 
does not absolve any progressive fruit grower 
from endeavoring to bring his neighbor into 
line with proper, methods so as to eliminate 
this trouble, and with it, Water Core, Winter 
Injury, to some extent Aphis, from the dis­
trict.

GARDENING NOTES FOR BEGINNNERS

The state of the gardens this week recalls 
a memoralble observation of Mr. Jowocks: 
“Hurrah! Blister my kidneys; the dahlias 
dead!” As there is no fox-hunting to 
pensatc us, for the departure of summer, we 
cannot quite take his view of things. The 
whole aspect of the gardens has been changed. 
Where nine days ago green foliage of shrubs 
and the coloring of flowers dejighted the eye. 
now fading leaf and dead summer plants strew 
the beds. The masses of creepers and sweet 
peas that hang dejectedly over trellis and 
fence demand clearing away and burning or 
burying. On the whole, little permanent dam­
age seems to have been done. The frost did 
not penetrate far enough below the surface to 
hurt bulbs, but facts must be faced ; the wintér 
has begun and the sooner all tender things are 
removed into cellar or greenhouse the better, 
and a sufficient amount of heat kept up to 
obviate the effect of the damp.

This may be done to all the lower branches 
and in the special instance referred to 600 
trees were obtained this October from three 
trees that, had been so mated 21 months ago.
