OCANMADA.

The question of provincial rights sssumes

‘a practically important aspect when weicon-
sider the necessity of legislating so as to
give the state some power of controlling
freight rates and other charges by which
the two gigantic rsilway monopolies may
intend to increase their dividends at the
of the people, Even already by

the action of the United States trunk lines
in the matter of the freight-bandlers, busi-
pess in Ontario has suffered, One promin-
ent publisher in this city has his presses
stopped for weeks because he eannot get
freight on from New York. The only

remedy in Capads for a fatare of
railwsy  autocracy is either &
" stringent legislation “as to freight

charges, or an assumption by government
of the control of the entire railway systcm.
That is lisble to the objection that it
would vastly increase the opportunities for
political corruption, the answer to which is
that there could not be mare than at pres-
oot with the reilway always ready to bid
for government support. But stringent
legislation on the subject of freights may be
‘obtained when our psrlismentary functions
are not performed by two organized parties
whose votes are controlled by a few wire-
pollers whom the railways can always influ-

. ence,  This question is one which interests

every merchant and farmer in the country,

. and it will make itself felt more and

more,

DARKNESS OVER ALL THE LAND OF EGYPT.
Those who, like the member of The]
World’s staff whe now writes, have had

" considerable experience of African deserts,

know that the Egyptian wastes of hot and
shifting sand form s foriress impregnable
to heavy armaments. The English army
will bardly equal in numbers the hordes
whom Moslem fanaticism will gather to
Arabi’s standsrd. FEven at Alexandria the
Fgyptians fought bravely and made the
bent effort possible to maintain an untenable
position. In the desert, which is the real
base of Arabi’s operations, the conditions
sreall in his favor. _And he will be backed
by immense hosts of Bedouin horsemen,
whose Arab steeds are accustomed to desert
warfare, while the riders can carry their
ownt commissariat in the shape of a few
dates and a cake of unleavened bread.

The situation does mot seem improved
by thé fact that contrary to the confident
anticipations of the Gladstone government,
England appears to be isolated in European
diplomacy. Germany has in direct terms
declined to sanction the bombardment.
France so far has stocd coldly aloof.
Austria’s still doubtful co.operation is of
little value with Germany to check her on
one side and Russia on theother, The a-
trocities committed by the Egyptians at
Alexandria ought to interest the conference
of the powers in uniting to restore some
sort of order, but it is doubtful how far
jealousy of England will sanction further
measures of aggression. No one can tell
s week before hand in what direction the
diplomatic wind may blow,

SPELLING REFORM.

The reform of the spelling of the English
language is nearer at hand than some
people imagine. Everyone admits that the
present mode is arbitrary in the extreme
and militates against the acquirement of
English by foreigners and wastes the time
of Eoglish speaking children in trying 1o
wmaster its vagaries,  The great majority of
philogists have pronounced in favor of the
recorganization of the alphabet and of
spelling phonetically, The opinions thus
held by these reformers are gradually
spreading among the body of the people
and now spelling reform associations are
becoming quite common in both America
snd Fogland, The reform is bound to

(come ; what is most wanted is that the

change shall be intelligently brought about
snd that can best be secured by some un
derstanding between the leading English
philologists and grammarians in America
and in the old country.

Innovations in Medern HMebrew Service—
Free 8§ es for Poor Hebrews.
From the New York Telegram.

Dev. Dr. lsascs, editor of the Jewish
Messenger, in speuking to & Telegram re-
porter this afternoon of the trouble in a
Montreal synagogue, annmounced in the
morning pspers, on account of the intro-
duction of Eoglish prayers into the usual
Hebrew service, said ; * I am of the opinion
that the affair bas been very much exagger-
atel.

In
all the synagogues in this city, even among
the more orthodox, it _is customary to have

of the service in English or in German,
if the majority of the at! nts are of that
nationality, reformed Hebrew congre-
gations English or German hymos are cns-
tomarily sung by the choir, and in some of
them even slight benedictions in English
have been given, I have never heard of
any trouble in the synagogues of this city
on account of these innovations, and if
there has been a disturbance in the Mon-
treal synagogue it may have arisen from
some old, ultra, orthodox Hebrews who ob-
jected to the modern customs,”

Another thing
agreed to, and in fact a by-law drawn up by
e committee and adopted by his (Mr L’s)
board, that no subscriber should forfeit his
subscription, and not  twenty-four
hours after the adoption of said by-law,
they insert an advertisement in the Mail
and Globe, over the names of the president
and manager, to the effect that those
‘“‘September and October subscribers who
do not settle their subscriptions either by
noteor cash on or before the 20th of June
will forfeit their subscriptions, and will be
sold to the first comer thereafter.” In the
above he admits the subscribers have a
right and at the same tin e he says ‘‘the
subscribers have no rights.”

GATHRERING OF THE LICENTIA TES
OF THE ROYALCOLLEGE.

A New Board Chesen~—Unlicensed Practi-
tiomers —The Dental Society ot Ontario
Also Meet. ¢

About 60 licentiates of dental surgery in
Onbario met iu the lecture-room of the den-
tal college at Victoria and Richmond
streets yesterday afternoon for the purpose

“of eleoting a board of seven persons as di-
rectors of the royal college of dental sur-
geons of Ontario. The election is held
. every twoyears. Dr. C. S: Chittenden,
president of the outgoing board, was in the
chair, The secretary of the board, Dr. J.
B. Wilmott of Toronto, read his report.
There was a balance on hand of $3062.11.
During the two years 27 matriculation
certificates had been issued, against
18 the previous two years. Of the 27,
17 held intermediate certificates, 5 weie
second-olass public school teachers, 3 of the
council of physicians and surgeons of On-
tario, 1 of the samesociety in the province
of Quebec, and 1 was an undergraduate of
the co of Kansas, In 1881 19 students
presented themselves for examination, of
which 17 passed. In 1882 24 came up, of
which 23 passed. During the two gears
there were 5 applications for licensef; of
which 4 were granted. In 1881 ther e
in attendance on the lectures of the school
of dentistry 41 students, in 1882 33 stu-
dents. In March $400 had been spent in
order to better
departments. e treasurer’s report gave
the expenditure in detail. The new charts
and anatomical specimens purchased in
Paris for the college were exhibited to
the licentiates and much approved of.
Balloting was then commenced for the
new board. Seven ballots were taken be-
fore the election was complete, the gentle-
men selected being Dr C S Chittendon
(Hamilton), Dr J B Wilmott (Toronto), Dr
H T Wood (Coburg) Dr Thos Rowe
(Coburg), C A Martin (Ottawa), L Clements
(Kingston), Dr R M Fisher (Toronto.)

During the interval between the ballots
a discussion took place regarding the sup-
pression of unlicensed dentistry in Ontario

and the priety of increasing the term
of at the dental college
from two years to four years

Dr. Wilmot said that there were eight per-
sons knmown to the board who practixed
dentistry without a license in the triangle
between Kingston, Cornwall and Ottawa.
The board would be happy to delegate
power of attorney to any local district to
uppoint a detective to prosecute these un-
licensed practitioners.  The western part
of the province was free from them.

C. 8. Caesar of Toronto, hoped the term
of pupilage in_the college would be ex-
tomfaf Dr. Chittenden thought the
licentiates ought to move slowly and
surely in the matter, There was a growing
feeling in the province uquinut the creation
