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The Delivery of Papers in Torento.

Toronto is getting to be a big eity and
therefore bigger ideas in many things are
needed—in the matter of the delivery of
morning papers for instance. \

In the metropolitan cities the| morning
journals have gone out of the retail busi-
ness entirely in so far as the delivery of
their papers in the  city .is concerned.
They" dlo ‘only a wholesale trade—that is
they ‘sell 'the papers. to newsdealers and
-these undertake the street delivery. By
this means money is saved, regularity is
secured; and the convenience of the sub-
scriber’ is consulted.

But, in Toronto each of the morning
papers has its own corps of ‘carrier boys,
and staff of collectors, and each has a cor-
responding series of complaints from sub-
scribers, - A boy from each office goes over

* every street, and a subscriber has just

minutes after along comes the collector
from another.

Now, why aot adopt the sensible, the
metropolitan plan? Let the papers divide
the city up into sections, and let them turn
over all their'subscribers in each section to
some responsible newsdealer resident in
that seédtion ‘who will undertake the de-
livery ‘of all the papers. The newsman
will then make it his bysiness to be down
at the hewspaper offices early in the morn-
ing, get his quota of each journal, and then
repair 38 quickly as possible to his division
and serve his subscribers with whatever
papers they may wish. He will make the
one job of going over a certain street, and
having a direct interest in it he will besure
to do it well. He will not trust much to boys,
There will be few complaints of non-de-
livery. ~He will put the paper where his

the papers at the one calling.

Now, The World is ready to adopt this
system any day, and hopes the newsmen
and the newspapers will join'in carrying it

tonone.  Why not start it with the New

©0’'Donnell’s. Sentence.’
The unanimity with which the American
__press is terming the verdict passed “on
O’Donnell, the murderer of Carey, as in-
iquitous is singular enough. Why is it
iniquitous? He shot a man who seems to
"have made no attempt to defend himself
after receiving his wound, generally sure
enough proof that he was not much in a
fighting mood before it. And yet it was
on the existence of this fighting mood in
Carey that O’Donnell based his defence.
He shot Carey in self-defence he said, and
the American press states that no doubt
he did.

Our qwn impression is that the stand
in the States on the matter is not either
that they sympathize with murder or that
they suspect British justice. It is due
alone to the difference in sentiment be-
tween the two nations. In America, no
_jury ‘from Maine to California: could have
been found to convict the man who shot
Carey. -The American sentiment is very
Athenian in its characteristics. They have
a much greater respect for their sense of
justice (rough and barbarous as it frequent-
ly is) than they have for law. The judge
might charge as he would but if O’Donnell
had been tried in the States the verdict
would have been one of acquittal and the
verdict would have been:received with
cheers. A man who gives another his just
deserts is always acquitted there, and
though David Dudley Field may shake his
head the nation will send up a gratified
cheer and treat the jury.

Indigent Englishmen.

While Toronto is perplexed by the pres-
ence of a lot of Irish pauper immigrants,
Winnipeg is burthened by a erowd of in
digent Englishmen. It is easy to under-
stand how the former class, born in poverty
and reared in squalor.and ignorance, should
find themselves helpless when thrown upon
the shores of a strange country, but one
would think that the cases of young
Englishmen, sons of comfortable if not of
wealthy parents, fairly well educated and
supplied with thé means to make a respect-
able start in Canada, must be entirely dif-
ferent. That they are not we are assured
by the Winnipeg papers, including the
Siftings, which is edited by an Englishman.
\We are told that numbers of Englishmen
who arrived in the prairie capital not many
months ago, full of health, hope and physi-
cal vigor arc now paupers, subsisting for a
time by pawning or selling their persona
effects, and when these are exhausted
throwing themselves upon the generosity
of the charitable. :

Several causes are assigned for this de-
plorable state of affairs. The Winnipeg
Siftings says that these menare given false
conceptions of the character and needs of
she country by lying emigration agents.
They arrive bere withqut any profession or

predit—

If they have a little capital, it generally

goes to the gin-seller, or the town lot swin-
dlers who infest Manitoba;, and they are

quickly stranded. The authority upon
which these statements are made tells of a
case in which a Roman catholic priest re-
lieved the wants of an educated but dissi-
pated young Englishman, and purchased
him a ticket for England three separate
times before he could be got out of the
city. Twice he sold his ticket and got
drunk upon the proceeds, and at the third
attempt he left the city cursing his clerical
penefactor for giving him a second class
ticket.

Al this is vouched for, and a sorry story
it is. 'The right class of Englishmen have
done well in Canada, but the young man
who has been brought up at his father’s
expense, without learning to labor, had
better stick by the old man. If he be use-
less in his native land, the chances are

| terribly against his becoming either useful

or ornamental in the land of the stranger.

Hon. 6. W. Ross.

The Hon. G. W. Ross, the new minister
of education, may fairly claim a little sym-
pathy on account of the treatment he has
lately received at the hands of the Mail
newspaper. As a rule people may not
altogether understand what a cut-throat it
is that directs the editorial” department of
that paper, and this for the very sufficient
reason that his subjects for anathema are
hauled out of such cavernous cellars that
people are wtaily ignorant of what all the
fuss is about:

But in the case of the new minister of
education the villainy of the Mail's method
of political thinking is very apparent. The
new minister’'s name was scarcely men-
tioned a month ago in its columns. But
the day on which he was nominated for
office the Mail began a series of personal
attacks that are not merely a disgrace to
journalism, but a disgrace to manhood
And yet his only crime seems to be that he
has been appointed to Mr, Crooks’ place.

If there were any reason to suppose that
the Mail would cease these attacks when
the immediate occasion for them—the elec-
tion in West Middlesex—was past, one
might mercifully close ones eyes to the
depths to which, at present, it has lowered
itself. The ergan’s previous record gives
us no hope however to believe that this
will be the case. Indeed, the only reason
we note the matter at all is that it is an
occasion of such pitiable cut-throatism that
it is a kind of duty to say something.
There is also a kind of duty devolving on
us tosay that, if on account of these attacks
alone, West Middlesex will show an excel-
lent sense of propriety in returning G. W.
Ross as its local member,

As if this were not enough to lament
over, there is at the same time a_game of
hypocrisy going on between both the Mail
and the Globe over the circumstances con-
nected with the retirement of the Hon.
Adam Crooks from political life, which is
as nauseous as anything those papers have
ever indulged in.

What in heaven’s name can be more
seemly for the sake of the honorable
gentleman’s name and family than that a
kindly silence should be maintained about
the whole unfortunate circumstance. A
silence which neither of these party papers
has either heart or strength of mind enough
to maintain, A

But so long as occasion is given them to
show their hate and malice towards each
other they will keep alive in men’s minds
the memory of a fate which is generally es-
teemed to be worse than death.

As for ourselves, we pray that this paper
will never be 8o far moved by hatred and
malice as to tread in the ways the two or-
gans are now treading.
