Several interrogations were at once put to
Mr. Gladstone, but he declined to answer.
When Mr. Gladstone, reading the
despatch from Baron De Giers, came to
the phrase ‘‘extraordisary reason,” he was
“interrupted with much laughter. Replying
to a guestion as to the truth of the report
that the Russians in December declined to
withdraw from the positions thev occupied
beyond Sarakhs despite England’s request,
Mr. Gladstone stated as a matter of fact
that the request ‘had lapsed. The evasion
waa greeted with ironical cheers.

80 sore sinoe its first reading, He said the
government had decided on several changes
to be made in the bill since its first réad-
ing, one of them being to give Muskoka an
additional representation from Parry
Sound, thus making the total number of
members of the assembly ninety, Having
seen several incorrect ‘“‘chromos,” he had
caused to be prepared several maps of the
new constituencies for the use of the house.
Mr, Meredith said he found no fault
with the addition of two members
to the house, but took exception to the
principle laid down in the compilation of
the remainder of the bill. It was not con-
ceived with a view of giving fairrepre’
sentation, but was designed to give the
voice of the reformers more influence than
they were eptitled to, There had been
three bills of this character, the' presant
one, that of 1882, and also 1875. - In the

latter case the attorney-general wag young
in the discharge of his duties at that time,
and he (Mr.- Meredith) conld absoly¢ him
from blame, but the present bill .was no
doubt at his instigaion and he wounld
have to be responsible for it. Mr. Mere-
dith criticised the course of the govern-
ment in the bill before the house denounc-
ing them for hiving all the conservatives
into one consrituency, leaving the reform
party to walk in and sit down
which they  otherwise conld not
have done. The bill confirmed
the present mombers of the government and
completely wiped eut the opposition, while
this view was established by the facts of
the case. In dealing separately with the
diff<rent constituencies he showed the in-
oconsistencies of the gerrymander, the
design in view, and appealed ‘to
the honse to give its unprejudiced consid-
eration to his remarks, The pfGvince was
fairly represented as it was, the govern-
ment had a msjority of fifteen; why was it
necessary then for such & bill to be brought
in? " Cities were not treated in the same
mander as rural districts, - Taking the
estimate of one member for every 21,000
in the country, the bill proposed to add
7000 more to that estimate in cities. In
comparing this bill with the Ot
tawa gerrymander, while admitting that
Sir John’s bill did not meet
with his approval in all respects, still it
was not of the infamous nature of the pro-
vincial gerrymander, and in order to get a
fair representation it was absolutely neces
sary to go beyond the bounds of the
counties, - The dominion government had a
majority of 3100 with eighteen members,
while the provincial majority was only 400
with fifteen members (proposing in this
new bill to get fifteen more), thus showing
that under the Ottawa bill the ‘Kenple were
better represented than under the proposed
one they could be.

With reference to Toronto, he said there
was no doubt but that another representa-
tive should be elected. Many counties
inferior in population to the city of Toronto
had three members, but he objested to
the manner in which it was brought
about by so-called * minority repre-
sentation.” He was sorry to see
the government descend to adopt in a tight
pinch an abandoned policy long since used
by the British government. No doubt the
bill would be passad, but it was hard for
the opposition to have tosubmit to a tyran-
nical government majority.

Mr, Balfour thought the opposition could
bring no charge agaivst the government for
unfair treatment. The government had
showed moderation in framing the bill in
comparison with the dominion government;
the bill was abeolutely necesgary; it was
not brought in on the eve of au election;
for these reasons he intended to support
the biil.
