With
a country of such grand romb:-lit.mg its peo
should see to it that the foundation is carefully
laid.

0 . THESEWERS OF PARIS.

'

A’ Pleasure Trip Under thie Streets of the
Gay Mciropoiis.
From the New York Sun.

Excursions under Paris form one of the
fent in the mo nt for th- benetit of the
sufferers from the recent floods in France, and
the  gorgeous sewers are liberally patronized
by the fashionable world. A reporter of the
Gil Blas gives this description : J

“We started from the Place Chatelet at 3
o'clock and descended a little winding stair-
case, the steps and walls of which were cov-
ered with a gren cloth fringed by a red bor-
der. There is not the slightest danger of
soiling yonr clothes or of encountering the
slightest disagreeable odor. On arriving at
the foot of the stairs a fine disnlay of fruits
and vegetables was the first thing to greet our
eyes. These products were from Gennevililiers,
and were grown in gardeus that are watered
by the sewers. We got into a wagon, in which
were seats for twenty rsons. Off we went,
shoved along by solid looking fellows, all
neatly dressed. Above us was a mass of subes
and pipes. They are the water pipes, the two
largest containing our drinking water from the
Vaune and the water -of the Oureq, which is
used tor washing the streets and sidewalka
Then there are the pneumatie tubes, in which
we ean hear the rattle of the dispatch boxes as
they shoot along.

*Buddenly we heard the passengers in the
wagon ahoead of us uttering cries of admiration.
We were under the Rue de Rivoli, but soon
wé reached the crossing of the Rue du Pont
Neuf. This tunnel is lighted from end to end
with garlands of colored lamps. The effect is
fairylike. Thesame effect is reproduced under
the’Rue du Louvre, the Rue de Richelieu and
the Place des Pyramides, where precisely
under she statue of Joan of Arc appear in
Juminous glass the arms of the city of Paris,
We p:msag along, still following the Rue de
Rivoli, where each house has its number in
the sewer, just as in the street, until we
reached the Place de la Concorde. There the
electric lights, crossing their fires with the re-
flections of the Venetian lamps, turn .the
square into a sort of ball room. Nothing is
wanting, not even the musie. We all got out
of the wagons to embark in large boats fur-
nished with coshioned seats, The music was
in the first boat, which was decorated with
flags and lamps. The boats were started.
We followed the entre route. of the Rue
ll?.ufvale by the light of fifty duzzling electric
ights.

““After a quarter of an hour in vhis boat we
landed at_the foot of a staircase, which we
mounted, and in three minute. we were above
ground at La Madeleine, It is much colder in
the streets than it was in the sewers, where
the temperature, summer and winter, is al-
ways uniformly pleasant.”
