SHOULD BE TAUGHT IN 

OUR SCHOOLS

(St. Thomas Times-Journal)
Consideration of the clothes you 

wear, the food you eat, and the 
thousand and one articles you see 
and touch every day, and which 
touch your daily life, cannot but 
arouse in you an interest in the 
geography of business. This, in turn, 
is leading in England to the teaching 
of business geography. It is a move 
in the right direction and one too 
long delayed. Of couse, the motive 
is imperial. It is worth while for 
little boys and girls in the United 
Kingdontto know that Canada ij the 
granary of the Empire, that oran '3 

and tangerines, grapes, peachu. 
plums and pears have come thou­
sands of miles across the ocean from 
South Africa, that Tasmania grows 
apples for the London trade, and 
that Australian eggs, currants and 
dried fruits are as fine as any in the 
world. The knowledge that this is so 
must help to build up a pride in the 
empire as well as a familiarity with 
its products. Carried to its logical 
conclusion, it must eventually have 
a considerable influence upon the 
buying of the British public.

School geographies are infinitely 
better than those of 20 or 30 years 
ago—better written, better illustrat­
ed, better all around—but the text 
book is not all. The teacher Whose 
class work is perfunctory, whose int­
erest is only in isthmuses and pro­
montories and peninsulas finds it 
easy indeed to rob geography of any 
interest it might possess. The teacher 
who gives instruction in physical 
geograhpy in the back yard when it 
rains, and who teaches * commercial 
geograhpy by reference to desks and 
lead pencils, cotton shirts and wool­
len trousers, wooden seats and pic­
tures about the walls, is serving bet­
ter, perhaps, than she knows.

Geography should be the most in­
teresting, the most altogether fascin­
ating, of all subjects taught in the 
grades, richer even than history ir.

ENUMERATOR

When the census enumerator calls 
at your house next month don’t slam 
the door in his face or vouchsafe any 
false information, else you will leave 
yourself open to thé penalties as pro­
vided by Section 37 of the Statistics 
Act of 1918 as follows: Every per­
son who without lawful excuse, re­
fuses or neglects to answer, or wil­
fully answers falsely, any question 
requisite for obtaining any informa­
tion sought in respect of the objects 
of this Act or any regulation, or per­
tinent thereto, which has been asked 
of Him by any person employed in 
the éxecution of any duty under this 
Act or any regulation ; or, refuses or 
neglects to furnish any information 
or te fill up to the best of his know­
ledge and belief any schedule or 
form which he has been required to 
fill up, and to return the same when 
and as required of him under this 
Act or any regulation or wilfully 
gives false information or practises 
any other deception thereunder;

Shall for every such refusal or 
neglect or false answer or deception, 
be guilty of an offense and liable, 
upon summary conviction, to a pen­
alty not exceeding three months and 
not lÿss than thirty days, or to both 
fine and imprisonment.

I am obliged for your favour of 
the 7th instant, which was duly re­
ceived, advising that the Horticul­
tural Society1 of Watford and the 
Dominion Chautauqua are working 
in unison and that portions of the 
Dominion Public Building site "are 
being decorated.

My understanding is, as you state, 
that the present difficult financial 
situation of the country will prevent 
anything being done this year in 
Watford, and, therefore, no study 
has been given the location of a 
building on the site. This will be 
dealt with when funds are provided 
for the erection of a building.

IF WE LOSE THE BACON HOG

The Death Warrant of Our Export 
Trade.

The following extract from a pam­
phlet entitled, “The Bacon Hog "and 
the British Market,” prepared in 
1916 by the late Mr. John Bright, 
and Mr. H. S. Arkell, Dominion 
Livestock Commissioner, defines the 
position today of the heavy hog in 
Canada very plainly :-

“There is no sound argument for 
the production of the fat hog in Can­
ada. We have long since been forced 
out of that business because of the 
peculiarly strong advantages possess­
ed by the United States in the mark­
eting facilities and outlet for the 
product of that type of hog. The 
nature of our home and export de­
mand makes the bacon hog the neces­
sary type for the Dominion. To pro­
duce the fat hog economically the 
feeding of large quantities of cheap 
com is an absolute necessity and 
the greater part of the hog output 
of the United States is produced in 
the corn belt. Canada cannot begin 
to produce a similarly large amount 
of cheap com and fat hogs cannot 
be produced for competitive market­
ing unless grown on com.”

“There is a certain rigid home de­
mand for our fat hogs but as soon 
as this demand has been supplied 
and the attempt made to dispose of 
the surplus in Great Britain we 
should find ourselves put out of 
business by American competition. If 
we lose the bacon hog we sign the 
death warrant of our export trade 
ip hog products.”

“If we are to make our Canadian 
product the bacon of the British 
people then tfle words ’Canadian 
Wiltshire side’ must be a guarantee 
of standard type and quality. Fail­
ure to meet requirements by not 
producing the desired uniformity of 
type is a condition which must pot 
be toleratedTT-We must conform to 
market réçpiji^ments. Close adher­
ence to typeify the former, together 
with proper^-Teeiltng. -rrml a -sftirttaT- 
degree of care in the curing and

marketing by the. packer,1 will stead­
ily build ifp a reputation for quality 
and uniformity, such that the posi­
tion of^ our , bacon in relation to 
other brands will be steadily improv­
ed. The British market is inexorable 
in its demand for the choicest qual­
ity. 11

MINISTERS MUST REGISTER

In the future all Clergymen who 
perform a marriage ceremony will 
have to be registered with the Pro­
vincial Secretary. This is the result 
of the bill to amend the Marriage Act 
which passed at the last session of 
the Legislature. And the penalty for 
any clergyman marrying two people 
without being registered is a fine of 
*500. It is the intention of the Gov­
ernment to keep track of all clergy- 

who solemnize marriages and 
whenever the Provincial Secretary is 
satisfied that the person registered 
to perform the marriage ceremony 
has ceased to possess the qualifica­
tions entitling him to be so register­
ed the registration will be revoked. 
This act comes into force about July 
16th after proper proclamation by 
the Lieutenant Governor. It is ex­
pected that by this time all ministers 
and those entitled to perform the 
marriage ceremony will have been 
registered. Registration need not be 
made personally, but the ecclesiasti­
cal authority or authorities of the 
church, religious denomination or 
congregation to which the party be­
longs may do the registration. Issu­
ers of marriage licenses, who in the 
past have been mostly jewelers, can 
carry on 
months. After that it is the clerk of 
the municipality who is to be the 
issuer of licenses or someone he 
designates in writing as his assistant.
