DR, M. E. ARMSTRONG GIVES IN-
TERESTING HISTORICAL REVIEW

Granville Ferry — Dr. M. E. Arm-
strong, who is versed in local hist-
ory, on Sunday evening, in the Meth-
odist church, gave a most interesting
account of the moral and religious
development of the township of Gran-
ville,

The early settlers were attracted
to this fertile country
New England, (where they, in many
cases, had not succeeded in making
a living for their large families), by
the stories told then by the soldiers
sent here to take part in the expul-
sion of the Acadians. They were given
two hundred acres of land to a family
and more in cases of large families.
These people were of Puritan stock.
Their spiritual needs for many years
were ministered to by only an occa-
sional wandering evangelist. They
were from the best people of the thir-
teen colonies. They were also given
free grants of land. The Loyalists
were moétly of the Church of Eng-
land.

William Black, a young man “rom
Cumberland County, came to-the Val-
ley in 1782 to minister to the spirit-
val needs of the people. When he
came here he preached in a barn, He
was later instrumental in having sent
from an American conference two
men, one of whom was Freeborn Gar-
rison, who labored here. The obituary
of Mrs. Valentine Troop noted that
she had the distinction of being bap-
tised by Freeborn Garrison. About
this time Mr, Bailey came—also from
Cumberland County—to minister to
the spiritual needs of the people of
the Church of England. He establish-
ed churches in Upper Granville, Gran
ville Centre, Lower Granville and An-
napolis Royal. These churches had
aid #rom the British government and
from the government of Nova Scotia.
Mr, Bailey found many sects among
the four hundred families of the town-
ship. A Mr. Bancroft, a New Light,
one of the sects, caused some conster-
nation among his people by proph-
esying that on a certain day the Devil
would come and carry away bodily
George Morrison. The day came—not
so the Devil:

Granville Ferry, which was known
as New Caledonia until 1840, was the
centre of the Annapolis district in the
early days of its history. Many of the
early missionaries madé this their
home. Joshua Marsden who came
here in 1802 was one of the outstand-
ing figures. Marsden established chap-
els here, in Annapolis, Mt Hanley and
Clementsport,

From 1782-7823 was the formative
period of religious development. The
men who labored so untiringly and so
unselfishly to establish religion were
men of no learning; who bore many
hardships in their zeal, who minister-
ed to men and their needs and lived
heroic lives in the service of God and
their fellowmen.

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A GREAT OPPORTUNITY.

The Telegraph Journal says editor-
jally:—The estimate of the Tourist
Association is that 70,000 tourists
came to New Brunswick during the
summer, Of course this must be bas-
ed upon some returns from the bor-
der and elsewhere.

Too many people have the idea that
a weekly newspaper should publish
every item of news handed in, he-
cause it is local news ,notwithstand-
ing that the “news” referred to is
in its way an advertisement announc-
ing a meeting of some organization
or society.

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COMPASS . DOES

NORTH

NOT POINT

The magnetic compass has been
used “or more - than 600 years and
today is more widely employed than
ever before; hy miners underground,
by explorers, travellers, hunters,trap-
ers, prospectors, pioneers, timber
cruisers and others overland; by nav-
igators on the seas; and by airmen
high above the earth, With this small,
delicate restless instrument they are
enabled to tell direction. Yet contrary
to popular belief the magnetic com-
pass does not point due north, but
more or les eastward or westward
of it at different places. At Halifax
it points twenty two degrees west of
north, at Vancouver twenty five leg-
rees east of north,while at Fort Mac-
Pherson on the MacKenzie river
within the Arctic Circle it points
dorty four degrees east of north.
Scientists’ state that this is because
the magnetic poles of the earth are
not situated at the geographical poles
as shown on our maps of the world.

