Robert Kerr was a cabines maker, and to this
day no one but a cabinet maker or one who has
served an apprenticeship to learn the art can
make them properly. Then they are expensive,
and they are old, which fact is not without itg
influence, when one is looking for a novelty,
Noother hive has been so much discussed ip
British literature. If one will turn to the
British Bee Journal for Dec. 1at, 1880, they will
see a paper published that was read by the Rey,
E. Bartrum, M. A., before the British Bee
Keepers Association on this hive, also in every
number forward until, and including the
issue for June 1st, 1881, they will see g long
controversy on it, between Thos.

T wouli say that I have been using the

solar wax extractor for the past two years
for that purpose, with perfect satisfaction.
With proper“care I am enabled to get the great-
er part of the honey separated without injuring
either the color or flavor. Cure must be taken
not not to let the honey become too hot, #s
this would give it a decided waxy flavor,but this
may be prevented by keeping the dripping puns
shaded and by exchanging the pans frequently,
setting them in a cool place for a chort time,
when the honey should be poured off, leaving
the pure wax in the pan until cool.

Wintering Bees by Artificial Aeat.

ASTOR Weygandt, in Flacht, a small town
@ in tbe Saunus (hi'ls), published last sum-
mer & pampllet which, among other
things, recommends bee-keepers to heat
their bz2e houses dur.uy’ the cold months 1n win-
ter and chilly nights in the autumn and early
spring. The advanrages he claims are numer-
ous—the mcre striking, at first sight, being per-
haps, the saving of food, for instead of 25 to 80
1bs., he gives his colonies 5 1bs. only, and con-
tends that, with this quantity, he carries them
safely through the cold season.

With 80 small a consumption dysentery is
not likely to show itself ; indeed he assures us
that his bees reJuire no cleansing flights at allf,
nor do they make any attempt at leaving the
hive in unsuitable weather, in spite of a tem-
perature of 75° F. and more in his bee house.

The 5 lbs. of winter stores are composed of
ten parts of honey to five of water, to which is
added one part of wheat flour ; and it is worth
noting he has observed that the bees when thus
treated (with food and warrath) evacuate in the
hive a small dry and odourless substance, thus
showing that the liquid excrementsare probably
a sign of more or less derangement.

In the early spring colonies are built up to
the requisite strength with ease. Nuclei are
carried through the winter without more diffi-
culty than populous stocks. Queensanddrones
of ary special breed can be forced by this prc-
cess, and be on the wing before others not so
treated.

The brood nest can be spread without risk of
chilling. :

A queen may be introduced in such a manner
that there is absolutely no risk of her not being
accepted, namely, by placing her in a hive
stocked with comb of capped brood only, the
warmth of the house being kept sufliciently high
to ensure the safety of hatchiug.

For the purpose of heating any stove will do-
Hot water or hot air pipes will also do, but care
must be taken that the air be dry.

With respect to the hives, single walls ure t0
bz preferred, and, if impervicus quilts ure used
a slight upward ventilation should be given.
The flight holes communicate through the wall
of the house, with the open, and are clired ab
right only in case f fro-t.

*I think such things as reversible  frames,
metal corners, separators and .honey-boards.
and wired frames are expensive investments for
the average bee-keeper aud add to the cost of
production.” -

better without honey-boards, but for the
general bee-keeper, they have come to
stay—at least for a good long time.

MORE TRUTH THAN POETRY.

‘In vrder 1o make the most from bee keeping,
we must first produce our honey ‘gs cheaply as
possible. In order to do this we must Yo away
with those things that are not of practical bene-
fit in the apiary. We must go slow in_invest:
ing n everything that we es advert'xs.ed in our
bee journals. It has becn a great failing among
our most prominewt bee-keepers to jump at cor-
clusions, hoping by so deing 10 get"ahead 1 the
matter of improvements, and thus they put on
the market and sanction a thing which when it
comes to be tested proves worse than uselgss,
Now all these things add to the cost of produc-
tion, and are a trig to the business. ~What the
average bee.keeper wants is simplicity in every-
thing. He wants a:good movable frame hive.
This is important , with such appliances as are
necessary to obtain the most honey.”

A correspondent in Gleanings does
pot believe in educating the public—or
nather he does not think that they can
be educated to understand that the
wandving propensity of lioney 1s a guar-
intee of its purity. There 1s force in
his argument. He says »

We bee keepers must solve one problem more
before we consider ourselves masters of the situ-
ifion. We must .discover what treatment, or
what may be added to liquid honev, that will
_tétain it, when we desire, in this form. Just so
long'as the honev we sell, either to grooers or
tonsumers, candies on their hands, there wiil be
wmplaints and suspicion of purity. Talk about
sducating the public to know that this candying
propensitiy of honey is the only guarantee of its
purity is all a waste of time, Better add some-
thing to the honey that will retain it in the liquid
state and have no talk abont its “going back to

_sugar,”. and “sqgar-’fed beed.”

80TTM BOARDS AND TEMPERATURE.:

. Talking of the use and non-use of
bottom boards in wintering, Ernest
Root says :

“It will be evident that the internal tempera-
ture of the hive whose bottom is covered will be
bigher than.that of a nive without a bottom.
board. Hence if hives have bottom-boards, the
temperature must be kept lower in the cellar
than in a cellar where hives have no. bottom-
boards. .. .

A NICE PLAN FOR KEEPING-THE Hdl"l‘OM-
BOARD CLEAN IN WINTER.

\Vhere movable bottom-boards are
used the plan of F H Cyrenius, Oswego,
N. Y., as given in Gleanings, is good :

“Before the bees are stored in the cellar, each
hive ha- a stiff paper spread upon the botiom
board, and the Yees nre closed in for the winter.
How we enjoy moving the bees into the cellar -
and out sgain, and none of them sllowed to
come outside ! Three or four times during the
winter we take a basket ¢8 the bee-room, open
the end, draw out the paper, shake all the dead
bees and other refuse off into the basket, re-
place the papers and we arerid of all bad smell
and the tronble of sweeping the dead bees from
the cellar. And, besides, we save a great many
bees which wander out of their comiortable
quarters in carrying out the dead.”

THB BEST SIZE OF BROOD NEST.
In reply to an article in Gleanings as
fo the best sizc of brood nest some
twenty correspondents reply. A dozen
of these prefer a brood nest of 1200 to
1400 cubi¢ inches; four others run
about 1600; and the balance about
2000. The brood nest of the nine-
frame Combination hive is 1300 cubic
inches, and of the Jones' twelve-trame,
1500 mches.

TAKING BEES 'FROM (EBLLAR IN JANUARY.

On the 3est of Jan,, R. L. Tavlor, of
Lapeer, Mich., carried his bees out of
the cellar. Speaking it of he says:

«Two facts have moved me to take this
new departure, viz: The almost unprecedented
mildness of the season, and the uneasiness of
the bees. There was, as yet, no appearaccé of
disease, but it seemed impossibleto get a teniper-
ature such as to prevent the bees of many of the
cYlonies from unduly wasting. It was easy to
see, from the eagerness with which the bees took

.| wing, and from the spotting of thé covers of the

hives in their fight, that they at least thought it
a good thing. Were they right ? .

But I mention the matter more particularly to
point a lesson. We must not forget that gener-
al advice is given, and rules areMaid down to
meet ordinary circumstances: when extraordi-
nary circumstances come .in, common: sense
must be.given free play to formulate new rules,
-if necessary. . In beekesping, circumstances
alter cases so frequently that, to be a successfull
apiarist, one must be foll of resources to ade-
quately meet new contingencies, Unthinking
stolidity, at least is sure to fail. .
