The Presentation of Alms.

“I wish, too, that there might be less
elaborate ceremonial at the offering of
the Alms, not carelessness, but proper,
discriminating reverence. It is more
than one can bear with equanimity to
stand ‘“humbly afore the Holy Table”
while the full choir sings an eight-line
stanza about ‘Holy offerings rich and
rare,” when one can plainly see that the
coutents of the Alms’ Basins are neither
holy nor rich, nor in any sense proportion-
ate offerings, considering the due propor-
tion whigh it should be every Christian’s
privilege to make as a return forall God’s
mercies. Nor can I commend the singing
of the Long Metre Doxology, as if we could
make up, by volume of sound or exuberant
service of the lips, for the frequently dis-
graceful deficiency in tho offering of our
possessions. )

It often seems to the eyes of the stran-
gors—that we consider nothing in our wor-
ship so solemn, so important, or so note-
worthy by God and man, as the presenta-
tion upon the Altar of the small coins with
which many of the people have perbaps
previously prepared themselves before go-
ing to Church. The incongruity lies in
another direction also, in that the Oblation
of the Elements, which is a properly im-
portant ritual act, is so frequently per-
formed most carelessly by both priests
and people, and not until the singing re-
ferred to is over and the people have re-
sumed their seats. Let there be, as I say,
discriminating reverence.”

Farming.

IyMrorTaNT OPPORTUNITY.

How often it is that men go right
through life with a very imperfect know-
ledge of the methods which would enable
them to farm to the best advantage. They
work justas hard as the better instructed
Farmer ; but they do not obtain the same
results, and the difference, which they
lose, would be of course all profit.

Now it is in order to deveiope the cap-

';z'tbilities of the Farmers of the Province

of Quebec and to enable thum to be more
and movre prosperous, that the Provincial
Government has established several Model
Farms, where young men are taught at
little or no cost to themselves what will be
of infinite service to them right through
life. Already the French Canadians are
availing themselves freely of these ad-*
vantages, and now, there is & new Model
Farm at Compton, which seems to be
especially adapted to the needs of our
English-speaking peop.e. The Principal
is Mr. John M. LeMoine, (late of Stan-
stead, P Q.,) who tells me, in reply to in-
quiries which I have made partly out of
my own desire to help our Farmers in all
parts of the Diocese, and partly at the
instance of the Honorable Mr. Beaubien,
Minister of Agriculture, that the Quebec
Government has placed at the disposal of
young men, who wish to devote them-
selves to farming, fifteen J3ursaries, which
give to those who hold them, free board
and tuition for two yeurs.

There is, howerer, very wisely o short
probationary term of three months during
which the Pupil has to pay seven dollars
per month for his Board. But after
three months, if he is approved by the
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Principal, he has a Bursary awarded to
him, and has nothing further to pt,.
There are also money Prizes given for
Ploughing, &e.

The new Building for the reception of
Pupils will be ready by the 1st of July;
the present House is full,

The instruction given at Compton is
more especially i the best methods of
practical farming ; but, with this, there
are to be theoretical and scientific Lecturcs,
which will be given by competent Pro-
fessors.

Young men are not admitted as Pupils
under sixteen years of age.

Our Clergy would do well to bear this
opportunity in mind ; and our readers gen-
erally, who may feel interested, and who
may wish to secure, for some members of
their families, the advantages of scund
training in the principles of practical
Farming, with the help of one of the
fifteen Bursaries, would do well to write
at once to Johm M. LeMoine, Esq.,
Model Farm, Compton, P.Q., for furth.r

The Social Side of Church Life.

It has been brought to the notice of the
Bishop in-various ways, the need there is
to consider what may be wisely done to
promote mutual friendliness and social
intercourse amongst our scattered bodies
of Church folk, and indeed to weld to-
gether the mambers of our Congregations
in our larger Communities, The fact that
cur Clergy generally occupy & very wide
field, and have to drive from point to
point on Sundays, as quickly as they
can, in order to fulfil their several
engagements, and the fact that our
people have little or no opportunity
of meeting together, except for their Sun-
day Services, these things coupled, in
some ingsances, with an undue upholding
of social distinction are a source of weak-
ness and not of strength, ealling aloud
for the attention of our Clergy and more

earnest lay people, With a view to devising
some effectual remedy.

