~ Local societies can either be inde-
“pendent of or dependent on our state
‘'or national societies. Perhaps a
-branch of the latter would be prefer-
able, but this is a matter by itself.
Turning our attention to state
societies, these we must all admit
are indispensable.  These societies
nbrig much new material forward
and open up many obscure localities,
which never could have been accom-
plished by any other means. A phila-
telist takes more pride in his own
state society than_in the national

societies, therefore it is evident that

he will work more diligently to pro-
cure members for the former. Itis
also evident that many unknown col-
lectors are thus introduced to mem-
bership; but here again the majority
of the members hdll generally from
the most important cities, and many
are already members of other socie-
ties.

Branches of the state society are
also suggested where four or more
collectors are resident, in one place.
These will bring closer together the
collectors residing in rural parts of
the state. But these meetings are
in most cases uninteresting. A little
exchanging of both stamps and
“yarns’ is done, each member trying
to outdo the rest in relating how his
grandfather has an old trunk full of
letters in the garret, and what he
would do if he could only get per-
mission to search the trunk, etc.
‘| This is a very good theme, but not
the brand to keep life in a flourishing
society. Stamp matters are of sec-
ondary importance with many of the
members. But [ am certain that if
they had the same opportunities that
our city collectors have to converse
with many other collectors, our
country adherents would be less
backward and they woald find phi-
lately much more interesting.

Local societies in country towns
are a decided failure. They are in-
accessible or uninteresting to a vis-
itor. The members are reserved and
not for advancement. Either all the
members are in a trance, or some
one member has a “‘clinch” on the
other members and, to protect his
interests, he guards against any in-
trusion from outside collectors; this
is selfishness pure and simple, and
any person that calls hiinself a phi-
latelist, who would ddopt these
means to keep another collector in
the dark, is damaging his own repu-
tation. A collector’s sensé¢ of duty
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should prompt him to relieve his fel-
low collectors of any hardships they
may experience and to do all in his
power to en]x rhten them.

The Christmas number of the
Montreal Plilatelist contains thirty-
two pages and cover. While not a
perfect example of the printer’s art, it
is nevertheless neatly printed and on
good paper. Thz opening article,
entitled ¢‘St. Helenaand her Stamps”
by C.T.Reno, is altogether too short
and is simply not handled at all. Mr.
Bach, the editor, writes entertaining-
iy in ““The Romance of a 12 Pence
Canada” and also contributes some
interesting notes. News items, por-
traits and sketches of two prominent
dealers and sixteen pages of ad-
vertisements complete the issue. Al-
together the M.P. for December is a
creditable number, but the reiterated
statement of its publisher that ‘it
equals the best and excels the rest”
will doubtless be accepted with some
degree of moderation.

THE PHILATELIC MESSENGER.
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The Lastern Philatelist of Novem-
ber presents a rather mc~gre supply
of reading matter for the oldes. stamp
magazine in America. Gardner R,
Kennedy begins his series of ‘“Mod
els,” the stamp dealer being consid-
ered in this number. The requisite
qualifications for business pertection
appear to be, neatness, good taste,
knowledge of stamps, carefulaess
and accuracy, honesty, enterprise,
sociality, and carnest promotion of
the local society. ‘‘New Issues
Month by Month” is conducted by
Mr. Smiley and in the werds of the
small boy is “‘simply excellent.” A
long editorial is devoted to the colour
question which is both readable and
instructive

Heanry A. Chapman chats as’in<
tercstingly as ever in the Herale’ Zx-
chazge. In his “Puritan Paragraphs”
he malkes it his task to entertain the
reader and he generally succeeds.
We would like to see Mr. Chapman
try his hand at higher worlk, requir-
ing greater art 1nd constructive abil-
ity. The Herald Exchange consists
largely of notes and comments of
which B. A. Cottlow contributes a
valuable share.

The Virginia Philatelist is the most
beautiful magazine published and
what is even better its literary con-
ients correspond to the outward ap-
pearance. The holiday number is es=
pecially fine; clearly printed on ex-
cellent paper with artistic cover, de-~
sign in colour, it is a philatelic jour-
nal of which not only Southern but
all collectors may well be proud.
There is but one criticism we would
make and that is that all comments,
notes and news items be omitted or
relegated to the back of the paper,
and that their place be taken by the
stable well written articles which ed-
itor Dietz knows how to secure.
Thus the Virginia Philatelist will as-
sume more of the characteristic of

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that which it purports to be, a mag-
azine.

The mastnotizeable article for De-
cember is the first instalment of a
series on “‘The Postage Stamps of
Japan” by Larcus Viridis. This will
in all probability be quite a valuable
contribution to scientific philatelic
literature. The article is well writ-
ten and carries with it the aroma of
personal investigation and research.
Regarding the issue of 1871-72 we
make the following excerpt:

“Various catalogues distinguish
two complete sets of this issue: on
wove and laid paper. The distine-
tion is not justified, although speci-
mens are found showirg no trace of
the laid lines, for at the time there
was no nalive wove paper in Japan.
The paper was largely made by small
private maufactures and entirely by
hand in forms with a bottom of thin
bamboo strips, which produced the
laid lines. The material of the’ pa-
per consists of fibrous plant stems;
it was not chepped or ground, but
merely softencd and mashed, hence
its great strength in direction of the
cellular tissue. As the texture is
very porous and no sizing was used,
the paper was unfit for wriling wi h
pens. One sids of the paper is
smooth, not by means of calendering,
but by being brushed upon a smooth
drying surface.  All native Japanese
paper of this early date shows a faint
yellowish tinge, as no bleaches were
used. Itis important to remember
the Jaid quality of the paper, as very
good counterfeits exist on European
tissue paper of wove texture. The
paper will not tear in a siraight line,
while the native pager on account of
its peculiar manufacture will always
tear in a straight line.”

A pleasing feature about the Vir-
ginia Fhilatelist is that it gives a half
tone and sketch of a Southera collec-
tor every month. The editorials are
bright and timely and the review
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fornm not the least interesting part
of the journal.
