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Sir Charles Russell, the great Eng.
lish lnwyer, paid o visit to Romo latoly
which was cut off suddenly by him
boing recalled to London. In an
interviow whtch ho had with the Holy
Father, the chances of Iome Rulo
wero dwolt upon with doep interest by
the Sovereign Pontiff, who expressod
great joy that Sir Charles was so full
of hope for tho sottloment of the long
standing differonco betwoen England
and Iroland.

Italy presents a very sal pictuce.
Not only Sicily but Rome itself has
been the scone of frequent riots. From
Milan to Naples nearly every town is
thronged with mobs whose cries are :
“ Life to Socialism, Down with the
army, Down with the Government.”
Liberals blame the Vatican, blame
France, England, every ono provided
thoy can make foroigners beliove that
theso disorders are not the fruit whose
seed was planted by Cavour and
Garibaldi,

Against France the Liberal press is
especially bitter and foolish. One re-
port was that 1,000 kilogrammes of
dynamite were about to enter Sicily
from France ; another that s French
vessel was on the point of landing
several men under cover ; and another
that France is making preparations to
invale Italy from the north. Such is
the hatred at present against France
that a single canon shot would cause
war.

Writ’og upon the present situation
in Europe, the I.ondon Spectator says
+ The Courts and the great financiers
are far less confident than they were
that the great war can be avoided for
meny yesrs, or even for another
twelvemonth. The German Court in
particular, with its habitual disposition
towards precaution, is believed to he
silently adding all the gold it can easily
obtain to the reservo treasuro always
kept in ¢the War Chest® so as to be
well provided when the first explosion
occurs, and before it can arrange with
the great financing houses. That
staternent, if it be true—and it seems
to bs tho only explanation of the
Berln gold market~~points to o defi-
nite apprehonsion on the part of the
Emporor and the German staff that
the war may come this year and break
outany day. The Italian Gourt again
is unpeasy, and the Italian slatesmen
are willing to attribute to France
designs of {ostering a Republican move-
mont in Sicily and the old Neapolitsn
kingdom,”

Signor Crispi is proparing a Land
Roform Bill for Italy and Sicily on
tho lines adopted by Mr. Gladstone in

his Irish Land Bill. It is proposed
to regulate the relations betwoen land-

lord and tenants, and will give the
lattor facilities for purchinse.

The Anglican Bisk:op of Winchester
having prolnbited a clergyman of his
diocose from delivering a discourse at
a Presbyterian Church, the clergyman
wrote to the Bishop: « It 15 sad to
find that your Lordship can so
promptly interfere with my Christian
liberty, and that you have not merely
allowed Mass for tho Dead to bo set
up in this town, but you have also
publicly patronized the promoters of
this deadly delusion, which,in common
with myself, you have sworn to be
blasphemous fable and dangerous
deceit.’ With uli due respect, I can-
not understand the equity of such pro-
ceedings.”

Cardmal Moran on his return to
Sydney was given a magnificent re-
ception which bespeaks the loyalty of
his people and the respect in which
his Eminence is keld. In his reply
to an address the Cardinal dwelt upon
the religious and educational progress
of Ireland to which his attention was
directed during his three months of
convalescence in his native land. « 1
do not think,” says his Eminence,
 that I exaggerate when I say there
aro fow countries of Europe which
during the past decade of years can
point tu a more successful and more
brilliant development of educational
and religious institutions than that of
which Ircland may be Justly proud.”

Lord Sahsbury in a speech recently
said: * There is ons sound principle
which you should relentlessly enforce
agaiost all the conveniences and ex-
pediences of ofticial men, and that is,
that a parent, unleas he has forfeited
the right by criminal acts, has the
inalienable right to determine the
teaching which his child should receive
upon the holiest and most momentous
of subjects.”

The latest sensation issuing from
the ’all Mall Gasette was a report on
the 81st ult., that Mr. Gladstone had
decided to resign almost immediately.
This assertion it repeated the follow-
ing day in a somewhat qualified form.
The Dublin Freeman's Journal charac-
terizes it as a cruel, cowardly canard,
without any foundation and wceding
ao contradiction.

An exciting scene presented itself in
the House of Representatives on the
1st inst,, when the Wilson Bill was
brought up for final discussion. In
closing tho debate Mr. Wilson, the
authov of the Bill said : * Wo are try-
ing an experiment whether in God's
name wo can establish o country
where overy man born into it will be
born with the possibility that he can
raise himself to a degree of easo and
comfor! and rot be compelled to live
e life of degrading toil ior. the mero

necessities of oxistonce. That is the
feeling which animates all who through
danger and defoat havo steadily labor
ed for tariff reform. Wo wish to
make this a country where no wan
shall be taxed for tho private bonefit
of another man, but where all the
blessings of free governmont, of edu-
cation, of the influences of the church
and of the schiool shall bo the common,
untaxed heritago of all the prople,
adding to the comfozt of all, adding to
the culture of all, and adding to the
happiness of all.”

At the conclusion of this specch the
House bocamo wild with enthusiasm.
One member embraced the Speaker,
others carried Mr. Wilson out on their
sbouldors in triumph. After about
ten minutes the House was cleared of
visitors, and a vote was tuken which
stood 204 for the Bill and 110 against
it. It now goes to the Senato.

At a banquet given by the colored
Catholics of St. Paul, under tho
auspices of the Sedality of St. Peter
Claver, Archbishop Ireland made a
speech, which displayed his true love
of liberty and equality as taught by
the Divine Master while on earth.
He said : ¢ [ wish to see the Catholic
negroes first in all movements for the
advancement of the race. The Catho-
lic Church exists not a'one for tho
world to come, but for the world that
is. She wishes ber children to do all
they can for social virtue, social hap-
piness, and social elevation. In be.
coming Catholics, negroes, far from
losing interest in their raco, feel that
interest intensified. Let them do all
they can as members of the Sodality
and Cburch organizations, but let
them unite also with their fellow-
negroes, who do not belong to the
race.”

Archbishop Janssens of New Orleans
has written a very able article in a
recent issue of the Jndependent, on
« Religion in Education.” It appears
the official report of the Commissioner
of Education of the United States
speaks of the systems of Education in
some of the European countries, and
wishing to avoid religious conflicts
advocates the exclusion of religions
instruction in tho schools. This system
is branded by its opponents as ** God-
less.” Archbishop Junssens closes by
saying : ** Parents who pay taxes and
who are aware of the great responsi-
bility they owe to God for the religious
training of their children, have a right
to domand that denominational schools
be recognized and salaried by the
State.”

Theo citizens of Boston gavo Edward
Blake, M.P., a very warm and hearty
reception on his arrival in that city.
The'committeo escorted Mr. Blake to
the Tromont House where a large
party awaited him. A reception was

given him under tke auspices of the
municipal council of the Irish National
Fedoration. Mr. Blako aftor expresa-
ing regrot at not being able to have
had more tiue to be with his friends
seid: ** Nothing could more firmly
enlist one or bind ono moro strongly
to the cause in which I have had the
honor to take part than the oxtraordi-
nary evidences of devotion to Ireland
which are found ¢ . every hand, [
happened to be in Montreal yesterday,
and some of those with whom I talked
of Irigsh affairs wero moved alinost to
tears. That is the sort of devotion to
the cause upon which the cause has
to dopend. Wo know che struggle
has been long and weary; so its
vicissitudes have been great, and for a
long timne it seemed sc hopeless and so
desperate that it was not epected but
that some should fall by the way or
become weary.”

