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EDITORIAL NOTES.

Every man who has a vote should shoulder the responsibility of citizen-
ship and deposit his baliot according to the dictates of his judgment. To
shrink from voting is cowardly ; to vote according to the direction of otkers
is unmanly ; but to barter a vote for the almighty dollar is despicable. Let
the coming election show that bluenoses can give a straightforward, henest
expression of opinion, snd let it not be said that the Governinent to be sus-
tained or elected owes its exisience to bribery and corruption,

Much interest is naturally being taken in the Provincial Elections, but it
must provoke a smile upon the face of a bystander to note how cocksure
cach party is of success. The truth is no one can predict with certainty
what the outcome of the clection will be. As there are many new voters
who will for the first time express their opinion upon Provincial affairs, the
election may be said to have taken place in January last, as upon the regis-
tration of these new voters must largely depend the result of the present
contest.

The fitness of women for the various positions involved in what have
been known as Women's Rights.has long passed the stage of sneer, jibe
and ridicule with whizh the idea was formerly received. Whatever opposi-
tion or distsste is now manifested is either fossil, sentimental, or, if serious,
moderate and rational. It is becoming acknowledged that the limitatory
relations of the sexcs as to the conduct of affairs sre thoroughly revolution-
ized, and that the brain, energy and steadfastness of woman are for most
practical purposes equal to those of man. The crucial, or what is supposed
10 be the crucial test, is the enfranchisement, more or less complete, of
women for parliamentsry suffrage, and on this point there is some very
direct testimony. The complete success of a female civic council has been
recently chronicled, and the impravement in the condition of public affairs
in the Isle of Man since the complete enfranchisement of the Manx women
is now being used as an argument in favor of the extension of female patlia-
mentary sufirage to England. In the territory of Wyoming, women have
enjoyed full suffrage for-2x yeats, and five Governors and the United States
Atlorney for the: Territory join in testifyiog to the good it has done. Verily,
the world moves, and there are indications that in this particular move-
ment a distincily new and broader tone of thought has superseded the old
cavilling, which is, however, sure t0 attend a fresh installation of justice in
human affairs. ,

While we are continuslly told that our farmers are fast going down hill
on the road to ruin, it is interesting to note tho prices of farm products
quoted quite recently as prevailing in the formerly much-vaunted State of
Kansas. Corn per bushel, shelled, 15 cents; oats per bushel, 11 cents;
butter perlb., 7 cents; eggs per dozen, 8 cents; pork per cwt, $2.50 ;
milk cows, $12.00; other prices in propc “ion. Ia view of such prices it
seems singular that the settlers in Oklahom., where there was such an extra-
ordinary rush last year, should be ia a state of starvation. This sort of
thing scarcely enhances the idea of the benefit of the markes of 60,060,000

Referring to another editorial in this issue, we would remark that the
sum of $0,000,000 given as the expenditure on the Panama Cavnal may strike
many as beiog far too small. Referring elsewhere to other authorities, we
find that probably ovet 8130,000,000 has been sunk. But the figures given
in the report of the French Commission are evidently intended to repre-
sent the actual value of the work accomplished if it were now taken over.
The sale of debentures below par, and the thousand ways in which money
is made away with in promoting great schemes, may account even for the
gigantic difference between the real worth of the work and what it has
cost.

The new order doing away with public bars in Beston went into oparae
tion on the 1t instant, Saloon keepers and hotel proprietors immediately
resorted to the expedient of having tables scattered about their rooms, but
the prohibitionists have taken further <teps to check this movement, while in
the meantime petitions were actively circulated asking for repeal of the law,
on the ground that the table system will increase drunkenness, and so, in
one locality and another, the battle goes on. If the prohibitionists would
abate some of their extreme pretensions to deny to every one the use of
things which, in strict moderation, are good, we cannot but think they would
soon, aided by the increase of “habits of temperance due to considerations
of propriety, self-respect and morality, sachicve a more tangible and practical
success than can ever attend ths endeavor to dragoon all sorts and condi-
tions of men down to a dead level of irresponsibility,

