COLLECTION FOR THE SYNOD FUND.

The Annual Collection for the Synod Fund will be taken up, in accordance with
the appointient of Synod, on the 3rd Sabbath of the current month. It is
earnestly hoped that the collection will be duly attended to, and the amonunt
forwarded without delay.

The Synod Fund is charged with all contingent expenses conuected with
the Synod, such as Salaries of Clerks, printing of Minutes &c., expenses in-
curred by accommodation Committee &c., &c. This year there is a consider-
able amount of expense incurred in connection with the printing uf a Draft
book'of Forms, &c. Thcre are also several items which the Synod bas decid-
ed shalt be paid out of the Synod Fund, viz,a balance due on the account of the
miasion sehool at Buxton, and a certain amount of aid in connection with
legal proceedings. for the protection of church property at Utica.

In view of the various charges on the Synod Fund, it is hoped that the col-
lection will be liberal, and that it will be attended to in every congregation.
In looking at the financial returns for last year, it may be seen that a con-
siderable number ot congregations,in som-e instances large congregations, have
sent no contribution for the Synod Fund. While no very large contribution
is required for Lhe Synod Fund, in comparison of the amount required for
our missionary objects it is a fund to which every Congregation in the Church
should feel itself honourably bounid to coutribute.

MEETING OF SYNOD IN MONTREAL.
The Syncd commenced its fifth Annual Session in Cote Street, Montreal, on

the evening of Tuesday, 6th June, after sermon by the Rev. John McTavish,
the retiring Moderator, from Galatiant, iv., 19. The sermon was felt to be,
both as regards the subject and the treatment of it, admirably suited for the
occasion. At a subsequent sederunt the thanks of the Synod were tendered
to Mr. McTavish for the sermon, and for the manner in which lie had discharged
all the duties ot the..hair.

The Synod Roll was called as usual, and thereafter ivas read a synopsis of
the changes made in the roll during the year. From this it appeared that
since last meeting four Ministers had been removed by death, viz.: Rev. D.
McLean, formerly of Mount Forest; Rev. James McDowall, of St. Vincent;
Rev. D. Caw, of Paris; and Rev. G. Irving of Ayr. Nine ordinations had
taken place, and ten Ministers previously ordained, had been inducted into
pastoral chargeq. Eight Ministers had demitted their pastoral charges, and
ten students had been licensed.

The Synod proceeded to elect a Moderator, in the manner provided for by
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the standing orders of the Synod, when Rev. W. Aitken, of Smiith's Falls
was elected to the Chair, and addressed' ho Synod in brief but appropriate
ternis.

The Synod beard the report of the Business Committee, appointed Com-
mittees to examine the various Presbytery Records, arranged the hours
for the ordinary diets of business, and then closed the first sederunt.

WEDNESDAY, 
7

TH JUNE.

DEVOTIONAL EXERtCIsES.-AS usual, the first part of the morning sederunt
of Wednesday, was devoted to devotional exercises, conducted by the Modera-
tor, Mr. J. Skinner, Mr. J. Croinbie, and Col. Ilaultain.

LICENSING oP STUDENTs.-Application was made by Presbyteries for leave
to take on trial for license the following Students of Theology : Messrs. A.
Findlay, J. McColi, H. MeQuarrie, J. Baikie, K. McDonald, J. H. Thom, A.
Simpson, R. N. Grant, and W. M. Roger. Leave was granted as requested.

RECEPTION oP MINISTERs.-Application was made by several Presbyteries
for leave to receive us Ministers of this Church several robationers and Min.
isters, who had come within their bounds since last meeting of Synod. A.
Committee was appointed to examine the documents with reference to the
several parties. In the report of this Committee the Synod at subsequent
diets granted leave to the Presbytery oi Brockville to receive Mr. R. Moodie,
formerly of tho Presbyteriian Church in New Brunswick,-to the Presbytery of
Montrent to receive Mr. John Jones, a licentiate of the Presbyterian Church in
the United Sates,- and to the Presbytery of Stratford to receive Mr. W.
Moore, and Mr. Martin Lowry.

The Synod also grauted leave to the Presby tery of Toronto, and the Pres-
bytery of Ontario respectively, to receive on being satisfied with the parties,
Mr. Y. Duncan. and Mr. W. Lumsden.

DEnT oN BEACHVILLE CnuRca.-The Synod had before it a Reference from
the Presbytery of Paris, setting forth in substance that a gentleman on con-
dition of provision beng made to extinguish said debt, amounting to $1,600,
proposed to give $4.000 to Knox College, and stating the inability of the
Presbytery to deal satisfactorily with the said proposail, or to fulfil the re-

quired condition. Several menibers of the Paris Presbytery were beard on
the subject of the Reference. After lengthened discussion, the following mo-
tion was carried: Refer the matter to a Committee, consisting ef Rev. W.
McLaren, Rev. J. M. King, Rev. W. T. McMullen, Rev. J. Ross, Hon. J. Mc-
Murrich, and Rev. W. Clark, with a view to see what cati be done in the way of
raising funds to relieve the Beachville congregation from its indebtedness, and
to report at a future sederunt.

We may bore state, thrt the Committee referred to, reported before the close
of the Synod to the effect, that the amount of $950 had been subscribed by
members of Synd, besides iartber sums which were promised, but not actually
subscribed. It was again referred to a Conmittee to prosecute the
matter, to negociate with the Paris Presbytery. and the party to 'vhom the
debt on the Beachville Church is owing, and to adopt such meusures as they
may deem advisable to complete the business.

PETITION iRoM UTicA.-The Synod had under consideration a petition
from members of the Church at Utica, in the bounds of the Pre.sbytery of On.
tario, setting forth that the place of worship erected by the said congregationi,
and used by the Minister of the said congregation until the resignation of Mr.
Sharp, had been taken possession of by a party disaffected, which party had
closed the Church asainst the said congregation and the Ministers of this
Chureb, and had attempted to hand over the property to the Presbyterian
Church of Canada in connexion with the Churcli of Seotland; that they, the
congregation, had consulted Counsel, and commenced a suit in equity for the
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recovery of their property and the maintenance of their rights thereto, and
praying the Synod to assist then in carrying the suit to asuccessful issue.

Several members of the Presbytery of Ontario gave explanatiors with refer-
ence to the position of thungs at Utica; and the Synod atter discussion agreed
by a majority to the following finlding : Apmrove of the proceedings ofth
memorialists; agree to sustain thein in vindicating their clain to the Bredal-
bane Chu.ch; appoint a Committee to act with tbem in the suit; and authorize
them, if necessary, to draw on the Synod fund to the amount of $200, and to
obtain, by subscriptioi, what further funs nay be necessary for th is purpose.

