successive ceats reacbing the sterti, or
occupled by thetiret crestruaining the ship's
length of M8 feet, the necesay correction

for run being mnade. HIe maximum rravû
was 411 feet hlgh 705 fret long, mioving at
the rate of 47 tuiles an hour, wit a perlod
of 161 seconds.
