THE BUDGET.
Sir Charles Tupper’s speech, when intro-
ducing the Budget for ihe fiscal year end-

ing the 80th of next June, is a clever.

cxposition of the Dominion finances from
the standpoint of the government., T.ook-
ing at the position however from an impar-~
tial point of view, we must confess our in-
ability to follow the worthy knight in all
the brightness of his anticipations. Let
us see,

Laust year the total receipts were $35,755,
993, of which no less than $22,378,500 were
produced by the customs. Upon the
strength of this the Finance Minister
expects that the revenue for the present
year will reach $36,900,000, of which he

credits $22,500,000 to the customs tariff;-
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but a little reflection will show that this
position is hardly tepable. The yield from
customs during last year was exceptionally
large, owing to the rush of 1mporttmon to
avoid the anticipated increase in the tariff,
The supplies for a great part of the pregent
fiscal year were thus rushed in before the

close of the last, in order to profit by the.

lower scale Qf duties then ruling, and if to
this fact we' add the cautious scale upon
which importations bave been m. de of
late and the :knowledge that the present
geale of duties absolutely prohibits the
importation of some lines which previous-
1y paid large sums to the customs, we can
readily surmise that any attempt to guage
the revenue from this source by the stand-
ard of last year is utterly vain. Sir Charles
admits that the receipts from this source
up to April have fallen $227,000 lower than
those of the corresponding period of last
year, and when we remember the rush of
importations which swalled the customs
returng to such abnormal figures took
place in the last montbs of the fiscal year,
it is evident that the 30th of the
commg June will sbow a far heavier
falling off in this item than the supporters
of the Government appear fo expect.

Taking the other side of the account, we
find that the expenditure during the last
figcal year amounted in all o §37,082,000;
and yet in the present one Sir Charles
only provides for an outgo of $35,421,000,
in spite of the fact that our national debt
ig increasing steadily and that consequent-
ly the ontlay for interest must every year
become larger and more onerous. The
only ilems in which wo can see any in-
tended reduction in expenditure are the
estimates for Public Works and Emigra-
tion, where the swnsg are $835,000 lower
than last year, and oven here this gain is
largely offset by increases to the extent of
$561,000. in other departments. Candidly
speaking, e do not see where the expected
reduction of one and a-half willions in
expenditure i8 going to be made, and
therelore it may be as well to place the
outgo at the same figures as those of the
previous year, even if by so doing we mar
the symmetry of the budget speech.

No doubt Sir Charles is honest in his
statement that the Government will strain
every effort fo raduce expenditure, but it
is well known that a certrin amount is
absolutely necessary io keep the public
service in a state of efliciency and to com-
ply with the steadily increasing demands
upon the public funds, due to the gradual
expansion of the country. To expect any
large reduction in ‘expenses, such as that
indicaled, is vain, unless we meet thege
demands by further additions to our debt.
Already we learn that the Government
bave borrowed $5,000,000 in Great Britain
and that, in order {o repay this and meet
the capital expenditure and the several

the future of the

-demand in either direction.
“tion has been amply verified by the past

gubsidies to various railways, a Loan Bill
will be introduced later, so soon as the
amount required can be ascertained. If
we then continne to add to our
already over-grown debt and thus conse-
quently to the interest necessary to carry
it, we cannot look for any lessening of the
public expenditure, but must rather pre-
pare ourselves for it enlargement,

A consideration of items of the budget
receipts points out one feature that ap-
pears fatal to the acceptability of un-
restricted ‘reciprocity. We see that out of

thirty-six millions of revenue twenty-two

and a-half, or nearly two-thirds, were due
to duties collected under the existing tar-
iff, It these duties be abrogated o far as
the great nation to the south is concerned,
we cannot expect that more than two-
thirds this amount will accrue, and if this
shonld happen, whence can this re-
venue be replaced ?  We fear that
the answer must involve direct tax-
ation, since it is impossible that any of the
other items of income could be increased
by such an amount.. As we have al-
ready pointed, expenditure is more likely
to gain than to be diminished, and certain-
ly could not be cut down at one swoop by
seven millions. What recourse is there
then left but direct taxation? If any other
reply were possible the policy of un-

restricted reciprocity would double its

prosent adherents, but until this crucial
obgtacle be dealt with, and a feasible
solution of it be laid before us, it is im-
possible to regard such & measure as
within thelimit of finaneial possibilities.

THE RECENT DIVIDEND.

"The spring dividend of the Bank of
Montreal is alwa)s ol great interest in
financial circles. No event is await-
ed with 8o much anxiety by the speculat-
ive community, since the course of stock
values for the next six months very
frequently depends upon it. And .this
year this feeling of suspense was especiul-
ly marked. Business in stocks had been
practically suspended for weeks before
its declaration, and so wmuch did
market appear

.it was predicted that the declaration of a
compromise dividend of five per cent. and-

one per cent, bonus would ensure a dull
ind cantious market for the summer,

.while either of the other two possibilities,
iviz.: five siraight or five and two—would

be certain to create an active speculative
This predic-

week’s business.

It was well known that the bank had
suffered losses and that it bad closed up
acconnts in which losses had been appar-
ent for some time past, but the belief was

« general that the bulk of these losses had

been provided for, and hence among the
general public the impression prevailed
that a similar bonus to thab of last year
would be paid, To the public, therefors,
the declaration of a straight five per cent.
came as & surprise, but among brokers
these views found very little support.
For some time past it has been openly
predicted by well-informed men that the
bank would declare no bonuses this year,
and the news that five per cent. only
would be declared was whispered authori-
tatively upon the street for some days
before the official apnouncement was
made; but the uncertainty of the amount
all round is g §uflicient. answer to those
who fancy that any intimation is given in
advance. Had any such knowledge
existed wo sbould not have have wit-
nessed. 8o dull a market up o the very
moment of the declaration.

