TRADE - PROSPECTS.

Probably at no period within the past
decade has the commereial horizon, figura-
tively speaking, been so clear and promis-
ing, From all the more important branches
of trade the reports of present business
and the anticipations for the coming season
are bright and confident, and there scems
no reason to doubt that, although nothing
approaching a boom can be chronicled—
which, however, is not at all desirable—we
are on the eve of a revival of commercinl
prosperity, and that the duys of business
depression have been left bebind, at all
eveuts for a season. The average mercan--
tile man is & cunstitutional grambler, prob-
ably from mere force of habit like the
average farmer, but on all hands it is
granted, although somewhat grudgingly,
that the pust seuson’s busmess has bewn
above the average, and that the vutlook fi x
ihe coming months 15 even more encourag-
ing. . :

. Taking first our manufactures, it is only
tiecessary to consult that, one might alwost
suy, infallible cominercial barometer, the
stock list, to see how this cluss of securities

has advanced in value, a result not due en-
tirely to the formation of the recent much-

abused cotton combination, any more
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than the advance in bank stocks is due:

to the alleged combination among a cer-
tain triumvirate of brokers, but a natural
sequence rather of the improved condition

of trade generally. The cotton mills freed -

from the destructive effects of indiscrim-
inate cutting, excessive discounts and the
other evil effects of unrestrained competi-
tion, are now once more on a sound com-
mercial basis, and the steady appreciation
in the value of their securities is rather
the legitimate expression of this fact than
a were speculative inflation. From the
woollen mills encouraging reports are
heard, many mills announcing the receipt
of orders heyond their capacity, and
though this is said by the trade to he
eggentially a fine goods season, the mills
running on other grades bave shared in
the general prosperity.

The market for our only textile material,
wool, is firm and advancing, and although
from the nature of this season's cloths,
Canadian fleece wools have been some-
what npeglected, pulled wools have been
bought up as fast as they appeared in the
market, while the imports of Australian
and Cape, though fully up to the average,
have been readily disposed of at harden-
ing prices. A healthy feature of the wool
murket is the tendency towards shortening
the periods of payment, wool which last
year sold at four and six months’ date, he-
ing now purchased at thirty or sixty days’
time, or in many instances for. prompt
cash. ‘

In the wholesale dry goods trade a
pretty general feeling of satisfaction over
the past senson’s trade is observable, and
the coming season is looked forward to
with confidence. Prices are steady, and
according to the statement of a leading
merchant, it is the first season for eighl or
nine yeurs that goods when delivered
could not be bought for less than the price
at which they were originally ordered.
This fact gives confidence to the purchaser
that the fabries are worth the full prico he

- paid for them, and tends towards main-
taining a steady confident tone among the
trade. The failures, 50 far at all events as
the Province of Quebec is concerned, have
been few and unimportant, and remittances
appear to have been somewhat above the
average, and certainly bvetter than last
year. The kindred lines of millinery and
fancy goods report-a prosperous season, ac-
cording to some leading houses, the best
for many years. Although in some cases
the tide of popular fancy has not exactly
Tun in the channels expected, stocks ap-
pear to have been well sold out, and but
few summer goods remain to be held over
for anothier season.

The jewellery trade look forward to a
good geason, and it is apparent that the
niitaber of people having money to spend

outside of their actial necessities is largely-

on the increase. There i3 more demand
for expensive lines both in jewellery and
fancy goods, and though many purchasers,
mindful of the times of depression from
which we are happily emerging, still call for
cheap lines, the tendency is decidedly to-
wards high-priced goods. Novelties especi-
ally are called for, and the house showing
the largest number of artistic novelties is
the house that does the irade.

The wholesale clothing houses are all
doing well, the opening of the Canadian
Pacific Railway has opened 4 new market
for the wares of this most enterprising and
far-reaching branch of commerce, and the
eagerness and promptitude with which it
has been seized upon, and the volume of
goads already dispatched to the Pacific
coast, show that its value is fully appre-
ciated in the trade.

Leather, we can only say appears to
hold its own, no increase in prices can be
chronicled, and only a fair trade is doing,
but this month it is expected will witness
a change, and if present anticipations are
realized, it is hoped a good month’s busi’
pess will result. The boot and shoe houses
are full of orders, and are all on full time,
and conseqnently their prosperity must re-
act upon the leather men.

