Ax illustration of the constantly increasing
outlay required in maintaining a first clais
raiilway is seen in the fiet that the Pennsyl-
vania railroad company is removing many of
its iron bridges and ropiniug them vith stone
structures, on accountof the steafdily increas-
ing weight of their locomotives.

F. F. KiaitizrTncK, grocer, of Killarney,
Man., has assigned with liabilities of $2,400,
and assets nomainally $3,000. Ilecamne fron
Peterboro', and was formnerly in the employ of
the Hudsonu - i3y Co., which vas all the busi-
ness expérience he had. Re only started last
fuil with a small stock, and did only a snall
trade.

Tis Halifax sugar rofinery, wlhich recently
stopped workling, is situated at Woodside,
Dartmouth, opposite falifax. It is not to bc
confounded with the Nova Scotia Refinery
which is la IIalifax city but whiei is now in
good working order. A third Halifax Re-
finery is located on the North-West Arm,
about two miles froen the City.

Tus following general managers of some of
the leading British Insurance Companles-have
been recently visiting their. agencies in Cau.

TRADE PROSPECTS.
Probably at ne period within the past

decade Is the commercial horizon, figura-
tively speaking, been se clear and promis-
ing. Froi all the more imuportant branches
of trade the reports of present business
and the anticipations for the coming seasion
are bright and confident, and there seems
no reason to doubt that, altoiough nothing
approaching a boon can. be chronicled-
which, hoewever,is nut at ail desirable-we
are on the ove of a revival of commercial
prosperity, and that the diys of business
depression have been left behind, at ail
events for a season. The average mercan-
tile uan is 4t constitutionai grumbler, prob-
ably from mere force of habit like the
average farmier, but on all hands it is
granted, aithough somewhat grudgingly,
that the past season's business has betn
abovo the average, and that the uutlook i r
the coming months is even more enîcourag-
mlg.

Taking first our manufactures, it is only
necessary te consuilt lhat, one miglht almost
say, infalhble commercial baroneter, the
stock list, te see how this class of securities
has adviaiced in vaile, a result net due en-
tirely te the formation of the recent much-
abused cotton combination, any more
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than the advance in bank stocks is due-
to the alleged conibination among a cer-
tain triumvirate of brokers, but a natural
sequence rather of the improved condition
of trade generally. The cotton mills freed
froin the destructive effects of indiscrim-
inate cutting, excessive discounts and the
other evil effects of unrestrained competi-
tion, are now once more on a sound com-
mercial basis, and the steady appreciation
in the value of their securities is rather
the legitimate expression of this fact than
a more speculative inflation. Frzm the
woollen mills encouraging reports are
beard, many mills announcing the receipt
of orders heyond their capacity, and
though this is said by the trade to lie
essentially a fine gonds season, the mills
running on other grades have shared in
the general prosperity.

The inarket for our ouly textile material,
wool, is firm and advancing, and although
from the nature of this season's cloths,
Canadian fleece wools have been some-
what neglected, pulled wools have been
bought up as fast as they appeared in the
market, while the imports of Australian
aud Cape, though fully up to the average,
have been readily disposed of at harden-
ing prites. A bealthy feature of the wool
market is the tendency towards shortening
the periods of paynent, wool which hit
year sold at four and six months' date, he-
ing now purchased at thirty or sixty days'
time, or in many instances for prompt
cash.

I the wbolesale dry goods trade a
pretty general feeling of satisfaction over
the past season's trade is observable, and
the coming season is looked forward to
with confidence. Prices are steady, and
according to the statement of a leading
merchant, it is the first season for eight or
nine years that goods when delivered
could not be bought for less than the price
at which they were originally ordered.
This fact gives confidence to the purchaser
that the fabries are worth the full price he
paid for them, and tends towards main-
taining a steady confident tone among the
trade. The failures, so f ar at ail events as
the Province of Quebec is concerned, have
been few and unimportant, and remittances
appear to have been somewhat above the
average, and certainly tietter than last
year. The kindred lines of millinery and
fancy goods report a prosperous season, ac-
cording to some leading bouses, the bost
for nany years. Although in some cases
the tide of popular fancy bas not exactly
run in the channels expected, stocks ap-
pear to have been well sold out, and but
few summer goods remain te be held over
for another season.

The jeiNellery trade look forward to a
good season, and it is apparent that the
niiinber Of people baving nioney to spend
outside of their actual necessities is largely

on the increase. There is more demand
for expensive lines both in jewellery and
fancy goods, and though many purchasers,
mindful of the times of depression from
which we are bappily emerging, still cal] for
cheap lines, the tendency is decidedly to-
wards high-priced goods. Novelties especi-
ally are called for, and the bouse showing
the largest number of artistic novelties is
the house that does the tade.

The wholesale clothing bouses are ail
doing well, the opening of the Canadian
Pacific Railway bas opened a new market
for the wares of this most enterprising and
far-reaching branch of commerce, and the
eagerness and promptitude with which it
has been seized upon, and the volume of
goods already dispatched to the Pacifie
coast, show that its value is fully appre-
ciated in the trade.

Leather, we can only say appears to
hold its own, no increase in prices can be
chrouicled, and only a fair trade is doing,
but this month it is expected will witness
a change, and if present anticipations are
realized, it is hoped a good month's busi
noss will resuit. The boot and shoe houses
are full of orders, and are ail on full time,
and conseqnently their prosperity must re-
act upon the leather men.

