The world is too casily
dazzled by a.great name, ‘because Mr. Darwin has
written interesting books full of. original observa-
lions, it is not-necessary that we should adopt his
wild -theories’ ‘und illogical conclusions: It is
wonderful to read in Mr. Darwin’s late work ahout
the earth-worm, the novel facts he has noted during
ohservations dasting for forty years, in the histary
of that small and despised croature. Ilow worms
" mwake mould: and enrich the earth with their la-
bours, nay, change its -very -appearance, is well
within the power of man's observation ; but how
(God created the world, and the ordor of Ilis Divine
processes, is béyond human ken, except so far as it
is revealed, :or ‘hinted imthe word of Gov. We
are willing to sit at Mx. Darwin’s feet when he dis-
courses. of earth-worms and their doings, but we
need a higher authority.in the matter of the origin
of species, and the .creation of the universe.” In
Mr. Morris’s racy book we have “all the Articles
of the Darwin Faith;” arranged in a manner which
surprises and amuses the reader.. e las faken
Horace’s hint with regard to the power of ridicule
in cutting things fo the quick. The doctrine of
Evolution, which Mr. Darwin has suggested and
laboured . to prove, is shown to be as baseless as a
wmorning  dream. The weak points of the theory
are reinorselessly exposed —the want of logie held
up to “inextinguishable laughter. Among the
many great- names enrolled against Mr. Darwin,
aud wisely given here with extracts from their
works, there is a striking letter from the late Lord
Chancellor Hatherley: “I have received your val-
wable exposure of Darwinism, and most heartily
thank you for it. I believe your wode of treating
the preposterous fitions of Darwin, is the only way
to shake the self-confident tome oi the would-be
philosophers, Newton's grandest saying, after
Duces non est @lernitss sed wlernus' was Hypotheses
non fingo."! Newton kept back his Principia for
vears; because a mistake had been made in an are
of the medridian, so closely did he keep to experi-
mental truth, * In a powerful sermon preached by
Canon-Liddon at St. Paul's, the Sunday after Mr.
Darwin's death, that learned and eloquent divine
o])served, in.condemation of the doctrine of evolu-
tion—-*“There are apparently three important gaps
in the evolutionary sequence which it is well to
hear in mind.

It is interesting to English Churchmen to know
exactly what a leading Scottish minister thinks of
his own Church scrvieces. \Vhetlger, when the
Scottish Istablishment comes to an end, thera will
be a large influx of ministers and people into the
“more peaceful fold” of the Episcopal cosnmunion,
as an eminent Scoftish minister has predicted, is.
of course, 2 doubitful question ; bub it is eertain
that the well-ordered services of the Prayer Book
are becoming more widely appreciated in Scotland
every day. Dr. Sprott, as a recently issued volume
shows, evidently feels not omly how’much his
Kirk loses by the want of regular forms, but how
entirely it has cut the thread of primitive tradition
by following a Divectory instead ofa prescribed
Liturgy. In his lecture on’ “Morning or Evening
Prayer,” he-tells his hearera that it is well to have
a sui‘able and simple form. of words for giving out
the chapters, when the Bible is read ; he deplores
the fact that many ministers never give their con-
aregations the Blossing, and virtually recommends
the use both of the Scriptural forms in Num-
bers vi. and -2 Cor, xiii,, and of that of our Prayer
Book ; speaking of baptism, he regrets the possi-
bility of the omission of prayer before the adminis-
tration of the rite—an instance of such omission
having come under his notice ; he advises the
drawing up of a-form for the solemnisation of mar-
ringe, as being obviously “not an occasion for an
extemporaneous effusion ;” he gives an outline of
what he considers a useful form of burial service ;
and he rejoices that since 1865 a considerable
number of the ¢lergy have combined for the study
of the Liturgies, ancient and modern, and for the
improvement of the worship of the Chureh, inac-
cordance with her old Jaws and better traditions,

Dr. Sprott gives o popular account of the ordi-
nary practice as to public worship, in the Scottish
Kirk, and gonerally suggests to his hearers the form
which he thinks most useful for them to adopt.
His lectures are devoted to such subjects as “Morn-
ing or Evening Prayer;,” “Baptism and the admis-
sion of Catechumens,” “The Holy Communion,”
“The Solemnisation of Matrimony—The Burial of
the Dead—Public Solemn Fasting—Days of Pub-
lic Thanksgiving ;" “Ordination,” and ¢‘Church
Architecture.” Based upon the Directory, and
consequently without any prescribed liturgical
form, the services of the Scottish Kirk appear
neverthelessto have gradually assumed a recognised
shape of customary usage. Qur author gives a
rationale of their various parts; and it is curious
to notice how mueh more order axd method there
is in these maimed and meagre Offices of devotion
than is commonly supposed. A large portion of
them is, however, left to the “extemporal wit”. of
the minister, a larger portion than Dr. Sprott ap-
parently approves, os we noticed above. He is o

Preshyterian of decidedly. wide views, and many

of his remarks are well worth attention. But his
book is marred by misleading and sometimes
totally erroneous statements. In the first place, -
why should he ssy that in the English Church
there is no fixed rule asto the time when the
sermon is to be preached at Moming or Evening
Prayer? This assertion is true, perhaps, in the
letter, butas the Communion Secrvice, in which
there is 2 distinct place for the sermon, forms part -
of the Sunday morning service, it does not prac-
tically hold good. In his lecture on the Holy
Communion, Dr. Sprott is anxious to make out
that the form of consecration ordered in the
Directory embraces the invocation of the Holy
Spirit on the elements, so widely used in the
Church since primitive times. DBut, in point of
fact, what the Directory orders is not the invoca-
tion on the elements, but “the eflectunl working
of the Spirit in us”—a very different thing.

Tinally, as might be expected, the lecture on
ordination is open to serious criticism. What is
meant, for instance, by “the primitive and Apos-
tolic practice of consecrating all presbyters Bis-
hops ?” Why is not the English Church men-
tioned as a notable exception, when it is said
that “all the Reformed Churches held that there
are only two orders in the ministry of divine ap-
pointment—those of Bishop, or presbyter, and
deacon ?” And is it not absolutely uwntrue to say
that “the English Ordinal contained nothing to
distinguish the order of Bishop from that of pres-
byter between the Reformation and the time of
Charles II., when it was amended?’ Dr. Sprott
had better at once read the Preface to the Ordinal,
and then study ecarefully its services from begin-
ning to end.—Gwardian.

DIOCESE OF NOVA SCOTIA.

