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GROWTH OF THE CHURCH.

RY THE ARCHEISBHOP oF CANTERBURY,

(4 Sermon preached at the Consecration of Truro
Cathedral, on Thursday, November 3, 1887.)

She sees how Roman unity has failed, im-
posing one pattern ofall things, from dogma o
vestment, if failure it be to bave rendered in
the most glorious countries of Earope, not her-
geif only, but the name of Chureh, a byword

~anreng balf the intelligent men, It is for the
Anglican communion in the power of its own
unity to rear on the earth colomil" chufches,
native churches, national churches (in somein.
stances embracing many races) like berself, yet
different. Churches which shall weave for
Cbrist the local life, the natural genius, the
hereditary sentiment, into the framework and
geiting of ritual, hymn, or article, as they have
been inwoven in our own nation-Church; and

to be ready with tender helpful, reverent hands
to succour Churches which bave felt the *‘ ruins
of time,” yet are living witnesses to what was
before the gresat msurpation. It is diffienlt to
conceive that any event should restrain the
power committed to the English Church which
for the past half-century has worked such vast
changer, and has bulore it still & thousand pro-
blems of the game kind as in the past, the snlu-
tion of every one of which would be a contriba-
tion to this real unity. It would be wasting
words to speak of such an interruption as he
who speaks belioves not to be impending—a
greater break in history, a more irrational over-
throw of politics, a8 oppnsed to party tactics,
than the records of any civilised State can show
—a mere disaster to thought, to learning, to the
orgnaoisution of life, to philanthrophy, to liberty;
and to rpeak of it at & time when signs point to
the new establishing of churches elsewhere.
But a eelf-inflicted fear of it, timorous compro-
mises made, such concessions offered as by
themselves wonld be felt to be unwise or cramp-
ing, unmotived except by the motive power of
alarm, muy easily have a more dapgerous and
mortal effect than the supposed event ever
could. For even an attempt to reslise the
eveut would recall failing beart and strength ;
but precipitate nervousness would, fragment by
fragment, partition away both resources and
reserved, and palsy our powers. A dichouour-
ed, apologetic Church would be worse than an
oppressed one. Strong cnemies are better to
us than weak friends. They show us our weak

oints. Reforms, real, on true principles, we
do not fear. Wo have courted them, plunned
them, laboured for them, and not seldom been
denied them. Bat it is no reformation which,
under atiractive nmames, would persnade our
weaker spirits gradually to do what no force
could— picce by piece dirable and discrown our
mother. Thesigns of a true reform are always
an advance of rational liberty, added strengtb
in council, and an increase of resources. But
there are always afloat friendly proposals under
thut name, which offer none of those substan-
tial things ; more ventures to propitiate enmity,
wilhout considering that the front muost always
remain most expo: ed, howover far wo withdraw
that front, apd that to save positions of fore.
most service you cannot dennde them of the re-
sources of serviccableness. It may claim 10 be
something better, but it is certainly something
else thun reform, which, with utmost reverence
of tone, smecps away the venerable; asks you
to secure yoursalt' a place in history by expung-
ing the history of the past, and by stinting the
futore, and using up the past to consuli—eeco-
nomy. It reverses the first Emperor's boast,
aod leaves 1lie Church brick which it found
marble, It would combine ard reslise in one
devot.d communivn all the alleged inconve-

niences of establishment and all the evils'of o
disestablished Cburch. Meantime the horiz_on
glows with dawning work. 'As a Church we

bave with all energy to reinforce dinceses which
are part and parcel of our owu Chanrch, We
have besides to stand by a sister Chnreh whieh
is a8 identifiel sr wa are with our State. W¢
have to assert the honest ¢claim to our own pos-
sessions; if it were to be denied, not to de=pair,
but (while selfishness awaits its own doom
through forces which it would not cnrb from
injustice) to see what unselfi-hness can do to
moro than restore the years which the canker
worm had eaten. We bave to secure to our
courts Christian & more indirputably religiou-
basis, but that we may deserve ihis right of
oun1s, we must raise our own standards of reve-
rence for the law and of obedierce to it. We
have to secure a firmer religious basis for eda-
eation, but that this may be conceded, we must
show by our own jealous use of catechising. and
of every hour allowed for religioun instructino.
what we mean by calling that subject “‘vital”
We have to secure to pastorate and to patron
age real safegnards against scandal; but thal
there may be granted from without, we from
within must still exterd the derpening sense o'
responribility in exercizing both. We have t«
make the respongibility of wage giving felt by
thore who hold certain classes of the poor in
their grasp ; to make fuller provision for the
childhood, the old age. and the fresh start i
life of the very poor But the Church has al-o
to induce her men of wealth to live simpler, lea
lnxurions lives ; to employ means, not to waste
them ; to know their calling as individuals to
lift thore individual lives which struggle so to
be lives at all close beside them. Wa have to
make home poesible for the homeless, to shield
the intolerably tempted, and to face the vice o'
every rank. Bat before conscience will let us
carry this through,we Christians have to purify
ourselves even as our Christ is pure. When we
bave to found (as fourd we must) new organi-
zations, new institutions, as populations spring
snd multiply, I wounld esay let us really found.
Be founders in fact as well as in name—not re
divide and balance, mince and minimise, the
portion our fathers gave, but, as the wealth of
Eogland grows and creates new classes, and
turns fortunes over every year, let us do what
our fathers did #nd meet new needs with our
new powers. Wohave to protect—our position
in the world makes it imperative for us to pro-
tect uncivilised continents against civilised vice
—to deliver the Gospel to every creature, to
plant Apostolic Churches on every shoro, and to
renew the loving allinnces with the nations
which the Roman unity ended by disintegrating.
There are n part of the works which awuit
the Church’s time. Works for mauy brains and
hunds, many lives and deaths. And wo havoe
not now the troops and regiments for such cam-
paigne; we stand shrinking from the vast broth-
erhoods and sisterboods which ulone can contest
the field. We are afraid of the only compotent
meuns—even if they be most primitive—because
Rome has once touched them. So long as that
is our case, of courre the rpell of Rome is over
us still. From other spiritual helps we turn,
simply because other Christinns find them help:
ful. Again, we complain of ourselves for want
,of enthusiasm, but as soon as an cnthusiastic
.institution appears among us we are still moru
afraid, and run for the fire-engines. ** Respon-
I-deie natalibus” wus the cry of Cyprian t tho
;Church of Carthage—* Rise tvo your birth-
irights.””  How it would ring from hix lips to-
day if he saw the Bishop of un unbroken line,
.in presence of the Ruyulty of Engluand, receive
and offer his Church material and his Church

spiritual in one offering before tho Iling of

kinge, and knaw all that iz neoded outsidue.
& Respondete natalibus” would noy he echo the
word o you—that old second Bishop of the
newly united dioceses—who, held by the hands

