THE FRENCH PRESS ON IRELAND.
We (L. 7, and . Examiner) translate the sub-
joined article, signed Xavier de Fontaines, from Le
Monde of Sundsy last :—

The [rish Question gains ground. UOne bundred
thousand Irishmen have signed a petition to the
Queen demanding n National Legislature. In the
House of Jommons the Irish representatives have
thundered in the ears of England warniogs similar
to those which the deputies of Savoy addressed
eighteen months ago to the Sardinian Government;
and Mr, Blake, notwithstanding that he is a partizan
of the Union and a friend to Great Britain, has de-
livered in his place i parlisment the following
words—words which neither the Times wor any
other London journal has reported :—"Ikoow Ire-
land. The Irish people do not believe in the effi-
cacy of appeals to parliament for permisssion to live
even by the bardest toil in their own land. They
carry their hopes and aspirations elsewheve, If
things are allowed to go on as they do they will re-
sult in this : let a French iuvading force, were it
only 30,000 strong, land in the couatry, and at the
cnd of the week the British flag will not float in any
corner of the island.”

The English representatives have been condemned
to listen to this humiliating declaration which hss
produced extraordinary scandal and alarm in the
House. But then, as if the assembly sat with closed
doors, the British press suppresses all notica of this
incident. DBut the Timesis not blind to the conse.
quences of the Irish question. It does not ignore
the work produced upon the subjectin Francej; it

IRISH INTELLIGEKCE.

Ireland still continues to give further practical
proofs of her devoted attackment to the Holy See.—
We learn that the Papal collection for the Diocese of
Liweriok, which had for several reasons beem post-
poned, has now taken'place, and that it amounts to
the munificent sum of nearly £6,5600—the largest
amount collected in any diocese in Ireland, with the
single exception of Dublin. Lopg may Limerick
flourish! The contributions from the Diocese of Kil-
dare and Leighlin also exceed the munificent sum of
£5,500.— Weekly Register.

InPERIAL PARLiaNENT.~HorUse oF Lorps.—Max-
xootH CorLece Bitt.—On the order of the day for
going into committes on this Bill, Lord Redesdale
said this Bill as it was framed was extremely objec-
tionable. It involved n guestion of great importance
with regard to what was intended to be done under
the Maynooth Act. That act provided that when
the senior students were getting nearer to the time
of their admission to the ministry they should be put
in a more respectable position, and should each re-
ceive a sulary of £20. The fourth clause of the act
provided £6,000 a year for the presidents, vice-presi-
dents, and professors. The fifih provided £40 a year
each for twenty superior students, and the sixth pro-
vided £20 a year for 250 senior students. By this
Bill the charges for repairs were thrown upon the
fund provided by the sixth section. He thought that
the charges ought to be equally thrown upon all the
funds.—The Duke of Argyl said the proposition bad
come from the trustees of the college, who were not
exclusively composed of Roman Catholics, and who
included, among others, the noble Duke behind bim
(the Duks of Leinster).—After a few words from the
Earl of Mayo, and some explanationg offered by the
Duka of Leinster and the Duke of Somerset, in reply,
the House went into committee on the Bill.—Lord
Dungannon objected to the clause which would em-
power the trustees to borrow money for repairs to an
indefinite extent. No less than £32,000 had alveady
been laid out on the building, aud he did not kuow
how much more might be required. If the trustees
were left to borrow as much as they thought proper,
on the security of the income derived from the stu-
dents, they would 8oon be making an application to
Parliament on account of the diminution .of their in-
come from that source. He would move as an
amendment that the sum to be thus borrowed should
not exceed £15,000, — The Marquis of Normanby
briefly spoke in support of the clause, and the BEarl
of Dononghmore expressed his belief that the trus-
tees might be relied upon not to raise more money
than was required. Lord Dungacnon then withdrew
his amendment, and the Bill passed through commit-
tee. An amendment was added by Lord Reesdale,
giving to the Commiasioners of Public Works a con-
trol over the expeuditure for new buildings at the
college.

I have heard several of the usual supporters
of the Government oxpress their determination not
to vote with them on that oceasion, as they believe
by so doing, they would be only placing the home
manufacturer at a great-disadvantage, and benefit-
ing the French and Belgian rivals. Hud 1he excise
duty beer taken off, the question of abolishing thg
Customs’ duty would have assumed quite u different
nspect, a5 in that case, the home meker would lLave
been in s better position to meet all competition ;
whereas, with this fetter stillon his hands and feet,
itis rather too much to expect him to runn race
with that light-heeled gentleman the foreigner, who
lias no tax to oppress him, and who not vuly obtairg
bis raw material at his own price, but who won't al-
low aa ounce of it to be sent to these islands. Now
this is not fair play, and the conviction that it is not
will bave s very serious impression on-the [louge.”

Mr. Maguire appends to these speculations au ap.
peal addressed to the Irish members by tbe Irish pa-
per mapufucturers :—

‘* Dublin, May 5, 1860.

“ Sir,~—Aa members of one of the fuw rewaining
staple trades of Ireland, we tnke the liberty of re-
questing your attention to the proposed repeal of the
Customs' duty on foreign paper, and to the serious
consequences which that measure will occasion to
the Irish paper trade.

‘“ All the countries of Europe either totally prohib-
it or heavily tax the export of their rags, so that
they are from 35 to 50 per cent. cheaper than they
are here, und cxperience shows us that only rags
will make good white paper

*1In the face of this, Government propose to open
our market to the free admission of foreign paper,
altbongh the existing Customs’ duty of 1d. per ib,
was agreed t0 by Mr. Gladstone in 1853, as a bare
equivalent to the reetrictions on the raw material
abroad.

‘ While these restrictions continue we cannot
compete with paper rande from a material artificially
kept down in price nearly 50 per cent. below our
level.

" We do not desire protection against any natural
advantage abroad, but only that the existing import
duty may be retained until we can accomplish per-
fect free trade in the world's market for our material
and 5o to be placed in the same position as the cot-
ton, silk, and other branches of home industry.

“ The price of rags here will never fall to the con-
tinental level, becanse the Americans always buy
them from us on the slightest depression in price,
they levring an import duly of 24 per cent. on &ll
paper entering the States.

‘“ Even now we suffer from competition with fo-
reign paper, but if the Government proposal is adopt-
ed, competition with tho foreigner will be simply im-
possible, and we shall bave to close our mills and
transfer our capital and industry abrond.

‘* Thus a large and old-established branch of Irish
industry will be annihilated, such is our deliberate
and unanimous conviction, nnd many thousands of
poor working people will bave to seck a new em-
ployment or a new home.

%1In furtherance of these views, Mr. Puller will
move nn amendment in the house of Commons, in
favor of which we most urgently and carnestly en-
treat your influence and vote,

“ We bave the honour to be, Sir, your very obedi-
ent servants.”

PropusciBs OF PRrotecTiONISTS. — The Northern
Whig undertakes the very simple task of proving to

Cattle and sheep
of continental production have been imported by the
thousand ; but that competition, instead of ruiving
the British or Irish stockowaer, has ouly stimulated
him inte greater energy and more attention, =5 well
in reference tothe breed asto the eare of the ani-
mals raised on bis farm."  And as a striking practi-
cal itlustration of the sort of ruin which has overtuk-
en the Irish farmers, the Wai: instances the follow-
ing cagse :—* At the sale of stock ruised by Messrs.
Chalmers, of Kingsfort, County Meath, and held
there at the close of last week, prices, whieh in no
other times, even in the widst of the French war,
were looked upon as all but fabulous, were freely
paid for first class-cattle. One very superior cow,
eight years old, sold atthe cnormous price of 355
guineas! What will the few remaining Protection-
ists say to this evidence of the *ruin' of the Irish
stock farmer? Other sales of first-class cowe were
marked off as follows:—Bonuy Lass, calved May,
1854, by Hopewell, brought 306 guineas Bon Bo,
3d, calved 1858 by Sir Samuel, renched 270 gui-
nens; Forget me-not, calved April 12, 1859 by
Harbinger, 100 pguineas; Juliana, calved August
26 1859, by Harbiuger, 125 guineas ; May Queen,
calved May 13, 1860, (white), by Dr. M‘Hale, rench-
ed the incredible suin of 200 guineas aud was
bought by Mr. Baraes, who is at present in posses
sion of the celebrated Dr. M‘Hale. There were about
50 lots disposed of, and the average of the entire sale
exceeded 90 guineas each. Atc the conclusion of the
sale it wis stated that the proceeds umounted to
about £4,900. In the year when Sir Robert Peel
took office there could not have been found in all
Ireland uny 50 bead of stock which, at a regular sale
swould produce half the sum realized by 3Mr. Chal-
mers.

The Fermanagh ~Reporter ‘publishes o singulsr com-
munication, addressed by 12 of:the Grand: Jury of
Fermanagh to Ohief Justice Monahan, It appears
that: just before'the discharge of the Grand Jury the
foreman'- handed his Lordship & paper which he 19
reported 10 have retarned unread, cbserving, at the
game time, that he saw no necessity for the Grand
Jury transmittiog, or himself receiving, such a do-
cument. It appears thatin hia charge to the Grand
Jury, oo opening the commission, his Lordship said :

1t is satisfactory to find such a state of things
here at this season of the year, when elsewhere
crimes of & very serious character are undergoing
investigation. Were I to judge of the state of your
county merely from the calendar before me, w{ncl; I
received two or three days ago, I should think it in-
dicative of a favorable condition. ButI deemed it
my duty to inquire into the state of the county, and
I find that, though the people have deemed it well to
abstain from a violation of the letter of the law, yet
that the spirit of the law has been violated in such
a way a8 to be discreditable to the county, That
the people, the men of influence, and eapecially the
clergy allow the house of God to be desecrated
by the erection of banners that could have no end
but to irritate otbers-——this is_not creditable. I had
hoped that we had reached a state of things that
would put an end to all such displays. The letter
of the law doeg not—at least, 8o it appears to me—
reach such things as [ refer to; bat if [ thought any
obaervations of mine would be of any value, I would
jmpress upon gentlemen of property and position to
use their influence for the discouragement of dis-
plays that are disereditable to the place where they
oceur. I have been led to make these remarks by
knowing the drendful crimes that have taken place
clsewhere. It is certainly matter of congratulation
that nothing of the kind bas been added to the ca-
lendar before me.” '

These temperate and sensible remarks, 1t seems,
roused the spger of the old Orange liom, and ac-
cordingly 12 of the most angry of the 23 geatlemen
composing the grand jury gave full vent to their
wrath in the following extraordinary document, or
rather protest against the observations of the Qluef
Justice, who very properiy refosed to receive 1t:—

« Grand Jury Room, Enniskillen, July 24.

