" Friday night, while Miss Edwards and
& young man named. Cooper were out
riding in & buggy. they were stopped

by two negroes, who beat Cooper into
unconsciousness and dragged Miss Ed-
wards into the woods by the roadside
, and assauitsd hsr. Duncan and Cope-
land were arrested 'on Suspicion, but
there was no evidence against them.

One thousand men gathered around
the jail last night, and on learning that
the negroes were not there hastened to
the county jail, where the prisoners
were .confined. ' 9

Instead of attacking the jail first,
the mob stormed the residence of the
county sheriff, breaking down doors,
smashing windows, destroying furni-
ture in the lower part of the house
and rendering the sheriff’s wife un-
conscious from fright and violence.
Overcoming resistance of the sheriff
and a posse of deputies, the mob se-
cured the key to the jail and gained
entrance thereto. The mop had no dif-'
ficulty in finding the cells of Duncan
and Copeland. When the committee
Wwho entered the jail came out with the
two negroes, the mob began to clamor
for summary execution, shouting
“Hang them,” “Burn them.” The ne-
groes were taken to the public square
and hangeq to a statue of the goddess
of liberty and fire kindleg under them,
in wkich  they were roasted, 3000
persons watching their agony.

A Third One,

Inflamed by the sucasss ¢f their
fiendish endeavors, the mob recallel
the presence in jail of Will Allen, a
negro, who 'Wa&s' chargel with murder,
but who has always yrotested inno-
cence, The jail was sty'med again and
Allen led out to the scena'of thé other
horror. He appeared quite cadm  as
he jumped from the iower, whizh he
had been compelled ts ascend. The
rope about his neck brote as his weight
fell on it, and he dropped into.  the
Lyre containing tha charred bodies of
his former companions in prison, Dun=
can and Copeland. Allen was taken
up the tower again and compellel to
Jump. This time his captors were
more guccessful in thelr work. \

' T swear that I am not guilty of
killing Rouark,” were nis last words.
Duncan and Copeland had asserted
their innocence in simiiar words zs
they were killed. :

As soon as Allen was dead sevéral
nmen rushed back to the jaii for Bud.
Cane, a negro accused also of the
murder of Rouark, but Cane and aill
but six of the prisoners in jull hade
‘escaped from .the prison, which had
been wrecked earlier i1 the night. The
mob, finding itself wiiwout prey, went
home as day began .o dawn.

Jail a Wreck.

The jail is a wrec«, the mob, aftir
they had secured the rthree negroes,
continuing their work of destruectivn
until nearly all the nriscn bars were
down. About $3000 damage was done
in the prison alone, wan!lla ir the sher-
iff's residence,which was attacked first,
the damage is fully as much.

Mrs. Horner, the sheriff’s wife, who
fainted on account of fear and violence,
Is"in a critical condition.

State militla, reinforced by 200 de-
puty sheriffs, guard the -streets of
Springfield to-night, agalnst possible
renewed action by the mo».

There  are hundreds of strangers in
Springfield, and the anti-negro fz2eling
still runs high.

Altho no untoward move was made
during. the day, many threats were
heard, ‘and Sheriff Horner, fearing a
fresh ' outbreak when darkness should
fall, telegrapheq Governor ik early
for alid. The governor responded
promptly and within a few hours aix
companies of militia were on the way
from .various parts of Missouri.

In addition to sending soldiers to
guard against further violation of the
law, Governor Folk took quick action
to prosecute the leaders of last night’s
mob, and authorized a reward of $300
each for ‘the arrest and conviction
of members of the mob. This is the
limit allowed by law. In addition he
instructed Rush Lake, assistant at-
torney-general, to go to Springfield at
osice to ald In the ferreting out and
prosecution of the leaders in last
night’'s work(

Of the fourteen prisoners, white and
negroes, who escaped from the prison
lastnight during the mob excitement,
four were captured during the day.

A Bitter Feeling.

