Dr. Peters, the " Parson Peters " of Trumbull's M'Fingal, was born at Hebron,

Connecticut, in 1735; graduated at Yale College in 1759, and took charge of the

Episcopal church at his native place in 1762. On the breaking out of the American
R( w)lution in 1774, he made himself particularly obnoxious by his prominence and

activity as a royalist. He was mobbed and obliged to flee to England, where he

remained until 1805, when he returned to America. He died at New York in 1826,
and his remains were removed to Hebron for burial. His History of Connecticut,

which is a remarkable tissue of misstatements and exaggerations, is very severe in its

reflections upon the inhabitants of that State, to whom he attributes some fictitious

" Blue Laws."
