REFORM OR RESTRICTION.
From the remarks made by Lord 

Laziedowms, when moving an address 
asking the King’s consent to the Intro­
duction of the house of lords' reform 
bill, it is poeeitfle to glean -an M-ea of 
the general nature cf the proposals 
it will contain. He indicated that the 
numbers of that house wilt be very 
considerably reduced, and-that the re­
formed chamber will consist of three 
distint Claeses: certain peers "possess­
ing certain qualifications,” chosen by 
the peers from among themselves, cer­
tain others nominated presumably by 
the government cf the day, and the re­
mainder elected by a method -bringing 
it closely into touch -with public opin­
ion. Plainly this outline does root cover 
all details, but It reveals a re-constitu­
tion of the house of lords even more 
radical than the change in It* powers 
contemplated by the restriction of it* 
veto.

Lord Lansdowne’s reform measure 
has been wrung from him by party ex­
igencies. The government has a clear 
and defined policy which calls not only 
for answer, but for replacement. This 
double necessity is the result of the 
conflict precipitated by the rejection of 
the -budget In doing which the Unionist 
majority In the house of lords im­
perilled more than It then had in con­
templation. Now the peers are up 
against a dilemma, which can only bs 
evaded at the price of submission with 
consequent still further lots of prestige. 
Yet prosecution of the -bill for house 
of (lords reform can, to ail appearance, 
only lead to intensifying the internal 
disunion that has made itself evident 
In the ranks of thé opposition. A party 
divided against itself cannot stand or 
offer effective resistance to more radi­
cal measures.

If the light company had 
not extinguished the competition of 
the incandescent company, and had 
the public (been allowed to benefit by 
the ordinary force of trade circum­
stances, it is doubtful whether any 
movement to introduce further civic 
competition could have succeeded.

The electrical capitalists would only 
be satisfied with a monopoly at grind­
ing rates. They now declare they will 
meet any cut by the city, and have 
plenty of profit remaining. The cut 
is equal almost to one-half the pre­
vious rates. What must the extortion 
have been for years past! The exor­
bitant profits are the evident cause' of 
the walls that have arisen at the pros­
pect of losing them. The electrical 
Interests cannot expect any sympathy 
from the people they admit they have 
been fleecing. Not" need they be sur­
prised at the enthusiasm of the people 
for the hydro-electric plan, which has 
terminated the fleecing, and by its 
very presence secures reasonable rates 
from the former monopoly.

Even- if the local plant cost such 
large sums as Mr. Macrae fancies will 
be necessary, the reduction In rates 
would amply justify the outlay. But 
the cost will not be within a third or 
a half of what Mr. Macrae imagines.

Concessions In Demurrage Charges

PITTSBURG, April 11.—Indictments 
were returned to-day against the Penn­
sylvania Railroad Co. and the Lake ! 
Erie Railroad by the federal grand 
Jury in the U. S. District Court. The 
charges are of a criminal nature and 
Involve their alleged failure as Inter­
state carriers to observe the tariffs 
filed with the 
commission, and with 
granting concessions in the matter of 
demurrage charges..

There are ten counts for both on 
each charge, or forty counts In all. 
Upon conviction the maximum fines 
may aggregate $400,000 against each of 
the corporations.

All the offences are alleged to have 
been committed within the last three 
years. The Pittsburg and Lake Erie 
Co.’s violation consists of shipping 
carloads of billets from Youngstown, 
Ohio, to the Carnegie Steel Co., in 
this city. Some of the cars, it is said, 
were detailed 24 days beyond the free 
time allowed and the railroad failed 
to collect demurrage charges. Ship­
ping of ore over the Pennsylvania 
Railroad from Cleveland and Ashta­
bula, O.. to Pittsburg, with similar de­
murrage concessions on cars, is also 
charged.
