Dunfermiline” This Fifeshire town is
adjacent to the new naval station of
Rosyth on the Firth of Forth, and its
council has been taking active steps to
protect the expansion anticipated from
that reason. One of the questions ask-
ed was whether |Dunfermline ~ had
spread its net so wide, under the recent
Town Planning Act, that land was in-
"cluded which could only be built upon |
. one-hundred years hence.

In reply, Ballie Norval admitted that
the Dunfermline Council had spread
their net exceptionally wide, but they
had an exceptional problem. They had
an unknown population coming in, due
to the development of Rosyth, >and it
was not an ' ordinary expansion the
town had to face. They had to secure
that no part of the area should become
the happy hunting ground of the jerry-
builders. Dunfermline has been wise
in looking well ahead and it is unfor-
tunate that Ontarlo cities and towns
have not been vested with the requisite
power tg protect their suburban areas.

CANADA AND THE WEST INDIES.

Public opinion in Canada will ap-
prove the proposed agreement for re-
ciprocal preferential trade between
Canada and the British West Indian
Islands, as published in this issue of
The World. Their products are suf-
ficlently diverse to be really comple-
mentary and the islands fall naturally
within the scope of Canadian influence
and endeavor. The only islands not
represented at the conference were
Jamaica and the Bahamas, and the
reason for their absence can no doubt
be found in their disinclination to dis-
turb thelr market.in the United States.
Nevertheless, should the agreement >
ratified by the governments concerned
an opportunity will be offered them for
three years to join in the preferential
arrangement. Newfoundland is in-
cluded in this, but the bulk of the pro-
ducts affected will scarcely appeal 'to
lts'peoi)lr-. Newfoundiand should be
dealt with by an independent agree-
ment.

The arrangements will have to be
ratified by the legislatures of Canada
and the West Indian colonies and the
terms must be either accepted or re-
jected. The reason for this, in the
case of the West Indian Islands, is
sound.”’ There must be uniformity in
such ah agreement since it would be |
inconvenient and indeed impossible to
work out were the islands to have dif-
ferent Sets of customs rates. The deale-
Zates from the West Indies were full
of confidence régarding the outcome of
the movement for preferential trade
relations, more especially in view of
the benefit likely to attend the opening
of thhe Panama <Canal. The British
West Atlantic dependencies want to
share in the stimulus ylelded by Can-
ada’s prodigious activity and thay are
looXing for help from Canada in the
development of their own resources.

Has Taken Over the Old
John, Montgomery . Saloop
For a Postoffice’— Rural
Phones Have Attained‘Rapid
Growth Thruout County.

The department of public works, Otta.
wa, on the recommendation of W. F.
Maclean, M.P,, South York, has bought
Oulcott’s Hotel on Yonge-street, in North
Toronto, as a postoffice site. It has 13
feet froniage on Yonge-street, and was
occupied for many years by old John
Montgome: ¥'s hotél, the scene of stirring
events in tne Mackenzie rébellion of 1837.
The.hotel was burnt An the fight, and
later on Montgomery was senténced to
death, but pardoned and afterwards kept
an hotel for years after, It is on the
crown of the hll and commands a fine
view of the surrounding country.

The old barn sheds Wwill be demolished;
the brick hotel will be repaired and used
as a postoffice in connection with the
city postotfice for a couple of years, when
a fine structure will take its place. The
country now owns the site, the town
owns the piece north of it, where the
town hdll stands, and it is likely that
some of the ground in the rear of both
will later on be acquired ¥y the city or
town as a square. The price of the lot,
13 x 165 feet, was $25,0u0, a little less than
$40 a toot.

If the construction” of the Bloor-
‘street viaduct, the municipalization of
the street railway and the building of
civic car lines should permit the genial
proprietor of Donlands to become sev-
eral times a milllonaire out of the
OVERCAPITALIZATION of that great.

Sir Willlam Mackenzie.

Toronto newspapers would sooner see
“a brother journalist” make four or five
million dollars out of the overcapital-
ization of a 1200-acre farm that see
the Mulocks, the Robinses and the
Pellatts make $10,000,000 out of the
subdivision of 3000  acres in North To-
ronto, and then leave the purchasers
of the property or the taxpayers of
the eity to pay for all improvements.

Donlands is chosen as & property
that will test the foundations of = the
argument ih favor of real estate ex-
ploitation. This argument assumes
‘that the workingman could choose a

_ wide and deep Jot on the plains and’
slopes of Donlands if that' “garden
suburb” could be reached by 'a Bloor-
street viaduct, bridges and civic car
{ines. If the acreage of Donlands re-
presents an original outlay of $300
per acre the property would yield $1,-
200,000 if it were offered’ as the site
of w}dglnsmen"s homes at $6 per foot.

Donlands would not pay a cent to-
wards the construction of a Bloor-
street viaduct, the building of  civic
car lines, the building of tubes and
the building of bridges.

FINDS NEEDED
FORCATHEDRAL

Sir Reginald Wingate Appeals
to Canada for Money for
Cathedral at Khar-
‘toum,

To finish the great Angiican cathed-
ral at Khartoum, which stands near th®
p'ace where Gordon fell, and which
was built to commemorate his services
to the Christian faith, the governor-
general of the colony of Sudan has re-
quested contributions from Canadians
for the building fund. Something over
$20,000 remains to be raised to build the
tower and to finish some of the minor
work. -The structure has already been
completed to a point where it is pos-
sible - to hold services in it, and the
consecration services were held on
Jan. 23 last, which date was the 27th
anniversary of Gordon's death.

Sir Reginald  Wingate, the governor-
general of Sudan makes his appeal ‘in
a circular letter to the Canadian press.
As he says: “We have exhausted the
purse of the small community here,
and the patience of our friends at
home.” In Khartoum, every other sect
has its cathedral or equivalent building
with the exception of the Anglican ca-
thedral, which remains unfinished.

In requesting contributions from
Canadians, Sir Reginald writes:

“When in 188¢ Lord Wolseley sought
for men to help his army to ascend the
cataracts of the Nile for the relief of !
Gordnn in Khartoum, it was to Canada
and her voyageurs that he turned. That
heroic fail're and the long drawn
tragedy in Khartoum are a part of.his- H
tory now and no inconspicuous part of |
the glory of the British Empire. i

Lord Kitchener’s patient preparation
and waitine for the overthrow of bar-
barism en”ed on the advance on Don-
gola, and the further advance depended
o~ the ay'ng of the desert rallwayv. it ,
was to a Canadian, Sir Percy Girouard.
