P WAR SUMMARY X

THE DAY'S EYENTS REVIEWED

In France and Belgium jhe allies
are dJdealing the ememy sfich. heavy
blows and striking him in such be-
wildering rotation,. that the whole
German front is showing infallible
signé of collapsing, and the German

army has begun a retreat from the
apex of the vast salient in the region
of Chemin des Dames. The abandon~
ment of the: strong positions, forming
his ‘principal pillar -of. defence in
Franee, means that the enemy has
begun his retreat from France.

Montreal, Sept. 29—Addressing a
house crowded to capacity -at the St.
Dennis Theatre tonight, and with
many hundreds outside unable to gain
admittance, Sir Wilifrid ‘Laurier, speak-
of the,war, added his-altegiance to the
idea of & league of nations after the
war, but stated that this could never
be a success so long as one great na-
tion, unwilling to abide by its pledged
word, was left outside. Such a nation,
he declared, was Germany, in which
country he saw little change of heart
fromr the period just prior to and at
the beginning of the war.. Declaring
himself a pacifist as of old, Sir Wil-
frid- said that the allied nations could
not enter into peace pourparlers with
the centr#&l powers on the basis of re-
cent speeches made in Austria and
Germany:

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Thrift and the Thriving

In the great campaign of thriff go-
isg on preparatery te the new Vietery
Loan issue it goes without saying
that the thrift Injunctions are ot
Intended for the thousands-of salary
sarners, people on small’ fixed incomes,
and others whe have had no inc e
and in many cases a reduction in
atipends since the' war broke out #n
the high cost of living imposed a more

observance of thrift upon them
:: the committees on thrift déver
began to imagine. /

There is probably not in' the whole
sountry any- class that deserves more
gonsideration than these who, com-
pelled by cirecumstances, often taken
sdvantage of by employers, are. un-
sble to help themselves, and must
face an increase in the cost of living,
which the goverament places.at 67 per
gent, while they have no more, or
perhaps jess, than ‘hey had when the
“war began, with which to meet the
pew condition. Thrift! The new and
extra taxes alope are a4 burden to
‘them, but no distinotion is made for
those who have had no larger income
to meet the strain, and they must face
the same demands as those whose in-
gomes have been doubled, tripled,
quadrupled.

It is to these latter that the appeal
for thrift is properly addressed, and
if they do their duty they will remem-
ber that they who are greatly blessed
will also be greatly obligated. Un-
fortunately this is seldom realized, and
they who are rejoicing in “three or
four times the income to which they
have been accustomed are not always
econtributing three or four times as
much to charitable -and patriotic
funds.

It is the man who thrives that
is thrifty, and those who are thriving
have a special .obligation laid = upon
them to play their own part in the

support of the mation in its need, and
to play the part also: of their less for-
tunate neighbors.

Unfair Assessment.

‘ FPailure to listen to the representa-
tions regarding unfair assessments, or
to support a rigid observance of the
Assessment Act has, apart from any
other result, cost the City of Toronto
about $250,000 a year under the Pro-
vinelal War Tax. Mr, Forman, the
assessment commissioner, defends the
laxity of his'methods, and we presume
will accept responsibility for the $750,-
000 more or_less-that Toronto has had
to pay beyond her equitable share of
the war tax.

“Our machines were active on every
part of the front Friday and kept
close watch from the air on the
course of the ‘various operations.

Another
machine was destroyed by anti-air-
