This Is 
the question that runs from mouth to 
mouth.

Then, again, “Will the next Pope be an 
Italian or a foreigner?” In the Sacred 
College the native and foreign Cardinals 
are about equal In numbers.

However, It Is the general opinion that 
the successor of Leo XIII. will be an Ital­
ian. It Is considered that a Pope of this 
nationality can revindicate better than a 
stranger the rights of the church as op­
posed to the «ate.

It must never be forgotten that In the 
election of the next Pope, and In many elec­
tions to come, the principal motive guiding 
the Sacred College will ee the Roman ques­
tion. The Italian Liberals, who always 
hope for conciliation between the church 
and state, advocate the election of a foreign 
Pope, as a means to their end; but those 
who know well the members of the Sacred 
College assert that many of the foreign 
Catdlnals would be much more uncom­
promising than any of the staunchest Ital­
ian extremists:

Rampolla’» Strength Grows.
Excluding the possibility of a foreign 

Pope, the struggle will be confined to Car­
dinal Rampolla, who will be the highest 
expression of a political Pope, and to a 
non-political religious candidate. As to the 
latter, the most spoken of candidates are 
Cardinals Angele de Pietro and Gerolamo 
Marla Gotti.

The former te the son of a shepherd of 
Enverons, Rome, and 1» already called the 
“Holy Man.” He Is Just 70 years old and 
was educated for the priesthood by the 
bishop of his diocese.

Cardinal Gotti Is 64 years of age. He wag 
born in Genoa. He has the advantage of 
corresponding to a prediction of the pro­
phet Malachl, who left a book containing 
a motto for each future Pope, which they 
say has never failed.

Leo XIIL, who has a special affection for 
him, has often called him “My successor.”

Cardinal Rampolla has been Papal Secre­
tary of State for ten years. He Is general­
ly considered by outsiders to be the «cong­
est candidate. t,

18.—Mr. Clinton Crane, 
the owner of the American boat Challenger, 
which was defAted In the International 
races for the Seawanbaka Cup, was en­
tertained at dinner to-night by local yachts­
men.

Each hull has apparently a beam of a lit­
tle over 2 feet, leaving nearly 3% feet In 
the connecting portion. This connection is 
built in with the halls, the deck being 
complete from end to end, but forward the 
hulls are quite distinct. The lower and 
central portion of the connection Is clear 
of the water by half a foot or more, so 
that when the boat Is afloat an observer 
with his face close to the water, either 
ahead or astern, could look clear through 
the boat between the two hulls. Jf that 
does not make a catamaran, then the usual 
definitions and understanding of the type 
are greatly-at fault, says The N. Y. Jour­
nal. A catamaran Is a donble-bull boat, 
with the connection between the hu.'ls 
clear of the water, regardless of whether 
that connection may Be a framework or 
frame and planking.

MOHS TO DHOLE SIX'S HOT-
United States Troops Control the 

Whole Philippine 
■rratnlations Froi

Congress Will Be Asked to Build 
Fifteen Warships at a Cost 

of $80,000,000.
New York, Aug. 18.—A telegram to The 

World from Washington says; Congress at 
Its next session will be asked to Increase 
the navy by authorizing the building of 
fifteen move warships, the estimated cost 
of which is between $40,000,000 and $50,- 
000,000. The specifications will call for 
unusual speed and an enormous steaming 
radius. The list is beaded with three bat­
tleships of 13,000 tons displacement, armed 
with 18-inch guns. The speed requirement 
will be not less than 18 knots, with a 
draught of about 19 feet. Three first-class 
armored cruisers of 12,000 tons displace­
ment, with a speed of 22 knots, 
cruisers will be larger than anything In the 1 
present navy. Three second-rate cruisers 
of 6000 tons displacement, and having a 
steaming radius of 13,000 knots, will also 
be asked for, with 5 and 6-lnch rapid fire 
guns.

