Capture Many Important
Points Between Adige
and Brenta.

OCCUPY MANY PEAKS

Onward March Progresses
Despite Strong Austrian
Resistance.

Bpecial Cable to The Torento World, v
LONDON, June 28.—Despite the oc-
cupation of commanding positions in
the Trentino by the retreating Austri-
ans the Italians’ have made further
considerable advances and they have
dislodged the: enemy from  many
important defences.  In the Lagari-
na valley they captured trenches near
Malga Bugna, between the Posina
and the Astico they captured Monte
Giamondo, north of Fusine, and Monte
Caviajo, and cavalry detachments
pushed on to Pedescala. ' On the Asi-
dgo plateau they occupied the south-
ern sides of the Assa valley and reach-
ed the southern slopes of Monte Ras-
ca, Monte Interroto and Monte Mos-
ciagh, These strong points were held
in force by the rear guards of the
enemy. Farther south, after carrying
Monte Colombara the Italians began
to approach Gatamarra vo,l"l‘zt They
also captured some red s and
trenches near Friekofel on the Upper
But. On the Isonzo they made raids
and took 863 prisoners and two ma-
chine guns. . ’

Controller Cameron’s Tribute
In the last report of General Halg,
reviewing the operations at the front
since December 19 last, Sir Douglas
states: “As part of the medical serv-
ices, the Canadian Army Medical
Corps has displayed marked efficiency
and devotivn to duty.”

In insurances also it
may be estimated that he has saved
the city hundreds of thousands, Con-
troller Cameron, having read Sir Doug-
las Haig’s report, proposed as a proper
reward that Col. Nasmith's salary be
reduced.

A Promising Appointment

There is no reason why the Duke
of Devonshire.should not be a great
success as governor-general of Can-
ada. The duties are not necessarily
heavy, and in fact the lighter the oc-
cupant of the office makes them the
better the government of the day usu-
ally likes it. The present duke is a
nephew of the late duke, who was bet-
ter known as the Marquis of Harting-
don. He had no children and his
brother, Lord Edward Cavendish's
son, Victor, succeeded to the title and
huge estates. The present duke was
born in 1868 and married a daughter
of the Marquis of Lansdowne, . She
knows Rideau Hall of old, having lived
there during her father's regime.

The Cavendishes are credited with
brains, but with adisinclination tv exert
them. When the late duke “got busy”
he was a notablé force in British poli-
ties, but in later years he failed to
maintain his reputation. It is not
pretended that the present duke has
distinguished himself, but he s a
gentleman of good taste and good
judgment, and The London Dally News
suggests that he may make a reputa-
tion in Canada. He has been highly
successful In the administration of his
own affairs, which equal those of many
principalities® in importance, and there
is no reason, with his democratic ten-
dencies and the discretion which high
rank usually develops, that he should
not make a record in his new office.

Mr, Sullivan
opologized and proceeded, but the
sirain under which he was laboring
proved too much for him.
Main Defence Collagno.
Early in the day.the chief justice
overruled the motion of the de-
fence to quash the indictment on the
ground that the statute under which
it was drawn did not provide for the
trial of a man who committed treason
outside the realm. The effort to es-
tublish this was admittedly the pri-
soner's main defence., It was an-
nounced that no witnesses would be
produced in his behalf, mainly because
such witnesses must be secured in
?&rmany, and this was not permit-

With the fallure of this move, Sir
Roger himself was called upon to make
a statement to the jury. This state-
ment, which was not given under oath
and consequently permitted of no
cross-examination, was a flat denial
that the prisoner had worked in the
interests of Germany or that he had
accepted German gold as a bribe,

Never 8old Out to Foe. '

“I have never sold myself to any
man or any government, and I never
allowed any government to use me,”
he declared in a voice vibrating with
emotion., He indicated that he had
had nothing to do with the Sinn Fein
rebellion and asserted that this rebel-
lion was not inspired or directed from
Germany. In conclusion, he declared
that he touched on these personal
nmatters because they were intended
to tarnish the cause he held so dear.

Mr, Sullivan, in his speech, stated
that Sir Roger was charged with aid-
ing Germany, and he declared that not
an’atom of assistance had been ren-
dered the enemy, Sir Roger had ask-
cd men to enlist in the Irish brigade
when the war was over and the seas
clear, said the attorney. These men
were to fight for the cause of Irish
home rule. He told of armed bodies
which were operating in Ireland before
the war and declared that Ireland was
bullied by these men and that the civil
government had afforded rno protec-
tion,

Challenged Dispute.

