Constantinople, = March  26.— The
Bolshevik forces apparently are mak-
ing a determined effort to reach the
Caspidn Sea to the east, where the
volunteer fleet at Petrovsk (a town of
Daghestan on the Caspian) is reported
to have gone over to the Bolsheviki.

Should the Bolsheviki gain control of
this fleet they will easily dominate
the Caspian Sea when the Volga River
thaws and releases - the. river 'fleet.
The fleet consists of ol;h_t. armed oil
tankers, carrying six-inch' guns ' and

The father of the boy went imme-
diately to the hotel. The door of the
room was broken down and Paul
rushed into his father's arms,

Describing his “abduction, the youtn
said he had been lured to the hotel
by one of the kidnappers, who offered
him a dollar to deliver a box of candy.

The boy wag told repeatedly by the
men that he would be killed if he
made an outcry, he said.

York C&unty’s oldest pioneers was
buried at Erskine Cemetery, Cherry-
wood, vyesterday, in the person of
Frederick Roach, who passed away
on Tuesday, March 23, in his eighty-
sixth year.; The late Mr. Roach was
born in Cornwall, England, but came
to Canada wheén a boy, 78 years ago.

With
the insistent proclamation of Can-
ada’s arrival at an. equality of na-
tional “status with the. United States,
there is a revival of the designation
at Ottawa, which would appear to be
peculiarly symptomatic, Mr, Ballan-
tyne’s naval statement talks of the
“home government and. the overseas
dominions.” :
It has been officially - recognized
and persistently declared that the.
inter-relationship of the dominions
and the . British government' is that
of governmengs witl. .one. . another,
and not of a “eongeries of subordi-
nates with a superiqr. Why, then,
should the’ Canadian government ‘ac-
' quire—the habit of alluding to the
British as the “home” government?
Surely, by all that's human and
natural, the Canadian government is
the home government—unless Canada
is gomething less than home to us.
To Canadians Canada cannot be over-
seas. The way to put distance be-
tween ourselves and control of our
own affairs, is to talk of ourselves as
if we were far removed from our-
selves. To say we are overseas, and
that some other government is for us
the home government is, ‘politically,

to be half seas over, =

Humanity of Franchise.

If parliament could realize ‘that
statesmanship is a. mixture of comé
moun-sense and humanity, it might be
possible, in discuss;ng bills, to avoid
darkening counlel\’ith words. - On the
new franchise bill, the future happi-
ness of Canada may largely depend.
The country, without good temper be-
tween ithe elements ‘which -muyst be-

RECEIVES GIFT OF ART

The valuable collection of works of
art from Greece and Rome, which
were presented to the Royal Ontario
Museum by Mr. Sigmund Samuel, werg
viewed yesterday by a large number
of those interested in educational
work and other friends of the institu-

ytion. This addition to the store of

treasures already in the mmuseum en-
hances the attractions considerably
and places Toronto among the few
centres on the continent where the
wonderful products of the ancient
capitals may be studied at first hand.

Shesll a stranger enter the littie min-
ing céydp of Johnsville, Plumas County,
California, 6n Monday of ‘a summer sea-
