MONTREAL, July 8-(Special)—Mich­

ele Sylveetri alias Silveatri, of Provid­
ence, R. I. is under arrest here on a 
charge of having murdered his brother 
September 12, 1901 by stabbing him to the 
heart with a screw-driver. Sylvestri was 
recognized by a Providence man in Mont­
real, who communicated with Chief Car­
penter. The chief, after getting into touch 
with Providence authorities, made the ar­
rest last night when the accused confess­
ed his guilt to four detectives. Sylvestri 
said he was driven into madness by 
months of nagging by his brother and that 
on the day 'of the murder his brother

had struck him with an iron bar. He then 
retaliated with a screw-driver. This morn­
ing Sylvestri repudiates the confession 
and states that his only brother died in 
Italy.

The parachute, falling rapidly, 
was carried right into the middle of the 
Wallkill River, and Miss Dailey became 
so entangled in the cordage that she was 
unable to swim.

Her death seemed certain when she was 
rescued by Thomas Reagan, of this city, 
who happened to be on the river in a 
rowboat. He pulled with all his might to 
where Miss Dailey was struggling to free 
herself from the cords of the parachute, 
and held her above water by her hair 
while he cut away the cords.

By the time he had rowed her ashore 
Brockett was there in a carriage which 
had set out to follow the drifting para­
chute. He kissed the girl repeatedly and 
carried her in his arms as the carriage 
was driven rapidly back to the park.

By the time the journey was over he 
had won Miss Dailey’s consent to an im­
mediate marriage.

One of Miss Dailey’s friends, Miss Ray 
E. Snyder, of Rose’s Gap, who happened 
to be at the park, acted as bridesmaid, 
while Brockett was attended by Roy Gon- 
eolas, of this town. Every one in the 
park who had seen the balloon ascension 
attended the ceremony and cheered as the 
bride in her water-soaked garments was 
driven away by Brockett. They will make 
a honeymoon trip to the Catskills.

Among Miss Dailey’s sensational experi­
ences as an aeronaut was the one in El- 
lensville, N. Y., last August, when the 
anchor of her balloon caught Mrs. Roper, 
of Brooklyn, by the lower edge of her 
skirt and dragged her, head downward, 
for a half mile. The young aeronaut pull­
ed the rip cord and while the>balloon was 
descending, slipped down the anchor rope 
and took the helpless dangling woman in 
her arms, permitting hejrçeif be the 
first; to strike the ground.

CLEVELAND, O, July 8—For the past 
decade- there has been a gradual falling 
off in the quantity of fish caught in the 
Great Lakes. This year, however, the 

was nets of the fish companies all along the 
chain of .lakes havealiiost invariably been 
over running with fish when lifted. Thé 
present season promises one of the largest 
catches of fish recorded in many years. 
The usual output of the lakes for several 
years past had been close to 150,000,000 
pounds annually, of which Lake Erie pro­
duced over half. During the spring sixty 
per cent of the catch is .blue pike, while 
perch, herring, and white fish make the 

inder. In the summer season eighty 
per cent of the catch is herring with blue 
pike, perch and whitefish composing the 
remaining twenty per cent. The success 
of the fishermen, who fish every* day dur­
ing the season, contradicts the supposition 
that the lake’s supply of fish is giving out. 
The increase in the catch this year is 
doubtless due to the protection to fish 
given by the various state laws prohibit­
ing fishing during the winter season and 
to the law regulating the size of the mesh 
of the nets. The government spends 
thousands of dollars each year in propa­
gating fish in the great lakes, which sup­
ply about half of the fish consumed in the 
United States. Although the supply was 
greater this spring yet the price practical­
ly was unchanged owing, the dealers say, 
to the high price of meat, which caused 
a greater demand for fish.

All the farmer will need to do in case 
this automatic delivery device becomes a 
reality will be to pack his produce in a 
basket, telephone for a small delivery 
car, if one is not already without his 
gates, deposit his package when 
rives, and collect the receipts at the end 
of the day.

