The answer is certainly in the
negative,

Putting aside all questions of 
party or personal advantage we 
are bound to conclude that Mr. 
Baldwin wishes to embark the 
country upon a hazardous ex­
periment, even if we view this 
election with blurred eyes in­
capable of piercing the Novem­
ber mists that lie over the Dover 
Straits and the North Sea. 
Arguments Are Clear

The arguments used by tlpe Tory or­
ganisers are clear enough. Mr. Baldwin 
and his fellow incompetents have fail- 

! ed disastrously abroad and have done 
nothing at all at home.

But if it be assumed that the only 
remedy for existing conditions is pro­
tection, and that ikr. Baldwin Is 
bound by Bonar Law’s pledge not to 
adopt -protection, then the excuse is 
found. What more plausible than an 
election to release the cabinet from a 
pledge which hampers their desire and 
determination to perform prodigies of 
statesmanship?

Protection, to be sure, is a two-edged 
sword. English agrarians must not be 
helped by taxes of food, for the ur­
ban vote outweighs by twenty to one 
that of the rural community. Our great 
exporting trades must not be hampered 
by tariffs on their raw material. So, 
whittled down, protection may seem 
not an engine of high power. But in 
the present desperate straits the Gov­
ernment must gamble.

NrtUly are'the number of persons to a family growing smaller when 

compared with returns made for previous decades, but the number of per­
son, to a house shows a marked decrease. In 1881 the average size of a fam­
ily was M3 persons, as against 4.62 in 1921.. With the exception of Sas­
katchewan and Alberta every province shows a decrease in the size of the 
family from 1911 to 1921. Spread over a period of 40 years the Pnnce 
Edward Island family "shows the greatest decline, falling 1.35, and On-

Although men and 
women in years, these persons, because 
of their mental make-up, habitually 
carry over into adult life many of the 
dependent habits and customs of think­
ing of their childhood, only to find 
that realit)* demands a life adjustment 
based on mature mechanisms.

Such, then, is the variegated material 
with which the Mental Hygiene Society 
deals, Obviously in a field so broad 
few can escape dally contact with one 
or another of these conditions. This is 
especially true of social workers, teach­
ers, nurses, physicians and probation 
officers, whose work lies to such great 
degree among life’s mental cripples and 
ineffectives. The late Dr. E. E. South­
ard, former director of the Boston Psy­
chopathic Hospital, is quoted as saying 
that “one out of two cases of social 
trouble is a psychiatric one.”

The knowledge that a certain amount 
of all kinds of mental disorder is pre­
ventable is the heavy artillery of mental 
hygiene’s aramentarium, while dis­
semination of this fact, accompanied by 
popular educational campaigns in the 
ways and means of such prevention, is 
its method of carrying on the attack. 
Broadly speaking, but two conditions 
are necessary to prevent a considerable 
amount of mental disorder.

That early, warning symptoms of ap­
proaching mental disease, no matter 
what the variety, be early recognised.

That once recognized (and a willing­
ness instilled to acknowledge them as 
incipient mental disorder) prompt and 
efficient treatment be given.

Disagreement occasionally arises as to 
what is meant by the detection of 
“early” symptoms. Generally speak­
ing, however, mental disorders may be 
said to be first recognizable In child­
hood. This is why the whole mental 
hygiene movement Is rapidly getting 
back to its starting polnV-early child­
hood—and is dedicating a large portion 
of its programme to this period.

Mental hygienists are stressing one 
great point, that in most cases of nerv­
ousness, in many çases of delinquency, 
in some cases of insanity, and in al­
most all cases of child behavior or 
conduct disorder, the trail leads inevit­
ably and directly back to the home and 
the parents.

Education is the keystone in the 
structure reared by the Mental Hy­
giene Society in its fight 'to prevent 
mental disorder. Its methods are 
given. They include surveys, lectures, 
publicity methods, conferences, and 
recently, on the realization that public 
knowledge of such matters cannot rise 
higher than its source, special efforts 
to Insert into the curricula of medical 
schools, nurses’ training schools, nor­
mal schools, schools for social work,

“During the past season when Ban­
croft Was forced out of the line-up for 
quite a time, his absence hurt the team 
little if gt all. This was due to the 
fact that Jackson played such a sp'< 
did game at shortstop and also to the 
fact that Frisch had learned to direct 
the infield play and do it well. He 
showed splendid judgment and the in­
field worked Just ai smootfily as if 
Bancroft had been in the game."
Has Had Remarkable Career.

Frisch has had a remarkable career 
since coming to the Giants in June,
1919. He has been not only highly 
successful as far as ability is concern­
ed, but he has also prospered finan­
cially. He has been with the Giants 
for only four full seasons and has al­
ready received a share in three world’s 
series. Dûring his four and a half 
years with the Giants, it is estimated 
that he has already earned approxi­
mately $60,000. Of this amount about 
$16,000 was obtained through playing 
in the world’s series of 1921, 1922 and 
1928. His two-year contract expired 
with the close of the past season and 
judging from what McGraw has said 
of him since the last world’s series he 
Is due for a substantial increase next 
yeàr.

Before joining the Giants In the 
spring of 1919, Frisch was an all- 
around star at Fordham University.
He was the best football player as well 
as the best baseball player that has 
ever represented-the Bronx institution.
In his high school days at Fordham 
Preparatory School lie starred at base­
ball, football, basketball and track. He 
played quarterback for a time on hit 
high school team and was later shift­
ed to halfback, the position that he 
later played in college.

Frisch played almost every position 
on the diamond. He started as a 
catcher and was a very capable one 
during his high schools days, but after 
breaking a finger on his right hand he 
definitely abandoned his position be­
hind the bat and tried his hand at 
other positions. Before entering col­
lege he played second base in high 
school and also took a turn in the 
pitcher’s box anti played several games 
in the outfield.

The college team needed a shortstop 
badly when Frisch first reported, and 
he was sejected’ to .fill the position. He 
made good from the start and was 
soon recognized as one of the best col­
lege players in the East. He played 
Ills last college game early in June 1919 
when Fordham played Vlllanova at 
Fordham Field. He made six hits in 
six times at bat in that contest and 
then left immediately to join the 
Giants at Pittsburgh. He has been 
with the local National League team 
ever since then.
