PARIS CAFE CONCERTS

HERE FOR BELGIANS

The Work of Receiving and Sort-
ing and Preparing For Shipment

A whole warehouseful of goods for the | gq;

Belgians, contributed by the good heart-
ed people of the city and province is
awaiting shipment at Pettingill wharf.
Since the last steamer sailed with a big
shipment from this port, the goods aave
been accumulating steadily and there
seems to be little sign of the gifts cems-
ing.

There are now on hand 281 cases of
goods which have been sorted and re-
packed ready for shipment and about
100 cases which have yet to be re-pack-
ed. In addition to this taere is a large
quantity of potatoes and other vege-
tables which the committee has been in-
structed it would not be advisable to at-
tempt to forward, partly on account of
the frost and partly because of the great
shipments of potatoes already both from
this and other provinces. These contri-
butions are being sold at the market
price and the money turned into the
fund.

Walle groceries of all kinds and large
quantities of bedding are being received,
the bulk of the gifts coming in now
are of clothing and articles of apparel.
As the boxes are opened the contents
are sorted and repacked in other boxes,
classified according to th® sex.and age
of the intended wearers, as well as ac-
cording to the nature of the garments.
The classifications include, men’s and
women’s suits, men’s and women’s top
coats, underclothes for men, women and
children, women’s skirts, waists and
dresses, children’s outer garments, rain-
coats for men, women and children,
sweaters, hats and caps for men, women
and children, boots and shoes of-all de-
scriptions and sizes, and, in short, almost
every article that a man, woman or
child could wear with the exception, per-
haps, of evening clothes.

The garments are almost all of good
quality and in good repair. Occasionally
an article will be found which would
not be worth forwarding and this is laid
aside,” but these are very few.

The handling of these goods in such
large ‘quantities involves a lot of labor
and it has been necessary to secure sev-
era] men for the work. For a time a

.committee of ladies gave great assist-

ance, but as the weather grew colder
and the work grew heavier it was found
with the number of men required for
the heavier part of the work the sorting
and repacking could be accomplished
also and tae men are now doing it all.

At first what male help was needed
was supplied by Commissioner Russell
from among the men of his department
whom he could spare. As his busy sea-
son is now commencing and the work
for the Belgians has been getting heav-
fer, it has been found necessary for tae
committee to employ a few helpers al-
80. As the work is necessary and the
amount of labor involved is very small
compared with the value of the goods
they handle, this will form a very small
tax on the committee in proportion to
the value of the gifts.

An effort is being made to clear up
all the gzoods now on hand to 'aave them
in Halifax by Monday to:-be forwarded
on the collier Dorie. FEight ear loads
have already been sent forward, but the
admiralty office in Halifax has notified
the provincial committee that they will
be able to take the balance of the ship-
ments also and the goods will be for-
warded at once.

(}ERMAN MILITARISM,

An Amazing Exposition by One of
Kaiser’s Generals,

A Copenhagen despatch to the Lon=
don Daily Standard says: An amazing
exposition of German militarism is given
by Major General von Disfurth, in an
article contributed to the Hamburg
Nachrichten, in the course of which this
distinguisaed retired officer of the Ger-
man army writes:

“No object whatever is served by tak-
ing any notice of the accusations of bar-
barity levelled against Germany by our
foreign critics. Frankly, we are, and
must be barbarians, i. e, by this we
undérstand those who wage war relent-
lessly and to the uttermost degree.

“It is incompatible with the dignity of
the German Empire and with the proud
traditions of the Prussian army to de-
fend our courageous soldiers from the
accusations hurled against them in for-
eign and neutral countries. We owe no
explanations to anyone. There is no-
thing for us to justify and notvaing to
explain away. Every act of whatever
nature committeed by our troops for the
purpose of discouraging, defeating and
destroying our enemies, is a brave act
and a good deed, and is fully justified.

“There is no reason whatever why
we should trouble ourselves about the
nations concerning us in the other coun-
Certainly we should not worry
about the opinions and feelings held in
neutral countries. Germany stands as
the supreme arbiter of her own methods,
whic¢a in the time of war must be dic-
tated to the world.

