BY TREATY
IF WE SIGN

Canada Not Held by the
‘Lausanne Pact, Says
the Premier,

AUTONOMY POINT

No Objection to British Ac-
tion—Only Parliament
Can Bind Canada,

(Special to The Times.)

Ottawa, April 3—An important de-
claration of policy was made in the
House by the Prime Minister yester-
day afternoon. The effect of it is that,
in the view of the present government,
Canada should not ratify a treaty to
which she is not party while—more
important stillesuch treaties made by
the Mother Country are held to impose
upon Canada only such obligations as
the Canadian Parliament agrees to as-}
sume. The "question came up, as a
privileged matter.

Lausanne Treaty

In the British House the day before
Premier Ramsay MacDonald had re-
ferred to the ratification by India and
New Zealand of the treaty with Tur-
key at Lausanne adding that Canada
had raised one or two constitutional
points which he did not think “were
really meant to have much substance
but were-a sort of safeguard.”

/I'he’ way in which the British Pre-
mier with a wave of the hand is pur-
ported to have dismissed the Canadia
gbjection has evidently “raised the
dander” of the Government, and Mr.
King scized the occasion of placing be-
fore Parliament the Government’s po-
sition.

Canadians Not Invited

When the peace conference took

place at Versailles, Canadian ' delegates
were invited and went and were signa-
tories to the treaty concluded. ‘the
same proceeding was followed at the
Washington disarmament conference
but when, following the Near East
crisis, a peace conference came off at
Lausanne, Canada was not invited and
did not participate. Hence it is held,
there is neither the moral nor legal
obligation upon Canada to ratify the
convention. Moreover it is urged that
this country is not bound by the treaty
but no objection is taken to the posi«
tion assumed by the British Governe
ment.
“vThe Premier went rather volumin-~
ously into the file of correspondence on
the question, to show that, when the
Turkish trouble developed, the position
taken by Canada was that participas
{ion or not was a matter for the de-
cision of its Parliament. Since then
this has been concurred in by the Im-
perial Conference.

A new chapter is added when there
is a refusal to submit to Parliament
for its ratification a diplomatic in-
strument in the making or execution of
which Canada had no part.

Declining to ratify an arrangement
in which Canada had no part is not
surprising, but it is a rather signifi-
cant statement that Canada cannot be
bound by an arrangement dependent
upon the ratification of Parliament
This view ha$ not always been enter
tained by some of the Government.

When, for example, the peace treaty
was before Parliament, Mr. Fielding
held that that ratification here was a
‘work of superrogation, inasmuch as we
were bound, anyway. He said the con-
sent of the Canadian Parliament was
as needless as a postage stamp on a

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CANADA’S DEFENCE.
That Canada in some measure looks
$o the United States for defence is

an assertion that has been made ‘even
in the House of Commons in times
past—before the war—but the idea is
a humiliating one. It crops up again
jist now in these words, employed by
the Ott"wa Citizen in discussing the
position taken by the Australian Pre-
mier in connection with the Singapore
base. Says the Citizen:

“Without openly admitting it, the
policy of this Dominion is to rely upon
the: United States as well as Great
Britain for naval ‘defence. Everybody
'n Canada knows that even if the Brit-
jsh navy were no longer in existence,
any attempt by another power to occu-
py Canadian territory would be resist-
ed by the United States. Australia has
no such economic union, or proximity
of a powerful neighbor, to rely upon.
Hence, every allowance must be made
for the apparent anxiety of Australian
party leaders over any new devclop-

ment of the naval situation in the Far
| whatever improvements are necessary

Fast.”

It does not sound well, and accept-
arice of any such policy weuld invite
peril to Canada, not to speak of the
Empire. The Monroe Doctrine is de-
signed primarily to give the United
States growing dominance in the West-
er- Hemisphere. Under some circum-
stances its vindication might be of help
to Canada, but to rely upon Washing-
ton to protect our safety and our in-
tegrity as a part of the Empire would |
mean in time complete dependence |
upon the Republic, followed by,grow-{
ing American control of our policies |
and inviting ultimate  absorption. If 1
we were to depend upon the American
navy we would have to pay for the
protection afforded, in money or in
loss of independence. In either case the
result would be the himiliation of
Canada and a terrific blow to the Em- |
pire.

We may or may not like the Aus-!
tralian Prime Minister’s insistence '
upon a voice in the shaping of British
foreign policy, but that, ‘or the fact
that Australia’s danger from foreign
attack maﬁr be greater than our own,%
must never cause us to shut our eyes
to the truth that the Empire must
defend itself, by sea and by land, andI
that its people must pay, in service or
fn mordey, to make that defence ade-
quate. No part of the Empire can hire |
out its fighting, or ignore its obliga- |
tions in the matter of Imperial defence
without endangering itself and the
whole Imperial fabric.

