About 11 o'clock last night the crowd 
collected in Millet & Robell’s saloon were 
startled by a man who came rushing in 
among them, bareheaded, covered with 
perspiration, and screaming at every 
jnmo.

OLDENWater- Particulars of the Etta Stewart disaster 
as related by those who were over to see 
after the vessel are as follows

The Etta Stewart left Glace Bay, coal 
laden for St. John on the 22nd of Nov­
ember. The day was fine and the splen­
did N. W. wind which was blowing 
gave promise of a quick run. All went 
Veil, and when Cape Sable was reached 
the ship was tacked and standing in % 
made Machias, Seal Island, She came 
up by Little River, off which place the 
captain intended to secure a pilot. The 
wind was 8. W. and favorable for 
getting to St John. Capt Journeay 
kept right in, as no pilot boats were in 
sight Partridge Island bore N. N. E.,
8 miles on Sunday, the 30th of Novem­
ber when the wind suddenly died out 
The vessel drifted about until Monday 
when the heavy northerlygale sprang up. 
She was hove to and kept in this 
manner until 8.30 a. m. when the steam­
er City of Monticello was sighted, mak­
ing her way towards the Nova Scotia 
shore through clouds of vapor. About 
this time Captain Journeay deemed it 
advisable to stand off shore and 
headed his vessel about S. S. W. which 
course she was held on for nearly fifteen 
hours. At the end of that period she 
was again tacked to a N.N.E. course and 
in a short time a fixed white light was 
discerned on the starboard bow. It was 
thought the light was Point Lepreaux, 
and the vessel was again kept off. The 
light was in reality that of the Isle of 
Haute. In the intense cold and>terrible 
gale Capt Jourenay mounted the rigging 
and climbed to the royal yard. On this 
dangerous perch he discovered land on 
both sides of the vessel and bearing 
danger he ordered both anchors to be 
dropped.

Daring the hours the bark was knock­
ing about the bay, the suffering of the 
crew was intense. All were more or 
less frost bitten while endeavoring to 
secure the flying sails. Every sail with 
exception of the lower main topsail, and 
the upper foretopsail were blown to rib­
bons. The mate, Mr. Wigman, of Yar­
mouth, had his fingers so badly frozen 
that amputation may be necessary.

After the anchors were let go Tuesday 
night the vessel was for the time-being 
in safety. In the morning a small boat 
rowed by a man from shore, put off to 
the Stewart and it was only then that 
the crew found ont they were

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DISEASES MADE TO ORDER.

A Choice Collection of Horrible Com­
plaints Bottled in Tabes.

(From the Washington Star,)
In the Army Medical Museum there is , 

at present a bottled stock most admirably i 
complete of nearly all the diseases which « 
are apt to be fatal „o human life. If one j 
cares to indulge in any of these luxuries ■ 
there are on hand in quantities to suit; j 
consumption, pneumonia, typhoid fever, < 
diphtheria, Asiatic cholera, blood poison- j 
ing, erysipelas, carbuncle and numerous 
other similarly cheerful complaints. 
The Army Medical Museum keeps these 
morbid affections in tubes so constantly i 
ready for immediate communication to : 
healthy individuals that the curator in : 
charge of the laboratory was kind enough 
to say yesterday that if desired he could 
give them all to the writer within a few 
moments.

The curator added that he really would 
be able to do this at no serious loss or 
expense, inasmuch as there was enough 
consumption in the consumption bottle 
to communicate the complaint to many 
thousands of people, and it was the same 
way with all the other diseases he had 
on hand. In administering pneumonia 
to a patient, so he said, be would select 
by preference the method of putting a 
solution of the germs in water in a spray­
ing vessel and have the victim breathe 
the spray. The subject operated upon 
would contract the affection with absol­
ute certainty every time. Pneumonia, 
by the way, is contracted not from a cold 
or inflammation of the lungs, as people 
ordinarily suppose, but from the breath­
ing in of pneumonia germs, which are 
given encouragement in growing and 
multiplying by an unhealthy condition, 
such as a cold may give rise ta The 
mouths of altogether healthy people 
very commonly have lots of pneumonia 
bacteria in them. The disease signifies 
simply that the air cells in the lungs are 
ruptured and blood flows into them, thus 
rendering them useless for breathing.

