Ottawa, June 13 —The area of field
crops in Canada'is reported by = the
statistical office at’ 80,654,200 acres,
which is 2,359,300 acres more than Tlast
vear, and- 4,951,050 acres more than in
1908,

The largest increase has taken place
in wheat, which has now «reached 9,-
294,800 acres. ' In 1909 it was 7,750,400
acres, and in 1908, it was 6,610,300 acres,
which is a gain in two years of 2,684,500
acres, or more than 40 per cent.

The provinces of Manitoba, Saskat-
chewan and “Alberta increased ‘itheir
area In wheat from 2,495,466 acres in
1900 to 5,624,000 acres in 1908, and to
§,395,400 acres in 1910. In Saskatche-
wan alpne, the increase of this year
over last year is 1,163,000 acres.

The bureau further reports that the

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SLOW DEATH
IN SUBMARINB
SOME OF MEN LIVEB FOR
2 DAY§ IN SUNKEN BOAT

The Pluviose Towed to Calais
Where Bodies Are Removed
From Wreck

(Times Leased Wire.)

Calais, June 11.—The men of the
suriken French submarine Pluviose,
who were in the inner compartment of
the little craft when it was sunk by
the Ville De Calais, May 26th, lived a
day after the collision and slowly
strangled to death. The men in the
outer compartments, which were ripped
open, were either mangled so that they
died instantly or drowned.

* This report was made. by the sur-
geons who examined the bodies of the
officers .and crew of the submarine.

While the divers from the French
warships were working on the sunken
craft to raise it, the men in the inner
compartments amidships were slowly
dying. The investigation proves the
teuth of the report that tappings by
the imprisoned men on the gsides of
the submarine were heard,

The belief was expressed here that
if the submarine had been raised at
anee. half the créw of 27 men would
have been saved.

The removal of the bodies of the vic-
tims was begun to-day. The hull was
towed. into thes harbor here  to-day.
Relativeg of the victims of the "acei-
dent attempted to get to the Pluviose,
but. were restrained by officers. A big
crowd gathered on - the shore and
watched the rescuers at work. Photo-
graphers who endeavored to get pic-
tures of the scene were mobbed.

The first body was removed at 9:15
a. m.
on account of condition in which the
bodies were found. The receding tides
left the hull of the submarine exposed.
The port side was crushed in. The
submarine evidently filled almost in-
stantly after the collision.

The cottage in which  the Charltons
Wwere staying near the beautiful Lake
of Come was ransacked to-day by the
police.

‘While the Como police suspect Charl-
ton, they are not overlooking the the-
ory that he too may hawe been at-
tacked and murdered. The cottage
was left by the couple as though-they
had intended to return shortly. There
was no indication of flight and the
travelling clothes of the Charitons ap-
parently had not been disturbed.

While the police hold to the theory
of-a possible double murder, they will
keep in custody Constantine Ismola-
toff, 3 Russian, who was ‘arresied
near Toggiano. The Russian a@mi‘ted
that he knew the coupl¥, but deniel
any knowledge of thé ctime. He was
subjected to a strenuous\ cross exam-
ination that had all the features of the
Ameérican police “sweating system.”

Chatham, June 11.—The town of Wal-
laceburg is greatly excited over the
discovery of what are claimed to be
the remains of Tecumseh, the great
ally: of Canadians in the war of 1812,
who was killed at the battle of Mora-
viantown.

The remains were found on St.
Anne’s Island in Mitchell’s Bay, by a
party of Wallaceburg people guided by
a man named Fisher, who said he had
received the secret of the burying
place from his grandfather, who in
turn -was informed by an Indian many
years ago.

For some time Fisher has’ ' been
claiming that after the battlé of Mora-
viantown Tecumseh’s braves, fearing
the body would be stolen, had carried
it to St. Anne's'Island. The ' secret
was carefully guarded and Fisher's
grandfather was one of a few who was
told of the spot. It has been handed
down to Fisher’s father and then to
him, together with certain documents
of proof.

Dr. H. A: Mitchell was one of a party
that went fo the spot indicated. They
found a mound and upon digging down
found a wooden box. As they started
to dig it out the box crumbled to
pieces and bones dropped out. Dr.
Mitchell, who examined them, de-
scribes the bones as those of a large
Indian, and from documents held by
Fisher he is convinced the remains are
those of the great Tndian chief,

REVENUE SETS
NEW RECORD

TOTALLED 3101,501,034
N LAST FISCAL YEAR

Customs Reveﬁue Shovﬁ inérease
of $12,740,808 Over the Pre-
ceeding Twelve Months

Ottawa, June 11.—The department of
finance has closed the accounts of the
Dominion for the ‘fiscal’ yedr ended
March 31st, 1910. The figures ‘dre ‘avail-
able of 'the fiscal operatibns of that
period. : e

According to the official statement
dssued by the department, the rev-
enue for the year ‘totalled $101,501,034;
ordinary expenditure, $79,409,849; capi-
tal expenditure, $34,114,994 and the sum
of $12,336,068 was added to the public
debt,

The customs revenue for the year
was $60,156,133, an increase of $12,740,808
over the preceding fis¢al périod. Bxcise,
$16,253,352, shows an increase of $315,540
and post office receipts $7,958,547, an
increase of $556,934.