Changes From Year to Year

The problem of the compass is still
further complicated by the fact that
it changes its direction from year to
year; it marches to the westward for
many years, then turns backwards
and .marches to the eastward, then
reverses again and marches to the
westward, etc. Moreover, its very con-
fusing behaviour is quite di<ferent
in different places. Whether this is
caused by a shifting of the magnetic
poles, by changes whithin the earth
itself, or by some influence of the sun
or planets, scientists have not yet
been able to determine,

Surveys Necessary

In order that the compass may be
used -with reliance, therefore, the
diiferent countries of the world carry
out magnetic surveys to measure its
exact direction, and supply the infor-
mation to the public in the form of
magnetic maps. Owing to the -con-
tinual shifting or “march” of the com-
pass, as it is called, the work accom-
plished by a magnetic survey would
soon become obselete unless proper
are applied; so this
march_ is measured at certain points
and the work corrected accordingly
from time to time, ®

Canadian Survey Omne of Largest

This information is particularly
valuable in such a large new country
as Canada, and it is, thereiore, int-
eresting to note that one of the lar-
gest magnetic surveys in the world
is being made in this country by the
Mypographical Survey of Canada,
.whose field parties cover such wide
areas on their land surveys. The cost
is very slight because these measure-
mentg take but a minute or two and
are made during spare moments in
the land surveys,

‘The magnitude of the work accom-
plished since it commenced in 1880
is shown by the fact that nearly
20,000 of these measurements have
been made already and maps pub-
lished, showing the results, for com-
pass users,

Problems in Eastern Canada

The march of the compass assumes
particular importance in Eastern
Canada because of the old lami sur-
veys made in Ontario, Quebec, New
Brunswick, Nova Scotia, and Prince
Edward Island were made by means
o; the compass, and now-a-days when
it is requireed to re-establish or re-
trace one of the old lost boundary
lines, it is necessary to know before-
hand the change which the compass
has unvlergone since the time whea
the old survey was made, This change
may be quite large, four degrees at
Charlottetown, Halifax and St John,
since 1894, for instance, five degrees
at Quebec, seven at Montreal, aand
six at Toronto,

Measurements of the march of the
compass are therefore of a great prac
tical importance, and much infor-
mation being acquired for many
places in the country.

Associated Questions

There many allied questions
such as the connections between sun
spots, magnetic storms, aurorae, at-
mospheric electricity, ionization oi
the air, static, electromagnetic dis-
turbances on telegraph and telephone
lines, ete., which can be solved prob-
ably only after a complete know-
ledge obtained of the magnetized
state of the earth, and the reason why
the needle marches so erratically from
year to year.

The large amount such
being done in Canada at practically
no expense indicates that this coun-
try ranks well to the <ront among

Owing to the fact that during the
past 12 months goods to the value of

ll the opinion of Canadian Pacific officials stationed in China, the
cessation of hostilities in that country will, in a!l probability, be fol-
lowed by a remarkable development of Canada’s trade with the Orient
From letters received at the Montreal headquarters of the great trans-
portation company, Canadians, Europeans and other foreigners did not
take the Chinese war guite as seriously as did the Chinese themselves.
Business was affected a little as travel to and from the interior was

semewhat restricted, but at no time did the foreigners feel apprehension
as to their own safety, even though, at times, the actual scene of the
fighting was not known but was quite close. The main things worrying
the Europeans in Shangha® were the possibility of a food shortage and
the fact that the city’s best go!f links was in the f rhting zome and
had, therefore, more than the usual hazards; but trafficing and travel
may now be said to have returned almost to a pre-war basis.

To the Chinese, however, the war was a first-class war, as will be

TURNIP FEEDING,

One of the most annoyving of flav-

ors in milk and cream at this season
is that which comes from the feeding
of turnips, tl)ps and all. We would not
breathe a syllable to discourage in
any way the raising an1 feeding of
turnips. It is a line in which milk
advance could be made, especially in
western parts o; the province. (Cer-
tain precautions can easily be taken,
however, to avoid the contamination
of milk,
One is to feed the turnips immedi-
ately after milking, not before or dur-
ing that process. Another is not to
allow a pail of milk to stand in a
stable or elsewhere where there is an
ordor of turnips or other vegetables,
A third is thorough ventilation of the
stable where turnips have been fed
and the cleaning up of any leavings
from past feeding. One of the sources
of strong odor of turnips is the prac-
tice in some instances of leaving tur-
nips and' tops in a heap so that heat-
ing takes place and the process ot
decomposition begins. A little care
along such lines as these will pre-
vent a disagreeable taste and odor in
the milk,

A sportsman of this village
who knows the game well and spends’
much time in the woods has not met
with his usual success this year and
on investigation of a bind he shot the
found among the eathers a blue in-
sect which had boered deeply imto the
head of the partridge,

It is very evident that the birds
are dying from the pest, as mumbers
have been foumd dead om the ground.