Among other religious Bodies this dif-
ficulty is meb to a great extent by such
organizations as ** Christian Endeavour,”
ete., and in the City Congregations of the
Episcopal Church in the United States, it
is often found helpful to federate all the
various Church Guilds and Societies into
a geuneral Church Club, meeting about
once & month for social as well as veligious
purposes. In this way members of the
same Congregation have to some extent
the opportunity of knowing each other,
and much is done towards arousing and
preserving that espret de corps, which is so
necessary an element of true Church life,
The question that therefore avises is this:
‘Would it not be possible to form a Dio-
cesan Society, with Branches in all those
Parishes, where the Clergy in charge
might think they would prove useful 9 The .
exact name of the Society might be lest
for future consideration, its object would
be the promotion of religious and social
union amongst our people. Its rules
would be very few and might be something
of this kind : (1) That all members of
the Church in & Parish or Mission shall
be eligible for membership, at the discre-
tion of the Clergyman. (2) That all
others who, by attendance at Church or
in any other way accepting the ministra-
tions of the Church, shew themselves well
affected towards the Church, shall also be
eligible to be associate member{ at the
discretion of the Clergyman. (3) That
there shall be for each Branch, a manac -
ing committee of six members, three of
whom are to be elected by the members
and the other three shall be the Clergyman
and Church-Wardens of the Cungregation,
with the Clergyman as chairman, who, in
case of equal votes upon any question,
shall have in addition a casting vote. (4)
That it shall be the duty of the Committes
to arrange for occasional meetings of the
Branch. (5) That thiese meetings shall
take the form of pleasant ovenings, with
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suitable recreatton and light vefresh-
ments to be snpplied by members as they
may agree. (6) That theve shall be a
special Annual Service and gathering of
each Branch. (7) That once in three
years there shall be a Convention, at some
convenient centre,. to which as many dele-
gotas as possible shall be welcomed from
every Branch, such Convention to be pre-
sided over by the Bishop of the Diocese.
(8) That it shall be understood th.t the
object of the Society is not to raise money
either for the Farish or for the Diocese,
but simply tu deveiope the religious and
social happiness «f our Church people.
(9) That it shall be the recognised duty
of members to do what they can to pro-
mote religious growth and social union
«nong their fellow members and among
all Church people. (10) That there shall
be a small annual subscription of ten
cents a year, to meet small incidental ex-
penses, half of these subscriptions to be
held by the Branches themselves towards
their own expenses, and L.if to be sent to
Quebec towards the expenses of the cen-
tral organization.

As to the name, “*< Society might per-
haps Dbe called the ¢ Quebec Dioresan
Religious and Sve al Union Association,”
in which case it 1-ould be sp.ken of in
giving notices, as our * Tieligious and
Social Union Association,” and the motto
of the Society might well be *‘One in
Christ ” or *‘One in Him.”

The Bishop will be very glad to hear
from any of the Clergy, who may feel
interested in this important matter, and
will gladly do all in his power to give
further information and also assist in the
formation of Branches.

New Forms of Return
To BE MADE BY THE CLERGY AND CHURCH-
W+ ARDENS FOR EVERY CONGREGATION IN
THE DIOCESE.

At qurlast Diocesan Synod it wasagreec
that the Forms of Return sent out before
Synod were very difficult in some respects

to-uuderstand; and it was felt moreover

that it ought to be possible to ar

range to have one “Yorm of Return”
only “or each year; a Form that should in-
olusie all the information needed by the
Blshop, by the Provincial and Diocesan
Syn. 15, and also by the great Missionary
Sodieties in England. And in view of the
fact that the exinting Formswere very con-
fusing, and also in view of the faet that
the returns made through fhe Rural Deans

and otherwise to Synod were very imper-
fect, the following Report +f the Commit-
tee on Bionnial Returns was, on the motion
of the Ven. Archdeacon of Quebec, second-
ed by Dr. Henelkor, adopted by Synod and
ordered to bo printed:—

“The Committee appointed to report
unhon the question of Biennial Returns Log
t2 report:

JThat they are prepared to recommend
that the form of Statistical Returns drawn
up by bis Lordship the Bishop beaccepted
as the one form for use in this Diocese;
and that it bé made the duty of the Clerzy
and Church-Wardens to fill in and -xotirn
this form to the Bisho» or the person
authorized by the Bishop1o receive it, once
only in every year.