The following cvening Mr. Blake
addressed an audience of 3.000 in the
Music Hall, Boston. Mayor Mathews
presided, and some of Boston's most
prominent citizens were on the stage.
In answer to Mr. Blake's appeal for
funds to enable his party to carry on
their work $5,000 was subscribed.
Resolutions of sympathy with AMr.
Gladstone in his endeavors to free
Ireland were adopted, and the follow-
ing cablegram was sent to Justin
McCartby: ¢ Enthusiastic reception
accorded Hon. Edward Bluke ; $5,000
result of mecting. Friends in Massa-
chusetts will do their duty.” Mr,
Blake dwelt on the struggles of the
Home Rule party for the past fow
vear3, but predicted its success at no
distant period. He referred to the
reports cabled across the Atlantic of
Mr. Gladstone's resignation, but he
believed there was no truth in them.
He snid the defeat of the Bill by the
House of Lords was expected, and
that their party was not at all dis-
heartened at it.

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BLEBSED GERARD MAJELLA.

Lay Broiher of the Congregation of the
Meaat Holy Redecmer.

As we had occasion to speak of the
Triduum colebrated in honor of blessed
Gorard In a recent number, a basty
glance at tho lifo of this holy brothor
will not, it is hoped, bo uninteresting
to theo reader.

Blessed Gorard Majolln may be said
to he one of the grandest phenomenn
of tho Church of tho eighteonth cen-
tury, He is in {aot one of the purest
and most cultivated flowers of Catholio
myaticism ; one of thoso great, iu-
comprolieneiblo souls whoso deeds—
mirasles—and whose hifv constitute an
unintoerrupted intorcourao with heaven.
Ho is one of those brilliant sturs that
appear from tiuo to time in the firma
mont of the Church and usually exer-
ciso o powerful inflnonce over men
whom the nigbt of infidelity threntens
to overtako.

In Basilicate, a proviuce of the king-
dom of Naples, on the slope of the
Appennines, in & most charining spot,
lies the littlo town of Muro. In the
courso of centuries thore came forth
from this pretty hittle town many able
men, who shed lustre on their native
plaze by tho splendour of their piety,
their reputation for learning, and cven
by the laurels which they had gather-
ed on the battle field. Porhaps never
i Muro wad there born a child that
was destined 1n so extraordinary s
manner by sanctity nmi power of
miracles to become the joy of its
native place as the child known later
on as Brother Gorard Majella. This
child was born on the 6:h of April,
1726. Gerard's parents were poor in

tlis world's goods, and were obliged

by the work of their hands to support
their clnldren.  Uf the four surviving
children Gerard was by far the most
pious; and his perfect innoceuce,
united to a lively fmith, merited for
him many heavonly favors. Gerard
was hardly five years old when, kneel-
ing one day before n statue of the
Blegsed Virgin n a small solitary
church dedicated to our Blessed Lady
of Capotignagno, he sees the Infant
Jesus leaving the armsof His mother,
and after having engaged with him
for some time in child-like play, gave
him a small, dazzhing white loaf of
bread. When he was soven years old,
his heart longed to receive his Jesus
in Holy Communion. One morning,
assisting at Mass, he presented him.
sclf at the altar railing to receivo his
Jesus with the reat of the faithful.
Bat on account of his tender age be
was refused. The following night,
bowever, bis patron, St. Michael, gave
him the Divine Blood which the priest
had refused him the day before.

The first decade of Gerard's life had
passed away, and with it the purely
paradisiacal period came to an end.
Bide by side with all the graces and
favors of heaven, that which played in
hig aftar life the principal part is—the
Oross. About tins time death took
away his good father. He was ap-
prenticed to a tailor, that he might
leatn the trade of his father and be-
come the suppor: of his family. Ger-
ard sees himsell maltreated by the
foreman of the vworkshop, a brutal,
unprincipled man, but he bears up
with inviceible prtience. A little
later on he enters the service of a man
of very churlish disposttion, and here
again the principal virtue he had to
practice was patience. So ill-temper-
ed and harsh was this man towards
his servants, that bardly any one was
found willing to entec his service.
Gerard, however, joyfully embraced
this opportunity to practice self-denisal,
and served this repulsive man for
three years with great clieorfulness.

When hiz wmaster died the thought
of forsaking the world and entering a
reoro perfect sfute of lifo took posses-
sion of his soul. Meanwhile tho time
was approaching when Gerard shounld
s0o hiz most ardent wish fulfilled, and

should reach the haven of the religious
stato. Tho religious socioty for whioh
God had destsined him as one of its
first and brightest ornninents was tho
Congregution of the Most Holy Re.
deemior. In 1748 tho Redemptorists
gave a mission in his native place.
Qorard was not long in recognizin
tho oxcollent spirit which animate
these missionaries, and he held them
in such esteem that he begged to be
admitted as o Iny brother to their
order. 'I'ho Superior, however, per-
cotving liiz emactated countenanco and
wasted flgure, and considering him
unable to sustain the onorous dutivs
required by the Iustitute, refused to
receivo him.  But what avails human
prudenco against the bold and inven-
tivo love of the Sweints? Gorard
repeatedly asks to bo admitled as a
lay brother. 1lis poor mother under-
took to combunt Gerard's heart with
the weapons of matecnul tenderness,
ond begged him several times, with
tears in ber oyes, not to abandon her
who waa his mother. Yot as much as
ho loved his mother; ho loved still
moro the Beloved of his Soul. Bidding
o last farewell to his father’s house he
begs once more to be received. At
last his request is acceded to, and he
ia received into the religious order.
‘Phus, in the year 1749, Gerard began
his religious life.

Gerard hved but five years after he
became n Redewmnptorisy; but what
vears! One is filled with wonder lo
read 1n ng life all that he did in such
a short spnce of time. To speak in
tho language of Rome: ¢ From his
infancy Gerard was united to Jesus
Chirist, the true spiritual vine. In his
youth he was stil more intimately
united to i, but a3 a rehigious he
united umself perfect.y to the Divine
Lover of souls,” Henceforth, to use
our Lord's own words, ** this fruitful
branch bore abundant fruit " —fruits
of virtue.

The virlues most necessary for a lay
brother, ssid St Alphonsus, are
humility, obedience and patience.
Gerard was a model of these virtues
Behold this humble lay brother how
he works witl.out comnplaining in the
different houses of the order ; anything
is gond enough for him: the mos:
menial labors, cast off garments, acts
of obedience the most unbieurd of.
He was obliged to submit to many a
reptimand, not that he deserved them,
but God, wishing him to become a
perfect disciple in the School of the
Cross, sent many severe trials. Is he
compelled to walk on the thorny road
of mortifieation —he is happy. Does
obedience bid him leave the solitude
of the cloister to mix with the noisy
world—he does it most cheerfully.
Are his inclinations contradicted —he
recalls to mind his humble origin in
the midst of the lavors God showers
upon him, Ho is the first to humble
bhimself; he seeks humilintions and
they come to him ; but not a murmur,
not & complaint escapes his lips, for
he is happy in the midst of all.