The Annual Report of the Postmaster General for 1889 deals with the
increase in the drop-letter rate in the following offhand fashion :—* A con-
siderable reduction has taken place in the weekly aversge of letters and
newspapers delivered by letter carriers under the free delivery system,
owing no doubt to the increase in the rate upon drop or city letters and
the attempts made 10 establish private deliveiies. The illegal character of
these private deliveries kaving been pointed cat to the parties engaged therein,
they have, it is believed, been entirely discontioued; and the free delivery
by letter carriers will no doubt now retura to its normal condition.” This
parsgraph appears to us to be nothing short of pure *cheek.” Not the
slightest notice is vouchsafed of the universal dissatisfaction which greeted
the vexatious and unnecessary two-cent impost, not a word is said about
repealing it, nor does it appear to be the intention of Mr. Haggart to bring
the subject before Parliament this session, which is now, we fear, too near
its close 10 aflford an opportunity 1o private members. We should further
like to be permitted to enquire what signification presents itself to themind
of the Postinaster-General when he uses the term * free delivery.” It
appears to us that the additional rate on drop letters makes delivery any-
thing but free. We are afraid Mr. Haggart is not quite *the man for
Galway.”

A remarkable testimony to the a2dvantages of gymnastics and athletic
exercises generally is borne in an article on * The Physique of European
Armies’’ in the April number of the Fortnightly Revierwr. Mr. Maclaren,
presumably a superiniendent of gymnuasis, is quoted with considerable detail
of statistics as 1o o detacbment of non-commissioned officers sent to him %o
be qualified as military gymnastic instructors. The men ranged in age from
19 t0 28 years, in height from s ft. 5 in. to 5 f2. 122 in, and in weight from
128 to 274 1bs., so that various types were represented. After less than
cight months’ training they were found to have gained, on the average, 10
Ibs. in weight, 2% in. in gitth of chest, § in. in the size of the forearm, and
1f in. in that of the upper arm. In some instances an actusl growth in
height of from 4 to  of sn in. was ascertained., S6 marked was the deve
lopment that the men, after four or five months, could not wear their tunics
without letting out, and it is observed that * before this addition could be
made to the chest every svot and joint of the frame must have been
improved also, and every organ within the body must have been propor-
tionately strengthened.”” It is difficult to estimate the advantage gained by
these men in the ¢xpansion of their chests, and the additional scope thereby
given to the heart and lungs—one of the surest means of dininishing the
frequency of consuspption.
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A proposition emanates from Holland for an Europesn combination

against the United Stales as n retaliation for the antagonism shown by the

latter country to Luropean trade. Such a combination would be very

disastrous to the States, but the importance of the food products recoived
in Europe from America renders such an action impossible.

The Quebec Aforning Chronicle of the 3oth ult. records the fact that
the immigrant season of 1890 opened with a rush on the arrival of the
Sapdinian at that port the previous day, that vessel having landed over
1,000 immigrants, while the Oregon’s passengers numbered some 240.
“ The best class of arrivals,” tho Chronicle says, ** were undoubtedly those
booked for the Canadian Northweat, These were all wellto-do Inglish
farmers with families, and other middla-class people with means, intending
to settle in the new districts of Canada.” One body of 200 colonists
accompanied Ly their clergyman intended wmaking a Church of England
colony. There were also a party of So Catholic boys and girls in charge of
their priest, and every advice and assistance was at hand for the safeguard
of unattended women and girla.

Withcut any exception the worst case of the overhoad bearing rein
abomination wve have ever scen drew up close to Tng Critic office about
two o'clock lest Friday afternoon. The victim was a fine looking and
apparently spirited animal, and perhaps the owner, or driver, was afraid of
letting him have his head. Be that a3 it may, the instrument of torture was
50 tautly braced that the animal's nose was triced up to very nearly the
plane of the top of his head, whereof the only movement the poor beast
could make was from side to side, wbich he did in a manner that unmis-
takeably indicated his misery. This horrible device, which is as ugly as it
is cruel, ought to come under the law of Cruelty to Animals. Were it so
we should have certainly ascertained the owner and made it a case for Mr.
Naylor. As it was, several gentlemen passing paused to take stock of the
exhibition with evident pity and disgust.

To the many channels of employment opened of late years to women
may be now added, according to the Nursing Record, that of the apothecary.
The English Pharmaceutical Society has, it appears, allowed women to enter
for its examinations, and several have passed them with the success which
we are certain may gencrally be commanded by the female student. To
become a pharmaceutical chemist it is necessary to pass three examinations
=3 preliminiary one in Latin, Ebglish and arithmetic—unless the candidate
has passed the Oxford or Cambridge Local, or the examination of the
College, Preceptors. The examinee must also prove that she hae undergone
training under an experienced chemist or at a technical college, and has
for three years been practically engaged in the translation and dispensing
of prescriptions. To all who desire to see the sphere of female indepen-
dence and self-support enlarged, every new occupation which may apen to
the clear heads and dextrous fingers of young women will afford unmixed
satisfaction, and that of the apothecary seems to us quitc as fitting as any
to which they have as yet taken.