OVERTr'RE oN BAPTis.-The Synod at the evening Sederunt had under
consideration an Overture transmuitted by the Presbytery of Paris, from Rev.
W. Richardson and the Kirk ý'essisn of Tilsonburgh anent the administration
of Baptism, praving the Synod to take such- action therein as to securo uni-
formity in the dispensation of that ordinanee throughout the Church. Mr.
Richardson was heard in support of the Overture. After long and carnest
reasoning the Synod without a vote came to the following deliverance: - Sus.
tain the Overture, adopt the Act of 1850, of the Presbyterian Church of Ca-
nada, direct attention to that Act for information, and order that Act to be
republished in the Synod Minutes." As this Act is of interest not only to the
Ministers and Eiders, but to ail the members of the Church,we sball republish
it in the Record.

IEPORT OF COMMISSION IN HAMILTON CASE 4-There was read and given in
the Report of the Commission appointed by Iast Synod in the matters connect-
ed with Knox's Church, Hamilton. The Report was received, and the Synod
agreed to approve the diligence of the Committee.

THurSDAY, STnI JUNE.

REFERENCE FROM ONTARnv PRESBYTEIY.-On the morning of Thursday 8th,
the Synod took up a Reference from the Presbytery of Ontario, regarding the
course pursued by the Prenbytery of Brockville in the matter of Mr. Arcbibald
Lees. Members of the Presbytery of Ontario, as also of the Presbytery of
Brockiville, were heard in explanation; qnd various ques.tions were put and
answered. The Syaod agreed to appoint a Committee to bring in a deliver-
anceon this subject.

The Committee, before the Synod rose, reported a deliverance wbich was
adopted by the Synod. It is as follows :

The Synod sustains the Reference from the Presbytery of Ontario anent the
case of the Rev. Mr. Lees, and declares as follows:

1st. That the Presbytery of Ontario had jurisdiction over Mr. Lees on his be-
coming resident in their bounds, and were justified in dealing with him for irreg-
ularities alleged against him.

2nd. That the said Presbytery so far acted irragularly in permitting Mr.
Lees to officiate ordinarily within their bounds without requiring f rom him a
certificate of transference from the Presbytery of Brockville, within which he
formerly held a charge.

3. That the Presbytery of Brockville having no jurisdiction over Mr. Lees
from the time that lie became a resident within the bounds of the Presbytery
of Ontario, erred further in making such a claim, and thereby impeded the
proceedings of said last mentioned Presbytery; that the final action of the
Presbytery of Brockvdle declaring sueh jurisdictin, was regular, only that in
stating their willingness to grant a certificate to Mr. Lees t ey should, under
the circumstances,have specitied that said certificate was only up to the period
of the disseverance of bis charge and was not intended to cover bis subsequent
conduct.

4. That both Presbyteries have acted with a sincere desire to do what was
right. That the laithfulness of the Presbytery of Ontario be commended,pnd
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that they be instructed, if necessary, to deal further in the case of Mr. Lees
according to iho laws of the Church.

APPEAi, op KEsxoN KîIng SEssrox.-The Synod then proceeded to take up
the Protest and Appeal of the Kirk Session of Kenyon against the action of
the Presbytery ot' ontreal, in the matter of the complaint of the said Session
against the Kirk Se8ssiun of Indian Lands, for dispensing baptisn to aý meuber
of Kenyon congregation without ascertaining whether or not the person to
whose child bapdsm had been administered was in good standing as a meuber
of the Church. The case was somewhat complcated by special circumstances
connected with it. Tho papers in the case wore reud, parties were duly heard,
and the subject fully considered by the Court, varions notices were proposed,
but that which carried by a m %jority, was to the following effct: That the
Synod dismss the Protest and Appeal, and sustain the deliverance of the
Presbytery of Montreal.

ACT Fon RECEIaTION 01 MINISTERS FROM OTHER CHUcus.-The Synod
took up an Overture on the reception of Ministers from other Churches. The
Synod approved of the Overture, and appointed a Committee to prepare an
amended Act to be subrmitted at an early sederunt. The Committee, now ap-
pointed, prepared and submitted au Act, makiig a few slight and necessary
alterations im the Act hitherto carried out by Presbyteries. The Synod re-
ceived the report, and adopted the amended Act.

REPORT OF PRESBYTERY OF MONTREAL ANENT PRoPoSED CoLLEGE; REPORT
or KNox COLLEGE BoarD, &c.-The Synod called for the report of the Pres-
bytery of Montreal on the procuring by them of a Charter for a Theological
College at MoutTeal. The Report was given in and rend, setting forth in
substance that the Charter had been obtained from the Provincial Legisla-
ture. The Synod also called for the Report of the Board of Management of
Knox Collego, which wa2 read by Rev. J. McTavidh, Chairman of the 3oard.
An Overture on appointment of a Board of Examination was also read : as
also a Report on the Piesby'.erial Returns to the remit of last year on the
appointment of a Professor in Knox College. It was agreed to receive the
report of the Presbytery of Montreal on the proposed College at Montreal, the
R>,oiof the Board of KnoxCollege, and to remit these reports, with ail ac.
*ompanying documents, and the Overture on the Board of Examination, and
the Returns of Presbyteries on the subject of the Professorship in Knox
College, to a Special Comrr.ittee, with instructions to report at an ear]y
sederunt.

ve may state that, at a subsequent sederunt,the Special Committee brought
in a Report which was fully and maturely considered. The following is the
deliverance of the Synod on this important matter:

1. The Synod expresses satisfaction witlh the arrangements of the Board of
Management in securing the services of the Rev. Mr. Gregg of Toronto, and
the Rev. Mr Caven of St. Mary's, for carrying on the classes of Apologetics,
and Exegetical Theology, and tenders its thanks to these gentlemen for their
readiness in responding to the call of the Board, and for the efficient manner
in which they have discharged the duties assigned to thee. The thanks of
the Synod are also tendered to the Rev. Dr. Durns for his services to the Col.
lege in the departnent of Church History.

2. In view of the difference of opinion expressed by the Presbyteries of the
Church in relation to the appointment of a Professor for Knox College, the
Synod instructs the College Board to make an arrangement similar to that of
last year for condueting the.classes of Apologetics,Exegetical The ology, atnd
Church History. The- gentlemen apointed to condiet these classes are to be
ex officio members of the Senate.