So far as the interests of commercial
circles are concerned, it may frankly be .
said that the action of the bank author-
ities is wost commendable. The business
of the past six months has cextainly not
been more than an average—indeed it is
asserted that 103 per cent. is the actual
figure of the bank’s earnings for the year

—and the open avowal of such a fact by

our largest monetary institution is calcu-
lated to be productive of a large amoudit of
good, singe, if the Bank of Montreal admits
that the business of the year does not-
justify so large a dividend to ils siock-
holders' as that of last year, it aflords a
precedent for other and less powerful

_ institutions {o reduce their dividends if

there be just cause for doiniEse; Tt is, we

| think, greatly to be regretied that the’

dividends declared by our banking insti-
tutions cannot be varied without produc-
ing more or less excilement on the Stock
Exchange. The direct influence of these
fluctuations in the value of hank securities
is - distinetly injurious to the steady
progress of commercial values, and, al-
though ‘the latger banks may possibly not
feel it directly or are too powerful to be
induced to modify the line of policy they
have laid down to meet it, the effect is
bad, since it makes it almost impossible
for their weaker competitors to act frankly
and honestly when bad tinies come. They
are only too well aware that a fall in the

.price of their stock will result in a disturb-

ance of their depositors’ confidence, Other
results, too, are to be feared, and in conse-
quence a moral pressure is present which
must, consciously [or unconsciously, in-
fluence the judgment of the directors.
"There is, of course, nothing whatever in
the present situation to call for special re-
marks of this kind,—we merely enunciate
a general principle. In fact, in spite of the
unusual slackness, in] business at present.
visible, (due o the backward natare of the
spring) the outlook is decidedly hopeful.
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The presont caulious conservative tone
throughout irade circles cannot but prove
beneficial bhefore long, A certain average
of goods is necessary to supply the actual
wants of the country, and this average has
not yel been purchased by the consnmers
Consequently we have this demand for
actual necessities still to fill daring the
coming months, If we add to this the
fact that the dull times through which we
have passed have weeded oud the weak,
the ineflicient,and the nnnecessary traders,
we can soe thal Lhe present position of
trado represents a practical survival of the
fitlest that will go fur Lo establish business.
on a sound hasis. We start now practi-
cully from hard-pan, with a young and
growing country at our back. XEmigration
bidg fair to be unusually large and of a
clagg thad will add malerially to the
conntry’s resources, and in spite of ad-
verae rumors we cannol believe that the
coming erop in Onlario will fall in any
way ghort of an average, A cortain fixed
amonnt of geods is absolutely requ'site to
fill the true consumptive demands of the
communily, and it appears evident thal
this amount hag not yet gone into con-
sumers hands. These three postulates
eall emphatically for an improvement in
the business outlook and, when coupled
with the activity manifest in railroad
circles, geem o indieale nnquestionably
that o revival of trade will be wilnessed
beforo many months have elapsed,

LIQUOR LAWES,

In view of the threatened failure of the
Seott Act, for doomed it seoms to be if we
are Lo infer from the recent decisions in
gome of ity strongholds in Oatario, it will
be deemed ingumbent on a very import-
ant porbion of the people to consider what
thoy sre to have in its place. Notwith-
slunding that many are to be found who
will refuso to compromise or hold any
parloy with the rosy god, we deem it not
fndvisable to give a briel account of the
mort genorally snecessfn]l plan hitherlo
adopled in civilized countrics for regulat-
ing and utilizing the traflic.  The scheme
reforred to was introduced in Gottonburg,
Sweden, in 1865 by a Scoteh brewer named
sarnegie. The people of thal town trans-
forred the whole drinking-honse iralic
under a three years' contraet 1o o limited
company which undertook to appropriate
no profil from the business, but Lo conduel.
its cestablishments “in tho interest of
temporance and morality,” and to pay
over (o the munieipality the profils made
beyond « frir inlerest on eapital. "Phis
experimont, arcording to Advocate Smith
of  Ndinburgl, in the M ueyelopiedia
Britanniea (Chas. Scribners’ Sous, New
York), hag been a great” financial suceess,
and at Tasb aceonni(s wag in o fair way to
reliove the town from the greater part of

its local taxation. Now here ig a paint for
our city fathers—one quile ag practicable
ag some already introduced for the pur-
poses of revenue. The example of Goth-
enburg has been followed by Stockholm
(215,000) and every town in Sweden hav-
ing a population above five thousand. The
population of Gothenburg is about 75,000,
he first year of its trial in Gothenburg,
the company sold 583,561 gallons of spirits
and realized a gross profit of $265,000 of
which $205,000 was handed over to the
town treasury. TUnder the new system
drunkenness had decreaged at the end of
the second year about twenty-two per
cent.

The energotic and persistent attempts
for the total suppression of the traflic in
Maine have been ineflectual, except in the
rural districts, as is well known (o
Canadian visitors to the walering places of
that State; and Michigun affords an
exawmple only second inimportance to that
of its sister on the Atlantic coast. The
the alternative may bhe worthy of con-
sideration.

THE TINANCIAL MOVEMENT.