Last, but by no means least, the enor-
mnous increase in the traflic receipts of the
two great trunk lines forms an excellent
criterion of the increased volumne of traflic
passing over their respective lines, while
the action of -the Grand Trunk Railway in
replacing the reduced wages of their em-
ployés on the old basis has added to the
purchasing power of a material proportion
of our population, and has had a stimulat-
ing effect on the retail trade generally.
The swelling of the advertising pages of
the Jounrxawn or CommeErce during the pre-
sent year i8 also'no mean indication of
the healthy revival in trade, while its in-
creased circulation is an evidence of a
greater number of business men in the
country.

These, of course, form only a few of the

many profitable avenues of commerce

open to the Canadian business man, but
we select them as typical of the steady
recovery of trade from its lowest point of
depression. It is apparent to everyone
that the corner has been turned, that the
commerce of the country is now once more
on the upward road, and that though we

are far from predicting a boom, every in- -

dication points to a sleady improvement in
all mercantile interests,

BANKING STATISTICS,

~The Trade Review has undertaken to in-
struct the mercantile community in all the
hidden mysteries of the financial position
of the country, a very praiseworthy enter-
prise indeed, and ofie in which we wish it
all success. It starts off on itz educational

career by a vigorous effort-to make up for
the laziness or want of time in the many
who for these causes do not dive into blue
books and official statements of banks;
but the conclusions it evolves from its re-
searches are certainly novel and ingenious,
too much so, we fear, to enlighten the
ignorance of which it complains, of course
in other people. No wonder our friends of
the Gazette criticize this new eritic, but in
doing so, even that great authority slops
about in a very uncertain way.

It is, however, quite competent {o see
the gross absurdity of the Review's theory
that because the banks hold $104,000,000
of deposits there is that amount of money
idle in the country, although instead of
showing simply that the banks have em-
ployed, in Canada, all their Capital, Rest,
deposits and circulation, except some $18,-
000,000 in cash (gold and Dominion notes)
and about 315,000,000 held in foreign

“countries, it wanders about in a maze of

theory about the proportion of loans, capi-
tal, and so on.

What the Review means by the “sloven-
liness of the active accounts of the banks”
we cannot fathom, but 1t writesin a sloven-
ly way of the capital * fixed by permanent
investors,” the puid-up capital, as some-
thing different from deposits. The paid-up
capital and deposits all go into a common
fund, used in the discount-of bills, held as
cash reserves, &c. The truth is that the
Liabilities side does not show what “ capi-
tal” we have at all, but merely from what
sources it has come. The assets are the
cupital, representing the stock paid in, the
moneys deposited, the funds derived from
circulation, &c. Before one sets up as a
public instructor in finance, a principle so
fundamental should be well understood.

On the point as to what additional
amount of money could ‘be logned by the
banks, the Review is hopelessly at sea, the
Guzelle also to a less extent. The former
thinke the banks could at any moment
lend $25,000,000, but from what source ?
They must keep some cash reserves
against their deposits and circulation; how

- much less than the $18,000,000 could they

do with, or should they have ? Their for-
eign balances cowld no doubt be drawn
home, but we may be sure they are not

“lying'idle. Even if they were, how much

of them would it be safe to invest in com-
mercial bills? At the end of June the
banks showed deposils and circulation
amounting to $141,000,000, on which the
cash and net foreign balances altogether
form but a reasonable reserve.

The difficulty which the Réview has in
understanding the respoctive figures for

" Notes and cheques of ‘other banks*” and

“Due to other banks in Canads,” and why
these do not exactly agree, would 1ot be
much of a difliculty to an ordingry junior:

"bank-clerk, for he would ‘appreéiate ‘that
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banks cannot possibly know what other
banks hold of their notes and cheques, and
therefore show their liability therefor vn-
der circulation and deposits,

Jlad it been sharper it might hxwg;f
banks who have,

noticed that while
made loans o olher banks on sceurily
show such, wmounting in all to $246,000,
of the banks which horrowed only one
owng up lo & loan of $60,000. The ilems
“Due lo other Banks” and “Due by i olhor
Banka’ might be reasonably u\pe(,lod o
coincide, within a reasonable amount for
drafts and remittances in transit, bui they
aro hopelessly apart. The Review should
really find out why this is so.

Then it is much exercised to understand
why thoe balances due to foreign agents do
not agree with the balances due by foreign
agents. 16 would puzzle wiger heads to
suy why they should agree. The (fazelle
in its anxiely to make a poini for the
national policy (so we read it) entors into
w long dissertulion on foreign exchanges
and the balance of trade, to illustrate the
position, but it is really very simplo. If
every bank which overdrew in England
made it a point lo remit an equal amount
to New York, or vice versa, and if they
gtarted on this course with accounts
gquared, the halance due to and from
foreign agonts wonld remain on an equality;
bat they do nof,

We shall expoet with interest any fur.
ther developments which the Revicw may
roach, Such things are always profitable,
oven if they only expose the wrilor's want
of knowledge, for knowledge of our failings
i the first step to their cure.