Last, but by no means least, the enor-
mous increase in the traflie receipts of the
two great trunk lines forms an excellent
criterion of the increased volume of traffie
passing over their respective lines, while
the action of the.Grand Trunk Railway in
replacing the reduced wazes of their em-
ployés on the old basis bas added to the
purchasing power of a mat erial proportion
of our population, and bas had a stimulat-
ing effect on the retail trade generally.
The swelling of the advertising pages of
the JofliunÀL or COmmaEN during the pro-
sent year is also'no mean indication of
the healthy revival in trade, while its in-
creased circulation is an evidence of a
greater number of business men in the
country.

These, of course, form only a few of the
many profitable avenues of commerce
open to the Canadian business man, but
we select them as typical of the stead'y
recovery of trade froin its lowest point of
depression. It is apparent to everyone
that the corner bas been turned, that the
commerce of the country is now once more
on the upward road, and that though wve
are far from predicting a boom, every in-
dièation points to a steady improvement in
ail mercantile interests.

BANKING STATISTICS.
-The Trade Review bas undertaken to in-

struct the mercantile community in al the
hidden mysteries of the financial position
of the country, a very praiseworthy enter-
prise indeed, and ofie in whièh we wish it
all success. It starts off on its educational

career by a vigorous effort: te make up for
the laziness or want of ime in the'many
who for these causes do not dive into blue
books and official statements of banks;
but the conclusions it evolves from its re-
searches are certainly novol and ingenious,
too much so, we fear, to enlighten the
ignorance of which it complains, of course
in other people. No wonder our friends of
the Gazette criticize this new critic, but in
doing so, even that great authority slops
about in a very uncertain way.

It is, however, quite competent tu see
the grose absurdity of the Review's tbeory
that because the banks hold $104,000,000
of deposits there is that amount of money
idle in the country, although instead of
showing simply that the banks have em-
ployed, in Canada, ail their Capital, Rest,
deposits and circulation, except sonie $18,-
000,000 in cash (gold and Dominion notes)
and about $15,000,000 held in foreign
countries, it wanders about in a maze of
theory about the proportion of loans, capi-
tal, and BO on.

What the Revicw menus by the "sloven-
liness of the active accounts of the banks "
ve cannot fathom, but it writes in a sloven-

1y way of the capital " fixed by permanent
investors," the paid-up capital, as sone-
thing different from deposits. The paid-up
capital and deposits ail go into a common
fund, used in the discount-of bille, held as
cash reserves, &c. The truth is that the
Liabilities side does not show what " capi-
tal" we have at ail, but merely from what
sources it bas come. The assets are the
capital, representing the stock paid in, the
moneys deposited, the funds derived froin
circulation, &c. Before one sets up as a
public instructor in finance, a principle so
fundamental should be well understood.

On the point as to what additional
amount of money could 'bu loaned by the
banks, the Rcview is hopelessly at soa, the
Gaze also to a less extent. The fornier
thinkk the hanks could at any moment
lend $25,000,000, but from vhat source ?
They inust keep some cash reserves
against their deposits and circulation; how
much less than the $18,000,000 could they
do with, or should they have ? Their for-
cign balances could no doubt be drawn
borne, but we may be sure they are not
lying idle. Even if they were, how mucl
of them would it be safe to invest in com-
mercial bills ? At the end of June the
banks showed deposits and circulation
amounting to $141,000,000, on which the
cash and net foreign balances altogether
form but a reasonable roserve.

The difliculty which the Réview lias in
understanding the respective figures .fdr
"Notes and cheques of other banks a and
"Due to other banks in Canada," and why
these do not exactly agree, would not be
much of a difiiculty to an ordini'ry junior
bank-clerk, fr be would appreelate that
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baks cannot possibly know what other
banks hold of their notes and cheques, and
tierefore show their liability therefor un-
der circulation and deposits.

Tle (hor/ce
ii its atnxioty to mltako a point for thle
national policy (so we read it) enters into
Ia long dissertation on foreign exchanges
and the balance of trade, to illustrate the
position, bat it is really very simîple. If
every baik whici overdrew in England
mande it, a Ipoint to remtit an equal ainount
to New York, or vice versa, and if they
stLartd on tis course with accottnts
squared, ti balance due to and front
fioreign agonts would renmaitin on an etjnality;
blit they do nt.

Stch things are always profitable,
even if tbey only expose the writor's want
ofr kiiowledge, for knowledge of our failings
is Lte first stop) to tieir cure.