Louissunc, C. B—A tea-meeting and fancy sale
of funcy and useful articles was held at Louisburg
on the firat and second of this month for the pur-
pose of raising woney to puy off the debt upon our
church, which amounts to wbout $262. The fine
wenther, an event which cannot be cuunted upon
at this time of the year, brought quite a goodly
number of people from the other parts of the
Mission, and tended to make everything a success.
Considering the very short time given by our pas-
tor to his people in order to prepare the require-
ments necessary for such a meeting, the good
people of Louisburg deserve the greatest amount of
praise for the hearty and willing manner in which
they responded to their pastor’s call. Men and
women worked with a will which showed that
there was a deep love for their church in their
heaits and an eager desire to have the House of
Gob free from debt. Nor did their labours go for
nouyght, for the handsome sum of 8200 was realized,
clear of all expenses. This leaves nmow a debt of
$62, which we hope to pay off (unless there may
be some kind friend who, tor the love of Gowv and
His poorer brethren, will do it for us) before the
arrival of our Bishop, whom we expeet this sum-
mer, so that it may be conscerated and set apart
wholly for the worship of Almighty Gon. Tor
the manner in which our pastor worked to make
everything a success, for his forethought in
choosing a time when all his pavishioners were at
home 1o have a tea-meeting, for the learty and
loving manner in whieh hie was seconded by his
parisiioners, and especiully by the committee,
which consisted of Mys. T, Townsend, Mrs. E.
Cann, Mrs.J.Cann, Mrs. H. LeVatte, and the Misses
Townsend aud Tutty, too much prais: cannot be
given. Tue interest taken in this one augnurs well
for the future if ever another is taken in hand.
While giving the aliove account, perhaps a brief
gketeh of what hos heen done here within the past
six months may not be out of place. On the 1st
of August of last year the llev. Mr. Draper took
charge of this Mission, which had become vacant
by the resignativn of the Ilev. C. W. McCully.
He (Mr. Draper) came here under very unfavour-
able circumstances. The 8. I G. grant of 8250
had just heen withdrawn, leaving the Mission as
regards money natlers in an impoverished state.
There was nothing for him to depend upon, except
a grant from the Chureh Eudowment Iund awd
whatever swin the people nuight choose to subseribe,
Tp to the middle of Nevember he worked on
faithfully, performing atl his duties on fuot; but
the travelling beeoming bad, his satary, as regards
thie subscription from the people, being so very
small, Lrought matlers to a crisis. One Sunday
morn he tovk the opportunity of speaking ro the
people in plain terms concerning the financial state
of thy Mission, and said that unless something
Detler than herelofore could be done, he would
have to leave, and in all probability the Mission
would be clused. At last the people who had heen
so lung slumbering awgke.  The thought that their
church would be closed, and themselves deprived
of the services of a clergyiman perbaps for years,
stiveed up their love for their chureh and stimu-
lited them to greater exertions. A new subsorip-
tion list was opened, and a sum much larger than
that on the former one was subseribed. Desides
this the people presented him with a purse of
844 towards the purchase of a horse, and have
atso liberally subseribed toward the purchase of a
carpot for the chancel of the church.  Throughout
Advent we bad daily services, which were well
attenided, and now notice was given last Sunduy
that throughout Lent daily service would be held in
the three paris of the Mission. ¥rom what I can
tearn I believe that a “Sewing Circle” and a “Mite”
Society are soon to bs started, the proceeds of
the latter nre to go towards the restoration of the
middle light of the east window, which was blown
out.

MusquasH.—On January 31st, a Service was
held at St. Thomas' Church, Dipper Harbour, in
the Parish of Musquash, when the. Rev. J. M.
Davenport addressed the people very earnestly on
the subject, “I am the bread of life.” There was a
large conygregation present, and much interest was
manifested in the adornment of the Church, by
putting up 2 new altar and dossal, etc. The altar
was made at Sussex Vale, by Mr. Coss, and is of
black ash, 6 fcet long, and 4o inches high ; under
the superfrontal, in the cenire panel, is an orna-
mental cross, and in the two side papels the rose
and lily ; these arc neatly carved and coloured as
walnut. On the retable in the centre ‘of the cross
is painted the Lamb resting on the book with seven
seals ; bunches of grapes and wheat adorn the low-
et part of the cross.  On the dussal is worked a
dove with yellow rays spreading out ; above it is
the text “I am the bread of life,” beautifully paint-
ed. The material of the dossal, superfrontal,
covering for the altar and retable, is of fine crim-
son cioth, this, as well as the work, was in part the
gift of the Guild of St. Monica; ir connection with
St. John Baptist Mission Chapel in the city of St.
John. The cross was presented by Mr. Thurgar.
Other friends of St. John assisted in purchasing the
altar. The Rector of the Parish, Rev. H. M.
Spike, is much encouraged by his parishioners in
these improvements to beautify the House of Gob.

Woonstock— Consecration of St. Lukds Church.
—The Festival of the Prescutation of Christ in
the Temple was indeed a festal day for the Rector
of Woodstock and his parishionorse. It witnessed
the fulfilment of hopes long deferred, and the
consummation of much persevering and self-deny-
ing effort, in the consecration of their new Church.
The “fiery trial” through which they passed on
the 11th of November, 1881, ie still fresh in all
our memories. Almost in an hour they had seen
reduced to ashes their old Church with ifs ex-
cellent organ, their new Church which was ex-
ternally completed, their Sunday School building
close adjoining, and the home of the Rev. M.
Neales, with all his valuable furniture and books
and papers. Little more than a year has passed,
and again the House of Gop crowns the command-
ing site on which our Church hed stood for nearly
half a century. and ancther but for a few brief
weeks. The new edifice, both within and with-
out, bears ample testimony not only to the taste
and judgment of those who selected the plans and
of those who prepared them, but, what is better
still, 10 the dovout apd reverent spirvit which has
wrought in all things first for the glory of Al-
mighty Gop, and also to the loving zcal which las
freely offered of its best. The style of architecture
is 13th century Gothie. The exterior presents a

shewing a clerestory, a quaint porch, and a fine
tower and spire. The interior produce a very
striking and harmonious effect, the chancel and
sanctuary baving e good elevation, rising by nine
steps from nave to altar, the staired glass windows
admitting an abundance of mellowed light, and
the wood-ceiled roof of aisles and nave being at
once ornamented and supported by graceful open
truss-work. The three-panelled reredos, having a
large flower cross in the centre, added much to the
appearance of the esst end of the Chureh, and the
altar, on the day of consecration, was vested with
a beautiful frontal and superfrontal, which, as
well as the fair linen cloths upen if, were the
gift of the Church Extension Association of Eng-
land. The consecration service bogan at 10.30
a. m., the surpliced procession leaving the vestry
in the following order :—*“Mr. Hooper (lay reader),
the Reverends Vroom, A. V. Wiggins, Raymond,
Fowler, J. . I'lewelling, Rushton, Hoyt, Roberts,
Canon Ketchum, the Rector, the Bishop Coadju-
tor, the Metropolitan. At the porch they were
et by the Church-wardens, Messra. J. D. Ketchum
and W, F. Dibblee, the latter of whom read the
petition for consecration. The comsecration ser-
vice then proceeded as usual, followed by morn-
ing prayer and ante communion, the Metropolitan
preaching on St. Luke ii. 22, and applying the
teachings of the Festival to the special occasion

in a forcible and impressive manner. Atthe Holy

The next meeting of the Chapter : Eucharist the Bishop Coadjutor was Celebrant,

and about ninety communicated. At the close of
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the service the Nunc Dimittis was sung asa re-
cossional. - In the afternoon the Litany wuas said,
and in the evening there was a hearty service, at
which Canon Kotchum preached a thoughtful and
appropriate sermon on the silence with which the
first Temple rose upon Mount Moriab.