-atheliral hesto do with all this. These things
are the cathedral. In granite rock ihat will
iast through time, in height, in mystery,in
lizht and eolour, and shadows, and munxie, en-
shrioing mysteries invisible, the cathedral aym-
bulises and centres the caim, strong forces of
the kingdom of God. Beneath these rcofs,
amoog these pillars, the form of those energies
scem to gather and move restfully like angels.
More yot. You are never woiry of saying
hat the discipline of the Church is weak. You
-ay thatgovernors ought to govern more strang.-
ly. Ave you as earnest as vou are right 7 Well,
translate the word cathedral church literully
and you have the ‘ throne church "—emblem
and seat of juridiction. Tt de lares the unity
of your orvanization. YWhen men anciently
made schiams it was said of them not only that
they set up *“ altar against altar,” but * throne
azainst throne.” You never say so now. You
have weakened the thrones until you almost
teel you would do well to strengthen them
again. ¥et again you fancy their strength
would meun dexpotism. No. For when the
thronos were strong the people were strong.
The chief organiser of early episcopacy told
the pecple that they must take rule when their
Bishop failed—that they must put away the
taithless Bishop and seek another. Stand, then,
we will say, with all thy promise about thee,
new-born church. Thou art rich to-day in the
beatitudes of poverty, of purity, of meckness,
Stand until thou be made rich by riches of
Gud's giving ; until thy people sce God; until
thou inherit thy land. Poor, yot m:king many
rich, #tand that the worn, the dreary, the dounbt-
ful may have comfort of thee. Stund thatla-
bourers in difficult places may in plan and deci-
sion have comfort of thee. Stand, and in the
namo of thy own mission saint, Henry Martyn,
move men to go forth from his baptisterv 1o
texch and to baptize. Then He who caused thee
Lo rise to the worship of His glory will provide
the glorious worrhip within thee as He has
provided thee—the stainless child of fiee gifts;
not one coin wrung from superstition or oppres-
sion, yet rich in the countless bronze .f the
poor as in the gold and ornaments and furni-
ture of the rich, and of the faithful women,
For thou art built in faith. Not firat ofself
have thy people thrught, and then of their
taith. The pluce of the Word and of sacraments,
a home for prayer, eounsel, mission; this thon
art, first of all things, a sanctoary ; and the
blexsing of fuith witl be thine The Author and
Finisher of the Faith i: with thee ; His death
treasure and His life thy life. Tho people who
founded the houre for God first, will find God
finish the house for them—a prophecy of their
¢oming to that first and lsst eanctuary which -
the Liord built and not man. In due season we
shall rexp—for I'e wiil not Jet us faint.

CHRIST AND THE SACRAMENTS,

Wo rightly regard the doctrine of the Atone-
ment, which is tho grand result of the Incar-
nation, ag the centre of the Christian system j
yet, as has often been ob<erved, and n t unfre-
gquently with an unfriendly intention, Christ’s:
re’crences to it are compuaratively meagre. It
appuirs to be Ilis aim to fix firmly the iaith of
His followers in His Person, and, having done
this, 10 leave the just dednctions from His acts
and sufferings to be made by His appointed
tesehers under the guidance of the Holy Spirit.:

el
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Thus He calls attention to the occurence on
« hich Christiar doctrine wus to be based He
predicts the outward circumstances of His Pas-
gion and Death ; He tells how He shall be be-
trayed and mocked and scourged and crucified
and slain; and how on the third day He shall
rise again. But He puts forth no theological
gscheme. He does not fit His death to any
theory of Sacrifice, or formally connect Cal-
vary and the Easter morning with man’s Re-
demption and Justification before God. Yet
10 the two Sacraments He draws carefal atten-
tion, speaking of them with a fulness which
contrasts strongly with His usual reticence.

Indeed the light which He does throw on
the Atonement is vouchsafed incidentally in
utterances which relate to the Sacraments. It
js in the conversation with Nicodemus about
Baptism that the power of the Cross is first
asserted. It is in the discourse at Capernaum
that He rspeaks of giving His flesh over to
death for the life of the world. And it isat
the Last Supper, in the very words of institu-
tion, that the sacrificial and propitiatory char-
acter of His Body broken and His Blood shed
zpon the Cross is revealed.

This certainly indicates that the Sacrament-
were to possess a peculiar character. It is not
that they are of more importance than the In-
earnation whose efforts t. ey were to extend,
or lhan ibe Atonement which they were to
commemorate, and the graces of which they
were, by Chtist's own gift, to apply. It is not
that they are more imperative than faith,
which is a previous condition (in those capable
of it) of their beneficial reception. Bat it ig,
we believe, because, while doctrines might bo,
as in fuct they were, subsequently unfolded by
the inmer action of the Holy Spirit upon His
gervants, and faith might be developed by the
same invisibie influence, the Sicramonts must
have* apreliminary baris external so ourselves™
a somcthing which Christ alone could fix
snd settle. He Himself ordains them bueause
they are to be the instramental means of com-
munpicating something which Ile alone can be-
stow—something for the use of which faith
and spiritual affections are required, but which
no amount of faith and rpiritual affection
could croate. The cffect of doctrines is on the
minds of those who are made acquainted with
them. The effects of Sucraments uepends on
the uction of the Saviour Himself. In the one
oase it is by an internal influence, in the other
by an external gift. The one is the result of
grace, light, knowledge proceeding by the
Spirit, from our union with Christ; the other
is the means by which that union is at first
effected, and by which it ie continually main-
tained.