“My Lord—We, the grand jury of the county of
Fermanagh, cannot separate without expressiog our
opinion on # certain portion of your Lordship's
charge, in which your Lordship denounced in strong
terms the gentry and clergy of this county in rela-
tion to the customary display of flags on our church-
es. Your Lordship very properly remarked that the
ealendar was one on which you could congratulate
the grand jury, and inasmuch as it did not show
any case of the breach of apy Act beuring on the
question of such displays, we regret that your Lord-
ship thought it necessary to make these obstrva-
tions.—Without offering any opinion on the advisi-
bility of these displays, we are not awsre of this
old ‘custom being ever before_criticised by any offi-
cial, or by any branch of the Executive in this king-
dom, and therefore firmly believe thay, unless ewing
to the remarks of your Lordship, no possible colli-
sion would occur between parties of different creeds
in this connty. We now, however, with sincere re-
gret, declare our opinion that the strictures of your
Lordship will be likely to lead to a more determined
stand upnn their legal rights on the part of the Pro-
testants, and to an aggravared idea of moral injury
on that partof their Roman Catbolic fellow-coun-
trymen—n result which the gentry of Fermanagh
have hitherto earnestly labored to avoid,

Tus ATPRENTICE BOYS AND TEE JUDGES.— (From
the Times Dublin Correspondent of the 3vd inst).—
Under the head of ¢ More Iosults to Catholic
Judges,” the Freeman's Journal of this morning pub-
lishes prominently the following despatch, dated
“ Londonderry, Thursday evening” :—

“The two Cntholic judges, Chief Justice Monaghan
and Paron Hughes, were deliberately insalted here’
to-day by the Orangemen and ‘apprentice lboys&.
During the nighta large f orange and blue flag,
with King William in the cecutre, was hoisted on
Walker's Monument. Under the very shadow of
this had the two judges to pass in coming to court,
No allusion, however, was made to the insult from
the bench. The Mayor sent repeatedlg to hm{e the
flag removed, but no attention was paid to his re-
monstrances until a body ot police were ordered to
haul it down. It remained up until after 12 o'clock.
A strong fecling of indignntion has been exeited by
this outrageous conduct of the Orange party. There
are some days on which it i3 custowary to exhibit
party flags in Derry, but this 13 not one of them, and
the only object of the Orangemen must have been to
put a studied insult on Her Majesty’s judges after the
Enniskillen model” .

Inits leading article the Freemen in the most
bitter terms denounces these proceedings, and main-
tains * that a grosser ontrage was never perpetrated
in the worst days of Orangeism than that which the
ruffians of Derry perpetrated on Chief Justice Mo-
paghan and Baron Hughes.” .

The Northern Wing confirms this account. As
you are aware,” says the report in the Belfast
paper,—-~ e

“ It i3 the custom to exhibit party flags hers on
the public buildings ou certain anniversaries ; but
to-day is not one of them, The days in questionare
the 12th of July, the 12th of August, 'n.pc.i the 18th
of December; and, therefore, the exhitition of the
orange flag this morning could only have one possi-
ble object. The flag was of ornuge, with a blue
border, and had in the ceatre & represcntation of
Willism I11. ns he appeared when crossiag the Boyne.
I understand that the Mayor, who is highly indig-
nant st this insulting displey, seat three or four times
to request that the offeusive banner should be re-
moved, but no attention was paid to bis inessages.—
The pillar on the summit of which the fag is display-
ed is reached by steps in the inside, commencing
from & door at the bottom. The key of this door
could not be found, OF courss, it was in safe keep-
ing. About 12 o'clock, however, thc_ Mayor ordered
a number of the city police to break in the door and
remove the flag; and on this the worthies who had |
charge of the dvmoastraticn thought it more judl-:
cious to give in, and the consiables bauled down the |
flag, under the very shadow of wl'uch both judges |
had to ppss as they went te court.”

A later communicalion in the Northern Whig an-
nounces « renewal of the mornicg demonstration :—

on the disgracefnl manner in which they were con-.
ducting themselves. Eventually the flag was Jower-
ed. It was uot put up a third time yesterday, and
to-day itis not to be seen, There is no doubs that
the majority of respectable Protestants of Derry join
in repudiating the rascally affair here recorded ; but
I have grave cause to fear that certain parties, whose

position ought to suggest an avoidance, in public
and iu private, of the low individuals who bave con-
ducted this imBult, have not been, altogether clear of
plauniog a.display which, having for ila palpable ob-
Ject the desire to insult the judges., will excite the
indigoation.of every upright man in the community.
The official organ Orange party, publishedjthis morn-
ing, keeps the transaction entirely out of view.”

Tur Lats OraNGR Rrors.—A letter from Lurgan
says that very faint hopes are entertained of the re-
covery of either Murphy or M‘Cann, the two men
who were wounded in the affray ok the 12th of July:
—* They have been visited by Dr. Robinson of Ar-
maghk, Dr. Thomson of Lisburn, snd Dr. Scanlan,
from Glasgow, and these gentlemen all come to the
one conclusion —that there is no chance of their sur-
viving the wounds they have received. Murphy is
comparaiively easy, but this may be accounted for
by the fact of his lower extremities, from the lumbar
region ‘downwards, being completely paralysed, a
ball havipg lodged in his spine, and which cannot
by eny means be exiracted. The medical gentlemen
who have seen bim think he may linger for a ghort
time. As to Charles M'Carn, his sufferings have
been inost intense for the last week; a large abscess
had formed inwardly on his liver and bladder, and
his shouts and groans were awfnl. His life has been
despaired of for several nights past, and no hopes
whatever of bis recovery are ectertained by Dr.
Hannay, who says ke might diein an hour or live
for some days.”

Tur OranGe Oorrace.— There is no one to defend
the bloodshed which took place on the 12th at Der-
rymacash. The Orange journals are silent; and lis-
ten to the just denunciations of the liberal press
without uttering & word, And whex they are mute,
and decline to palliate the Orange atrocities, must
not these atrocities have been of the most desperate
and malignant kind? But owing to the influence
and opinion of Catholic nations on the Continent,
and patricularly to the dread of an invasion from
Catliolic France, the Orangemen are to be prose-
cuted with rigor. Twenty-seven of the Derryma-
cash riotera havs been committed for trial; and for
many of them bail will not be taken. Tae county
of Armagh has been proclaimed, and in a few days
the Orangemen must deliver up their arms.

So far the vile spirit of faction has been put down ;
but our advice to the Catholics of Ulster is—depend
on yourselves ; procure arms where the law permits
it, not to assault any’s life or property, but to defend
your own. Where there is a lawless banditti of sa-
vages, who respect no man’s rights, the best protec-
tion is arms, and the knowledge of using them.—

Onance Doivgs v CooksTown.--We regret to

A correspondent informs wus of another outrnge
whick has been perpetrated in Cookstown. The cir-
cumstances, as told by our correspondent, are as fol-
lows :—* At the lagt sessions held in Dungannon, &
man called Millar was sentenced to three monthe
imyprisonment for beating a policeman. Two girls of
the name of Kirk gave evidence, the assault having
occurred in. their house, and were complimented by
the chairman for their clearness and accurate truth-
fulness, The night they returned home the Qrange-
men sttacked their house, fired shots, and broke their
windows. The girls were able to identify one of
their assailants called Mills. He was tried at Omagh
last Saturday, and was committed to jail for three
months, The Kirks reached their home, in Cooks-
town, at four o'clock on -Sunday morning. During
the day they and the police learned that the Orange
party were determined to be revenged on them for
giving evidence against a brother. Accordingly, o
patrol was sent to protect thern, but, about twelve
o'clock, a face was seen at the window, and crash
went two panes, and & stone, two pounds weight,
struck the spot where one of the girls had been sit-
ting. A man was brought before the magistrates
yesterday, and the matter is to be further investigat-
ed this day."—Northern Whaig.

The Liverpool Northern Press (Protestant) writing
on the past and present misdeeds of the Ulster Or-
angemen, conclndes an able article as follows :—In
this case, bowever the ipjustice 15 too monstrous to
be allowed longer to disgrace the adminisiration of
civil affairs in Irelsnd.

¢ivil hatred, and then lament the results, are ag re-
spoosible for the results they lament ns if thay had
put a loaded blunderbuss into violent and sauguinary
hands. Orsngeism had some excuse, perhaps some
justification at a time when the memory of civil wars
was fresh, and close combination was necessary to
snve the Protestant winority from destruction, It
bas now no justification and no excuse. It brings
upon every man connected with it, and most upon
the highest, the perpetual gult of civil discord, and
the oceasional guilt of blood. The state of things,
indeed, is not quite so glorions now as it was a short
time gince. Within the memory of middle-aged men
Catholics were habituslly exposed, 02 Orange anni-
versaries, to every sort of wantoun insult. They were
treated as the Jews were treated in Paseion-week by
the piety of the Middle Ages. Pistols wers spor-
tively fired in at their windows, their houses were
assaulted, and they were driven in trinmph under
arches decorated with Orange colors. Now the law
has in some measura asserted its sapremacy, and an
occurrence like the battle of Derrymacssh i3 na ex-
ception to a general state of smoldering, but not
flaming, animosity.