Many from the farming regions in
town to-day cadght the mob spirit read-
ily, and shared the sentiment of many
that the negroes should be driven from
Springfield while the feeling against the '
negro race wasgstrong.

Negroes who dared to appear on the
Streets were greetéd with hoots and|
Jeers, and on several occasions men
and boys collecteq to attack them. Both
Negroes ang whites are armed. There
Was a steady demand to-day for fire-

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EASTERSUNDAY NOT NARRED
BY ANTI-JEWISH  OUTRAGES

Anniversary of Russian Massacres
PassesUneventfully— Dutnovo’s
- Retirement Expected.

St- Petersburg, April 15.—The Easter
festival, the anniversary of the Jew-
ish massacres at Kishineff and other
places, happily was not stained this
yvear by anti-Jewish excesses, so far
as was reported up to midnight. The
measures taken by the central govern-
ment and the orders sent: to the pro-
vincial authorities to take every pre-
caution, with the added warning that
they would be held personally respon-
sible for outbreaks, apparently were
effective, tho the danger will not be
over until -the Easter holldays are
passed.

. The high church feast was celebrated
to-day in the usual fashion—with inuch
eating afid drinking and the exchange
3 ¢ “Kiss of peéace.” Some slackén-
ing ~the -old- m fervor was-
noticeable, especially in St, Petersbure,
This is attributed to the revolutionary
propaganda, which in striking at the
roots of the state toucheq also the
blind devotion to the church.

Durnovo’s Finish,

The streets of the capital have been
alive . since early morning with the
cabs of government officials and clerks
makings their congratulatory calls on
their su fors,. Minister of the In-
terior Durnovo, however, published a
notice to his subordinates, stating tha!
it was not necessary for themn to call
on him, and in the midst of g-ne-al
surprise his retirement from office was
not announced, but this declination of
the congratulations is regarded as an-
otheér intimation that his relinqu.sh-
ment of office is- a matisr of a few
days. Count Witte, for the moment,
seemS to have downed his rival, the
elections having strengthened his po--
sition greatly, and enabling him to lay
the blame for repressiins on M. Durn-
ovo.

. Loan is Assured.

In spite of. ugly rumors here- 1o the
effect that there has Leen a hitch in the
loan negotiations it was positively af
firmed here to-night tha: the loan will
be signed April 21, for a milliard
francs (about $260,000,000).

The Associated Pruss hears that a
group of American bank:rs, thru the
Russian. financial ageat in the United
States, agreed to tak.: $25,000,000 worth
of the bonds, but demanded a higher
commission than their foreign col-
leagues for placing the bonds and
maintaining their pr'ce in the mar-
ket.

New York, April 15—When Maxim
Gorky arrived in this country last
"Tuesday he stated to the immigra-
tion officials that he ‘was accompanied
by Mme, Gorky. Saturday morning the
statement was published that his com-
panion was not his legal wife, who,
with his children, remains in Russia.

As a result of this publication Gorky
issued a statement which, translated,
reads as follows: E
“I think this isagreeable act
against me could not have come
from the American people. My re- .
spect for them does not allow me
to suspect that they lack so much
courtesy in their treatment of wo-
men. I think that this dirt is con-
spired by ‘the friends of the Rus-
sian government. My wife. is my
wife—the wife of Maxim Gorky;
she and I, we both consider it the
lowest to go into any explanation
about this, Every one may say
about us what he pleases. For us it
remains to overlook the gossip of
others- The best people of all
lands will be with us. }
(Signed) “Maxim Gorky.”
The published story went on to say
that the Madame Gorky who is now
with the author is Andreieva, a Rus-

The explana-
tion was made that being unable to
secure a divorce in Russia because Q't
the . strong official feeling agginst hini,
Gorky secured a divorce in Finland
and was married to Andreieva beforé
& notary. When approached on this
subject to-day Gorky said:

“Slimy Slander.”,

“The publication of such a libel is
a dishonor to the American press, and
I am surprised that in a‘'country fam-
ed for its love of fair play and its
reverence for women,
slander as this should have gained cre-
dence.