The estimates will provide for six pro- 
tewed cruisers of 2500 tons displacement, 
carrying 5-inch rapid fire guns, having a 
speed of 16 knots, and a steaming radios 
of 16,000 knots. The protected cruisers are 
designed for use In the Pacific. This ad­
dition to the present navy Is made abso­
lutely necessary by the acquisition of Ha­
waii and the possible retention of a por- ■ 
tlon of the Philippines. The large steam­
ing radius demanded In all the new vessels 
Is considered to mean that the Administra­
tion is prepared to follow the popular de­
mand for territorial expansion.
Perte of the Navy Department have been 
at work on plans and specifications fgr the 
addition to the navy for months, and have 
not yet completed them. Smaller craft 
will be provided for in the estimates.

The President and Navy Department fee! 
confident that Congress will see the neces­
sity of augmenting the navy, and will pro­
vide an appropriation without objection.

The mail brings ns a copy of The Cana­
dian Mining Manual for 1808, compiled and 
edited by Mr. B. T. A. Bell, editor of The 
Canadian Mining Review, and published at 
Ottawa. It Is a nicely printed and wen 
bound volume of about 600 pages, and con­
tains a digest of Information relating to 
the history, organisation and operations of 
all Canadian collieries, metal mines, blast 
furnaces, smelting works, etc.

In the book appear statements regarding 
the leading gold mines of -Northwestern ‘On­
tario, which are much more encouraging 
than figures regarding 
recently re-prlnted from an Kugitsn publ.- 
ca'tion. In the annual report presented 
early this year by the directors qf that close 
English corporation, known as' the Mikado 
Gold Mining Company, operating in tne 
Lake of the Woods, stands the following 
paragraph ;

“The battery commenced crushing on Aug. 
9 last (1897) and up to Sepit. 3b, 1470 tons 
of ore had been treated, which produced 
2413 ounces of gold, being 1 or.

After a preliminary 
thrust st the Ministry for the hesitation 
they hiRl shown in bringing down their 
matured bill, he took up Mr. Hardy’s alle­
gation that It had caused no defections 
tc the Keform ranks.

Even Reformers Object. 
“Why,” said he, “yon go Into any club or 

restaurant In Toronto, or any other place 
where men are wont to congregate, and 
you will find Reformers objecting, both 
among themselves and to political oppon­
ents.” Then Mr. Whitney branched out 
Into a little roast on the Government lead­
er for receding from the original intention 
of passing a declaratory law, to a decision 
to hand It -over to the Court of Appeal.

Shnnned by Appeal Coart:
He had been told, he said, that the latter

We have 
brought In a bill that will keep onr hon. 
friends In their present positions for the 
next four years.” [Government applause.)

Col. Matheeon Replies.
Col. Matheson, replying, accused the Gov­

ernment of raising a foam and froth on the 
question, obscuring the main Issue. All 
British precedent was against retroactive 
legislation; " Mr. Boas’ precedents were 
worthless, none of them were analogous to 
the present attempted bill. No British Par­
liament ever left a question to the courts 
with the proviso that If successful the 
fruits of their success should be snatched 
from them. The alleged proposal of the 
Government was to leave the question to 
the courts, at the same time Instructing 
their decision.

"There Is no use appealing to honorable 
gentlemen; we have made one appeal,, but, 
scourged by the party whip, on they go 
destroying the education of the people—In 
all branches."

Government Arraigned.

For the next half-hour the Opposition 

leader referred to authorities, such as The 
American constitutionalist, Cooley, to prove 
that thé* bill was retroactive.

Mr. GnrroW interposed a comment, but 
was unwillingly chided ns being a member 
who proposed to sit In “this highest court 
in. the province” as a judge in his own 
case.

The Bill by Section».
He then took up the bill and commented

Here he pointed out In the 
wcrdlng that, not only were the seats of 
members who depended on the constable 
vote for their election endangered, but that 
It jeopardized the seat of every man e.n 
the House who wns1 legally elected March 1. 
The wording provided that members could 
be unseated and a new election called where 
they partially owed their majority to the 
constable vote. If this meaning were not 
Intended, he asked the Attorney-General 
to so change the section that there could 
be no suspicion of It. In concluding, he 
protested against the right of members to 
vote unsuccessful opponents out of their 
k^al rights^ He called upon those mem­
bers to decline to be made Instruments for 
putting a stain upon the province, 
should not be made a party question, he 
said, it wna a question above the rise and 
fall of Ministries, and the people of the 
province were with them In this opinion.

Mr. Rom» Answer».