As the attorney proceeded, he lean-
ed forward and pounded the desk as
it to challenge those present to dis-
pute his words, and there was an un-
easy shifting in seats when he de-
clared that if the ecivil govérnment
would not protect a people their ulti-
mate course was to stand with arms
in hand. Sir Roger Casement, he
maintained, was working for the in-
terests of Ireland. “If this object was
that after the war the men should
iake up arms for the purpose of pro-
teeting the rights of the people of Ire-
land against unlawful tyranny,” ar-
gued the attorney, “this was no trea-
son.” -

It is expected that the summing up
will be concluded tomorrow and the
case reach the jury before night.

Plea Made by Casement.

Sir Roger Casement, in his state-
ment to the court, said:

“My lords and gentlemen of the
jury: 1 desire to say a few words
only with reference to some allusions
made by the prosecution.

“As to the. pension and honor of
knighthood conferred upon me I shall
say one word only, The pension 1 had
ecarned by service repdered and it was
assigned by law. The knighthood, it
was not in my power to refuse.

“But there arz in especial four mis-
statenients - given in the evidence
against me which I must refute, First,
Inever at any time advised Irishmen to
fight with the Turks against -the Rus-
sions or to fight with the Germans on
the western front. Second, I never
asked an Irishman to fight for Ger-
many. I have always claimed that he
has no right to fight for any land but
Ireland. Third, the horrible insinua-
tions that I got my own people’s ra-
tions reduced to the starvation point
becavse they did not join the Irish
brigade is an abominable falsehood,

Rations Cut Thru Blockade,

“The rations were necessarily re-
duced thruout Germany owing to the
blockade, and they were reduced for
the Irish prisoners at exactly the same
time and to the same extent as for the
German soldiers and the entire popu-
lation of Germany. The other sugges-
tion that men were sent to punish-
ment camps ' at my instance for not

I need hardly pause to refute,
devoid- of all foundation,
Got No German Gold.
“Fourth, gentlemen, there is the
widespread imputation of ‘German
gold’ I owe it to those in Ireland who
are assalled' with me on this very
ground to nail the lie once and for ail,
It was published by newspapers in
America, I think originating in this
country, and I cabled-to America in-
structing my American lawyer, WMr.,
Doyle, to proceed against those papers
for libel.

CANADA'S WHEAT CROP
WAL BE SHALLER

Last Year’s Enormous Yield Can-
not Be Expected——Acreage
Smaller.

There has been much speculation in
the principal centres uf the world to
know just how much wheat Canada
has at the present time, how much will
be available at the end of the season,
and how much should come out of the
new crop.- This is considered quite a

factor in the mTkau of the world and
on this - account ';'he Financial
News Bureau has " obtained the
most complete information avail-
able in order to present a statement
which wauld/be as pearly accurate as
it is possible to get it. According to
the best information obtained from t’l:
orthwest \Grain Dealers’ Assoc
?ton, the to‘t\al wheat crop last year in
the three northwestern provinces in
Canada was 365,000,000 bushels of
which at the present there are about
14,000,000 in storage at Fort William,
26,000,000 at country elevatuors and
about 25,000,000 in the hands of farm-
ers yet to market, making a tota] of4
64,000,000 bushels on hand at Fort Wil-
llam and the west. Mr. James Care
ruthers, head of the firm of Jas, Car-
ruthers & Co., Ltd., asked how much
of this would be available for export,
said:

“Of the total amount of 64,000,000
bushels, 35,000,000 will have to
taken for seed, feed and country mills,
leaving a balance of about 29,000,000
bushels for export. We estimate that
at least half of this 29,000,000 is ale
ready sold for export and will be ship-
ped out of the country within the next
thirty days., so that there are practic-
ally only about from 14,000,000 to 15,-
000,000 bushels of Manitoba wheat for
sale of the old crop, and judging from
the demand there has been for Mani-
toba wheat during the past few weeks
from the different foreign governments,
it looks as if the entire surplus would
be sold within the next thirty days.
We figure there was 5,000,000 bushels
of Manitoba wheat sold for export dur-
ing the past week. This is easily ac-
counted for because of the magnificent
quality.

“At the present time Winnipeg July
wheat is selling at approximately 9¢
per bushel above Chicago July. As far
as the new crop is concerned it is d4if-
ficult to make any estimate at the
present time as to what the crop will
be, as it is all a question of weather
in the next two months, Our own op-
inion is that we find it difficult to see
how the crop of 1916 can be over 200,-
000,000 bushels of wheat for the reason
that the acreage this year has been re-
duced about 15 per cent. and the wheat
has largely been sown on stubble, In
addition one can hardly look for any-
thing like the enormous yields we had
last year, so that 200,000,000 bushels
would be an average crop and if we
can get this amount it is about al] we
can expect.”