The delivery is made by means of a car­
rier which travels on light rails about 
twelve feet from the ground.

In the matter of pigeon culture many 
boys and girls over-do caring for them. 
Pigeons, to do well, should not be band- 
led much. If you have but a few pairs 
they may be housed in the warm bam 
loft or provided with a coop such as is 
built for poultry. But their house should 
be warm in winter and - secure from 
draughts, for pigeons are very susceptible

Those little toy pigeon structures that 
are perched on the tops of tall poles or 
on the sharp roofs of bams and out­
houses are never satisfactory. In the 
first place they are too diminutive for the 
breeding of the birds and in the second 
place it is impossible to keep them clean, 
not speaking of the risk to the feathered 
occupant» during the severe cold weather. 
So bear in mind that your pigeons must 
have large, well-ventilated, scrupulously 
clean houses. Provide tobacco stalks—-it 
possible—for them to build their nests 
from. Hay or straw fosters lice.

Ottawa, July 7—At Kirkfield, Ontario, 
on Saturday, the big liftlock on the Trent 
Valley canal was officially opened. By 
the completion of thie work a waterway 
will connect the towns of Orillia and Barry 
with Lindsay, Peterboro and other pointa, 
making a 1,000 mile route for steamers 
through a populous part of the province. 
Hon. Rodolphe Lemieux, was the principal 
speaker and M. J. Butler represented the 
railways and canals department.

Mr. Lemieux after reviewing the his­
tory of canal building on this and the 
European continent, said that the St. 
Lawrence system gave a stretch of navi­
gation of 1,225 miles from Montreal to the 
head of Lake Superior. Besides this great 
waterway there were the Ottawa, the 
Rideau and the Richelieu. The Trent 
canal when completed would give a water­
way of 2p0 miles, furnishing a second great 
channel for the trade of the west.

Mr. Lemieux predicted the completion 
of the canal at an early date. He spoke 
of the abolition of tolls on all the canals 
by the present government, and said that 
the produce of the great Canadian west 
would pour down in ever increasing vol­
ume through these waterways to the 
and the motherland, while in return On­
tario and Quebec would send westward 
their manufactures to an expanding and 
profitable market.

What a vast field of speculation is open­
ed up by the announcement of the ex­
traordinary discovery just made in the 
State of Minnesota! A dispatch from 
Crookston in that state relates that the 
contractors ditching on the state’s experi­
mental farm there last week, found a 
ship’s anchor of antique pattern buried 
at a depth of six feet in solid clay under 
sod never before broken. The anchor is 
similar to those used by Norsemen about 
nwi. centuries ago, and is surmised to be 
a relic of a Norse expedition during an 
era when the Red River Valley was a 
portion of Lake Winnipeg, and could be 
reached by sail from the Atlantic.

Nine centuries 
are much too short to account for the 
transformation from the remote era when 
the valley of the Red River and, no doubt 
also that of the St. Lawrence and Great 
Lakes formed arms of the primeval ocean 
and sea-going vessels could sail right in­
to the heart of the continent.

of Halifax, one of the crew of the tug 
Lord Kitchener, is a matter of concern to 
the officers of the tug. On Friday night, 
as the tug, which is temporarily taking the 
place of the government steamer Lans- 
downe, was lying at the Ballast wharf, 
Goldsworth was detailed to do watch­
man's duty. During the night he disap­
peared and has not been seen since.

The boatswain, Patrick Mahoney, said 
last evening that Goldsworth was a mid­
dle-aged, industrious man who did not 
drink and his absence was hard to account 
for, unless by accident he had fallen into 
the water and been drowned.

The police were .notified yesterday and 
a watch kept but nothing was seen of him 
and it is feared that something serious 
has happened.