“It is of no consequence whatever if
all the monuments ever created, all the
pictures ever painted, and all the build-
ings ever erected by the great architects
of the world be destroyed, if by their
destruction we promote Germany’s vic-
tory over her enemies who vowed her
complete .annihilation. In times of peace
we might perhaps regard the loss of
suca things, but at the present moment
not a word of regret, not a thought
should be squandered upon them. War
is war, and must be waged with severity.
The commonest, ugliest stone, placed to
German
grenadier, is a more glorious and vener-
able monument than all the cathedrals
in Europe put together.

“They call us barbarians. What of
it? We scorn them and their abuse. For
my part, I hope that in taiis war we
have merited the title of barbarians. Let
neutral peoples and our enemies cease
their empty chatter, which may well be
compared to the twitter of birds. Let
them cease their talk of the Cathedral of
Bheims and all the churches and all tae

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THE BELGIANS,

The view was expressed in this paper
some weeks ago that attempts to attract
Belgian immigrants to Canada at the
present time should not be encouraged,
and would in any case not be favorably
regarded by the Belgian people. When
this war is over Belgium will need all
of her own people, and thy saould not
only be encouraged to go back to re-
claim their native country from the rav-
ages of war, but they should receive
substantial assistance from the people of
countries more fortunately situated. A
cable from London yesterday quotes
Viscount Gladstone, chairman of the
Belgian Refugees Committee, as saying
that the members of the committee nev-
er entertained any idea of emigrating the
Belgian people, who do not wish it, and
whose government does not wisa it, and
who will be needed in their own country
as soon as the war is over. The present
duty is to take care of the Belgian re-
fugees in England and to provide food
and clothing for the destitute who still
remain in Belgium. Their need is great.
Cardinal Merdcier, in a cable to the
Unpijted States, says that the people are
in want of potatoes, peas, grain, flour,
meat and bacon. Food of every kind
is paactically unobtainable. Men can-
not get work that will bﬁpg them
wages. The winter Is _approaciing, and
the suffering will be so terrible that it
is clearly the duty of the people of'the
PBritish Empire to render all possible
aid, with the least possible delay.

THE WAR NEWS

The German attempts to brcakthroug.h
the French and British lines to Calais
and the other channel ports continues,
but there as along the whole line they

mre unable to gain any substantial suc-

cess.
The Wall Street Journal has a letter

¢rom Paris to the e‘ﬁect that the
French now have three million men on
the battle front and another three mil-
lion held in reserve, and that confronting
the three millions in the field are at least
two and a half millions of Germans.
But the French army has the assistance
of seyeral hundred thousand British and
an troops, and General Joffre is
thus able to relieve the men in the
trenches and keep them in much better
condition than the Germans. If the esti-
mate of the Wall Street Journal is any-
where nearly correct the German armies
will never break through the lines in Bel-
gium and France. They are still on the
offensive, however, and the losses on
both sides continue to be heavy.

n the eastern theatre of war the Ger-
plans and Austrians, after having re-
Jreated for a considerable distance, ap-

ar to have made a stand, and further

eavy fighting is anticipated.
———

RUSSIA’S EXAMPLE.

Not least among the surprises which
Russia nas given to the world since the
war began has been the ebsolute prohibi-
tion of the liquor traffic. Under the
stress of war, realizing that sober men
are the best soldiers, and that a sober
people can best carry out the great tasks
of war, the whole people have abandon-
ed the drink habit. We sometices speak
of darkest Russia, but some very bright
pages of Russian ‘nistory are being writ-
ten in this fateful year. It is not only
an 'impressive but a really wonderful
spectacle to see a whole nation respond-
ing to the appeal for eobriety in a time
of great national peril; and we may
safely assume that the same people, real-
jring the value to the nation of total
abstinence, will not go back to their
vodka when the danger has passed.