Great Britain has been in the van
of the movement toward world peace, |
but for a long time yet circiimstances |
will force her to maintain an extensive
equipment, particularly at sca and in
the air. For Empire defence the white
men of the Empire must pay in some-
thing like equal proportion just so long
as preparedness is still necessary. To-
day Canada pays less—much less—
than any other part of the British
Commonwealth, and Britain pays far
more per capita than any of the Do-
minions. The average taxpayer in Eng-
land, Scotland and Wales gives for de-
fence about seven times as much as the
average Canadian.

For that we can find no excuse in
the existence of the Monroe Doctrine.
Even in time of peace, even though we
nourish the hope that a far greater
degree of disarmament will come after
a few more years, it is neither reason-
able nor self-respecting to ignore the
fact that reasonable Empire insur-
ance is .the common business of every
country under the flag, and particular-
ly the business of every white man
under the flag. If the Australians had
complete - faith in the friendship of
Japan they would not be exempt from
the duty of contributing to the com-
mon defence of the Empire. Ner is
Canada excused by belief in American
friendship. The Monroe Doctrine is
not for us. Defence expenditures do
not depend upon the danger confront-
ing ‘any one country in the British
Commonwealth but upon the defensive
needs of the Mother Country and the
Dominions alike—one in peace and in
war.

Seattle, gives a detailed description of
the cold-blooded methods of those who
seek to add to the army of addicts.

Tacoma and other Pacific Coast cities. i
He tells of “snow parties” even among
high’school pupils, in Seattle.

_In an address to a Victorfa atdience
he “told of the ways of dfug peddlers
in securing victims, and how, once they
had put a man, or 8 woman, or a girl,
or a boy into the grip of drugs, they
bent their efforts to prevent a per-
manent cure. Young girls were often
induced to commence taking drugs in
order to overcome natural weariness.
Usually the drug provided was a ‘sniff’
of cocaine, provided free of charge.
When she discovered later that a habit
had been formed she was charged a
dollar a ‘bindle’ or ‘deck,’ and she re-
quired one a day. Soon she required
two bindles a day, and then three and
four. If she were a working girl her
income was not enough to provide her
with drugs and to pay her living ex-
penses as well. But the demand of her
system for drugs was imperative. Her
moral stamina was undermined and
she became a thief, and, tinless checked
by the proper kind of help, sank to the
depths of human depravity.”

As to profits, Rev. Canon Bliss de-
scribes them as enormous. An ounce
of morphine was purchas®d by the ex-
porter for seven or eight dollars. The
peddler in Canada or the United States
paid sixty dollars for it. He made of
one ounce some 250 decks of two grams
each, and he sold each deck for one
dollar. Cases were on record in Seatlle
and Tacoma, he said, where cocaine

was retailed at as high as one thousand | =

dollars an ounce.

FROM THE BACKWOODS.

(Toronto Globe.)
Whence comes such a personality?
Sir Edmund was a product of Canada,

of Ontario. with a background of
England, where his grandfather was a
goldsmith in London. The passion for
art and exactness in the grandfather
owered in the financier, the art lover
and citizen in the New World. He
came from a “backwoods” home in
Healdimand County. Many say that
the hardships of the pioneers have al
narrowing influence. Sir Edmund was |
an.individualist. and was aware of the |
value of money, but he had a broad|
idea of its uses. Perhaps an explana-
tion lies in his home environment.

“At home I never heard money
talked about,” he said at a dinner a
few years ago, “except perhaps the
need of it, which was always the case.
We talked about flowers; music, fossils,
science, a new poem or novel—nothing
very learned or difficult. I was taught
to appreciate that the truth regarding |
nature was the divine things, and that
we must learn it, as far as possible.”

This loye of learning and the finer
things of life was seen in many phases
of his activities. His own schooling
was limited, and he never attended |
even a modest college. But he believed 1
in the use of the spare hours for study, |
while not discounting the value of |
physical recreation. He counselled |
voung bankers that if they could un- |
derstand Browning they could the bet-,
ter understand foreign exchange. In
one of his addresses to the Bankers’
Educational Association he made this
plea for a broader mind:—

“] know that many in the room are
not Canadians, but as I was born in
the backwoods myself 1 shall not hesi- |
tate to say what I think to my fellow-
Canadians. We are doubtless up to the
average in intellectual acuteness, but
anxious to do everything by, short-cuts,
not willing to go through the ground-

¢ault. We even have a sort of fear lest

DATES ARE SET

France to Hold Preliminary
Tests This Month— |
Finals in May, f

'

Paris, April 8.—FElimination trials
for selecting the team of athletes to
represent France at the Eighth re-
vival of the Olympic games are an-
nounced for April 20, May 4 and May
18. The contestants are divided into
“possibilities” and “probabilities.”