As for the interesting and commonly 
fatal complaint, carbuncle, the curator 
said that he could produce it any time in 
the most healthy individual by a simple 
inoculation with a solution of the germs. 
Once so inoculated you have about an 
even chance with death. This is very 
commonly called “wool-sorters disease,’’ 
because men who sort wool are very apt 
to contract it. Sheep are frequently 
afflicted with carbuncle, and the slight­
est abrasion on the hand of one who 
touches the fleece of an animal so dis­
eased is likely to communicate it Spray­
ing the throat with a solution of the 
proper germs is the proper method also 
for contriving diphtheria, which can be 
given in this way with absolute certain­
ty. Then it is a question of preventing 
the patient by artificial means from be­
ing strangled by the false membrane 
that rapidly grows and tries to fill up the 
breathing passage.

There is no great difficulty in contract­
ing Asiatic cholera if you want it Take 
a few of the germs from the appropriate 
bottle at the museum and drink them in 
water or beef tea. If your stomach is in 
a particularly healthy condition you may 
not take the disease, but otherwise you 
are pretty sure to have it An assistant 
in the laboratory of the famous Prof. 
Koch once swallowed by accident a lot of 
germs of Asiatic cholera, with which ex­
periments were being made, and develop­
ed what the professor delightedly called 
a typical case. He recovered by a nar­
row scrape.

The diseases which the Government 
1 keeps thin hottled in convemœi- form 

are all obtained—-the germs, that is to 
say—from actual diseased tissues of 
p atients afflicted with the complaints. To 
propagate the germs in any quantity 
from these tissues is easily enough- 
Vegetable gelatine, from a Japanese plant 
called “agar-agar,” is boiled and mixed 
with beef tea, so as to form a soft, trans­
parent solid. A email quantity of this 
is put into a tube that is tightly corked 
with cotton at the open end. The tube 
is then placed in an oven and heated un­
til all the germs in it, of whatever sort, 
are killed. Next the tube is briefly un­
corked and a long steel wire, that has 
been heated also to sterilize it, is dipped 
in the germs of the disease which it is 
desired to cultivate and scraped across 
the surface of the gelatine. The tube is 
now recorked and permitted to stand for 
a few hours, at the end of which the 
bacteria, of the disease, having found 
the gelatine to their taste for feeding 
upon, will have multiplied enormously, 
so as to fairly cover the surface of the 
gelatine. Each kind of bacteria or germ 
has its own form of growing in colonies 
so that one disease can be readily dis­
tinguished from another in the tubes 
without a microscope. All diseases, you 
see, are caused by poisonous bacteria, 
but most bacteria are of the most impoi- 
tant usefulness in the world, perform­
ing an essential part in the operations 
whereby human tissues are renewed and 
kept healthy. The mouth and throat are 
always full of bacteria and the skin is 
covered with them; they are in the air 
and everywhere.

Wreck* on the Cape Breton Coast—The 

Alpha has a Tempo*tous Passage— 
The Experience of the Damant.

A despatch from Port Hawkesbury 
says the gales the past week are unpre­
cedented in the history of that harbor, 
more casualties occurring in these few 
days than during the last 30 years. At 
fiye this morning the Bertie C. H. colli­
ded with Ihe Annie Gates, with produce 
from Prince Ebward Island. The Marie 
Enphrosyne, which had been floated, 
was driven from her moorings and drift­
ing to the head of the harbor, collided 
with the Bessie Lousie. The schooner 
Nettie N. G. drifted from her moorings 
and now lies stranded on the shore. 
There were several minor disasters, 
much of the trouble caused by the ves­
sels not being carefully moored.

The Alpha arrived from Bermuda at 
Halifax yesterday, and reports bad 
weather all the way up. A gale which 
passed over Jamaica and Bermuda did a 
vast amount of damage, and Bermuda 
papers pronounce it the worst in ten 
years.

The Furness line Steamer Damara ar­
rived from London at Halifax .last night 
She encountered very heavy gales only 
the first three days being fine. During 
the storms, which at the time would al­
most amount to hurricanes, the wind 
was from the southwest and northwest. 
The lowest barometer was 20.10. After 
passing Cape Race more gales were met, 
and it was with great difficulty that any 
headway was made at all. The sea was 
very heavy daring the entire voyage and 
the steamer’s deck was repeatedly swept. 
One of the lighthouses was damaged and 
several ventilators carried away. Her 
cargo is thought to be damaged some by 
water getting down the ventilators. 
Yesterday the Damara passed an Ame­
rican barque with her mainyard carried 
away. Her name was not ascertained.