The total revenue, which, as stated,
is & good million and a half over the
Jrundred million mark, is greater by
$16,407,630 than the revenue for 1908-09,
and exceeds by-five millions ‘the pre-
vious high water mark of 1907-03, when
the revenue jumped to. $96,054,505,
While the revenue of 1909-10 was
néarly sixteen and one-half millions in
excess of that of 1908-09, the ordinary
expenditure ($39,409,849) was less . by
$4,645,383 and - the ecapital expenditure
$34,114,504 is a decrease of $8,477,128, the
outlay under this head in 1908-09 hav-
ing been $42,5692,122.

IRATE TRAVELLER
MISPLACES BLAME

Through His Own Haste and Over-
sight He Was Unable to Get
His Trunk

‘“The audacity of one of your cus-
toms men to“lock up my trunk in‘the
bond room at the C..P. R. dock, which
caused me. to miss the boat!which I
had intended to cateh,” are the words
used - by~ a Chicago banker in writing
to the collector of customs at this port.

It appears that this banker was on
a tour of the continent but had not in-
- cluded Victoria in his itinerary. When
lie reached Seattle the beauties of this
city were describéd to him and he de-
cided -to wvisit it. - In his anxiety to
catch the boat he checked his trunk to
Victoria ‘instead of checking it tHrough
to his destimnation. He arrived:im Vic-
toria the Beautiful on the Princess Vic-
toria at 2 a. m.. on May 23rd, and in-
tended to cateh the Charmer at mid-
night for Vancouver. To his utter dis-
gust, on his arriva] at the C. P. R.
dock' he found his trunk had been,
quite naturally, locked .up-in:the bond
room. -Every trunk or-article that ar-
rives.from the Sound is, if.not. called
for within a certain time, placed in the
bond room until the owner identifies it
and has the ‘customs officer pass it.

As this banker did not reach the dock
in time to catch- the customs officer he
could not secure his trunk and there-
fore. was in a very irate mood. Not
being able to get his box it necessitat-
ed his remaining in town over night,
which further added to his annoyance.

This trouble was caused by the hasti-
ness of the banker from Seattle. In
Canada trunks belonging to bankep;
poor man, beggar man, thief, are all
treated alike.

The customs officers at this port have
on all occasions shown themselves to
be courteous to all with whom they
come in contact, and always attend to
their duties with promptness. It is
seldom that such- letters. are received
hy the officials here, owing to the
capable manner with which the officers
conduct their work—and generally, as
in this case, the fault is found to lie
with the traveller.

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GERMANS DIVIDED
INTO TWO CAMPS

Kaiser Has Pronounced in Favor
of Zeppelin Type, Which is
Opposed by Officers

Berlin June 13. — Count Zeppelin is
tlie ‘centre of one of the bitterest con-
troversies that Germany has ever
Enown. It rages between one group
which considers him a national hero,
and another which looks upon him as a
profound failure.

The last smash of a Zeppelin airship
Brought the conflict fo a head. Untll
then the difference -of opinion had been
more or less academic. Average citi-
zens had always followed the Kalser's
lead in regarding the Count as ithe
“gréatest man of the century.”: Most
military men have from the first be-
Heved he was a mere’ visionary.

The disaster was selzed on' by the
shti-Zeppelinites as a favorable oppor-
tunity for convincing Kaiser and peo-
pie alike that the Zeppelin type of
airship was a failure.. They felt little
doubt that they would succeed, but
they reckoned without the Count. Ber
fng-a fighter, he hit back hard and
Quickly. He publicly ‘accused the mili-
tdéry officers in, command of the ship
at the time of the accident of having
wrecked the craft by gross negligence.
1t his orders had been carried out, he
#ays, there would have heen no trouble.
In private hints that the ship was
“ubemtely"gemolished in the hope of
ruining him,

“The general sentiment is that the
matter cannot be permitted to rest
where it is, The Kaiser must take a
band in the situationi It is“his busi-
nese to declde, once and for all time,
whether the Zeppelin airship is the suc-
oéss the country has believed it to be,
or a total failure. Thete can be no
guestion that most Germans. think the
military authorities have been pergecut-
iig the Count. They -opposed him
strangly from the. first, resolutely re-
fusing to aceept his airship as a thing
ot any value for their purposes,

Added to this, disaster seemed to

dog the old aeronaut's footsteps. Time

after time his ships broke down. it
wag not until he had lost his entire for-
tune that his first even moderate sue-
cessful . ship was. built on' borrowed
money. Even aftér he had made aerial
trips of hundreds of miles the military
class continued to oppose the army's
adoption of his vessels.