'While on a hunting trip with a
party of others we motored 80 miles
in Albert County through a thickly
wooded section which was .all hard-
wood and a most likely pdace for par-
tridges, yet even though traversing
the many log roads which ‘branch off,
the gunners did mot see @r ‘hear a
partridge, bat we did see tweo lying
dead by the roadside, which bad ap-
parently died from seme disease.

Ottawa.—T. O’Hara, Deputy Minis-
ter of Trade and Commerce, gives iui
his annual report some pointed il-|
lustrations of how trade is lost to
Canada, He cites a recent case where
a ship was required to carry coal
from Sydney to Montreal, two Canad-
jan ports. The ship happened to be
of Canadian registry, but the charter |
was made and the commission paid to|
broker resident not 400
miles “rom Montreal.

Again, an officer of the Department
of Trade and Commerce saw lying at|
a pier in New York a number of large
packing cases stamped “Made in Can-
ada.” They were awaiting consign-
ment to South America, just eight
!days prior to the advertfsed sailing of
{a direct ship from Montreal, which;
ship sailed with half a cargo.
‘ Mr, O'Hara comments: “The serv-
ices and facilities of a «oreign coun-
try are frequent.ly sought perhaps be-
cause it is the line of least resist-|
ance, because of inertia or a dulled
sense of what is due to Canada.” He
urges that all possible supplies should
be bought in Canada and, if not ob-‘
tainable in Canada, with the Empire.

SHOE OUTPUT OF CANADA 1IN
CREASES.

Montreal.—The number of pairs of
boots, shoes and slippers made in Can-
ada in 1923 amounted to 18,067,300,
an increase of 873,094 pairs over the
production of the previous year, ac-
cording to a preliminary report on
the leather boot and shoe industry is-
sued by the Dominion Bureau of Sta-
tistics. The total value of productfon
in 4923 was $45,690,697, an increase
of $186,889 over the value of the pre-
vious year’s production.

The number of establishments en-
gaged in the industry in 1923 totalled
189 as compared with 181 in the pre-
vious year. Quebec had the largest
individual number of factories, the
total being steady at last year's fig-
ure of one hundred. Ontario ranked
second with an increase of six new
factories, the total for the year un-
der review being seventy-three, as
against sixty-seven for the previous
year, British Columbia had seven fac-
tories, an increase of two, Nova Sco-
tia was unchanged with four estab-
lishments as was New Brunswick with
five,

The output by Quebec was by far
the most valuable $27,370,767 of the
tota] value of the output being pro-
duced in that province as compared
with $27,922,299 for the previous year
Ontario ranked second with $15,598,-
381, as against $14,756,909 for the
previous year,

WINTER FLOWERING BULBS.

(Experimental Farms Note)

Hyacinths, tulips and narcissi can
be grown successfully ‘or winter
bloom with very little care, if plant-
ed now. A good friable garden soil,
with a little sand added for thorough
drainage, is satisgactory. The desir-
ed number of pots should be obtained
in the following sizes: four and one-|
half inch for hyachinths, one blub to{
a pot; five-inch for tulips, five bulbs'i
to a pot ;and six-inch fornarcissi.i
three or four bulbs to a pot. Other |
containers can be used satisfactorily |
provided there is a hole in the bot-|
tom for drainage, First place bits Otik
broken pots or small flat stones in=
the bottom of the pot to 'facilitate‘
drainage, then partly fill the pot with|
soil, well pressed. Place the bulbs
base dow non this, cover with soil
and press firmly all around with the
tips of the fingers. When finished the
tips of the bulbs should be just show-
ing and the soil should be about one-
thalf inch from the top of the pot.
Arter potting, a thorough watering
should be given, filling the pots to
the brim to ensure saturation of the
soil. The pots should then be buried
about six inches deep in sand out of
doors, or placed in a cool, dark part