With 1eference ts the Ruri-Decanal Re-
turns laid before *his Synod, the Commit-
teo are of opinion that it would La merely
o useless oxpense to print thera in the
Journal in their present imperfect con-
dition. he Committee recommend thub
thev be placed in the Bishop’s hands,
whe 1s willing to see that they are com-
loted, and that his Lordship be requested
to make the results known to the Diocese
in such form as he ray think best, in the
Diocesan Gazette or otherwise.”

In accordance with this Report, adopted
by Synod, the Blshop wrote to those of
the Clergy who had made noReturn, and
presently sll the geps were filled; and
now, the general result, with the greater
part of the details, is shewn on pages 246-
258 of the new Church Society Report. In
this way the Bishop has carried out the
recommendation contsined in the last
Paragraph of the Committes’'s Report.
And with regard to the earlier Paragraph,
the Bishop has since Iaster issued the
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now Forms of Roturn, and he begs most
emphatically that all the Clergy will sup-
port-him, by getting these Forms filled up
at once and returned to him in Quebee. It
will be better that all three Forms should
Le sent direct to the Bishop, vather than
to the several Rural Deans. Nhe Bishop
will then have the results cavefally tabu-
lated, so that they may appear snnually in
the successive Chnrch Society Reports,
so thatthe Returns a. 1 their general re-
sults will be abieo to e laid before Synod,
not only fir the yeer ending Easter in
which our Sessions of Synou are held, but
for the two years that have clapsed since
the last Session. The Bishop would re-
mind the Clergy and Church-Wardens that
all such Returns, while they can nover tell
the full and true value of the work that is
being done, musi be almost valueless, un-
less by o painstaking and universal co-
operaticn, the B.shop is furnished with
full and exsct Returns from every Con-
gregation in the Diocese. It is importans,
ia fact, that sepurate Peturns should bhe
filled tor each Cobngregation in overy Par-
ish or Mission, so that the members be-
longing to each, and the assessients and
other moneys recoived by each may be
shewn separately. Of course, it isfully
recognized, fhat to fill up these Forms
must cost some little research snd some
little labour, and it is understood that
there may bs some cdifficulty at first in
answe iy all the questions required by|:
our Canons or other authority, dutonce
& thorough commence.ment has been made,
it will always be 1auch easicr in future
years, and certainly the guad resuvlts aris-
ing fromall this work will be very great.

DISTRICT NEWS.

AGNES, LAKE MEGANTIC.
The Rev. H. A. Brooke reports :—

The Lord Bishop of Quebec paid a visit to
Agnes, in the Mission of Scotstown, on the
23rd of March, for a Confirmation. At cight
o’clock the Church was filled to its utmost
capacity. The Confirmation Service was pre-
ceded {ns in Apostolic time) by an adult
Baptism, after which ten persons received
the Rite of the Laying on of Hands.

A meeting of the congregation ‘was held
after the Service, to sce what the people
were willing to do towards the support of &
resident Clergyman for Agnes. The issue of
the meeting was that the people have agreed
to raise $300 a year, if only they can have a
Clergyman of their own, which offer has, I
believe, been accepted by the Bishop, and
now we Jook forward in October next to have
living in our midst a Priest of the Ghurch of
England,

Let us one and all thank God and take
courage.

BARFORD.