Hlis obedience was great because it
wag blind. 1lis supariors bad to be
carcful m giving him commands, for
he carricd them out to the very lotter.
1le creeps into the oven of a baker's
shop when he is told in & jocose
wmanner ** 1'a Finforna /' * Go, and
creep snto the oven.” A lady hears of
this and laughbs at what ghe calls a
foolish and extravagant act, but it was
not long before she had to bave re-
course to this poor fool’s (as sha called
him) intercession  Hig virtue is often
put to the test by a very strict Su-
perior,but his humility is only equalled
by his obedience. In a word, any one
may give Inm a command, and he
obeys immediately.

Patienco i3 another virtue which he
practised in an heroic manuer. Gerard
wus not always closed up in the con-
vont. Heis appointed to bo a gathorer
of alms ; he occasionally acts as peace-
maker botweer: families ; he goes from
door to door collecting for his convent.

Buraly ho has opportunities cnough in
theso various avocations to practico
thia virtue—to bear up with injuries.

Ono day ho was brutally beaten by
s favmer. But Gorard's meckness dis-
armnsg tho ruffisn, Ho asked him to
})lnce him on his horas and accompany
tim home. When both arrive at the
convont, ho begs the Superior to re-
ward the man for his kindness, whilst
ho himself lavishes on him all manner
of kindness, though hie kind broken the
puor brother's ribs with the but end
of his muskot. Later on in life s more
terriblo trinl awaits him. Tho venom-
ous footh of calummy attncks hie
honor, for o terrible acocusation is
brought agnainst him. Mo can casily
justify himsoelf, but he does not. When
his innocenco beeame manifest, Dt
Alphousus asked him why he remain-
ed silont under the calumny. Ho
mercly answered : ¢ My Father, I
have sworn to keep my rule, and that
tale forhids me to oxcuse mf'solf."
Ono can easily understand why 8t,
Alphonaus said later on: ¢ Gerard
wag 9 prodigy of regular obszervance.”

Tho love of God produces love of
men. Who i8 a saint if it bo not he
who loves God with his whole heart,
and his neighbor as himswvl{? Blessed
Gorard showed his for God and for
his neighbor by the wonderful con.
versions lie wrought, the reconcilia.
tions of enemies hie brought about,
and the wonderful cures he performed.
11is renown as a miracle worker was so
great that it preceded him wherever
he went, and crowds flocked from all
sides to seek bis aid.

The poor, however, were the espesial
objects of his love. For them he
worke 1 the most stupendous miracles.
Fishermen's boats were miraculously
saved. In distributivg bread to the
poor it multiplied 1n his hand, armed
with the Sign of the Cross: little
childron, and mothers in cases of
difiicult confinoments, are the speocial
object of his eare. Even now a doys
at Foggia, and wherever he is best
known, pregnant women have a pic-
ture of bim, and invoke his name with
devotion. Who can tell how many
poor sinners he converted from their
evil ways? What scandals did he not
provent ? Justly has he merited the
title of Apostle—a title which he re.
ceived even during lite.

This is but a very meagre sketch of
a life that was short in years. but full
of merit before God. Gerard was only
29 years 6 months and 7 days when
he was summoned to Ins reward.
Well may we apply to Inm the words
of Holy Writ: ** Baing made perfect
in a short epace, he fulfilled a long
time.”

Wo should
say it is tho fact of the giant of demo-
cracy beingawnkoned from his slumbers
in this year of grace. 1o i4 just now
rabbing his syes; the boginning of the
next contury will suroly fiud them ful-
ly opaned.  Although this new forco
in gocial und industrial life ias s giant's
strength, it is not going t1 uso it as
in the French Rovolution, with a giaut’s
pervereity. There is vow a wider and
more perfect recognition of the rights
of all classes. At tho same time in tho
numerous sirikes that have eccurred
during the conrso of the year there
was apparent ono elsment of supreme
danger——a tendency to class solfishness.
Tho men who labor with their bands
do their part, but only their part, of
the world’s work, The engineer in
his study, tho chemist in his laboratory
the inventor among his models, and
even the capitalist in his couuting-
housr, negutiating those billa which
make inteinational commorca possible,
algo do their share, and their work de-
serves grateful recognition, Suifish-
ness on tha part of labor is as detri-
mental to the bestinterests of mankind
as the solfishnens of capital. In fact,
there is no differonce betweon them. —
Liverpool Catholic Times.

Wha! is it in
the soft, languid beauty of our Indisn
summers, that steals pathetically over
us, baunting us with memories of the
past, of the dead and dying, and yet
wooing us, winning us, entwining it-
self into our day dreams, and fading
from us with a wail of November
blasts, smothered by golden showers
of the leaves, it has dyed in its own
unrivalled colours.

TLe train rushes along by field,
forest and farmhouse, and I prepars
for s good read, my eyes fix thom-
selves on the privt, but my unruly
thoughts will fly across tho Atlantic;

erly face of my dear old German
Baroness—a perfect picture, ber crown
of snowy hair, hor irresistible smile,
our pleasint talks and walks in the
twilight, and that last day together,
when she spoke of her child far off
smid tho wilds of Canada. The
youngest and dearest of her large
family, going forth from the old schol-
ars in her teens, to tho cloister, joining
the great Order of the Sacred Heart,
of which I heard so much abroad, and
ber offering herself to the Canadian
mission. It was then I made that
rash promise of bearing messages
from the mother, to the child, on my
return homewards. Ths story interest-
ed me greatly, as told by the Mother,
but it is: only after months, that 1
have brought myself to the disagres-
able task. Nuns and convents, have
always been utter strangers to meo; I
have never had anything to do with
them, and never had the slightest
desire to. Clanking chaius under
ground passages, vaults, and all the
otber doloful objests, aro all my know-
ledge of abbeys and abbesses, and now
to beon the way, tosee a regular all
round nunm, 18 something thrilling!
On, and on we go, every mile dragging
one neerer the dresded encounter.
Over, and over.again I assure myself
she will not strangle me ; after all she
is only s woman like myself, and I
am congidered able to hold my own
with my sox, but some Low or other,
1 feel woefully in the condition of Bob
Acres.

In the midst of my agitated feelings
the train slackens to a mild joggle,
and we steam into the ¢ Forest City."
I order tho Jehu to drive as slowly as

ho can, with the appavent objeot of
sceing ** London Town" but thoe truth
is, to lold off, until tho very last
momont. Surprise and admiraton
are my first emotions, ns wo wind
under tho tinted maples ; such luxun.
anco, such wealth of colouring, hand-
some balconies, pleasant homes, blaze
from their thatoh of Virginin erecper
in all its aulumn gorgeousncsa. All
along the way, brightness, and Leauty,
distract my thoughts, until a sudden
jerk, rominds me the horses aro turn-
ing in u gate, then up o short carringo
drive, and oh | hero wo are. 1 step
ferth slowly and cautiously, tho man
smiles aflably as I pay him, and is
gone, leaving me to my fato !