The Eastern Chrounicle of the 1st instant has an interesting column and
& half headed * Literary Gossip.” Its remarks on * scrofulous literature
are not only clever but ethically and aesthatically true. Inier alic some
very just remarks are made coucerning a new cheap edition of Charles
Kinsgley’a novels, which, it is stated, has attained a sale of over a million
copiee. To Kinsgley the writer accords the meed of praise which is his
just due, and goes on to say :—* Yet is it not strange that you will Yook in
vain for these books in any of our bookstores? It surely caunnot bo that
there is no demand. Some of us have had 1o send to Pictou for them—
and that should not be. There are six volumes of them, and they present
such & fine appearance that they would ¢set off’ any bookstore. Verd.
sap.—perhaps our enterprising friends will take the hint. Why should
Kinsgley not have as great a run here as * Robert Elsmere ? had, or as
Edward Bellamy is baving even yet? 1 am sure he is just as worthy of it ;
there is more ‘staying power’ in him than either ol these two ; and he
does not leave a bad taste in the mouth either.” We are lovers of both
the Kinsgloys, and reckon ** Westward Ho !" as one of the half-dozen best
novels in the language. The remarks of the writer in the Eastern Chronicle
therefore command our thorough appreciation.

Theoretically F.epublicanism is the supreme form of Government, and
it might be assumed that the higher the civilization and intelligence of a
people the fitter that people would be found for its rule by itself. Excep-
tions are said to prove rules, but it may be a question whether a rule is
proved if the exceptions be too numerous, especially where they aze most
strongly marked in precisely the instances in which we should assume they
would not be exceptionsl at all. We are not surprised whon continual
revolutions and chronic anarchy mark the course of semi-civilized and
ill-educsted, or totally uneducated, communities, but we stand amazed at
the fact that the most highly educated and unquestibnably in some respects
the most intelligent commonweslth in the world is also the most
politically corrupt. It may be hoped that in the United States a public
conscience will some day gain sufficient growth to crush the baser leaven,
but in other republics the lowser state of intelligence does not present a
cheerful prospect. In Brazil a republic in name overthrew a government
which secured to the country all the freedom and more than the stability of
any Souih American republic, and is now developing & despotic tyranny
which is as astonishing as it it is retrogressive. It must be distasteful to
sober-minded citizens of the United States to find their Government
sending to the arbitrary Junts which at present controls Brazil, its congratu-
lations on the adoption by that country of Governient by the people !

If we may believe current reports- Emin Pasha's little game has been
neatly stopped.  No sooner hud he been allowed to get his formidable cara.
van fairly startod towards the interior of Africa than we were informed that
the country oves which he hoped to hoist the German flag, south of his old
territory, has been already opened up by Mr. Jackson, leader of an expedi-
tion which was quietly sent out last summer by the British East African
Compauy, and the whole of the Uganda Tertitory on the north of the lake
had been placed under British Protection. It is to be hoped this is true,
The country has been opened up mainly by British advonture, and it is only
fair that Great Britain should not be superseded in the results of her apirit
of enlerpriso by a power which has done comparatively little of the work of
exploration. .

We have more than once pointed out the desirability of the military
organization of youth under various conditions all ovéer the Dominion, as
u disciplining and healthful' influence and:one calculated to foster 2 sense
of patriotism. It is with ploasure, therefore, that we leara from a St. Johu
contemporary that ¢ a Company of the Boys Brigade of Canada, a semi-
military Sunday school erganization, was organized in connection with St,
John's Presbyterian Church last fall by Rev. Mr. Fotberingham, with T,
M. Seeley as Captain. The Company, the. first organized in the Lower
Provinces, was inspected by Lt.-Col. Maunsell, D.A.G., in the presence of
Sir Leonard Tilley, Col. Armstrong and other officers, and a large nlimber
of other persons. The boys went through the various marching movements
in fine style, and were highly eomplimented by inepecting officers and
visitors, They wear neat caps and have dummy rifles made in Glasgow.
A Company is being formed in Fredericton, and there avre several in the
Upper Provinces. They are popular in the old country.” s not this
example worth the consideration of Halifax ?