3. Tho Report of the Board of Management shall in future contain a de.
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tailed statement of the annual receipts and expenditure of the Colloge, to-
gether witl its financial position at the close of the year.

4. The Synod, regretting to flud that nearly one-fourth of the congregations
of the Church have not contributed to the funds of the College during the
past year, enjoins Presbyteries to visit by deputation defaulting congregations
in order to secure contributions from tiiem, and instructq the Board to com.
municate hy circular or througlh the Record a statement of the financial position
of the College, and its estimates for the year before the annual contributions
are taken up.

BoAtD oF ExmrINrTIo.-I. The Synod institutes a Board of Examination
consisting of ten members.

2. The Synod recommends students for the Mlinistry t: take, when possible
a full course in some approved Collee (say University r McGill College) and
obtain the degree of B. A. before entering on their Theological studies.

3. The Synod requires students not taking a full course, to give three years
attendance on such classes at University or ftcGill Colleges,or Colleges affili.
ated with them as the Synod may direct, and to pass the terminal examinations
connected with these classes.

4. The Synod requireg these students (of the latter class) to pass an entrance
examination before this Board and to lay before it at the close of each session
certificates ot attendance on the prescribed classes.

5. la the case of students who have passed their entrance examination, the
Boa'rd is empowered to dispense with attendance on the prescribed classes for
one or more years, where special circumstances may seem to require it. Pro-
vided that students thus exempted pass an examination before the Board On
the subject of study in these classes, and that all such cases be reported to the
Synod.

6. The place of students in the curriculum is to be determined by the Board
according to their attainnents.

7. Students applying to the Board for examination are required to bring
certiîfeates fron the Presbytery within whose bounds they reside, of their ft.
ness as candidates for the Ministry.

8. The Synod ren\its to the Board to prepare a curriculum suited to the
case of students who do not take the full CoIlege course and to report to.uext
Synod ; and, mneanwhile empowera the Boar-i to determine for the present
year, vhat classes shall be attended by students of the several years.

9. Ail students proposing to enter the Theological Classes, duly certifled by
the Presbyteries of their bounds as fit candidates for;the office of the ministry,
are required to pass an entrance examination on the subjects already prescribed,
and also at the beginning of the second and third sessions of their Theolorical
course ; and further, the Senate shall receive no student to the regular course
of study unless he is certified by the Board.

10. The Syvod requires Theological students to appear before the Presby.
ters of their bounds between each session of Knox College, and deliver at least
one wri-ten exercise.

il. In order to encourage students to take iL full University Course, the
Board of Examination is:empowered to take the necessary steps for instituting
Scholarships open for competition to such students in tie various years of
their attendance. Competitors for these Scholarships to give a declaration of
their intention to enter the ministry of the Church, and satisfaetory assurance
that, in the event of not carrying out this inteution, the suns thus received
shall be refunded.

COLLEGE IN MoNRREAL.-I. That the thanks of the Synod be conveyed to
the Hon. John Rose and Frederick Torrance, Esq., for iheir services in ob.
taining the Charter for the Montreal ColleLe.

2. That the Synod do now complete the Charter by passing t e declaration of
prmciples required by the Act in similar tems to that passedorKnox College.
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3. That the consideration of the Regulations for the Government of Mon-
treai College be deferred for the present.

4. That the proposal contained in the report of the Presbytery of Montrel
not being such as to warrant the Synod in bringing the College into operation
at present, no further action be uow taken by this Synod, but that it be re-
mitted to the Presbytery of Montreal as a Committee, to make arrangements
for the adequate support of at least one Chair.

EMPLOYMENT OF MISSIONARIES IN MISsIONARY SEaVIcE.-Students may be
employed in Home Missions only after they have attended one session in the
Theological clAsses. No student shail go out to preach during the College
session, without first obtaining the consent of the Senate, and this permission
shall net be granted more than three times while the classes are in session.

Bunsxnis.-The Synod empowered Dr. Burns, who had kindly expressed
his 'willingness te engage in this work, te collect funds as he may have oppor-
tunity, for the purpose of establishing Bursaries, from members of the Church
and from such other sources as may be accessible.

HoME MissioN REGULATIONs.-Thie important subject was brought up by
the Report of the Special Committee re-appointed last year. The Report of
the Committee was received, and the diligence et the Committee approved.
Both in Committee of the whole House, and in Synod, the Regulations were
maturely discussed, amended and adopted, as follows:

I. The Synod shall appoint annually a Home Mission Committee, consist-
ing of Eighteen members.

1. The operations of the Committee shall have respect te-
1. Mission Stations, wbich having been recommended by Presbyteries and

approved by the Comnittee, shalil he placed on the list of AidReceiving Sta-
tions. Provided always, that no application for aid shall be entertained by
the Committee on behalf of anv Station, unless the Presbytery of the bounds
shal have made arrangements with the people, for paying, according te their
ability, the salary of the Missionary; and the Presbytery shall see te the lin-
plementing of such engagements.

2. Mission Stations reported by Presbyteries, but Not .Receiving Aid.
3. Weak congregations, net self-sustaining, but able te contribute at least

$300 per annum, and in which, in the judgment of the Presbytery, a fixed
Pastor is desirable. Such congregations, having n.ade application te the
Presbytery of the bounds, and furnshed satisfactory information in regard to
their statisties and financial position and prospects (which application and in-
formation shall also be laid before the Committee), may be placed on the list
of Congregations Receiving Supplement.

L1. The list of Missionaries shall consist of Ordained Ministers and Lizen-
tiates of this Church ; and Students of Divinity, and Catechists, duly approved
as the Synod may direct. Each of these Missionaries shall be recommended te
the COnmmittee by some Presbytery.

IV. The Synod's Central Home Mission Fund shall consist of all moneys
contributed for that fund, whether by annual contributions from the congrega-
tiens and mission stations of the Church, or by grants of money from foreign
Churches, or moneys, accruing from other sources, such as legacies, Ïo.
nations, &c.

V. The duties of the Conmittee shall be-
1. To prepare annually and send down te Presbyteries and Missionaries a

blank form for their reports, se as te ascertain the peculiar circuistances, ne-
oessities, and generally, the state of the mission stations and weak congrega-
tions throughout the Churcl.

2. To consider the reparts thus rendered by Presbyteries, and te distribute
the Missionaries among the Presbyteries, as in view of the detailed iriformation
before then may e deened adrisable.
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3. To give such nid to mission staions and weak congregations, in paying
their Missionaries or Pastors, as in riew of the detailed information before
them may be deened advisable.