The course of financial matters during
the past few monihs has been marked
with unusual clearness in the banking
returng presented in our last issue. The
changes in the most prominent items are
strongly indicated and prove that the de-
mands of the mercantile community upon
the banks for larger monetary accommo-
dation were very heavy. Of course there
is nothing novel in such an incresse at
this period of the year, for it is in March
that a large amount of the heaviest pay-
monts for imporied goods mature ; but it
is evident that this year these paymonts
were not as fully met a8 usual from the
ordinary returns of business, and that
consequently the banks have been called
upon to make good the deficiency.

Nor is it for these payments alone that
we can trace an incereased demand for
banking assistance. Loans to the public
show a growth of $3,200,000. A small por-
tion of this was lent upon securities, but
nearly two and a half millions of dollars
represent discounts to the mercantile com-
munity who were forced!to seek extra help
from their bankers by the unsatisfactory
condition of payments and the diminished,
relurng from their business due to the
short crop of last antumn.  And yet, owing
{o the inherent strongth of the financial
position, there is nothing in this showing
to awaken distrust. The heavy ouigo has
heen mel by drawing on foreign balauces
to the extent of $2,280,000 and we have
paid and are conlinuing lo pay our debts
without causing the slightest stringeney in
the price of money. Indeed money is
casier than it was earlior in the winter ;
but at the same time we must remember

that we have been spending our means,
and nut adding to our savings, and there-
fore it behooves every business man to be
prudent and economical until another
harvest increases the legitimate returns
from trade.

In fact the present ease of money is
really due in no small degree to the con-
fidence in the commercial futmre which
exists among our leading bankers, since
the amount of money available for lending
purposes is practically very little larger.
It is to the confident expectation that the
opening of navigation will make money
more plentiful by releasing the funds now
locked up in carrying grain, produce, ete.
that we are indebted for the present low
rates, and to this we may add a cerfain
spirit of rivalry between two or three of
of our mouetary institutions that has
tended to raise up an unusual amount of
competition,

The decrease in secured loans of half a
million dollars is due of course chiefly to
the liquidationTof the ¥ederal Bank. Of-
the amount provided for this purpose
($2,700,000) only $1,780,000 was required,
and all that is now due to the banks which
came to its assistance is $900,000. The
fact that this result has been achieved in
less than three months from the time that
assistance was f{irat sought, is a striking
and inatructive proof of the sirength of the
financial position and of the wisdom dis-
played by the banks in averling what at
one time threatened to be a monetary
crisis. Had public confidence been shaken
at that time, such a result would have been
impossible, and instead of the liquidation
of the Tederal forming the turning point
of the year, it would have merely been
the prelude to more serious disasters. By
adopting the generous policy they did, the
assisting banks benefited not only them-
selves but the entire business community
and the result of their forethought is one
of the most gratifying features in the
banking returns.

PORK PACKING. ,

The report upon course of the great nork
industries of this continent for the year
ending on the 1s{ of March last shows that
af the close of the winter senson at the
corresponding period of the previous year
there was a gain of 140,000 animals in the
winier packing but that stocks were then
65,000,000 pounds less that was the caze at
the similar period of the preceding year

Daring the summer of 1887 the amount
of hogs marketed by farmers showed a
Iarge increase over packer's expectations,
and, when the drought which prevailed in
some districts last September and October
commenced {o seriously affect the supply
of feed, the number of hogs thrust upon the
market was much increased, a large pro-
portion of the animals being not really in
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a fit condition for profitable packing This
enforced movement uaturally consisted of
hogs which under ordinary circumstances
would have been available only in the
winter months and was really a sudden
placing of November and December hogs
upon the market two months before their
time, When these months were reached
the supply usually sent forward had
already been disposed of, and a steady
shortening of stock took place which was
intensified by the fact that packers,
stimnlated by the glut of September and
October, had largely extended their
facilities and consequently demanded more
raw material. Undér these circumstances
considerable competition took place among
packers but without in the long run in-
fluencing prices, since we find from our
prices current on the 1stoflast March that a
comparison of the figures then ruling with
those of the corresponding period of the
previous year showed $13.87% as against
BI7.60 for March pork, a result due pro-
bably to the falling off in domestic con-
sumption.

The total pack in all sections of the
country for the year ending on the 1st
March last shows a decrease of 687,971
animals from the figures of the preceding
year made up as follows:

It will be noticed thu.t in every case the
figures for the past year show large de-
creases ; the deficiency in the gross weight
of green meats alone amounting to 121
millions of pounds. "The loss is less

‘marked in the case of lard but even here

we find a loss of 30,000,000 Ibs. It might
naturally be supposed that such a showing
a9 this would result in a corresponding
advance in values, and yot the direct oppo-
site has been the case. In spiteof the fact
that the average price of hogs at Chicago
during the four months from November to
February was $5.10 against $4.25 in 1886-7
and $3.25 in the year before, and that
throughout the West there wasan average
advance of 85 cents per hundred pounds or
the equivalent of an increase of $1.25 per
cental in the averagy cost of production,
the prices ruling to-day at Chicago show a
heavy falling ofl from last year's rates.
Tossibly the present figures are nearer the
proper mark than those of last May when

specvlative influences had forced pork up
to a higher point than the actual position
of the trade warranted, but undoubtedly it
ig to the steady decrease in the domestic
consumption of pork and its produets, and
the increase in the popularity of beef
throughout this continent, that this re-
versal of the ordinary course of events is
due. It is {rue that the cost of packing is
being reduced by the enormous scale upon
which it is earried on and by the employ-
ment of improved appliances, but 8o heavy
a decline in the face of favorable statistics
could bhardly be explained by this hypo-
thesis alone. It is to the diminished con-
sumption that the fall of values is prineci-
pally due and this diminution appears to
be continuous in ifs character.