CUSTOMS ATFFAIRS,

As Inr as we can learn few will be dis-
posod to find fanlt with the Customs officer
who closed a recent research into the
aflairs of Lhe fruit trade in Montreal by
tenring into fragments the traitorous in-
voicos which he discoverod in the course
of his investigations. Where all or nemly
all were concorned no one could complain
of such treatment, although it is possible
and cven probable that with their sub-
sequent oxporience, tho oflicer and the
Governmont would nol be disposed Lo net
in so unsolfish a manner were a similar
circumsiance again presented.  The green
fruit trade is oxceptional beeause of the
perishable nature of the goods ; the market
price of the urticle at the pluce of produc-
tion may have but a sorry compicment
when it arvives at ils destination, It is
howevor generally understood that the
hung-hole iy now ‘effecinally »closed, and
that the central Government shill hence-
forth, now and forover roceive its due share
of the tax imposed upon the Canadian
consumption of the pl‘odlldb of Umlt. 2 Sam’s
lnu(r;,mdt,n. '

The absurd sido of the busmcss Wwns

well shown a few days ago by the seizure
of a couple of hundred dollars worth of
shoes consigned to one of the leading
wholesale houses in the cily. The ship-
ment consisted of two cases, respectively
valued at $150 and $200. By some inat-
tention the invoice of the former case was
given or substituled for the latter. The
goods were dcclared subject to seizure,
and the intimation of the oflicer in reply
to the remonstrance of the firm—whose
character is beyond the remotest suspicion
—ig stated to have been, among other
things, that the salaries are’so low thbat he
could not aflord to let such an opportunity
pass, A further remonstrance and expla-
nation addressed to Ottawa resulted ina
relcase of the goods.

Certain departments of the hardware
trade have for some time been receiving
attention at the hands of the service, and
investigations are being made at home
and abroad which would scem to warrant
tho belief that in the opinion of the Gov-
ernment all is not well, However it may
eventuate, the department will have some
difliculty in convincing importers that
such over-zeal tonds {o the improvement
of trade whalever effoct it may have upon
the revenue. The Gavernment can ascer-
tain to a fair degree of nicety what propor-
tion of revenue is lost, by a littls ealeula-
tion based on the figures in the trade and
navigation returns. The estimate recently
hazarded by o well known oflicer of the
gervice—that fully one-third of our im-
ports escapo free of duty—is still adhered
to. As a corollary, some of our imparta-
tions would scem to be faxed too high,
that is, if the tariff' is one for revenue pur-
poses only.

Nature never forgives any leLll.lOI) of
her laws; and the Deparlment is almost
natural in ita character. The heavy for-
feiture and expenses resulting from one of
the saddest disclosures in the history of
Canadian trade would appear to most men,
even to somo corporations, to be suflicient
punishment for the crimo, but we fear it
does not seem so to the powers that be.
There is some reason to infer that the

‘desire of one of the chiel aclors in the

drama {o get restored to place, may be
somewhat rudely interrupted bofore the
accomplishunenl of his purpose. We regret
the appearance of the cloud. That is not a
paternal wisdom which secks to punish with
such relentless endeavor—little though

‘the recent conduct of those who arve (o be

the victims may call for condolence. Im-

‘porters whose sworn statements have been

‘proven fo be wholesale per_mrles, are not
‘likely lo make any apital ont of assertions
‘concerning this or that person, though they

had even the 'morest iola of truth for o |

foundxmon—~wlm.h they have not—-for
smcl) poople must believe that their words
“ure no better than their oatlis.

AT HOME AND ABROAD.

The condition of thé local money mar-
ket is a shade easier, or rathier, is onec of
less expectancy of higher rates than when
we last wrote, and as a cobsequence the
‘Dull’ side of the local atock market is

more confident than ever. This apparent °

gettling down in rates is not easily ac-
counted for, since they are still strongly
maintained in New York. 7The causes
that hamper the free movement of capital,
concerning which we wrole somewbat
fully a fortnight ago, must have more
weight presently than might have been
expected. DBut it is certain that with a
maintenance of high rates in New York,
which now seems more than; probable, our
market must respond more or less quickly.
At this time of the year we steadily im-

prove our balances abroad, by proceeds of -

our exports, and these will be allowed to
remain abroad since rates are more remu-
nerative than at home, .

Our reports of general business are on
the whole encouraging. There is nothing
transpiring to indicale that the steady
improvement in the commercial position
has received a check.