CUSTOMS AFFAl RS,
As far as wa can henni few will ba dis-

posed to find faultt wilhi lte Custoins oflicer
who closed a recent research inîto the
aLbLirs of the fruit trade in \ontreal by
Laring into fragients te traitorous in-
voicos whiclh lie discovercd in the course
or his investigations. Wiere all or nearly
all wore concerned no ane could coiplain
of sutch troutmtetit, alttoughi it is possible
and avait probable that with Lteir sub-
s041oit axporience, li officor and teic
Governnmnt wotuld ntt bc disposed to act
in so unîsel lisht a imtainer wre a similar
circmnistance again presented. TlIe gren
fruit trade is exceptionzal bacauise of the
parishable nature of tie gonods; the mîarket
prico of tlie article tit ithe place of produc-
Lion may have but a sorry compitaleeit
wlien it arrives ltt ils destination. It is
lowever gecerally tunderstood thbat tha
bung-htolo is now all'tuallyciasod, and
thatL tue contral Governmnit shlitl hience-
forth, iow and forever receive its dio siare
of tha tax imlîposed upon the Canadiai
consumtitlion of Lte products of Uncle San's
friuit-gardan.,

The absurd side of the b usines wus

well Shown a few days ago by lte seizlire
of a couple of lundred dollars worth of
shoes consigned ta one of the leading
wlolosale houses in the city. The ship-
ment consisted of two cases, respectively
valuîed at $150 and $200. By some inat-
tantion tite invoice of the former case was
givei or substituted for the latter. ''he
goods were declared subject to seizure,
and the intimation of the oficer in reply
to L reoostranco of bbc firm-wlose
character is beyond the remîotest suspicion
-is stated ta have been, anong other
things, that the salaries are'so low that lie
could not af'ord ta lot sueh an opportunity
pass. A further remonstrance and expla-
nationt adtdressed to Ottawa resulted in a
reloase of the goods.

Certain departinotts of the hardware
trade have for sone timae becn receiving
attention at the hands of tie service, and
investigations are being made at home
and abroad which would seem to warrant
teh belief that in the opinion of the Gov-
eriitent all is not well. However it may
eventuate, the department will have some
difliculty in convincing importers that
suci over-zeal tends ta the improvement
of trade wliatever efect iL may have upon
the revenue. Tie Governent can ascer-
tain ta a fair degrea of nicety wihat propor-
tion of revenue is lost, by a little calcula-
tian based on the figures in the trade and
navigation returns. The estimate recently
iiazîarded by a well kiown offlicer of the
service-that fulliy one-third of our itm-
ports escaLpo frce of duty--is still adlered
to. As a corollary, soie of our inparta-
tions wouid seett to be taxed too iigh,
that is, if te tarifflis one for revenue pur-
poses onîly.

Nature nover forgives any violation of
lier liws ; and the Departnent is alnost
natural in its character. The heavy for-
foiture and expenses resulting frin one of
the saddest disclosures in thic history of
Canadiatin trade would appear ta most ien,
even to soime corporations, to he stuflicient
punislmient for the crime, but we featr it
docs not seol go to te powers tiat be.
There is same reason to inter titat fite
desire of one of the chief actors it tlie
drtiaa to gel rostored to place, nay b
soinewlat ridoly interrupted bofore lte
aiccompilihentt dhis purpose. 'W regret
lic appetrance of the cloud. Tliat is not a
paternal wisdoin which seeks to ptiisht with
suîch rolentless endeavor-little tiotght
the rncent conduct of tihose Who are ta be
Lt victimuts tmaiîy calI for condolence. li-
porters whiose sw'orn statemîents have been
proven ta b wlolesalo perjuries, are not
likely ta mlake any capital out of assertions
concerning titis or itat persoi, though they
liad avait te -inerest iota of truith for a
foundation-yhaich they have not-for
surely people inust believe that their wvords
are lo botter than their oatths.

AT H-O107E AND ABROAD.

The condition of the local money mar-
ket is a shade easier, or rather, is one of
less expectancy of higher rates than when
we last wrote, and as a consequence the
'bull' side of the local stock market is
more confident than ever. This apparent
settling down in rates is not easily ac-
counted for, since they are still strongly
naintained in _New York. The causes
that hamper the free movement of capital,
concerning which we vrote somewhat
fully a fortniglt ago, must have more
weight presently than night have been
expected. But it is certain that with a
maintenance of high rates in New York,
which now seems more than probable, our
market must respond more or less quickly.
At this time of the year wve steadily im-
prove our balances abroad, by proceeds of
our exports, and these will be allowed to
remain abroad since rates are.more remu-
nerative than at home.

Our reports of general business are on
the whiole encouraging. There is nothing
transpiring ta indicate that the steady
improvement in the commercial position
has received a check.

In New York the nonetary position is
as we have already stated. Notwith-
standing a considerable influx of gold
from Europe, and heavy paynents by
the Treasury, the statement of the Asso-
ciated banks fur Saturday last show that
the surplus reserves (i. e. the cash held
beyond the legal mimintum) have not in-
croased. The fashion of making up these
accounts by taking the average of the
balances of each day of the week, instead
of showing the position at the close of
business every Saturday, inay make them
sonewbat, misleading, but they cannot be
far astray. Exchange on New York at
inland points is still at a discount, show-
ing that there is a demand for currency
froni the interior for handling the crops.
As far as the bank returns are an indication
of the position, they show that the demand
for money is of legitinate and steady
character, which gives strength to the
views as to the permanence of steady
rates mentioned aboya.

IL is in the nature of things that a re-
turn of confidence should lead to an entire
reversal of the monetary position. Stocls
in last hands at all points have been down
to the lowest possible quantities for some
ine past, muerchants supplying their wants'

fron day to day. The mere stocking up
ta the ordinary level, if at all general;
would lead'to an enormous deinand for
credit, and through those who credit, for
financial accommodation.

The sterling exchange market fluctuàtes
a good deal, but generally keeps within
touch of the specie-importing point. Com-
mercial bils are not being offered to any

extent, and the market for sterling is de-
void of any striking features.