DIOCESE OF NIAGARA.

Tug Misston Tieuv.—Zincoln and Welland
Travelling Mission.—Lhis Lnrge field, extending, as
its name implies, over a greater part of two coun-
ties, is mow in the charge of Rev. A, C. Junes.
The Mission embraces about 350 square miles. It
was set off at the close of the year 1851, and Mr.
Jones has been at work for 13 months. Three
stations in the winter and four statious in the sum-
mer are served by the one missiovary priest. There
is one church av the easterly enl of the district at
Fonthill. The Sunday’s travelling comprises in
winter, on alternate Sundays, 20 and 36 mwiles, and
in summer 45 miles and 20 miles alternately.
The average weekly driving, visiting the sick and
woll, is one huwdred miles, at which rate the mis-
sionary would bLuelt the world in less than live
years.. Smithville, 18 miles from the missionury’s
home, has a population of about 500. With the
exception of a few services held here six years ago
by Rev. W. Green, now in Eugland, this village
has had no attention from the Charch. There are
a few faithful Church people. The missionary is
now seeking help from other parishes to erect here
a small chureh. Welland Port, 10 miles {Tom
Fonthill, has been 30 years without ¢ Church |
service. Deamsville, a thriving village of 800
inhabitants, has had desultory services at long
lotervals. It is 20 miles from LFonthill and 5 miles:
from Grimsby, at which latter place is one of the |
oldest congregations in the Provinee, Thus we
see that there is ample field for missionary enter-
prise lying in the heart of this Diccese.

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The ‘“cemetery,” to use that beautiful word
which the Christian creed has consecrated, and
which, ot least inits leading idea was not unk_nown
to the Jews, was some distance beyond the village.
Wo had not only seen it befors, for its many
whitened. mounds made it conspicucus, (St. Matt.
xxiii. 27), but more than once we had wandered
through it in our sesrch for knowledge. Many of
the sepulchres were like vsults, some of which
were carefully closed, and before the door wasa
large atone (St. Matt. xxvii. 60); some wero
neglected and open, and we could enter thom at
will, and did so, when not prevented by a too
recent burial. A moere glance enabled .us to see
how it was possible for others than maniacs o find
here their babitation.” St. Matt. viii. 28, and St.
Mark v./2, 3. ) )

It may here be mentioned as an interesting and,
perbaps, slso an explanatory fact that there are
sepulchres near the pyramids of Egypt, in which
again and again for meny years in succession ex-
plorers and othexs have found shelter while pur-
suing their searches. Many of them are, of course,
like family vaults ; sometimes niches were cut in the
walls, or sometimes there were shelves ranged above
each other, and on these were placed the hodies of
the dead. As we stood within one of these tombs
one day—one which was unusually large—and
saw theso sholves and the swathed forms or skele-
tons of those who had been “buried” yocars befove,
we could, to some extent, piciure to curselves the
sceno of that magnificent passage where the pro-
phet, in his grandest flight of imagination, and in
a strain of sublime poetry, represents all the kings
of the earth as lyiug in sepulchral glory, and as
raising themselves from their recumbeut posture
in asstonishment at the avrival of the haughty
tyrant of Assyris. Isai, xiv. 8-11 and 18. See
also Ezek. xxxii. 23. Sometimes where the nature
of the country allows it. and the head of the
family can sfford if, the sepulchre is hewn out iu
the solid rock. Such was that of the “rick man”
with whom, according to prophecy, Christ was “in
His death.” St. Matt, xxvii. 60. Man is proud
in his death as in his life, and to hew out a
sepulchre in the high and almost inaccossible
cliffs was an undertaking suppesed to confer
honor and to attract admiration. In the case of
Shebna it drew dowa the pointed and severe
rebuks of Gob, Ieai. xxii. 16.

In more humble instances the vault is a large
hole or “pit” dug in the ground, walled up and
covered over, leaving ¢ne small opening which can
be covered and uncovered at will. Such as these
the Psalmist alludes to. xxviii. I. While some
are most scrupulous in their care of the dead,
others grow careless, or being the last of their
families, have left none lo care for their tombs.
In the course of time, and under the influence of
the climate, the walls decay, aud the bones are
dragged out by dogs and other animals which are
over about the place, making the Psalmist’s ex-
pression in cxii. 7 a literal possibility. 1f there
have been recent burials in these torubsaand they
are then opened either from necessity or from
neglect, as above, the efliuvium which proceeds
from them is horrible beyond endurance. How
surpassingly expressive then is that comparison,
where, we are told, that the throats of those who
utter fonl and filthy words are like “open sepul-
chres.,” Psalm v. 9. Some of the greatest, as
well as some of the humblest families, disdaining
all artificial structures, make use of the natural
caves whicl, we havo elsewhere mentioned, are to
bo found in such numbers all through the country.
Such, for example, was the patriarchal burying
place of Abraham and his family for generations
(Gen. xxiii. 9, &e.); such, too, was the place
befors which the Saviour's grandest miracle was
w‘ro;ght. in calling Lazarus from death. St. John
xi. 38.

When we reached the grave or sepulchrs where
the young man was to be buried, the body was
borne in and ldid in its resting-place. A few im-
bressive words were uttered by an old man who
stood at the door of the tomb as the young men

passed in. No priest was present, not only be-
cause none was obtainable in the village, but
because contact with a derd body or a grave, &c.,
caused legal pollution, and would render them
unfit to minister for a period in sacred things.
(Numb. xix 11; xiv. 5, 6; and Numb. v. 2, &e¢.)
So Josish caused dead men’s bones to be burnt
upon the altar at Bethel (2 Chron. xxxiv. 5}, so
that “these altars, being thus polluted, might he
held in the greater dotestation.”

‘When the simple sepulchre had been closed all
dispersed to their homes, and, with the exception
of thoso who had to obtain by proper ceremonies
legal purification, the life of the people fell once
more into its fornier quiot groove.

Much yet remains to be told of what wo saw

and heard while in that interesting country, but|.

wo will not detain you lopger now. It is nof,
however, unfitting that we should conclude with
the account of a burial, for the land itself seems
dead, and will remain so till, in Gob's good time,
and by such means as He sees fit to employ, it
will be revived and started onee more upon the

Chicken-pox and
mumps lose their coutagious power after twenty-five
days. :

Irom the new editisn of the Manchester Dincesan
Directory it appears that frow his consecration in
1870 1o the goth ult, Bishop Fraser consecra-
ted ninety new Churches, providing 51,261 sit-
ungs of which 42,658 are free.  The cost of erec-
tion, exclusive of endowments and cost of sites,
has been £629.529.  Eighteen new Churches have
heen conscerated in licu of furmer Churches, at a
cost of L£196,200 these cighteen Churches contain
13.450 sitlings, of which 10097 are free. Since
Octiber 29, 1881, seven ecclesiastical districts have
been formed, making a hundred formed during his
lordship's Episcopate.