This impression is confirmed by the absolute-
pess with which the use of the Sacraments is
enforced by Christ. Baptism is & very condi-
tion of approach to Him. No amount of faith,
no thoronghness of conversion, uvo fire of loving
discipleship could be accepted in lieu of it.
“Except a man be born of water and of the
Spirit, be cunnot enter iuto the kingdom of
God.” Not “he that believeth"” only, but “he
that believeth and is baptized, shull be saved.”
When the Aposiles are charged to go and
make disciples of all nations, it is “baptizing
them in the name of the Father and of the
Son and of the Holy Ghost.”

The necessity of the Holy Communion is
laid down by Him with no less positiveness.
It might be interred indeed from the very woids,
“This do in remembrauce of Me,” in connect-
ion with such sayings as “If ye love Mo keep
My commandments;’ “Why call ye Me Lord,
Lord, and do not the things which I xay ?"—
but He also declared, while giving the promise
of eternal life to such asehould really teed on
Him in this Sacrament, “Except ye eat the
flesh of the Son of Man, and drink His Blood,
ye have no life in you.”

It is so unlike our Blessed Lord to bind His

followers to positive ordinances, that the fact,

of such compulsion prepares us beforeband to
see in them some vital connection with His
saving work. The reason must lie deep in that
plan of ralvation which He came to work out
and which He lives to apply.—Rev. M. H.

THE CELEBRATION OF THE HOLY
SACRAMENT.

The celebration of the Holy Sacrament is the
great mysteriousness of the Chrietian religion,
and succeeds to the most solemn rite of vatural
and Judaical religion, the law of saerificing.
For God spared mankind, and took the sacrifice
of beasts, together with ourjsolemn prayers, for
an instroment of expiation. But these could not
purify the soul from sin, but were typical of

the sucrifice of something that conld. But
nothing could do thig, but either the offering of
all that sinned, that every man should be the
anathema or devoted thing; or <lse by somo
one of the rame capacity, who by some super-
added excellency might in his own personal suf-
ferings have a value great enough to ratisfy for
all the whole kind of sinning persons. This the
Son of God, Jesus Christ, God and man, ander-
took, and finished by & sacrifice of Himsslf upon
the altar of the cross.

This sacrifico, because it was perfect, could be
but one, and that once; but because the needs
of the world should last as long as the world it-
gelf, it was neceseary that there should be o
perpetual ministry established, whereby this
one sufficient sacrifice should be made eternally
effectual to the several new arising needs of all
the world who should desire it, or in any sense
be capable of it.

To this end Christ was made a priest for ever:
He was initiated or consecrated on the eross,
and there began His priesthood, which was to
last till His coming t~ judgment It began on
earth, but was to last and be officiated in beav-
en, where He ait¢ perpenally representing and
exhibiting to the Father thatgreut effective sa-
crifice which He offered on the cross, to eternal
and never failing purposes.

As Christ is pleased to represent to His Futher
that great sacrifice 88 & means of atonement
and expiation for all mankind, and with special
purposes and intendment for all the elect, all
that serve Him in holiness, so He hath aproint
ed that the snme ministry shall bedone on earth
too, in our manner, aud according to our pro-
portion; and therefore hath conatituted and
scparated an order of men who, by showing
forth the Lord’s death by sacramental repre-
sentation, may pray unto God after the same
manner that our Liovd and H gh Priest does,
that is, offer to God and ropresent, in this
gsolemn prayer and racrsment, Christ as al-
ready offered ; so sending up a gracions instru-
ment whereby our prayers may for Ilis sake,
and in tho rame manner of intercession, be offer-
ed up to God in our behalf, and for all them for
whom we pray, to all those purposes for which
Christ died,

As the ministers of the sacramentdo in a sa-
cramental manner present to God the sacrifice
of the cross, by being imitators of Cb-ist’s in-
tercession, 8o tho people are sacrificers too in
their manner:for besides that by raying‘ Amen,”
they join in the act of him that mini~ters, and
make it also to be their own, 80 when they eat
and drink the consecrated and blessed elements
worlhily, they receive Christ within them, and
therefore may also offer Him to God, while in
their sucrifice of obedience and thankegiving
they p.e ent thomselves to God with Christ
whom they have spiritually received, that is,
themselves with that which will make them
gracious and acceptable. The offering their

bedies and sonls and services to Gnd, in Him,
and by Him, and with Him, who is hin Fathar's
well-beloved, and in whom He iy well pleased,
cannot but be accepted to all the purposes of
blersing, grace, and glory. ,

This is the sum of the grentest mystery of
our religion ; it is the copy of the passion, and
the ministration of the great mystery of our re-
demption ; and therefore whatsnever ontitles
us 10 the general privileges of Christ's passion,
all that i8 necessary by way of diannsition to
the colebration of the sancrament of His passion,
hecause this celebration is our manner of apply-
ing or using it.

THE.APQSTOLIC SUCCESSION.

The following, from a convention address of
Bishop White, voices the conviction of the
founders of the American branch of the Apos-
tolic Church. It may serve at loast to show
that the firm maintenance of tho Historio Epis-
copacy is not a note of “advanced ” Church-
manship, & development of * ritualism,” so cal-
led, but has characterized the most consorva.
tive and evangalical schoo! from the earliest
age. Bishop Whito says:

‘ The third inforence deducible from the faota
recorded under the other branch of the other

branch of this charge is the duty of sustaining
the Rpiscopacy in whatever is appropriate to
its character; and the propriety of defending
it on the ground on which it has been transmit-
ted to us by the Church of England, When
that Church reformed from popery, t waswith
tbe purpore of altering no further than wherein
the existing power had departed from the Scrip-
tural and from immediately succeeding times.
They found that in the orizin of the ministry it
comprehended three ordera, the highest of
which were the Anostles and others whom they
associated with themselves in the same super-
eminent trust to be transmitted by them in per-
petual succession. Considering ministerial aots,
that of ordaining in particular, they found no
instance of its having boeon performed by a min-
ister of inferior grade. As to any : rgunized
hody, anthority to porform this act. or indeed*
any o her, independently on that higher grade,
there is not aven slleged evidanco of a vostige of
it. The course continued withont excoption and
without stop for 1500 years, and until the era
of the Reformation.” * % % Theso facts nre
probably as familiar to the ¢lorical hearers as
to the reciter of them. Bnt this exoicise being
prospective, it was expedient briefly to lay the
ground for the charge 1o bo nnw given, with the
hope of its hoing acted on by those who shall
be associuted with or succeed us in the minis-
try, that they consistently sustain this pointof the
Divine INsTL.UTION of the Episcopa:y, not ac-
com- odating in the least drgree to contrary
opinion. Whaen this chararteristic of our Com-
munion is lost sight of, under any spacious ploa
of temporary accom modation to popular pre-
judice, tnstead of being conciliatory, as is imagin-
ed, it brings conflicting opinions into view 1o
the loat of Christian charity; ov if this bo not
tho consequence, to the racrifice of a trath of
Soripture. As to our fellow-Christians of other
denominations, when any of them obtrude on us
men not episropally ordained, howaver it may
put on the face of liberality, and profess for itg
object the promotion of Cdeatian Umiry, it is
too decisive a proof of a pirit which if the char-
acter of the times permitted, would wrest from