You still see the walls of the
town placarded with insults to the principal doc-
trines of their religion by zealous Protestant broisers
who are always challenging Popish priests to come
into a sawpit with them nnd Lave it out about the
worship of the Virgin or Transubstantiation. The
Protestant missions in the West are conducted in n
very offensite manner, like raids upon heathendom,

The men who cope successfully with ail thege
difficulties kave to be and are men of iron hodily
constitution to begin with.

made end lusty—who take hold of some one 'or Lwo

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THE PRINCE OF WALES.

To the exclusion of ather sud less interesting
matter we devote the greater portion of our co-
lunus to the details of the proceedings of our
Royal visitor, and of the demonstrations of re-
spect and welcome tendered to lum by bis mo-
ther's loyal Canadian subjects.

The Prince’s squadron sighted the shores of
Canada at noon on Suuday the 12th inst. The
Montread Guzelte furnishes us with the follow-
g particulars :—

1t was drawiog towards evening as the vessels
passed between Bunuventare lsland and Cape Parce,
and the msguificent scenery shewed on that aceount
to perbaps greater advantuge. The day was fine
and the ses 80 calm, that we conld hardly hear the
purf, either upon the abouve named precipitous Isiand
which lay within rific shot on the right, or upor
Perce Ruck, situnted at about the same distance on
the left, aud well so named from the caverns the sea
has tunoslled tiwoungh it or upon the mainland the
ship's course was skirting. The fentures of the Con-
tinent there are very remarkable. In some places
the green ficlds, studded with white cottages, reach-
ed a con:ilerable distnuce from the beach towards a
mountain, which rises to the altitude of 1200 feet
and more, while jo others instead of green slopes,
ragged pictaresque cliffs present their bold froat to
the waves. Nor did the inhabitants of the coarst for-
et their duty.  Kvery now aand then a flash and a
spirt o} white smoke were distinetly visible from the
ships. whiie iua few scconds the boom would be
heard, whick made one certaiu that cannon of great-
er or less size were being fired a3 a salute. )

Atter passiog this Gibenltar-like-scene, and cross-
inw Maibaie, the Squadron entered Gaspe Bay at sun-
get, the rads and yellows of the sky costrasting beau-
tifaity witn the indistinet greens of Lhe shore aud
ibe bazy blues of the distant hilla. Here the Lady
Head and Ficwriu, the latier with Governor-Gene-
1al oo board, met and dipped their ensigns to the
Princes fleet, after which the whole five vessels
dropped their anchors for the night in the Land-
lockea Harbour. “Is the Governor-General on
board 7" sang out the Hero. * He's on board,” was
the answer from the Ficturis, but no further inter-
course took place that evening. Itis understood
the Guvernor-General chose Gaspe Basin in which
to meet the Prince, a8 being surrounded by natursl
beauties, and that His Royn! Highnoss' first impres-
sion of Unnadx should be favorable,

Aug. 13th—At half-past 8 o'clock the Governor-
General and one of his aides lett the Vielorin under a
Royal Saluto from that vessel, and went on board the
Hero, and the five steamers then proceeded into Gaspe
Basin. As they were oppusite the south-west arm,
where are the fiahing village and the house of Nr. Le-
Boutiliier,from whose zrounds a salute was being Bred
. & rather untoward accident oceurred. A spit runs
out thera some distance from the shore and on the
end of it the Herg grounded. The Lady Heed dart-
ed acruss to see what agsistance could be rendered,
but the liue-of-battle ship prefecred receiving help
from her consoits only, 30 the Flying Fish was sum-
moned to carry out an anchor into deep water, and
after gome delay a1 bhawser was sent on board the
Arvaine. -Tae latter vessel then shot shead, and the
jerk, though it broke the cable, luckily got the Hero
o, Several boata bad meanwhile put out from the
ghore with the Sheriff and other officials, bringing an
widress o Ifis Royal Highness, and a reguest that
the free port there 10 be established might be called
Port Albers. The Prioce stuted in reply that he felt
gratetul for their kind wisles, but that the change
of name depended oa the Jocal autborities. Itis un-
derstood, however, that it will be made under the
authority of the Government. Thea the Canadian
Ministers went on board the Prince’s ship, and were
presented. By this time it wn3 one o'clock, and the
squadron steamed slowly towards the open gulf
arnin. Un the way out the Governor and the Mi-
ni<ters went on board the Piclorie. Cape Gaspe was
rounded at a quarter to four by the whole fleet, the
COnnadian steamers leading the way. Shortly after
Caue Rozier Light-louse was seen, but then a thick
fug came oo and the vessels lost sight of cach other
aud the land,  When itlifted in a couple of hours
no ship was visible from she friadne, in which the
weiter wad, aud it was supposed the Hero kad gone
nhead. Fall stearn was put on and guos fired every
half hour. At ten o'clock soma rockets were sent up

things ‘to wounder at, they saw the Magnet, one of
the lnke Bteamers, whose 'two tlers.of cabins above}
deck'were a novel ‘sight to- the .greater part .of them.
The next duy, Thursday; was cold but sunny, and the
Prince agaiz went up the riverin the Fictoriu, and
was landed about 15 miles from its mouth on the
St. Margaerite.~ There teats had been built by Mr.
Blackwell, Lhe leasce of the river, and fishing tackle
was provided.. The party, consisting of the same
persons a8 were on the steamer the day before, en-
gaged in fishing and shooting. The Prince had no

{luck. Lord Mulgrave and some others caught a few

trout. All enjoyed themselves. In the ofternoon,
sfier lunch, the whole party ascended the St. Mar
guerite with the tide in birch canoes. The Prince,
paddled by two French Canadians, lerding the van,
The Flpaz Fish, with the greater part of the officers
of the squadron, also went up the Sagueony o long
distarce, and ns they passed the tents where the
royal standard wasflying, they fired o royal salute of
21 guns, The echoes nmong the rocks cluse at hand
and from the more distant hills, were strikingly sub-
lime, and much delighted the royal purly, Among
the incidenis of this day were the introdaction by
His Excellency to the Duke of Newcastle, and the
presentation to the Prisce by him of Mr. Geo. Mac-
both, who bad come down to urge the acceptanee, by
His Roynl Highuess, of an invitation toa ball in Lou-
don, Mr. Macbeth wasmost courteously received by
the whole party, aud his Royal Higlness was at ouce
pleased to signily hisacceptance.

This may be the proper pluce to sirte that the
Prince appears on all State oceasions in the uniform
of a Colonel in the army, but not as Colonel of the
100th or Oanadian Regiment a3 generally imagined
—wearing the Urders of the Bath. His complete Suite
congists of the Duke of Newcastle, Colonial Secre-
tary ; Earl of St. Germans, Lord Steward of the
Household ; Major General Bruce, Governor of His

material prosperity. In Canada it is to be hoped be
will be still more delighted and surprised. His Royal
Highneas by no menns confines his observationa to the
ceremaninls laid down iu the official programmes, or
his plysical exercise to the preseribed plans. He
taukes frequent opportunities of conversieg with those
who bave the honor of being presented to him, and
often proceeds in the country in plain clothes ona
tour of inspection. Hehasinvariably charmed those
with whom lie has conversed, and shewn limself pos-
seszed of discriminationand an excellent education.
He rides well, dances gracefully, and seems passicn-
ately fond of music. Hiamanner in public is courte-
ous—in privale animated.

THE LANDING AT QUEBEC.

"The morning of Saturday the 13th inst. had
been wet and stormy, but as the day advanced
the weatler cleared up. About three o’clock in
the afterncon the Prince’s Squadron came in
sight off Point Levi, and was received with a
general salute from the batteries, and from the
INile and Victorious in the harbor whose yards
were manned, whist every spot from whence a
view of the port could be obtained was literally
black with spectators. The sight was indeed
exceedingly magnificent :— ™
The preparations for the reception of His Royal
Highness had been made by the Mayor and Corpo-
ration of Qaebec. On the Champlain mariet wharf
and immediately opposite the fine new market
building, a grand stand had been erected, capable
of accommodating over 8 thousand. This was
filled chbiefly by ladies. Infront of this and imme-
diately opposite the landing stairs from which a
crimson carpet led to it, was a pavillion, under
which about fifty people could conveniently stand.
1ts floor was slightly raiced—its pillars draped with
flaga, its roof composed of green spruce boughs and
surmounted with various Gonfalonsand the Royal
standard. This was the central point of the whole
displsy.

To this pavillion, just before the landing of the
Prince, came first the Mayor of Quebec, attired in
silken robes, leading his Council in full evening
dress, aud attended by his Clerk and other Givic
Officers. Then came the Cabinet Ministers of Ca-
pads in their new uniform, with swords, black
cocked hats, black coatsand trowsers, set off with
heavy gold lace collars, cuffs, atripes auod other
trimmings. This the third class civil service uniform
of the British Empire becomes them well. Next
came the Anglican Bishop Mountain of Quebec
with his Chaplain, Secretary and some of his other
Clergy in their gowns; then the Catholic hierarchy
appeared in their robes. The Archbishop being
unwell the Administrator of this diccese Mgr. Bail-
largeon Bishiop of Tloa came in front and with him
Mgra. Bourget, of Montreal; Guiges, of Ottawsa;
Larocque, of St. Hyacinthe; Horan, of Kingston;
Pinsonnault, of Sapdwich : Farrell, of Hamilton ;
Lyuch, of Toronto; Cook, of Three Rivers.

apparent of the British crown.