“She is my wife. No law that was
ever . devised or made by wman can
make her more so than she ig now.
The insinuation that. the relations ex-
isting between ug are fllicit is a base
calumny, Never was union between
man-and weman more holy and nioral
than that of  ours. Madame Gorky
tried to appease her husbang at this
point, but he struck the copy of th=
paper in which the defamatory article
appeared and cried:

“A lie travels fast and I must over-
take this one before it has gone too
far. I will prepare a signed statement
for the press-and see if right and jus-
tice prevall in America.”

Madame Gorky sought to have the
reporter translate the article in ques-
tion to her, but Gorky violently tore
the paper from his hands, saying: “I
forbid you to read this horror.”

Later Gorky issued the signed state-
ment quoted above.

NATIONAL TAX N FORTUNES

Continued From Page 1.

omic questions thlt are now so prom-
inently before the public. On that
point the president observed:

In It an Income Tax ?

It is important to this people ‘0
grapple with the problems connected
with the amassing of enormous for-
tunes and the use of those fortunes.
both corporate and individual, in busi-
ness. We should discriminate in the
sharpest way between fortunes well
won and fortunes {ll won; between
those gained as an incident to per-
forming' great services to the com-
munity as a whole and those gained in
evil fashion by keeping just within
the limits of mere law honesty. Of
course no amount of charity in spend-
ing such fortunes in any way com-
pensates for misconduct in making
them. As a matter of personal con-
viction, and without pretending to dis-
cuss the detailav.or formulate 'the sys-
tem; I feel that we shall ultimately
have to consider the adoption of some
such scheme as that of a progressive
tax on all fortunes beyond a certain
amount either given in life or devised
or bequeathed upon death to any in-
dividual—a tax so framed as te put it
out of the power of the owner of one
of these enormous fortunes to hand
,on more than a certain amount to any
one individual—the tax, of course, to
be imposed by the national and not
the state government. Such taxation
should, of course, be aimed merely 2t
the inheritance or transmission in
their entirety of those fortunes swol-
len bevond all healthy limits.

The Man With the Rake,

In opening his spsech, the president
said:

The material problems that face us
to-day are not such as they weye_ln
Washington’s time,” but the underiying
facts of human wnature are the *ame
now as they were then. Under altered
external form we war with the same
tendencies toward evil that were evi-
dent in Washington’s time, and are
thelped by the ‘same tendencles fer
good. It is about some of these that I
wish to say a worgq to-day. o

In “Pilgrim’s Progress” the man with
the muck rake is set forth as the exam-
plé to- him whose vision is fixed on
carnal instead of spiritual things. Yet
he alsg typifies thé man who in this
life cnsistently refuses to see aught‘
that is lofty, and fixes his eyes with
solemn intentness only on that which
is “vile and debasing. Now, it is very
necessary that we should not flinch.
from seeing what is vile and debasing.
There is flith on the floor, and it must
{ be scraped up wi:th the muck-rake; n_nd
there are times and places where ihis
service ig the most needed of all ser-
vices that‘fcan be performed..But the
iman who *never does anything else,
who never thinks or speaks or writes
{save of his feats with the'!muck-rake,
ispeedily beccmesg, not a help to society,
not an incitement to good, but one of
the most potent forces for evi_l.

There are, in the body politic, econo-
Imic and social, many and grave evils;
;and there is urgent necessity for the
|sternest war upon them.. There should
be relentless exposure of an attack upon
ievery evil man, whether politician or
business man, every evil . practice,
whether in politics, in businesg or in
social life. I hail as a benefactor every
writer or speaker, every man who, on
the platform, or in ‘book. magazine -or
newspaper, with merciless severity
makesg sSuch attack, provided always
that he in his turn remembers that the
'attack is of use only Af it is absolutely
truthful. The liar is no ‘' whit better
than the thief, and if his mendacity
takes the form of slander, he may be
worse . than most thleves. It oputs a
premium upon knavery untruthfully to
attack am honest man, or even with
hysterical exaggeration to nssail a bad
man with untruth. An epidemic of In-
discriminate assault upon character
does not zood, but verv .great harm.
The so\l of every scoundrel is gl -dder-
ed whenevey an honest man is assa’led,
or even when a scounadrel is untruth-
fully assailed.