AMATEUR
GARDENER

By RACHEL R. TODD, M.D.

Garden Pests, Slugs and Snails.

As a general rule, except in very
unusual cases, our gardeners here in
Ontario are not too badly pestered
with slugs and snalls, The small
number that do appear can be ecasily
hlandled with a Ilittle patience and
time,

But this has been a most unusual
wpring and early summer, in the mat-
ter of rain and dampness. As a con-
sequence, amateur gardeners are at
treir wits’ end to cope with the army
of slugs and snails that is devastating
the gardens.

These pests thrive best in dampness
and lay a most extraordinary num-
ber of eggs in the moist earth and
under any rubbish that is capable of
holding damp. There is not one plant,
vegetable or flower, that may not be
uttacked by them, since they will de-
vour young, succulent 'leafage and
buds and roots wherever they come
across them.

The slug and his kind (especially
the slug of this year), is very similar
to his prototype across the water. He
is ‘a sly, sneaking, slimy, fat-bellied
devil, seeking all and everything he
may devour. Oh, the viciousness of
him, and the stupidity of him, too.
Does he really believe his trail can-
not be seen?

There is not a single medicated
spray that I am familiar with, that
may be safely used for his destruc-
tion. Since he works in the night and
the early morning, and then burrows
himself away under some damp pro-
tection, our gardeners must needs get
after him early in the morning.

The trail of frightfulness he leaves
behind him is quite easy to see and
to follow. Earth and leaves and boards
show shiny trails of slime, and by fol-
lowing these up and by turning up
all lkely places of dampness, he can
usually be discovered. This year,
however, he can be found in whole
colonies of anywhere from three to
twenty. And you must deal with him,
at once, and for all time. He must
be routed out of  his earthy hiding
places and these spots disinfected with
n handful of dry soot, or unslaked

the lime, that too much is not left
ground the roots of bushes, and cause
the death of the plants.

The slugs themselves should be
taken up bodily and alive, and plunged
into a pail containing a strong solu-
tion of salt water. None of his kind
can salt water, nor can they
successtully fight in it. ‘Recent his-
tory is quite clear on this point,

As I have pointed out the destruc-
tion of slugs is a matter of patience.
Our deners must simply hunt them
up, slug by slug, and destroy them, It

14 be quite clear to , why
spraying will not effectually clear the
garden of them. Salt water is the
cure, but not salt water applied to
the bushes. ,A very closg contact
with concentrated brine means the
total destruction of the pests,

Strachan Ave, Gardener: I received
the leaves of the two rose bushes you
sent to me, but it is not possible for
me to name your bushes from the
leaves given. I do not know that it is
ever possible for any gardener to dis-
cover the special variety of rose by
studying one leaf. Anyway, one of
the specimens sent was a three-leaf-
fet leaf, and this is not typical of any
rose that I know. Rcee leaves should

be five or seven leaflets in form. And

POLISH FOWLS ARE
OF ANCIENT STOCK

First Got Their Names in 18353,
lAltho They Were Known
Long Before.

_ The race of Polish fowls is one of the
very oldest known. It has been re-
ferred to by early writers as the Padua
or crested fowl. For some reason it
recejved the name of Polish, altho Po-
land is not the country of its origin.
It is hard to ascertain exactly where
this race of fowls originated. Crested
fowls appear to have been quite com-
mon and were called by many names
until about 1853, when one of the firsi
English poultry books .adopted the
name of “Polish” for them. This pos-
sibly did not ralate so much to their
supposed origin as.to the large crests
or head covering which in some dis-
tricts is termed a “poll,” meaning a
large, heavy head of hair. From “poll*
to “polled” is a short step, and then to
“Poland” or “Polish” is a convenieni
graduation, !

There are at present recognized by
the Amenrican Standard of Perfection

Polish. The most striking of these 1s
the white crested black. This variety
is a rich, glossy, greenish black in all
sections except the crests, which ar¢
pure white, and the fanciers have de-
veloped these crests to such a large
size that their first impression un the
average visitor to a poultry show i
a large, animated chrysanthemum.
Because of this striking color com-
bination these fowls are considered
handsome, and in many ingtanées are
bred for their beauty and ornamental
qualities alone.