A Telegraph reporter visited the Lord 
Kitchener early this morning, talked to 
Mkte McNeill. The mate said that on 
Friday evening about 7.30 o'clock Golds­
worth mentioned that he would like to 
go up town. The mate reminded the sail­
or that it was his turn to keep watch on 
the boat and Goldsworth agreed to stay, 
seemingly without anÿ disappointment. 
When the officer returned at 10 o’clock 
Goldsworth was gone. His working cloth­
es were left in his bunk and he had evi­
dently, left the tug clad in his good 
clothes.

Mate McNeill says that there are three 
ways of accounting for the man's absence. 
He was about thirty-five years of age; be 
had a wife in Halifax. "He has asked me 
whether he would be called upon to sup­
port the woman in case of a separation, 
and it is possible that he has left because 
of family troubles.. He was a good na- 
tured fellow who seemed to be worrying 
quite a lot about family trouble. I 
thought he talked kind of queer two or 
three times."

Speaking of the second possibility the 
mate said:

‘Though not a drinking man Goldsworth 
had about $50 which he carried with him 
in a belt and it is possible he is in the 
clutches of evil-doers.

Speaking of the drowning theory the 
mate says that Goldsworth was a particu­
larly strong swimmer but that this, of 
,course, would not save every time.

after telling the story, fell in a faint on 
the door step.

Manager Easaon, of, the Bank of Nova 
Scotia, who is spending the summer at 
Rothesay, was soon apprised of the ter­
rible accident, by a telephone from Fair- 
leigh, and he hurried to the spot.

Unfortunately there are no grapples in 
Rothesay, and Mr. Easson at once noti­
fied Chief of Police Clark, who promised 
to send them out with men experienced 
in their me.

Scores of people were soon lining the 
banks of the river, end many trials were 
made to recover the ’body.

Boats from Clifton and Rothesay 
came up and drags were speedily impro­
vised with fish hooks and other materials, 
but all efforts were alike, fruitless. The 
grapples from the city arrived about 7 
o’clock with William Hurley, James Hur­
ley, Daniel McDermott, John McDermott 
and Robert Holmes. A boat was at once 
procured and they started the search as­
sisted by scores of people on the shore and 
in boats.

Very carefully the iron» were dragged back 
and forth, back and forth along the bot­
tom of the river, but at a late hour last 
night there was Ho result.

James B. Grieve was about twenty-five 
or twenty-six years of age. He had been 
in this country only about a year 
having come from Scotland. Manager

James B. Grieve, a native of Scotland, 
second teller in the Bank of Nova Scotia
here, was drowned off Henderson’s Point 
near Rothesay, on the Kennebeccasis 

Sunday afternoon. He was out in 
a canoe with four companions when the 
frail craft upset about fifty yards from 
the shore. Grieve tried to reach land by 
swimming, but failed in the attempt, 
while one of his companions who tried to 
go to his assistance, had all he could do 
to get ashore himself, encumbered as he 
was with his clothes.

Mr. Grieve who was about twenty-five 
or twenty-six years of age, was boarding 
for the summer with Mrs. George Hen­
derson, near the point. He was second 
teller in the Bank of Nova Scotia, and 
H. J. Crawford, John R. Irvine and Ed­
ward McIntyre, fellow clerks, veere board­
ing in the same house.

Early yesterday afternoon they started 
from tiie boarding house towards the river 
with the’ intention of enjoying a swim and 

trip. On the way they called at 
the summer residence of P. E. Campbell 
and persuaded W. J.. Steen, one of the 
household, to accompany them to Hen­
derson’s shore, where they obtained the 
canoe, and all five got in, though it was 
small even for three, and in the face of 
a heavy swell they paddled down river.

A clever Frenchman once said that 
soup wasc to a dinner what an overture 
is to an opera. The oysters that precede 
it just whet the appetite and the soup 
begins to satisfy it. Soups can be made 
so delicious that the diner would be will­
ing to partake of them alone and forego 
whatemr might follow, or if unappetizing 
they will almost spoil the best dinner ever 
cooked. There is one cardinal rule for the 
serving of soup. There may be a dozen 
others, but if this is observed any lapse 
of the others can be forgiven. This great 
rule is—have it hot. There is nothing in 
the world more unattractive or unappetiz­
ing on the table than cold soup. It can­
not be too hot, for when served in the 
wide soup bowls it cools rapidly.