One of the notable results of this war
will unquestionably be a great gain for
the cause of temperance througaout the
world. Only the other day an English
judge told of the enormous falling off
in criminal business in London as & re-
sult of the restricted sale of liquor. Lord
Kitchener hes appealed to the people
fnot to treat the soldiers to drink, and
sobriety is constantly preached as one
of the great and necessary virtues of a
soldier. Tt does not call for any great
degree of acumen to argue successfully
that if a man is better fitted to perform
his duties as a soldier waen he ab-
stains entirely from the use of liquor,
the like is true of men who are engaged
in any kind of work, in times of peace
es well as in times of war.

THE AWFUL COST.

A feature of the war which has im-
pressed the correspondents of the British
press is tae apparently reckless disregard
of Hfe on the part of the Germans. The
manner In which their masses of in-
fantry rush forward to be mowed down
by the machine guns has seen no parallel
since the Arab Dervishes of the Khalifa
swept down upon the British lines at
Omdurman. Reading the story of how
the German soldiers in the region of
Ypres have advanced again and again,
after whole companies had been swept
away by the deadly fire of the British
and French, only to meet a similar fate,
but rushing to close quarters with ut-
terly reckless courage, one is reminded
of G. W. Steevens’ famous description
of the battle of Omdurman. We quote
a paragrapa from Steevens: :

«No white troops would have faced
that tof of death for five minutes,
Lnt the] Baggara and the hlacks came

on. The torrent swept into them and
hurled them down in whole companies.
You saw a rigid line gather itself up
and rush on evenly. Then before a
shrapnel saell or & Maxim the line sud-
denly quivered and stopped. The line
was yet unbroken, but it was dquite still.
But other lines gathered up again, and
again, and yet again. They went down,,
and yet others rushed on. Sometimes
they came near enough o see single fig-
ures quite plainly. One old man with
a white flag started with five comrades.
All dropped, but he alone came bound-
ing forward to within two hundred
yards of tae 14th Sudanese. Then he
folded his arms across his face, and his
limbs loosened and he dropped sprawl-
ing to earth beside his flag. It was the
last day of Mahdism and the greatest.
They could never get near, and they re-
fused to hold back. By now the ground
before us was all white with dead
dead men’s drapery. Rifles grew red
hot. The soldiers seized them by the
slings and dragged them back to the re-
serve to change them for cool ones, It
was not a battle, but an execution.”

The soldiers of the Kaiser are having
no better success in their attempts to
break through the British lines than had
the followers of tae Khalifa at Omdur-
man. They are better armed, they have
all the advantages of a eplendid war
machine, but they are meeting the same
fate. ‘.

The German losses thus far in this
war have been enormous, and the list
includes their very best soldiers. It is
really amazing that in the face of suca
losses they can still keep up the at-
tack with such tremendous vigor. The

winter weather is at hand the list of
casualties will grow, and disease will
add its terrors to those of war. What-
ever may be thought of tae madness
which has hurled the German nation in-
to this war, and however much of savag-
ery the soldiers have exhibited, it has
been made .perfectly clear that as a re-
sult of the constant appeals to tae na-
tional spirit and the love of the father-
land through all these years the sol-
diers do not value their lives when the
order comes to advance against the en-
emy. The pity of it is that so much
courage should be wasted. Tae Mah-
dism of the Sudan is no longer a men-
ace. It broke and crumpled up when it
faced the British lines. The doom of
Kaiserism is also written, and it is also
being crumpled up, as it breaks against
the lines of French and British bayonets
and the legions of the Czar,

The news that the heir to the throne
had been permitted to carry out tae roy-
al tradition as an army leader has been
received with great satisfaction by the
newspapers, which express the belief
that it will stimulate recruiting.

OF INTEREST TO DAIRYMEN

Report No. 6 of the Canadian Record
of Performance for pure bred dairy cat-
tle has recently been issued by the Live
Stock Branch of the Dominion Depart-
ment of Agriculture. This report covers
the period from March 81, 1918, to
March 81, 1914, and includes the records
of production of milk and butter fat of
120 Ayrshire, 165 Holsteon, thirty Jer-
sey, nine Shorthorn, two Frenca Cana-
dian and two Guernsey cows, as well as
the names and progency of several
Ayrshire, Holstein and Jersey bulls that
have qualified, by reason of production
of their offspring, for registration.