The “possibilities,” already chosen by
local elimination trials throughout
France, will' compete among them-
selves on the mornings of April 80 and
May 4, the four best men in each event
meeting the “probables” in the after-
noon. The survivors will compete at
the Pershing Stadium May 18, when
final selections will be made. " The
“probables” have been selected with-
out trials by the French Olympic
Committee from among the champions
of France. They include: Mourion, in
the sprints; Fery, in the 400-meter
race; Baranca, in the 1,500; Duquesne,
in the 5,000; Guillemot, in the 10,000;
Lewden, in the high jump, and Paoli,
in the weight throwing.

The French Olympic Committee has
opened a booking office for the track
and field events and the swimming,
tennis and boxing competitions. Season
tickets for the opening‘ceremony and
the athletic events, July 5 to 13, will
cost from 100 to 400 francs; for the
swimming, July 13 to 20, from 80 to
400 francs; for the boxing at the
Cirqui, Jufy 16 to 20, from 100 to
450; for the tennis matches, July 138 to
20, from 75 to 300 francs.

For the purpose of finding hotel ac-
commodations for visitors to Paris for
the Olympic games, the French Olym-
pic Committee has also opened a serv-'
ice bureau which will reserve rooms

Once Again She is the Mary
of the Old Days of
Biograph.

Hollywood, April 8—The hoydenish
traits of Mary Pickford, the impetuous,
infmortal girlhood which has first and
last endeared her to romance lovers the
world around, come to the ‘fore again
in “Dorothy Vernan of Haddon Hall,”
which had its world premiere here.

Not in many a picture has the

‘Dorothy’s” temper almost costs her
lover his head. But she saves her mon-
arch and is rewarded with permission
to accompany “John Manners” to
exile.

Mary Pickford has never been more
spontaneous. She has perhaps never
been better directed. This is the fourth
picture in which Neilan has guided
her, and the two have developed a fine

sympathy and understanding. Photo-
graphically “Dorothy Vernon” is sheer

delight. Mary’s followers will hail it
with joy.

{ “The story of the mysterious disap-
| pearance of the pilot boat was recalled
: by Thomas Traynor, veteran and popu-
| lar pilot at this port. His story as nar-
| rated to The Times was as follows:—

“On the morning of April 3, 1870, I
went aboard the John Mullin and as-
sisted in hoisting her topmast. The
pilot boat was making ready to go to
sea and when everything was sct, sails
were hoisted and she started out into
the Bay. I was an apprentice at the
time, but was on another boat. Little
1 did anyorfe realize that the ncw boat,
so spic and gpan, was going on her first
and last cruise.

“In the spring of the year we used
to look after the Spring fleet of schoon-
ers and on that day knew by the way
the wind was blowing that there would
be vessels in the Bay. The John Mul-
lin was built by a man named McLeod
at a ship yard then known as the Old
Fort. It was owned by Pilots Langon
and Walsh and had made one  trial
trip. The weather was favorable until
about 1 o’clock in the morning when a
severe gale sprang up, with snow. It
developed into one of the worst storms
of the season.

PLAN OFF FOR YEAR

Chief Railway Commission-
er Writes—Time Exten-
ston will be Asked.,

A decision to ask for an extcnsion‘
of the time for the completion of the|
overhead bridge at the Falls until;
April 1, 1925, was arrived at by the|
city council this morning. In a let—!
ter Hon. F. B. Carvell stated that .if!
the case were re-opened it was not
}likely the proportion of the cost to
be paid by the city would be any
less than it was now, and it might
be more. During the discussion the
opinion was cxpressed that the pro-
vincial - government should pay the
cost of the straightening out the Ches-
ley stréet entrance to the bridge.
The letter from Hon. Mr. Carvell,
which was submitted by Commission-
er Frink, set out that the first order
of the railway board was made on
February 22, 1922, and provided that
the work be begun within three
months and completed within nine.
On May 28 another order extends the
starting date to Oct. 1, 1922, and com-
pletion by July 1,.1928. Further ex-
tension would be given on applica:
tion.

“As you will see,” he concludes, “in
the first place, twenty-five per cent,
not exceeding $15,000, will be paid out
of the Railway Grade Crossing Fund,
and of the balance, twenty-five pet
cent. is to be paid by the city of St
John, twenty-five per cent. by the
New Brunswick Power Company, and
fifty per cent. by the C. P. R, which
I think I am safe in saying is a larget
percentage than has ever been assessed
against a railway company, under like
‘conditions, since I have been a mem-
ber of the board; and I am afraid that,
should this order be allowed to lapse
entirely, and conditions change so that
a new application and order might be
necessary, possibly the city would mnot
receive as favorable consideration as
now exists. Therefore, if you wish to
go on, simply write a letter stating
the time to which you wish the order
extended, both for commencement and
completion of the work, and it will be
carried out without any formality or
cost to any of the parties concerned.”
It was moved by Commissioner
Frink that an application be made to
have the date for the completion of
the work extended to, and including,
April 1, 1925, the application to be
made through the Mayor and Common
Clerk.