As a matter of fact, the war depart-
ment had set its heart ‘upon the Par-
peva] and Gross types of alr craft.: The
Zeppelin is what is known as the rigid
type. That is to.say, the long; ‘cigar-
shaped balloon js tightly encased in a!
rigid aluminum frame of great walgm
The Gross is semi-rigid. Tt -hag™ an’
aluminum frame but only a-Hght one |
and 'there’ js not-‘the same “degree of |
$tiffness as in the Zeppelin,' The Parse- !
val'is non-rigid.: It has no frame at all.
The car is simply suspended beléw the
balioon and upon the car is mounted a
motor,

When Count Zeppelinifound that he
had no hope of recognition from' the
wap department, his friends appealed
on his behalf to the Kaiser. They told
Wilhelm that the military  authorities
were prejudiced in favor of Majors Par-

sevil and Gross and against Zeppelin
because the two majors were on the
fotive army list. -

The Kaliser travelled to Frledrlcha-
haven for a look at the Zeppelin ship
and was astonished. The ship sailed
and manoeuvred about him with ease.
His enthusiasm was unbounded. . He
protlaimed the Count the “‘greatest
man of the century” forthwith, ‘and
pronounced the rigid craft the superior
of any other class.

The war department was embarrass-
ed but. bided(its time. It thinks his
Majesty will have to eat his words now.
After the last smash, .it is. asserted, he
cannot help seeing the folly of the at-
tityde he has hitherto malintained.
The officials consider the'case against
the Count complete.

It is true that the Zeppelinites must
answer some awkward questions.
Every time a Zeppeline alrship is filled
it costs $2,500. The ship cannot be
taken to pieces and carrfed from place
to place by train. It cannot ascend or
@ven be filled in bad weather. It costs
$250,000 to build.

The Parseval and Cross types ¢an be
taken apart, packed in cases and trans-
ported easily. They cost only §75,000
apiece, Owing 16 ‘their portability they
are not necessarily tied to any spot by.
bad-weather. . They are small targets
for hostile guns. In speed and dirigi-
bility they equal the Zeppelins,” '~

MONTREAL FIRE
IS UNDER 'CONT ROL

|NUMBER OF VICTIMS

BURIED IN WRECKAGE

Business Manager - Believes - &t

Least Twenty-Five Persons
: Lost Their Lives

(Special to tne Times?)

Montreal, June 13.—~The premises ,of
the Herald Publishing Company on
Vietoria Square are this afternoon a
total wreck. In the Wwreckage it is
feared are bodies, how many it is im-
possible as yet to state.

At the hospitals the injured who at
3 oclock numbered . mne lay, some un-
conscious, others able to tell terrible
stories of the awful catastrophe.

The missing, who are probably dead
according to John Taylor, business
manager of the paper, number twenty~
five at least. :

Although completely under ‘control
the flames had not been entirely ex-
tinguished at 3 o’clock 'this afternoon
and tons of water are being pumped
into the ruined building. There are
now about three feet of water in the
basement ‘and it is feared that many
of thosé pinned down have bheéen
drowned by dense volumes of water
whi¢h were poured into the building.

The-Herald building was wrecked this
forencon by the 'collapse of a water
tank .fonowed by a fire: It is practi~
cally impossible to save the majority
of the helpless people buried . in the
ruins. . Most of them are girls em-
ployed in the bindery department, who
tell right through from the top floor
when the! falling water tank crashed
through .the building.

At 1:20 this afternoon firemen with
great difficulty pulled eleven people out
of the rfuins, by throwing ropes around

their bodies and drawing them out Al

of those brought showed signs of life,
but they"™ were ’ terribly “mangled and
the sight was a horrible one as the
victims were being moved on stretchers
to ambulances which were hurried to
the hospitals as fast 'as the horses
could’ travel. »

It ‘was with the 'collapse of a ‘water
tank “on No. 83 building’ about 10.40
that the catastrophe began. The tank
crashed right through from the top
floor and-landed on the’ floor business
office almost beside the desk ‘of ithe
business menager.

BRITISH FIRM BEATS
U. S. COMPETITORS

Secures Contract to Build Railway
= in Chili Which Will Cost Qver-
$21,000,000°

Despite strong Americgn competition,
Messrs. Griffiths & Co., Ltd., or Grif-
fiths House, London Wall, have secured
the contract for :fhe southern section
of the new .longitudinal railway  in
Chili. The} eontract price is $21,250,000,
and the work will take some four or
five years to complete.

The length of the_ line to be. con-
structed is: four hundred miles, and it
will pass through some véry mountain-
ous country. ‘It will runi from Cabildo,
which already is'linked up with Val-
paraiso, to Toledo a little south of
Copiapo. The iine will connect 'no
fewer than sgeven'tranversal railways,
and that uhdoubtedly is the chief fea-
ture of the scheme.

Chili has suttgared very much from
restricted commercial development in
the bast owing' to. the lack of ‘north-to-
south transit. * The nitrate flelds and
copper mines of the country couid be
still further. developed if the railways
were. joined upy and the government of
Chili ‘has . now ; determined on this
course, W Tin)

In some- partd of its course the new
railway will b& at an altitude of sev-
eral ' thousandrifeet, and, apart from
the emnterprise of the British capitalists,
whose support was necgessary to secure
the carrying 0 ext, of . such a. gigantig
contract, the rShole undertaking’ will
provide one more striking demonstra-
tion. of Bif#ish’ ¥ngineering skill.