On Saturday, February 20th, atter a long
and tedious journey from Quebee,the Lord
Bishop arrived at about 9.80 p.m. at Norton
Mills, where he was met by Mr. Avthur
Ward, who had come down to the Slation
to drive him up to Dr. Ward’s, at Barford.
But what a drive it was ! For, owing to
the reeent rains and unmsually mild weath-
er, the country was flooded and the roads
were well nigh impassable. And beyond
all the rest, there were two places on the
route to be taken especially bad and diffi-
cult. At the first the borse and sleigh
sank suddenly into a heavy drift, and the
Bishop and his driver, on getting out, both
sank deep into the fast melting snow. In-
deed one of the Bishop’s feet gQt to be so
fixed under a sheet of ice at the hottom of
the arift, that it was only by clearing the
snow and ice away with his hands that
Mr. Ward could extricate him., Thorough-
ly wet, the travellers proceeded on for
about half a mile, until at the second bad
place, tho sleigh was soon literally stuck
in a deep gully of melting snow, wherethe
road passes between high ground on the
one side anda Frenchman’s farm high up
on the other. The Bishop again alighted,
keeping himself warm in the night air, by
moving rapidly up and down on the plat-
form‘above, and meantime Ar. Ward made
several strong but ineffectual efiorts to
lift the sleigh; but at length, after trying
again and again, he was obliged to go and
knock the Frenchman up and seek his
help. With all the politeness and kindli-
ness characteristic of his race, the good
farmer was soon dressed, and with his
shovel he dug & way for the sleigh, and
then caused the horse to take it along
empty some twenty or thirty yards to a
spot where the snow was not quite so
deep. A board was now thrown froma
point just under the high platform on the
right to the cutter in the middle of the
road, and the Bishop having stepped down
“true,” walked out on the board and got
into the sleigh, and the rest of the journey
as made without further adventure, so
that, having token nearly two hours in
covering only a little over two miles of
road, the two arrived both very wet; but
all that was disagreeable was soon forgot-
ten in Dr, Ward's warm old English Homo,
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and in the still warmer expressions of a
true Canadian welcome.

None the worse for the exposure of the
previous ' night, nine o’clock on Sunday
morning found his Lordship at S.Law-
vence’s Chureh, Barford, and here, joined
by the Incumbent, he administered the
Helv Communion, having first given a brief
addresz on the necessary preparation,
which, according to the Holy Scriptures,
we should all make before receiving the
Holy Sacrament, Directly after this Ser-
vice both proceeded to Stanhope, adjoining
Norton Mills, whence the Bishop had come
on the previous night. They were reflect-
ing that it would be well nigh impossible,
together in a cutter, to pass over the two
bad places referred to above. Whenatthe
point where the road for Barford joins the
road which runs up from Dixville, thoy
most fortunately met with Mr. S. Swailes,
driving alone towards Stanhope Church in
his “Pung sleigh,” as the country people
call it. His Lordship at once suggested
that he should lighten the cutter and take
a passage in the “ Pung,” and in this way
the whole party just got safely through.
At Chureb, in spite of the wretched condi-
tion of the roads, there was alarge con-
gregation, and the result was a very ear-
nest and memorable Service. Firstof all,
two married men were baptized, and then
these two and three others—the whole of
thoe five upwards of thirty-five years of
age—were ¢onfirmed, and lastly, the Bishop
administered the Holy Communion to
the largest number of Communicants in
the history of thecongregation. The ad-
dresses were plain, earnest, practical and
convincing, and clearly made avery deep
impression. ' .

As soon as this Service was over, o start
was made for Disville. His Lordship
again availing bimself ofthe “Pung,” and
in this way, after covering upwards of five
miles of slushy roads, the Parsonage was
roeached without any seriousinconvenience
about two o’clock. There was just time
forahurried lunch, and the Bishop held an-
other Confirmation atS. Cuthbert’s Churcb,
Dixville; and, notwithstanding the un-
propitious weather and the almost impass-
ableroads, the Church was filled with a
large and attontive congregation. Two
married women and a young man of twenty
wera confirmed, and what has alreadybeen
said with reference totho address at Stan-
hope, applies:also here.

It had beon intended to drive out eleven
miles for Evering Serviceand Confirmation
at Perryborough,but having ascortained by
Telephone, that it would be quite impossi-
ble to get through, this Service was post-
poned until Tuesday evening, March 24th,
and his Lordship was consequently able to
spend the Sunday evening and Monday
morning withthe Incumbent and his family
—an occasion which proved to be both a
pleasure and a rest.