L pull the bell tumdly, and have
searccly touched it, when the door
flies back and-and a smile, pleasant
nud honest is the first thing I sce,
and horcupon — strange us 1t may
appear—I1 take heart, respond with a
nuiti‘u'rnl friendly bow, step inside, and

The portress scoms a postic figure
in her nun’s garb. Tho snowy winte
cap frames a oheory, pure youny face,
the long voil falling away in graceful
folds over the severe black gown. 1ler
voteo is full of welcome to the bashful
stranger, and charmed unwilhngly, I
tell her my mussioz. Her face lights
up when she hears I have actually
gseen the mother of one of her voiled
Sistors, evidently thioge nuns sharo all
Joys and sorrows, Sho brings me mto
n reception room, ohatting gayly, and
leaves mo to tell the Superior of my
arrival. I hear he: light feot echo
down tho leng waxed corridor, and
while she is gone, have timo to look
around. The room is large with long
windows opening on the lawn, flower
beds and sunshine — no bars and
things here! Polished floors, tinted
walls, bright, fresh, and Lome-like,
with a charming atmosphere of peace
and purity. The door opens and
anocther nun comes cordially towards
me, with cutstretched hand and wel-
comes me with a voice of exquisite
refinement. She is so motherly, and
gracious, this little woman, speaking
as one having authority, and who
I at once surmise is the Superior,
and yet her simplicity, and unob.
trusiveness are littlo in accordance
with one’s preconceived idea of the
ruler, and guide of this large faunly of
sisters, and children. ** We have been
oxpeciing you for some time, your
name is very familiar to me, through
the letters of Baronness von W.; she
seems 8o fond of you, and was anxious
her daughter shonld meet you. Were
you afraid of us 2" with a merry little
augh. * The Baroness did not think
you were willingly anxjous to mako
our acquaiatance.” I emile fecbly,
then seeing how ridiculous all my
alarms and fears have been, go off in
a hearty peal. I have the honesty to
pour forth all my diabolical ideas, of
the horrors of my visit, and we both
make merry at my expense. This
servas to unlock my tongue, and away
it goes. My new fricnd 18 a charming
conversationalist, o delightful listener.
knows every thing; the last picture,
the newest books, bacteria, clectricity,
airoplanes, comets, canals, 'ismg and
‘ologies, discussed in a aprightly, son-
siblo way that is refreshingly. original
in these hum.drum, days, of flat,
feminine, would-be-blue-stockingism.

My back to the door, 1 2m dilating
on & visit I oncs paid to Ober-Ammer-
gau when a soft stop comes behind
my chair, a hand is laid on my
shoulder, and a faco bends towards
me. I look up suddenly, and mest
the eyes of my dear old friend in
Berlin, only with the fire of youth,
and beauty, in their blue depths.
And I forget overything, but my affec-
tion, aud memories, and jumping up I
gavo this tall, German nun o hearty
embraco. Wkat has the world come
to?—I in a convent, holding high
parley, with a Superinf, and greeting
ono of her Sisters with the enthusiasm

of a lifo-long friend,

Thoy tcase mo unmorcifully, those
two, oruol, unkind nuns, and tho
troublo is that I caunot get unixry.
their shafts are so barbed, their points
so keen, thoir words so happy, that I
am  overwhelmingly crushied and
chokad with morriment.

#Now,"” I oxclaim at last indig.
nantly, * you know, you can laugh at
me, a8 you may, but I shall not boliove
n jour protestations agninst clanking,
chuing, and underground passages, if
I cannot seo for mygelf,’ and my
mouth twitches with an intonse effort
to bo solemn.

¢ Comae then,* smiles 4o Superior,
* lot us go in a body *—and we do,

Down tho long, handsome corridors
opening on class-rooms, study-hall,
and library ; wo go into each, and I
am amazed. Ihad no idea that nuns
could be 8o broad minded. No sham,
or vencer horo. Tho study hall is
lofty, attractive and my espocial hobby
—woll ventilated, At tho time of my
visit it is omply, but gay voices, and
shouts through the open windows, tell
whero tho usual occupants ave. The
desks aro ranged round the room, the
chairs tucked awny underneath, and
overything exquisitely neat. At ono
end is a largoe coloured figuro of the
Saviour, to remind the girls, that the
oyes of tho Master are always on
them, and that their studies should be
done for Him. Tho class rooms are
small editions of the Siudy Hall,
bright and pleasant, the windows
opening on the play grouud, bordered
by fine old trees.

We linger longest in the library, a
most inviting epot for a literary treat ;
here the girls cam> to read with every
opportunity for culture, and converse
with the finest minds of ancient and

modern times— the latest works in
fiction, history, biography and science,
well into the huudreds ; while all the
old familiar names look down on us
from the well lined shelves. We find
the Librarian, an old French nun,
busy arranging a new collection, and
o enterinto an animated conversation
on her treatures. Her English is
remarkably good for a Parisian, but
from her criticism on somo late books,
[ sco that she not only speaks but
reads, our mother tongue fluently.
Her accent is beautiful, and modestly
I air my Montreal Prench just for the
pleasurs of hearing her exquisite
modulations ang idions, that it seems
no one but the cultured Parisian can
monage. I envy the young people
whom she traing, no need of a yeor's
polish abroad I assure you. The
Republican system of government of
tiin Bacred Heart is, I think, one great
reason of its sucress as an educational
Order. The head centre is in Paris;
all the other housesover the world aro
divided into Vicariates; the nuns un.
der stric. obedience to be sent hither
and thither at a moment’s notice.
The Svperior of to-day may be the
Portress to-morrow, and 5o on, as the
person best suits the office.  Should a
Mistress be required for any specinl
study, and none to be had hero at
home, a telegram to Puris brings back
the desired subject by the next steam-
er from the old world. This is how a
Sacred Heart convent 13 so cosmopoli-
tan, and consequently peculiarly en-
lightoned. Here to-day, away to-
Dlorrow ; no regiment of dragoons is
go well drilled in discipline, obedience
and respect for autharity.

* As yet no horrors,” I whisper to
my German friend, as we leave the
library, ¢ now may we seo the girls.”
Their screams of delight, or excite-
ment have been distractingly inviting
for sorme time. I hke to see childrea
enjoy their games, it shows they are
children and not young ladies as now,
alas! we too often’find them.

Down gteep steps, through a gravel
alloy by au open gateway smothered
in vines and we are in the park. The
girls aro in thrée separate companies;
the little ones, middle aged and the
grown gixls. One party uro holding

high revel at base-ball ; I'wish I could
skotoh o fow of those young women asg
I saw them. Full of life and mischief,
fluslied and triumphant, their small
legs notive enough to break n record,
A oricket matoh of absorbing interess
holds the older enchained—how I long
for the boy athlotes to see them.
Thoy. play splondidly, bowling good
and capital forin,  Qur English sisters
could not boast of their athlotic prow-
088, nor sneer at our degenerato slug-
gishness wero thoy horo now.