The French Commission appointed.to investigate the state of the
unfortunate Panama Csnal undertaking reports that 89,000,000 worth of
work has been done, and that it it will take $i8,c00,000 more to complete
the work even on the lock scheme., They estimate that it could be finished
wiihin cight years. They propuse a' guarantee by the Maritime nations,
which of course means chiefly Great Britain.: Considering that France con-
tinues to stand in the way of England's reducing the interest on Egyptian
bonds by consolidating the debts of that country, the proposition does no
discredit to French cuolness and selfishpess. England, owing to persistent
French obstruction, has been futally hampered'in het endeavors to-lighten
the burden under which Xgypt groans, and is little likely to incur
embarrassment by mixing herself up with a French scheme on this side of
the water. Nevertheless we have always thought it a pity that the grand
enterprisa of M, de Lesseps was not initiated by a combination of all the
greater Maritime countries of the world, and it is s»d to contemplate the
waste of so gigantic an.expenditure both of life and treasure.

ment about the C. P. R., which is simply discreditable to a people of such
enormous wealth and unbounded pretensions as that of the Uaited States.
Mr. Cullom raves about the C, P, R. and its line of ships running between
Vancouver and the east, sweeping away all the shippiag of San Francisco,
and causiog tho grass to grow in its streets ; and it is astonishing to find
respectable and well-informed journals like the New York Tribun: commit-
ting themselves to the absurd proposition.

their virulent denunciations of the * enormous cost ” of the C. P. R. sound
very much like impertinence, as it i3 likewise no business of theirs what we
choose to pay for the building up of our country. Mr. Cullom goes into
figures which, if they were correct (which they are not), are matter in which
we are alone coacerned, and not the United States. The circumstances of
our country made our-groat trans-continental road a necessity, and we are
going to make the best of it.

SPORT YWITH WILD ELEPHANTS.

A correspondent of tho Piopeer Mlwil describes the capturo last Christ-
mastido of a large herd of wild olophants at Basan, in Central Indis. It
sppoats that for yearsa great district had been in sole possession of the wild
olephants, who had frightened off all the fnhabitants. ‘Tho writer says that
Maharsjah Raghonath Saran Singh Deo Bahadur, of Sirguja, had applied
for permiseion to capture the elophants of Mahtinand Uprora under the Gov-
v&rnmont's ruler, and tho pormission had boen accorded. He had found two
herds, in all about 35 wild olephants, at the Bahmabi nuddi, about 15 or 20
miles off, 1o ran up alight fenco about six miles in circumforenco inclosing
s valloy aod part of two hills below Setgarh. Round this ho had post d
at intervals eight or nine hundred men, mostly armed with matchlocks and
provided with blank cartridges. Iuto this enclosure ho had quiotly driven all
these olephants through fifteen miles of glen; and thero thex woro sur-
roundod by watchfires and sentrios constantly on duty. ‘The wild clophants
wandered sbout unmolested within the large inclosure, but wore not atlowed
to pass the guards. Tho Maharsjah lold us that ouo very large 1nale ele-
phant had been decoyed into the stockade, and was thore tied up and resdy
to be taken out.

‘We saated oursclves on the top of the stockade and saw tho huge tusker.
His fore-quarters were much heavier than in the tame elephant ; and his
figure was so massive that wo did not think he was so tall as wo afterwards
found him to be—namely, 9 feet 10 inches. They tied five cables round his
neek, fastening the othor end of each eablo round tho body of one tame
elephant, There were thus five elephants iu front. Similarly thoy fas-
tened eash hind-log %0 two elephants. The hind-log: wers also tied
togsther by a short repe. Having thus seearely bound him, they propared
to lead this ferest {scobooter away. Whon ho found that he was not to be
allowed to choose lis own course he began to show fight. e halted
Tho five olephants in.front put forth all their strongth, but could not wove
him. Suddenly Lo swung his great body round and dragged back all five,
roaring as they camo with rago and perhaps fear. Then they recovered,
and tho tug-of-war bogan sgain. A sharp diechargo of blank cariridge bohind
him drove him on s little way.