4. To prepare a full annual report of all the Home Mission operations of
the Church, to be submitted to the Synod ; ani to publish from time to time
such information as may serve to call forth the interest and liberality of the
Church.

VI. Additional regulations.
1. The Uonmittee shall not be responsible for the salary of Missionaries

beyond the amount of aid promised to the stations or congregationsbyit, and
for the time during which they may have labored in said stations or con-
gregations.

2. The amount of salary to be paid by each Congregation, Station or Group
of Stations, shall be determined by the Piesbytery of the bounds, and specified
to the Committee ; and it is recommenided that a minimum be aimed at by the
Presbytery and Committee conjointly, of $400 for an Ordained Minister, or a
Licentiate ; and $300 for a Student or Catechist, per annum.

3. The amount of aid, granted to auy congregation receiving supplement,
shz.l li ino case exceed the ainount necessary to make the salary of the min-
ister $500.

The following iesolutions were also ndopted with reference to the important
sub]ect of Hone Missions, and with a vicw to the carrying out of the above
Regulations:

lat. Enjoin the Piesbyteries of the Church to furnisi informatio-i to this
Committee in accordance with the requirements of the above scheme, and co-
operate with the Committee.

2nd. Enjoin all Congregations and Mission Stations to make an annual con-
tribution to the tentral fund.

3rd. Instruet the Committee to assume tie existing obligations of Presby-
teries arising fromn grants in aid promised to weak congregations or arrears of
salaries due to missionaries for services rendered, at least to the amount fur-
nished by such Presbyteries.

4th. EarnestIv recommend this, one of the principal Departments of the
Church, to the prayers and liberality ot' the members of the Church in the hope
that due attention to this work vill under the blessng of God tend to the ad-
vancement of the cause of Christ in the land.

5th. That the Synod appoint a small committee to arrane with the Pres-
byteries for the orderly bearing of probationers in the vacanceies and to fix the
terms of remuneration, and, in order to defite who are on the ist of proba.
tiocers, re-enact in terms of the regulations of 1861, as follows:

That the roll of probationers shall consist of preachers who have been licens-
ed less thau three years; and Ministers who have been loosed from their
charges, or who have been received from uier Churches, and been receiv-
ing appointments from the committee less than two ycars (reckoning in both
cases from the date of their admission to the roll.)

Preachers who have been on the roll for three years, and ministers for two
years withiout settlement shall have their names renoved fron the list: allow-
ance being made in all eases of sickness, leave of absence, or time occupied in
the public business of the Church, or mission work, apart from fulfilling regu.
lar appointments: Provided also that the Synod alone mnay order the reten
tien of a probationer's name on the liEst beyond the above specified times.

Probationers, concerning whom complaints of in.fflciency have been re-
ceived from their Presbyteries by the Committee, may have their appoint-
ments withdraw.,, tili a decisioa of the Synod shanl be given in the case.
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The 1om Mission Rlegulitions, given above, occupied the greater portion
of the time during tl:e previeus sederunt. In the afternoon it was agreed to
bave no meeting of Synod, iii order that Comniittees might have time to meet
and mature the work assigned to them. In the evening the Synod had tbe
pleasure of hearing an nddress from the Rev. John Geddie, of tho Presbyterian
Church of the Lower Provinces, who has been for about eighteen years a mis-
sionary in the New Hebrides Group of Islands in the South Seas. Mr. Geddie,
who mas introduced by the Rev. Dr. Taylor, with great simpiicity, but with a
simplicity which was e oquent, gave an account of the state of the Islar.ds when
he first went out as a missionary, and of the great change wbich bas been
effected by the Gospel. At the close of the address of Mr. Geddie, the fol-
lowing Resolution, on motion of Principal Willis, was unanimously adopted:

"2lhat the Synod having been favored with an opportunity of hcaring from
the Rev. Mr. Geddie many interesting details concerning the Mission to the
South Sea Islands undertaken by the Sister Church of Nova Scotia-record
their thanks to their esteemed brother for appearing bere at this time-con-
gratulate him and the churcli he represents on the encouraging meansre of
success which by the blessing of God ha - evidently crowned their int:eresting
enterpribe, and earnestly commend the i iuso to the prayerful sympathies of
the people of the church, cierishing the fervent hope that it may please God
to restore the health of their 'rother, and to grant to him and bis fellow
labourera in that important mission fßeld yet more abundant tokens of bis
favour.

REPoRT ok FoniAGN MIssIox Co.ITraE.-The Synod called for the Re-
port of the Foreign Mission Committee, which .was given in and read by the
Rev. R. F. Burns. It wNas agreed to refer the Report to a Committee to take
into consideration the recominendations contained in the Report and frame a
deliverance.

At a subsequent sederunt the comnittee reported to the following effect:
The special committee to.which was referred the report of the Foreign Mis-

sion Committee beg leave tc offer for the consideration of the Synod the fol.
lowing as their finding on the matter therein contained,

1. That the Syuod agree to express asthey hereby do, theirwgratitude to AI
mighty God for his great goodness to the missionaries whom they have sent
forth,and the mensure of success which he bas vouebsafed to them in their work.

5. That Rev. Mr. Nisbet, of Red River, and Rev. William Fletcher of Car-
lisle, be invited to go as missionaries to the Cree Indians in the vicinity of Fort
Pitt, and that if necessary sonie one be sent to supply Mr. Nisbet's place at
Red River.

4. That in view of the account given by Rev. Mr. Geddie, of the success of
Christian Missionaries in the New Hebrides, and the urgent demand for addi-
tional labourers there, the Synod resolved to send a missionary thither so soon
as a suitable laborer can be obtained.

4. That in view of the extended field of labor and the inereased expendi-
turc proposed, the Synod would commend the Foreign Mission Fund to the
attention and liberality of every congregation and Sabbath sehool.

Several motions were subnitted to the Synod with reference to the recom-
mendations of the committee, the points regarding which there was differencp
of opinion being the expediency of at once entering on mission work in the
New Hebrides, and the extent to which the missionary work should be prose-
cuted among the American Indians. The report and recommendations were
ultimately adopted with the exception of the second, which was amended as
follows: "2. That the committee be instructed to to take immediate steps to
send one ordained Missionary and one Interpreter to labour in the neighbor-
hood of Fort Pitt." From this deliverance several member3 of Synod entered
lheir dissent.