CROT PROSPECITS,

A good denl has been said of la‘e about
the probabilities of a considerable advance
in the price of wheat, and no doubt a
certain amount of truth underlies these
agsertions.
aware that the present condition of stocks,
the crop outlook in this country, and the
possibility of the formation of & [armer’s
combination in the United Stales, are all
factors that seem to ensure an advance of
a few points at least; but we must remem-
ber that it is upon the crop conditions of
other countries that the fu.ure current of
prices depends and that it would be foolish
to attach too much importance to circum-
stances that merely influernce the domestic
outlook. The average temperalure has
certainly been lower than usual this apring
all over the North American continent.
In the wheat growing districts of Manitoba,
the Territories, and Dakota, the weather
has proved cold and raw, and the harvest
i expected to be fully two weeks later
than last year. All over the country we
hear complaints of the condition of fall
wheat and predictions of a poor crop, but
these meteorological drawbacks, although
of considerable local imporiance, sink into
comparative insignificance when we come
to consider the enormous area of the
world's wheat lands, and therefore it is
only by examining the crop returns of
other wheat growing countries that we
can form any just idea of the probable
amount of wheat available and consge-
quently of the probable bent of prices.

From England we learn that the winter
gown crops are looking well and a fair
harvest is expected. Australia also sends
favorable reports and the surplus available
for export will reach nearly fifteen millions
of bushels, Above all, it seems now certain
that the Indian crop will be a full one in
every Presidency. The official estimates
show that in the Punjab a good crop has
béen harvested. In the Bowbay presi-
dency rust and blight bave done some
injury, but. the crop is above the average.

In the Bern: district a yield above the
average hag been harvested, In the Cen-
tral provinces timely rains fell at a critical
moment, and a very satisfactory crop is
In the Decean there is a
“bumper” crop, and in the Scinde dis-
triets the yield is also very good. In the
North-West Provinces and Oude the crops
are exceptionally free from rust and {un-
goid diseases, and the returns will be fully
up to the average. Over Northern Europe
the season has been late, but favorable
weather has helped to advance the growth
of wheat. In Russia thereis the promise
of an unusually abundant harvest.

From these particulars it is evident that
the unfavorable climatic conditions under
which {his conlinent has suflered have
been non-existent elsowhere, and that so
far from the world’s erop being in any
sense under the average thsre is every
possibility that it will be above. Under
these circumstances, unless a Xuropean
war should supervene, we can hardly look
for any conside:able advance. The local
conditions we have poinled out may, and
probably will be, sufliciently powerful to
gecure an advance of a few points in value
on this gide, but that they will influence
prices in Yiverpool we cannot expect in
the face of every prospect of increased
exporiation from India and Australia.

COMING STYLES,

The cold, wet, miserable days which
ushered in the commencement of this
week, and added to the discomfort of the
“ moving " period, eflectnally checked the
dry goods irade g0 far as the retail stores
were concerned. Shopping is always dull
during the annual hegira, but under the
unfavorable climatic conditions it became
practically non-existent, and the move-
ment of spring goods which had been
stimulated by the few bright hot days at
the end of last month received an un-
expacted set-back. The retail dry goods
men complain bitterly of the backward-
ness of the spring and the consequent slow
movement of goods. In many lincs they
are carrying almost unbroken stocks and
as a consequence their dullness is com-
mencing o be felt by their suppliers also.
'Ihe weather prophets now predict o cold
wet May with a short, hot summer and o
fine fall, a state of the weather that will
not influence the spring {rade favorably,
so that if their prognostications should
prove to be correct, the outlook is not so
encouraging as usual,

We continue to hear from Paris that the
tornure will soon be a thing of the past;
and elready signs of ils approaching de-
cline are visible in the gradual lowering of
hais and bonnets which no longer require
to be exaggerated in order to take off from:
the size of the fournure. 1t is said that in
a few months steels will no longer be
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worn, and that even the small cushion, or
other improver, placed to bear the weight
of the draperies, will be taken away. If
this prediction prove correct the steady
simplification of draperies can he readily
explained, and the tendency among helter
drogsed women towards plain dresses of
different styles is perfectly natural. Even
in ordinary costumes we can notice how
much the drapery is being simplified and
how all the ornamentation is gradually
being translerred to he hodice, Tew
bodices are now made quite plain, and
almost all have some kind of plastron.
Sometimes the front of the hodice is made
of two different.malerials, and in other
models it is trimmed on oue side only
with a pasgementeric ornament, or braided
pattern.  In plain dresses iwo styles
appear fo rule—the redingote in princess
shape in front, with an ample skirt put on
in gathers at the hack of the waist, or clge
the redingole with the whole skirt cut
aparl and put on again all round the
waist. A sample gray dress in thin, fancy
woollen of this style was made ay fol-
lows :(—The firat skirt, over u foundation
gkirt of silk, is slightly gathered. The
hodice has & short Yound basque open in
front, with double revers over a plastron
of gray Pekin silk speckled with red. The
collar in very high and covered with hands
somo steel galloons. The fronts arc ample
below the revers, and the fullness is

. gathered together under each by two

antique clusps,  The (unicis puton full
over the right side, to the edge of the
hodiee, forming o pointed lappet, which is
looped up and draped at the back of the
hip.  On thoe left side there is a wide
redingole lappet, put on plain and forming
part of the back piece of the tunic; this
lappel is put on like the rest, at the edge
of tho bodice, in flat, wide pieces.