In New York the monetary position is
as we have already stated. Notwithw
standing a considerable influx of gold
from lurope, and. heavy payments by
the Treasury, the statement of the Asso-
ciated Danks for Saturday last show that

the surplus reserves (7. e. the cash held -

beyoud the legal miminum) have not in-
cressed. The fashion of making up these
accounts by taking the average of the
balances of each day of the week, instead
of showing the position at the close of
business every Salurday, may make them

somewhat misleading, but they cannot be-

far astrny. Exchange on New York at
inland points is still at a discount, show-
ing that there is a demand for currency
from the interior for handling the erops.
As far as the bank returns arcanindication
of the position, they show that the demand
for money is of legitimate and steady
character, which gives strongth to the
views a8 to the permanence of steady
rates mentioned ahove.

It is in the nature of things that a re-
turn of confidence should lead to an entire
reversal of the monetary position, Stocks
in last hands at all points have heen down
to the lowest possible quantities for some
time past, merchants supplying their wants
from day today. The mere stocking up
to the ordinary level, if at 2ll general;

“would lead 'to an enormous demand for
credit, and throughi those who credlt for

financial accommodation.

‘The sterling exchange market fluctuates
a good deal, but generally Keeps within
touch of the specie-importing pomt. Com-

mercial bills are not being offered to any
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extent, and the market for sterling is de-
void of any striking features.

Among the occurrences of last week the
disaster to the city of Charleston was the
most discussed. We need say nothing of
the details, which our readers have no
doubt gathered elsewhere. The occur-
rence has had no effect whatever on com-
mercial or inancial affairs,

The market in England, which had been
strengthened by the flurry in New York
and the demand for gold for export, has
again fallen away. Trade is so quiescent
that it seems impossible to maintain a
firm tone in the money market. The legi-
timate demand for capital is very light,
and in the face of a reserve not over
strong, with possible further withdrawals
of specie for Ameética, rates are steadily
sagging.

From the Ieonomists late artlc]e on
British crops for the year, we condense the
following as showing briefly the results of
its enquiry: “Wheat cannot come up to
average in yield; for although the ears are
fairly large and well-filled, . . .. there is
too great a preponderance of thin crops to
allow of a full all-round. average. As to
the deficiency, opinions recently varied
from two to four bushels per acre, . . . .
The unfavorable weather that has since
occurred may have caused a greater defi-
ciency. Barley, we believe, . . . . will be
about upto average in produce. Qats we
estimate at 4 to 6 bushels :under average;
boans at a bare average, taking winter and
spring varieties together; and peas at a
full average. Potatoes will probably turn
out over average if the disease does not in~
crease; root crops will be good; and un-
less a catastrophe occurs, there will be a
splendid yield of hops. The Agricultural
Returns for Great Britain show a decrease
of 192,000 acres in the wheat area Jt.is
year.”

THE TEA TRADE.

In connection with recent articles on
this subject, one point of considerable im-
portance was not referred to, the influence
of the trade winds, which bring sailing
vessels, direct from Northern Asiatic ports
to the straits of Juan de Fuca, the en-
trance lo Puget Sound. This circumstance
will be of great advantage to the Canadian
Pacific, as in order to fetch San Francisco,

vessels must square away and run an.

additional seven hundred miles, or so,
before reaching the Golden Gate. .

Those interested in the old trade routes
are becoming exercised over the proba-
bility that a large sbare of the merchan-
dise of China and Japan will reach. the.
United States by way of Montreal and St.
Paul and recent events certainly give them
every resson for serious. forebodings. . Cir-
cumstances strongly favor Chicago as a

rival tea auctlon market to New York-

and already several important sales have
taken place there since’ the opening of
traffic on the Northern Pacific and C. P. R.
Different teas are preferred in different
districts of the country and the great west
will hereafter find its wanis catered to at
Chicago where Japan tea will be chiefly
sold. The Cascade branch of the Northern

Pacific will be completed next summer to,
Tacoma, a port on the Pacific which will
be heard of ag a competitor to our own.
By these

ports on that distant const.
routes, tea will be laid down east of the
Mississippi, quicker and cheaper than via
Suez canal, San Franeisco or any other
way, and this great district will be practi-
cally independent of New York.

These new direct routes will lead to
another important change. Tormerly a
great deal of tea has been sent to Canada
from London, entailing extra commission

and other charges, equal to 1ic @ 2ic per’

1b., but a steamer which recently arrived at
New York had 7,000 pkes. of Ching tea for
Canada which will thus reach here with-
out going all the way to England. . Other
agencies will apprise their principals of
the fact and ask that consignments be

.sont direct so that they can meet the

lower prices likely to be offered. The
next step of practical interest to those en-
gaged in the tea trade in Canada will
probably be the inauguration of a steam-
ship service between Iong Kong, Yoko-
hama and Vancouver.