Among the occurrences of last week the
disaster te the city of Charleston was the
iost discussed. We need say nothing of
the details, which our readers have no
doubt gathered elsewhere. The occur-
rence has bad no effect whatever on com-
mercial or ifnancial affairs.

The market in England, which had beeu
strengthened -by the fiurry in New York
and the demand for gold for export, bas
again fallen away. Trade is so quiescent
that it seemas impossible to maintain a
firm tone in the money market. The legi-
timate demand for capital is very light,
and in the face of a reserve not over
strong, with possible further withdrawals
of specie for Amè'ica, rates are steadily
sagging.

From the Eeononit's late article on
British crops for the year, we condense the
following as showing briefly the results of
its enquiry: Wheat cannot come up to
average in yield; for although the ears are
fairly large and well-filled, . . . there is
too great a praponderance of thin crops to
allow of a full al-round. average. As to
the deficiency, opinions recently varied
from two to four bushels per acre. . . . .
The unfavorable weather that has since
occurred may have caused a greater defi-
ciency. Barley, we believe, . . . . will be
about up to average in produce. Oats we
estimate at 4 to 6 bushels 'under average;
boans at a bare average, takingvinter and
spring varieties together; and peas at a
full average. Potatoes will probably turn
out over average if the disease does not in-
crease; root crops will be good; and un-
less a catastrophe occurs, there will be a
spilendid yield of hops. The Agricultural
Returns for Great Britain show a decrease
of 192,000 acres in the wheat area Itis
year."

THE TEA TRADE.
Iii coninection with recent articles on

this subject, one point of considerable im-
portance was not referred to, the influence
of the trade winds, which bring sailing
vessels, direct from Northern Asiatie ports
te the straits of Juan de Fuca, the en-
trance to Puget Sound. This circuinstance
will be of great advantage to the Canadian
PacHic, as in order to fetch San Francisco,
vessels must square away and run an,
additional seven hundred milee, or se,
before reaching the Golden Gate.

Those interested in the old trade routes
are becoming exercised over the proba-
bility that a large sbare of the merchan-
(lise of China and Japan will reach the
United States by way of Montreal and St
Paul and recent events certainly give them
avery reason for serious. forebodings. Cir-
cumstances strongly favor Chicago as a
rival tea auction market to New. Yor-

and already saveral important sales have
tak en place there since' the opening of
traffic on the Northern Pacifie and C. P. lÈ.
Different teas are preferred in different
districts of the country and the great west
will hereafter find its wants catered te at
Chicago where Japan tea will be chiefiy
sold. The Cascade branch of the Northern
Pacifie will be completed next summer to
Tacona, a port on the Pacifie which will
be heard of as.a competitor te our own.
ports on that distant coast. By these
routes, tea will be laid down east of the
Mississippi, quicker and cheaper than via
Suez canai, San Francisco or auy other
way, and this great district will be practi-
cally independent of New York.

These new direct routes will lead te
another important change. Formerly a
great deal of tea bas been sent te Canada
from London, entailing extra commission
and other charges, equal te lic @ 2½c par
lb., but a steamer which recently arrived at
New York had 7,000 pkgs. of China tea for
Canada which will thus reach here with-
out going ail the way te England. . Other
agencies will apprise their principals of
the fact and ask that consignments be
sent direct so that 'they. eau meet the
lower prices likely te ne offered. The
next stop of practical interest to those en-
gaged in the tea tiade in Canada will
probably be the inauguration of a steam-
ship service between Hong Kong, Yoko-
hama and Vancouver.

FALL TOILETS.
Now that the hunting season is coming

on the question of riding habits comes te
the front and it is curious to notice the
modifications and improvements intro-
duced into this garment partly by the.
practical common sense of the rising gen-
eration and partly from the influence of
the present tailor made cloth suits. It is
only a few years ago since the skirts of
riding habits were made outrageously
long and had a deep hem loaded with
shot or weights te keep it down, which
flapped against the horse's legs and drove
nervpus, excitable animals almost wild.
Common sense indicated the -graduaIl
shortening of the garment and as soon
as the knee" gore was invented it was
found that a short skirted habit was just as
comfortable and far more practical than
the long skirt of former years.

New fashionable habits are nowmade
et venètian or corkscrew diagonal cloths in
black, dark blue, dark green and, more
rarely, in deep chocolate. The bodice,
tiglit fitting, is finisbed with a turn down
abawl collar, stitched ail round, with which
anu inside standing collar of white linen,
piqué or striped silk ca ho worii. Many
fashionable lines have white waistcdats
let in but as yet,' o far as Canada is cn-
cerned, the plain bodice bas been proferred.

'The sleeves are plain, eut a little open at
the wrist and finished with two buttons in
masculine style. The front of the bodice
has fiat buttons, usually covered in dia-

.gonal cloth and buttoned as close as the
buttons can be placed to one another.
There j la no seam in the back and the
postilion is sharply defined and very short
over the hips. The skirt is finished on a
silk yoke, the hem being three to four
inches deep, and the chamois lined riding
trousers7button at the ancle with five
buttons. A high silk hat is usually worn
with these habits, though a high-crowned
derby is preferred by soma ladies; the new
conical silk hats bats having a broad band
of ribbon fastened in front with a bow or
buckle bave also many admirers as they
are so becoming, and for young misses
jockey caps are often worn. Gauntlets are
always worn and in whips the crop bas
superseded the dainty jewelled toys for-
merly carried by horsewomen. These crops
are made preferably of holly or lancewood
finished with English walnut la oxidised
silver.