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The Dominion Houses of Parliament have not
yet fully eutured upon the businass of sue sessiou,
although sowne important returns have already been
laid ou the able. Awmong the number, thuse of
Public Accounts, Tridu and Navigation, give every
eucouragement to hope that the country is in a
Prosperous conditivn.

In speaking of the work of the session, the Mon-
treu: Melness suys .—**Lhe lirst Government mea-
sure promised in the Sprech is vue to assimilate the
-electural frunchise in the ditfereut Provinees, This
Dleaus, Wu suppose, thay the Dominion Parlinmrent
will estublish o franchise of its own. Hitherto it
hus been content with anceupting the franchise as it
eXisted in the different Provinces for the Joeal 1#is-
latures, Thus the franechise hus been of every
claracter, from a moderawly high property frun
chise in Nova Scotia through snmller ounes in the
Upper Pravinces to manhood sutfrage in Prinee
Edward lslend,  Furmers' sons hiave votes by law
in Onturio, while in Quebec they have thein by
grace —ill or utherwise.”

‘This is a conditiun of things which seems to
jusiify legislaion, but we do hope that the fiun-
cnise will not be indiseriminately given to every
mnn, buy that at least an elector shall possess some
posiitve interest in the country belfore he has
estrusted to him the right to make the legislators
who are to make the laws, 1t the Nuva
Scutia yualification is teo high, that of Prince
Edward Islund s much twoe low, and ul-
thungn wo prefor a property {ranchise or its
equivalent, there will not bhe much ohjectivn we
should think to farwers' sons enjoying by Zuw the
privilege.

The clause in the Governo-General’s speech
which speiks of a measure to deal with the
beensing laws, is provokiog much discussion in
the secutar press, although but little is koown of
the Premwier’s intentions. It is loped that it will
in no way prove retrogressive, for the public sen-
timent of the whole country will not brook any-
thin: that will put back the move completo an-
pihilation of the liquor traffic. 1t is not Canadisn
public sentimert simply, it is the mowing senti-
ment of the civilized world, and to attempt in any
way to pander to the avarice of the liquor dealers
would bring down the just and very quick retri-
bution of n thoroughly determined electorats, who
hove had to deal with un evil which has been

gappiog nnd undermining the sociul and material
prosperity of the country. This being the un-
doubted feeling of the country, Sir John A,
Macdopnald is too wise a politiciun, even if no
higher motive impelled bun, and if no sterling
T=mperance leaders, such aus Sir Leonard Tilley,
were not included in his Cahinet, and a strong
Temperance element existed in the House of Comn-
mons, to provoke an opposition which eventually
would surely hurl him from place and power, and
we must conclude that any legislation will be
favorable and not opposed to the Temperance
cause.

As an evidence of the growing good-feeling be-
tween England and Germany it is gratifyiug to
note that the Prince of Whales has becowma the
Col- nel of a German regiment of Hussars. Our
exchanges say with refercnce to it, that the Kwm-
peror William is especially gratified at the accept-
ancs by the Prince of Wules of tho Coloneley of
Blucher's Hussars, He aunounced the appoint-
meut in a very touching autogmph letter to the
Prince. A deputation of the regiment requested
permission to tunder personally to the Prince of
Wales an expression of their scnse of the honor
counfr-rrad upon the regiment, and the hope that
the Prince will attend the spring or the autumn
parade and present the regiment to the Emperor,

On Tuesday, the British Parliament re-assembled
for business. Mr. Gladstone was absent, his health
foreing him to remain for a while longer in the
South of France, whither he had gone a few weeks
previously. The Queen in her spesch opening the
session refers to the maintenance of good relations
with the foreign powers. Referring to the restora-
tion of tranquility in Egyptshe says the withdrawal

of Dritish troopsis proceeding s expeditiously as the
case adiits. The reconstruction of the Government
of Egypt under the Khedive has been partly accom-
plished and .continues to receive most eurnest at-
tention, She has snbmitted to the Sultanp and
powers for friendly consideratirn the arrangements
which appeared to her best fitted 1o ensure the
stability of the Khedive’s Government, Lhe_pros-
perity and happiness of Egyptiuns, the sccurity of
the Cana! and the peace of eastern Europe.  Her
policy bas been :nd will be directed to those sub-
jeets. She relies upon its just appreciation by
othier countries.  Referring to’Zululand she says
the possibility of the renewul of disorder there has
engaged her atlention. She hopes the restoration
of Cetewayo will lead to the establishment of more
stable government and the maintenance of goed re-
lations between the Zulu nation and Cape Colony.
The estimates for the coming year are in a forwand
state of preparation aund will soon be submitted.
She is happy 1o state that the improvement in the
social eundition of Iveland eoutinues. Agrarvian
crime has sensibly dimioished aml the law s
been everywhere upheld, A measure will be sub-
mitted for the establishment of a court of criminal
appeal for preventing corvupt practices and for
perpetuating and amending the ballot act. A pro-
posil witl wso Do submitted to more elfectually
sceure to teuants in England and Scotland com-
pensativn  for agriculiural improvements. She
refer 1o the time deveted in recent years by Parlia-
men for the most ursent needs fur Ireland and says
the claims ol general legislation, and of other parts
of the Kingdom now demand just regard. She
trusts, however, that Puarlinment will be able to
deal with some of the legislative wants of [reland,
for which provision has not yet been made.

The continuttion of the investigation into the
recent [rish revolutionary discovery, and especially
the examination of persons charged swith the
murder of Lord Irederick Cavendish and M.
Buarke, continues {o attract the public attention on
this side the water as wall as in Great Britain. The
evidence is day by duvy zecumulating which will
fasten the erime upon the murderers withont any
douht, as well as convieting as accomplices a very
considernble nmumber of others. [t appears that
but four men actually did the bloudy deed, two
holding the arms of the victims while the others
dealt tho fatal blows, but that at least twenty were
on the ground keeping watch and otherwise assist-
ing in the accomplishment of their blood thirsty
dusigns against two wetl disposed and unarmed
men. The fuet that Justice is asserting herself,
and that crime cannot henceforth go unpunished,
witl do much to restore order and safety to Ireland.
Already the effects of the present trial are being
shown, and a general demoralization is going on
among the rank and file of the conspiracy, while
the leaders are rapidly being discovered and placed
in confinement.

The death of Cardipal MeceCabe will be a great
loss to the Government. Always strong in con-
demnation of the luwless acts committed in the
pame of Ireland, he more than orce boldly declared
in oppositien to Archbishop Croke aud others, that
to appear in any way to sympathize with the ex
travagance of the Irish leaders was to help on the
ruin of the cvuntry. ITarseeing, he realized that
the very spirit which would overturn the luwful
authority of the State would sgon direct its force to
acts of insubordination and disloyalty aguiustthe
Chureh, and that his course as a loyal suhject of
Great Britain and as a leader in the Church was
clear and altogother in the direction of peace and
order. His powerful support was neutralized in
great meusure by the open encouragement which
some of his brothren gave the disalected, but his
position and influerce gained the support of his
spiritual head, the Pupe expressing himself satisfied
that his action was for the good of Ireland.