.our Church her present frezcdom of religious pro-

fession and put her members undor the restraints
of partial law. ‘

% [n our favored country every individual ig
vested with the privilege of manifosting his ra-
ligious belief in the form of profession the mnat
agreeable to his judgment or to his fancy. He
may depart from our Communion, bat ought
not to remain in it to the disturbance of its
peace.”

St. Andrew when ho recoived that light which
supplied all the necessities, and illumed the
darkners of his own heart, embrdied the trne
epirit of misrionary work. Ile fonnd the light,
and then rovght for someonc 1o whom to im
part the glud tidings. Ile dwelt on the grent
d¢bt which the people now owed (o the mis~ion
ary pirit and urged that they should arrive i
a fuller conesciousness of thut great debt. It
they came to a full knowledge of what they
owed to it they would endeavour to repay a
purtof it and wonders would be worked. Ile
then 1eferred to hisown Dioceso, expluining the
purchase and employ mentof the * livangeline ™
and the necessity that eX sted for its use and
epesking of it as ono of tho most valuable
rdjuncts 10 the missionary work. ITe praised
both the laity and clergy of the Diocesre of
Algoma for their faithfulness, saying that the
clergymen numbered 26. Ile also announced
that, by hi+ setting his face againel it there
was hurdly ench n thing known in his dioceee
as church debt. 1le gave an inleresting de:-
cription of the habits, traits of characier, and
gsocial improvement of the I dians, of whom
there was 7,000 in tho diocese of Algoma. Ile
clored with an appeal for belp to carry on the
miseionary work in a dioceso 800 miles in
length, ard 50,000 rguare miles in extent, hav-
ing a population of 80 000 people, many of
whom arestill in great durkness.

DIOCESE OF ALGOMA.

S, —May I ask space in your columus
for a brief statement of our financial position in
Algoma?

The stipends of our Missionaries. such as they
are, amounting to over §1.400 por annum, nre
drawn largely trom our Generul Mirssion Fund,
supplemented by two grants of §4. 132 and
81,376 from the S.P.G. and C.C.C.S. respect-
ively. Independently of these grauts, the sum
rcquired, quarterly, for stipends, outlits, &o., is
about $25600. Of this §1,7u0 uro lacking for
the current quarter, ending Dec. 31st.  Our
position, thorcloro, is most criti -al and callsfor
lhe prompt and generous interpoxsitivn of the
fiiends of Algomn. In pmrtial explunation of
the deticit, it may be stuted that very litilo holp
hus come to us from Knglund this yeur, vwing
to the multiphcity of Jubilee claims. It isulso
quito possible that tho epeciul Jobileo viferings
inade by Cunadian Churchwomen, in behalt of
our Widows’ and Orphane' Fund (tho partica-
lars of which will shortly bo pubii-hed) may
huve redaced onr Gueneral FPund to somo exlent,
Bo this, however, a3 it may, thostern facl slares
us in the face that 81 700 ure nceded to pay the
checques due on the 3lst of Decoember,  Far-
ther, ¢ven supposing tho *‘present distress ”
previded for, we will begin the New Year with.
vut adullur for our General Stipend "und, save
tho scuttered contributions of individuale, uutil
the next aj portionment of the receipts of the
Mirsion DBoutd in  September muext, 1883,
Siill fartber, 1o say nothing of unoceupied
fields, in which ¢hwich peoplo are silently but
surely drifung away inte other commuunions, or
eleo Lalling iuto pructical iitidelity, three of
our orgunized mirsions are vacanl, (One sinceo
lust January), and I huve been unublo to pro-
vide missiouaries for them, becauso the necee-
sary stipends were not furthcuming. ‘I'he peo-
ple in allthiee buve been ready, in their poy-
orty, 1o give to the full meusure of theirabilivy,
but the ¢hurch ut largo has doled oun her baue-
fuctions with a niggard band.

ears. Oaur position in the world is thut of ex-
pectant prepuration for the ful! enjoyment of
our heavenly cit zeurhip. The grest faot now
especially brought to our mind+ is that of the
actusl Presence of God with us—of the vaeness
of our nature with His through the Incarna-
tion of the Eternal Sun—and the duty or ines-
* timuble privilege thut is ours on account of it.
“Prepare ye the Wuy of the Lord.” “Purify
yourselver, thercfore, even as He is pare.”
“Bo ye holy, for I Ax Horv.”" To put away
gin, and put on the gurments of righteousaess,
purity, and holiness, is the great Advent ex-
bortation. Let ali esarnest Christian people
make good uxe of this Jeason so significa nt of
the ultimate purposes of life. Well may it
take on ut least a somi penitentinl hue. In
some of our churches the purple hingings of
the chancel and sanctuary will sugzest this.
At any rate let it be realized in Chrstiau hearts.

The Church Kalendar, (Buffalo, N. Y.) says
of the Episcopute :

We still cling to the belief that there is—not
merely was—a ¢ Historic Episcopate,” and that
without it or apart from it we could have no
claim to eall ourcelves, or ask men to account
of us, a8 *“ Ministers of Christ, and Stewards of
the Mysteriea of God.” We can have entire
respect for the uttorly opposite views of one
who is not u Minister or member of this Church :
we haxe none whatever for & man who stands
to minister before God by virtue of an ordina-
tion at which he scoff+ in word or ac!. And
thig is unquestionably the belief and feellng of
the lust majority of all the members of this
Church, at this duy, a8 well as the unmistakable
language of her Ordinal and of every word of the
Prayer Book.