“Wlen we becarne awnre that Her Majesty, find-
ing it inconveniont or impracticable to proceed to so
great a distance from the central seat of Government,

éntertains towards her Casadian subjects, by send-
ing.oir futiire sovereign in herstead, we félt'g.ra.teful-
and'proud in receiving snch a mark of distinction
from her whose public and private virtues commands
the ndmiration of the whole world, we feel assured
that our mast gracious Queen was desirous to show
by this act of condescension that she knows how to
approach and honor in an especial manner the most
important of her Colonial possessions.

it [n this Province your Royal Highness will find o
freo people, faitlful and loyal attached to their So-
vereign and to their Country.

“In this the most ancient city of Canada your
Royal Highness will be in the midst ¢f a population
devored to your interests, testifying by the heartiness
of their acclamations and good wishes, thal thuongh
they derive their origin from various races and may
dilfer in language and in religious denominations,
! yet they huve but one voice and one beart in ex-

pressing loyalty to theiv Severeign, and in welcom-
ing him who represents her on this oceasion, und
who is oue dny destined xecording ‘u the patural
order of events to become her suceessor.

“Phe people of Quebec rejoice in beholding your
Royal Higlaess in the widst of them. They ave
bapuy, because they have the opportunite of express-
ingin a direct manner their respect und attachment ;
Linppy, becduse he who will hereafter, in all human
probnbility, wear the crown of this great empire will
be enalled, during his brief sojourn in Cannda, to
judge for himself of the loyalty of the whole Cana-
dian people in general, and of the citizens of Quebec
in particular. Your Royal Highness will also have
the opportunity of forming ar adequate opinion of the
extent of the country, its productions, resources, its
progress, and the great future reserved for it, and
will be enabled to perceive tbat Canade with s popu-
lation of three million inbabitants, though only an ap-
pendage of the United Kingdom, possesses institn-
tious as free, and a territory three times ns extensive.

“Tn conclusion we entrent your Royal Highness fa
vorably to nceept for our most gracious Sovereign
and yourself, slong with our loyal and respectful
Lomage, the assurance of our sincere attachment,
with the most fervent wish that this visit to Canada
may prove as gratifying and agreeable to yourself, ag
it is to the citizens of Quebec.

“ Hgeror Liavceviy, Mayor”

This finisked, the Prince read the parchment origi-
nals and handed 1hem to the Dnke of Newcastle,
from whom he reccived the reply which be read in
his usual clear and deliberate manuer, emphasizing all
the leading words.

(zentlemen—It is with no ordinary feelings of gra-
tification and interest in all around me that I tind
myself for the first time on the shores of Canada, nnd
in the presence of this its mogt nncient city.

¢ T am deeply touched by the cordiality with which
I have been welcomed by the inhabitants. For the
address which you have just preseated to me, I beg
you to accept the hearty thanks which, in the name
of the Queen, I offer to you. Be assured that Her
Majesty will receive with no little satisfaction the
account of my reception amongst you, proving, as it
does, that her feelings towards this people are met
on their partin the most devoted and Joyal attach-
ment to herself, her threne and lher famly, Still
more will she rejoice tolearn from your own lips that
all differences of origin, language and religion is lost
in one universal spirit of patriotism, and that all
classes are knit toeach other and to the mother coun-
try by the common ties of equal liberty and free insti-
tutions. Forwyself I will only add that I shall ever
take a deep concern in all that tends to promote the
prosperity of this beautiful and interesting city.”

Tbe Mayor then called for three cheers for His
Royal Highness the Prince of Wales, and they were
lustily given at least by those in the vicinity of the
Prince, and in s few minutes more the Prince took
his seat in the Governor General's carriage, with the
Duke and General Bruce, The other official person-
ages occupying carriages behind them, and after
some delay i1 organizing the procession, the cortege
started slowly.

Of course the chier attraction was the Prince him-
self, to see him pass. Seats on platforms by thestreet
side and windows of houses on the line of march had
been let at considerable prices and all these were
filled with anxious grzers.

Among the features of the route may be men-
tioned a quantity ot children, posted on the vacant
space near Prescott gate, singing  God Save the
Queen,” and a number of sewingand other machines
get in motion on the top of the Mechanics' arch in St.
John Street. .

The Prince wert through St. John's toll gate to-
wards the Governor’s Residence, and the procession
returned citywards.

On Sunday the 20th inst., His Royal High-
ness and his suite attended the religious services
of the Anglican Cathedral. On Tuesday the
21st, the Prince proceeded in state to the Par-
liament House to receive the addresses of the
Legislative Council and Assembly.  His Royal
Highness, attended by his suite, took his place in
front of the throne, and the presentations com-
menced. The first was (hat of the Catholic
Hierarchy of Canada, who were severally intro-
duced to the Prince; then came the Judges;
after whom appeared the members of the Legis-
lature headed by their respective Speakers, both
ot whom received the honor of knighthood from
the hands of the Prince. Their Addresses hav-
ing been severally read, and responded to, the
members filed passed, and were succeeded by the
Synod of the Anglican Church, who, in like man-
ner presented their address and retired.

The general Levee then commenced. Up-
wards of a thousand persons were presented ;
and the different National Societies bad the honor
of presenting their addresses to the Prince. The
proceedings were agreeably terminated by a
lunch at which about 180 guests sat down. With
a visit to the beautiful Falls of Montmorenci, the
day was pleasantly terminated ;—everywhere
along the route His Royal Highness met with a
most enthusiastic reception.

On Wednesday the 22d His Royal Highneéss
visited the Laval University where e received
an Address from the Catholic Hierarchy of the
Province, and the Heads of the Unirersity. The
Prince also visited the Ursuline Convent where
he was presented with an Address from one of
the young ladies and a pupil of the Establishment.
This little incident seemed to give much pleasure
to the Royal visitor. The subjoined is the Ad-
dress of their Lordships the Bishops ol the Pro-
vince, with the reply thereunto of His Royal
Highness. From want of space we are com-

up our prayers to Almighty God to bepg of 1lim that
those who wield authority may ever ba gnided by
the unvarying laws of justice and equity ; that they
may lubor with coonstantly increasing suecess for the
happiuness of the people subjected to their rule; and
that they may thus perpetuate before tle eyes of
other natious, the glory of the British Grown.

The Prince replied to this Address as follows :—

I accept with the greatest satisfaction the welecome
which you offer, and I assure you that I feel deeply
the expression of your loyalty and affection for the
Queen. [ rejoice to think that obedience to the laws
and submission to authority, which form the bond of
all society and the condition of all civilization, are
supported apnd enforce 1 byyour teaching and example;
and the assucance that you enjoy the free exercise of
your religion, und that you partake in the benefits
and protection of the British Conatitution, isa pledge
that your hearts and those of your fellow subjects,
of whatever origin they may be, will be united in
the feelings you have now expressed of atinchment
to the Crowa uf Great Britain, I acknowledge with
gratitude the earnest prayer which you offer to Al-
mighty God on my behalf, and I trust that my fu-
ture course may be snch as shall promote the welfare
of this great Province and of its inhabitants. To
you, Gentlemen, who arc engaged within the walls
of this building in Lhe education of the youth of the
courtry, I also render my thanks, and trust that
your University may continue to progper; and that in
future years its sons may look upon the days they
have spent under your iostruction, with the same
gratitude and sense of ihe benefit they have enjoyed,
as [ and others feel towards the more ancient insti-
tutions of my own land.

* Besides we have additioonl reasons for rejoicing
in the visit of the moat Serene Prince, destined one
day to govern this colony, as wall as the other de-
pendencies of the powerful British Empire, in that in
1841, we returned solemn thanks for his happy
birth., For hereis what was ndéressed to uson that
occasion by our Bishop, inviting us to take part in
the public joy :—

‘“* A happy event,’ he informed us, { which has
filled the HEmpire with joy—to wit—the birth of a
Prince who, one day is destined to govern the pow-
erful nation whose dominion or inflzence extends
over every quarter of the globe, is for us a fresh mo-
tive to bless the Lord, and to offer our supplications,
prayers, and intercessions for this august child, so
that he may apprave himself worthy of thut thronme
to which by his birth be i3 destined.

These things are very consoling, and should
assure us that it is not the British Goveroment,
not tle intelligence of the Protestant community,
that fosters or encourages Orangeism. ‘There 1s
—for let us be just—there is, we believe, inbe-
rent in the bosom of the majority of our sepa-
rated brethren, in spite of their deep-rooted an-
upathies towards Popery--a naturzl love of jus-
tice and of fair play, which must uitimately as-
sert itself, thoughats voice is no doubt often
stified beneath the mass of prejudices which a
vicious education, and a distorted vision have be-
queathed to them; prejudices and antipathies
which alas ! it must be admtted, have beca con-
firmed and aggravated by the occasional iatewm-
perate words, aud the intemperate acts, of Ca-
tholics listening rather to the dictates of their
owrn passions, than to the loving and restraining
counsels of their Church. Of these prejudices
there is none of which the Orangeman so fre-
quently avais himself, none to which he appeals
with more effect, than the aitogether urfounded
prejudice that the strict and consci ntious Papist
cannot be a loyal subject of (Jueen Victoria j—
that because we believe and worship (God as our
Christian forefathiers believed and worshipped,
we must necessarily . be the enewmies of our
country and ifs institutions. We regret (o say
it, but it is nevertheless true, that—by a fustian
parade of disaflection, which the poor creatures
think will pass current for genuine patriotism—
there are to be found Catholies, or at all events
nominal Catholics, who apparently make it their
study to confirm the dangerous prejudices of the
Protestant mind aguinst Catholic loyalty ; who,
instead of asserting the truth, that the sincere
Catholic must be a good subject, make it thew
object to represent themsefves, and those in
whose natme they profess to speak, as rebels - at
heart, and reliels because of their faith and for
couscience’ sake—thus strangely mis-applying
the precept of the Apostle to the Gentiles—