Invites Re-Action.

One of the chief counts against those
who make indiscriminate assaul; upon
men in business or men in pubric life
is that they invite a reaction which is
sure to tell powerfully in favor of the
uascrupulops scoundrel, who really
ought tg be attacked, who ought to be
exposed, who ought, if possible, to _be
puti nthe pénitentiary. If Aristides
is praised overmuch as just, peopl2
get tired of hearing it, and overcensure
of the unjust finally and from similar
| reasons results in their favor,
| Gross and reckless assaults on char-
'acter, whether on the stump or in news-
i paper, magazine or book, create a mor-
ibid and vicious public sentiment -and
[at the same time act as a profouid
deterrent to able men of normal sensi-
|tiveness and tend to prevent them
| from entering the public service at any
| price. :
| At the risk of repetiticn, let me say
iagain that my plea is not for immunity
‘to. but for the most unsparing exposure
,of the politician who betrays his trust,
{of the big business man who makes or
‘spends his fortune in illegitimate cr
{corrupt ways.There should be a reso-
ilute effort to hunt every such man out
of the position he has disgraced. Ex-

:'pose the crime and huat down the crim-

iinal, but remember that even in the
|case of crime if it is attacked in sen-
|sational, lurid and ‘uutruthful fashion,
the attack may do more damage to
the public mind than the crime itse:r.

beside a nation which has already at-
tained such a pitch of industrial suc-
cess .as to render the cwltlyation of an
export trade advantageous, and indeed
imperative, the continuation .of a pol-
icy of free imports could have le to
nothing but the further extension of
United States industries, many of
which are dependent on Canadian raw
materia]l for the means of existence,

If Mr. Dunlop of the British West-
inghouse Blectrical Company is to be
believed, what Canada has done thru
the tariff Great Britin is accomplish-
ing by the strength of patriotic senti-
ment. In a recent interview he is re-
ported to have said that:

EV pound of our material, tho
see&ﬁ?‘{y identical with' American
goods, is manufactured in this
country, When 'we first started
business over here six years ago we
encountéredq the strongest king of
prejudice against goods brought
from America, Finally we had to
knuckle down to realizing that if
‘we wanted to get into the Brifish
market we would have to put up
factories here and operate just as
if we were an out-and-out British:
firm. We ‘have practically lost our
identity with the home concefn;
ang the same may be said of most
American- firmg over here who are
doing any volume of business, It
might be said that at present our
English firm, tho turning out
American goods ,is thoroly British.
All our workmen have to conform
to British trade union regulations.
and we are finding that the more’

Wwe Britishize our industrial plant
- the larger orders.we get, -

This is an important and highly sig-
nificant declaration, -especially in view
qt Mr. Dunlop’s further statement that
“tho goods could be purchased. suffici-
ently cheap in the United States to
#ell them at a profit here, the English
buyers will no longer stand for it.”
This temper he ascribes partly to the
fact that for many years England had
been made the dumping ground for in-
ferior classes of goods, but now, he
added, “the reaction seemg to have set
in, and England is demanding a high
class of goods, and what 1s more, that
they should be made in England.”
This determination on ‘the part of the
people of the United Kingdom affords
valuable oof of the wisdom of the
policy which is embodied in the Ca-
nadian tariff. - If Britain with a1 its
industrial &nd competitive advantages
finds it in her best interests to support
home industries, even at increased cost
to herself, Canada cannot be censured
for securing her industrial progress by
means of a.tariff whose absence would
make her home market dependent on
United States manufacturers.