Some persons seem to have an idea that 
re*easily prepared and require 

little pains, but this is a great de­
lusion. It is really easier to cook a piece 
of roast beef than to prepare a good soup. 
Of course the canned soups are a godsend 
to the busy housewife living in a small 
flat. She will not be satisfied with them 
just as they come from the can, for no 
fastidious cook can heat up a ready-made 
article without adding some touches of 
her own, but with more flavoring, extra 
butter, cream and whatever suits her 
fancy, she can put a very appetizing, soup 
on the table in a few moments after hav­
ing opened the can. The Mowing re­
cipes are for housekeepers who will take 
the time and trouble to prepare their own 
soups, and they will be well repaid by do­
ing it.

Stock, which is the foundation of all 
soups, is made of any kind of meat boil­
ed down by long simmering. It is better 
to add the seasoning at the time of mak­
ing the soup rather than when you pre­
pare the stock, and remember that the 
simmering has a tendency to make the 
meat salt and the longer it cooks the 
stronger it gets. A quickly made stock 
Is prepared as follows: Take one and a 
half pounds of beef and a quart of water. 
Boil for half an hour, skimming as the 
scum rises to the top. Strain and put 
away for use. Beef makes a brown stock 
and veal a white stock, 
chicken can also be used.

Cream soups and purees are very popu­
lar and appetizing. These can be prepared 
from almost any vegetable by varying the 
recipes a little.

Cream of celery—Boil a firm head of 
celery in a pint of water for half an 
hour. In another vessel have a pint of 
milk and one small onion, also boiling. 
Mix a tablespoon of flour in a little cold 
milk and add to the hot milk. Mash the 
celery in its water and then add the hot 
milk. Season to taste with butter, pep­
per and Balt. Then strain and serve at 
once. You may increase the attractive­
ness of this soup by putting whipped 
cream on top of each portion when eerv-

in three quarts of water with a few vege­
table* to taste, and a ham bone for the 
stock. Have two large, Irish potatoes 
boiled and mashed; while they are still 
hot add to them a cup of cream mixed 
with milk. Now put this into the stock 
pot and boil all together for a few mo­
ments. Then strain into a tureen and add 
some finely chopped parsley.

Tomato Puree—Peel and slice one quart 
of large ripe tomatoes. Boil them slowly in 
a quart of water. After they have boiled 
a little while add another quart of cold 
water. Wash half a cup of rice while the 
tomatoes are boiling and mix it with two 
tablespoonfuls of butter and one of flour 
until a paste is formed. When the toma­
toes boil again add this paste, together 
with pepper, salt, a pinch of soda and a 
pint of milk. Let it boil again and when 
thick it is ready to serve. Whipped cream 
is a good addition to this also.

Vegetable Broth—This is easily pre­
pared and very appetizing. Slice two each 
of potatoes, carrots, onions and turnips 
and boil in a quart of water. Add more 
water as this bols away. When the li­
quor is sufficiently flavored with the vege­
tables add a bunch of sweet herbs and 
simmer a few moments more. Then strain 
and add a lump of butter and several 
tableepoonftils of tomato catsup. Serve 
with croutons.

Spanish Soup—Take four Bermuda on­
ions, chop them and fry in butter until 
brown. Then add a little sugar. Put this 
in the pot with two quarts of stock, a 
bay leaf and a liberal amount of paneley.

In­
deed, the brigadier said the Salvation 
Army immigrants would only be limited 
by the amount of steamship accommoda­
tion which it would be possible to get. The 
demand for British labor in British Col­
umbia is insistent ,and Mr. Howell said 
tli at next year the army for the first 
time in its history in Canada, would do 
something to meet this demand, by ex­
tending its field for immigrants to the 
Pacific Coast.