In an appendix to the report will be
found the records of some cows which
produced sufficient milk and fat to
qualify for registration, but failed to
freshen within fifteen months after the
commencement of the test. Tae rules
and regulations governing the record of
performance tests and the standards for
registration for the various breeds of
dairy cattle are also given. Copies of this
report may be had on application to the
Publication Branch, Department of
Agriculture, Ottawa.

WHAT P. E. [SLAND HAS
DONE IN SENDING OF
SOLDIERS 10 SERVICE

Charlottetown, P, E. I, Nov. 19—The
P. E. Island militia totals 1,000 of all
ranks, comprising 500 infantry, 800 ar-
tillery, 200 light horse, army medical
corps, signallers, etc. A large proportion
of the 1,000 consists of very young men
not quite up to the standard for over-
seas service, also of married men and
men with dependents who are not just
in the position to volunteer. Nevertheless
there has been a commendable response
to the call to arms. .

The artillery early sent 140 men to
Sydney Mines and Canso to guard the
mines and the!cable stations. The P. E.
1. Heavy Brigade, Garrison Artillery
Fourth Regiment, sent to the front
twenty-five men, who are now either at
Salisbury Plain or in active service in
Belgium. The brigade has also ready
seventy-nine men and two officers for
the second contingent. This makes a to-
tal of 244 men on active service out of
800, or to be exact, 294 men, which is
a record that that brigade claims is un-
equaled for any province of Canada.
Practically all the officers, including the
commander, have volunteered.

In the infantry corps the proportion
of men who have volunteered for active
service is not so great. The infantry
are recruited in the country almost en-
tirely, but up to date have sent thirty-
five mén and several officers across the
ocean, They also sent sixty men to Hall-
fax for garrison duty and on last Sat-
urday sent another thirty men for the
second contingent to St. John, making
125 men and several officers on active
service. Recruiting is still going on, and
they expect to enlist 100 more for the
second contingent.

At present recruiting is being carried
on for a squadron of 150 light horse for
active service. In one little village with
a population of 800 twenty-five men
have volunteered for this corps. Out of
a corps of eight signallers, all except one
is at the front, and one officer is in
Halifax on instructional work. Thus it
will be seen that the patriotism of the
island militia is not open to question.

.Here is his second letter:

On the morning of Wednesday, Aug-
ast 26, after four hours’ sleep: in. the
ain, I was awakened by the sound of
.avy fnm. and rose frop my bed of
traw to realise that the; battle of Le
Jateau had begun. As;'I had' slept
’on&ed and spurred no time vra wasted
n $hilet, and I was able at ofice to ride
ff to tae scene of action, whilst the
smbulance wagons and stretcher bearers
vere making ready to do likewise. I
risited the infantry lining the trenches,
out they had not yet come into action.
\s I talked with them I little thought
'ow many hundreds of these lads of the
4th Infantry Brigade (Manchesters,
wuffolks, Duke of Cornwall’s Ligat In-
antry, and East Surreys) would be lying.
>w before the end of the day.

‘Later I was for a while with the
08th Heavy Battery, whose guns were
aasked with cornsheaves to hide them
som . the German aeroplane, and who
ven, whilst I was with them, did ter-
‘ble execution. The great 60-pounder
hells were burst with wonderful pre-
isfon and deadly effect, and before. the
ay ‘'was over this battery alone had
»mpletely exterminated two batteries of
ierman artillery. My next move was
» the 15th Brigade Royal Field Artil-
xyé which had just come into action.
He story, of these batteries is one of
r¢ most moving and heroic in the war,
ad pernaps some day it will be fully
1d.” The losses amongst both men and
orses were appalling, yet still they
‘orked their guns. In one battery only

junior officer and one man was left,
ut between them they still contrived to
sep the gun in action.