The extent of the work which Messrs.
Griffiths & Co. have undertaken may
be realized from the‘follofwing figures:
Barthworks to.«be moved, i 40,000,000
tons; weight of rails to be laid down,
35 160 tons; number of sleepers, 1,000,-
000; length’ of tunnels to be constructed,
3 1-3 miles; length of bridges, 3 miles;
number of locomotives to be built, 40;
number of wagons, 300; number of pas-
senger carriages, 50.

Norton Griffiths, M. P. for Wednes-
bury, who gecured the contract for his
firm, has arrangeg to leave London for
Chil to start the'work. With him will
g0 a number of engineers and survey-
ors, and also a clerical staff. He will
be away from = England about two
months.

About 2,000° men will be required for
the work, and it is probable that some
of the labor will have to be importéd.
When the railway has been constructed
Messrs: Griffiths & Co. will lease it
from the Chilian government for thirty-
six years

FLIES FROM NEW YORK
TO PHILADELPHIA

Breaking of Propeller Prevents
Aviator 'Completing the Re-
turn Trip

(Times Leased Wire.)

New  York, June 13.—Charles K.
Hamilton, the aviato¥ who léft here
at 7.830 a. m. and arrived in Philadel-
phia at 9.28, completing ‘the first half
of his round trip journey between New
York and Philadeiphia in one hour and
50 minufes, established the longest
sustained flight without stopping made
in the history of - American. aviation.
Hamliton started on th return jour-
ney at 11.35

The start was marred by an accident
to the propellor of the bi-plane. The

After a little de-
lay, ‘the (aviator secursd thé propeller,
which Glenn Curtiss useéd in his spec-
tacular flight from Albany to New
York recently.

After the new propeller had been at-
tached and tested, Hanilten ascended
swiftly, circled the 'island and then
started for the Jersey shore. ‘He pass-
ed over the upper bay at a Height of
800 feet and was going at a mile a
minute, headed for the ‘New Jersey
meadows.

At Elizabeth, N. J. Hamilton turned
inland and followed a special ‘‘path-
finder’”’ consisting of an éngine and one
car. The car was swathed " In- white
blankets so that Hamilton eould follow
it over . the unknown course. The
pathfinder “started at ‘@ fast: olip and
soon ‘was tearing along a mile a min-
ute. with. Hamilton flying 500 feet di-
rectly above it. He arrived in Phila-
delphia ‘at 9.28.

Lewis Campbell Was the First
Man to Ship Cattle to Vic-
foria From Interior

Lewis Campbell. the first man to ship
cattle from the upper country to Vie~
toria, passed away on Baturday even-
ing shortly after 9.30 at St Joseph's
hospital, The deceased, who wasg one of
the oldest ploneers in Brltlah Columbia,
had been suffering. for many years
from cancer. He was born in Guernsey
county, Ohio, and was 79 years of age.

The late Mr. Campbell received his
education at Huntington, Indiana.
During 'His residence in thé United
States he carried on the trade of a
cooper. In the year 1858 he arrived in
British Columbia, and for some time
mined on the Fraser river. He then
ran a pack train from Cariboo to Yale,
and did an extensive business in that
line. In 1866 he left for Oregon, and
returned shortly afterwards with the
late John Wilson, bringing with them
a large herd of cattle, *

On their arrival on the Fraser they
divided the stock and Mr. Campbell es-
tablished a farm on the south Thomp-
son river. Since then.he had, until a
few years ago, pursued tHe calling of a.l
stock raiser there, Until he retired from
business he was considered as ‘the
greatest cattleman in the province,
owning between 2,000 and 8,000 head of
cattle. He was also largely interested
in Kamloops city property and other
interests,

Some time ago Mr. Campbell came to
this city to secure medical treatment.
Although his life was prolonged some-
what his family expected the end at
any time.

Campbell made numerous friends, who

It also
appeared that the provincial govern-
ment_designed”the act largely in -order
to gain an increased revenue.

Taking up Other restrictive  clauses,
Mr. Shallcross pbinted out to the board
that extra-provincial companies would
be called upon to filé mortgages made
in any'part of the world within 21 days.
It was questionable if foreign compan-
ies thought enough of. the. trade with
B. C. to go to all the trouble the act
required.: We were developing our com-
mercial law along @ altogether wrong
lines when we attempted fo restrict
trade in that way.

J. L. Beckwith said that the act had
many peculiarities. +It had.  evidently
heen railroaded through the legislature.

Superintendent Dalby Thinks the
Building Should Be .Im-

That the public market building is
at present proving a great convenience
to the farmers of: adjacent districts,
and ‘that it may, with some improve-
ments, be made a real asset to the
community and fill the niche for which
it was intended, are the views.of Wm.
Dalby, market supermtendent‘ whe was
mterviev\,ed by the Times this morn=
ing.