On Tuesday, Mareh 24th, the Bishop, who
had travelled down in the morning by the
C.P. R. from Agnes, Lake Megantic, to
Lenunoxville, and thence by the G. T. R. to
Coaticook, took mid-day dinner with the
Rov. Canon and Mrs. Foster, and was then
driven by the Incumbent of Barford ten
miles up to Perryboro,” whore both were
most heartily welcomed by R. Hobson,Esq.,
of Sherbrooke, who has rented the Perry
Farm,now that Mr. and Mrs Perry have
gone to live at Hatley. Before supper tho
Bishop drove up to Mr. S. E.Jones and exe-
cuted o Deed by which his Lordship ac-
cepted for the Church the new Burial
Ground at Perryboro,” and after suppor
be found the little Chureh, as always, quite
full: and at a very earpest Service three
weroe confirmed. And what was perhaps
better still: in the morning at 7.80, out of a,
community of 70 or 80 people, some fiveand
twenty folks, many of whom had come
three, four and five miles, were present to
join the Confirmation Candidates at their
first Communion. After breakfast at Mr.
Hobson’s, the Bishop was driven by the In-
cumbent down to Coaticook, whence after
luncheon agein at Canon Foster’s, ho was
driven on by the Rev. A. 13, Whatham for a
Confirmation at Way's Mills.

Burz.

On March 5th, a deputation, consisting
of Rev. Canon Thorneloe, D.C.L., aud
Capt. Carter, by request of the Diocesan
Board, visited a meeting of tho Vestry of
St. Paul’'s Chbureh, in this Alission, for the
purpose of adjusting certain financial mat-
ters. Arrears of assessment, which should
bave been got rid of entirely before the
coming into residence of the present In-
cumbent, wero paid by advances upon sub-
scriptions due to the Diocesan Board for
theyear just begun, which wasonty putting
off tho pinch to another day. Thus there
como shortages quarterly in paymeonts of
assessment,
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Another difficulty for the deputation’s
cousidoration was that caused by tho re-
fusal of tho Incumbent, the Rev. C. B.
Washer, to allow assessment to be paid
with money obtained by ontertaiments
and suppers.

The meeting was quite representative,and
considering the bad state of the roads, was
well attended; the temper and tone boing
very good indeed. The deputation shewed
that they disapproved of money being
raised for the ministrations of the Church
by entortainments, and those present were
asked to augment their subscriptions, with
the result that over fifty dollarswas added.
‘The Wardens, Messrs. Jos. Boydell and A.
B. Hunt, expressed their opinion that the
arrears could and would bo paid, and these
expectations have now been fulfitied.

The Diocesan Board fixed the amount
for St. Paul’'s Church at $400, making tho
contribution of the whole Mission $590 per
annum.

On Sunday, March 22nd, & Confirmation
was held for St. Paul’s distriet. The Lord
Bishop was met on Saturday evening ab
Bishop’s Crossing Station, Q. C. R., by the
senior Warden, Mr. J. Boydell, and brought
to the Parsonage, arriving about nine
o’clock.

There was a slight fall of snow carly
Sunday morning, though it soon cleared
up. Before the Confirmation Service,
which took place at teno’cloek, the Bishop
baptized the infant child of Mr. and Mrs.
Cheeseman. Torty-threc persons wore
contirmed, the number being wade up of
two married couples, six married persons,
and young mon and young women and
children. T'wo of the adults had been pre-
viously baptized by theIncumbent.

His Lordship’s address and also his ser-
mon in the Eucharistic Service were most
suitable and profitable. All the newly con-~
firmed recoived tho Holy Communion bo-
gether with sixty-seven others.

In the atternoon, the Bishop was driven
by Mr. A. B. Hunt, Church-Warden, to St.
John’s Church. The Service here was con-
ducted under unfavourable circumstances.,
The unusual direction of tho wind interfer-
ed with the draft of the stove,so that the
Church was full of smoke. The opening
of celling ventilator and doors reduced the
temperature considerably, but not the
ardour of the people; and his Liordship
showed himself superior to mundanse con-
ditions. .

In the evening, the Bishop preached a
second timo at the village Church to a
good and appreciative congregation.

On Alpnday his Lordship made some
calls in the neighbourhood, and visited the
village schools, and then loft at 5.30 by
C. P. R. for Megantic.

An important event in the historyof S.
Paul’s Church isthe placing of a stained
glass window in the Chancel in Holy Week,
in time for the Good ¥riday Services. The
window has been given by the Rev. Canon
Richardson, in memory of Mrs. Richard-
son, who cntered into rest June 17th, 1894,
Bury was tho Reverend Canon’s first
Parish, and to it ho brought his bride
some 30 years ago. It consists of three
lights, the Crucilixion in the centre with
St. Mary the Virgin and St. John on oither
side. The subject was chosen by the
donor in conjunction with the Bishop. The
conception and exccution are considered
good, aud the picture as a whole is very
effective. The work is by Spence & Sons,
of Montreal. Mrs. Richardson is still re-
membered affcctionately by those who
knew hor here, and the Clergyman and
Wardens were very glad to accopt for the
congregation such a memorial of a beauti-
ful life.