I clap impulsively at o fino bat just
now that mado five runs, and am dis.
consolate when one of the playors
drops the ball, seizes a bell and rings
with all her might.

The unwelcome knell causcs instan-
tancous cessaticn. All 15 stopped;
thoy fall into lino, two and two; the
nuns in charge gives tho signal, and
in silance thoy walk to the house.

They aro gome, those wild merry
spirits, and the park scoms lost with.
out them; we follow, back through
the corridor, and pecping wistfully
through the open door I see them
solemnly at their desks liko small
soldiers on duty—not a sound down
tho long hall, you could hear the ine-
vitable ** pin drop.” That largo band
of womaon in embryo aro a lesson, and
I marvel at the system that can main-
tain such disciphine and suthority.

On our way back to the parlour, wo
pass a short flight of onk steps, and
turning to mo the Superior says:
« Perhaps you would like to seo this ?
We mount the stair and enter the
chapel.

A flood of sunshino fulls with loving
touch on the high altar of ghstening
white marble almnst duzzling at the
first view contrasted with the rich
crimson velvat cloth falling gracefully
at cither end. The carving is delicato
and artistic. I'ar above are painted
cherubs, bluo sky and soft fleecy
clouds, the walls below blending in
harmony.

We steal away from the quiet sanc-
tuary where one can so easily com-
muns with the Creator, lost to the
noigo, din. and rush of the busy world
beyond the cloister,

Time thnt dragged me here so re-
morselessly, now as reluctantly forces
me away. To my amuzement it is
with no little pain I make my farewells
which my German friend changes to
au revoir.

A last regretful look as the horses
dash out the gate under tho maples,
and my life-long prejudice and ignor-
ance die for evor. Diaxa Grosvevon.

C F Frasor would vesiyp if the e2parate
schools wero iuts efored with by the Govern-
ment, that W. Hurty, M PP, had luter
viowed Archhishop Cleary regarding the
ballot for separate school supporters, and
that he had dec'ined to speak on tho matter,
a ropresentative of the oy wan furnhbed
with tho following {nterview by his Qrace
on Feb. lat. ¢

¢ Me, Harty,” sald hie Grace, “ has pot
intorslawcd me at any time on the matter,
1 hasvo not met him fur soveral munths, and
to the best of my revullection 1 havo nover
had any conversa:lon with him reganliag
separato school matte.s.”

** Woul1 your (srace express an opinion
a3 to the introduction ot the ballot iato
soparate school electiona?

o1 will speak clearly. Wo regard as ag
gressivo aud unjust tho c¢iforts mave by men
who havo oponly declared thomselves our
enemies to coforce the privileys of tho ballot
upon us o the election of our sehost trustees.
1 use the word privilego purpmavly  Under
conflederation the elections for trustees, both
for public and reparato achoo's, for muoi-
cipal ocouncillors and for the local snd
Federal Parliaments, wero conducted by
og\eu ard pub fo voting. It was anly when
the conatitucuts petitioned L’arliament to
substitute the ballot for puble votivg
that 1t was granted to tho Legisiatures.
Afterwards the municipalitien, aud tioally,
on a simflar potitivn presented from public
achool eupperters in the pravince, logisla:
tion was pasaed ygiving them tho option
of voting by bellot It is « ruleof parlia.
mentary action fully recogmized 1o Great
Britsin, aud I belisvo in the Fuderal sud
Local Legislatures of Canada, that tho ata.
tus quo, or established mothods of organized
action of sny body or scction of persons in
tho community, is uot to be isturbed by
new legislation or any ono's petition, unless
tho meawire be called fur by tho.e directly
concerned. I have scen numerous instances
of this in tho vep rts of the British House
of Commons. Whorefere [ regard it as an
offort to impose ou us excoptional trecatment
whup outsiders, swho ought not to fnt rfero
iu our purely domestio atraire, clamor for
the impo-ition of a new rule on us in tho
form ¢f o privilego which we do uot want
and have pever askud for. The sourcesfrom
which this clamor procecds on the eve of
every ¢lection are such as to tet us on our
guard and make us cherish more fully the
right wo cujoy under the constitution to
bave our clections of school trustces, who
are in reality the clected representatives of
the Roman Catholic parents of the separate
school sections, conduoted in an open and
responsible manner. At all events it is our
right, and wo are not willing to concedo 1t
in compliance with the domande issuing
from partiesprofesscdiy hostilo tovurschoole,
even if wo had not antecedently plain obvious
reasons for upholding this constitutional
right. The reparate offorts of our encmies
to take it from us would auffice to make us
cling to it with greater tenacity. I willadd
that tho privilege granted by the Provincial
Legislature to the rublic school supporte rs
to subatitute the ballot for open and reapon-
aiblo voting in the clection of trustees has
not been accepted by all nor by any larze
Majority of the public achool supporters of
the province. Fully ono-half of the consti.
tucncies declined to accept tho privilege and
atill cling to the open voting system.
Furthermore, many of those who heretcfore
accepted tho ballot system have signitied
their desire toreturn to tho open and respon-
sible syatem of voting. The sentiment of the

reat mass of the Roman Catholics of Ontario
ﬁubeon madomanifest by recent ocourrencos,
Five years ago cight or ninc of tho sepsrate
sclioo! trustecs in the city of Toronto joined
with tho Mercdith party in asking for tha
ballot for separate achool trustce cloctions.
This clique were extremcly noisy and per
sisted in giving trouble at every mectiog of
the Separato School Board, and took care to
have their little speeches and bitter words
published in the daily journals {n the hope
of spreading their disaffection among tho
separatoechool trustees all overthe provisce.
Itg; remarkable that not one board of trus-
tees from cnd to cnd of Ontario sympathized
withthat little faction in the city of Toronto.
Not s word was heard anywhero to signify
any desirs toalter the existing crder of open
and rosponsiblo voting. Again, as soon as
the term of theso truatecs' offices expirod,
oarnost efflorts wero made by them and their
partisans to make their ideaa provail at the
enuiog clootions. Thero were contests for
the office of trustces in all tho warde ropre-
sented by thote gentlemen, and it 1n very
sigoificant that each and ovory one of them
was defeated by overwhelming majorities at
tho polls, and honest Catholics substituted
for thom, to maintain the right wo had
ander the conatitution to sclect our separate
school trosteer in sight of all the world,

s Tho forogomng are eome what may bo
callod the intrinsic argumcats for maiataia- |
ing what we believo to be our constttutional
rights.

As a rule, the
bishops act coverywhee, aud will most
proi ably continue to act, unless porchanco
the encinica of the church should nake a
special effort to disturb the Cathilic mind
and force some ons upon the board, hy
meaas of their political rnﬂuence. whom the
bishup snght koow to Lo an uuworthy
candidate, tusin like y toinjuro than bonefit
the schouls, The duty of a bishop, as the
guardi«n of his people’s rights, would in
sttch a case perhaps determine him to take
steps to eXclude a snan of that kind from an
uffice 8o closoly cunnected with thaspiritual
and moral rear.ng of vur ghildren.”

THE VOICE OF CHARILY.