This scone was ropeated soveral times. Occasionally the blank cartridge
bad to give way toa specially propared carlridge with about a dozen snipoe
shot, which acted as an unaccustomed spur in his fat flanks and sent him
gaily along for atimo. At last he was tiod up Lo treea near the Moharajah's
tents, abeut 5U0 yards from the stockade.

Next day, as there was nothing doing at the stockade, wo determined to
have a.Jook at-tho olephants in their own jungle haunts. We went on
along tho elephants’ tracks for-u considerable distance. Suddenly we came
to a glado, and as we looked across it we saw tho tusks of a great monarch
of the herd gleaming through thoe trees. Wo wore on our elephant ; and as
we saw the direction the herd scemed to be taking wo pushed across the
glade to sut them off and get a nearer viow.

As wo got to the centre of the glade, where stood a large solitary tree, wo
saw the monarch como out and havo a look at us. Wo balted in tho shadow
of the tree. Ho eama along towards us, followed by fifteen olephants of all
sizes, As hogot near us he turned round and slowly crossed the glado to tho
other side, followed by tho herd. Then, as thoy were about to disappear in
the jungle, he suddenly changed his mind again. He turned, end slowly and
solemnly marched past us with tho hord. Tho bord thus pessed twice across
the open glade within about cighty vards of us ; a splendid spectacle. Wo
shall not readily forget that majestic procession witnessod among the wild
scenery of the forest-clad hills.

Qne day wo saw a beat which, though unsucceseful, was very exciting. Wo
could bear the elephants erashing slowly through the jungle. Then match-
locks were fired, shouiing began, and ten or twelve wild elephants rushed
into view with as many trained ones behind them. They came on at the
pace of rasing ponies. Thoy dashed towards ono wing, thon across o the
othor agsin and agsin. Two tame clephants near the stockade gate thon ran
in, but apparently tho wild elephapts had not seen them, They did not
follow. Thae tamo elephants camo out again. Tho wild oleyhants appareuntly
theught it was sn atieck in frout, Thoy fuced about and mado a dashing
ehargs through sheir pursuers and rushed into the jungle.

This lady's rendering of No 3 *My Soul Thirstoth,” was particularly plessin y
snd displsyod caretul study. Tho second part consisted of Rossini’s woll-
known Stabat Mater which is desorvodly popular. No, 4, * Pro Peccatis"
was most ably rendored by Professor Currio, who entered fully into the
spirit of tho solo and sang with great oxprossion. Tho other soloists, Miss
Gussio Taylor and Mr. George Burgoyne, both of whom were in good voico,
sang acceptably. Tho Oratorio Society desorves aredit for its ondeavor to
cultivate s taste for high class music, and tho pationt plodding zesl of its
director ia worthy of a more general public support. The director's inflox-
ibility is stampod upon every chorus rendered by tho Society, and spoaking
broadly the chorus work is good. Bus unfortunatoly, Halifsx is not a largo
city, and, as tho Orphous Club monopolizes most of the good voieos, thoro is
acarcelx room for a second musical organization such as tho Oratorio Society.

PARLIAMENTARY SUMMARY.

A pumber of public buildings are to be erected taroughout the Province,
snd appropriations for this purpose have been made by Parliament.

A larger sum than usua! hes been placed in the estimates for immigration,
snd it is probable that a large number of Icelanders will be induced to ssttle
in Canada during tho next six montha,

Ths members of Psrlisment who have been distributing printed copies
of their speeches among their conetituents are called upon to pony up, it
having been reported that a number of them had forgotten to sotile their
bills with the Printing Bureau.

MMajor-Ceneral Lourie, who drew hls mileage allowance from London,
England, that being his present residsnce, has made amends for his apparent
capidity by donsting the sum thus tsken frum tho treasury to the widows
and orphars of the fisterwen of Shetburne Co. We think the General
made a mistake in over drawing this mileago allowance, but his appropriation
of it to euch s worthby oauase reflects aredit upon his hesrt and hoad,

Roports of tho Committeo appointed to investigato the itykert timbor
scandal and the Middleton fur appropristion havo boesn recoived by Patlia-
ment. Rykott is handled as he dezorves, but ho saved his bacon by resigning
his soat in the Commons bofore the Committeo reported. General Middloton's
conduct is sovoraly condemned, and the only oxouso that is offored for his
having confiscated and appropriated tho furs of a half-breed is that ho was
engagod in the Chinoeso and Last Indian wars, whero such confiscations were
rogarded as legitimate,

Tho branches of the I. C. Railway have boen roceiving more attontion
than usual, and Mr. Burns, of Gloucoster, N. B., lias beon coming in for a
largo sharo of condemnation, owing to his connmection with the Caraquot
Railway, but, a0 far 28 wo can gathor, Mr. Burns has put his monoy into an
unprofitablo railway aud deserves to be pitied moro than blamed.