The consideration of the Eome Mlission Regulations occupied the attention
of the Synod during the forenoon sederunt. There was no afternoon sederunt.
It was intended that the inembers of Synod should go down to the French Ca.
nadian Mission Institute at Point aux Trembles, but the weather proved un.
favorable, and the contemplated excursion was abandoned.

PRERIYTERY ANI SYNOn Rucois.-Reports were given in on the Rtecords
of the several Presbyteries, and on the Synod Records. These were all sus,
tained, and the Synod ordered that the Records be attested in the usual form.

REPORT OF COMMITTEr ON ARREARS OF STIPEND.-The Report of this com-
mittee was read by the Hon. John McMurrich. The Report set forth that with
the view'of carrying out the work devoived upon thu committee, they had issued
acircular and had corresponded with Presbyteries. On receiving returns from
Presbyteries it appeared that six Preebyteries applied for aid, viz:

The Commuittee then proceeded to collect, heinin; wih Toronto, where

the amounit of $130 was contributed. ianiltoi was next visited, -yhere the
collectors were kindly received, and arrangements made for raising a similar
aruount to that raised in Toronto. The amount subseqiently remitted wvas
$400. Afterwardi the suai of Si w was received from Woodstu'ck, as the first
instalmtient of a larryr auount. Various otier sains h:ad been pronised, but
co:dd not be collected until the fall. Twro additional applications for aid had
been sent in to the commcittee, one fron the Presbytery otf Toronto for $240
and another fron Ontario Presbytery for $263, maki'î the amiunt applied
for$3971. The c >mitttee, however,were of opinion that ii beveral cases large
deductions would have to be made. Te comuttee, while regretting that the
measure o1 succesi had not h3en greater, fe't that soine god t ha ben done in
the way of leadii congregations in atrrears. in several instances to look at
their arreais and make aragements for payin thei u,', and recommended
that the Synod should irosecute the work to com:letiont.

On motion the report iras received and adopted, tlanks returned to the coin-
nittee and canvener; committee reappointed to complete their work, and that
the Presbyteries bu instructed to co-operate with the coummittec, to deal with
congregations in arrears witlh a view to reducing the very large ainoit now
apphed for, and further that the effort to raise the amount b. conmended to
the liberality of the vhole Church.

Tu.sAy, 13T H, JUNI.

GENR.A. AisEmiii.y.-...TifL3 important subject occupied for a considerable
time the attention of the Synod. It was brought before the Court by the re-
turns of Presbyteries on the Overture sent down last year : the great majority
approved geuerally of the Overture sent down. There vas also an Overture
from the Presbytery of Toronto, praying the Synod to re-consider the whole
subject. A motion to re-consider having b-en carried, the Syntud proceeded
to discuss the matter, after long reasonin, a motion proposed by Dr. Ormis-
ton was adopted to the following effect : that the Synod having re-considered
the subject of a G cnral Assembly, rc-affirm the decision of list Synod as to the
desirableness of appointing a general assembly and Distinct Synods, and
proceed to consider the retu-ns fromn Presbyteries.
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The following motion was subsequently adopted : " That the Synod having
considered the returns of Presbyteries on the draft act of Assembly, and find-
ing that a large majority approve generally of the proposed act, agree, in view
of the amount of business demanding the attention of the Synod during its
present session, to nostpone the further consideration of the recommendations
of Presbyteries until nîext meeting of Synod.''

The matter is thus postponed until next ordinary meeting of Synod.
Rev. Du. WILES, DELEGUE FRoIt CONGREGATIONAL UNioN.-The Rev.

Dr. Wilkes appeared and presented a Commission appointing him as the
Delegate of the Congregational Uuion, now in Session in Toronto. Dr.
Vilkes addressed the Synod, conveying the cordial and fraternal. greetiogs of
the Body represented by him, anil reminding the Synod of the high, honorable
and Most important work, entrusted to Ministers of Christ, and the sense cf
obligation which should be felt in prosecuting this holy calling.

On motion of Mr. Gregg, seconded by De. Orniston, it was agreed to
receive with great satisfaction, the friendly greetings of the Congregational
Union of Canada, presented by the Rev. Dr Wilkes, reciprocate their cordial
sentiments, and earnestly pray that the Great Head of the Church may pour
out upon them, as well as upon this Synod an abundant effusion of the Holy
spirit, and prosper them in their labours in the work of the Gospel of the
Church.

The eveuing of Tuesday wats chiefly occupied with the consideration, in
committee, of the various questions embraced in the College Report.

WEDENSDAY, 14th JdNE.

ACT OF INCORPORAT10N oF Kuox COl.I.EGE ANI MONTREA, CoL.L.EGE.-The
attention of the Synod was called by an Overture to a clause in the Act of
Incorporation of Knox College, a-id also of the Montreal College, apparently
giviag power to the Synod to dismiss summarily from office, Professors or
Tutors in said Colleges. Jn view of the regulations wbiph have been adopt-
ed by the Synod, and which declare that Professors &c., can only be dis-
missed in accordance with the laws of the Church, it was deemed un-
necessary to take any action in the matter. Principal Willis dissented from
the finding of the Synod.

DISsE.T AND COM PlAINT OF Rev J. EwlNG, AGAIKsT FINDINO OF PRESBY-
TERY oF ConornG.-The Synod took up a dissent and complaint of Rev
John Ewng, against action of the Presbytery of Cobourcr reversing decision
of Session of Keene, suspending a member of the Church îrom communion, for
bankruptcy, without trial. Parties were heard, all the .papers on the case
were read, and various questions were put and answered. The Synod on the
motion of Mr. Kemp, seconded by Mr. W. B. Clark, dismissed the dissent and
complaint, confirmed the decision of the Presbytery of Cobourg, inasmuch
as the party in question was deprived of Ordinances without sufficient cause,
and in a manner contrary to the laws of the Church.

DISsENT AND C0MPI.AINT cF MR. J. L. GotVAY.-The Synod took up a dis.
sent and complaint ofMr. J. L. Gourhay against a finding of the Presbytery of
Ottawa, in the mat er of a petition laid before them by certain parties, in the
west end of the City of Ottawa, praying to be recognized as a Mission Station.
The Synod Ùismissed the dissent and complaint on the ground, that the com-
plainant had neither moved r.or voted in the case before the Presbytery.