With weatlier like this it seoms out of
place to talk about washing dresses, but
yol many ladies in more favored cities,
arp now making up their stocks for the
season, and is noticenble that the skirts of
Indin mngling, zeplirs, chamberys, French
lnwn, cambric and other fabrics of this

- ¢lags are all Mmshioned with a view to

future washing, Two models are the
favorites—that in which the skirt falls
perfectly straight over the figure in front,
iy plaited at the sides in wide fint kilts,
and hag a very full back slightly raised,
and that which hag knife-plails forming a
long apron front, and a band of very wide
crenm or white embroidery down each
gide, shaped o form a graduatad panel.
A third style is n simple all round skirt
slightly raised at the sides to break the
straight ontline, This ecan be made nfore
dressy by pulling a narrow flounce of
Swiss ombroidery nt the lower edge, which
must be taken of and laundried separatoly.
The new Swiss needle-point greatly ro-

sembles Irish point and will be much uged
to finiah washing dresses this season. Its
appearance seems to prove that it will be
equally Iasting with Irish point hut this
has yet to he proved.

Fashionable laces this year are no longer
ecru or yellow tinted ; the new shade is
tea-tint which is between the two and is a
soft and becoming tone. Point de Genes
is o useful lace for ladies and children’s
dresses. It comes in white and tea-color
with a bobbin edge worked on a net
foundation, Irish poiut, a firm service-
able Ince coming from Germany, i8 too
well known 10 call for comment, and both
it and Valenciennes are cheaper and finer
in quality this year. A white lace in
Chantilly pattern is as pretty and durable
as the well-known black Chantilly and
blonde and silk laces are also used.

THE BALMORAL HOTEL.

In our issue of the 23rd Decembor last,
reference was made to rumors affecting the
finnneinl position of the Balmoral Ifotel in
this city. * Scarcely was the ink dry upon the
paper than we found ourselves in the toils of
& young lawyer who wrote us some letters
and, on_the occasion of an intéiview, accused
us in blustering tones of “having been in-
fluenced by improper motives in publishing
the notice, and threatened that unless the
objectionable paragraph were retracted he
would enter an action of damnges on behalf
of Mr. Dunham. Believing in the sincerity of
his protestations as to the profitable natuve of
the hotel, and being desirous to sce the Intest
addition to Montreal's palace hostelries still

open o attract custoraers to this city, we con.

sented Lo partinlly comply with his demands
and place o modification of the statement in
our following issue. However the march of
ovenis has since proved that our prior para-
graph gave the more exact stete of the case and
we must  thereforo  regret  that the
collapse of the hotel, within four months of
their advocate’s positive assertions of its
solvency, leads us reluctantly to believe that
cithor his judgment or his good faith was at
fault, : '
The Balmoral's troubles are undoubtedly
duo to the fact that the lessee, Mr. Dunham,
was not possessed of all the qualifications
necessary to assume a position of such difli-
culty. 'To successfully launch and conduct o
palace hotel in competition with powerfal
and woll established rivals like the Windsor
and the St. Lawrence Hall, requives n combin-
ation of tact, skill aud prudence as falls to
the lot of .but very few, TPossibly Mr, Dun-
ham has dous as well as nine-tenths of the
‘community would, if placed in a similar posi-
tion, but from the very ficst it was apparent
that hoe was not the best'man for the place.
It must bo remembered that exceptional
difficultics stood in the way ; the inadequate
capital ; tho heavy rent; the necossity of
attracting custom from other hotels in order

to fill his house ; and, when we ndd to this,
that his previous experience in this line was
confined fo keeping o small country hotel and

“running & horse-dealers' house-of-call at our

railway suburb Point St. Oharles, it con easily
be seen that hie was over-weighted from the
start, It isa pity that his ambition should
have ever led him to atiempt to blossom out
a8 the landlord of n first-class® metropolitan
establishment. In his house at Point St.
Charles, he met with a congenial class of
customers with whom he wae fully «in touch.”
It is therofoce to be regretted that he did not
remain in a sphere in which his experience
and capabilities ensured success and that he
should ever have attempted so herculean o
task as the conduct of a palace hotel. A
short time ago an effort was made to improve
mutters by bringing in Mr. Charles Murray
(late of the Albion) as o partner, but by this
time affairs had- become too involved, and
after a further ineffectual struggle to keep
afloat no course was 14ft open save to calla
meeting of creditors.

- The linbilities may be placed at $80,700 of
which $16,000 are duo for rent, $15,000 to the
London Furniture Company and $15,000 to
Ligget & Hamilton of this city. The balance
is divided mwmong thirty smaller creditors. It

WHEAT PROSPRECTS.