BRITISH WHEAT CONSUMPTION,
The continned reports of short crops and

decrensed wheat acreage in England have

formed one of the mosl stimulating factors
in maintaining the prices of our cereals,
and the statement that at least 152,000,000
hushols of foreign or colonial wheat would
be necessary to supply the British demand
without reducing existing reserve stocks,
has naturally had the eflect of giving o
firm tono to thie market, and of encourag-
ing our producers to hope for hetter prices
in the future.' But this estimate of Eng-
lish neods is baged upon the commonly
received tradition thalthe average require-
ments of Great Britain may be placed at
211,000,000 bushels per annuin, hoth good
and bad years, while a careful examing-
tion of the actual consumption for the past
fivo crop years, proves that althuugh the
avorago nctual supply has been 200,504,000
bughiels, the returns for the difierent years
ghow that, in threo of the years taken, the
figures have run helow two hundred mil-
lions of bushels.

The actual supply for the past five years,
tuking the present erop youar on the basis
of the 50 weeks already tabulated, is as
follows :—

At the same time the British agricultural
roturns show a steady decline in the acre-
age devoted to wheat, and -n consequent
diminution in the home production of that
corenl,  ‘I'ho subjoined tabloe gives the
acroage and yiold, Troland included, for
tha past threo years, from which it will be
seen that o decline of 7.8 por cent. in tho
acreage has taken place during tho present

yoar.

Tho yield of 1886 is of coiirse only an

estiindte ‘based upon the official'retuins of

the acfonge and Iato roports of condition,
and may naturally bo largely incrensed by

the favorable weather for maturing the
grain now prevalent on the other side.
Should these figures turn out correct, which
of course is open to much doiitbt when all
the circumstances are taken into consider-
ation, an amount of 152,120,000 hushels
must be imported to bring the yield up to
the estimated requirements of 211,000,000,
but, a8 the table of actual takings shows,
the {fluctuations hetween the requirements
of the various years are so marked that it
would be dangerous to assume positively
that the estimate is reliable, and possibly
ahout 140,000,000 bushels will be found to
be pearer the mark.

There is no doubt that sgricultural pro-
duction in Ingland is steadily decreasing,
tho ‘low prices which have prevailed for
some yoars past and the high rents exacted
by the owners of agricultural lund have
gradually discouraged the British farmer,
g0 that many farms are now devoted to
grazing and other pursuits which were
formerly given up to the production of
wheat. There huas been s large increuse
in unlet farm lands during the past vear,
and landlords complain bitterly of the
difficulty of leasing their farms to desirable
tenants at remunerative prices. All these
factors point to an increased demand for
foreign cereals, and now that the North-
west is becoming gradually settled, an in-
croasod outflow of Canadian wheat to meet
the improved demad on the other side
may be confidently predicted.

THE CONVENTION OF AGENTS OF
THE NEW YORK LIFE INSURANCE CO.
The convention of the Canadian agents of
the New York Lifo Insurance Co., held in this
city last week was attended by several pro-
minent officials of the company from New
York, Dr. Tuck, first vice-president, 3Mr.
George Thornton, assistant superiniendent,
and Mr. David Durke, managor for Canada,
being present at the mecetings.  The speeches
of Mr. Guitean, statistican of the company,
were most interesting and gave evidence of
the most painstaking nccuracy and rescarch.
In his lecture on the science and history of
life insurance, he showed that the company
had adopted the conservative principles of the
best English offices, whose ruling sentiment:
was caution, They made o practice of never
paying o dividend to a policy-holder uafil it
had been earned; this ensured undoubted
security to the company, and an instance of
the stability of the companies operated on
these lines is the old “ Equitable” of London,
the pioncer of life insurance companics, Al-
though 125 years old, this company is still as
prosperous as over without having paid a

‘commission to an agent for business. It has-

simply been teceiving premitums for ‘the in-
‘surauce of policy-holders. The Mutual Life
‘of Néw York originally ‘paid-Hividends by re-

‘vérdion, the iden of accimulitioh running |

through all its plans., The companics operat-

ing on this principle found themselves deriv-
ing profits from five sources; 1st, from the
actual mortality being considerably lower than
the death rate estimated by the theoretical
tables of mortality, which are the basis of life
insurance calculations; 2nd, the low rate of
expenses compared with the rate estimated;
3rd, the higher rate of actual interest received
above the per cent. expected ; 4th, from lapses,
aud 5th, from profits realized on sales of bonds
over cost price.