The run on tailor made suits still con-
tinues and will doubtless attain larger
dimensions in the ensuing colder weather
in spite of the vigorous opposition, of the
dressmaking interests. Of course during
the summer months they could not gain
much ground as the light fabrica and
cashmeres ruling for the sumier season
could not be made up in that style, but
now that heavy cloths can soon bc 'worn
the demand for tailor made suits is steadi-
ly rising. The charge of having a mascu-
line appearance has been effectually dis-
posed of by the introduction of braiding
and now that new styles having beautiful
and elaborate designs in standing russia
braid of self or contrasting colors have
been introduced, the charge of manunish-
ness can be no longer upheld. The cry of
their extra weight and consequent injury
to the health of the wearer lias been ren-
dered futile by making them up on silk
foundations. Gayor colors too have pro-
vailed recently, dark scarlet or maroon
made up in patrol style having been shown
among the other sample toilets. The skirt
is made in single box plaits, on a silk
foundation, tlie panels braided with Hua-
garian knots. The jacket and standing
collar are also braided in the sane style,
the side seams are marked out with braid,
and the centre of the postilion lias an
Hungarian knot. yn plain cloths, tweeds,
or diagonals, the newest styles run te
single-breasted habit bodices having nu-
merous buttons placed as close as possible
down the front, the collar is turned down
and' the edges double-stitched, and the

nnuai postihon back is used. «The skirt
has full box plaits at the side, and bas a
long panel overskirt full draped àt the
back. Hair stripes are very fashionable
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but require to be selected with great
caution as they are most trying to the
figure and therefore ouly appropriate to
those whon nature lias been kind to in
this respect. Some of those suits.lhave
already been made in white cloths for
lawn tennis or boating wear and it is said
an effort will be made te introduce them
for street wear but in view of the ierishi-
able, easily soiled, nature of the material
it is douubtful if thoy will ever become
popular, at all avents iot so late in the
soason as this.

BRtITISHl WIHEAT CONSUMTION.
Tho coitinned reports of short crops and

dci1reaîsed wheat acrcage in Eingland have
fornod one of the iost stiiulating factors
in, maintaining the prices of our coreals,
and the statement that at least 152,000,000
huslels of foreigu or colonial whioat would
bu necessary to suipply the Britishl demand
witloit roducing oxistinig roserve stocks,
lias nîaturally hîad the ef'ect of giving a
firrn tone to the market, and of ecourag-
iig our producers to hope for better prices
in tle future. 1 But this estiiate of Eng-
lisli needs is based upoin the commnonîly
received tradition lhat tle average require-
nionts of Great Britain imay bo placed at
211,000,000 hushels per aninum, both good
and had years, whilo a carofuîl oxaIllina-
tiîon of the aetial consumînption for the past
five crop years, proves that althoughl the
averago actualI suipply alis bueen 209,504,000
buslels, the rotuns for the difirent years
show talit, in throo of the years taken, the
figures have runi below two huîndred mil-
lions of buuslols.

The actual supply for the past five years,
taking .lie prescit crop year on the basis
of the 50 weeks already tabulated, is as
follows:-

Tlis tal)lo shows that the averago for
tho past five years lias been 209,50-1,231
bushels, and Mhro soeuis to bo no prospect
of ils being exc(edud iIn the present season.

At the saine timo the British agricultural
roturnis show a steady decline in the acre-
ago devoted to whleat, and -a ccnsequeit
dimlinution in the homte production of tlat
coreal. he subjoinîed table gives the
ilcrongo and yiold, Ircland included, for
the past threc yeurs, froin which it will b
scoon thiit a decline of 7.8 per cent. il the
acreage lins taken place during the present
year.

The yiold of 1886 le of cotirse onY an
estiiuate based uîpoîî tle olloiabretuirn of
tli alereage and laito reports of condition,
and nay iaturally be largely increased by

the favorable wveather for maturing the
grain now prevalent on the other side.
Should these figures turn out correct, which
of course is open to much doibt when all
the circumstances are taken into consider-
ation, an amounit of 152,120,000 bushels
must be imported to bring the yield up to
the estimuated requirements of 211,000,000,
but, as the table of actual takings shows,
the fluctuations between the requirements
of the varions years are so marked that it
would be dangerous to assume positively
that the estimate is reliable, and possibly
about 140,000,000 bushels will bu found to
bc nearer the mark.

There is no doubt that agricultural pro-
duction in England is steadily decreasing,
the low prices which have prevailed for
sone years past and the high rents exacted
by the owners of agrieultural land have
gradually discouraged the British farmer,
so that many farina are now devoted to
grazing and othor pursuits which were
formerly given up to the production of
wheat. Thore has been a large increa.se
in unlet farn lands during the past year,
and landlords complain bitterly of the
di fliculty of leasing tlieir farms to desirable
tenants at remlunerative prices. Ail these
factors point to an increased demand for
foreign cereals, and now that the North-
west ls becoming gradually settled, an in-
creased outflow of Canadian wheat to meet
the inproved demaiid on the other side
mny be confidently predicted.