It is truly appalling to contemplate the suffering
and wretchedness as well as loss of life and prop-
erty, which the continued floods have brought upon
the prople of the South-West United States. The
damagn in Kentueky, Ohio and Indiana is simply
immense, and beyond present calculation. From
American papers we glean the following: In

Louisville, Ky., the entire northéastérn corner is
the picture of utter destruction. Thirty-five squares
aro under water. The situation may be briefly
summed up as follows: All the Point is under
water and the country beyond the Cut Off, compris-
ing 150 houses, known as Bowleville, is fluoded.
Half of Portland and all of Shippingport are under
water. The outlook is appalling. * Houses are
overturned ; some on their sides axid some almost
on their roofs. Other buildings are crushed to
piecces.  Most of the houses are small cottnges of
frail construction, and perhaps a third of these in
the flooded loenlity have been swépt-from their
foundativns. In the lower hollows of the  Bottom
Lunds the water in within a foot or two of the yoof
of the houses. The entire neighborhood is doing
all it ean for the succor of suflerers, several were
rescued along the wharf, The river is still rising
an inch por hour. Three hundred houses are under
water, and great distress prevails, making the dis-
tribution 'of rvelief mnecessary. Several lives have
have been lest.  The river is still rising at Madison,
Iud, at the rato of an inch per. hour.  Hundreds
of families have been compelled to leave their
homes. The city is in total darkness, the gas works
heing submerged. Milton, Ky., oppasite Madison,
is entirely covered by water. Several buildings
flouted off this morning, including a warehouse be-
longzing to Ben. Morris and Cassidy’s waggon fac-
tory. At Jeitersonville a large portion of the city
is inundated and hundreds of famiiies are homeless
and destitute, The gas works ave flooded and the
lights out, At New Albany the river is still rising
at the rate of half an inch per hour. It is raining
at all points south of Madison to Evansville. Hope
was felt at Cincinnati on Tuesday, when reports
showed that the river reached its highest point at
5 p. m. when the marks showed 65 freet 1% inches.
Though it receded but half an inch during the next
four hours, the fact that the worst seemed over
gave velief. The situation there is alarwing, It
is estimated that from 30,000 to 40.000 workmen
are ont of work by the closing up of the different
manufactories. To this long catalogue of misery
must be added the serious joss of human life by
the sudden giving way of the platform at a Railway
Depot in Cineinnati amounting it is feared to forty
or fifty persons. We can only pray most éarnestly
that the Ruler of the Universe may speedily stay
tho ravages of the dire destroyer.

A correspondent of the St. John Glebe writing
from Winripeg gives the readings of the ther-
mometer in that e¢ity for the month of January,
and the low degres which from day to day was
marked of steady cold weather without interfering
to any extent with outdoor pursuits, guite surprises
thosn who from experience fully appreciate the
comferts of indoors in the more Eastern Provinces
whore the thermometer ranges very mueh higher.
Those are his fizures, and he adds that another
thermometer gava each day three degrees heolow
what his had registered.
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One of the dangers insistsd upon by some of
the opponrnts of what is known as the National
Policy was over productiveness in certain manu-
factureg, It was maintaived on the other hand
that it would be very many years before such a
condition of things could aise, It now appeurs
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in the light of sscertained facts that there was
truth on both sides. Those who were led by wild
promises of fubulous dividends to put their money
in stock cownpanies have, in the majority of cases,
been sudly disappointed, while at the same time
the orly article of which it may be said the sup-
ply approaches the demand is sugar, and it ie
claimed that the manufacture of this staple with a
small bonus upon its export may yet be enlarged to
an almwost indefinite extent. How far drawbacks
beyond the refurn of the duty paid on dutiable
goods are cousistent with & due regard to what is
fair and just to all classes we leave for the political
economist to settle, but that the whole country
will benefit by the fostering of the manufacturing
interesis there can bo no doubt,

MISSION IN CHARLOTTETOWN.

———

To the Editor of the CnuncH GUARDIAN.)

Sir,—I send you an account of the Missivn
which has Jately been preached in St Peter's
Church, Charlottetown, by the Rev. Mr. Osborne
of the Society of St. John the Evangelist. Nutice
that a Mission was to be held was given on the
First Sunday in Advent, and we hmwmediately be-
gun to prepare for it by prayer meetings to ask a
blessing upon it, and by making prayer for its
success, & special intention at some of the Advent
celebrations of the IHoly Communion. Afiter
Christmas printed notices of the services together
with a tract “The call to the Mission,” were dis-
tributed—a number of copies were given to every
house in our own congregation, with the request
that they might be given away among acquaint-
apces who did not belong to the congregation.
The following is the list of services .—

Owing to delays in crossing to this Province M.
Osburne did not reach here until late on Saturday
night, so the preparatory services were omitted;
and the Mission Priest had not even a day’s rest
after a very cold and tiring journey across the
Straits and up to Charlotictown. DBut although
tired and unwell, he at once set to work, and
worked himself well iustead of wailing to get
well. DBesides the services ahove given others
were held, viz.,, Children's services on Saturday
and Sundusy afterncons  Services for men only on
Saturday evening and Sunddy afterncon. 'The
Mission lasted twelve days, closing on Thursday
morning, 1st Feb., with a General Communion, tor
which there were services at 7, 8 and 9.

The attendance at the services was very good ;
the members of St. Peter’s attended well and
regularly. Very remarkabie was the large number
of men present during the weck-evenings, especially
towards the close of the Mission—indeed thie num-
bers went on steadily increasing. On the second
Sunday evening of the Mission every spare bench
and chair on the premises were brought in, and
many had to go away from the church. On the
Monday and Tuesday evenings following the
church was full—on the last night crowded.

The subjects treated of at the various servines
were as foillows.

On Sunday night thers was no regular sermon,
but a public self-examination upon the Ten Com-
mandments, the preacher leading and teaching the
congregation and helping them 1o apply the Com-
mandments to themselves. About an hour and a
half was occupied in this service, which made
deep impression on all present.

There were two special addresses to men on
Saturday night and Sunday sfternoon, the subjects
boing—

1. The Image of Gon in man the foundation of
true manliness.

2, The Image of Gob restored to fallen man by
the Incarnation and its bearing upon human life.

There were also addresses in the school-rrom to
young women, the subjects being—Tr .Love of
Gou in their own Life, and Womanly Self-respect
Information was also given upon the Girls' Friendly
Society.