G. V. in Church Bells under the litle “How
to Promote Lasting Unity,” says:—

There is, beyond doubt, ao increasing desire
for union and uity. And there is, too, unques -
tivnably, & danger lost, in the eagor desire of
some men to secure unily speed.ly, an exhibi
tion should arize of more zeul than discretion,
the rosult of which would be that the work,
being burriedly done. would be badly done,
and w0 prove neither pormanent nor to the glory
of God.

In the judgment of some mer who have
studicd the subjeot prayorfully and carefully,
there ocanuot be anything less thau & condem-
nation of those couforences and consultutions
in which an undeniable sacrificc of some im-
portant Church ' principles in regard to the
Holy Communion, and in reference to Holy
Ordois, Episcopacy, and Church rules, has becn
demunded. While giving the promoters of
such meetings and such endeavours full credit
for the best of motives, there can be very little
doubt that such ¢ haste’ will only damper the
efforts of those who want all to be effected
upon sound and lasting principles, and who
foel contidence in the oid and Scriptural prinei-
ples of the Church in rogard to Episcop.uy,
Succession, Holy Orders, and the iwo Sacra-
ments ordained ot Christ. They who are
more desirous (as they ought to be) for a per-
manent union rather than a harty one, will not
lose their contidence in the sucred declaration,
He that believeth, shall not wake haste.”

‘Now, an event is drawing nigh which it
would be a serious blunder upon the part of
the Church to reglect, in the furtherance of
unity. God appesrs, indeed, to be giviog her
just: now an opportonity which can hardly re-
car at least in some important particunlars, and
of which she ought to make the most, after
thought, deliberation, and prayer. It is, then,
very devoutly hoped that the coming event wi'l
not be neglected. And while, perhaps, the
princes of the Church in Eongland ought to be
the primary leaders in the movement, it is
hoped that the sister and daughter Churches
(Scotland, Ireland, America, the Colonies,
everywhers) will feel equally interested, and
eqaally entitled to be interested, in the pro-
posal. It is as follows :—The Pan Anglican
Synod will be assembled in London (it is be-
lieved) some time during the ensuing yesr,
for consuitation upon many important subjects.
A mongst these, no one can exceed in precious-
ness and importance the question of union and
unity. Could not some members of that Synod
construct & Divine office for use by the faithfual
of. and in, all lunds; not for a moment (now
or hereafter) to the exclusion of any of their
present respective offices of worship, but as
the especial and Catholic office of union, unity,
and love, and of seeking the teaching and
direction of the Holy Spirit, under whose dis-
pensation we all believe the Church to be liv-
ing? The creed might be the Apostles’, or
the Uninterpolated Constantinopolitan Creed.
The Communion Office, and any other desirable
order of prayers upon this subject would pro-
bably be agreed upon without much difficulty,
ufter due and patient consideration, by the
committee of Bishops selected for the purpnse.
Aud it is belioved thut the office or offices
might be so eonstructed, that not only might
they be occasionally used in every land wherein

but that many, at least, of the various branches
of tho Eastérn Church might be induced to
uge thom, as Special officesin the promo ion of
unity, also.

It is most respectfully nrged, but with the
deepest earnestpess, that the Pan-Aunglican Sy-
uod sbould, in some such way as has now been
saggested, first, approach ‘the throne of the
heuvenly grace,’ to seek guidance in this ques-
tion of unity; and then, secondly, that it ehould
enable and encourage the whole Church to dc
the same. :

God grant that this grand (may it not be
termed providential ?) opportunity may call
forth the atteuntion of the Bishops in every part
of the Church which claims to belong to the
Pan-Anglican Synod of 1888,

TWO EXPOSITIONTS.

Kararyn, vuly stipulam)
before the wind.” The secuond exposition is
from Captain Condors, “Tent work in Pales-
tine” and throws & most welcome ray of light
upon the maurderous act of the wife of Heber
the Kenite, which is made so perplexing to the

majority of people, by the enlogistio reference
of Deborah the Prophetess. Says the Captain
(p. 133) “The marder of a fagitive, and a
guest, is so contrary to the morality of the
Semitic morals that we must seek for & very
strong justification. It could not have been
national enthmusiasm which actuated Jael, for
she was a XKenite, nota Jewess—one of a na-
tion hostile to Israel, and there was peace be-
tween Jabin, King of Huzar (Sisera’s master),
and the house of Heber, the Kenite, The true
reason is probubly to be found in Sisera’s en-
tering the tent at all.

There are instances in later history in which
8 defeated Arab has sheltered himself in the
women’s apartments, but such an infringement
of Eastern eotiquette, his always been pun-
ished by death, and it is not improbable that in
revenge for such an insult Jael seized the iron
tent-peg and drove it with the mallet used to fix
the teats to the ground through Sisera’s brain.”
Dr. Moody I think in a rather laboured ar-
ticle in the current number of the Expositor
corrects Captain Conder’s evident slip, with re-
gard to the hoatility of tho house of Heber * of
the children of Hobart, the brother-in-law of
Moses.” ‘Perhaps the Captain would have been
safer had he conjectured that rigid tent law,
gave Jael an opportuaity of proving his devo-
tion to Iarael’s cause, which she gladly em.
braced. However, there still remained the de.
ceitful greeting ¢ Turn in to me, fear not,” to
be accounted for, befure Juel becomes quite im-
maculate in our eyes. Deborah, wounld be in}
clined to laud the womau, because she was oat-
side of the covenant, and though friendly to
Israel, at peuce wich Jubin. Her act would be
all the more welcome, because it was unex-
pected. And the act itself, we now learn, was
intrinsically a blameless one. W.P.C.

LETTERS FROM CALIFORNIA.

——

(€ONTINUED.)