* Fortunately these bogus patriots and rebels don’t
like fighting, have a sirong aversion to powder nnd
cold steel, and A warm regard for themselves. Hence
they generally contrive to evade the law and its pe-
nrlties by a timely flight, leaving their poor dupes 10

suffer the consequences of listening to their migchiev-
ous counsels.
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« Jdeo . necessttate subditi. estots, . non solum
propter iram, sed-etiam propler conscientiam.”
—Rom. xiii., 5. It is against thiz that we pro-
test as not merely a monstrous misrepresentation
of the constant teachings of. our Church, but as
the most mischievous policy. :

.Orangeism lives by appealing to Protestant
prejudices agaiast Popish loyalty ; Papists there-
fore should seek to deprive Orangeism of this its
palmary argument, by asserting and proving their
loyalty by their dutitul submission to all legally
constituted authority. They should show too
that 1t is Orangeism that of necessity, and in
virtue of its principles, is necessarily disloyal,
because is allegiance is tendered, uot as 1s that
of all true Catholics « propter consrientiam,”
and as the corollary of their duty towards God
—but as a condition of the Sovereign’s rejection
of the Catbolic Faith. This, we contend, is the
duty, and should be the pohicy of Catholics in
every siluation ; and by pursung it they will ul-
timately wrest from their Orange foes the only
weapon that has ever been effectually employed
against them, and compel all henest intelligent
Protestants fo recognise the justice, indeed the
moderation of their demands with respect to the
Orange Society.

For what isit that we ask? ‘That Orangemen
should be proseribed, or persecuted? No—but
simply this—That Orangetsm be not encouraged,
be uot officially recognised by our rulers, by
those who represeat to us our own graclous
Queen, who, in the Civil order, is to us the foun-
tain of justice. We ask—not that Oraugemen be
excluded from all offices of honor, or emolument ;
but that they be not, in a mixed cowmunity like
ours, entrusted with the administration of the
laws. And finally, as we would deal with Orange-
ism, 50 also would we deal with Rtbbonism, and
all ather seeret politico-religious organisations.

It is rumored indeed, but we cannot believe
that the rumor has any solid foundation, that the
Orangemen of Upper Canada intead to force
themselves upon the Prince of Wales’ notice ;
to present an Address, in their capacity as mem-
bers of a seeret politico-religious society, justly
odious to all his mother’s loyal Catholic subjects,
to His Royal Highness; and thus to procure
from our illustrious visitor, the hewr apparent to
the throne, an official recognition of thewr exist-
ence as a legitimate power in the State. It is
hinted too, we know not with what truth, that
to facilitate this nefarious design, it is in the con-
templation of a certain clique to give a quasi
party, or political complexion to the approaching
festivities in Montreal, in order to furnish an
excuse for still more offensive political demwon-
strations by the Orangemen of Toronto. We
place great confidence however not only in the
spirit of our youthful Prince, but in the wisdom,
prudence, and honorable designs of lus responsi-
ble adwisers who accompany bim. 'T'hey how-
ever, unacquainted with our parish affairs, may be
taken by surprise ; 1t beboves us therefore, and
all who dread a revival of bitter sectarian stnife,
to be on our guard against any attempt that may
be made to turn the Prince’s visit into a party,
or an Orange triumph. -

A Croup oN THE Horizon.—It1s much to
be feared that the visit of His Royal Higbness
the Prince of Wales to Upper Canada, instead
of inaugurating an era of peace and will, is des-
tined to be the signal for the breaking out ot
strife ; aod that his progress through the West-
ern Section of the Province will be inarked by
rioting and bloodshed—il not by actual loss of
life. It s to be feared we say that the late
hideous Orange massacre of Lurgan may find its
trans- Atlantic counterpart in an Orange massacre
of Kingston or Toronto. :

For it is now evident, that—whilst the Tm-
perial Government is using every moral and con-
stilutional means to discourage Orangeism ; that
whilst the Imperial Parliament is busy legislating
for the repression of * Party Processions” and
“Party Emblems” in Ireland—the Druses or
Orangemen of Upper Canada, with bands yet
reeking with the heart's blood of many a murder-
ed Papist; with faces black, and begrimed with
smoke from the wrecking of many a Popish
Chapel or Mass-house—are determned to force
themselves,” and thewr offensive party emblems
upon the notice of our illustrious visiter, a.m_l to
avail themselves ot a season of general rejoicing,
to make a prominent display of their strength
and numbers, as a political party. We were
loth to give credit to the many rumors that for
some time past have been flymg ahout; we
would not believe the many strange reports that
were in circulation, as fo the designs of the
Orangemen, and the complicity of Canadian ofti-
cials in those designs; but alas! they are now
only too well confirmed.

poitant to.the future of: the Ordeér in Canada.—
It is'an object of " vital imjortence to Orange-
men to obtain for their Society the semblance of
an official recognition and sanction from the heir
apparent to the British Throre, and from the
direct representative of Queen Victoria ; for
these obtained, how, henceforward, can any
Colonial Government or Provincial Legislature
presume to frown or look coldly upon ther So-
ciety 7 This recognition and sanction they will
claim to have obtained, should they succeed in
their design of taking part in the public recep-
tion of the Prince of Wales; and it is with a
view to the ulterior and serious political conse-
quences winch must ensue from tlus official sane-
tion of their Order, that such strenuous elforts
are being made by the Orangemen of Canada.
Should they uubappily succeed, should the Gov-
ernor General, his advisers, and the Statesmen
who surround the Prince connive st, or encour-
age their designs, the consequences will be
most unfortunate for Canada; and the Catho-
lics of the Province will lorg have cause to re-
member the visit of His Royal Highness to their
shores as an unmitigated calamity,

But what will the people of England think—
what will the British press, so eloquent in its de-

‘then we say should a display of similar emblems
be deemed an insult to the Queen, and to her re-
presentative in Canada, and meet from our Pro-
vincial authorities a treatment similar to that
meted out by the Civic authorities to an Orange
banner at Londonderry.

But above all—how will the Prince, how will
tus Counsellors act 7 How and in what spint will
they receive the Orange demonstration that is in
store for them? Will he, will they, be parties
to a dastardly outrage upon Queen Victoria’s
loyal Catholic subjects 7—will he or they con-
sent to identify themselves with Orangemen, and
spurn the cheerfully proffered homage of a large
portton of his royal mother’s, of their royal mis-
tress’ devoted heges?

We are not in the secrets of the dwellers in
high places, we cannot pretend to know what
passes iu the hearts ot kings ; but this we firmly
believe, and will until the contrary shall have
been proved, steadily maintain. That the Prince,
that the eminent Statesmen who accompany him,
are utterly ignorant of the designs of the Orange-
men ; that if he, and if they, were acquainted
therewith, they would strongly disapprove of
them. 'The youthfu! Prince desires, like his
Royal Mother, to reign in the hearts of his
future subjects, and neither by word nor deed
would le, knowingly, wound the feelings of the
humblest amongst them. Besides, the Statesmen
who accompany him are gentlemen, men of en-
larged views, and high priociples, who would not
therefore gratuitonsly and wantonly imperil their
own reputations, and the Prinee’s popularity—
who would not knowingly transform a season of
peace and festivity, into one of inevitable strife,
heart-burnings, and sectarian discord.

In the Bmperor's letter to M. de Persigny, jast pub-

lished in the Paris papers, nesrly as much is said
against’ as for, but not guite enough to warrant a
concluslon one way or the other. That letter is, as
you- will readily beliéve, the great topic of the mo-
ment. The prospect of a renewal of friendly rela-
tions with England is certaisly bailed with pleasure.
Some poople pretend to find in the letter merely vn-
defined and vague assurances; others criticize the
tone and style, and coatrast it with the one address-
ed to the Bmperor Nicholas a short time before the
warin the Crimea. But these critics forget that o
letter from one Savereign to another, under circum-
stances so solernu, may differ in manper from one
written to an Ambassador, and that Ambassador An
old, familiar, and nost intimate friond. On the
whole, there ia o beartiness about it whick, if it be
not real, as I sincerely hope it is, is certsinly a capi-
tal imitation. We have no desire, I presume, to re-
ceive with mistrust frank and bonest agsurances ; all
we want is to be certain that they sre from the heart.
We may not even _stop to ask how far Baden, Top-
litz, the real or affected apprehensions of Russia at
Garibaldi's progress towards Venetia—what proba-
bly Hungary is awsiting with impatience, and which
might be followed by the starting up of other na-
tionnlities in which Russia has some interest—the
Yolunteer movement in Eugland and the Defences
Bill—we may not sk how far these things mny have
*ed to this explosion of goodwill on the part of our
ally. We only ask it to he sincere. To leave no
doubt on the mind would be very desirable, and _Lhe
Emperor has it in bis power to completo satisfaction
produced by the preseut letter. For instance, His
Majesty might write to M. Persigny another letler,
enclosing the scrap of writing—tbe it quelqu'e chose
par ccril”—which, as Prince Gortschnkoff said, lad
been privately exclianged between Frapce apd Rus-
gia some time ago, and which now seems to be for-
gotten. It may be valueless; but still, ag it was a
thing done between tbe Power which was the enemy
of France and England the day before, and was care-
fullv concerled from the ally to the lnst, it naturally
excited suspicicn, and was one of the causes that
led to the passing estrangement hetween the two
friepds. Let M. de Persigny have orders to show
the bit of paper to Lord Palmerston, and Lord
Palmerston ia the lust man in the world to reject the
evidence of bis senses, or not weet halfeay the hand
held out to him.—Cor. Times.

Tue Easteay Questioy.—The Convention which
wag agreed apon in the sitting of Monday last con-
tains six articles, determining the co-operation of
all the great Powers.