In Mr. Dunlop’s opinion, “munici-
palization is the cause of this exclu-
sive way of looking at things on the
part of the British,

“There is a tendency in this
country,” he said, *“ just now to
municipalize everything. Of course
our firm is principally interested in
tramways, but there are other
movements on foot. Well, you see,
when public bodies—city counctls
and the Ilike—have to purchase
Street car lines and equipment they
naturally do not favor bide from
outsiders, even tho they may be
their ‘cousins—the Americans. Rv-
ery effort i8 made to do all their
buying in the home market, ang in
the contracts, while it is not ex-
pressly stipulated that no
goods shall be purchased

abroad, still, foreign firms
have to conform to a clause cov-

———
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ering trade union regulations for
wages ., mg ‘other requirements.
' Naturally,it outside firms wish to
get orders, they have to prove that
they are really -home industrial
. plantsbuiitout of British money and
run by British workmen. The put-
ting up of jarge factories by Amer-
ican firms, jnstead of being a mat-
ter of surprise—as it is to most
persons who do not know the facts

' —thus becomes simple,”

-There is no reason to doubt that Mr.
Dunlop’s summing up of the economic
situation in Britain is substantially
dccurate. It simply confirms what
other observers have remarked, that
the mother country is not mnow 8o
closely wedded to the axioms of the
Manchester school that the citizens will
always buy in the cheapest market ir-
respective of other considerations,. If

‘| the British people are satisfled that it

is not for their benefit to buy cheaply
when it affects prejudicially home in-
dustries and wage eurners, they are
not far removed from protecting ‘these
by means of an adequate tariff which
‘would incidentally be a large revenue
producer, It shows also how oppor-
tune the time is for the stimulance of
imperial - sentiment. Reports have
0Ne TRE ~hareagAk - eeangncy, re-
vealiug'a growing desire to prefer im-
perial imports to those coming from
foreign countries. This in turn renders
it -al}’ the more necessary for Canada
to see that her products are identified
with their place of origin, and not put
down to the credit of United States
manufacturers who are merely work-
ing' up her raw material. Signs are
multiplying that the imperial states
are gll experiencing a motion and an
influence towards closer relations, and
it is' the duty of their statesmen to
watch ang foster a tendeéncy so richly
fraught with lasting consequences.

_THE BIG FOUR.

There are four big reasons why the
people of Ontario should control the
water powers of their province,

1. Cheap power for all industrial and
agricultural purposes is thereby secur-
ed. : ‘

2. .Cheap energy for lighting streets
and -highways, houses and factories
and all other buildings, farm ones

‘| mcluded, is thereby secured,

3. “Any day now there will be found
an inexpensive method of converting
electrical energy into heéat for warm-
ing buildings, and, when it is, our
heating problem will be solved, as iong
as grass grows and water runs, No more
worry about- peat or coal, or wood or
coal oll,' or being depedent on a
neighbor for fuel, . We have winters
‘here in Canada!

4. The electrification of the big rail-
ways appears to be at hand. Once the

|state hag the say as to the electrical

energy that is to run them, it is master
once more of all the highways of the
country, railways imcluded. The rail-
ways will be given cheap power on con-
dition of improved treatment of the
public; and the terms will be subject
to constant revision.

But once let this Immense gift of
Ifrovidence to man pass into the hands
of capitalists of the coal baron dlass
and it will be tolled forever up to the
highest point that the people will stand.
Waorst of all 1t will be used to entrench
existing monopolies,

If ever a géneration was charged with
great responsibility toward posterity,
it ig this generation of voters now living
in Ontario. The people have been long
suffering in the matter of the great
utilitieg of light, heat, power, travel,
fuel, and in a flash and as g breath
from heaven the means of correcting
all these evils has come to us. But
true
enough to one another to use it.

In the meantime paste these four
big reasons in your hat and tell them
over to your son and to your daughter,
and shake hands with your neighbor
that James P. Whitney happened to
be premier of Ontario when the time
came for her people to deal with their
greatest economic problem.