I*?ow the battle was in full §wing, the
sise was deafening, the whole can only
s+ realised by one who has himself
wsed tarough a similar experience—I
nnot describe it. By now the story is

nal experiences.

ow the French Were Late.

Quite early in theifight we ‘gstgblish-

Tor some hours there followed a
»netony of ‘aorror—men wounded and
n by. shell, the noise and din of bat-
, the scenes of the operating tent, the
>aning loads brought in"by the ambul-
ce wagons. But bright amongst the
rror was the unbroken spirit of our
:n, and the heroism of the stretcher
arers, wao, unarmed and unprotected,

mandeered: it, and made the man come
back with me and pick up all who could
walk no more. Time and again there
would be a burst of shrapnel in tae road,
but as far as I could see nobody was in-
jured.

Just off the road the cavalry were at
work doing theit best to guard our flank
as we retreated—for now I learned we
were in full retreat—and amongst them
the casualties were heavy. Such as we
could reach we carried with us. At last,
to my infinite relief Busigny was reach-
ed, and I was relieved of my charge.

Looking for the Field Ambulance

My effort now was to rejoin the 14th
Field Ambulance. When I left it was
just about to move off, so I judged I
might come up with it if I made for
Routnont, where we had established a
second dressing station in the village
church, into which all the ambulances
had been bringing wounded men. For
some miles I rode tarough the silent
streets of deserted villages, until at last
I could hear ahead of me the noise and
rattle of a great army on the move, and
I came out into the main road, choked
with its slow-moving column of horses,
guns, transports and men.

At Roumont I found not only the
church packed with wounded, but also a
neighbouring &chool—and ‘the scene
presented was suca that I will not har-
row your feelings by attempting. to de-
scribe it—it was horrible beyond words.
I passed down the lines of broken men,
saying such words as God gave to me,
but not daring to tell them that . we
should have to leave them where they
were for the villagers and the Germans
to care for, as orders had just come that
we must go. Already the rifle fire of our
rearguard was: very near, and saell was
bursting close to us; any who tarried
longer would be taxen prisoner. ~

Some few medical officers, and the or-
derlies who waited on thém, were dress-
ing wounds when the ordér came to go.
They had to finish their tasks, - for
men’s lives were at stake, and these were
seen. by us no more, for before they
could leave the Germans were in posses-
sion of the village. As. I left a shell
burst very near the caurch, and a. few
minutes later I was overtaken by a
medical officer who had managed to get|
out just in front of the enemy, and he |
said, “As I left shell was actually. burst-
ing on the church, though, as far as I
know, nobody was injured, though there
was a great hole in the roof.”

As I rode on with the column I en-
quired everywhere for the 14th Field
Ambulance. Nobody could give me tid-
ings save one man, who told me that ae
had seen a stampede of horses pass
through the stretcher bearers, scattering
them in all directions. “Where they are
now I don’t know, sir. But it was just
before, the Germans took Roumont, so
probably they are all taken prisoners.”

On ‘we tramped tarough Marétz, our
destination being, we were-told, Estrees,
Never a halt or a pause, though horses
dropped bewteen the shafts, and men sat
down exhausted by the roadside. A
heavy gun overturned in a ditch, but it
was impossible to stay “and get it out,
so it was rendered useless and the dis-
consolate gunners trekked on. When
horses could draw taeir loads no longer
the:loads ‘were cast by -the - roadside,
there could be no delay, for the spent
and weary infantry were fighting in our
rear, and every moment’s delay had to
be paid for in human lives. Darkness fell
and still we marched—I dozed in the,
saddle, to waken with a start, but still!
nothing but the creak and rumble of
wagons and guns, and tae tramp, tramp,
tramp of men,

1 .cannot give a connected account:of
that night—it lives in my memory like
an awful, ‘but confused, nightmare—the
overpowering desire for sleep, the weari- |
ness -and ache of every fibre of one
body, ahd the thirst, I had forgotten to'
be hungry, had got past food; but I

A Day of Rest.