“We at present have some twenty
stalls availabje for the-use of farm-
ers and almost every day they are
fully occupied. Recently  the council
deterthined on increasing the number
of the\stalls. but the order to do so
has not yet been -issded,” ’‘said Mr.
Dalby.

“In my opinion ‘the market building,
after it ‘has been vacated by thé Vie-
toria «& Sidney Railway Company, who
purpose removing to Blanchard street,
ought to be maintainéd by the city for
the purposes for which it was con-
structed. As the city grows and the
surrounding country is being settled
the need of such” accommodation be-
comes more pressing. It is true that
with -the use -of the: telephone, which
has now become almost universal, the
functions of a public. market are pos-
sibly bhecoming obsolete, but in the
case of Victoria I am sure that the
building and grourds: now’'in’'the -pos-

.session of the city could be made to do

real service to the community.

“The farming commpunity in the ad-
jacent districts is growing, and repeat-
edly -we have requests for stall space
which we cannot grant. I believe it
sught to.be thé policy of the courcil to
endeavor to induce the traders of the
city to concentrate their business there
as far as possible. This being done,
I am sure that the people wduld grad-
ually come to apprecidte the service
that a public market may be to the
community.,”

At present the market is producing
a small revernue to the city. All the
store spaces are occupied, but it is only
ih a negative way that'it is-fulfilling
its true mission as a civic institution.

It was' erected in 1890,: during  the
regime of -John Grant, who afterwards
was taken to tdsk for having loaded
the ‘city with what termed a
“white elephant;” byt ‘it is now the
general opinion.that the time has ar-
rived: when opportunity:should . be
seized to' place it in: its preper pogi-
tion’ as arponyenienceitar the commuyn-
ity.”

The president ex-’
plainéd, however, that underwriting
was not-as it used to be, as‘it was
now really an investment, so the un-
derwriters of the eoal proposition are.
not by any means apprehensive as to
the -ultimate absorption of the entire
capital by good investors. Mr. Mac-
kenzie wanted it to  be understood,
haweyer, that the Duluth railway pro-
position had since then been offered
to' the public and ‘more than subserib-
ed;’ explaining that this road which
was now- built from Fort Francis on
the main line of the C. N, R. about 100
milés to a place’ named ' Virginia, and
the remaining section of 70 miles to
the port of Duluth will be completed
by next spring, thus giving the Can-
adian Northern system an independent
ling  over ‘their own rails-from the
plains of: the great west to Duluth, as
well as the other route to Fort Wil-
liam. .

As for the Brazeau coal mining pro-
position, in which Belgian capithlists

The launching at Essex of a -vessel
built to cruise for whales is a reminder
of the vitality callings have even when
they hayeé sunk from their “old-time
spectacular prominence, says the Bos-
ton Transcript. The whale ships of New
Bedford are no longer found in evetry
sea, as in the era before petroleum, but
a serviceable fleet that searches for
spermacetti and ‘whalebone still has
that city for its hailing port. Some of
these vesséls pay very handsome re-
turns to their owners and crews, and
New Bedford has an Interést in the
whalers that make San Francisco their
base of operations. A

Steam has been applied to the busi-
ness carried on in-Pacific Arctic waters,
but on:the old' whaling grounds-sailing
vessels are free from- its competition.
Provincetown is also the home of many
whalemen who find the calling: profit-
able,. even if they ‘do 'mot push their
voyages so. far as the -old-timers who
flew . the.house flags famous. in New
Bedford’s annals. Nantucket's glory de-
parted long ago. Whales ¢ome to Nan-
tucket, but Nantucket ne longer
goes after whales. New Bed-
ford ' is now a . great mill city,
and = promises . to be still greater,
but all its people have not lost
their hankering for the sea.

COMPANIES AT
I8 OBJECTED T0

mscusseb BY VANCOUVER
BOARD OF TRADE

Brokers Olaim ‘it Will Restrict
/Trade—Report to Be Made at
Special Meeting

WVancouver, June 9.—The Companies’
Act of 1910, which comes into effect on
July . 1st, was discussed at a meeting
of the board of trade. A deputation
from the. manufacturers’ agents and
brokers was present, and laid the mat-
ter from their viewpoint before the
board, with the request that:that body
support the request of the agehts, in
asking the attorney-generalito hold in
abeyance the operation of the act, Con-
siderable = disclission brought forth
many views on the question, and G, A.
Campbell was well armed with legal
opinions, which claimeéd that the mea-
sure was a drastic one, and it was with
these opinions as a basis that the pe-

tition and arguments of the-agents was
based. It was felt that the matter had
a serious aspect as affecting the busi-
ness community of the city, and in
view .of this it was decided that the
board could not have the time at its
disposal to deal with the matter at the
meeting, and it was reférred to the
committée of the board. of trade and
commerce, to go thoroughly into the
matter at a meeting at which repre-
sentatives of the brokers and agents
will be present, and this committee will
report to a special meeting of the board
at an early 'date, so that action can
be taken with the attorney-general’s
department before the first of July.