It is hoped the window will be dedicated
later on, in the warm weather, when Canon
Richardson is able to be present.

The annual Vestry Meetings were held
at 8. Paul’s and S.John’s on Easter Mon-
day, and at S. Thomas’ oun Easter Tuesday.
The Financial statements worc all satis-

factory, though S. Pgul’s shewed a deficit
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cavged by unusual outlay for Parsonage
water-supply improvements.

At 8. Johw’s the Vestry discussed the
orection of & new horse-shed on & strip of
land noxt the Graveyard, kindly presented
by Mr. John Vannever, who resides in
New Hampshire.

LENNOXVILLE.

Qur University corresrcndent sends us
the following notes ahout S. George's
Chureh, Lennoxville:—

At this Chureh, of which the Rev. Pro-
fessor Scarth is Rector, there were over
150 Communicants on Easter Day, equally
divided botwveen the ecight and eleven
o’clock Celebrations.

We are glad to report that the first part
of the new Chureh building, contemplated
for some years to replace the presoent ono
will bebegun this summer. The demolition
of the tower and spire, the orection of a
new and estended West end, and the re-
moval of the unsightly gallories will be
proceeded with at once. Thisis partof a
scheme for building an entirely new
Church of Gothie design on the site of the
present one, which hasstood for fifty years
and will be torn down from time to time.
The erection of a Nave and Choir will be
left for a future date. A sum of about
$4,000 is in hand for this work. Excellent
work is done in this Church; the Sorvices
aro hearty and reveront, and the teaching
on distinctly Chureh lines.

Mabe People’'s Warden, Mr. Philip Vibert
being again chosen Minister’s Warden, and
Robert Campbell, Esq., of Quebee, elected
as Delegate to Synod.

RicuatoxNp.

The Rev. James Hepburn reports :—

During the first week of the Epiphany season,
the Annual Sunday School Festival was held
in the basement of the Church. Great pains
nad been taken in the preparation of the chil-
dren by Mrs. Hepburn, Mrs. Aylmer and Mrs.
Carpenter,and asareward the programme was
carried through very sausfactorily. The as-
sembly in the evening of pavents and friends
was very Jarge, and all were highly pleased
with what they heard and saw. I spoke to
them of the good work done during the year
by our devoted band of Teachers, and con-
gratulated the congregation upon the fact
that three scholars had passed the Inter-Dio-
cesan examination in December-

As a closing part of the yrogramme a good
number of prizes were given b)’the Teachers
of each class to the deserving pupils. It was
a comfort to see how many there were whom
the Teachers thought deserving, and as &
father I was happy to find that my three little
sons were all among them. A pleasant break
in the prescribed order of proceedings was
made by Mr. Sutherland, appearing in be-
half of the congregation and in the kindest
manner thanking Mrs. Bepburn for her active
kindness towards the Church and Sunday
School, and begging her o accept another
token of their appreciation and good-will.
The compliment and gift were acknowledged
gratefully by Mrs. Hepburn herself, much to
the delight of all present.

On January 23vd we had o very interesting
Migsionary Meeting, addressed by Archdeacon
Tims, of Calgary. He does not move people
by any peculiar gift of oratory ; but people
arc moved, either by the simplicity and ear-

nestness of his words, or by the touching
tale of truth he tells of the poor Indisus to
whom he ministers, and especially by the fact
of so many being still heathen. The response
to his appeal was wonderful for us, some-
thing above $60.00. One gentleman present
offering $25.00 to educate one youth for a
year.

On March 3rd, the Lord Bishop of the Diocese
was kind enough to visit us again. The day
was very rough and therefore seriously affected
theattendance. Mrs. Hepburn had arranged
with b*n to address the young ladies of the
congr ,ation with a view to organizing in
some way for mutual benefit and for the
Church’s sake. Twenty-six braved the snow
storm and listened to him for an hour, as he
spoke to them freely and heartily about the
matter, and he promised to try to bring about
something of the kind for the general accept~
ance of the Diocese. He said among other
things that in coming from England to Can-
ada be was more struck by this than by any
thing else, the absence of organizations for
the social advantage of the {members of the
Church.