At St. Peter's Cathedral, Peter-
borough, Sunday night, 28th Jan.,
there was o great congregation assom-
bled to listen to an elnquent charity
sermon, delivered by Rev. Father
Teefy, Principal of St. Michael's
College, Toronto, on the subject of
charity, under the auspices of St.
Vincent de Puul Society.

His Lordship Bishop O'Connor
occupied a seat in the Sanctuary, and
Vespers were sung by the Rov. Father
Kelly.

Rav. Father Teefy took lus text from
the sccond epistle of St. Peter, chap.
1, verse 10.

The speaker began by saying that
the cause of the poor needed no sgecial
introduction, it was always an elo-
quent one. Christianity was defined
as the religion of poverty, in the higher
sense. BMan was by nature, hungry
and naked and needed tu bo clothed
with God's -ighteousncss. Christ
came to save man, yet much remained
to be done to revolutiomze societr
which wag done by Christ’s coming
who came with the Gospel to tha poor,
and established a two-fold Gospel of
charity—love to God aud love to His
neighbour. Unselfishness was to be
the law. His discipies had to deny
themselves— give their goods to tho
poor. This was the foundation of
Christian society. Chrisuanity was
to spring from the cternal source of sll
sanctity and carry tie light to all parts
of the earth. Christ’s mission was to
the poor man—He raised him up and
placed him upon the throno of tho
princes of the eacth. Religion was not
contented with merely dealing out
alms fo tho poor; it enodled, honour-
ed and elevated them. No man could
bo raised except by arousing his self-
respect. \When Christ crowned and
scantred poverty, Ho did it by sanctify-
ing the stato of poverty by becoming
poor, that, through His poverty, we
might becomae rich. Lowliuess marked
all the natural-life of Christ—in the
manger, tho carpenter shop, Calvary's
death scene and tho stranger's grave.
Ckrist raised poverty from the grave,
where four thousand years of selfish-
neas and aeclfseeking hLad buaried it.

;
Our blessed Lord also showed Hia love

to poverty by preaching n specinl
Gospol to the poor—Ia messago to
John the Daplist was that the poor
had the Gospel preachied to thom; as
it was then, so it is now. It was not
in pomp, power or great doeds, but in
the hospital, the lazar house and tho
home of the poor that you would seo
tho Christ of God. Obrist in his
germon on the mount gaid: * Blessed
aro tho poor in spirit for theirs is tho
Kingdom of Heaven.” 'This message
grated on tho ears of selfishiness and
prido 1  these days a8 it did in
Christ's days. Christ laid it down
that unless we entered into the spirit
of tho poor we could have no srmro
in His kingdom. Tho rich man
was condemned, not for unrightcous
richos, but becauso ho olosed his door
and his cars to Lazarus and refused
him bread. Ckrist again dignified
poverty by muking the poor his repro-
gontativas, by doing good in His
nae—* As often as yodo it to the
least of one of these, ye have done it
unto Me.” How would we have folt
delighted and honored if we Liad lived
in theso days, if wo could have opened
our homes to Christ who had not
whero to lay his head, but wo had tho
consolation of knowing that us often
as wo did a kindness to tho least of
Chrrist’s poor, we did him o porsonal
service.  Our rofusal to give noeded
alms affected not the poor alone, but
Christ Iimself. What consolation
was it that by giving to the poor we
might do service to the Great Master
Himself. In deing good to thoe puor
as Christ and tho Church taught, we
weroe serving Christ. This accounted
for thc devotion of pious men and
women to the cause of the poor. In
all ages Christianity went forth with-
out purse or scrip to preach the gospel
of poverty. Young men and maidens
in tho first flush of their youth bad
congecrated themsolvos to the service
of the poor. ‘The Church had always
been teaching the rich to give and the
poor to be patient. She sent forth
sisterhoods and brotherhoods of every
kind to miuister to tbe poor. The
Church’s religious and charitable so-
ciaties wero her glory, and of these
that of St, Vincent de Paul was one
of the greatest. This society was
organized in Paris in 1888, with e
membership of only eight. and now
the society Lind spread sll over the
world. The sudience were present to
show their sympathy to the society by
giving alns, which would be distri-
buted among the poor in a manner
which the givers were not in a position
to do thomselves. When the St.
Vincent do Paul members went
forth with faith, which bore both
alms and words of comfort, they
were doing Chyist’s works and deeds.
The barder the times the more gener-
ous the rich should be, because hard
times that bore lightly on the wealthy
crashed the peor.

The musical portiun of the service
wao excellent. The Magnificai was
Rossi's, in which Messrs. R. J. Hiller
and Geo. Ball took the solos with good
effect. During tho oftertory the duet,
“0 Sponse Mi"--Lambillotto —was
weil sung by Mrs. Geo. Ball and Mr.
Hiller. At the Benediction Miss
Minnie Hurley sang, with fino effect,
Concone’s *“ 0 Salutaris,” and the
choir sang Lambillotte's *Tantum
Ergo.” The recessional organ volun-
tary by Miss Kate Hurley was worthy
of special mention.

A collection was taken wkich
amounted to between $86 and $30, to
be added to the funds of the society.—

I1low forcibly havo wo at timos real.
ired tho truth of this, and what a bittor
shook it has causod us to leara that ho
whom wo regarded as a truo friend, in
whom wo trusted so implicitly, to whom
wo confided our inmost thoughts, our
sccret longings and our ambitions, was
unworthy tho namo of friend—bad only
feigned regard for us so long as his own
fntorests might be served thoreby, and
who hesitated not, when it suited his
purposo, to betray that trust which we
bad reposed in him. Xt issaid that “no
one can bo happy witbout a frivnd, and
no ono can know who his friend is un-
til ho is unbappy.”

No goverer commentary upon our
educations] system could bo given
than the interviow butween the now
President of the Protestant Perscout-
ing Association nnd a Globe reporter.
Hore 18 a man with a foic amonnt of
learning—oven making allowances for
his failure at hnox College—with the
title of roverond to Ins name, striking
out right and left with the folly of a
madman and tho weakness of an
mbeeile.  ‘Wero he satisfied with -
sulting Catholics by the ordinary mud-
throwing wo would not lay the olame
on the schools, we would atfribute it
to something earlier in his life.

A Great Breakwater,

Progress is being rapidly made on
tho construotion of the Point Judith
breakwater, which has been termed the
wost ditlicule piece of angineoring ever
attempted on the New England coast.
Up to tho 10th of Uctober 12,546 tons
of stono bad been placed in position,
Toe stone is heing tuken from the
Hazard quarry on the west side of
Nurragansett Bay, where the supply is
said to be practically inexhaustible.
Moro than one bundred men are cn-
gaged in getting the stone out ufter the
blasts, of which there are from two to
six eacb day. As no stone which docs
not exceed a certain minimum weight
is accepted by $be inspector for the
work, care has to be excrcised in the
selection of the blocks. The stone is
carried to the site of the work, on the
breakwater—vhich is 2 milo and a ha'f
west by north of Point Judith—on
scows that are towed down the bay for
twelve miles by a powerful steel tug.
The diacharge of the blecks isattended
with great diflicuity on account of the
ground swells which seem to prevail off
tho point at all seasens of the year.
Tho particlar part of the breakwater
just now under constructivn is at the
,outherly end of Squid Ledge, at what
are called tho east and west wings, and
where the structure makes a curve to
the east on 2 line with thoold buoy set
to mark tho reef. The present plan,
adopted by both the iaspector and
superintendent is to finish ag nearly as
possible each portion of the wall of the
breakwater before proceeding to ap-
other part of the work, and so well and
thoroughly has this idea been carried
out that the results of their labor are
alreedy appareut at low water, where
i one or two places the wall of the
new breakwater is distinctly visible.