About $4,000,000 have boon sppropriated towsrds subsidizing reilways
throughout the Dominion. 240,000 of this amouut is appropriated
towards tho construction of a railwiy betweon Abmnapolis, Liverpool and
Shoelburne, which should insuro the speody commoncement of work, and
$50,000 has been granted to tho Inverness avd Richmond Railway, so that
this stesm highway should be completed at an early date.

Tho amendments to the N, W. Territories Aot, which the Government
has boen carrying through Patliamont, has given rise to a general disoussion
upon the constitutions of theee territories, and seversl of the members of
the opposition have urged upon Parlisment the advisability of at once
adopting rosponsible represontation. This, the Promior believes, is pro-
maturo, and cites tho Province of Manitoba as an examplo of the unwisdom
of creatiug responsible goverments bofora s territory has been fairly ssttled,

The members of Parliament are fast scattoring to their homes, and in s
fow days tho Parlinmentary buildings will be,comparstivelyspeaking, doserted.

COMMERCIAL.

Trede has beon very quiet during the past week, tho rainy weather
having & depressing offect on business,

The country roads are in a very heavy condition, and much inconvenience
is experienced in forwarding goods to their respective destinations.

The export cattlo trade seoms o occupy a very anomalous position just
at the moment, prices in the consumptive markets of England being low
and declining, with the proapects of still lower rates ruling when the glut
of the first heavy shipments from this side strike the other shore. Oun the
other hand local prices are comparatively high under a fairly brisk demand
for both local and export purposes throughout Canads,  After the great rush
of exports during the next five or six weeks begins to stacken English
deslers will roalize that thero is not the quantity in reserve that thoy may
oxpect to back up the first rush, and the situation on the other side may
presont an altogethor altered aspect. 8till we advise our exporters and
dealers to bear in mind the important fact that all the hazards and risks of
the business fall upon them, and, in the interests of the trado at large, they
should see that values do not go below a shipping basis, as such an untoward
oceurrence is (he sure procursor of eventual disastor, Thoe price paid to the
farmer should always incline towards an under rather than to a full figure,
for the extremely evident reason that his risk ceases as soon as he delivers
his cattle, sheep or horses and gets his money, while that of the dealer only
then comuences, and to ensure himself sgainst the numerous hazsrda that he
has thereafter froquently to sncounter an ample margin should be allowed
him. There is, howover, little fesr of the farmer not getting the last fraction
to which he is entitled in the present severe strain of competition which
characterizes the age,

It appesrs that the railways have frequently cause for ~omplaint at the
manner in which dealers and shipners infringe upon their re gulations, and
thus manage to make discriminations in their favor sgainst the interests of
the rallways and of the public It is understood that railways have
beon frequently victimized by shippers over-loading their cars to the extent
of 40 to 50 per cent. Cars that should only carry about 24,000 lbs. have
boen loaded with 40,000 and over. We note these ficts to show that the
railways are not alieays at fault, and that diecrimioations are practiced by the
public as well &8 by the railways,

Dry Goovs.—Thers is little to note regarding the position of this lead-
ing branch of trade during the past week. In the wholesale market the cool
weather hag materially retarded the sorting business, The city rotail trade
has also suffered from the samo causs, but warmer weather will doubtless
bring about a moroe active distribution of staple cotton goods. Remittances
in a few instances avo reported to have bsen very poor, but the majority of
dealers acknowledge a slight improvement. Quite a number of emall
failures are reported, and applications for extensions and compromises are still
being made,

InoxN, Haroware axp Meravs.—There is nothing but s small jobbing
trade moving in this line at present. No change for the better has trans-
pired in pig iron. Buyers continue to hold offin auticipation of lower
prices, Foreign advices are woak and business in this and in other Cana.
dian markets is limited. Latest advices indicate a furthor downward turn in
the speculative market for pig iron, warrants having dropped to 44s. 6.,
and No. 3 Middlesborough to 43s. 3d., which are about tho lowest points
touched this year. Tin isquoted 15s. higher in Loodon, but prices he-e
have experienced no ohange a3 yet. Tin plates aro cabled as considerably
firmer, malrers having disposed of surplus stosk, and the fact that eqme of
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the mills b losed indicate duction i lies whinh . !