DE.ATi oF THE LATE PRES1ENT LiNeon.N.--An Overture signed by Mr. A.
Cross, was laid before the Synod .vith reference to the death by assassination
of the late Abraham Lincoln, President of the United States. Mr. Cross was
heard in support of the Overture; ard the Synod adopted the following
Resolition:
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That this Synod. embraces the earliest opportunity that presents itself of
placing on record its unfeigned sorrow at the violent death of Abraham Lincoln,
lato Presideoat of the United States ; its profounid abhorrence of the monstrous
crime by which bis death was caused ; its deepest î'ympathy with the American
nation thus suddentlv bereaved of their honoured President, and its f r: Ipo
that the righteous cause of emancipation, which Mr, Liceola had so heartily
espoused, may not be retarded by bis utiiiiely end, but may go on to its full
consummation. Records also its strong desire that the bounds of peace and
friendship between the nations of Great Britain and the United States, iden.
tified as tey are in origin and language, in commerce and religion, may be
strengthened and perpetuated.

TAiiNsGiviNo DY.-On motion of Rev. Principal Willis, it was resolved
that the Synod impressed with the singular goodness of God at this interest-
ing season of the year, in granting weather so favourable for the labours of
our husbandry and agriculture, agree that the Moderator bc respectfully re-
quested and authorized to call on the congregations of the Church to make due
acknowledgement of the Divine hand, at such time as may be judged by him
Most sudable.

REV. W. HAMILTON D. D -On motion made and seconded, the Rev. W.
Hamilton, formerly of the Dutch Reformed Church, was invited to take a
seat in the Synod as a corresponding Member.

THURSDAY 15th, JUNE.

MEMORIAL REGARDING BUXTON MissioN.-The Synod took up a memorial
from the Presbytery of London, with refcrence to the Buxton Mission,
settiing forth in substance that the Mission had been originally supported
directly by the Synod ; that in 1Q62 the Mission eeased to have this direct
relation to the Synod ; and tht in consequence the means of its support had
been uncertain ; that the Presbytery of London did not regard the mission as
on the sanme footing as their ordinary mission stations ; that the Presbyterian
Church in Ireland had contributed funds for our missions, with the express
wish that the claims of this misaion be duly attended to ; that the School con-
nected with their Mission had become self-supporting; that the interests of
humanity as well as those of Presbyterianism ought to be kept in view, in con-
nection with this mission , that the Congregation under Mr. King had labour-
ed under peculiar disadvantages ; and that devolving a portion of the Ministers
salary on the members of the mission congregation it would be dutifol that the
greater part of the grant from the Presbyterian Church in Ireland ----say
$350 should he given to the mission, and the remaining portion---say $100
be paid from the Synod's Central Pund.

There was also read a Report from the Committee of the Building Fnnd of
said Mission, to the effect tht the arrangements for the purchase of a site of
three acres had not been completed in consequence of a difficulty in obtaining
a title to the land, but that this difficulty bad now been removed, that in con-
sequence of the changes lately effected in the United States with reference to
the coloured population, it would be prudent to delay the erection of build.
ings for another year, and that the Committee considered that it would be best
and most prudent to use the interest alone for building purposes, allowing the
principal to remain as a means of permanent support ; and that the fund
amounta now to $5537 60.

Mr Ring gave a brief sketch of the rise and progress of the Mission since it
was established about 15 years ago. The Syn.d on motion of Mr. W. B.
Clark, seconded by Mr. R. F. Burns, agreed :

That the memorial of the Presbytery of London and the report of the Com-
mittee on the Buxton mission, be received ; that the diligence of the Com.
Inittee be approved ; that the prayer of the meinorial bc granted and the re-
commendation of the Committee adopted both as regards a grant frotn the
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Home Mission Committee and the appropriation of at least $300 from any grant
that may be sent by the Irish Presbyterian Church, and further that the mission
property and funds collected by Mr. King for the Buxton rission be vested in
tbree trustees appointed by this Synod, and that the Synod embrace this oppor-
tunity of expressing their unabated interest in the Buxton mission.

It was also ameed that the Home Mission Committee be instructed to assume
the liabilities of the Buxton mission, incnrred when said Mission was placed
in the care of the Presbytery ot London and the Home Mission Committee,
and that the debt inicurred prior to that period be paid from the Synod Fund.

Dr. Burns stated that he had waited
on the Union and had been graciously received. The Synod agreed to ap.
prove of the diligence of Dr. Burns in the matter.

DEPUTIES TO OTHER CURcHEs.-The Synod appointed Dr. Taylor and
Mr. J. Redpath a deputation to convey the fraternal greetings of the Synod to
the C.ngregational Union of Canada to meet in Montreal next vear.

It having been stated that Dr. Jennings contemplated being present at the
meeting of the Synod of the Presbyterian Church of the Lower Provinces, the
Synbd appointed him as Delegate to represent their Synod and Church at the
meeting of Synod to be held at Ialifax in the end of the present month.

MIssIoN TO ESca CaNADIANS AT SANnwier.-The Synod took up a mem-
morial frum the Presbytery of London with reference to the French Canadian
Mission at Santdvicl. The meinorial set forth the past action of the Synod in
reference to the Mission, that the Presbytery had engaged Mr. De La Fleur as
a Catechist and Colporteur, and had also engaged Mr. Matheson as a Teacher
and Catechisti that Mr Paradis a studentsupported by the Students' Missionary
Society vas laboring at Tilbury: and solicited the aid of the Synod in carry-
ing on the work. The memorial was supported by Mr. Proudfoot, and Mr.
King. After reasoning it ws'as agreed:

That the Synod having heard a memorial froin the Presbytery of London
vith reference to the French Canadian mission within their bounds, and

having listened to i-iteresting statements froni Messrs. Proudfoot and King, in
support iliereof, agree to express their high appreciation of the zeal and liber-
ality displayed by the Presbytery in connection with this mission, and the mea-
sure of success that has attended their efforts. The Svnod further recommend
the Presbyterv to continue the good work thus auspiciously conmmenced, and
remit to the Home mission to consider what aid they might be able to render
to this enterprise. The Synod would fnrther commend this mission to the
prayers and lberality ofourCongregaiions and Sabbath.schoole, and to the
rich blessings of the Head of the Church.

FRENCH CANAIL'N MISSIONARY SocIEm.--Mr.Kemp in behalf of the French
Canadian Missionary Society stated that the Society had appointed Messrs.
McVicar, Court, and Redpath to represent the interest of the cause which was
then before the Synod.

Mr. McVicar and Mr. Court addressed the Synod. ILt was therefore resolved:
" The Synod having heard the representation of the Fi ench Canadian Mis-

sions, recoid their deep interest and unabated confidence in theý management
of this excellent Society. They would also earnestly commend it to the con-
tinued liberahty and prayers of the congregatioi ani inenbers ot the Churcb."