The stronger feeling in grrin circles in the”
Westorn States is believed to he chiefly a con-
sequence of n growiug conviction that supplies
are smaller than had been counted on, the

.deliveries of corn being light and the pros-
-pects. for the coming ecrop of winter wheat

quite poor. - But there is reason to think that
other causes arc at work, and that without
reference to the aspeet of political affairs in
Europe. The proposed clange in the rules of
the Chicago Board of Trade, which are claimed
to discriminate against the buyer of property
for future delivery, is one clement of strength -
but probably a far more powerful influence is
the now prevailing idea that the farmers in
the future will have niuch more to say in the
regulation of prices than they have had in
the past. The coming meeting of farmers at
Topeka to discuss the proposed “comb ne”
says the Lridune, may not be a success, but it
promises to be one, the call having awakened
a deep interest among the agricultural classes
in the Mississippi Valley. Uundoubtedly there
will be a large attendnnce of influential men,
who will go impressed with the idea that the
formation of such a trust amorg them as has
been advocated is the only available means of
restoring fur them the equality that has dis-
appeared owing to & general adoption of trust
methods by those who manufacture and sell
the whole range of goods the farmer has to
buy. Evenshould the combination then to
be formed break to pieces of its own weight
before many months, as is frealy prophesied
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in the cities, there will be room for an exten-
sive rise in values while the association lasts,

This is all the more probable if the movement’

be favored by the conditions above noted—-
. viz., a shortage discovered in the surplus from
" the last crop of corn and a poor yield from the

next wheat harvest considered certain. Under
siich circumstances the alliance would not
find it difficult to engineer a general boom in
prices of farm produce, and might gain assur-
ance of a continued existence from the flush
of n first success. Whether permaucnt or
only spasmodic, the initial effect upon the
coursg of prices would be the same, and it is
not to be wondered atif some of the recent
buying was done with the intent to discount
this phase of the situation, The question of
gain or loss by the step is one which will
have to be determined for each individual
buyer, as is the case with all other speculators;

- but it may-be remarked that speculative
* interference in the markets by farmers has

not yielded them much ot a profit in the past.

Lavers, to whom we referred at some lepgth
last week, was for several years in the employ
of Thomas Shaw, produce commission man,
until shout a yenr ago, when he was dis-
covered to be behind in his accounts some
$2,000. He promised to make restitution if
the matter couid be hushed up, as arrange-
ments were possible with a friend for an ad-
vance of a few thousand dollars to enable him
to start on his own account. He agreed to
reimburse Mr. Shaw at the rate of $200 per

. month, and he had paid him five installments

up to last weck. When Gnnnon decamped
last week=as noted in these pages—Lavers
found himself on the defaulter's paper for
several hundred dollars, aud as there were
other inducemen's to hasten his departure, ho
left the city hiucriedly, and it is probable that
our Cannington friend is not the only one
who has cause to regret having paid for goods
in advance.

Inqumurs have been made by the Chicago
Tumes through its correspondents in Wiscon-
sin, Minnesota and Dakotn about the state of
the crops, and the reports clearly indicate the
crop outlook in the Northwest The planting
and sceding have been delayed by the lateness
of the season from two to three wecks, and
very important changes are taking place in
the area devoted to the various crops. From
the reports it is shown that farmers in practi-
cally every section of the Northwest outside
of the great Red River Valley, which is one
vast wheat field, are paying more attention to
the raising of conrse grains nod less to wheat
than usual. The effect of this will be to
diminish the spring wheat acreage and in-
crease the arca devoted to barley, flax and
onts, and in the southern latitudes to corn.
Stock raising is also on the increase in the
western or newer portions of Dakota. Every-
thing points to the most diversified crops that
Wisconsin, Minnesota and Dakota have ever
produced, provided the lateness of the season
does not interfere with their development.
The cutting down in the aren of spring wheat
may be an important market factor in view of
the danger that threatens the winter wheat
crop of the Western and Middle Western
States. The low prices farmers have been
forced .to- nccept for their wheat for the past
few years is having the eoffect of curtailing
prodnctidn. Farmers, according to this re-
port, are learning that land can be puttoa
more profitable use than in the raising of a
cercal which bas been bronght by sharp com-
petition and unfavorabletrade condition down
to a poiut that leaves the producer a narrow
wmargin of profit or no profit at all. A late
season in the Northwest does not necessarily
mean & crop failure, but it increnses the dan-
gers to be encountered.

Present indications point to a lively tele-
phone war before long between the Bell and
the Federal Telephone Companice. The Bell
Company under their charter granted by the
general government have the right to place
their poles in any street provided the city
surveyor does not rule that they will be an
impediment to traffic. They are now apply-
ing for leave to crect their poles on some of
the leading streets, such as St, James.

was granfed on & report of the road commit~
tee, and that before this report was adopted a
new council had been elected ; and another
reason - urged why - the permission should be

set aside is that Alderman Grenier voted for
granting permission when he was the vice-
president of the new company and a large
stockholder in it. The City Attorney says,
however, that the injunction cavnnot be en-
forced.