Proceeding to explain the modus operandi
of these mutual companies, he roferred to the
ruling practicé (or principlo) of loading tho
net premium sufficient for paying . expenses
and for meeting unforseen contingencies.
Mr. Guiteau thon spoke of the development of
the note system in life insurance, described as
aiming at giving the larpest amount of tem-
porary insurance for the least possible dis-
bursement on the part of the policy-holder ab
the beginning of the contract. Mr. Guiteau
here took occasion to pay a tribute to Mr.
Becrs, president of the New York Life, who
perfected tho system of Tontine, and whom
he deseribed as an educated mathematician of
the highest order. e then proceeded, with
the assistance of somo excellent diagrams,
prepared by himself, to show how time has
proved the soundmess of the principles of
Tontine and Limited Payment Policies of the
New York Life, as compared with the old
reversionary bonus and note systems. The
first diagram prepared from officinl figures,
showed the boom experienced by all Life
Insurance Companies at the time of, and
immediately subsequent to, the American
Civil War. He also displayed cleverly exe-
cutod diagrams, illustrating the progress and
present position of the sevoral large Ameri-
can Life Insurance Companies. Ho cxplained
that the New York Life accomplished this by
taking into consideration the fluctuations of
human life, in connection with its elaborate
gystems of endowments and annuities, com-
bined with Tontines. He quoted figures to
show that the majority of insurers pass the
age of 60 without a compotence, and that to
realiz¢ upon their insurance policies at that
age was a great advantage to the policy
holder, while the arrangement relieved the
company of an unnecessary life insurance
risk at the older ages. He described the
perfection of the New York Life's system,
the non-forfeiting Tontine plan, which he
compared against the old reversionary bonus
plan of the English companies. The secret
of the new approved and indisputably popu-
Inr systems is simply a more judicious way of
handling the dividends earned and applying
compound interest as an offset to the law of
mortality which increised in rate with the
-ago of the assured. :

Mr. Guiteaw delivered dn able address, dwel-
ling upon the rapid strides made by all
branches of commerce, and  especially that in
which the New York Life lns taken sucha
leading part. In drawing a comparison be-
tween the business done in former years by
the British comprnics, the speaker adduced
an array of figures whic}x_fnlly convinced his
hearers of the fact that seven or eight com-
panies now do as much business as all the
others combined. In the millions which they
distribute annually throughout the country
they have contributed an element of prosper-
ity which it is impossible to overrate. In
1865 thirty life insurance companies of New
York State had an income of over $18,000,000
& total insurance in force of $640,000,000, and
a surplus of $16,000,050. In 1885 twenty-
nine companies hed an income of $105,000.-
000, and disbursed over $47,000,000, paying
as cash dividends over $17,000,000, and have
o surplus of $92,000,000. During twenty-one
years over $500,000,000 has been paid to
policy holders for death claims, policies sur-
rendered, and cash dividends. These com-
panies have over $2,000,000,000 of outstand-
ing polieies. Leaving these enormous figures,
Mr. Guiteau proceeded to maintain that the
purposes of the New York Life, which steod
second to mone among companics, were to
provide for widows and children and also the
aged.  Lvery man in the community was
interested in this business of life insurance,
the cffects of which were felt in nearly every
home in the land. The principles involved
in life ingurance were of a high order, and not
based on selfishness but munificence. In the
ordinary run of life, when every other busi-
ness has fuiled, the life insurance policy re-
mains as a dependence and comfort for all.

not unlike Scotch goods in some respeets, are
pronovuced to be of excellent material. In
the same case the Yarmouth, N.S., Woollen
Xills Company arc also representeé, the goods
of the latter company embracing all the ord-
lnary {ypes of Canadian woolen tweed goods.

The adjoining exhibit of tlie Canada Cotton
Company is uncovered and may be examined
with freedom by visitors, this exposure of
their goods is au exacting test, and is good
evidence of the staying qualities of the dyes
used by the Company, as dust and contact
with the air leave their colors untarnished.
This exhibit embraces cotton tweeds in a
variety of colors as stout «. tuey are pure in
make. It may be, as has been said by some

who have examined shis and similar exhibits

in the Canadian scction, that the goods are
too “harsh” for the English market—in
other words, that the manufacturers have not
sncrificed the strength and durability of the
fabric for the seke of & soft face. This, how-
ever, i8 hardly {o.their discredit. On the
south side of the gallery.the same Company
hag an exhibit of servicesble linings, ging-
hams, jacquard work, colored flannels, grey

‘tweeds and cotton blankets, the last being of

vxcellent make snd frequently claesed ny
woolen goods by visitors. Also occupying a
leading place iun its clags of exhibits is the case
of Messrs, William Parks & Son, of St. John,
N.B, containing knitting cottons and yarns,
checked shirtings, golatea stripes and cotton
tweeds, all of superior quality and excellent
design. It i8 only just to say here that the
Messrs, Parks have mado considerable progress
in manufacture since sending the above
samples. The illustrated and other advertis-
ing pages of the Jounsat, or CoxMERCE con-
tinue to receive earncst attention from Eng-
lish and foreign visitors.