Tg CONVENTION OF AGENTS OF
THE NEW YORK LIFE INSURANCE 00.
The convention of the Canadian agents of

the New York Life Insurance Co., leld in this
city last weck was attended by several pro-.
minîent oflicials of the company from New
York, .Dr. Tuck, first vice-president, Mr.
George Thornton, assistant superintendent,
and Mr. David B3urke, manager for Canada,
being present at the meetings. The speeches
of Mr. Guiteau, statistican of the company,
were most interesting and gave evidence of
the mnost painstaking accuracy and rescarch.
[n his lecture on the science and history of
life insurance, le showed that the conipany
ha. d adopted the conservative principles of the
best English offices, whose ruling sentiment,
was caution. They made a practice of never
payiiig a dividend to a policy-holder until it
hald been earned; this ensured undoubted
security to the comapany, and au instance of
the stability of the companies operated on
these lines is the old I Equitable " of London,
the pioncer of life insuranco conpanies. AI-
thouigh 125 years old, this company is still as
prosperous as ever ivthout hàiving paid a
comniission to au agent for business. It bis
simply been receiving premiuns for 'the In-
surance of policy-boldcrs. Thie Mutual Life

,of New York originally paitl dividdnds by re-
vèricu, the idea of accumulhtioh rtinnln'g
througl all its plans., The companies operat-

ing on this principle found thomselves deriv-.
ing profits from five sources: Ist, from the
actual mortality being considerably lower than
the death rate estimated by the theoretical
tables of mortality, which are the basis of lfe
insurance calculations; 2nd, the low rate of
expenses compared with the rate estimated;
3rd, the higher rate of actual interest received
above the per cent. expected; 4th, from lapse,
and 5th, fromt profits realized on sales of bonds
over cost price.

Proceeding to explain the modus operandi
of these mutual companies, ha referred to the
ruling practica (or principle) of loading the
net prernium sufficient for paying expenses
and for meeting unforscen contingencies.
Mr. Guiteau thon spoke of the development of
the note system in life insurance, described as
aiming at giving the largest amount of tom-
porary insurrance for the least possible dis-
bursement on -the part of the policy-holder at
the beginning of the contract. Mr. Guiteau
lire took occasion to pay a tribute to Mr.
Beers, president of the New York Life, who
perfccted the system of Tontine, and whorn
lie described as an educated mathematician of
the highest order. He then proceeded, with
th( assistance of sorne excellent diagrams,
prepared by himself, to show how time has
proved the soundness of the principles of
Tontine and Limited Payment Policies of the
New York Life, as compared with the old
reversionary bonus and note systems. The
first diagram prepared from oeficial figures,
showed the boom experienced by ali Life
Insurance Companies at the time of, and
immediately subsequent to, the American
Civil War. He also displayed cleverly exe-
cuted diagrams, illustrating the progress and
present position of the several large Ameri-
can Life Insurance Companies. Ho explained
hait the New York Life accomplished this by

tarking into consideration the fluctuations of
humian life, in connection with its elaborate
systems of endowments and annuities, com-.
bined with Tontines. He quoted figures to
show that the majority of insurers pass the
tge of 00 without a competence, and that to
realize upon their insurance policies at that
age was a great advantage to the policy
holder, while the arrangement relieved the
company of an unuecessary life insurance
risk at the older ages. He described the
perfection of the New York Life's systein,
the non-forfeiting Tontine plan, which ha
comipared against the old reversionary bonus

plan of the English companics. The secret
of the new approved and indisputably popu-
lar systemas is simply a more judicious way of
liandling the dividends carned and applying
compound interest as an offset to the law ôf
mortality which increased in rate with -the
auge cf the assured.

The dinner of the -gentlemen -conne'cted
with the company et the Windsor was a com
plete success,:ahd in replying to the toast-of
The relation cf Life Insurance to tha con-

mercial and financial interests of the world,"
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Mr. Guiteau delivered an able address, dwel-
ling npon the rapid strides made by ail
branches of commerce, and especially that in
wihich the New York Life bas taken such a
leading part. In drawing a comparlison be-
tween the business done in former years by
the British companies, the speaker adduced
an array of figures which fully convinced his
heaters of the fact that seven or eight com-
panies now do as much business as ail the
others combined . la the millions which they
distributo annually throughout the country
they bave contributed an element of prosper-
ity which it is impossible te overrate. In
1805 thirty life insurance companies of New
York State had an incone of over $18,000,000
a total insurance in force of $640,000,000, and
a surplus of $16,000,050. in 1885 twenty-
nine companies bad an income of $105,000.-
000, and disbursed over $47,000,000, paying
as cash dividende over $17,000,000, and bave
a surplus of $92,000,000. During twenty-one'
years over $500,000,000 bas beens paid to
policy lolders for death claims, policies sur-
rendered, and cash dividende. These com-
panies have over $2,000,000,000 of outstand-
ing polieies. Leaving these enormous figures,
Mr. Guiteau proceetied to maintain that the

purposes of the N ew York Life, which stood
second te none among conspanies, wyere te
proride for widows and children and also the
aged. Every man in the community was
interested in this business of life insurance,
the effects of which were felt in nearly every
hone in the land. The principles invoived
in life insurance were of a high order, and net
based on selfiahnes but munificence. In the
ordinary rue of ife, when every other busi-
les lias failed, the life insurance policy re-
mains as a dependence and comfort for ail.