The addresses to the children upon the two
Sundays and ope Saturday afternoon were upon—
Duty to Gob, Duty to Neighhour, Children of
Gopn, and were intermingled with many bright
storivs snd illustrations,

It may be as well to say that the Mission ser-
vices wore as little “ritualistic” as anything could
well be. There was no choir in the chancel.
Small hymn-bocks containing about 50 goed,
popular hymns were handed to persons as they
came in. Old fashioned but well known tunes
such as “Grecnland” and “Martyrdom” were sung
The singing, led by asmall cabinet organ in the
body of the Churel, was most hearty and tho-
ronghly congregational. The Mission service be-
gan with a meudcal litany, and a few collects; o
portion of Scripture was read, and then came the
sermon. Awakening, scarching, encouraging, edi-
fying—these words fairly described the character
of the principal sermons given night after night,
and the constant regular attendance of so many,
especially 8o many men, shewed that the preach-
ing struck home. The only little bit of ritualism

On Per-

indulged in was the singing a sclemn Ze¢ Dewm
before the altur on the last night of the Mission;
but Tam sure this was not mere ritualism, but
that it expressed the feeling ot many a thunkful
heart that night,

So mueh for the work and its outward signs of
great success  What Dhas it really done? What
sirns were there of n real spritual work really
done? Thaere were wany such signs. They are
matters of which ons dues not care, onught not, to
write p rticularly.  But one or two things may be
said. At the General Communion on Thwsday
there was the largest number of communicauts that
bave ever been received on one day, with perhaps
one exception  The Mission Priest gave notice
that he wonld he ready to see any persons pri-
vately, & ating most emphatically at the very out-
set of the Mission that while he was there to hear
the confessions of any who might wish to confess,
he wus not there for that purpese only, but also to
see any who might wish to speak on spiritual
matters.  Towards the end of the Mission he dis-
tribnied “Resolution Papers,” on which a person
might write a resolution formed and bring to him
to be signed.

In one way or the other, for spiritual advice, or
for confession, or to have a resolurion paper signed,
over oue hundred persons visited the Mission ;
and this was by 1o means the whole number of
those personally influenced. Next week we are
going to have a “Children’s Mission.” 1 will send
you au wrcount of it when it is over.

TEMPTATIONS to sin are mapmy and various.
Great sins_force themse/ves upon our remembrance.
Besetting sins we are all conscious of. Bul there
are many sinsof which we tnke no note.  Of these,
perhaps, the most dangerous and far-reaching are
seeret sins. David prays, “O cleanse Thou me
from my secret faults.”” Here he does not merely
mean sins that are hidden from others. He means
those which he himself knows not. The Levitical
Law contained an atonement for secret sins. 'The
Gospel can do no less.

But it is clear that this truth opeuns a new win-
dow into the soul. It suggests a tremendous range
of possible sin. [t forces us to confess how far we
2]l must be from being able to save ourselves, It
drives us straightway to the Cross. And the sva-
son of Lent requires, among other things, a dili-
gent self examination of sins secret to us, but which
by self-sifting may be found out; and acts of sor-
row and self-condemnation for those which, after
all our care, we are unable to discover, and which
yet cause the Redeemer's Passion.

The Litany asks Gob to forgive us for sins,
negligences, and ignorances. This division is
strictly correct. Sins are wrong things that we do
knowing them to be wrong : giving way to tempta-
tion when we know it 7s temptation ; negligences
are when we do wrong for want of proper care, but
without deliberately yielding to temptation ; and
ignorances are when we do wrong without so
much as knowing that it is wrong at all. The
danger of these last lies in the very fact that they
are ignorances.

But can we be reasonably held responsible for
secret faults? Can a just Gop take vengeance on
one who is ignorant of his sins? Does not the
ignorance excuse the guilt? A little thought will
shew that for sius of ignorance we are justly liable.

1. We commit a sin, THE SIN 18 WRONG
WHETHER WE KNOW IT OR NOT.

Of course it is not the same kind of sin which it
would have been if we had deliberately committed
it with our eyes open. DButit is very evident that
the essential wrongness of the act is not affiected by
the state of our knowledge or ignorance about it.
The ignorance of an earthly law is not held to be
an excuse for breaking it. Why should it be for a
heavenly? But, further, it is just those things
which we do without knowing or thinking whether
they are right or wrong which shew what we our-

selves really are. Here is an unselfish person. He

{
exbausts himself in kind actions; he gives . up!
time, inclivation, pleasure, money, in the endeavour
to do good and to help others, He never thinks
of himself. Least of ali dees he know his own un-
selfishness. Yet every one but himself can plainly
see it. Onthe contrary, a thoroughly selfish per-
son does not mean or desire to be thoughtless of
other people’s just claims, but because he /s selfish,
penetrated through and through with the sin of
selfishness, he is constantly doing unkind, incon-
siderate, exacting things, that is, sins of selfishness,
without so much as knowing it. Every one knows
his sin but himself; every one else despises Ins
littleness of mind, and chafes against his con-
temptible conduct. But he goes along all uncon-
scious, cutting, and wounding, and tram:pling on
others without a thought of his own criminal guilt.
Ina world, where by Gopn's providence we are so
much dependent on each other, such a being is fit
for nothiug but to be chained in a solitary cell
where he can hurt no one, and where he is depond-
ent on the kinduess of his keepers. Do not such
things as these need forgivencss? Is there no sin
in them? Gon looks upon what a man /s ; and of
all the sins we commit, perhaps none tell more
surely what we are than those which we do without
knowing that we do them.

2. AGAIN, WE MIGHT KNOW BETTER. e are
reaponsible for our irresponsibility.  The ignorance
of our sin is itself a sin. No Christian need bLe
ignorant. We often overlook this.  David did not.
The Psa!m quoted shews thai be knew that ignor-
ance was no excuse. For what is Gop's Word
given us but this very thing, that we should not be
ignorant? ‘The Law of the Lord converteth the
soul ; the testimony of the Lord giveth wisdom to
the ignorant. And so David all through the
Psahin, from v. 7, is singicg the praises of Gobp's
Word—the Holy Scriptures—because of this very
thing, that it can and does remuve our ignorance.
I am iguorant, Gov's Word can muke me wise.
My soul is turned towards evil.  Gobn's Word con-
verts my soul, turns it towards good. And then
David, knowing that he has not used Gop's Word
as fully as he ought, cries out, “O cleanse Thou
me from my secret faults,” for Thou only canst.

There are, then, two things to be forgiven, the
sin itself, and our ignorance of it; for our ignor-
ance is our own fault. Ignorance means neglect of
Gop's Word, and thatis a sin. fgnorance means
rejection of Gop's Holy Spirit, and that is a sin,
We need then the cry of the Royal Psalmist every
day of our lives.

Of these secret sins some have the nature of pre-
sumption, some are truly sccret.  Of the first class
arc sins committed in ignorance where knowledge
might have been had. Of this the Jews are an
instance, who would not receive Christ as the
Messiah, though their own prophet clearly and cir-
cumstantially foretold of His arrival, and gave
minute signs whereby He might be identified. For
this ignorance they were deeply guilty. St. Paul's
conduct before his conversion is another case in
puint. 1le sinned, yet did 1t conscientiously,
though he could see afterwards how blind he had
been. Next, there are sins committed in ignorance
through known sins, such as those done in passion
or in drunkenness. An angry man may not know
the amount of sin he does : but he does know that
indulged anger will bring sorrow. So a drunken
man 1nay be unaware of the deadly blow given
while in his frenzy, but he dues krow that drunken-
ness is a sin.