—

SacramenTo, CAL,, Nov. 25, 1887,

Leaving Denver next morning via Denver
and Rio Grande Ruilway, we are promised
some very fine scenery along the route, which
takes us throngh some of the finest gorges and
canons of the Rockies. The day is fine and

clear, 8o clear that the ~harply defined peaks of
the mountain seem very near, and here one of
the passengers tells a story of a Briton who
was staying iv Denver, and not being used to
such a clear atmospnere, got up one morning
and secing the mountains so near thonght it &
good idea to take a walk there before breakfast,
set out and walked and walked but seemed to
got no nearver the goal, the everlasting hills
hore the same stern froot, he could even see
the smull stones on their sides, but they got no
pearer and no faither. Aller walking four
miles he accosted a man whom he was fortu-
nute enough to meet, and who informed him he
was still fifteen miles away from them, with &
saddened heart but a wiser head he set out to
return to his breakfast ; the next day he went
out with a friend, they came to a brook, he
turned up his trousers, took offshoes and socks,
what are you about said his friend, you can
leap that brook ? Oh, no, he ¢aid, I know more
about this country than I did, if those moun-
tains are twenty miles away this rtream must
at least be & quarter of s mile across, After
leaving Denver, except looking at the moun-
tain, there are only the flat plains, until about
two o'clock we come to Colorada Springs, and

into a lovely valley, this, & favorite resort in
summer. is & pretty and well built town, the
springs cre fumous and attract a large number
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of visitors through the season. Maniton, ano-
ther summer ' resort, is passed, nestling in.a
valley ; soon we come to Castle Rock, a fine
study, looking a complete castle with four tow-
ers. Now the scenery grows grand indeed, we
are coming to Canon City and are among and
in the very heart of the Rockies. Starting
from Canon City the observation car is pnton;
A ruch is made for it and it is soon filled, the
air is sharp but not too keen; in a few minutes
we are in the grand canon of the Arkansas,
there is just room for the track and therushing
river, high over-head the great rocks wall us
in, and we go deeper and deeper into the heart
of the range. here the sun's rays never pene
tratc; the cliffs are a thousand feet in heiybt
and get higher and higzher, until we strain our
eyes up a height of 3 0U0 feet. Nei her fiowers
nor birds are ever found here. After pas-ing
throngh this canon we emerge Into the valley
of the Arkansar, pass Suleda, a~cend the Conti-
nental Divide and plunge into the Marshall
pass; the track doubles and twists: the two
engines have all they can do, and looking out
we tee the bead engine apparently turning
back on the road. As we go towards the sum-
mit Mount Ouray towers above ull wi h its bald
summit and billows of rock boulders are around
ir every direction. After leaving the summit
we go down the valleys of the Tomichi und
Bunicon into some fertile meadows, bevond
Guoniron City we reach the Black Canon ; hero
is anotber marvellous panorama of rocks and
hills. Wedesc:nd again into Grand and Castlo
vallevs, and journeying on behold Custle Gute
and Spanish Forkk Canon, Caslle Gato guards
the entrance to Price River Canon, through
which the railway ruuns into the heart of the
range; the Gates are 400 and 450 feet in height
and of a rich red color. At Soldier Divide we
are on the rummit of the Wasuteh range, and
we pues Sentinal Rock, another wonder stund-
ing 1,200 feet in height, it's pinaciclike top
geewiny to pierce the blne sky. In our descent
into the Utah valley from Soldier’s divide we
pass towers, pinnacles, evory form of rock,
bare and bald, but awful and grand, rocks piled
upon rocks, deep gorges and ravines, no ani
mal life, no green thing to be seen; measure-
less gulfs with solid walls piled up on ei her
side, until night closing in all fades away from
our vition, and the never to be forgotten scones
give place on our awaking in the morning to
the bare and desolate stretches of Utah, all day
long we rush through the desert of sand; coarse
sage brush and weeds, doeary wastes—the great
Awerican desert it is called, nothiny cheering
greets the vision; the fine dust of the plains
8ift throngh tbe closed windows and covers
everybody and everythiug in the car. We were
to reuch Salt Luke City ut 4:30; but Ligh upin
the mountains we ran into a two horse team in
a narrow pass—one horse was pitched into the
stream and drowned, the other escaped unhurt,
the driver escaped with only a few bruices, but
his load of wood was a sight to be seen, tho cn-
gine had sawed and split the Jogs for him in a
different style from what he was accustomed
to; the next dotention was a brexking of the
coupling, & hot box and another breakage
makes us in all three hours late at Salt Lulke
City, whore we arrive at a 7:15 and drive to a
hotel, gled to find a haven of rest afier an ex-
citing 2ud wearing cide.

Yot we feel that
in whatovir wo do, we must guard our child-
ren from lcarning only tho scltish side of joy,
the oxpectation of gifts, or the merely pagan
side of Christmas in thoughtless merry-mak-
ing. . .

Ono cannot forget, in making suggeetions,
that there aro muny sided wantsto be met in
the Sunday rchoo! field, wants that are created
to no rmull extent by the way in which differ-
ent schools are managed. There are too many
schools in which the uppermost ides is that
the chiidren must always be having “a good
time,” forgelling tbhat cvery exercise of the
school should, in a measure, yield the fruit of
religion. Even in our secular schools, public
excrcises in some wuy aro subordinated to the
cause of cducation, and the end of t1he exer-
cises is to cxhibit tho frait of the training in
achool-houses, Much more thould religious
echools mold all their exercises before the pub-
lic, so us to make the public fostival speak for
the benctits of tho schooling received by the
pupile. A borticulural exhibition shows what
the gardenars and florists bave being doing 10

improve the growth of fruits and blorsoms.
In much the same way the pablic exercises of
all Sonday-schools should show what culture

the young have beenreceiving. Tf this prin.
ciple be kept in view the festival will show
finits that have ripened in the hours of the
school.

Let us take the muasic of the festival as an
example. It is usuvally composed of carols
specially learned and practired. The excel-
lence of the music speaks of the training of
the school in this department. As many
teachbers know to their own loss, this training
has occupied undue time, subsiracted too often
from the lesson pericd of the session, or has
supplanted the Scripture study entirely. Time
for practising musioc can be gained by beginning
the session a gnarter of an hour earlier and
omitting the review of the lessom. Again,
the excellence of tho school at its festival in
singing carols is perhaps exceptional, and the
music at the weekly gessions is flit and mono.
tonous. While the carols are appropriate and
well eelected, the hymus week uiler week are
irappropriste to the lesron, and the tnnes
either tvo old or, whut ia worse, too new, The
festival music, it seems 10 ue, should represent
only such average excellcncios as the common
level of the schod ] session maintains. 1t would
bs moro advantageous to the school at its anoi-
versary to sing well a chant that is a steady
leature of the church or school service than to
render the IIalleluiah Chorus, It must be re-
membered, of course, that appropriateness in
the music fur a festivul demands earols adapted
to the season or day, but inter-persed among
the carols should be one or miore musical
efforle which show ecxactly whatthe school is
dving totrain and perfect the young in general
worship.