The following is a summary of its contents :—

The intecvention will last only as the Porte shall
deem it advisable.

A previous agreement is necessary for the regula-
tion of the military operations, aud in order to de-
termine the effective of the expeditionary forces who
are to be maintained at the charge of the respective
Powers.

A separate article stipulates that the French
troops already on the point of embarkation shall
start without waiting for the contingents of the
other Powers, unless the representative of the Sultan
at Paris should receive informatien from Syria
which would render all intervention unnecessary,

As soon as all the great Powers have adbered to
the plan of the convention as modified in the second
sitting, their representalives will re-assemble in or-
der to sign the convention and the additional proto-
col which has been drawn up at the request of the
Tuarkish Ambagsador.

The representatives of the Powers will then com-
bine the two documents, in order that they may re-
ceive, in « fourth sitting, the signatures of 1be Pleni-
potentiaries.

It is said that Prussia, which till now bas only
been represented at the Conference by s Charge
d'Affaires, will, (when the definitive sigoature of
the Convention tnkes place) be represented by its
Minister, Count Portaliz, now sbsent from Paris on
leave.

Tng Burgrok axp Barox Rormscmiup.—The Im-
periri court is 5till living in the grentest 1etirement,
broken only by short excursiona in the ueighborhood
of St. Clowi. The longest of these took place on
Tuesday, when the Rmyperor rode ta Rambonillet, in
company with Baron Rothscbild, while the Empress
weutto Compiegne, wiveting her august coosort on
the road, in returning. 1o is generally noticed here
that Baron [tothachild is «t present exceedingly in-
timate with bis Imperiul Majesty, be being almost the
only visitor now reccived at the chateau. Nearly
every day, Napoleon LI, is seen promenading in the
park of St. Cloud #rus-dessous, bras-dessu with the
great banker; and not a dinner at which the latter
bas not the honouar of siviiug at the right hand of bis
Imperind Majest;. OF cuurse, onr political gossips
druw their own conelusion from this particular in-
timuey. Accordiug 1o sawe of their oz dis, it is
the intention of the Emperor to make Baron Roths-
child King vf Jerusulem, under tbe protection of
France, and—as may be expected—for ““» consider-
ation."—~ Puris Corresponident of the Court News.,

“ France,” says the Debats,  goes on patiently,
one might say placid/y, trusting in her strength,
towards the accomplishment of a plan perfectly de-
fined beforehand. Within 14 years from the 1st of
Jannary, 1837, sheis to give herselfa naval force,
the most effective part of which will consist of 40
ships of the line, neither more nor less,

In consequence of iz numerous suicides which
have lately occurred among the soldiers, Marshal
Maguan bns issued un order of the day, repeating an
opinion of Napoleon l., who coempared the soldier
who took his own life to & mau deserting his post on
the day of battle.

The Union publishes the fotlowing letter from the
Couant de Chambord, dated Lucerne, July 23 :—

My Dear Barrande,—In reading the sad details of
of the massacres and dreadful events of which Syris
has beeo the theatre, my heart was moved by such
great sufferings nad wisfortunes.  Faithful to the
traditions of the Monnrchy, which has so long cov-
cred the Chriztians of the East with its pewerful pro-
tection, 1 am anxious to show to the extent of my
means my deep sympaths with them. Tkerefore
forward to them mr poor offering. How much I re-

gret that absence from my country only allows me
to tuke part from afar, and by my good wishes in
the Loly and noble struggle which France is about
to undertake against bacbarism ia favour of Christ-
ianity aod civilisation, My sister, who i3 at present
with me, and who never forgets that she, tou, is a
daughter of France, charges you to add her subscrip-
tion 1o mine, Accept, &c., Hexry.

GERMANY.

The Prussiin (azelle announces that the meeting
at Toplitz really resulted in the re-cstablishment of
a more friendly understanding between Austria and
Prussia ; * the two Powers now comprehend their
respectire positions, and can see the corditions un-
der which o sincere community of nctions is possi-
ble.” This understanding is o guarantee for the se-
curity of Germasy and for the peace of Burope;
especially as Austria, by her new internal policy,
bas given s pledge of amity to Prussia. In other
wards, Prussia does not eoter into any allinoce with
the Austria of Metternich, but with the new Consti-
tutionnl Austria of Francis Joseph. This observa-
tion of the official journal has heen looked upon as
unfortunate, but 1t seeras intended less as o threat to
the reactionary parly in Avstria than as an npnswer
1o the Prussian Lnberals, who are so carried away
by a bliod hatred to Aunstrin, that they would ratler
see'Germany perish than save itself by an hionest re-
conciliation with unrevolutionized Austria,— Weelt-
1y Register.

A sequel to M. Bdmond About’s pampbler, * Lu

at Dentu's, theGovernment publisher, 4 Lu Syrie el
I'.Atliance Russe” has, like M. About's work, the. me-
rit.of frankness, and, as it is understood to proceed |
from Government, it bas naturally produced great
gengation. [t candidly avows that the two great
empires of the Continent—that of France and Rus-
sis—have, among mauy other points - of coninet,
t waut of expansion,” the satisfaction of which must
be the aim of ar ¢ intelligent system of policy,” and
it procesds to make out that this * want of expao-
sion” ¢an be legitimatoly satisfied by sundry com-
pensation to tho Powers concerned, with 1wo excep-
tions— Austria aud Eogland. Russis is to be bribed,
by the offer of Constnntinople, to assiat France in
the reveadicafion of the Rhine frontier, Prussia is
10 receive a portion of Austria by way of cowpensa-
tion, and Syria is to be turned into a fief “for Abd-el-
Kader. !f Englund should object, Multa, Gibraltar,
and the Ionian Islands are to be taken from her as
securities for ber good behavionr, and then, the lugi-
timate * wants of expsnsion being satisfed,” Europe
may be allowed to enjoy the blessings of pcace.—
This, i a few words, is the substance of this wsopi-
feata,

The Liberals in the Baden Chambers, acting un-
der tho jmpulse of the Secret Socleties, havo perfi-
diously violated and set aside the convention be-
tween the Sovereign Pontiff and the Grand Duke
which both parties bad signed and ratified. The
Archbisbop of Fribourg hns protested and declared
that he will still treat the Convention as binding,
and the Catholic Clergy have unanimously declared
that they will keep theiv osth of obedience to their
Archbisbop, asd will incur the penslties of the law
rnther than disobey him.— Tublet.

ITALY.

The following is said to be a copy of the letter re-
cently addressed by King Victor Emmunuel to Gen.
Garibaldi :~* Genernl—You know that 1 did not
approve of your expedition, and that I was entirely
fareign to iL, but to-day the very grave circum-
stances in which Ituly is placee make it a duty 1o
enter into direct communication with you, In the
event of the King of Naples consenting fo evacuate
the whole of Sicily, and voluntarily abandoning all
species of action, and formally pledging himself 1o
exercise no pressure whatsoever npon the Sicilinns,
80 that the latter may freely promonnce their will,
and choose the mede of government which they may
prefer, [ believe it will be wise in you to renounce
altogether any further enterprise upon th+ kingdom
of Naples. In the contrary event, I expressly reserve
my entire liberty of nction, nud relieve wmyselt of
making any comwment to you in regard o your pro-
jecta”

Doubts os to the future operations of Garibaldi,
and his refusal at once to declare the suacsation of
Sicily to Piedmont, have created some degree of dis-
coutent among the exireme Sardiniaa Royalists, who
advoeate annexation at any price. Iu the most re-
cent correspondence {rom Genon, the action at Me-
lazzo is snbjected to considerable eriticisny; nnd Ga-
ribaldi's sctunl-and probable dificulties are pointed
ont rather strongly. Fears are expressed of the tem-
per of the Siciling population, aod of the aid they
wonld really be willing 10 give to any attempt on
the maiuland. These letiers assert that nt Melazzo
the loss of the Garibaldians was wmuch heavier thun
the first reports stated, No exact account hns been
published by either side ; but the losa of the Sicilians
and Italisn volunteers i3 now estinated at very little
less than 1,000 men; and a heavy proportion of it
wns sustained by Garibaldi's best corps. The mili-
tery executions, said te have been ordered by Gari-
baldi after the capture of the town, are reduced to
six. They were shot as assassins, oot combatants.
There are indications that some of the Italian party
in in Piedmont begin to regard the extraordinnry
success of Garibaldi with apprehension.— Times' cor.

The Opinione, of Turin, under the bead of * Dis-
covery of a Secret Trealy,” publishes the ** copy of a
protended treaty,” which, it says, has lately been cir-
culated in France and Enpland, as well as in Nuples
and Sicily. The substance of the treaty is, that the
Emperor of French counsents to the completion of the
work of Iialisn unification by the King, who may
use whatever menns he pleasges to annex the kingdom
of the Two Sicilies to his dominions. The King of
Sardinia i5 to respect the Pontifieal States; but if
the inhabitauts, of their own movement, and un-
aided from without, should overthrow the Papal Go-
vernment, the Emperor will then consent to it an-
nexing the Marches aud Umbrin; both Governments,
however, eagage to maiotain the Pope's temporal
power in Rome, and the patrimony of St. Peter. In
return for the Emueror's support, and after the an-
nexation of the Two Sicilies, the Marches and Um-
bria, the King of Sardinin is to cede to France the
Island of Sardinin and all Ligurie, including Genoa
and Spezaiu,

Upon this publication the Parig correspondent of
the Stundard remarks as follows:—

“The Piedumontese Government have hit upon a
rather huppy device. They have published in the
columns of the Ministerial peint at Turin, the Opin-
ione, the text of the secret treaty between themselves
and the French Emperor. It fully bears out what I
told you at the time of Garibaldi's departure of the
stipulations entered 1utw Frauce for compensation.
The Opinione isinstrucied at the same time to throw
ridicule upon it, to treat it as an absurd mares nest.
It will, however, be hard to get rid of the fact that
it fully tallies with the course of events, and that no
otier paper but the Opinione has started it. The
fact is this, the French and Pjedmontese Govern-
ments have become nware that their secret arrange-
ments have somehow transpired, and that in a few
days the text of the Iast convention would be made
pnblic. They therefore determined, in order to pre-
vent the revelation which must otherwise have taken
place ina few days, to publish it themselves, and
throw discredit upon it, in the hope that this artful
dodge will blind the public to the real character of
the compact.”