PRESIDENT’S MANY WORDS,

President Roosevelt ig & great expon-
ent of the strenuous life, He has done
more to convince the American people
that politics may be honest than any
other man or body of men. He has
brovgd that the enthusiastic reformer
may becomeé a restrained international
statesman of the first order. Every
lover of clean public life is his deb-
tor.

But there is nothing brilllant about
the quality of President Roosevelt's
mind. He shines thru his downright
honesty and not thru his intellectual
qistinction. He can use as many
words in saying the same thing over
and over agaln as a first-class bore.

Last week he was advertised to
make & speech on ‘“‘the man with the
muck rake.”: Long tox;gca.sta of his de-
liverance were published. The public
were led to- expect -that Jove would
thunder against the magazine writers
and others who have for quite a while
been unsparingly denouncing political
and financial graft - : :

The president made his promised

‘useful but unsavory implenient,

Speech on Baturday, ‘On the same
day Mark Twaln, in accepting an invil:
tation to speak at a meeting in praise
of Robert Fulton, said: “I love to
hear myself talk, because I get so
much instruction and moral upheaval
out of it.” The president’s speech ir-
resistibly reminds you of Mark Twain’s
Joke on himself. ;

Its muck rake side contained this
point, and this point only—that men
who denounce dishonesty should re-
member that there {s also much hon-
qst'y in the world. The speech abounds
in "ifs” and “on the other hands” and
“buts.” It seems to have been inspired
by the feeling that when  the presi-
dent of the United States has dealings
with czars, and emperors, and kings,
and potentates’ hereditary magnifi-
tence, he feels nervous lest those' ex-
alted beings may be thinking of stor-
les of graft and corruption in Ameri-
can public and business life,

As a president Mr., Roosevelt is un-
excelled-: As a mortal platitudinist he
is far inferior to half a dozen Cana-
dian editors who could easily be nam-
€d. - Their lucubrations are not as
portentous as his. They reduce to a
fine ‘art the practice of letting thelr
friends slide thru 'the teeth of the
muck rake whenever they handle that

When President Roosevelt got thru
with his protest against the malodor-
ous rake, he made a definite proposi-
tion' to his countrymen, which may
be passed on for the consideration of
the few great men in Canada. The
president is firmly convinced that too
much American money is in too few
American hands. He would make it
impossible for the owner of a colossal
fortune to present or devise more than
a stated portion of it to one indi-
vidual, ?

Liberty to bequeath is, in his judg-
ment, one 0f the prime dangers which
threaten the state when millionairzs
become plentiful. Here is revolution-
ary doctrine, and no mistake.

The Easter Sunday ‘weather In To-|
ronto was not wholly ideal. The sky
was overcast for the most part, and
the slight chilliness in _the air, noted
by morning churchgoers, developed as
the afternoon wore on into a decided
rawness, But, for all that, Toronto
must be deemed fortunate, since in
other parts of the province rainfalls
were fairly numerous.

The large downtown churches were,
as usual, irresistible centres of attrac-
tions. As the service hour of 11 o’clock
drew near the church approaches grew
_thronged, and the seating accommo-
dation was found inadequate for the

demands made upon it. -As’ usual, St.
James’ Cathedral and the Metropoli-
tan exerted peculiariarly magnetig
powers, and the choral renderings were
fully up to the measure of the expec-
tations that had filled the pews to over-
flowing. ’

At St. James' the morning sermon
was preached by Canon Welch from
the revelation of St. John 1, 17-18
referring to the victory over death by

| the resurrection of Christ, who had

the keys of death and of Hades. This
was the calm assurance of one whose
victory was unchallenged, and whose
right no one could dispute. The even-
ing sermon was preached by Rev. L.
W. B. Broughall.

The Easter decorations 'were. much
admired, the pulpit, the chancel, and
the baptistry having received special
attention, ‘' there ~being an. abundance
of marguerites, lilies, speria and
plants. Both the altar and the pulpit
were further adorned by magnificent
crosses. The ladies taking part in
the decorations included Miss Camp-
bell, convener of the chancel com-
mittee; the Misses Emagarty, the Misses
Wright, the Misses Nordheimer, Miss
Erie Temple, ,and Miss Eileen Good-
erham. The offertories of the day were
devoted to the organ fund.