5th Division would
be enabled to attend one or other of
my services. But it was not to be; it
was hardly dark waen orders came to
move off at once, and once more began
the weary trék in the darkness. At
Carlepont we had a two hours’ halt,
and I had a refreshing sleep in a hay-!

moving on, passing through Attichy in|
the early morning, and finally halting at |
Croutsy. i

Here I had an opportunity of get-'
ting in touca with the 18th Infantry
Brigade (the 18th, 14th, and 15th form
the 5th Division). I had an especially
happy time with the men of the West
Kents, and with the King’s Own York-
shire Light Infantry, in waich Ser-
geant-Major Moore, who is a fully ac-
credited local preacher, is acting as lay
pastor of our little flock. Though an-
other Sunday had passed without it
being possible to hold a service, I felt
that nevertheless I had been enabled to
minister, in a measure at least, to the
souls committed to my care. That nigat
we slept on the banks of the River
Alsne, and I was fortunate to have a
haycock for my bed.

The End of the Great Retreat.

The days that followed were but a
repetition of those that had gone before
—ever the heart-breaking retreat—short
nigats, long marches, sleeping in ditches
and hedges; glad when the weataer was
fine, miscrable when our bed was a
ploughed field in the rain. Some days
| the heat was tropical, and in contrast
the nights were arctic; and there were
nights when I was so cold taat, much
as I needed sleep. I have had to get up
at intervals and walk about to ger
warm.

Progress of WarYesterday

London, Nov. 18, 930 p. m.—The fatest official communications recording
the operations on the western battlefields are much the same as those of pre-
ceding days.

In that one word—*“Nichevo”—the
Russian temperament is explained. You
can’t keep the Russian from being a
gevil—may-carc creature. He would will-
ingly give his life for the little Wwhite
father and pass away with the byword
as ais last remark.

Bismarck as a young man was in.the
Prussiap' diplomatic service. His first
post was at St. Petersburg—now Petro-
grad. It #vas before the introduction of
railways into the land of the Muscovite,
and, as winter was on, Bismarck had to
travel by sleigh. He knew no -Russian.
But whenever there was an accident
which delayed him he noticed the driver
was unmoved and philesophic and ac-
cepted the situation with “nichevo.”

When the sleigh was pitched over a
bank it was' “nichevo!” When the horses
were lamed it was “nichevo!” At last
the remaining horse broke its leg; star-
vation and death were before Bismarck
and the driver. The driver raised his
saoulders and said “nichevo!”

Bismarck was impressed by this word.
He kept the shoe of the dead horse,
and later on at St. Petersburg, he had
an .iron ring made, and on it was in-
scribed in Russian characters “nichevo.”
He wore the ring till his death, and he
often admitted it was a solace to him.
In_ turbulent. yeams when theithancellor
scarcely knew which way to turn, he
would glance at his ring, repeat. “nich-.
evo!”—what did anything really mat-
ter?

I have mentioned the piano at the
front. It is true that many of the of-
ficers have them. Perhaps tiey may
be termed “the latest instruments of
civilized warfare.”

It is not unusual to see officers play-

sing Russian battle songs in their simple
reckless ‘way, occasionally breaking up
the chorus by slipping a piece of food, a
pebble or even a live frog, down the of-

ficer's neck. This prank, which ‘would |

be followed by severe punishment in-the
United States or Englisa regular army,
is taken good naturedly by the officer,
demonstrating that the word “brother”
with which he addresses the privates
has ‘its full meaning.

In the hospitals I have seen wounded
officers reading to the wounded men,
and have watched the men interrupt him
. with little jokes. nmone too delicate, of
whica he is usually the target. The fact
that he can read and they cannot is
enough to make them obev hig orders
instantly, even though he does willing-
ly take part.in their horse play.

But the system of keeping Russia in
ignorance is failing and all because of
the public press. Much worn newspa-
pers and other periodicals falling into
the hands of the peasants have brought
up a new class—*“gramotni”—persons
who can read but cannot write.