The following petition was presented
to the board by the delegation:

‘“We, the undersigned manufacturers’
agents and commercial brokers, trad-
ing in the province of British C6lumbia,
representing at least 1,000 individuals,
desire. respectfully ' to point out a few
of the grievances and ‘hardships that
the Companies’ Act, 1910, will entail
upon us, if the heavy penalties and-
expensive legal clatuse8 are insisted
upon. The tax is prohibitive in its
high charges, and we all feel confident
that the government will learn. with
regret that citizens lately settled here,
and many of long standing, who have
been at great expense in éstablishing
their business, will now lose a portion
or whole of any good results they may
have attained.

This would affect the
wholesale and retail ‘trades. It was
also stated that any merchant in good
credit was in'a position to buy his
goods, im most cases, at much lower
prices than would be possible after the
act came into operation. The mer-
chants and manufacturers: outside of
the -province would demand, and right-
1y o0, cash;, with any order received
through the malil, as they would have

0 “Jocus standi” in the courts.. The
result of ‘the enforcement of the act
would be the restriction’of trade. Pre-
suming that the reg:stratlon is insist-
ed on, Mr, Robertson, on behalf of the
brokers, submitted that the proposed
fees were too high, along with the ad-
vertising and legal expenses in con-
nection thérewith, and it was thought
s%a¢ the registration fee should tcover
all charges.

It was peinted out that many brokers
and agents represent foreign firms
whose business here on account of the
small population, must of necessity be
limited. These would refuse to regis-
ter, and as & result many men of the
400 cr more brokers would have to seek
other means of livelihood, and firms
would be forced to withdraw from this
province, In . reference to the fact
that the act was to protect the manu-
facturers of the province it was stated
that over 75 per cent. of the goods sold
‘by the agents were of lines not manu-
faetured in British Columbxa

Ald. Ramsay said’ thdt he would like
to hear the other side before the board
endorsed the petition of the brokers.
It should have been brought before the
Manufacturers’ Association and dis-
cussed pro and con. Local manufac-
turers had to pay heavy taxes, and he
thought it justifiable that the re-

Race Trouble Feared on the Sacra-

Sacramento, Cal,, June 11.—Race feel-
ing may develop into a serious clash
between the whites and the Japanese
along this section of the Sacramento
river, as the result of the murder of J.

‘While crossing the river on the
ferry Thursday with a number‘ of
Japanese, Gould ‘and the ferry terder
were accused of making discrimina-
tory prices in regard to the Japanese
fares and were set upon, The wounded
man was carried to a house boat where
he has spent -many years of his her-
mit’s life; and where he died at 9.30
Thiursday night. $

Threats of retaliation by the fisher-
men and whites of Walnut Grove have
already alarmed the authorities. Trou-
ble has been brewing for some time be-
tween the races.

CITY’'S BLUNDER MAY

Simcoe Street Besidents.ﬁave Fine
Sidewalk Free if They Take
Advantage of it

Probdbly uliprecedented in the civic
history of Victoria is the departmental
‘blunder which gave the residents of
Simcoe street, on the north side be-
tween St. Lawrence and  Montreal

streets, a fine sidewalk free of cost. It
was, perhaps, with mingled feelings.of
amusement and gratification that the
property-owners watched the construc-
tion of this.sidewalk and wondered why
it was laid without a request from
them. The explanation follows the
current advertisement of the city’s “in-
tention” to lay the sidewalk which
has been in use for some months,

Last year a by-law was passed call-
ing for the improvemént 'of Simcoe
street on the north side between St.
Lawrence and Dallas road. The work
was done under the locai improvement
by-law and the property-ewners con-
tributed their just share of the cost.
With an enterprise altogether unusual
‘the city ‘did not stop within the limits
laid ‘down in the by-law, but continued
to lay a sidewalk Whex‘e none was
called - for, only stopping when the
block to the east of the one which the
by-law dealt with had been nicely
paved.

The city has now discovered its er-
ror and it is attempting to save the
$934' which was expended on the un-
called-for sidewalk by passing ‘a local
improvement by-law to cover the work
done. 3

Legally, it is said, the = property-
owners benefitted by the walk can re-
fuse to pay anything toward it, as they
did not petition for the work to be
done. In ‘that case they will receive
a. very acceptable gift for which the
city at large will pay. It is, however,
quite probable that the property-own-
ers Will not take advantage of the
blunder -and will pay the four-fifths of
the cost as required by the by-lay now
passed.

The streets committee has evidently
known of the mistake for gome time,
but discussion of it has been conspicu-
ous by its absence at recent meetings.

CFUR SE'AL QUESTION

J. W. Foster, U. S.

Was Never Offiei

Agent at Paris, Discusses
Question— Seizure of Canad an Vessels

a'ly Authorized.