Mony are looking forward auxiously to
what will come out of this.

In the evening his Lordship delivered a
lecture on the Dissolution of the Monasteries
in England. Wehave heard several of hislec-
tures before, full of instruction and most
helpful to us, but the last was the best of all,
giving boundless satisfaction and whetting
the appetite of the people for more of the
same food.

Storms have been the unbroken rule through
Lent, disturbing the Church attendance;
yet the record has been good, two weekly
Services in St. Anne's, and others in tha
Country parts. In Holy Week there were
three Services daily—7.30 a.m., 3 p.m. and
1.30 p.m.—the congregations numbering from
16 to 50, and on Good Friday there were as
many as 130 at Church. At every Service
readings were given instead of sermons or
addresses, proving very iuteresting. I have
to thank a dear friend of years, (Dr. Allnatt),
for conducting the Three Hours’ Service on
Good Friday for me. Owing to bad weather
the attendance was much smaller than it
would have been ; but the Service was very
uffecting and helpful, and many have spoken
thankfully of it since, Easter Day was in-
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deed & Happy Festival—large congregations
morning and evening—and 83 Communicants,
though seme were prevented from coming by
the roads and weather. The financial stand-
ing is wonderfully good and cheering : total
raised $2,640.00 (about $1,000 being for the
reduction of the Church debt).—ZLaus Deo.

The Rev. G. G. Nicolls writes :—

Everytbing possible, alnost, scemed to go
against our efforts to securc specially bright
and successful music for our Easter Services.
OQur esteemed and able organist, Miss Hill,
was obliged to be away ; and out of our tiny
band of singers two of the very best were

unavoidably absent. A number of boys, how-, .
these Services, as well as on Sunday evenings,

ever, were pressed into service for the oc-
casion, and their usefulness was very great;
though owing to the shortness of time for
preparation nertber the volume or quality of
their music was what it might have been.
The little fellows did their best though, and
we are indebted to them.

Mrs. Crockett most kindly took Miss Hill’s
place at the organ, andfdischarged her duties
with great faithfulness and efficiency; and
ns we again had the splendid support of Mr.
Yeo with his cornet, the music was as good
as our circumstances permitted, went with a
will, and was very hearty.

Although we had no cut flowers for decor-
ative purposes, and the supply of plants wag
decidedly limited, the Sanctuary and Altar
atleast of each of the Churches looked bright
and beautiful; and this, notwithstanding
that the plants in blessom were far fewer
than in other years. The wasses of vari.
coloured foliage however were strikingly
beautiful. At the upper Church we had a
greater number of plants than at the other,
and were able to extend the decoration be-
yond the Chancel and Altar. An improve-
ment in the lighting was singularly success-
ful; and many remarked that the flowers
looked far pretiier than last year, although
there was then a greater abundance of them,
and scverd] times the amount of bloom that
we had this year. Every single plant in
the upper Church was kindly lent us by our
friends belonging to the Methodist congrega--
tion.

STANSTEAD,

A Chapter of the S. Andrew’s Brotherhood
was organized in connection with Christ
Church, on January 21st. It is doing good
work for the Church and now numbers
thirteen members, less several probationers.
The members undeitake the work of ushers in
Church. The Chapter meets fortnightly,
when subjects of Practical Church work arg
discussed.

The Lenten Services commenced with a
Celebration of Holy Communion at 7a.m., on
Ash Wednesday, when all the members of the
Brotherhood communicated in a body. There
was also another Celebration at the 100’ clock
Service. During the whale of Lent, there
were special Services with a course of ad-
dresses by the Rector,the Rev. W. T. Forsythe,
every Wednesday and Friday evening. At

the Truro Mission Hymn Book was used. The
weather throughout the whole season was
almost one continued storm. Despite this,
the attendance with very few exceptions was
very good, the number of men present being
especially noticeable. In Holy Week, there
was Daily Matins and Evensong with ad-
dresses by the Rector on the * Comments at
the Cross’’ On Tuesday and Thursday,
there were also Gelebrations of the Holy
Eucharist.” On Good TFriday, (when the
weather turned suddenly arctic), in addition
to Matins and Evensong, there was also a
Servide of Meditation on the Seven Last
'Words in the afternoon.