Selected Recelpts.

Sorr JusnpLe Oaxrs. —Oae cupsugar,
two cups flour, one half cup of butter,
one balf cup milk, two eggs, two even
teaspoons baking powder ; flavor with
vanilla. Bake in a square tin. When
baked wot the top with milk and sift
powdered sugar over.

Bisouir Puppixe —Two cold bis-
cuita grated, one cup sugar, oue pint
milk, one tablespoon butter, one toa:
spoon of vauilla or lemon extract, two
eggl DBeat butter, eggs and sugar
well, then beat in the biscuits, put in
the milk and fi «voring and bake very
quickly—not over five mioutes if the
stove is very hot.

Our Favomte Propinc.—Bake a
plain sponge cskuinaliyer pan. When
ready for use cut into pieces and split
and butter vuch piece ; place in a disb.
Make a custard of four eggs toa quart
of milk ; flavor with vanilla, pour over
the cake, and bake about one-ha'f
hour. A half cup of sherry added to
the custard improves it. Sweeten cus-
tard to taste; one cup of sugar is
enough.

Tirsey Caxe.—One spongo or savoy
cake, enough sweel wine or sherry to
soak it, six tablespoons of brandy, two
ounces of sweet almonds, and ono pint
of rich castard. Procure a cake that
is three or four days old, cut the bot-
tom level to make it stand firm in the
dish. ake & small hole in the centre
of the cake, and pour in and over it
ths wine mixed with the braudy.
When the cake is well soaked, blanch
and cat the almonds into strips, stick
them all over the cake and pour arouud
it the custard while warm but not too
hot. o

How to Dress and Ship Poultry.

Poultry should be kept withont food
twent four hours before killing; full
crops injure the appesrance and aro
liable to sour, and when this occars,
correspondingly lower prices must beac-
cepted than obtainable for choice stock.
Never kill poultry by wringing their
neck. The demands of various markets
vary a little, and in preparing poultry
for market the custom of the market
to ‘which one is to ship should be fol-
Iowed.

Before packing aud shippiog, poultry
should de thoroughly dry and cold,
but not frozen ; the animal heat should
be entirely out of the body ; pack snug-
ly in boxes or barrels; boxes holding
100 to 200 pouuds aro proferable;
straighten out the body end legs, so
that they will not arrive very much
bent and twisted out of shape ; fill the
packages as full as possibla to prevent
moviag about on the way; barrele
answer better for chickens and ducks
than for turkeys or geese; when con:
venieat, avoid puttiag more than ono
kind in a package; mark kind end
weight of cach description on the
packago and mark shipping directions
plainly on the cover.

The Tomb of St. Auac.

The Rov. Father Cre, of the White
Fathers of oor Ludy of Africa, publish
s an interesting account in tho Rerue
Biblique of the discovery cf the tomb
of St. Anue, the mother of the Blessed
Virgin. \Genoral opinion bad placed
the tomb uonder tho Caurch of the
Assumption at Jerusalem, but Father
Ore, who serves the sanctuary of St.
Anno at Jerugalem was convinced thero
was an orror. The White Fathers then

dotermined on a subterranean soarch
of the basilica of St. Anne, and after
much patienca and effort they were
rowarded with succoss. Yardsof rock
and wasonary had to be pierced before
thoy discovered the cbamber, which
docamentary evidence and insoriptions
pointed out indubitably as the veritable
tomb of S'. Aunne. The vault, how-
ever, was empty, the relics having been
takon away by the Benedictine monka
of St. Anno on their expulsion by
Saladiec The exact locality of the
tomh bad beon lost sight of einco the
year 1666.

~- ———————
Inunisfallen’s Ruins,

The ancient monastic ruins on the
island of Iunisfallen—the * lsland of
Sainta"-—are in process of restoration
under the dircction of the Irish board
of works. A body of workmen have
been busy for weeks past in clearing the
walls of the ancient abbey of the massea
of shrubg and ivy under which they
were gradually becoming buried, and
in reatoriog to its ploco the fallen ma-
sonry.

Several ancient inscriptionshavebeen
cleared of their mossy obliterations,
and in the course of his examination
of the ancient monuments, Mr. Abbott
has deciphered some interesting records,
of which there is no mention in any of
the histories of the island. The little
chapel perched on a rock at the extrem-
ity of the island has been cunningly
restored with the original stones, which
are now held together by a cement
wade to imitate the mortar originally
used in the constructionof the building.

The Change of Time.

A Protestant paper says: “ The Rev.
H R. Haweis, who hashitherto adhered
to the black gown in the pulpit, bas an-
nounced his intention of adopting the
surplice in the future. * Twenty years
820,” he remarks, *the surplice of the
pulpit was the badge of Popery, and the
black gown of orthodoxy. Now the
black gown is the badge of Nonconform-
ity and the sorplice is tae sign of ortho-
doxy.” This seems to mean that what
was Popory twenty years ago is ortho-
doxy now in the Church of England.
In other words, that Church has gb-
jured Protestantism, which is now
branded as Nonconformity, and gone
in for Catholicism as far as the law
allows.”

“You know him 1" said he, with a
fierce smile that chowed the strong
white tooth gleaming through his bushy
beard. * Then you know as cool and
well-taught a soldier a8 ever buckled
on agwerd, I wish I had a few like
bim to ofticer the Sicarii at home,
But you know, aleo, a man who would
not scruple to slay his own father for
tho worth of tho clasp that fastens his
gown.

His rigid observance
of its fasts, its daties, and its core-
monialg, had gained him the affections
of the priesthood, and the more enthu-
sinstic followers of that religion in
which outward forms were eo strictly
enjoined and so faithfaljy observed ;
while & certain force, defiant, and uu-
bending demeanour towards all classes
of men, bad won for bim a character
of frankness which did bim good servico
in the schewmes of intrigue and dis-
simuletion with which he was con-
tinnally engaged.

Yet perhaps the man wos honest
t00, as far as his owp convictions went.
He esteemed all means Jawful for the
fortherance of a lawful object. He
was one of those who deem it the most
contemptible of weakness to shrink
from doing evil that good msy come.
Liko Jephthah he would sacrifice his
daughter unflinchiagly in porformance
of a vow; nay, had Mariamne stood
between bim and tho attainment of his
ambition, or oven tho accomplishment
of his revenge, he world have walked
rathlessly over the body of his child.