BreADsTUPPS.~The loosl market continues without any special foaturo,
but the flour market etill rules firm, Business rulos firw. Beerbohwm's
cable reporls wheat fiem and corn steady. Eoglish country markets firm,
Wheat in Paris rather easior. In Chicago, New York and othor grain-trads
centres prices generally bave shown a marked tendency to edvanco, but the
markets are rather eluggish and repor.ed transactions are comparatively
small, Corn and oats romsined unchanged.

Provistons,.—There is nothing new to note in the locsl market concerning
pork or lstd. The trade just now is of a hand to mouth character, and jobbors
ste only buying enough to supply- immediate waunts. Tho only chaogo in
provisions in Liverpool was a drop of 3d. in lord. Iu Chicago hogs wore
stronger but packed provisions were atatiounary.

Burrer.~—A considerable volume of butter that has boen kept over frowm
last summer is coming in, but it does not sppear to attract the attention of
purchasers to any great extent. New made butter is arriving wore freely
and, when perfectly sweot and fresh, is readily taten up at 20c. to 25c. per
b, It may be that some day our butter producors will tiko to huart the
lesson that we have »0 often inouloated that keeping butter until it becomes
stale in hope of securing a better price necesssrily and invariably ontails a
loes, But they sppest wonderfully oblivious. to the facts that consumors
always will prefer a fresh article and that the demand never over-runs the
aupply. The proverb says that experience teaches fools, but it doecs not
sppear to teach the majorily of our farmers who are butter.makers.

Cueese.—The local cbeses marketis characterized by dullness, aud only
a very emall jobbing business is doing. But little new is in reccipt owing
to the backwardness of the present spring. There is nothingia the fields as
yet tomake them a feeding greund for cattle, and in this respect we arocou-
viderably behind last-year. The rain that has fallen has boen apparently
offeet by the froaty nights, thus retarding the growth of vegetation.

Fruit.—Business 1s reported brisk in oranges snd lemons, and the mar-
ket is pretty well cleared up. DBananas are plentiful, recent receipts having
been quite large, Raisins are very firm, the stock in hand being small, and
» sharp sdvance has taken place during the past week. ‘The apple murket
for this season is virtuslly over, Quotations are merely nominal. Some
New York strawberries have besn received, but the prices asked for them
are 80 high us to put them out of the re«ch of most people,

Sucar,—The sugsr market has been quiet but stesdy, and quotatious
bave been unchanged. Nothing beyoud s small jobbing trade has been
accomplished in this line during the past week.

Movasszs has been quiet with nothing doing except supplying a meagre
consumptive demand. New molassss will soon be in receipt, when it iz pro-
bable that prices will be fixed on some recognirible basia,

Teza.—The market is nearly bars of all grades at present, though & good
many otders have come in for new crop. Indian teas sre reported very
scarce in England and have advanced 1d. during the last few days. Cable
sdvices from Japan stato that sales have been made of garden pickings on
Canadian scoount at reasonable prices.

Corrx.—Owing to the high prices the trade in coffee continues of a
haud-to-mouth character. The English market has recovered from it recent
decline and deslers are very conservative, aud are only buying what they
peed for actual use,

Fisy O1s.—Onr Monireal advices are that the market is firm and tend-
ing upwards, Steam refined seal has been sold there to arrive at 481c., but
holders' ideas have firmed, and they are now stiff at 50c. TIhe supply of
cod oil is limited, and trade is dull at 35¢. to 3Ge. for Newfoundisnd and
Gaspe, and 32¢. for Halifax. Cod liver oil is quiet at 45¢. to 50c¢. for Now-
foundland.