MonEi. TiîUST DEEDi.-The Repra t on Model Trust Dced for Chuîrch pronnrt.y
was given in hy Mr. Kemp who also suhniitted a Blank Forn of Deed. It
was agreed to receive the report of the Conimittee, approve their diligence,
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and adopt the recoimendations of the Conmittee to the fflowing effect :-
That the Committee bc rc.appointed, the Draft Deed reinitted to themn to be
completed in such form, and with such directions as may be necessary on the
advice of counsel, for the use of congregations of the Church in both sections
of the Province.

BooK oF TiMiE or PinocEDunUE.-The Synod called for the report of the
Committee on a Book of Times of Procedure, &e. The report was given in
by Mr Kemp. At the same time there was submitted a Draft Book of Form
of Procedure. On motion made and seconded the Synod agreed as follows:

IZeceive the report of the Committee, commend them for their diligence ;
reappoint them,in order that in the aniended state it be sent down to Presby-
teries, with instructions to report to the next Synod, and adept the forms of
Procedure ad interim.

HomE MissioNs.-The Report on Home Missions was given in and read by
M.. Stevenson, who had been appointed to act as Counener in the absence of
Mr. Ure. The Report will be published in the RECOaD. It was agreed that
the Report be received and adopted, and the ihanks of the Synod given Io Mr,
Stevenson for his valuable services, as temporary Convener of the Home Mis-
sion Committee.

WIDows' FUo REaoaRT.-The Report was given in and read, setting
forth the state of the fund, and the increascd claims upon it during the year.
The Comittee stated that they had given attention as directed by last Synoci
to a consideration of the possible eifect which the approprition of a part of
the collections for the Widows'Fund to the fund for aged and Infiri Ministers
and recommended that the opinion of a competent actuu.ry should be taking as,
to the safety of the fund with reference to the present and prospective claims
upon it. The Report was received and adopted.

SioiAi. Wwows' FuNn.-A stateinent was made in referenc to the S:%ecial
Widows' Fund, setting forth that the contributions to the fund now anounated
to $5605,83, and that the interest revenue from investments of the said fund,
would by the end of the year bring up the fund to the $6000 required.

'AoED AND INFIRM MINISTEUS FrxN.-.--The Synod called for the Report of the
Committee on the Fund for aged and infirm ministers. The ieport was
given in by Mr. Baird. The report states that the suni of $800 has been paid
in anunnities to ministers, and that their was a balance in har.d of $958 bosides
$700 invested. The Report was receive.1 and the diligence of the Committea
commended.

FINÀNcE CoMMITTEE.----The Report of the Finance Committee was handed
in by Hon. J. McMurrich, the Convener, and was read. The Report set
forth generally the receipts and disbursments of the schemes of the Church,-
and the state of the accounts for the year ending Soth April. The Report
wasreceived and sustained..

OVERTVSE ON SUBJECT OF lNTEMPERANCE.---The Syaod took up an overture on
the subject of lItenperance. The overture which was signed byseveral mem-
bers of the Synod set forth the great evils arising, from the indiscriminate use
of intoxicating drinks, and praying the Synod to take such steps as might in
in their jndement seem best, for lessening and removing the ovils of Intemper.
ance, and thereby advancing the the cause of Christ.

The overture was received, and approved, and in accordance with its prayer,
the following resolntions moved b? Dr. Ormiston, seconded by Mr Waters
were adopted.

1st. That the indiscriminaIe use of intoxicating liquors as a beverazethas
a direct tendency to hinder the extension of Christ's Kingdom, is the fruitful
cause of backsliding amongst the members of the church, and of nzch of the
crime and misery we find in the world.
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2nd. That this Synod reiterates its former recommendation to Presbyteriee
and Sessions to take such steps as they may deem most expedient and efficient
for the suppression of intemperance, for the maintenance of a pure and scrip-
tural discipline in this matter, in each of their respective cogregations.

3rd. That it gives this court pleasure to know that during last
parliament an act was passed entitled the Temperance Act of 1864,
monly known as Mr. Dunkin's Act, giving to the different municipa i
power, if they think fit, of prohibiting the sale of intoxicating liquors wit
their bounds, and regarding this measure as well adapted to effect the object it
seeks if faithfully and honestly carried out, the Synod recommends it to the
different Pres'.yteries, Sessions, and the members of the churches generally,
to lend their aid in giving this measure a fair trial.

That the Synod recommend ministers and sessions to bring the subject of
tbs above resolutions under the notice of their people in such manner as they
deem best fitted to pronote the object.

STATISTics.-.--The report on statistics was given in by Mr. John Gray the Con-
vener.

On motion made and seconded it was agreed to receive the report, com.
mend the diligence of the Committee, and especially of the Convener, and en-
join ministers and congregations to furnish all the statistical information re-
quired of them.

SABnnATr OBSERVANcE.---.The Synod called for the Report of the Committee
on -Sabbath observance. Mr. P. Gray Convener of the Committee stated
that there was no written report, and that no occasion had occurred in the
course of the year to render it necessary to hold a meeting of the Com-
mittee.

HOME AND FoaEran Rzcoîu,.- --A Report was given in with reference to the
Rome and Foreign Record. On motion the Report was received.

STATED COLLECTIONS.- -The stated collections for the schemes of the Charch
were appointed as follows:

TUANKs---On motion of Dr. Ormiston, seconded by Mr. MeLaren, it was re-
solved thatthe thanks of the Synod be cordially tendered-

1. To the accommodation Committee for the faithful and efficient per-
formance of the onerous duties with which they were charged.

To the several railway and steamboat companies for the ready and
generous manner in which they acceded to the request to permit members of
Synod to attend this Session ut reduced rates, over the routes of travel under
their control.

PRAYER Fon KNOX CoLLEGE.-On motion made and seconded, the Synod
recomumended that in the second Sabbath of October, special prayer be offered
in all the congregations of the Church in behalf of Kuox College.

Syson CLoSED.---About half-past ten o'clock, the business having been lin-
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ished after engaging ir praise, the Moderator declared the present Session of
Synod dissolved, and called another Synod to be held in the cilv of Hamilton
on the first Tuesday of June, 18G6, at seven o'clock in the evening, and then
.f'1 'ed the Session with the apostolic benedict ion.