In regard to the resolution adopted at the
meeting  of cattle shippers blaming the
steamers for combining to coerce the cattle
shippers to cilect insurance in two Lloyds on
all ibe eattle shipped by these lines, the
steamship agents and representatives reply
that there will be no coercion whatever. The
steamer agent will namo a freight, theamount
of which will include, but not specify, the
the cost of insurance. The shipper can then
refuse the offer or nccept it, and insure, if he
may prefer it, clsewhere. A similar plan has
been in force for many years past by the
Leyland ‘steamers from Boston without any
complaint of coercion by the cattle shipper.
This action is rendered necessary becauso
casual stenmers utterly unfitted to carry cattle
were brought into competition and chartered
at low freights and then insured at inadequate
rates, with the usunl heavy loss of cattle
during the voyage. To recoup themselves for
the losses by theso sen-tramps during tho
summer, the underwriters, during the months
of September, October and November, ad.
vanced the rates on the regular lines un-
warrantably high,  The bulk of the carrying
trade is done by the regular lines during these
months and the cattle shipper was thus made
to pay, in insurance, from 3 to 1} per cent.
more than he onght.
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Tue advance in the ¢xcise tariff on cigar-
ctles (given in full in another portion of this
issne) will full heavily upon the retail dealers.
The new tariflf provides that paper-wrapped
cigarettes of under 3 s to the thowsand
which hilherto paid 35 cents shall in future
pay GO cents, nnd that tobacco wrapped cigar-
ctles and others weighing more than 3 1bs to
the thousand, must puy $1 instead of 20 cents
per th. ag heretofore, This advance will simply
come out of the pocket of the retaller since
the mannfacturer will ndvance hig price in
proportion, while.the consumer will cerlainly
not pay 11 certs for the 10 cent package he
has always been accustomed to. In other
words, the 10 cent package which has hither-
to cost the retuiler 7} cents will in fulure cost
him 84 cents and the loss of 1 cent per pack-
age will come oub of his pocket. The reason
that the Government are imposing this new
tax i8 nol far to seek. "The cigarelte is come
ing daily more and more inlo favor and is
digplacing domestic cigars more than many
people imngine,  In the fiscal year of 1886,
19,408,000 cigars paid tarifl, while in 1887 the
mnnber had fullen to 85,429,000, n decrease
of five millions in twelve months, nud thig
decrease will be even more marked in the
prosent year.  This reduction involves a con-
siderable loss of revenus to the Government
und therefore in order to reconp the deficiency
the Departinent hiave imposed what they hope
to be an equaily profituble tax on cigurottes.

Tur ofticinl reports ef the Indian wheat
crop show that the aren of whent land in the
Punjab for the present crop, which is now
harvested, is estimated at 5910,300 acres,
nearly cqual to that of last year. It is slated
that the crop is reported lo be good in every
district; and that prospects are very favorable
owing lo suitable rins. In  Berar the
nereage of land sown with wheat was 931,-
601 ncres, being 9 per cent. over the avernge,
which is 853,832 neres.  T'he crop was being
reaped at the date of the report from Cal-
cilta—29th Pebruary, 1888—and promised n
yield well nbove the nverage.  Reports of the
wheat crop in the Bombay L’rcsiduuuy, whose
ncrenge of land under wheat this season
amounts lo 2,950,000 neres, show thut it is
good genernlly.  In somoe places rust and
blight have douvs some iujury, especially at
Karnanluk and neighboring  districts,  An
over-nverage yield is expected in the Decean,
und in places a ¥ bumper crop”  he yield in
the principal Beinde districts is also expected
to be above the avernge. The prospects of
the whent crop in the Gentral Provinces are
very good indeed. The ares under wheat is
fu most districts larger than usual, owing to
the facilities for sowing offered by thecopious
fall of rnin which oceurved in October, 'Puk-
ing the provinces as o whole a vory satise
factory ouf-turn is expected. In four districts
Lumpor crops are reckoned on.

Avvices from Cuba show that n large

number of estates have finished grinding, and
in the Province of Matanzas the crop is
virtually over, ag only tew estates are still in
operation in that part of the island.  The re-
sulte obtained are genernlly far from being
sntisfactory ; the lack of assistance to the
fields in proper time and the persistent
drouth that has provailed throughout the
autumn and winter have considerably inter-
fered with the yield of the cano, which was
gradually  decreasing  until  compelling
planters to suspend grinding much earlier
than customary, leaving in the fields a large
quantity of cane, The decrense in the pro-
duction varies, according to localities, be-
tween fifteen to thirty per cent, as compared
with last year's, and the grand central
“Constancin” at Cienfuegos, which had a
supply of cane sufficient to make 20,000 hhds.
if the weather had been more fuvorable to
grinding, will hardly turn out 15,000 hhds,
and the same decrense is reported with few
exceptions from all the largest estates on the
island.

Tue following important changes in the
excige larviff have been made by the Govern-
ment and will go into effect at once:—(1)
The excise duty on spirits manufactured from
raw or unmalted grain used in combination,
in such proportions as the Department of In-
land Revenue prescribes, with malted barley
taken to the distillery in bond, shall be the
snme as that on spirits manufactured ex-
clusively from malted burley. ~ (2) When any
substitute for methylated spirits is supplied
to any manuficturer in accordance with sec-
tion 233 of the Inland Revenue act, the price
thereof shall not exceed the actual cost, with
the addition of 15 per cent. (3) The excise
duty on cigarcttes, whether the product of
foreign or of domestic leaf tobacco, weighing
not more than three pounds per thousand
rhall be sixty cents on every pound, and on
those weighing more than three pounds per
thousand on every pound actual weight one
dollar. (4) That- the excise duty on all
cigars, whether the product of foreign or ot
domestic raw leaf tobacco, when put in pack-
nges conlnining less than ten cigars ecach,
shall be seven dollars o thousand.

Tuk recent assumption of the channel debt
by tho Govérnment is by no means 50 ad-
vantageons to Montreal as was at frst sup-
pored.  While relieved of an annual expense
of $99,187, the Harbor Commissioners Dy the
abolition of tannage ducs find their revenue
reduced by 52,865—possibly by $57,000—~—as,
the proportion of tonnage levied npon river
stenmers which make commutation is to be
added to the former sum. This, on the basis
of last yenr's business, would give them annu-
ally an additional $42,000, which capitalized
might be suflicient for immediate necessary
extensions. In 1887, however, the expeundi-
ture for repairs was more than usually heavy,
the result being that the year's transactions

showed & deficit of $37,000. If this record
should be kept up it will ensily be secen that
the amount at command of the commission
for new works will be very small, and that
only o considerable growth in the business of
the port would enable the requisite enlarge-
ment to be undertaken.