The English apple crop, according {o late
advices, is likely to ‘be the smallest for many
years, and this is expected.to lead to a larger
export from Canada than ever. The yield on
the continent will also be light. A Ieading
English firm writes :—#In the southern and
eastern counties, where the largest quantity
and finest fruit is grown, the reports are the
worst. Prospects for shipments froin America
and Canada may, therefore, be considered un-
usually good, ag all supplics must be drawn
from thercafter Scptomber. But the quantity
now grown is so large thab the deficiency can
be probably filled without any materisl ad-
vance in prices. Too much importance is
often given to the failure of the English crop.
The advantages to American growers from
such failure consists in giving an outlet for
the surplus, rather ‘than in any material en-
hancement of prices. It is also necessary to
correct a wrong impression which exists, that
inferior and badly packed fruit will sell well
in seasons of scarcity in England. It may
occasionally happen that such shipments will
do well, but the chance is very small, and not
worth the risk. Packing and shipping apples

“acrosg tho Allantic requires great attention

and careful selection of ‘the fruit, and the

" coming season affords a fivorable opportunity

for those acquainted with the business to

obtain satisfactory results. - English require~’
ments will be large, but it s also probable

that the supply will be ample, and fruit land-
ing inferior ‘and in poor condition can only
leave & lovs to all comcerned, Newtown
pippius appear to be gradually deteriorating.
in quality, and in the past few years very few
really choice have arrived. For this reason
the high prices formerly obtained are rarely
realized. An.inferior article will not pass as
o substitute, and has to be sold, except when
very scarce, at under the rates for good Bald-
wins and greenings. The fotal imports of
apples into England from the United States,
Canada and Nova Scotin, during the past
seagon, were 898,600 bhls. Of these 606,900
bbls. were received at Liverpool, 176,000 bbls,
at Glasgow, and 91,700 bbls. at London, For
the seagon of 1884-85 the total imports 835,
606 Ubls.; 1883-84, 81,532 bbls.; 1882-83,
400,000 bbls. ; 1881-82, 235,000 bbls. ; 1880-
81, 1,330,000 bbls. Shipments of early apples
are recommended to be pushed forward as
soon as possible, and shippers are reminded
that superior, well-packed fruit always com-
mand the preference. :

A netury has just been published in the
form of a Parlirmeniary pnper, giving details
of tho progress of British merchant shipping,
The return compriges o series of tables,
twenty-nine in number, and -containing vari-
ous facts us to the nambers, tonnage, equip-
ment and trade of British mercantile vessels,
both ssiling and steam, as compared with the
merchant fleets of foreign countries, and
carrying in many cases the comparison from
as far back as 1840 at intervalg up to the
present time. Of these tables, the most in-
teresting is that which gives the tonnage of
the merchant navics of the British Kmpire,
the United Kingdom, the other principal mar-
time countries of Europe and the United
States in each of the years 1820, 1839, 1840,
1860, 1860, 1870, 1875 to 1884, and in five
cases to the yenr 1885. These figures show that
the tonnage of merchant navy of the British
Empire, which amounted in 1820 to 2,648,593
tons, had increased in 1885 £0 9,314,496 tons.
There is in the table but one other record
that rivals in completeness that given for the
British Ewmpire. This return is for Bremen,
and givea the tonnage of the Free City'’s
navy for each of the periods mentioned above
from 1820, when it amounted to 17,283 tons,
to 1884 when it was 319,465, The mercantile
navy next in importance to that of England is
the Norwegian, which fn 1830 registered 169;,-

with 576,476 tons in 1830, and 1,304,221 tons
in 1884, The total German Empire shows

The average yield for Ontario tlns year is
seh down at 20.4 bushels per acre. In the
London district, says’ the Free Press, the ave-
rage will be 22 bushels, The average per
aore lnst yenr for the whole Province was 24.5
bushels, The highest American record that
cume near Ontario lust year was the State of
Michigan, which had an average of twenty
bushels to the acre. Again in 1882 Ontario
had an average of 26.3 bushels to {he acre,
an against the highest in the United States of
17.8 ; this was Michigan agnin. Not only do
wo lead every State in the American Union
in the avernge production of wheat, but in
other cereals, except corn. There are not n
few Ontario firmers who can houst of grow-
ing forty and forty-five bushels of wheat to
tho nero year after year. And their success,
no doubt, is due to the care bestowed upon
their fields in the way of drainage, thorough
enlture and o libernl supply of plant food.
Much more ean be done and Onlario farmers
onght not {o remain satisfiecd uniil they reach
the Inglish average of 29 bushels to the acre.