The
WOolen and flannel goods of the several manu-
facturers represented by Messrs. Cantlie, Ewan
& Co., also of this city, occupy the first case
at the west end of the gallery. The exhibit
of Iessrs. A. G. Van Egosond & Sons, of Sea-
forth, Ont., consisting of fianneIs antd tweeds,
net unlike Scotch goeds in some respects, are
pronounced te be of excellent inaterial. la
the saine case the Yarnoutb, N.S., Woollen
Mills Company are aise represented, the goods
of tie latter company embracing ail the ord-

nary types of Canadien woolen tweed gooda.

The adjoining exhibit of the Canada Cotton
Company is uncovered and may be examined
with freedoi by visitors, this exposure of
thleir goods ie an exacting test, and is good
evidence of the staying qualities of the dyes
used by the Cornpany, as dust and contact
with the ailr leave their colora untarnialsed.
This exhibit emsbraces cotton tweeds la a
variety of colora as atout t. ftey are pure in
make. It umay be, as bas beau said by some
who bave exanined this and similar exhibits
in .the Canadian section, that the goods are
too aharsh" for the Englisli marliet-in
other words, that the manufacturera have not
sacrificed the strength and durability of the
fabrie for the sake of a soft face. This, how-
ever, is hardly o . their discredit. On the
south side of the ghllery the sane Company
lias an exhibit of serviccable linings, ging-
hains, jacquard work, colored fiannels, grey
tweeds and cotton blankets, the last being of
excellent make and frequently classed as
woolen goods by visitors. Als occupying a
leading place in its class of exhibits is tie case
of Messrs. William Parks &t Son, of St. John,
N.3., containing hnitting cottons and yarns,
checked shirtings, galatea stripes and cotton
tweeds, ail of superior quality and excellent
design. It is only just to say here that the
Mesers. Parka bave made considerable progress
in manufacture since sending the above
samples. The illustrated and other advertis-
ing pages of the JounmAL oi CoiMERcE con-
tinue to receive carnest attention fron Eng-
lish and foreign visitors.

The Englisi apple crop, according to late
advices,is likely to 'b the smallest for mariy
years, and tihis le expected te lead to a larger
expert fron Canada than ever. The yield on
the continent will aise be light. A Ieading
English firm writes :-"In the southera and
eastern couinties, where the largest quantity
and finest fruit is grown, the reports arc the
worat. Prospecta for shipments from America
and Canada may, therefore, be considered un-
usually good, as ail supplies muet be drawn
frem there after September. But the quantity
now grown is so large that the deficiency can
be probably filled without any mnaterial ad-
vance in prices. Too much importance ie
often given te the failure of the English crop.
The ativantages te American growers from
such failure consiste in giving an outlet for
the surplus, rather than in any material an-
hancement of prices. It is also necessary te
correct a wrong impression which exists, that
inferior and badly packed fruit will sei weli
in seasons of scarcity in England. It may
occasionally happen that such shipments will
do well, but the chance is very small, andi not
worth the risk. Packing and shipping apples
across the Atlantic requires great attention
and careful selection of the fruit, and the
coming season affords a favorable 'opportunity
for those acquaiited with the business to
obtain satisfactory results. English require

ments will be large, but it is aise probabit

that the supply will be ample, and fruit land-
ing inferior and in poor condition Cau ioly
leave a lots to ail concerned. Newtown
pippins appear te be gradually deteriorating
in quality, and in the past few years vcry few
really choice have arrived. For this reason
the higha prices formerly obtained are rarely
realized. An inferior article will net pa as
a substitute, and bas to be sold, except when
very scarce, at under the rates for good Bald-
wrins and grcenings. The total imports of
apples into England froi the United States,
Canada and Nova Scotia, during the past
season, were 898,600 bbis. Of these 600,900
bbls. were received at Liverpool, 176,000 bbis,
at Glasgow, and 91,700 bbls. at London. For
the saison of 1884-85 the total importa 835,-
6Sf bbis. ; 1883-84, 81,5.32 bbls. ; 1882-83,
400,000 bbls. ; 1881-82, 239,000 bbIs. i 1880-
81, 1,330,000 bbis. Shipments of early apples
are recommended te be pushed forward as
soon as possible, and shippers are reminded
that superior, well-packed fruit always con-
mand the preference.