Sins of ignorance that are truly secret are, for

instance, such as are passed away.from the memory,
though known at the time..they were commitied.
A penitent couxing to himself will remember‘many
past sins, not all, even of bis wilful sins,. Thesc
are secret to him. A chance word or a accidental
circumstance may bring a train of thought that
will unearth many a long forgotten sin; yet there
must be many which he will never recall. Thank
Gop for the precious blood of Christ which
cleanseth from a/l sin] _ ,

There are, finally, secret sins which attach to the
purest obedience. *In many things we offend all.”
St. Paul says “I know notliing by myself” (i.e., {
have nothing on my conscience), “yet am I not
thereby justified.” And what thoughtful man
would care to ekt his hope of saivation on his best
and holiest day !

These thoughts would be appalling ; they would
sink us in despair, did we not know that a sincere
and hearty repentance and a lively faith will lead
us to the only source of pardon. This is our only
ray of comfort in looking on the dark past. " “This
15 the will of Gob, even our sanctification.” We
may not cease our efforts to do his will; but our
daily devotion must ever include the prayer—

Tuvx [Vesleyan says:—“The Christian World
seems of the opinion that Broad-Churchism in the
Church of England has possibly been carried too
far. Itsays. ‘When Churchmen have discovered
that the Church has room for all parties, and that
there is nothing worth fighting about, they may
then wake up to the further discovery that the
world has come to the conclusion that they have
no message to which it is at all worth while to
listen. It is the creeping paralysis of indifference
which is one of the great and threatening perils of
the hour”

We are afraid such comments emanate from per-

' sons predisposed to believe anything and every-

thing of evil concerning the Church., It is in part
the theory by which the dissenting bodies scek to
explain the large influx of their ministers into the
Church, not being sulliciently unpiejudiced to
seek further for the cause of the large defection
from their ranks. By what authority do the
Christian World or the Wesleyan make such
statements, or what proofs have they to sustain
their charges? It is strikingly noticeable that
when a man imbibes Romish errors on the one
hand, or denics some truth of Scripture on the
other, he leaves the Church and goes elsewhere,
He finds that as an honest man he cannot teach
and preach his views, and continue to read the
Liturgy which enfofces or repudiates the doctrines
which he denies or would add, and so he seeks a
home clsewhere. '

The Church in this differs more widely from the
various Protcstant bodies than they are aware, in
that she Jeaves it to no man to fix the doctrines he
should teach his flock: She has standards fixed
and well defined and easily known, and by these
standards—as Diwenters themselves have fre-
quently acknowledged —the laity may always know
what the Church’s teaching upon any given sub-
ject is, ard cven should the clergy etr, the people
have the doctrines of orthodoxy as the Church
holds them, inculcated and.enforced in the Prayer
Book services, so that ignorantly they cannot be
led astray. But there is not a single point which
the C/ristian Wor/d enumerates which cannot be
shown to be out of harmony with the facts, The
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Church has indeed, thank Gopfroom' for ail par-
ties, ‘but the parties referred to' all’ hold with
differ only in what are in reality minor points.
Not.only have Churchmen discovered how broad
the Church is even as broad as the Bible; but
thonghtful Dissenters have at last found it out, and
are éagerly pressing into a fold which limits thought
only as the Bible limits it, which, as they are
recognizing does not set up narrow human stand-
ards, but lis as broad and as wide as Gop’s Holy
Word. What she Bible permits the Church does
not inhibit ; what -it prohibits the Church frmly
,opposés. “Nothing worth fighting about!” Surely
the Christian World has closed its eyes to what is
going on every day afound it or it would vot have
been guilty of ‘insinuating such a_charge against
the Church. Does it not know. that in all good
works, in zeal, in adapting itself to the wauts of
men in order to plead with them in behalf of their
souls, the Church occupies'a remarkable position
at the présent time? That she is aglow - with love
and eagerness to bring Christ Jesus home to the
sinner, and that even Dissenters and Romanists
have been forced to recognize and admire the
splendid work which she is now doing! Jesus
Christ and Him crucified ! is not that ke message,
and is she not compelling men and women to heed
it by her burning zeal and love - for souls? If ever
there was a time when the charge of paralysis
could be truthfully made against the Church that
time is certainly not the present. No, Baptists,
Methodists and Presbylterians are being drawn in
increasing numbers into ber fold because of her
increasing earnestness, and faithful upholding of
the doctrines of the Bible, and whether the wish
be father to the thought or not, the Christian
1¥orld cannot hope, while such zeal and faith con-
tinue, to see as a reality its false assumption and
altogether mistaken views respecting the Church of
England.

THE OPLUM TRADE.

—

O~k of the greatest hlots on England’s escutcheon
at the present day is the horrible opium traflic
with China. The English and Indian Govern-
ments hoth encournge the growth of the poppy in
India, and the sale of its produet in Immense
quantitics to the Chinese. The reason for this
moral obliquity can only be found in the enormous
revenue which it yields te India, as the traflic can
be defended by no principle of 'true statesmanship.
In the year 1781, foreign opium was a drug in the
Chinese marts of trade, but since that period the
importation of the vile narcotic has constantly in-
ereased until now over 100,000 chests are annually
purchased. This yiolds a yearly revenue to the
British Govermmnent of India of between forty and
sixty millions of dollars. It is asserted, and very
tenthfully, that this does not represent the t'o‘lal
guantity of opium consumed by the Chinese. The
drug is also produced in considerable quantities in
Ching, and this argument is gravely advanced as a
reason in favour of our exportation of the nar-
colic! Tt is said the Chinese must have it, and
we may as well supply it as any ome clse. Now
it is well known that the Chinese Governnient has
made the strongest possible protests against the
importation of what is pronouneed, on ull‘hm_lds, a
deadly and dangerous poissn. The traffic is not
only continued however, but it is forced upon the
Chinese at the point of the bayonet, solely for the
sake of the Indian exchequer which, year by
year, as we have said, derives some sixty millions
of doll rs from this souxrce. )

It may well be asked with wonder and surprise,
how long will the onlightened ecivilization and
Christian sentiment of England endure this infam-
ous traffic? It touches the national honour in a
most direct way. It neutralizes to a large extent

the "Evangelistic- efforts of the Church both _in
India and China.~ * ~

Opium-esting and, opium-smoking arve most por-
nicious and harmf{ul. Not a few casos even in ounr
Cunadian asylums give proofs of its evil effects.
Bt words fail to deseribe the mental, physical and
moral degradation which is produced by indul-
gonce in this evil habit in heathen lands. It is
satisfactory to know that in ngland public opinion
on this subject is Deing aroused as it never has
been hefore. The late Arclibishop of Canterbury
made a strong protest to the British Government
on the subject seme wecks before his late ilness.
Meetings ‘have been held in various parts of the
country so as to thoroughly influence and educate
the masses concerning the noxious traflic. An
Anti-opinm Socicety has heen formed also, which,
by circulating informalion upon the use and evil
cifects of opium, i3 doing'a good work, Yetef-
forts arc put forth in o counter direction. The
guoartérly magazines ave ntilized by various writors
who point out that opium as a stimulant and nar-
cotic has been in use among Asiatic nations from
time immemorial, just as beer and spirits are con-
sumed by Ruropeans. Itisargued toe that the
Chineso Government is insincers in wishing the
traflic to cease, as it is employing all diligence and
effort to increase the growth and cultivation of
native opitin as a source of home revepue, The
Inglish people axe appealed to, to resist an agi-
tation ou purely financial and cconomic grounds,
which eannot for a moment ho defended on moral
grounds.  Iiven ministers of the Crown have issued
such ad misericordam appeals, We belicve not @

single argument has been advarced in defence of

the opiwan traflic, save the mercenary one, loss to
the revenue of India. The evils produced in
China by the use of the deadly narcotic are not
mentioned.