The same principle can be exemplified and
applied in bringing the children forward, We
hear, now and then, of exercises where some
child is put prominently forww'd to singor
dirclaim. Fortunately in our charch schools
this kind of noneense is & rare exception ; bat,
on the other hand, we give but litile opportun-
ity for the childien to take any part beside the
vinging. Now, the one thing that children
enjry is huaving a part in the exercises them-
seives. To eecure this properly room should
be provided for responsive cxercises in which
the whole sehoul can prove their ready partici-
pation with earnest, hearty voices. In res-
ponses cloarly, but not boisterou-lv, rendered,
ute un enlivening feature in any religious exor-
cise, and prove the training of the young to
tuke part in regular church worship. There
yet remains & higher exhibition of tbhe school’s
fruitfulne=s in ecatechizing. ‘Lhe review of
rome part ot the year's stndy, the proof by
clear, ringing answers that solid instraction
hus been reeeived, should be a part of the pub-
lic programme. A publio gathering in which
meet parents, teachers and children, is an op-
portunity for marking progress, aod challe \ges
ull the participants to bring a plentiful hirvest
of sheaves from the fields of study. The first
ripe sheaf was waved befure the Lord us un
offering by the Joews in their feasts. Now the
firet ripe sheaf of the Sunday-school is a well
prepared answer to & question. lt would be
well for every school to be put 1o the proof as
1o how it has been iusiructed, and 10 bere-
quired to 2vince in the answers of its pupils
that it has a clear comprehension of the truth
or the fact represented by the festiyal searon
through which it is passing at the hour of the
public celebration.,

When the festival is an anniversary the
annual report is to beresd. There is ample
room in such reports for mere boastfulpess.
The opportunity tempts to a liberal statement
of names on theroll. The one thing left out
is the average attendance. The comparison
between the names on the roll and the average
attendance is the omnly real 1est of & school’s
work. The number of childien who attend

church =8 well as Sunday-school, should be
stated as o feature of the work. Ilow many

scholars bave become communicants, how
many have been contirmed, and how many are
old onough to be confirmed, but neglecting it,
should be numed in a well digested report. The
amount of money given by the school to mis-
sions and charities, the samount ab orbed in
ranning tho school, the amount contributed by
the congregation for the support of the school,
should uppear in the treusurer's ¢xhibit of the
finances. ‘his fruit of attendunce and giving
is a test of the «fliciency of the tcroul which
should be compared with the workof preceed-
ing years, so 1bat progress be mmked and re-
trograde prevented.

An enlivening feature of an anmniversary is
the judicions use of emblems. Toere are the
simplo emblems of twenly years ago, ecach
class presenting a molto and u design with its
offering. This experiment has a drawback in
the fuct thut ingenuity fuils to discover novel-
ties sufficient to supply the demand, and one
such asvuniversary exhuusts the stock of em-
blems ro that the next year the twenty or
thirty new designs caunot by found. No such
geneiul use of emblems can be adopted oftener
than once in four or five years. A mors mod-
erate aund feasible use of emblems is possible
by adopting one large design which cun be
built up or filled in with bouquets of flowers,
s0 us to develop before the eyos of the nudience.
The monogram of I. 1I. 8, or the monogram
of Cbrist in Greek lettein, can be fushioned
out of wood by uny carpenter, with holes in
the framework for bouquets offered by the
clusses. Any handbiok of Christian art will
give cuts of emblems which can be e:larged
aud u-ed singly or combined; as, for instauce,
the cruss and crown ; the crass and an anchor;
Lho shephwrd's crook aud ecrown; the star; the
triungle; the eceptre; the ludder; tho altar;
the luntern; the lamp; the shicld ; the sword;
the Buok, and muny others. The shield may
be used us the buckground for any single em-
blem us in heruldry, and wilh a little inasirac-
tion from a person of taste a good florist cae
produce ut modorate cist an otfset which will
dolight the eye. An unlimited viriety of de-
sigas can be produced by taking an appropriate
text or title of Christ, und having thesingle
letters prepared separately by a fl wist, allow-
ing each clase in the school to offer a letter.
A tramework on which these letters can be dis-
played in order can bs prepared by any one
who can handle a curpenter’s tools. Sentences
cun also be mude of gus jots and the letters
lighted one by one. The symbolism of colors
is iuteresting ia Lhis connection, as the choice
of lowers fur a design rhould be managed so
that the colour shall harmonize with the
thuught presented.  White is ured to repreront
purity und joy. Red is the emblem ot suffer-
1ug, luve and atonement. IRed and white com-
bived are signiticant of love and holiness.
Btuo is the sy mbol of heaven and truth. Green
cxpresses hopo and victory, the color of spring.
Vivlet is a passion color.  Guld is the emblem
of glory, and belongs to all symbols of royulty
and Divinity.

Christian symbolism in the early ages of the
Church wus less funtadic than in medizral
art, and it is to 1be rymbolirm of the esrliest
centurios of Christianity that we turn to find
the sign language of faith in its purity. Some
of the favorile symbols of primitive duys were
the vine; the Jamb; the tish ; the lion:—to
represent Christ; the emblem of the Spirit of
Gud was the dove, whose while plumage signi-
tied holiness, and whose nalure suggested
gentleness, The olive tree and the palm branch
were fauvorite symbols of peace and victory.
Emblems of the Trinity were the triangle,
three civcles, the threeleayed clover (trefoil).
The ocross, the crown, and the lamp burning,
were much used in the ages of darkness and

| persecution. In the use of emblems it is to be

_| obsarved that there has always beea & tandency
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in mankind to turn rymbuls into images and
foliche+, und to elevate what was meant merely
to convey. an idea into an object of worrhip.
In the Catacomb:at Rome the grief of Chris-
linns ‘expressed iteelf in a very innocent way
by the ure of the cmblems of faith and hops.
At presout the use of emblems to catch the
eyes of chiidren is mereiy o tysiem of olject
teuchiog, such as God plunned !or [srael in the
furpiture of the Tabernacle. It will be well
for us all to remember that the embiems sanc-
tioned in tho New Te-tument were not merd
ornaments, but were living forme: the lamb,
the dove, or things in actvual use, the lamp, the
srmor; 80, to-day, the living omblem, “the
child set in our midat” is the centsal object in
every group of disciples to teach what is
greutest in 1be kingdom of heaven. Do not
‘Het our apniversaries geteo clogged with orna-
ments thut we forget Lhe lurgar sy mbolism of
sctual life which teaches us through every
Jiving toim and work of God, and consecrates
onr daily bread and water 1o signify the deep-
emt blessings of God’s grace.