¢ ¢ardinuel Corsi, Archbishop of Pisa, hus at lass
been able to leave that city, after a detention of
about two months. He returns to bis see, though at
one time he wes forbidden to do 50 by the Minister
of Worship, M. Uassinis,
Roue—TurraTexen InsuRrECTION.—A Romean tele-
gram of the 24th ult. appends to a statement that
the Pope bas decided upon not quitting Rome, intel-
ligence that bills have been posted up announcing the
approaching outbreek of a revolution.
The Times Paris correspondent communicates the
followiug levter from Rome, Itis dated the 24th
ultimo :—
“The Pope hrs abandoned the resolution he had
adopted by the ndvice of his physicians to pass soms
days at Castel Gandolfo. Notwithstanding the ex-
cessive heat, bis Holiness continues to reside in the
Vatican, contrurs to the custom of the preceding
Popes, who fixed their residence at the Quirinal till
the end of October. Some journals persist in an-
nouncing that the Pope has asked for an asylum in
Bavaria. 1 have more than once coutradicted that
report, aud [ can assure you that Hig Holiness has
declared to the Sacred College that whatever may
happen he will not quit Rome. The Romans devot-
cd to the Holy Sce are delighted at this determina-
tion, far the departure of the Pope would be follow-
ed by serious disturbancesin Rome. Families arrive
here every day who have fled from Naples. Among
them arve remarked several who belonged to the
police. The King commanded them to leave in or-
der to save their lives, Some persons accused of
conspiring against the Government were arrested a
few dnys since at the Apollinare coffeehouse. A
proclamation was posted in the streets yesterday an-
nouaceing the approaching end of the government of
prieats, and even the day of the revolution was men-
tioned, But aslong as a single French soldier re-

mins in Rome, the chance of a revolution is next to
nothing, Even were the French gnne, General La-

moripjere ia - strong-enough; to;prevent;it:1-A grave
act .of ingubordination hea.compelled the President:
of the_éatablishiment of St. Michael 5 sénd Borse
forty-five pupils:~ On-Sunday Jast & pupil of the frst"
class miseconducted himszelf:at- church; and he"was
genlenced to remainu- on- his knees:in the refectory:,
during dinoer, The young man refused to obey, and.
his compunions cheered him. The President was
then sent for, but he no sooper made his appearance
thun the pupils began to cry, * Down’ with the Presi-
dent!' The President, who is & Bishop, immediately.
commanded the expulsion of 45 of them, and to-day
fathers nnd mothers are flocking to St. Michael's to
ask pardon for their children. The establishment of
St. Michael's bas been going on badly for a long
time, and if » radical reform be not introduced de-
plorable disturbauces are to be apprehended,  The
Academy of the Catholic Religion has held fifteen
sittings this year ; Pere Vercellone, of the Bar-
oubites, Dr. Semenenko, a Pole, and Pere Rignano,
three of the inost learned members, have written
three important disseriations ngaiast the philosophi-
cal dactrines of M. E. Renau. Monsignor Spacca-
pietra bas accomplished his mission to Jerusalem,
aad he is expected every day at Rome.”

The prospects of the Pope have looked a little
brighter this lagt week. It seems certain that the
French will not be withdrawn from Rome whils they
are pecessary for hig gecurity ; and with this guar-
untee for the city, Lamoriciere has a respectable
furce to keep the province in order. But the time of
difficulty has cot yet come ; when Naples is united
10 the kingdom of Italy, and when the Roman States
are left as a neck of separation between the head
and body of the land, it is to be feared that affairg
will wear a very different appearance. Lamoriciere
will then bave to guard against revolutionary move-
meuts from within, the attack of Southern Italy
from below, #nd of Northern Italy from abuve. The
Pope, howerer, is anid 1o be determined not to quit
Rome this time, but to sacrifice his lite, if necessary,
in the city. — Weckly Regisier.

Contrary to custom, the Holy Father does not
bimsclt leave Rome this summer, on sccount of his
golicitnde for the well-disposed of his subjects who
might be alarmed at the pessibility of an outbreak
on the part of foreign emissariea, in the event of Lis
departure even temporarily from the Eternal City,—
Weekly Register.

Affairs are progressing in the south of Italy to-
wards their destined corclusion. The Neapolitans
have lost the battle of Melazzo, not without inflict-
jng notable logs on the Garibaldians, and have re-
tired 1o the citade! of Messina, Victor Emmanuel
Las ndvised Garibaldi to sign an armistice with Na-
ples, and to engage 10 nnke no descent on the main-
land ; it appenrs that he refuses to do anything of
the kicd. All the concessions cof Francis II. have
failed in their object; instead of satisfying, they
bave only excited the animosity of bis enemies, and
his Government is now on its last legs. France,
upon whose advice he ncted, deserts him in his great-
est need, and Napoleon intimates his readiness to
enter into the views ot the Epglish Ministry with re-
gard to the South of Iwly; that is, to agree to its
absorption ard Italiauw unity under Yictor Emmanuel,
at what price is not siatea.— Weelly Register,

NarLrs, JuLy 28.—We are very quiet here, but
not an inch aearer to the consolidation of affairs
than we were & week since. Open attempts or se-
cret insinuations againss the Cunstitution on the
part of the Reactionists, and suspicions, sometimes
ill-grounded and generally cxaggerated, on the part
of the Liberals—such are some of the facts which
render the 1ask of carrying out the new institutions
so difficult. Ministers are almost paralyzed by the
intrigues of the former and the impatience and un-
reasonnbleness of the latter; and soit happens that
much that’they propose and is decreed remains a
dead letter, and much that they desire to propose
still remains “‘in pello” I cannot imagine a better
remedy for the evils which are coming upon us with
the strength of au aimed man than for the Liberals
to rally round the Constitution and give full effect
{oit. [n this woy they wonld neutralize the efforts
of the Reactionists ard vastly improve the position
of their country, while they would not compromise
their futare, 03 regards soy dyunastic changes which
they might desire to introduce. On the contrary,
their power for action would be increased. At pres-
ent everythieg is falling into confusion, and the Nea-
politans, who will never do anything for themselves,
are shouting out as loadiy as they can for Garibaldi
and Victor Emmaanuel. It i3 the old story of the
waggoner and Hercules, and if they go on shouting
to ull their terrestrial gods, and refuse to make the
best of such aids as are offered to them, the end will
be that they will fall deeper into the mire. My re-
marks assume that the Constitution, and the league,
and the independence of the kingdom would be the
best urrzngemnent that could be adopied. The ques-
tion of dynasty is distinct from it, and if Francis Il
were found to be incompatible with the progress o
the Constitution, it would be 83 complete & guarar-
tee of the interests of the country, and an easier and
s more satisfactory solution, and much more likely
to stand, to place a member of the House of Savoy
on the throne. Amadeo Ferdinando Maria, the
second son of Vittoria Emmanuele, will be 16 years
old on the 30th of May next. He would be & minor
it is true, but the Regency would be short. Such an
arrangement would thin the ranks of the Annexa-
tionists very much, and save the country from future
evils of grent magnitude, which would, I am per-
snaded, be the consequence of annexation.

The Presse publisbes a letter from M. Alexandre
Dumas, describiog the engagement at Melazzo, of
which he was an eye-witness. The following are
extracts :—

At dawn on the 20th all the troops were in
movemeat to attack the Neapolitans, who had come
out of the fort and village of Melazzo, which they oc-
cupied. Malenchini cormmanded the left: General
Medici and Cosenz the centre; while the right was
composed of a few companics ouly, intended to
cover the centre and left wing from a surprise.—
Garibaldi was in the centre, where the action was
cxpected to be the sharpest. The firing began on the
left from the Neapolitan ontposts, concealed in a
reed-bed halfway between Meri and Melazza, A
quarter of an hour later the centre attacked the
Neapolitan line, and drove it from its first position.
The right meanwhile dislodged the Neapolitana from
some houses which they occupied. As the difficul-
tics of the ground prevented rcinforcements from
arriving, Bosco, with 6,000 men, turned npun the
500 or 600 who had driven him back. The latter
were at first obliged to retire before the superior
numbers of the enemy ; but, when other troops came
up to their aid, they again attacked the enemy,
many of whom were still concealed among reeds
and protected by fig-trees, Bo that a charge
with the bayomet wus jmpossible. Medici, while
advancing at the head of his men, had a horse
killed under him. Cosenz was struck in the neck
by a spent ball, and fell ; he was for & mo-
ment supposed to be mortally wounded, but Le was

had part of *his boot and his stirrup’ carried away;

Statella was left standiog unhurt in the midst of the
iron storm ; all the others were killed or wounded.
Tte gun which had done all this mischief was taken
soon after. Then the Neapolitan infantry opened
and gave passage to a charge of 50 cavalry for the
purpose of retaking the piece. (Colonel Donon's men,
who had been bnt little under fire, threw themselves
to the sides of the road instead of receiving the
clarge on their bayonets, The cavalry came like a
whirlwind, the Sicilinns firing from both sides. Thus
assailed both right and left, the commander of the
Neapolitan cavalry stopped, and wanted to tura
back, but found the passage barred by Goneral Gari-
baldi, Misori, Statells, and five or six mea. The Ge-
neral seized the officer’s bridle and cried out ¢ Sar-
render!! The officer replied with a blow of his
sabre, which Garibaldi parried, and by a back stroke
cut the officer's check opez. The latter fell from his
horse. Meanwhile, three or four sabres were raised
against the General, who wounded one of his agsail-
ants with a thrust of his sabre, while Misori killed
two others and the horse of a third with his revolver.
Statella brought down one antagonist, while another,
who sprang &t Misori's tharoat, was killed by the
4th shot of his revolver. While this struggle was
drawing to a close, Garibaldi rallied his scattered
mep, charged with them, and either took or kiiled
the rest of the fifty horsemen. Seconded by his
centre, he next charged the Neapolitaus, Bavariaos,
and Swiss with the bayonet. The Neapolitans fled
at once, but the Bavarians and Swiss made a short
stand before they gave way. This decided the fate
of the day.”