No more appropriate theme could

sermon than,K that by Archdeacon
Sweeney at St. Phillip’s Church last
night—the occasion of a very bright
service and in ‘which before a large
congregation, he dwelt upon Guy
Thorn’s much-talked of novel, “When
it' Was Dark,” which' treats of the
collusion between 'a great infidel of
immense wealth and power and\a fa-
mous. scientist who leads a doubl\a life
by which they changed entirely the
history of mankind and  “the world,
 by. trickery, certain inevitable conse-
quences ensuing. ‘Stories of murder
and massacre were heard from every
part of the heathen world, .where it
had been concluded, that the mission-
arfes who had passed thru the length
and breadth of heathendom were pro-
pagating “d colossal lie ‘whén they
preached of Jesus and the resurrec-
tion. Speaking of the appalling con-
sequences of this supposed upheaval
the preacher said that amongst them
was the sweeping away of the social
and. .domestic relations of life, as well
as thé sanctity of womanhood.: It was
all gone in that terrible hour when
it was dark! - Tha great fabric of
Christianity was broken down!

We did not expect such a cataclysm
as this, said the archdeacon. We did
not expect that there would ever be
an anti-<Christ se blatant as to deny
the existence of the resurrection of
Jesus. Yet he urged all in-these days
of hostile criticism, in these days -of
the whittling down of God’'s divine
word, in these days of great misbelief,
to hold fast to the profession of the
faith. ;

.

Rev. Fq\,ther McCann, in St. Francis’
(R. C.) Church: The foes of Christ
were oven to be wrong in their
imaginings that all was ended When
the body was placed in the tomb.
The resurrection and the empty sepul-
chre showed that He had risen by His
own pRQwer, proving that Christ was
the son of God and His work would
still go on. The apostles relying upon
the resurrection went forth into the
world to carry the name of the Saviour
to all nations. In all their preach-
ings they appealed to the fact of the
resurrection as a proof of the divinity
of their teachings. The church ha.s
continued this work, and, taking such
civilization as they found, has left on
it a mark which even the deadliest
enemies of the Omnipotent One must
acknowledge cannot be effaced.

Rev. Father Minehan in St. Peter's
(R.C.) Church: St. Paul by his writ-
ings seemed to enter into the resur-
rection and accompanying glory of the
atonement more than any other of the
apostles. St. Paul had always seen
God in his glorious might and ma-
jesty. The vision at the time He had
been struck blind when on his way,
to Damascus to persecute. the fol-
lowers of Christ, seemed to permeate
and enlighten his whole life and writ-
ings. The resurrection saved the
world from everlasting death, and only
by God’s grace in giving his only be-
gotten to die and rise again tq atone
for the sins of a wicked world was
eternal life assured.

Rev. Dr. Perry in Jarvis-street Bap-
tist: The fundamental principle of life
is brought prominently before /man-
kind in the Easter thought of life
thru death, and of self-realizing thru
self-abnegation. Two great principles
of life are known among men.  sav-
ing themselves and losing themselves.

| Methodist. Church: When Christ and
! the disciples met. on the road after
the resurrection Christ at first was
not recognized any more than He is
to-day by many, and it was not till
he broke the bread in the presence of
the disciples that he was revealed to
them. To-day a spiritual revelation
comes to a man thru the simple act
of faith exercised by some Christian.

Mr. Hincks referred to Rev. T. W.
Jeffrey, who was the ‘principal in a
church trial in Toronto a few years
ago.- The accused was acquitted, but
the charge against him hastened his
death. “His,” said Mr.. Efncks, ‘“‘was
i a humble and loving life, in which was
exemplified the resurrection of Christ.”