The Behring Sea Question, or more
groperly the . Fur-Seal Qpestion——it
credit is to he given to recent state-
mients in the press—promises. to under-
go another international discussion with
the view of obtaihing the assent of the
nations more immediately concerned,
viz.,-the United States, Canada, Russia
and Japan, to a treaty prohibiting
pelagic sealing, for the purpose of pre-
venting the extinction of the ‘herd, now
said to be reduced to about two hun-
dred thousand. The subject is ‘one of
very great interest . to Victoria, .the
home of the Canadian sealing fleet, and
in connection with ‘the rumor referred
to which does not appear to have any
official corroboration. Some extracts
from the Hon. John W. Foster’s ‘‘Diplo-
matic Memoirs,” recently published,
will undoubtedly prove interesting to
Times ,readers. Mr. Foster was the
agent of the United States at the Paris
Tribunal, has held the high office of
secretary of state, and as a diplomat
and publicist occupies a leading posi-
tion among the ‘many eminent men of
that country during tlre last’century.
‘We quote from the “Memoirs” most of
the chapter dealing with the events
that led up to the Behring sea arbitra-
tion in Paris. Some ‘of the views ex-
pressed, and statements made, will be
read with surprise by those of our citi-
zens pecuniarly " interested: in -the de-
cadent industry, many of whom" are
well versed in the history of the ques-
tion. Mr. Foster writes:

“The acquisition of Alaska from
Russia in 1867 brought upon us not only
the bitter controversy with Great Bri-
tain respecting the fur-seals, but also
that other animated controversy rela-
tive - to the Alaskan boundary. .. We
learn from the declarations of Secre=
tary Seward, who negotiated the acqui-
sition, of Senator Sumner, who pro-
cured its ratification by the Senate,
and of Mr. C. M. Clay, vur minister in;
St. Petersburg at the time, that the
motive of both the United States and
Russia in ‘the transfer of the territory
was tocheck the growing pbwer rof
Great Britain on the continent of North
America. It is-a curious fact that out
of ‘this trangfer grew the' twe .eoniro-
versies of this generation which array-
ed the two English-speaking  nations
in a hostile attitude to ‘each other, but
which happily were ad]usted by peace—
ful methods. * )

%At the time of the ‘cession the’ best-
known and chief products ‘of A{aska
were’ furs, and of these by far the” most
valuable ‘were thoge obtained’ from ‘the
fur-seal herd of the Priblloff Islands, a
group of small islands in Behring Sea,
Under the RusSian' regime. tire éare of
the herd ‘and the taking and ma’rketmg
of the skins had been reduced to a sys-
tem of great perfection, dacquired . by
many years of experience and observa-
tion..

#2‘'One hundred and fifty years ago the
fl}r seals, one of the most valuable of
all fur-bearing animals, were the most
widely distributed throughout the world
apd most numerous of that species of
animals. Besides those in Behring Sea,
they were found on ‘the -dslands along
the coast of Mexico Seuth -America,’in
the Antarctic seas along the coast of
Africa, the Indian Ocean, Australasia,
and the northern coast. of Asia. = In
some of these localities they ‘were re-
ported, when discovered, as swarming
on the shores, and numbering in pla.ces
several millions. -

“Toward the close. of the exghteen‘th
and for some time in- the—nineteenth
centlry sailing vessels engaged.in the
taking of the skins of the seals; and as
at that early period after the discovery
of those regions.no governmental ‘au-
thority was exercised for their protec-
tion, the seals were slaughtered dn
land indiscriminately and in_great num-
bers. In no part of the world was pro-
tection extended to those valuable ani-
mals except by Russia in the North
Pacific Ocean, and in a few decades
thgy were ,utterly destroyéd. for com-
mercial purposes in all other regions.
Only in the, Commander Islands on the
Russian side of Behring Sea and in the
Pribiloff . Islands did. they continue ‘to
exist in any considerable numbers.

“When the. Priblloft Islands, called
by thé Russians “tlie golden isfands,”
because of their fruitful yield of furs,
pabsed into the possessxon of the Umted
States, thé same system ‘of protection
and’ husbanding of this lndustry was
adopted whizh had becn S0 sncpess_f_uily
followed by the Russians. ' WNo “seals
were allowed to be killed in the 'water,
but only on the land, and then only at
‘a. specially appointed ‘season 8f. the
year. No female seals were ever kill-
¢d; but as they were polygamous in
‘their habits a considerable numbper of
the males of suitable age could be
taken without diminishing-the number
‘of newborn seals or materially reduc-
ing-thersize of: the herd.

“For some years before the cession of
Alaska the Russians were able to take
approximately one hundred - thousand
skins anmnually from the Pribiloff Isl-
ands, and after the cession, up to the
year 1890 under the American regime,
ghe annual yield was about the same.
For the same period the value of the
gkins taken by the American’ lessees
was estimated to have been $31,000,000,
and the receipts of the government of
the United States from the lease and
duties $12,000,000.