Thesevere weather preveated the bringing of
flowering vlants as usual to Churchon Easter
Day, but still the Church looked pretty in its
festal garb. There were two Celebrations of
the Holy Eucharist, at 7 a.m. and at mid-day,
The Morning Service was fully choral with
chanted Psalms and Tallis' Festal Responses.
Te Deum and Benedictus* were sung 1o sett-
ings by Simper. The Anthem was algo his
composition. The Communion Office was
sung to Mr. Dorey’s beautiful setting in B
Flat. The number who made their Easter
Communion was fifty-four. Easter offerings
amounted to $33.038. The Easter Evensong
was semi-chotal with Magnificat and Nune
Dimittis and Anthem by Simper. The con-
gregations at both Sexvices were good. Too
much credit cannot be given to the Organists
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and Choir for the great pains taken and time
given to the practice for, and the rendering of,
the Baster music; they certainly earned the
vote of thanks extended to them by the
Vestry. :

The annual Vestry Meeting was held on
Easter Monday Evening, when there was a
good attendance. The retiving Church-
Wardens presented their report, which, alas,
showed a balance on the wrong side. It must
be remembered that this congregation is now
entirely self-suporting. Mv. H. E. Channell
was re-appointed Rector’s Warden, and Mr.
A. Rainbach was clected People's Warden.
Messrs. G. Tiffin, . G. Duncalf, A, T. Allan,
Jr, and E. W. Thomsas were elected Sides-
men. Messrs. Rainbach, Duncalfand Thomas
were appointed a Committee to canvass the
whole parish for the purpose of soliciting de-
finite subscriptions for the coming year.

Mr. H. G. Duncalf has been appointed Lay
Reader for the Parish, having consented to
help the Rector in this manner.

The Woman's Auxiliary is busily engaged
in making up its annual outfit for its Indian
protégée.

The severe stormy weather has sadly in-
terfered with our various School-house Ser-
vices.

Way's MinLs.

The Rev. A. E. Whatham reports :—

Wednesday, March 25th, was a red-letter
day in our calendar here, since we had. with
us our esteemed Lord Bishop, who at three
o' clock in the afternoon performed the solemn
and Apostolic Rite of Confirmration, admit-
ting thercby three of our members,Mr. W. H.
Davidson, Miss Janie Davidson, and Miss
Daisy Needham, to the highest privilege of
the Churceh, viz : participation in * The Lord’s
Supper or Holy Communion."

The congregation numbered fifty-three,
and would have been undoubtedly larger had
the Service been lield in the evening, since
many of our male friends were absent owing
to necessary atiendance on stock, cte., for our
farmers are very busy men as the afternoon
closes in. Nevertheless, we had a most im-
pressive Service, and the wise words of our
good Bishop will long be remembered by all.
The Clergy present included the Lord Bishop,
Rev. W. T.Forsythe, acting Chaplain, and
wmyself. There scems to be no end to our

Bishop's cnergies. Early in the morning he
bnd driven many miles to Coaticook, where
we met him, and after a light dinner at Canon
Foster’s, we drove him to Way'sMils, nearly
ten more miles. In the evening he wasdriven
by one of our Church-Wardens, Mr. G. Davis,
to Ayer's Flat, nearly six more miles, toontch
the 9.25 train for Quebec. This is but one in-
dication of his untiring efforts for the good of
his Diocese and is & great encouragement to
his Clergy to be as active as their Chief Pastor.

After the Confirmation, more than twenty
guests assembled to meet the Bishop at tes in
the Parsonage. Those who took advantage
of this arrangement subsequently spoke in
high terms of the pleasure it had given them
to meet his Lordship in so friendly & mannery
and said how much they had enjoyed his com-
pany.

With many difficulties still before us, we
feei, nevertheless, much blessed in being able
to report that this Mission is beginning to bear
signs of future success. Besides the two
original appointments, Way's Mills and Barns-
ton, four other Stations have been opened,
Libbytown, Kingscroft, California and Sutton.
‘With all these posts in operation the Church
should make much progress both spiritually
and temporally in this locality. For this end
may all work and pray earnestly.