Versed in the traditions of his family

and the history of bis nation, ho was
steoped to the lips in that prido of

That he should be n second
Judas Maccabwus, & chief commander
of the armics of the faithful in the new
order of things, was an ambition natur-
ally enough entertained by the bold
and skillful soldier ; but, to do Eleazar
justice, individual aggrandicement had
but little share in bis schemes, and
personal interost never crossed those
visions for the future, on which his
dark and dangerous enthusiasm so
loved to dwell.

It was o delicatc matter to intrigue
with Vitellius in Rome against the
very general who held supreme au-
thority, at least ostensibly, from the
Emperor. It was playing a bazardous
gams, to receivo power and instractions
from tbe Council at Jerusalew, and to
uge or suppress them according to the
bearer's own golitical views and future
intentions.

It was no ensy task to hold his own

It is timo to give some account of

In the smallor entrance-
hall or lobby, which leads to the
principal apartments, and which is
guarded by nn imoge of a dog, let into
the pavoment in mosaic, there are no
florid sculptures nor carvings, nor any
attompt at decoration beyond the actual
beauty of the stone work and the
scrupulous ears with which it is kept
clean. The doors themselves are of
bronee, 8o well burnishzd as to need no
mixturo of gold or silver inlaid to
enhance its brightness; whilst in the
priocipal ball itsclf, the room in which
friends are wolcomed, clients received,
and business transacted, the wallg, in-
stead of frescoes and sach gaudy or-
naments, are simply overlaid with
entablatures of white and polished
marble. Thedowme is very lofty, rising
majestically towards tho circular opon.
ing at the top, through which the sky
is visible ; and round the fountsin or
cistern immediately below this are
ranged four colosssl statues, represent-
ing the elements. 7These, with tho
busts of along line of illustrious an-
cestors, are tho only efforts of the
sculptor'sartthroughouttheapartment.

A large banqueting ball, somewhat
more luxuriously furnished, opens from
one side of the central room, and ss
much a3 can be seen of it displays con.
siderable attention to convenienco and
personal cowmfort. Frescoes, represent.
ing scenes of military life, adorn tho
walls, and at one end stands a trophy,
composged of deadly weapons and de-
fensive armour, arranged so as to form
a glittering and conspicuous ornament.
Large flagons and chalices of burnished
gold, some of thom adorned with valu-
able jewels, are ranged upon a side-
board ; bug it is evident that no guests
are expected to-night, for near the
couch-against the wall has been drawn
a amall table, laid for one person only,
with & clean nspkin, aud a cup and
platter of plain silver thereon. That
person i3 none other than the master of
tho house, bodily paciog up and down
his own colonnade in Rome, mentally
gazing on a Tair expanse of wood and
valo and shining river, drinking in the
cool breezes, the fragrant odours, and
the wild luxuriant beauty of distant
Britain,

Five-aud-twenty yeara! and yot it
seerns  but yesterday. The brow
wrinkles, the hair turns grey, etrength
wastes, energy fails, the brain gets
torpid, aud the scases dull, but the
heart never grows old. DBusiness,
smbition, pleasure, dnngers, duties,
difficultics, and successes have filled
that quarter of a centery, and pessed
away Jike s dream ; but tho tonch of a
hand, the momory of a face, havo out
Jived themall. Caiug Lucius Lucinius,
Roman patrician, General, Pretor,
Consul, and Prceurator of. the Empire,
is the young commander of a legion
oncs more, with the world before him,
aad tho woman he loves by his side.
This is what ho sees now, as ho has
seon it so0 often in his dreams by night,
and his waking visions by day.

An old oak-tree, a mossy sward soft
and level as velvet, delicate forn bend.
ing and whispering in tho summer
breeze, fleccy clouds drifting across the
bluo #ky, and a gracefol form, in its

“whito robes. cowing sbyly up the glade,

with faltering step, and sidelong glauce,
and timid gesture, to keep her tryast
with her Roman lover. Shois in his
arme now.

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LETTER FROM LONDON.
Weekly Correspondence of the Register.

Loxvox, Keg., Friday, Jan, 10, 1894,

Tho weather has remanined mild
during the wiek, but tho irfluenza
microbe ia still abroad in the laund, and
in some quarters is playing havoc,
Tho sud death of Viscount Somerton
in Dorset yosterday is only ono out of
soveral cases. The Lord Ohancellor
doos not appear to have been hic very
hard by the epidemic, but it is chorac-
teristic of the influonza that those
officted with it very often recover
from it only to bo stricken down by
what may be regarded as its concomit-
auts or stquel.  People, too, of delicate
constitution often recover far more
completely and far sooner than those
health is normally robust, The Speaker
looks anything bLut o strong man, but
he has vanquished the lacillus with
comparative ease, Tne Princess of
Wales is known to be very delicate ;
yet, despi'e alarmist rumours to the
contrary, sho is now, it is understood,
quite hersolf once more.

News comes from Paris this morning
that Mr. James Gordon Beunett, the
well known proprictor of tho Naw
York Herald, whose life was almost
despaired of aft: r his coaching accident,
is very much brtter again and is taking
wallnng exercise once more. Another
Awmerican nowspaper proprietor, Mr.
Joseph Dulitzen, i3 also in France.
Tbo proprietor of the Wuril hes an
elegant villa at Nice. He is one of
the most interesting personalities in
the journalistic trike. Be isso blind
that he can no longer see to read.
His lungs are 8o weak that theslightest
breath of cold wind affects them. His
affliction from dyspepsis wmakes himn

almost a daily msartyr. Yet does every
day more thon most of his confreres
do in a wesk. From bis European
residenco he conducts the policy of his
paper, snd does it 80 well that the
World is regarded as, perbaps, the
most vigorous and enterprising of all
the New York journals. Ho sends off
his daily telegram. He dictates a
most complete correspondence. Fre-
quently he gives his amanuensis a
laader to be wired and is as untiring
as though he had eyes to see, lungs to
breathe freely, and the appetite of a
German Prince,

The nows of the death of M. Wad-
dington has been received in Zngland
with surpriso and regret. He was not
looked upon as a fureigner in this
country during his ton years’ residence
as the French Ambassador at the
Court of St. Jumee, Himself Eoglish
by descent and cducation, he came
here no stranger to the people and
country, and so popular did he become
that be wasregarded rather as a pnblic
man interested in all English sflairs
than asa foreign diplomntist. French-
men, therefore, will not feel his loss
moro keenly than will Englishmen who
last year bade him adien when he
departed for France. Only the other
day the people of this coustry wero
attentively watching his contest at
Laon for a seat in the Senate, and it
was with disappointment that they
Jearned of bis defeat. No one then
imagined that death bad cast its sba-
dow over him, although it bad beco
known for some time that he was in
delicate health. By his death France
hss lost a statesman whose patriotism
has never bren called in question by
those who knew him.

An interesting account was given in
the Westminster Gazctte this week of
the circumstances which Jed Mr. Qccil
Rhodes, of South African fame, to
contributo £10,000 to the funds of the
Irish Parliamentary party. It appears
that in 1887 Mr. Swift MacNeill met
Mr. Rbodes when voyaging to the
Capo in search of health, aud as =&
regult of their consultation the Cape
Premier offered the above amount as a
contribution to the party funds on
condition that, under tho next Bome