Fism.—There is no chahge to note in the general situation. The extrome
dullness that prevailed all the winter still continues and really nothiug is
doing. A number of our along-shore fishing vessels are fitting out to go in
quest of mackerel which may now be daily expected. N returns have
been as yet received from the bank fishermen, but they will doubtless repott
in » few days; Qur outside advices are ss follows :—Montreal, May 13.—
“ This being between seasons the trade is lifeless, demand being almost nil.
Prices are unchangad, but quotations 2re merely nominsl. Dry cod §3.75.
Labrador herring $3 to $3.60 per barrel.” Gloucester, Mass, May 13.—
“* We quote New Goeorges codfish-at $4.87 a qtl. for large, and smsllat $4.12;
bank $4.50 for large and $4 for small ; shore $4.75 and $4 for large and
small ; cured cusk at $3.25 per quintsl; hake at $2.38; haddock §2.50;

The Comumittoe on Miues and Minerals, in suggasting the advisability of
soparating the Department of Worke from the Afines Depsrtment and
making two distinct departments, or placing the Works Depariment under
the control of the Atty. General as s part of the Crown Lands Departmont,
in our opinion made a wise recommendation that it would be well to act upon
at once. The Commissioner of Mines and Worka is an overworked official,
and all his subordinates have to suffer with him. One moment ‘there is an
important point under the Mining Act fo be decided, the next comesa
quration as to the management of the Inssne Asylum or the Hospital.
Supplies of all descriptions have to be requisitioned fa¢, contracts awarded
and every imeginable variety of business fraunsacted, and as a result the
largely increasing mining business of the Province bas to a certain extent to
be delayed. There is almost & grim humor in the thought that the interests
of gold miuers sbould come under the same departmental charge as the care
of the insane, and some may bo uncharitable enough to ssy that it is a wise
provision, 28 gold miping is only s form of lunscy, but, joking aside, the
mining business of the Province has assumed such large proportions that
it requires the undivided attention of the Commissioner, and it therefore
should be msnaged as an independent department under fue control of the
Commissioner of Mines.

A gentleman. thoroughly convareant with the history of gold miring in
shis Province, himself a noted mill man and miner, furnishes us with some
Taterestivg information in regard to the Belt crusher,which is crusher No.1 on
the records of the Gold Commissioner’s Office. This Grst license was issued
to Thomss Belt, who built a 12 stamp mill on the east side of Lake William.
The 01d building is only now being torn dowo, and this relic of the early
days of gold mining will soon disappesr. In marked contrast {o it is the
splendid new crasher of the Lake View Company, Ltd,, which it is expected
will soon bLe rupning. Inthe completeness’of its appoiniments it is reported
to excel any other crusher in the Province, snd in addition to its thirty
stamps, which are of the latest improved pattern, a concentration and
chlorination plant will also be attached. The large Corlise engine from the
Mount Uniscke Mines, which was put in by ¥Fraserand Chalmors, hss been
purchased snd furnishes the motivo power. It isenough to say that ths work
is boing done for a wipe mansged by Mr. A. A. Hayward, as that is
sufficient gusrantee that all the mechanical appliances are of the best.

Tue Revont or Te Dinkctor or Tik UsiTEd StaTes Mist.—Else-
whete wo print an abstrast of the report of the Director of the Mint on the
production of gold and silver in the United States in 1889. This eport
shows a very considerable increase in the domeatic production of silver,
smounting to 4,000,000 ounces, the total being 50,000,000 ounces, while of
gold the production is almost stationary.

In addition to our domestic prodaction of silver, that imported in ores
from Mexico smounted to 7,000,000 ounces, and in bars, wostly from
Mexico, about 5,000,000 ounces. The consumption of silver in the arts
amounted to $8,765,000 coining value, ot 6,008,000 ounces, and of gold
816,697,000, or about one-half our cntire production of the latler metal.
The injury, not only to mining bt to the whole country, by the stoppage
of hydraulic operatione in Cslifornis, has been incalcalable. The coyatry
has lost mors already than would bavs purchased and condewnn.d ali the
lands in California that sre or can possibly bo effected by the debris. Itis
certainly an oulragoe that an industry so importsat to the whole country
should oo prohibited by law.

Ose of the most important statements in the report is that our net loss
of gold by export over impor: last year amounted to $33,886,753, or wors
than the entire production of our mines. Of silver our exports exceeded
our imports by 814,788,666.

The world’s production of gold in 1889 is estimated to have been about
$118,800,000. Oaur production was nearly 28 per cent. of tho whole, while
octr silver production, includiog that from imported ores, was 45 per cent.
of the world's output.

The report gives iuterestivg figures of circulation of gold, silverand
paper per capits in difforent countzies,  Whau the ful] report comes to band
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we shall, no doubt, be able to deduce important lesrons from tho statietics
it furnishes, The prompt collection and publication of these valuahle
satistics jo highly oraditable to Mr. E. 0. Lesch, the Director of the Mint.