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ECCLESIASTICAL MEETINGS iN SCOTLAND.
By a somewhat singular coincidence, the supremo courts of the tbree lead-

ng Presbyterian Churches in Scotland met at lte same time in Edinburgh.
The Synod of the United Presbyterian Church, met on Monday 15th May,
and the General Assemblies of the Established Church,and of th Free Church
met on the following Thursday. The Rev, George Marshall cf Cupar Angus
was elected moderator of the United Presbyterian Synod, the Rev. Dr. Me
Farlane of Duddingstone of the Established Church Assembly, and the Rev. Dr.
Begg of Edinburgh, of the Free Church Assembly. There was much mnteresting
business before the soveral courts,which our space will not allow us to mention
particularly, We shall however very brieliy advert to some of the more in-
teresting proceedinigs of the several Bodies, bearing upon the progress of re
ligion generally.

UNITED PRESnYTERIAN CRauneH.-The Report on Statistics which was laid
before the Synod, showed that the number of ministers belonging to the
denomination was 580, ni Preachers 102, Students of Divinity 133, Elders
4308, Members 170,590, average Sabbath attendance 199,101, Sabbath
School Scholars 71,048, Congregational income £178,858, income for missions
&c., £50,696. total income incitding miscellancous items £232,316, average
contribution per member -£1 6s iId, average congregational stipend £171.
This last was in 1860, £156. Anong the subjects discussed was the con-
dition of tue churches co:tniected with the United Presbyterian Church re-
cently plauted in London. The Report nith reference to these was interest-
ing. These churches had ail, not only become self.supporting, but largly aid-
ed in cari ying on the good work elsewhere. Tie Repo-t a.s t the condition
and progress of the Foreigii was en cîouraging. lit conneetiou with
the Jamaica Misin, the membership ik 3466, the nuiber ailtnitted during
the year being 271, the Sabb dit cl:mqes embrace 4364 chol.rs, the incorne
for ail purposes was £3438, ncarly £1 per member. At the various stations
in Old Cabar,ther e is a menbership of 70 and 80,sevcral having been adnitted
during the year. At the other missions in Sonth Africa, India aud china,
there has also been progress. We shail afterwards advert to these missions.
One of the principal topies before the Synod, was the llepo1t an Ur.ion. The
subject occasioned an able an.' .nteresting, debate, the iesult beinig that the
Committee On UL.ion was re appointed with power to continue their labours.

FREE Cnu;tn.--Tie llev. Dc. Buchanan gave an (neouraging report on the
Sustentation Fund. The total rcccipts were £119,450, beinig an increase of
£3662 as compared withx last year, and aff a ding an egnal divideud of £144 to
710 members. The equal dividend for the precedine yeasr was £138. Depu-
tations;from the English Presbyterian -Church, and the P resb3 terian Church of
Ireland was present and addresed the assembly. Dr. Glasgmyow formerly a
missionary iii lIdia, and Rev. Mr. Smvth of Londonderry were present, as the
deputation from the Irish Church. The Foreign mission report was of an
interesting character. Personal and family affliction prevented the tresence of
the venerable Dr. Duff. The Bridge of Allait case, involving charge affsecting
the moral character of the Rev. Mr. Ferguson took up a considetable portion
of the .sembly's time. The result. was that the lbel was fotnd to be '' not
proven." Below is a statement of the Finances of the Church for last year :

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In the Free Churct ASsembly, as in the United Presbyterinn Synod, t1e
subject of Union had a prominent plece. The Report of the Committee wts
received, and the Committee re-appointed. There were two motions for specid
instructions to the Committee, but these were rejected, 16 being the greatesi
number in favour of either of themi; while 225 voted in favour of the re-
appointment of the Committee with the saine powers as before. Tnz Lmow
.o EOIN1DcRG WEEKLY REvIEw makes the following reforence to thit
meeting:

"We cannot close our account of these three ecclesiastical assemblies with-
out some ieference to a meeting of two of therm, the Free Church Assembly
and the United Presbyterian Synod, whieh took place in the New Assembly
Hall on the evening of Friday, the 19th instant. It was a meeting for prayer
and brotherly conference, specially in regard to the proposais for union, of
ministers and elders of these Churches, and was intended to include also re-
presentatives from the other religious bodies wio are parties to the same ne-
gotiation. We hesitate not to avow our conviction that it marked an epoch,
that it will be memorable in the ecclesiastical history of Seotland. The two
Moderators presided in turns, and addresses were given by Principal Fairbairn
and Dr. Cairns, of Berwick--the one on the Church at home, and the other
on the Church abroad. Mr. Ballantyne, of Trinity English Presbyteriau
Church, London, also took part in the proceedings. The very sight of auch a.
gathering was a help to Christian faith and joy; and denominational narrow-
nesses melted away in its vital warmth. One felt the new age begin, larger,
broader, freer-hearted than the old, when the vast assemblage cast one of its
prejudices at least to the winds, and rose with one consent to sing with

eart and voice----

'God doth build up Jerusalem,
And He it is alone,

That the dispersed of Israel
Doth gather into one."

e One's thoughts wandored, amidst the long slow swing of the Presbyterian
psalmody, to the Drumclog Convenanters marching to the attack to the sound of
old Hebrew psalms ; and one seemed to hear the sound of armies marching
on to grander victories than these, won with no carnal weapons-yea, the
resistless onward sweep of the coming kingdom of God. The addresses were
worthy of the occasion. That of Dr. Cairns especially, with its
breadth of view, and Catholie symnpathy with the whole living Church of God,
and sanctified eloquence, carried its hearers into a high, pure air, which some
of them at least bave not been much accustomed to breathe, appealed to heart
and understanding alike with irresistible power, and gave to the proposed
union that living impulse without which the prosing deliberations of committees
would be altogether in vain."

AESFMnÏ OF ESTAuISnED CHuRtcH-.The subject of greatest interest
and importance was that of innovations in worshir. The subject was debated
at length, and a motion by Dr. Pirie, of Aberdeen, against the innovations
was carried by a considerable majority. Dr. N. McLeod, Principal Tulloch,
Dr. R. Lee and others were in favour of granting lattitude to the several con-
gregations of the Church. The Rev. Dr Cuming, of London, appeared as a
deputy from the English Presbyterian Synod, and addressed the Assembly on
tise present position and prospects of the sister Church in England. From
the reports annent the eldership it appe:ired that there are 109 parishes ab-
solutely without kirk-sessions, Dr. Lee argued from this, although not con-
clusively, that it was inexpedient to require f rom elders subscription to the
Confession of Faith.