Mp. W. B, Buutorr, the insolvent oil mer-
chant of this city, who is now running the
% Sad Coquelle” theatrical company in New
York, writes as follows to a friend in this
city 1—

«[ know every one will say that my de-
parture was the cause of P. K. Gannon’s
failure; but it was not. Gannon told me
when he went on my bail that be was heavily
involved and not worth 55,000, Ile came to
Boston to sec me and ask my advice, and
then said he would run away, as he could
never pay what he owed. He then owed
$36,000 to the Skelly estate, and the interest
was eating him up. He also had a large
amount of accommodation paper out. The
immediate cause of his fuilure was the ap-
pronching marringe of Miss -——-—-, as the
father of her intended found out the existence
of this debt, and being a director of the Bank
of Hochelaga, told the bank to discount no
more paper for him—the result being that he
was obliged to close up.”

We give this statement for what it is
worth, If it be true, it sheds some light upon
what was looked upon as an unexpected de-
parture.

We draw the attention of our readers to the
following netice received from England by the
Council of the Board of Trade in this city :—

In consequence of the rigid construction
which has been put upon the™ Merchandise
Marks Act,” by I. M. Customs, it is decmed
desirable to inform the various shippers that
it is most important that all classes of pro-
visions should bear on the package the name
of the country of production. The following
further suggestious are offered :—For cheese
or butter, the box or package should bear the
brand ® American produce,” or ¢Canadian
produce,” as applicable. For bacon, hams,
ote,, the packages should also be branded
with the name of the town where the meat is
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packed  If the meat itself is branded, the
brand must fuclude the neme of the country
of production. Goods will not be admitted
if marked with any English emblem, name or
sign, or with «& 0o, unless the name of the
country of production is also clearly marked
thercon.

Attention to these points will avoid detentjon
aud possible loss at receiving ports in Great

Britain,

Cuaxctttor Bovp has given judgment in
the claim of Lionel Yorke to set off a deposit
receipt of the Central Bank against a demand

note f v the same amount held by the bank
’ agninst him. Mr. Yorke, who was contracior
for the new Parlinment buildingg, gave as
security n deposit receipt of the Central Bank
for $8,000, for which he geve a demund ‘note
for the same amount. The bank failed and
the Government pressed him for other se-
curity, the liguidators at the same {ime
potifying him that they would sue for the
demand note. He obtained the sccurity the
Government sought, received back his deposit
receipt and made application to set it off
nyninst the note. The chancellor held that
the note and the receipt coustituted one tran-
saction and allowed the seb off claimed.

The
praduction of the weélls on the shores of the
Caspian Sea is simply cnormous, and since
the completion of the ‘I'rans-Caucasian rail-
way from the Caspian to the Black Sea the
export of Russian refincd petroleum has
shown wonderful growth., In 1886 Russin
exported 377,008,120 gallons, or three times
the quantity exported in 1883. The shipments
of refined petroleum from the United States
last year amounted {0 480,845,811 gallons, It
will not be a difficult matter for Ruesia to

’ equal this amount of export, more especially
as the output of many of the Russian wells is
prodigious, and far cclipses "anything ever
heard of in the United States. Two hundred
wells in the Bakn districts are now producing
500,000.000 gallons of ol yearly.

Qur Picton, Ont, correspondent writes
under date of the 27th ulto, that the month
has been cold and disagreeable. There has
been no rain for some weeks, and it has the
appearance of a setting in of a regular drouth.
“If we get a drouth here thisseason similar to
that of 1887 Prince Edward county will be
about “used up.” Navigation opcned on the
19th, or 6 days earlier than last year, but
large quantitics of ice are yet in the vicinity
of Bath, botween that and Amherst Islands,
aud from there to the north eastward.  Busi-
ness in Picton, like everywhere else, is at
present very dull. A new clothing establish-
ment, * Oak Hall,” hag been opened lately
It is supplied with ready-made clothing from
a Hamilton fiim, W. P, Reynolds, dry goods
merchant, is said to be disposiog of hig busi-
ness with the view of going to Toronto.”

TuE report of the Department of Mines in
Nova Scotia, for 1887, contains some interest-
Ing facts. The total sales of conl during the
year amounted to 1,520,000 toms, of which
469,000 tons were consumed in the province,
while 187,000 tous were sold to New Bruus-
wick, 651,000 tons to Quebec, 51,000 tons to
Prince Edward Island, 82,000 tons to New-
foundland and 74,000 tons to the United
States. The shipments o Oniario are not
given, and appear to have been insignificant.
In 1887 the Londonderry mines turned out
43,000 tons of iron ore, and gave employment
to 87 skilled and 83 unskilled workmen. The
gypsum exports amounted to 116,000 tons.
The report snys the market for this mineral
is sought in the United States, where it i8
principally used for top-dressing.

AN application has been made to put the St.
John, N.B., Building Society in liquidation. For
two years it has been known the affairs of the
society were in bad shape and recently
anditors who overhauled the books found them
in a state of chaos. The directors a short time
ago cxcented a deed of trust to secure the
debenture holders and depositors but some of
the latter are uot satisfied and propose to put
the concern into liquidation. A St John
paper says the general feeling among de-
positors is that they have been swindled and

that they will lose every cent of their money.
With the Maritime Bank liquidation and the
Building Society in trouble St. John fecls very
glum at present. '

Business has picked up consideralby this
week, although several disagreenble days have
infervened to delay matters. Quite a number
of orders arcin for delivery both cast and
west by the first boats, and the railways have
been carrying a great deal of freight since the
summer rates were cenforced.