A New combination composed of all the
principnt  gunpowder manufacturers of the
country hns just been formed in Now York.
TFor somo time past, there has been a disnse
trous price cutting practised among manu-
faclurers through their agents. There had
been previous to this lack of ofiicial control,
1 combipation of manufacturers, This com-
bination issued a circular stating the maxi-
mum price. The miminum price was just
what individual dealers saw fit to make it.
Such o combination was of no practical value,
and only held together for a short time. The
cireulnr issued by the present combination
differs from that of the former, Instead of
mapking alfixed maximum price they have
wade a fixed miminum price, above which a
company may ges What they can, but below
which no company may go. 'The prices fixed
Ly the combination differ slightly in different
sections of the country, owing to better facili-
ties of shipping, ete, and cireulars prepared
under officinl supervision were sont by tho
manufactnrers to  their agents, to be sub-
circulnted o sub-ngents.

Corrox aNxp Woot.—Cotton manufacturers
are not a little exercised over the near futuve
of the raw wmaterial. The low figures pre-
vailing for some time past, are not, it is sup-
posed, likely to be prolonged. Theligh price
of wool cannot fail to have gome influence.
Before the recent rise there was little to tempt
mannfacturers to mix waterinls, eapecially in

Canadian goods in which people, however
{olerant of British or foreign unioms, will
8carcely look upon anything that is not
honestly “all wool” Now, however, the
wide difference in the values of both materinls
is not unlikely to lend to a compromise, and
this may naturally be expected to have its
respective inflaence. It is rather anomalous
that the prices of tweeds for future delivery
have not been materially affected by the ad-
vance in wool. Prices for the carrent year
in domestics are, on the whole, about twenty
cents per yard less than for the year previous,
the avernge being estimated at 53 and 74 cents
respectively.

Tux Rovan Inssmaner Co.—The abstract
from the annual report of the Royal Insurance
Co,, on anolher page, will be read with much
interest. As remarked by the London Review,
the report is, to some extent, n curiosity, for
“it, shows at once decreased fire premiums,
and a large increase in profits” The sub-

The Chairman in moving the adoption of
the report, said :—Under all the circumstances
of continued depression of trade, from which
insurance companies do not escape, it must be
agreeable to you to receive tho same dividend
as last year, with o marked inerease of the
sum to the credit of profit and loss. I might
well leave the matter in your hands without
further observation. I do not know that I
can explain ‘more clearly to you than is done
in the report. what is the present position of
the Royal Insurance Company, but [ will do
my best to that end. Our fire fund and our
reserve fund remain the same, and the con-
flagration fund, as a matter of course. We do
not think it necessary to add anything to
these accounts, which stand precisely as they
did last year, except that the values of our
assets in o moderate  degree are increased;
but we add a very considerable additional sum
to the credit of profit and loss. With regard
ta the present year, I may inform you that we
are in a fair position up to the present time,
but I do not wish to give you an iden that we
shall be more sucéessful than we were last
year, It is desirable sometimes to look back
upon what we bave done on previous occa-
stons, Last year, in addressing you, I made

special reference to the generally unfavorable’

character: of the insurance business for the
previous twelve months. But I had at the
snme time the satisfaction of reporting that

. the business of the first six months we had

then entered upon was more encouraging.
We had then a slight reduction of business
and a great reduction of losses. The report
of the business for the whole of that year
(1885) is now in the hands of the share-
holders, and they will have observed that the
opinion expressed of the business of the first
six months may now also be applicd to the
whole year. We have a slight reduction of
revenue, but with it so satisfactory a reduction
of loss that the fire profit is, £93,725 better
than that of 1884. Yor the first six months
of this year (188G) we are going on satisfac-
torily.

The cattle situation has not improved to any
extent, but the cables indicate that better
markets are anticipated for prime animals.

For freight space
firmer rates are asked, but not paid, the range
being 40s /@ 50s. The market for export cat-
tle has ruled quiet and lower, although offer-
ings have been light.