A acruNs lias just been publishied in the
fomi of a Parlirmentary paper, giving details
of the progress of British merchant shipping,
The return comprises a series of tables,
twenty-nine in number, and containing vari-
nus facts as to the nimbers, tonnage, equip-
ment and trade of British mercantile vessels,
both sailing and steam, as compared with the
muchant fleets of foreign countries, and
carrying in many cases the comparison froi
as far back as 1840 at intervals up to the
present time. Of these tables, the most in-
teresting la that wbich gives the tonnage of
the mechant navies of the British Eunpire,
the United Kingdom, the other principal mar-
tirne countries of Europe and the United
States in each of the years 1820, 1830, 1840,
1850, 1860, 1870, 1875 te 1884, and in five
cases te the year 1885. These figures show that
the tonnage of merchant navy of the British
Empire, whici amounted in 1820 te 2,648,593
tons, had increased in 1885 te 0,314,49G tons.
There la in the table but one other record
that rivais in completeness that given for the
British Empire. This return is for Bremen,
and gives the tonnage of the Frec City's
navy for each of the periods montionci above
froi 1820, wben it amounted to 17,283 tons,
te 1884 when it was 310,405. The mercantile
navy next la importance te that of Englandà is
the Norwegian,.which In 1830 registered 169,-
197 tons, and In 1884 had increased to 1,583,-
433. After Norway foiiows the United States
with 576,475 tons in 1830, an: 1,304,221 tons
in 1884. The total German Empire shows
082,355 tons In 1870 and 1,291,288 tons in
1884. For France the return in 1840 was
662,500 tons and 1,033,829 tons in 1884.
The returns for Russia are very incom-
plete. In 1870, flic "first year for whicih a
return is given, Russian merchant vessals
regiEtered 375,700 tons, the figures for 1883,
the latest 'year of the record, being 500,554
tons.

A im combination comiposed of all the

principal gispowier nufacturers of the
country has just been forused ini New York.
Por simse time past, there ais been a lisas-
trous irice cutting practised amnong manuu-
facturera tirouîgi thir asgenîts. Tiere hald
been prelvious to this lacik of Oflicial control,
a comrbinaion of manufacturrs. This coli-
hlination issured a circular stasting tihe mîaxi-
mum price. 'l i price ias just
Iwhasst individuial dealers Saw fit to Imlake it.
Such a combinasstion was of no practical value,
and onsly held together for a short Mise. The
circular issuei by tise prescrit coiblination
dilfers fromt tiast of the former. Instead of
making n'lixed srninxiiums prica they have
made rL fixed iimimirlîs price, above which a
coinpany may get what they can, but below
which in compaliil!n5y m go. The prices fixed
by the comnbination difter slightly in different
sections of the country, owing to butter facili-
tics of shipping, etc., and circaisîrs prepared
unrîder oicial ssîupervisiol were sont by the
manufsctutrers to ticir agenits, to be susb-
circulated to ssub-agensts.

Co.r-rox ANI Wool..-Cottoni mssanusfacturers

are not a little exercisel over the near future
of the raw iiaterial, The low figures lire-
vailing for soie time past, are not, it is ssp-
posedi, likly to be prolonged. The high price
(if wool cannsîot fail te have soise influence.
liefora the recent rise there was little te teimipt
mufactuirers to nix smsateriails, especially in

Canadian goods in which people, however
tolerant of British or foreign unions, will
scarcely look upon anything that is not
ionestly all wool." Now, however, the
wide difference in the values of both naterials
is not usnlilccy te lead to a compromise, and
this may naturally be expected ho have its
respective infilence. It is rather ansomalous
that the prices of tweeds for future dolivery
have net been materially affected by the ad-
vance il wool. Prices for the current year
in doiestics are, oi the whole, about twenty
cents per yard less than for the year previeus,
the average bing estimated at 53 and 74 cents
respectively.

LEATHER.-Trade shows a slight improve-
ment over last week, and a fair volume of
transactions bas resulted.

Trade on the other
side of the Atlantic is picking up, and returns
of the last shipinents of buff and splits are
very satisfactory. Advices fron London show
that buff is in short supply, and consequently
in good demand; splits are also asked for, the
market being hare of medium to stout grades.
A demand for pebble and grain is also spring-
ing up, and prices are botter. -In this market
upper is in fair demand, good lines are scarce
and self readily at 30 to 38 cents, but coarser
grades are net wanted, as the boot and shoa'
men appear to bc using better stock this year
than in previous seasons; Fine. grain pebble
is in great demand, and eagerly snapped up et
15 to 151 cents. There is not much doing in
splits, a few lots have been sold 'at prices
ranging fron 22 cents for Quebec up to 27
cents for fine Oshawa. The botton appears
to have dropped out of sole leather. No. 2
has been sold et 20 cents, and it is even said
that offers of 19J or 19 cents would find
sellers. No; 1 sole bas been sod in large
quantities at froin 24 down to 22 cents, and
cain b purchased in Quebec et 21 cents it is
said. We do not alter our minimum quotations
in. the price liat as a recovery may shortly he
looked for. In the States ttere bas been a
slightly botter sale in some kinds of upper
leather, but hardly enough to qualify the con-
tinuous dull condition. Sole leather is in
somewhat botter enquiry among Brockton
purcliasers. Grain and crimping splits sold
vell on Wednesday. Thore is evidence of a

somewihat firier tone.

Liv STocic.-The scarcity of cattle space on
outgoing steamships and low prices ruling
in Great Britain, have resulted in a lessen-
ing of the exports. The exports of cattle
to date are 44,174 head-a decrease of 1,457
head fron 1885, an increase of 7,390 over 1884,
of 6,923 over 1883, and of 32,330 compared
with 1878. The exports of sheep to date are
45,844 had-an increase of 14,020 bond over
f8i5, of ,787 over 1884, a decrease of 5,043
from 1883, of 3,414 fron 1882, of 13,342 fron
1880, anad an increase of 25,870 over 1878.
The cattle situation lias net improved to any
extent, but tlc cables indicate that botter
markets are aiticipated for prime animals.
Inferior, however, are dull and without pros-
pect of 'improvement.