The stupendous wrongs and crimes against hu-
manity and against Gov, which the opium traffie
must answer for are quietly passed by, Surely
the English people have a right to ask that this
revenue of fitty or sixly millions e raised in some
other way ?  Surely the noble men and women in
the Kngiish Chureh, who are doing such great
things for ihe Missiomary canse thioughount the
world ought to make their voice Joudly heand in
condemnation of this nefarious traflic?  Sorely
they havea right to pronounce on a question of
rvight or wrong ; and if it is absointely wrong, it
not ouly dese.ves the aitention of the Government,
bat it must have it, and bomediate steps must be
taken to redress the evill It is a dirgrace and a
shame that a heatlien people should he obliged to
beg o Christian people to refrain from foreing upon
them this dreadful drug. Though the whole
revenue of India depended upon it, instead of a
part only, and though China wasabout to grow the
poppy in still greater quantities than she has im-
ported it hitherto, cur brethren across the seas
must not hold their peace, but protest and protest,
and agitate, until like slavery, the Inst vestiges of
a vileand hideons trafiie, which is paralyzing a
people, and causing Jdeadly suffering, is forever
swept away, and the dark stain is removed from
the prond banner of St. George,

PERMANENT DIACONATI.
(To the Editor of the Church Guardian,)

Sin,—The Provineial Synod in its last session
onacted a Canon on the Diaconate (Canen XVTII)
wherein it is luid down that “a Deacon need not
snrrender his worldly calling or Lusiness (such
ealling being approved by the Bishop) unless he
he a candidate for the office of a Iriest.” Yor
several 'reasons, which I need not go into, T thought
tho attempt to establish a permanent Diaconate
was onte of doulstful wisdom, and that, at any rate,
the matter should he more fully considered in all
its bearings, bofore the publication of a Canon.
Perhaps I was wrong, and [ trust I was, as the
advoeates for & Permanent Diaconate had it all
their own way. But before the legislation has
tnken any wide effect, I would, with all deference,
ask our Bishops and D’riests {0 ponder the words

of one - of the most thoughtful men of our day,
the present Bishop of Durham. D.C.L -

Against this measure I have no objection io
urge on principle. I do not see how I can find
fanlt with the pursuit of secular avocations in the
ministers of a Church whose chief apostle was a
tent-maker. Precedents, too, in later ages arve
sufficiently frequent to justify this comhination of
the spiritual office with the secular work. But,
waiving questions of ecclesiastical law of which
the solution perhaps would not bo very difficult, I
foresee the possibility of grave administrative
complications arising out of the creation of such
a diaconate. It is intended, I suppose, that the
ordering of these deacons should be regarded as
indelible. A deacon once created is a dencon for
life in the eye of the Church. e is permanently
resident in the parish wlere he is called to minis-
ter. But the Incumbent changes from time to
time ; and it is not difficult to sec that ecompli-
cations may arise from this fact. '

The removal of a doacon from his ministrations
may set a whole parish on fire.  The case of a
curate presents no analogy, because - he has not as
a rule anuy domestic ties in the place, and he
speedily departs to some other sphere of labour
withoul sertons inconvenience to himself. But a
permanent dedcon would remain as a focus of dis-
allection, if the elemenls of disallection were there.
The weight of parochial influence, in fact, has been
transferred froin the chief officer to his subordin-
ate. Meanwhile, the decon himself has  right to
feel dissatisfied. He is invested with an offico
which he cunnot shake off ; and yet e is not al-
lowed to perform the functions vr to reap the ad-
vantages of liis oltice.  But, it will be said, this
scheme for a permanent diaconate is, after all, only
n restoration of the normal practice in the primi-
tive Church ; and we cannot do wrong if we follow
this practive with s fmplicit faith as to the results,
My answer is this.  If you would remoedel the
Chureh oxganization after the primitive type, you
you must do so in all respects. I the diaconate
in the primitive Cliurch was permanent and lgeal-
ized; so wus the preshyterate.  If the primitive
deacons maintained themselves by plying their
irade or their business, so did the primitive priests,
The curste, though only in deacon’s orders, is
much more valuahle now to the inewwnbent than
the Jaymaw, heenuse spiritual ministrations are the
main husiness of his life. Dut as soon as they
ceuse 1o he this—as they would cease with these
semi-secuiar deacons—Iit is roduced to a question
of degree,  Meanwhilo the loss is serions. The
most compelent and conselentious laymen would
probably object lo being invested with a ministe-
vial oflice whicl, involving grave responsibilities,
would eling to them for life, no matier what may
be the change in their external circumstances,
Thua the field of cheice wonld be lmited.  Mean-
while, if adopted as a substitute for the lay reader-
ship of which 1 spoke in a former part of my
Charge--nnd this seems the view enlerlained by
many of its supporters—it would invelve ansther
serious loss.  The value of thoe lay readers's minis-
trations will consist to a large extent in the two-
fold fact that they are gratuitous and that they
are not elerical. The one advantage probably, the
other eortainly, would be forfeited by the ndoption
of the permanent diaconate instead.

EASTER DAY.

{To the Editor of the Church Guardian.)

Sir,—On page 9 of one of your last issues you
mention in an article, *“Chuarch Notes,” that
Easter Day “will fall earlier than it has at any time
during the present century, viz.: on the 25th day
of March.” Let me refer your statician to the yenr
A.D. 1818, and he will find that Easter 74as year
fell on the 22nd of March, and in the last year of
the past century, viz.: 1790, it fell on the 24th
March, in 1796 on the 27th, in 1788 on the 23rd,
and in 1780 on March 26th. In 1826 it fell on
March 26th, and again the same datein 1837 ; in
1845 it fell on March 23rd ; againin 1856 ittell on
March 23rd ; and therefore there have been three
Easters, viz.: in A.D. 1818, in 1845, and in 1856,
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that have all fallen before this year’s Easter, which
comes on the 25th of next:-March.

I don’t write this for the purpose of cavilling. I
have taken iny information from three old Prayer
Books in my possession, one printed in Oxford, A.
D., 1872, another printed in, Dublin, A. D., 1817,
and the third printed in London, A. D., 1849.

But what I want to know is this—as every one
is saying because Easter comes so early tfhis year,
we are going to have a very early spring, and “it
always happen so,” (say they). Will, or can any
one of your 20,000 teaders give me any statistics
regarding these particular Early Easterns which I
Lave mentioned above.

It will be interesting, and will be highly appre-
ciated by one at least, even though we have two
weather prophets in Canada, and the later one pre-
dicts terrible times about this same Easter week
that is approaching.