If the quertion of expense forbids the pre-
aration of a florul design, the cheuapest ex-
pedient, and by no mexns the least_entortain-
ing, will be a good blackboard dusize d-uwn
befote 1he children’s eyos by a competent Land.

There aro muny ways of cclebrating Christ-
mas which are not aduapted to the church build-
ing. A Christmu~ tree i8 best erccted in the
-parish building, if thero be one, and all exer-
cires of & semi sccular character or mirth-pro-
~xoking nuture must be excluded fiom the
church building. 1t will be ofien qugnliqned
whether prizes rhall be given or not; if given
Stoll, they should bo awarded for the higbest
olie 'S in 1he echool, excelleuce in studies and

Better and cheaper will it be for
the baok giver to select throe or tour good books
and 1then give all childien of suitable age, the
reame volume. This will reduce the lubor of
gelecling aLd salisfy the demand for impartiul-
1y.

The cheapest and not tho least prized gift,
is in the shupe of a tastefully printed and bound
copy of the programme which may be infivitely
vuried as to illustration aud embelishment,

There are mirsion schools where the gifts
may be any useful article, which poor chi.dren
lack. But in this cbarity field there is ulso
am}le 100m for tact and taste in planning to
mecl the simple wants ol t'e least of the Christ
Child’s litlle ones. Much giving fails to win
the gratitudo it looks for by omitting to add
the tender graces of refinement aLd considern
tion in selecting i1 fuvors.

It is hoped that tbhese suggestions will be
belpful 19 rectors, superivtendenis and scholars,
and that those whose experience has enriched
them with betler ideas will rend the recults of
their wirdom to us by letter, ro that if wereach

THE INDIRECT ADVANTAGES
OF THE C.E.T.3.

(From “Temperance,” New York.)

In an article published in Tem-
perance, the indirect advantages of
the C.E.T.8. is described by Dr.

Leighton Coleman, as follows :—
To those who have made a

| special study of drunkenness, it

wonld appear that there is no sin
whioch so immediately and so fro
quently produces otber sins. It is
go directly the parent of other
ging that in dealing with drunken-
ness we are dealing at the samo
time with other sins besides. For
example, almost every hubitual
drunkard is a habitual liar. Ho
seems to lose all sense of truthful-
ness. He will lie to get drunk.
and will often deny to one's facc
that he has tuken any intoxicating
liguor, when perbaps at tne time
he is speaking he is 80 much under
the influence as hardly to know
what he is saying or doing. He
will lie to get frenh drink. If he
oannot get it by lying, he will try
to get it by stealing. And this, as
we ull know, leads on to the com-
mission of crimes, crimes of vio
leuce; to so many, indeed, that.
as with one voice, all the magis-
trates and judges declare that if it
were not for drunkenness there
would hardly be any crimes of
violence at all. I have heurd dis-
tinguished legal authorities in Eng-
land put the proportion of such
orimes due directiy or indirectly
to drunkenness «s high as eighty
and ninely per cent.

It cannot, therefore, be doubted,
that the work of the C.ET.S.
while especiully directed sagainst
this one crime, is duing a great
deal indirectly towards diminish-
ing the guality and magnitude of
orime in general,

So with the homes of the Inbour-
ing classes. Many of them arve
uuntidy and forlorn. It is, I know,
an open question with some per-
gsons whother drunkenness is the
caure or the result of poverty. It
may not b-come me to be too pro-
nounced in my own opinion on the
subject. Yet [ am convinced, both
from observation and inquiry, that
if it were mot for drunkenness
there would be little poverty in
Englavd, and but few comfortless
homes there. Ildleness, thriftless-
ness and disheartenmontare aliost
inseparablo from druikenness, so
that whother propter hoc or post
hoc, it i8 eovident enough that if
this one thing could be rooted out,
poverty, and squaler, and heavi-
pess of spirit would be but litile
geen. As a labouring man ex-

reseed it to me oncein London,
when ho had paid all necessary ox-
penses—rent, food, fuel, clothing,
eto.,—he bad nothing left for the

ublic house. If, therefore, the
ublic house has the first chance
at & man's wages, what chanco
h.vo these other things ?
" The work of the C.E.T.S. is
thus indirectly contributing to
frugality, cleanliness, health, and

stute of feeling between Church.
men and Nonconformiats. Many
of the latter are members of the
CET.S. In not a fow instances
they are officers in its Parochial
Branches, and they frequently ad-
dress its meetings. In some
parishes there is no other temper-
ance organization. In others it
takes the lead easily. Thus Non-
conformists who are much interest-
ed in the work are glad of the
opportnnity of sharing in it. Their
co-operation is accepted withoat
the abandonment of principle on
the part of either. Indeed, their
mingling together ir this parochial
labour shows them how many
things there are in common be-
tween them, and also bow kindly
dispnaed towards all the Church
really is. Oftentimes, too, it aids,
by the bolter acquaintance with
each other thus guined, to calmer
di-cussion of such things as »till
unhappily keep them apart. It
has t.een more thun oncc publicly
declared by Nonconfurmisis them-
selves that no one thing has so
much teuded to relard—if not to
prevent—disestablishment as the
Church’s temperance work. Some,
on this account, have refused to
huve anything to do with the
schemes of the so-called Liberal-
ationists.

Indirectly, therefore, the C. E.
T.S. is a means of promoting
Christian Unity.