SPAIN.

The Cologne Guzetle publishes the text of the reply
of Count Rechberg to M. Thouvenel’s proposal, an
the part of France, that henceforth Spain should be
allowed to take part in the deliberations of the re-
presentatives of the great Buropean Powers. Spain
was represenled in the Cougress of Vienna, bat, in
coasequence of her unhappy internal divisions, was
was afterwards excluded from the councils of Ea-
rope. Ag she has now risen, both in wealth and
power, France proposes that Spain should resume
her place in the rank of nations. Uount Rechberg,
in replying to the proposal admits that Spain poe-
sesses all that is necessary to enable her to fulfil the
duties of a Power of the first rank, and adds, that
Austria will not ozly make no objection to the ad-
migsion of Spain to any Buropean Congress, but as-
sent to it readily. Nevertheless, Count Rechberg
remarks that this admission is an exceptional cns:,
and Anstria protests in advance against the conse-
quences of making ita precedent for other Statea.
The concert between the five great Powers is based
on positive duties, undertaken by all of them, for the
preservation of peace and the maintenance of inter-
national rights; but if the number of States thus
mutually bound logether is once increased, it will
be very difficult to decide between the aany other
claims that way be put forth. Spain possesses all the
guarantees that can be desired, has before exercised
the power claimed for her, and may now be re-admit-
ted to the circle; but other States, nat baving equal
clajms, muat not cite the nrecedent of Spain in their
own favor. .

RUSSIA.

The followiag letter has been received from War-
saw, dated the 24th of July :—

% The system of government which the Emperor
Alexander established in Poland since the treaty aof
Paris, which, if not liberal, was at least tolerant, has
been completely changed within the last two months
and tends to become as oppressive as that during the
reign of the Emperor Nicholas. In order to prove
my nssertion I will mention some acts already ac-
complished of a reactionary nature. First, the at-
tack on the agricultural society, then the increased
severity put in force agaimnst the press, the appoint-
ment of General Jelchin to the Presidency of the se-
cret commissions, so well known for Lis anti-Popish
and anti-Liberal opinions—in fine, the severity prac-
tised in the exclusion of foreign journals from the
kingdom of Poland, as was the case in the reign of
the Emperor Nichelas. It is generally ngserted that
this new system i3 due to the intrigues of a certain
individual who has obtained an uneaviable celebrity
by bis attempts to entrap the Polish patriots into the
coramission of acts which might be fatal to them.—
His mnchinztions were carried to such a point that
the suthorities in Warsaw expected that a revolu-
tionary movement would break out in this city, and
they even adopted measurea to preventit. An or-
der was issued to close all public walks and gardens
at 9 in the evening, and numerous troops of Cossacks
paraded the streets. A demand was, moreaver, for-
warded to St. Petersburg, requiring that the army
in the kingdom of Poland should be reinforced, and
which at present is not certainly very numerons.—
The day indicated by the police of Posen for the
general insurrection has passed over without the
slightest disturbances in any part of the kingdom of
Poland, Nevertheless, notwithstanding the evident
falsehood of these reports, the Rusaian Generals are
alarmed, or they affect to be so, in order to give
proofs of zeal. The consequence is that the secret
gervice money has been increased. The couspiracy
hatched in the braing of the police at Pogen, and
which follows the authorities here like a phantom, i
attributed by them to Polish travellers in foreign
conntrieg, and congequently the tax on passporis is
to be raised 5o high as to be accessible only to n few.
The kingdom of Poland is placed in an exceptional
position. While the Russian press enjoys o relative
degree of liberty, tho Warsaw joarnalists cen print
nothing without the permission of the censors. That
is, the most inoffeasive articla which alludes to the
Government in the glightest degree must be submit-
ted to the head of that body. The vennlity of the
Government officers, the complete neglect of public
education, the measures forbidding landed proprie-
tors from founding enmmunal gchools at their own
expense, the abuse of the power intrusted by the
Goveroment to its subordiaates --3nch is the system
established by the kingd~w of Poland.”

SYRIA.

It secms that the Syrian difficulties have nearly
led us into a war with France; Napoleon wished to
punish the Druses and Bedouing for their atrocious
conduct towards the Christians, without regard to
the diguity or even the existence of the Porte, whose
troops had been accomplices in the massacres; Eag-
land insisted upon the intervention being only at the
request of, and in conjunction with the measures of|
the Porte. Hence a similar complication arovse to
that which so ncarly embroiled the two Powers in
1840, when France wished to detach Syria from Tur-
key and to give it to Egypt. This time it was not to
be made an Egyptian dependency, but virtually n
French province, under Abd-el-Kader. T4 is now an-

Fresh massacres have
just taken place at Akkar, to the north of Tripol;
It appears that the Pasha of Beyrout, after hnvjné
organised and directed these extensive magsacres
has just severely prohibited them —that is to say, be
has closed the campaign for this year, thinking t'hat
the European Powers will, ag usual, content them-
selves with & few diplomatic conferences, and that
be or some other may hereafter continue the destruc-
tion of the Christians. The Consuls are now ocea-
pied in collecting all the details of those massacres
and each of them becomes borrified at the facgé
which comes to light, Some children only four
years of age have been found hangiong by the neck
like criminals ; naked women attached to trees by
their hair were left in that position. If the Powers
are satisfied with the mere dismissal of the Pagha s,
massacre of another series of Christians will tuke
place here in & short time. Tn vain the Sultan will
make promiges without being able to perform them
better than he has hitherto done, for ke will never
be obered, except he arders exuctly the contrary of
what he promises. Tho administration i3 confided
to depraved men devoid of honour and of conscience
and who never exert themselves exeept to do evil.”

Tur EasterN ORANGEMEN AT Der-Er-Kauyap.—
This was a large flourishing town, the capital of
central Lebanon, containing some 8,000 souls, all
Christinns. It was surrounded by Druses on th'e 24
June, aud defended by the iohabitants for several
bours. The Christians gave into the Druses, who
still continued to plunder parts of the town, the
Mutsellim, or Turkish Governor with his gur;ison
of 300 men doing nothing whatever either to defend
the town in the firat place, or to restore order in the
second. The unfortunate Christians seemed to be
aware of their fate, for agamn and ngain did they
send down to the European consuls, begging the
latter to procure them a safe candact to Beyrout.
Four several times did the consuls go in a body to
the Pasha of Beyrout, sud beg him to secure the per-
sous! safety of the Deir-el-Kammar Christians. Oa
one occasion Mr. Moore, the English consul-general,
wont to the Pashn's canmp, determined unless the
Pasha agsured him steps would “be tken for the
safety of the Deir-el-Kaemwmar people to procesd there
himself, and try what he could do wumongst the
savage, bloodthirsty Drusc sheikhs. But against this
the Pasha set his face most resolutely, assurinyg the
consuls over and overagain that there was uo denger
whatever for the Deir-el-Kammar Qhristians. Time
wore on uatil the 19th, when a whola host of
Druses surrounded the town, and in the face of the
Mutsellim nnd the troops commenced d:sarming the
few Christians who bed retained their arms. All
the Mutsellim did was to invite the chief Christians,
to the number of 530, besides, into the Seraglio, who
took refuge there with their money, jewels, and va-
luebles. Then begar the work ot butchery, In the
town abunl 1,000 men were that might murdered in
cold blovi. The Druses then demanded admittance
into the ~eraglio, nnd were nt once let in, where all
the 530 i.en were, with one single exception, put to
the sward ; tho troops and Mutsellim unever lifting &
hand to save them. Very maoy were tormented be-
fore being killed. A native merchant whom I knew
very well had firat his right haud cut off, then his
left, then one foaot, then another. Three Marenite
priests were mads to eat ihe flesh hacked off their
own thighs, being asked if it tasted as well as the
flesh of God. More than fifty men were ecalped
alive, and still more were tuld that they required
shaving, and were hacked abnut the cheeks and the
face by the large knives of the Druses. In all this
the Tarkish soldiers only Jooked on, merely taking
an active part in the plunder. The Drusus were the
miscreauts who perpetrated these fearful atrocities.
—Cgr. of Morning Post.

‘W‘e are at length in possession of theresolntions o
the Great Powers with regard to the Syrian outbreak.
They are framed with great coution, or rather, to
spesak plainly, on the strictest principlea of mutual
distrust, If any one wishes to know what the Great
Powers think of each other, and by what close and
stringent regularity they consider it necessary to cir-
cumscribe the free action of cach of them, let him
ponder carefully over the terms of this Convention,
made on the representation of the Sultan that he de-
sires the nssistance of the European Powers in order
to restore tranquillity to Syria. The Great Powers
undertake to send o force mot exceeding twelve
thonsand men to the disturbed province. Half of
thege troops are to bo found by France, the rest by
othe_r Powers as muy be agreed upan. They nre to
act in concert with the Commissioner of the Sultan;
the Sultan must furnish them with provisions, and
focilitate their march. The expedition is not to last
more than six months.