Rev. Prof. Patrick, principal of Mani-
toba College, in St. James-square
Presbyterian Church: In the text,
“My yoke it is easy and my burden
is light,” the yoke means Christianity;
thus the Christian life is an easy lifg.
There is, however, a sense in which
it is hard. It calls for strict disci-
pline, and absolute unreserved submis-
sion, but the strictest commands al-
ways prove themselves the most joy-
ful. The gospel is duty, but there
would be no gospel if it were merely
the proclamation of duty. Christianity
clothes men with spiritual power and
means an indwelling of Christ. It is
not impossible. for the Creator of the
universe to create in man a spirit of
devotion and adoration. Christian ex-
perience vindicates the adequacy of
the text. It is a yoke which everyone
is proud to wear, for its assumption
means ,rest for souls. - A vacillating
will, a doubting mind; is a qouble anx-
fety. The spirit working in you is
the spirit of Jesus, and what strength
of will you possess is the will of Jesus-
To - fall, therefore, means disloyalty.
The Jesus who rose to-day is the Jesus
who gives rest and peace, and this
rest, this peace is the strength of will
By placing His spirit in us he'enables
us to share enjoyment everlasting with
him.

Rev. J. W. Pedley at Western Con-
-gregational Church: The great world
to-day depends on the actual historical
resurrection of Christ. Paul's argu-
ment, in First Corinthians,  tho more
sentimental than logical, forms the
basis for Christianity’s belief in ‘a
risen Saviour. Paul had fortified his
own faith and had proven the immor-
tality of the soul. If people to-day
are not immortal, the whole plan of
salvation is a myth and preachers may
stop preaching at once. But the re-
surrection is one of the many evidences
of the potency of immortality.

Rev. T. Bradley Hyde at the North-
ern “Congregational Church: The pow-
er of the beautiful Easter fact was
particularly emphasized in Christ’s
message, ‘I am the resurrection and
the life,” . The possibility that some
people on earth should never die was
the foundation of the Christian’s hope
that he would be caught up to meet
his Master in the air. Those who have
accepted Christ die in the hope of re-
surrection like onte the Ideal. The
resurrection is also symboli¢c of death
to sin, and the rising to & new life,
the spiritual life,

‘sent with the Lord. 1t is a. spiritual
' resurrection, not a physical one, The
New Testament is radiant with the
hope of a future life for manking.
Jesus spoke of death as going unto the
father; Paul spoke of it as the un-
mooring of a ship. The ship is built
for the sea; man js ‘born for eternity.
We can mreet death with joy for it
opens the door into life eternal,

Rev. Canon Cody,  In
(Anglican): Christ’s
transfigured, and not
the ordinary laws of matter,
and probably - was not visible to
the eye of sense, but visible only to
those whose spiritual insight was
opened.

Matteuci’s Narrative. !

‘“The real danger began the middle]
of [last wesk, ‘Then an enormous
stream of lava coming from the summit
meeting the other streams which burst
from ' the lower strata. It was this
that overwhelmed Scotrecase. Thruout
the lava  discharge the volcano was
comparatively quiet and without elec-
trical phenomena or explosions. The
only ominous sign was the advancing
wave of lava and the cinders forming
an enormous cloud in the shape of a
pine tree over the crater.

Great Rent im Cone.

“Our really terrible Yerlod came at
8’o’clock Sunday morning and ‘!asted
until eight oclock. The monutain
which hitherto had been silent, sudd:n~
ly gave out a deafening roar and &
great rent wasg made in its cone. Huge
solid rocks were hurled skyward. Somse
of them fell near the observatory,
threatening to crush in the roof, but
most 'of them fell far outside the ob-
servatory zone.

FLLOWS A FALSE ALARK

Picturesque Scenes in Streets—
. Work ot Salvage Reveals
Strange Things.

Nsoples, April 15.—The somewhat threat-
ening. condition of Mount Vesuvius Sator-
day night having subsided with the erup-
tion of enormous clouds of sand &nd ashes,
these elements have begun to settle slewly,
again enveloping the mountaln in a thick
haze and cutting off a view of it from
Naples, only the outline of the base being
visible. /

“My iustruments are now wmost calm.