“During the entire R&sxaryreglme
the Pribiloff Islands were carefully
guarded, no intercourse was permitted
exwpt -by ‘authorized persons, whaling
and other vessels were excluded from
the adjoining waters, 'and the seal herd
was exempt from attack even during its
annual migration into southern waters.
The same conditions comntinued: during
the first ten years of the American oc-
-cupation,

“But about the wear 1880 Ca.lmdian
,and some American vessels' began to:
attack the herd at sea as it passed up
the American coast.on its way to the
Pribiloff - Islands,. and’ to kill “the seals:

| judge based “his deeision upon:’the fact

they entered Behring Sea in pursuit of
the herd, followed the seals up to the
Pribiloff Islands, remalned in that sea
during the summer, and continued their
slaughter when the seals temporarily
Jeft the islands in search of fish food
upon which they subsisted. The prac-
tice of hunting the seals in the water,
termed ‘pelagic sealing, tended to the
extermination of the herd, first, because
the taking of the seals in that manner
was necessarily indiscriminate, the old
and young, males and females, being
killed; and, second, because only a por-
tion: of .the . seals ‘killed or wounded
were secured, the gthers sinking and
being lost.

“The effect of pelagic sealing began to
manifest itself in 1885 in a marked
diminution of the herd on the Pribiloff
Islands, and each succeeding year the
effect was more. and, more apparent.
The sealing industry on those . islands
was conducted by a company, known
as .the Alaska Commercial Company,
under a lease from the United States,
and the steady decrease "of the herd
alarmed the company,-as it threatened
seriously to. affect its profits and its
ability to'pay the. government/ tax un-
der the lease. Hence it appealed to the
government of the United States to ex-
ercise its authority ro protect the in-
dustry and preserve the herd from de-
struction.

“Accordmg]y in 1886 a few’ ‘vessels
were seized by the United States rev-
enue  eutters, and in 1887 a still larger
number, the majority of them being
Canadian. They were taken inte Sitka
and theére: cpndemned by the  United
States court with their cargoes of
skins, and solgiﬁ All these seizures
were'made on the high seas more than
one marihe league :from-. shore. The
ground . .of the condemndtion by the
court was :that pelagic sealing was a
violation of the act of congress which
made unlawful the killing of ‘fur-seails,
or other fur-bearing animdls within' the
limits of said.territory (Alaska) or in
the waters. thereof .

had acquiesced in this action of Rus-
sia, were unsustained by any anthentic
documents or historical .facts. This
was an astounding revelation. It show-
ed ‘that' Mr. Blaine’s’ brilliant discus-
sion and ohe of.the important -conten-
tions of our. government submitted to
the arbitration . were without founda-
tion. How °this' came about *was ex-
plained to me later.’
. “In 1895, two years after the award
of the tribunal had beén reached,- I

NEW MiSSION BOAT
NEARING COMPLETION

The. Columbia Will Be Launched
+ at New Westminster- at. End
of Month-

New Westminster, June 11.—About
the end of the month the new mission
boat under construction for the Colum-~
bia coast mission will'  be launched.

The new-Columbia is 100 feet long over- [

all .and 90 feet.6 inches .on the water
line. Shg has a moulded beam of 17
feet and a depth of 9 feet 8 inches and
a draft aft of a little aver.6.feet. She
is a roomy craft with hospital quarters
and a big cabin where services can. b
held.

The Columbia coast rhission has done
most valuable-work along the northern
coast and the cost of maintaining the
boat and the three hospitals is so
great that help is urgently needed.

The history of the Columbia mission
is an interesting one. " In June, 1904,
Rev., John' Antel, in a 16-foot boat
built by his own hands, made a voyage
from Vancouver to Alert Bay and back,
calling 'at’ lumbér camps and’ settle=
ments, and covering a distance of over
500 miles.

He found about 3,000 men settled
along the - coast. chiefly -at -lumber
camps, cut oOff from the comforts of
eivilization, destitute of medical or sur-
gical aid; and almost entirely lacking
the privileges” and influences of relig-
ion. He evelved this plan to
them.

A boat equipped as-a hospital and
dispensary, with . lending library and
facilities for’ religious services, hospi-
tals on shore at stated interyals along
the coast, and,a paper or m gazine,

Accordingly  the *Columbia ' was
launched in April, 1905, and with Mr.
Antle in charge, and Dr. W, A, B. Hut-
ton as surgeon, started on her mis-
sion in May of the same year. July
saw a hispital opened at Rock Bay,
built by the Hastings Mill  Company,
furnished by .the Viectorian: Order. of
Nurses and operated by the Columbia
Coast Mission. A’ second doctor was
appointed in 1906 and placed in charge
of the hospital. Unfortunately, Dr.
Hutton was lost in the Chehalis acei-
dent, lamented by all ‘who knew him.
In the spring, 1907, a second hospi-
ta] was opened at Marble Bay. The
building was given by the. Tacoma
Steel Company, furnished and operat-
ed by the missidn. - This necessitated
a third doector, whose work was chief-
ly among the miners of Marble Bay
and Van Anda and the surrounding
logging camps, Dr. John H..MacDer-
mot was-the first-appointment. Queen’s
hospital was enlarged to double its
capacity in 1908 and is now: rented by
the Hastings Mil] Company to the Vic-
torian Order of' Nurses. In June, 1909,
the- Aleft Bay hospital  was built at a
cost of $9,000 with Dr. Baker in charge.
The total number of cases treated by
the mission in 1809 amounted .to 1,837.
Of these 549 were treated on the Colum-
bia. The number of operations per-

formed was 40; surgical dressings,
1,475; prescriptions, -1,058.
