All this the general bold­
ly announce» is attributable to the op­
pression of bureaucratic rule during 
the last fifty years which in the case 
of the ofliceis drove men of independ­
ence from the service, leaving only 
worthless drones, 
the troops on their event of liberty and 
hope for the regeneration of the peo­
ple.

Wind Attained a Velocity of Ninety

New York, March 20.—A special to 
the Tribune from New Orleans says:

"A dispatch received here announces 
that a tornado struck the town of 
Brooklyn, Mississippi, near Meridian, 
last night and wrecked it. Enormous 
damage was done and the loss of life 
was heavy, but no exact figures have 
been received.

"The wind attained a velocity of 90 
miles an hour and everything in the 
path of the tornado was razed to the 
ground.

General Kouropatkin gives the entire 
losses of the first Manchurian army, 
which averaged .a strength of 100,000 
men and 2,200 officers, as 355 officers 
killed and 1,733 wounded, and 10,435 
men killed and 56,360 wounded, and 
concludes with expressing the opinion 
that the army should be so strengthen­
ed In time of peace that victory will be 
certain in time of war.

Lasted Ten Days.
Big Pine, Wyo., March 20.—The most 

n-rrific snowstorm in the history of 
this section has just come to an end 
here, having raged continuously since 
Hie 10th of March. The snow is piled 
seven feet in depth in places and is 
two feet deep on the level.

Stage and mail service have been in­
terfered with. It is feared that tre­
mendous losses of sheep have occurred 
in the desert east of here, and it is re­
ported some flocks have been entirely 
wiped out. There is no food accessible 
and flock masters are in despair. Sev­
eral sheep herders are missing. Many 
of the ranches in this section are com­
pletely snowed in and some of the 
l ouses are entirely covered from sight. 
The only possible method of travel be­
tween ranches Is on snowshoes.

The condemned men were taken to 
the small island off Rorizan and were 
shot at sunrise. Schmidt addressed his 
executioners, sixty sailors of the cruis­
er Teretz, saying: 1 die for the Rus­
sian people and the fatherland, and 
many of you doubtless will hereafter 
share my death for the same cause.”

Schmidt refused to accept the sacra­
ment, and aslced not to be blindfolded.
He met his death with head up and 
eyes open. The firing party was sta­
tioned at a distance of 59 paces. Two 
of the sailors were killed at the first 
volley and one at the third. Schmidt 
did not fall until the fourth volley.

Washington, D. C., March 20.—The 
Post to-day prints an interview with 
Major Hugh L. Scott regarding the re­
cent Mount Dajo fight on Jolo Island, 
in which It has been charged there was 
wanton killing of women and children.

IV^ajor Scott, is the officer whom Gen. 
Wood suggested be called upon if more 
Information is wanted by .;the war de­
partment than that furnished in his 
dispatches.

Major Scott said: “The Mount Dajo 
fight is nothing more than the proper 
chastisement of a band of outlaws 
whose resistance to the authority of 
the United States, and their own chiefs 
never at any time rose to the dignity 
of a national or racial issue.

“I can speak from experience, for I 
have spent eight months trying to get 
the Moros to settle down. They.- are 
simply an Outlaw band completely des­
titute of religious, racial aï political 
significance, and I know the people of 
the islands are more than glad that 
these midnight marauders are at last 
put out of business,

“The members of this band were out­
laws in the. eyes of their own people, 
The Dattoes and chiefs wanted them 
brought to terms as badly as did the’ 
Americans.

’> "Those who think the disturbance 
was caused by religieus troubles are 
mistaken. The United States bas never 
interfered with the religion of the Isl­
ands.”

Montreal, March 19.—Alphonse Des- 
roslers, an Insurance agent, was shot 
and seriously wounded this afternoon 
by Alexander Duclos, a commission 
man. The shooting took place in the 
office of the Commercial Union Assur­
ance Company. Duclos and Desroiers 
had been friends for some years. To­
day Duclos called three times at the 
office before finding Desrosiers in. As 
soon as the latter appeared Duclos 
drew a revolver and fired, the bullet 
missing its mark and Desrosiers closed 
on Duclos. The men struggled, Duclos 
meanwhile continuing to discharge his 
revolver. The fifth shot took effect in 
Desrorier’s head and he fell. Police 
officers outside, attracted by the shots, 
rushed in and arrested Duclos, who 
made no resistance. At the hospital 
hopes are entertained for Desroisers’ 
recovery. The cause of the apparently 
deliberate attempt to murder is un­
known, but is said to be monetary 
trouble, for which Duclos blames Des- 
rosiers.

SHIP SÜBSIDY BILL.Wil l, WITTE RETIRE?

ÀTtWHiea ruîttieU-Chat His' C^treer as
Premier le at End.

St. Petersburg, March 20.—In high 
circles late to-night the rumor was 
current that Count Witte had definite­
ly decided to-retire from the premier­
ship.

The Associated Press is unable to 
confirm the rumor, as Count Witte had 
retired and the chancellory was closed 
when the correspondent called, shortly 
after midnight. From an absolutely 
authentic source, however, it can be 
stated that Count Witte at a session of 
the council of the empire this after­
noon made an enigmatical statement 
which is interpreted by many members 
of the council as a virtual declaration 
that his career as premier is at an end 
and that he will be succeeded by Privy 
Councillor Kokovsoff, minister of fi­
nance.

A report fôr the solution of the 
agrarian problem by the purchase of 
lands from the nobles and other large 
property holders through the peasant 
banks, and their resale to peasants on 
long term installment payments was 
under discussion. As the treasury is In 
no condition to advance the money to 
the banks for this purpose, Count 
Witte advocated a scheme under which 
the banks should purchase land with 
15 years’ credit bonds instead of cash. 
A marked division, developed. Finance 
Minister ShipofE opposed the scheme.

Suddenly Kekovsoff arose and in a 
warm speech earnesly supported Count 
Witte’s views. When he had conclud­
ed, Count Witte closed the debate in 
a few words rather apologizingly for 
his seeming indifference and thanking 
M. Kokovsoff for his support, adding: 
"I also might have made a better de­
fence had I been as much Interested in 
the future as "Alexander Nichola- 
vitch,” meaning M. Kokovsoff, Rus­
sians even on formal occasions, refer­
ring to persons by their Christian 
names.

Another rumor in official circles is 
that et a session of the council of the 
empire to day. Premier Witte tender­
ed hi-i resignation and suggested that 
Privy Councillor Kokovsoff, former 
minister of finance, be appointed as his 
successor. The reason Count Witte 
gave for his resignation was that he is 
seriously ill with heart disease, having 
had an attack yesterday. If his resig­
nation is accepted by Emperor Nichol­
as, Count Witte intends to leave Rus­
sia for treatment.

io.ndon, March 19.—The American 

ship subsidy bill is agitating British 
ship owners and builders, and formed 
the subject of a question in the House 
of Commons to-day! but Premier 
Campbell-Bannerman said the govern­
ment did not think any useful action 
could be taken at the present stage. 
The government was unable to pro­
phesy the probable effect of the meas­
ure on British shipping, but if the bill 
passed the consequence would of course 
be carefully considered.

Germany’s Attitude.
Berlin, March 19.—The German atti­

tude at Algeciras is a passive one. She 
is ready to consider in a friendly spirit 
any proposition for the supervision of 
Moroccan police embracing the inter­
national principle, but beyond that Ger­
many will not go. She would prefer to 
have the conference adjourn without 
an agreement than give up the interna­
tional Idea. _

Suicide of Warrant Clerk in Chicago 
City Comptroller’s Office. ffl

Buffalo, N. Y., March 19.—Charles T. 
Lyttle, warrant clerk in the city comp­
troller’s office, shot and killed himself 
this morning, 
for his suspension by Mayor Adams is 
said to have caused Mr. Lyttle to take 
l.is life. “I am positive there Is noth­
ing wrong with Lyttle’s accounts,” 
said Deputy Comptrolleer Seereiter, in 
discussing the tragedy.

In January last Lyttle reported to 
the comptroller that he had found $70 
in his Safe in envelopes bearing the 
names of policemen. The money had 
been deducted from; their salaries for 
fines imposed and had been overlooked 
by him. Upon learning of the incident 
the mayor demanded Lyttle’s suspen­
sion, but the comptroller declined to 
suspend him. An opinion by the cor­
poration counsel to the effect that Lyt­
tle’s actions could be only passed upon 
by the comptroller resulted in the lat­
ter declining to take any further ac­
tion. Notwithstanding this, however, 
Lyttle has been morore but the past 
few days he had appeared more cheer­
ful.

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THE MOSCOW BANK ROBBERY.

Bandits Threatened to Blow Up the 
Building If Employees Made an 

Outcry.

St. Petersburg. March 21.—The Novoe 
Vremya’s account of the robbery by 
masked men yesterday of the Credit 
Mutual, one of the largest banks In 
Moscow, the robbers securing $432,500, 
says that the vaults were still open 
and that several employees were pres­
ent when the bandits entered. The 
latter, numbering 20 men, were armed 
with bombs as well as with revolvers. 
The leader announced that he came in 
the name of the revolutionary commit­
tee, which needed money, promising 
that the employees of the bank would 
not be harmed unless they raised an 
outcry, in which event he would blow 
up the establishment with bombs.

"We are desperate and not afraid to 
die," said the bandit leader.

Throughout the operation a member 
of the bandits stood with a lighted 
fuse near a powerful bomb which had 
been placed on a table ready to be ex­
ploded if such a step became neces­
sary.

In addition to lowering the window 
shades the telephone was disconnect­
ed, and when the bandits had com­
pleted their work the employees of the 
bank were warned that if they gave 
any alarm within minutes after the 
departure of the band a bomb would 
be thrown through the window. The 
bandits withdrew through the rear en­
trance of the bank.

KING EbWARD'S TRIP.

TO AMEND SHIPPING ACTS. ■'

Bill Introduced in the House of Com­
mons—Some of Its Provisions.

London, March 20.—The long prem­
ised bill amending the Merchants’ 
Shipping Acts, so as to place British 
and foreign ships on the same footing, 
was introduced in the House of Com­
mons to-day by David Lloyd George, 
president of the board of trade. The 

, which undoubtedly will pass, 
kes the British regulations concern­

ing the overloading, undermanning and 
unscaworthiness of vessels, the storage 
of grain on board ships, the furnish­
ing of adequate life-saving apparatus 
and the control of emigration and pas­
senger traffic, which heretofore has 
only applied to British ships, applicable 
to ail foreign vessels using British 
ports.

Mr. Lloyd Scorge explains that the 
government only proposed to impose 
on foreign ships the obligations im­
posed on British vessels for years, and 
where the government was satisfied 
that the regulations of any particular 
country were substantially equal to 
the British regulations, the ships of 
that country would be exempt as a 
whole from the British rules in regard 
to loading.

EARTHQUAKE IN FORMOSA.

Daily Telegraph’s correspondent at 
Tokio, it is now estimated that several 
thousand people were killed by the re­
cent earthquakes in Formosa. The 
whole island was shaken continuously 
from early morning of Saturday until 
late at night. On the same day slight 
shocks were felt in Japan, and from 
night of Saturday until the following 
morning, five distinct shocks occurred 
at Kumamoto. Telegrams from For­
mosa state that Datiyo, Raishiko and 
Shinke were completely destroyed. At 
Kagi alone 2,000 natives and seven Jap- 
anse were killed. At Datiyo 600 bodies 
already have been collected from the 
open fields, to which the people had 
fled, only to succumb to their injuries. 
The damage is at least $45,000,000.

During the past few months Edmon­
ton, Calgary, and the country in lhat 
vicinity have been attracting consider­
able attention. The boom now prevail­
ing there seems to be warranted by the 
fact that no less than three trans-con­
tinental railways, namely, the Cana­
dian Northern, the C. P. R. and the 
Grand Trunk Pacific, will soon be oper­
ating directly through the district.

Joint Conference of Coal Operators 
and Union Officials at 

Indianapolis.

Indianapolis, March 20.—The second 
joint conference of the coal operators, 
and miners of the central competitive 
district, comprising Illinois, Indiana 
and Western Pennsylvania, which is 
the result of the efforts of President 
Roosevelt to effect a continuation of 
peace in the coal regions, adjourned 
this afternoon, after referring the de­
mands of the miners to the joint scale 
çommittee, which will begin its delib­
erations to-morrow.

The conference was called to order 
by President Mitchell, 
ence organized at once by the election 
of George Baer, an operator of Chi­
cago, as permanent chairman. \;

On motion of President Mitchell, the 
rules of the previous joint conference, 
requiring that the vote of the oper­
ators on "all main and principal ques­
tions” be cast as a unit, were adopted.
This action empowers Mr. Robbins, 
retiring chairman of the operators, and 
Thomas Rewis, vice-president of the 
United Mine Workers, to prevent any 
action of the wage scale committee 
which they do not favor.

President Mitchell, being recognized 
by the chair, delivered a brief .address, 
at the close of which he moved the 
adoption of the scale of wages de­
manded by the miner* m the joint con­
ference which adjourned February 2nd.
The scale provides for .n increase of 
12% per cent. The mo don was lost 
on a strictly partisan vote.

In calling the joint conference to­
gether President Mitchell said : "This 
convention has reconvened under what 
are possibly the most extraordinary 
circumstances that have ever pre­
vailed in tlje industrial history of our 
country. When we adjourned, more 
than six weeks ago, it seemed to us, as 
it did to the entire people of the 
country, that a great industrial strike 
was imminent. So far as I know, each 
of these forces made preparations for 
a great industrial conflict. Fortunate­
ly, or unfortunately, as circumstances 
may develop, the president of the 
country intervened and advised that we 
make a further effort to reconcile our 
differences. As a consequence of bis 
intervention—for which I believe the 
entire country feels grateful—we have 
met here to-day- again to consider, not 
only our own personal and collective 
interests, but also the interests and 
welfare of our common country.

“I have given to this situatior 
much thought, as much considéra 
I presume, as any one here. I 
viewed in my own mind the Pa 
which led to a separation six weeks 
ago, and I have tried as best I could 
to review this situation, not so much 
as a miner, but rather as an official 
and man charged with certain public 
responsibilities, and gentlemen, after 
six weeks of thought and consideration 
I am convinced beyond doubt that the 
claims which were made 4n this hall 
six weeks ago were founded on facts 
and justice, and that the industrial 
prosperity of our country justifies the 
coal miners in asking that they shall 
receive at least a fair share of the pro­
fits that result from the great indus­
trial activity. I believe that the claims 
we made then have been confirmed by 
facts since our adjournment. It may 
be that because of our environments, 
because of our training and special in­
terests we are unable to view this situ­
ation impartially, but as stated in our 
resolution adopted some days ago, we 
are willing to meet with you who rep­
resent the ownership, who are the 
owners of these mines, for the purpose 
of trying earnestly and conscientiously 
to adjust our différences.

He also argued that something 
ought to be done to teach the Bible in 
the public schools and gave it as his 
suggestion that a book be compiled 
containing choice selections from a lit- 
ei ary point of view and it be placed 
upon the curriculum and studied as a 
work of literature. The paper roused 
a great deal of interest, so much so 
that Mr. McNeill, in opening the dis­
cussion, found it very easy to start the 
ball rolling.

University College, which it Is proposed 
to establish in Vancouver under the act 
passed at the last session of the legisla­
ture, held its first meeting in the Ter­
minal City yesterday.

There was a large attendance at the 

first session of the fifth annual con­
vention of the Victoria district branch 
of the International Sunday School As­
sociation held on Tuesday in the lec­
ture room of St. Andrew’s Presby­
terian church. The programme ’ was 
well arranged and both interesting and 
instructive throughout. Two exceed­
ingly clever papers were read, that 
which created the most apparent im­
pression being one on “Bible Study,” 
by J. M. Campbell. "A Plea For Na­
ture Study” was the title of an address 
read by Miss Rlackwell. She dwelt 
upon the importance of teaching the 
children to be observant and expressed 
the opinion that too little attention was 
paid the value of closely associating 
God and Nature in the minds of the 
young ones.

The proceedings were opened at about 
7.30 o’clock by devotional exercises led 
by Noah Shakespeare, vice-president 
of the association. Following this ser­
vice John Nelson, president, took the 
chair and formally opened the conven­
tion with a very cordial address of 
welcome to the delegates, both local 
and from outside points.

Upon the commencement of business 
H. Siddall reported in behalf of the 
home department, 
present that he had no statement to 
make more than that he had endeavor­
ed to come in touch with the churches 
through their Thursday evening prayer 
meetings, but had beien unsuccessful. 
Mr. Siddall added that he had an­
nounced his willingness to lay the 
claims of the department before the 
various congregations on these occas- 
sions, but so far ,had not received any 
invitations, 
no report to submit.

The report of the house to house vis­
itation, which was conducted recently, 
was read by Alfred Huggett, the chair­
man of that committee. Splendid work 
had. been done by those who were asso­
ciated with him in that undertaking. 
These statistics have already been pub­
lished by the Times and show 
there are over 4,000 children in the city 
and that only about 2,900 are to be 
found attending local Sunday schools. 
This, it was explained, demonstrated 
the extent of the opportunity for pro­
gressive work on the part of the home, 
the church and the Sabbath school or­
ganizations. Mr. Huggett, in this con­
nection, read a letter from Marion 
Lawrence, secretary of the Interna­
tional Sunday School Association, con­
gratulating Victoria on the successful 
school census that had been obtained.

Mr. Shakespeare next submitted his 
report on the cradle roll department. 
This, he explained, was a branch re­
cently organized. When originally con­
templated some doubts were expressed 
as- to its utility, but experience had 
proved that it was the connecting link 
between the home and the Sunday 
school. His statement showed that in 
Victoria and vicinity there were twenty 
cradle rolls with a total membership 
of 604. 
said:
is an opportunity to reach the home 
and quicken the interest in the Sunday 
school and, in my judgment, the mem­
bers of the cradle roll are as much en­
titled to be counted on the general roll 
of the school as the members of the 
home department.”

A report was also submitted by Mr. 
Shakespeare in reference to the prim­
ary department. He had visited all 
the churches in this connection during 
the past year, and respectfully begged 
to offer a few remarks as to its re­
quirements. They were as follows:

First, the teacher should be an humble, 
consecrated child of God, feeling we can 
do nothing in our own strength; second, 
we must study child nature and not the 
child alone, but mother and home life, 
in our method of teaching we must cul­
tivate simplicity to the utmost limit.

Theprimary classroom should be a 
separate room on the ground floor, it" 
possible, that the children may be saved 
the climbing of stairs; the room should be 
furnished with low chairs, a blackboard 
should be in the room, and a good sand 
tray ; the room should be made attrac­
tive, with light-tinted walls, good pic­
tures, wild flowers and growing plants, 
it should be the mort attractive room in 
the whole school, and if I were a primary 
teacher the church authorities would not 
have much peace until they had done 
their duty in this regard. It is in this 

•department where the foundation of the 
child's future destiny should be estab­
lished, the foundation of Bible study :s 
in the primary department, first get it 
in the hands, then the head, then the 
heart.

ARRANGEMENTS FOR

FESTIVITIES MAYTHE BEATRICE HAULED OUT.
On Wednesday the sealing schooner 

Beatrice was hauled on the ways 
of the Victoria Machinery Depot 
for the inspection of Captain Mik- 
kleson, the Arctic explorer who con­
templates making a voyage north in 
her. If she is found as represented to- 
be on the exterior the deal pending for 
her purchase will at once go through. 
Capt. Mikkleson said yesterday that 
the vessel was more suitable in size 
than others which he had looked at 
with the object of acquiring, she being 
a craft of about 60 tons. The fact, too, 
that she is a hard wood vessel went a 
long way in inducing him to make the 
selection. The schooner, however, is 
not expected to be caught in the ice, 
for Capt. Mikkleson has mapped out 
for himself a different route than that 
which would take him into ice jams. 
The schooner had necessarily to be 
small, for she is intended to skirt the 
shore line, where there is always a 
margin of safety from the ice jams 
farther north. Into the shallow water, 
skirting the land, big floes cannot drift, 
and so long as the vessel remains in 
this will enjoy immunity from these 
big bergs. But there is always some 
ice encountered in an Arctic expedi­
tion, and in view of this the Beatrice 
will be strengthened. In fact no soon­
er will the sale be concluded than 
a gang of carpenters will be set at 
work in altering her to meet the re­
quirements of her new service.

Capt. Mikkleson stated yesterday 
that he expected to leave Victoria in 
May. He will proceed direct to the Si­
berian coast, where he will secure the 
dogs needed later on. He will then 
head for Banks Island, where a scien­
tist will be landed, who will make a 
study of the Eskimos. This member 
of the party may remain on the island 
for probably a year. The geological 
conditions of the islands will also be 
noted before the party continues its 
researches elsewhere. In the mean­
while the schooner will be left at 
Banks Island until such time as the 
explorers head for home.

2. That this Sunday school convention, 
representative of the Protestant churches 
of the city, desires to place on record its 
appreciation of the strong attitude taken 
by Mayor Morley towards gambling, and 
pledges its unqualified support of all 
measures tending to the moral purifica­
tion of the city.

3 That this convention declares itself 
absolutely opposed to the transfer of the 
licensing privileges of the Savoy to the 
present holders or to any other person 
or persons.

4. That this convention again declares 
itself in favor of the International sys­
tem of Sunday school work, recognizes 
the brotherly fellowship and concord en­
gendered thereby, and trusts that it may 
become still more extensively adopted by 
all sections of the Christian church.

5. That this convention advises every 
church represented to provide Bibles for 
the worshippers at the ordinary services 
of the church. and also for the scholars 
of the Sunday schools. It also recom­
mends the more general adoption of re­
sponsive reading of the Scriptures in the 
services of the church, and that a copy of 
this resolution be forwarded to the Minis­
terial Association requesting them to take 
action thereon.

Although the general meeting held 
the other evening for the purpose of 
discussing the 24th of May celebrations 
seemed to agree that three days’ fes­
tivities would be carrying them over 
too lengthy a period, the probability is 
that such a plan will have to be adopt­
ed.

The Mayor: This court was adjourn­
ed from last week for the purpose of 
hearing evidence, and now 'Mr. Mc­
Donnell is not heré.

Rev. Mr. Gladstone: The fact that 
Mr. McDonnell is not here is sufficient 
evidence. Our objections to the trans­
fer of the license held by the Savoy, 
Ltd., are as follows :

First—The applicants are seeking a 
favor of this court, .and it devolves 
upon them to show that they are the 
kind of persons to whom such a favor 
should be granted. This is not a case 
of the mere renewal of a license. The 
applicants should show that the license 
has been used in the old premises in a 
manner satisfactory to the license com­
missioners before they can ask the 
favor of a transfer to new premises. 
The petition presented, our presence 
in this court and the bad reputation 
that the old premises acquired, are, 
therefore, evidence against the appli­
cation.

Second—There is a strong desire in 
the city for a reduction in the num­
ber of licenses, which are far in ex­
cess of the requirements of a city 
•which is rapidly leaving its old char­
acter, and becoming a fashionable 
tourist centre. The opportunity thus 
offers of reducing the number by the 
removal of one of the least suitable to 
the changed conditions.

Third—The applicants are a joint 
stock company. The acts of 189.6 and 
1902 require that all applications for 
the transfer of a retail liquor license 
from one person to another shall be 
made and deposited as provided, and 
shall be published in a newspaper. Bpt 
the holding of a license by a joint 
stock company defeats the purpose and 
object of the act. The managing direc­
tor has only to sell his share to an­
other person and a transfer is effected 
without any application to the license 
commisisoners or any advertisement, 
and in this way a most undesirable and 
unsuitable person might be the actual 
holder of the license, while the name 
of the Savoy, Limited, remained the 
same. To such a transfer we should 
have no opportunity of objecting, as in 
the eyes of the law it would not be a 
transfer, and therefore our only op­
portunity is in connection with this 
application for a transfer from one 
premises to another. The counsel for 
the applicants admitted in this court 
last Wednesday that Mr. McDonnell 
purposed disposing of his interest in 
the Savoy, Limited.

morning, the attraction being a couple of 
cases against saloon keepers for selling 
liquor on Sunday last, and one of supply­
ing liquor without a license. Convictions 
were secured in all three instances, the 
publicans being fined $40 each, and the 
party selling without a license $100. The 
prosecution depended upon the evidence 
of two detectives specially employed fur 
the work, who in every case were the 
parties supplied. In Wednesday's Times 
one of the houses visited on Sunday was 
described £y mistake as the Regent 
saloon instead of the Bodega. Against, 
the Regent there is no charge whatever.

The first case heard was That of Jose pit 
Meyers, who was charged with having . . 
Sunday, the 18th inst., sold liquor on 
Bcensèd premises, known as thé Bodeyà 
saloon and situated on the corner . ; 
View and Douglas streets. The liquor 
was supplied to H. J. Muller and W. j. 
Roscamp, the private detectives em­
ployed by the city.

The accused pleaded guilty and m j 
fined $40 and costs, the amount to bo 
levied by distress if not paid into court.

S. J. Waldron, proprietor of the Colo­
nial hotel, on Johnson street, was charg­
ed with a like offence, the date being the 
same as in the previous case.

The accused pleaded not guilty at, first, 
but ultimately changed his plea to 
of guilty.

-C. Harrison, who appeared for Waldron, 
said that the drink was given in a friend­
ly spirit. Muller was a friend of Wal­
dron, and if the court wished Waldron 
would be put in the witness box to prove 
this.

Chief Langley said that if Waldron 
were put in the box it would be proved 
that there were several parties in the 
bar on the occasion.

His Worship held that it would be a 
dangerous precedent to establish that a 
saloon keeper could with impunity sup­
ply drink to friends during prohibited 
hours.

The accused took the witness stand and 
made a statement: “I told these men tlvir. 
I had no license to sell whiskey, but said 
I would give them a drink. I drank 
water and the two young ladies had soft 
drinks. One of the men put the mori­
on the tray. I would not have suppli - 
Mr. Muller with drink only that I kn- 
him. I often ate in his restaurant. Too 
drink I gave was in a friendly wav.”

The adjourned meeting of the board 

of licensing commissioners was held 
in the police court on Wednesday, 
Mayor Morley presiding. There .was a 
large attendance, including a number 
of ladies representing the different tem­
perance organizations of 
Bishop Perrin also occupied a seat in­
side the railing, while outside were

mingling with the general public. The 
great feature of the proceedings was 
the application of the Savoy Company, 
Limited, for a transfer of license. This 

. application stood .over from last -week,

The application for a transfer of the 
license held by J. H. Brown, of the 
Prince of Wales saloon, was the first 
taken up.

Sir Charles Dilke, one of the ablest 

men who ever sat in the -British House 
of Commons, a man with an uncommon 
grasp of Imperial affairs, a man who 
in the natural course of events would 
have been one of the leading members 
of the present Liberal government of 
the United Kingdom, was irretrievably 
blasted in his career by reason of the 
dark scandal that settled upon his 
name in consequence of revelations 
that need not be particularly alluded 
to here. Charles Stuart Parnell, an ac- 
complished political leader and for 
many years the hope of the Irish par­
liamentary party in he House of Com­
mons, was unable to overcome the ef­
fects of certain disclosures affecting his
I rivate life. He retired into obscurity 
ruined and disgraced, and did not long 
survive the inevitable sentence pro­
nounced by public opinion upon his 
lamentable deviation from the path 
which in Great Britain all public men 
are sternly required to travel. But in 
the eases of neither of these two re­
markable men was there any charge 
that the administration of public af­
fairs was affected by their wayward 
private conduct. Public opinion in 
Great Britain firmly insists that the 
private character of public men shall 
comport in all respects with the stand­
ards of morality set up by the nation. 
Those who, £tt a result of human 
frailty, fall by the wayside are cast 
out and dealt with pitilessly and re­
lentlessly. That is the rule and the 
law, and although it may be argued 
that public opinion in its expressions 
and decisions is hopelessly hypocritical,
II ere is no doubt that in practice the 
rule is wise and the law salutary, inas­
much as through their application the 
standard of public purity has been 
maintained at a very high level. It is 
the standard by which our public men 
in the outposts of the Empire should 
be judged, and it is the standard which 
should be maintained if we are to re­
main worthy of the name of Britons.

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THE KAIEN ISLAND AFFAIR. PAYMENT OF MEMBERS.
TRAWLERS COMING.

Tfie resolution passed by the British 
House of Commons with reference to 
the principle of the payment of mem­
bers was as follows: “That in the 
opinion of this House, the time has 
now arrived when it is urgently re­
quired, in order t,o give to every con­
stituency an equal, free, and unhamp­
ered selection of parliamentary repre­
sentatives, that all members of parlia­
ment should be paid by the state a sum 
at the rate of £300 per annum, and also 
that the returning officers’ charges at 
parliamentary elections should be paid 
out of the rates.” The existing prac­
tice as to such payments in British 
colonies, says the London Chronicle, 
varies thus:

Australia, £400 per annum; New Zea­
land, £300 per annum; Tasmania, £100 
per annum; West Australia, £200 per 
annum ; South Australia, £200 per an­
num; Queensland, £300 per annum; New 
South Wales, £300 per annum; Victoria, 
£300 per annum.

The Cape of Good Hope pays 1 
guinea for each day of attendance, 
with an allowance to a member resi­
dent more than fifteen miles from the 
House of parliament of 15s. for per­
sonal expenses for every day of ab­
sence from home in his parliamentary 
duties.

Natal gives £1 daily travelling allow­
ance in the cases of members who re­
side three miles or more from the place 
of assembly.

The following is the practice in the 
foreign countries named :

Austria (Lower House), 16s. 8d. per 
day; Denmark (both Houses), 6s. Sd. 
per day; France (both Houses), £360 per 
annum ; Prussia (exclusive of travelling 
expenses), 15s. per day; Greece, £72 per 
lowance, £166 per annum; Sweden (ex­
clusive of travelling expenses—both 
Houses), 2,000 yen; Netherlands—First 
Chamber—to members at a distance, 
16s. 8d. per day; Netherlands—Second 
Chamber—exclusive of travelling al­
lowance. £166 per annum; Sw^en (ex­
clusive of travelling expenses), 11s, per 
day; Norway (exclusive of travelling 
expenses), 13s. 4d. per day; Switzerland 
(.exclusive of travelling expenses), 20 
francs per day; United States (sen­
ators and representatives, exclusive of 
travelling expenses and stationery al­
lowance), £1,000 per annum.

Island deal to earn the favorable con­
sideration oi the railroad company in 
subsequent negotiations for construc­
tion contracts.

Here we have the sworn testimony 
of the principals that the Kaien Island 
deal was entered into as a speculation; 
on the part of James Anderson in the 
hope of direct cash returns of a sub­
stantial nature, on the part of E. V. 
Bodwell in the hope of securing the 
Grand Trunk Pacific Railway Com­
pany’s solicitorship in British Colum­
bia, and on the part of Peter Larsen in 
the hope of securing favorable con­
tracts on the construction of the new 
transcontinental railway.

If Kaien Island had been the private

Among the guests at Hotel Vancou­
ver is John J. Bostock, of Victoria, 
says the Vancouver World. Mr. Bos­
tock has succeeded in forming the 
Deep Sea Fisheries Company, of local 
capitalists, to exploit the deep sea 
fisheries at this part of the coast. The 
company has purchased the steam 
trawler Flamingo, and that vessel will 
lea vie England for Vancouver In the 
coufse of a fortnight. The Flamingo is 
we^^eqpipped with every appliance for 
the successful prosecution of the busi­
ness of deep sea fishing which it is 
confidently hoped will prove lucrative, 
as the demand for fish of all kinds in 
the east and in Great Britain is large 
and constantly growing. Another lo­
cal company of deep sea fishers has 
purchased the steam trawler Jupiter, 
which is already on the way out, hav­
ing been reported at Monte Video a 
few days ago. Still another trawler, 
the Briton, has been purchased by the 
Vancouver company that operated last 
year on the west coast of Vancouver 
Island, confining its operations to 
whaling.

ment. A. B. McPhillips, K. C„ repre­
senting the province of British Colum­
bia, did not approve of Canada accept­
ing the inspection of,the United States 
officials. He thought that the Valencia 
when she waç transferred - from a 
freighter to a passenger steamer the 
Canadian inspectors should have-gone 
over her while she was In port at Vic­
toria.

The commissioners agreed that in 
view of the facts they would not alter 
the report on this point. Capt. Gaudin 
thought It was well left In the shape 
that the commissioners deprecate the 
practice of using the character of pre­
servers complained of.

Mr. McPhilJips thought it might be 
feasible for these coasting vessels to 
carry an up-to-date lifeboat on board. 
The boats carried on these vessels, it 
appeared, were not capable of living in 
these waters off the coast.

Capt. Gaudin and Capt. Cox did not 
think this was practicable. The man­
ning of these lifeboats required trained 
men.

Mr. McPhillips held that with the 
large profits which were made by these 
companies in the trade that the ex­
pense of providing trained men for 
these boats might be expected.

Capt. Cox said this was not required 
on ocean going vessels. It had never, 
as far as hë had heard, been adopted 
anywhere.

This introduced the. subject of the 
dangers of these coasts for vessels, Mr. 
McPhillips referring to what he had 
understood were exceptional conditions 
on these coasts.

Capt. Cox corrected them by stating 
that far worse conditions prevailed 
elsewhere. Off Nantucket the dangers 
were far greater.

Capt. Gaudin also alluded to the fact 
that the coast line here was not ex­
ceptionally bad.

C. H. Lugrin, representing the Do­
minion government, upon the subject 
being thus introduced, took occasion 
to ask the commission if ft were true 
as was so often reported that the dan­
gers to navigation on these coasts 
were exceptional and were such as to 
warrant the designation “the grave­
yard of the Pacific” being applied to 
the west coast of Vancouver Island.

Capt. Gaudin gave a denial to this. 
He pointed out that the conditions on 
this coast were not exceptionally dan­
gerous. It was true that aprpoaching 
the entrance of the straits from the 
south there were dangers besetting the 
captains. This was due to the fact 
that if the turn was not made at the 
proper tune tv enter the straits the 
vessel was brought up against a rock 
wall on the 1sland coast. There were 
difficulties from the currents in ascer­
taining the exact position by dead 
reckoning. In the face of this it was 
all the more necessary to exercise care. 
The great danger seemed to be from 
lack of care on the part of the naviga­
tors to take advantage of the aids af­
forded. “You cannot make every nav­
igator a careful man,” said the cap­
tain.

The supplementary report recom­
mending various aids to navigation 
and life-saving appliances and arrange­
ments was read at the sitting this 
morning. This report was published in 
the Times some weeks ago.

Will CELEBRATECaptain Troup himself going on 
The Pacificnecessarily somewhat obscure, it war­

rants the assumption that Captain 
Johnson’s intention was to hold the 
boats in readiness for any emergency 
that might arise. The second officer 
and the first assistant engineer went 
to their proper stations and saw that 
their boats were properly brought to 
the rail, blit there is little or no evi­
dence as to what the other officers in 
charge of boats did. It does not ap­
pear that the captain or any officer re­
ported to have been on the bridge is­
sued any general call to stand by the 
boats, or that any action was taken 
by them or either of them to signify 
to the passengers 
were to occupy if an emergency arose 
requiring the passengers to leave the 
ship suddenly, but on the contrary that 
the boats were lowered Into the water 
without instructions—it is not clear 
whether by the,' passengers or by some 
of the crew, and in such a manner that 
two of the boats were upset in the low­
ering and all their occupants precipi­
tated into the sea, all of whom with 
one exception, were either drowned or 
killed along side the ship. It is in evi­
dence that in thirty minutes after the 
ship struck six of the boats had been 
sent away, in no case properly man­
ned and with only a part of the com­
plement they were certified to accom­
modate, and that two of them were, 
shortly after their departure, dashed 
upon the rocks in the vicinity of the 
wreck, only nine of the occupants of 
these two boats reaching the land, 
which they did in a dazed and stunned 
condition. These are the only persons 
who. entered the boats who are known 
to have escaped. Boat No. 2, on the 
port side of the ship was last seen at 
some distance from the ship with a 
number of people in her and apparent­
ly making some progress, but what be­
came of her or her occupants is 

Absolutely Unknown.
From these facts It is unfortunately 
only too apparent that there was not 
upon the Valencia that degree of dis­
cipline which ought to be maintained 
on board a ship carrying many valu­
able lives in addition to those of her 
crew ,and the court most strongly 
urges upon the owners and upon the 
others responsible for the manage­
ment of vessels engaged in carrying 
passengers, that every effort should be 
made to establish and maintain the 
highest degree of discipline possible.

11. If the apparent intentions of the 
master to secure the boats at the deck 
rail had been carried out, and they had 
beén carried there until daylight, it is 
probable that a large number of peo­
ple on board would have been saved, 
as the sea -was less violent on the 
morning of the 23rd, than at the time 
of the wreck, and the remaining boat 
got safely away. Doubts were express­
ed by some of the witnesses as to 
whether the sea would not have car­
ried the boats away, but there was a 
chance that they might have been 
saved, and if there had been, the 
master would have had some means at 
his command by which he could have 
made an attempt to have saved the 
lives in his charge.

12. After the first shock was over 
there was ho panic among the passen­
gers, who were cared for by the offi­
cers and crew as well as circumstances 
would permit, all on board being in­
spired by hope of. escape or rescue 
owing to the proximity of the land. 
After daylight on the 23rd, unavailing 
attempts were made by one 
crew to reach the shore with a line, and 
after the failure of his efforts, Captain 
Johnson dispatched the remaining boat, 
manned by a volunteer crew with in­
structions to make a landing if pos­
sible, and follow the top of the cliff to 
a point opposite the wreck, and there 
secure a line that would be shot ashore 
from the ship with a Liele gun. We 
think this course of action was the

Oniy One Open to Captain Johnson 
at that time, and that it was not suc­
cessful was due to the absolute im­
possibility of reaching the shore at 
any point near enough to the ship to 
enable the plan to be carried out. ,

13. A line was shot ashore from the 
Valencia, but was entangled among the 
wreckage and broken. The shore end 
was found by Logan, Daykin and Mar­
tin, who went by land to the scene of 
the wreck and who witnessed the 
breaking up of the vessel. The evi­
dence shows the line to have been 
new, strong and in every way suitable 
for the purposes for which it was in­
tended.

11. On the morning of the 24th the 
two life rafts were sent away from the 
ship. The women remaining on board 
were invited to go upon the rafts and 
given every opportunity of doing so, but 
absolutely declined. The first of the 
rafts to leave the ship went ashore on 
Turtle Island with four survivors on 
board; the other with eighteen people 
on board was picked up by the S.S. 
City of Topeka.

IT. We find that after the first panic 
had subsided and the six boats had left 
the ship. Captain Johnson, his subor­
dinate officers and the members of the 
crew did everything possible to save 
the lives of the passengers and allevi­
ate their sufferings.

16. The ship went to pieces on Janu­
ary 24th about noon. There were about 
seventy-five people on board at that 
time all of whom were lost, some of 
them being dashed against the cliffs 
and others being carried out to sea on 
wreckage.

Having been directed by the minis­
ter to extend its inquiries so as to cover 
the attempts to rescue the people on 
the Valencia, the court examined a 
number of witnesses on that subject 
and finds as follows:

At 2.30 p.m. on January 23rd the 
British Columbia Salvage Company 
were advised of the wreck of a large 
passenger steamer with many passen­
gers upon the west coast of Vancouver 
Island between Carmanah Point and 
Cape Beale. The wrecking steamer 
Salvor was at once got ready, a sup­
ply of food, blankets and other neces­
saries for use in such emergencies 
were taken on board and in less than 
three hours the vessel was

On Her Way to the Wreck.
The greater part of this short delay 
■vas due to the necessity of waiting for 
two physicians, whom it was thought 
desirable to carry tb the wreck in case 
their services might be needed. The 
tug Czar belonging to the Canadian 
Pacific Railway Company, then under 
steam to proceed up the west coast, 
was dispatched by Captain J. W. 
Troup, superintendent of the Pacific 
coast branch of taht company's steam­
ship service, in company with the Sal­

vor.
the last named vessel.
Coast Steamship Company’s steamer 
Queen, which called at Victoria on her 
way to San Francisco on the 23rd. at 
5 p.m., was ordered by the company's 
manager at Seattle to proceed to the 
wreck, after landing her passengers at 
Victoria, and she did so. 
vessels named arrived off the scene of 
the wreck on the morning of the 24th. 
Great difficulty was experienced in 
finding the stranded vessel owing to 
the fact that her hull being wholly 
submerged and her hotise work being 
swept away only a small portion of 
her remained above the water, and also 
owing to the heavy sea that was run­
ning and the occurrence of heavy rain 
squalls.
made out, the people 
Queen saw that there were people on 
the wreck. The Czar went nearer to 
the wreck of any of the ships at the 
scene, but being a much smaller boat 
and lower in the water than the Queen, 
those on board her were not able to 
make out that there was any life on 
the wreck and so reported to the Sal­
vor. The Queen did not report either 
to the Czar or to the Salvor that there 
was life on the wreck. As a matter of 
fact there were upwards of seventy- 
five people on the wreck at that time. 
Believing that there were no living 
people on the wreck, those persons in 
charge of the Salvor and Czar deemed 
it advisable to proceed with all speed 
to Bamfield, the nearest harbor, and 
there

ten or it might be ten o’clock. But at 
that time, ten o'clock, he thought we 
mus be off Umatilla lightship; that is 
the time he changed his course to north 
tit roe-quarters west.” At another stage 
in his testimony Peterson said, answer­
ing a question as to how long the ship 
was kept upon a certain course : “Up to 
10 o’clock, north half east,; and the 
captain said he thought he was some­
where around Umatilla lightship. And 
it was blowing very hard that Sunday 
night. Then he shifted his course for 
Tatoosh north three-quarters west. 
That is, he thought that course* would 
ake him about three or four miles off 

Tatoosh. He had 60 fathoms sounding 
at that time, 10 o’clock.” Frank F. 
Bunker, a passenger and a man of 
more than average intelligence, said 
that he was told by one of the officers 
some little time befo 
struck that she was I making from 
twelve to fourteen knots, and that the 
captain told, him about 6 o’clock in the 
evening before the wreck, or perhaps 
a little earlier, that he expectetd to be 
at Flattery at 11 o'clock. The last or­
der given from the bridge to the quar­
termaster who was on duty at the 
time and who testified before us, was 
given just after the vessel struck for 
the first time and it was to put the 
helm hard to starboard, and this would 
indicate that the captain thought she 
had struck on the Washington coast, 
and in addition to this we have the 
f-ct tes to by several witnesses
tl-ui not only Captain Johnson, but 
every one else on the ship
Supposed That She Had Gone Ashore
on the Washington coast below Cape 
Flattery until the morning of the 24th, 
when the weather had cleared suffici­
ently to enable them to make out that 
cape to the southeast. Therefore with­
out going into the details of the sec­
ond officer’s evidence, the conclusion is 
warranted that between 10 p.m. and 
the time the vessel struck. Captain 
Johnson thought the Valencia was be­
tween the Umatilla lightship and Cape 
Flattery. We know that he must have 
been at least five miles west of the 
course upon which he. .thought he was 
sailing and at least 20 miles north of 
where he thought he was. It would 
be unfair to express any opinion as to 
whether or not the soundings justified 
bis conclusion as to the location of his 
ship, because we have only the second 
officer’s memory as to what they were, 
and when read carefully his testimony 
shows that other soundings may have 
been taken than those of which he 
speaks. It becomes the duty of the 
court to inquire next whether there is 
any explanation of this discrepancy be­
tween the ship’s supposed position and 
the actual position. It must be remem­
bered that between 5.30 on Sunday 
morning and the time the vessel 
struck at midnight on Monday 
no observations were possible and 
nothing was seen by which the posi­
tion of the ship could be ascertained, 
and we hav». had abundant evidence 
presented to us that in the winter 
months, during the prevailing souther­
ly winds, there is a current setting to 
the north along the coast between San 
Francisco and Cape Flattery, which 
current is neither regular in its direc­
tion nor persistent in its velocity, and 
that this current will not only cause a 
vessel northbound to overrun her reck­
oning, but may set her too far out to 
sea to enable her to pely upon the 
soundings in approaching the entrance 
to the straits from the south. We are 
not left to speculation as to the force 
of this current during February 22nd, 
the day the Valencia was wrecked. 
The statutory declaration of Captain 
Arntzen, of the steam collier Tellus, 
submitted to the court and annexed to 
the report of the evidence, shows that 
he sighted the Umatilla lightship at 
12.30 a.m. on the 23rd and found that 
he had overrun his dead reckoning 20 
miles between Cape Blanco and that 
point—a distance of 320 miles.

The Wreck of the Valencia
can therefore be explained in part by 
the fact that she may have overrun 
her dead reckoning, and may have 
been carried to the westward of her 
true course by the current referred to, 
but after making allowance for this, 
we are of the opinion that Captain 
Johnson overran his distance from his 
supposed position off Umatilla light­
ship at 10 o’clock.

7. The existence of this current un­
der the circumstances mentioned is 
known to all master mariners and 
navigating officers engaged in the 
coastwise navigation between San 
Francisco and the Strait of Juan de 
Fuca, and the court is unable to find 
any satisfactory explanation for the 
failure of Captain Johnson to make 
due allowance for it. Neither is it able 
to understand why he should have as­
sumed that he was “somewhere 
around” Umatilla lightship at 10 p.m. 
and accordingly put his ship on a 
course for Tatoosh, although he had 
neither seen the light nor heard the 
tes alarm, and the court finds that he 
made a grave error in judgment in at­
tempting to make the entrance to the 
strait in such weather as prevailed at 
the time, without exhausting every 
means of ascertaining his true position. 
Failing his ability to ascertain his po­
sition his clear duty was to head out 
to sea. Captain Cousins states that in 
the course of his 184 round trips be­
tween San Francisco and Puget Sound 
he only ever passed the Umatilla light-, 
ship once without observing it or hear­
ing it and then the ship was in Seattle. 
The United States government having

This was done with satisfactory re­
sults, although the people to whom 
aid could be extended were few. The 
Queen remained off the scene of the 
wreck for a short time, not more than 
half an hour after the Salvor had left, 
or until the City of Topeka, a steam­
ship owned by the Pacific Coast Steam­
ship Company, arrived from Seattle 
with the company’s manager on board, 
who directed the Queen to return to 
Victoria, which she accordingly did. 
The City of Topeka remained at the 
scene and picked up a liferaft from the 
Valencia with eighteen people on it. 
The Topeka did not see the wreck nor 
did she lower her boats to search for 
persons who might have been carried 
out to sea on wreckage. The court is

Not Discernible From the Ship 
and Logan and Daykin expressed it as 
their opinion that sucih boats carried 
by coasting steamers could not have 
reached the wreck.

The court desires to express its deep 
sympathy with those who have suf­
fered loss through the death of rela­
tives or friends through the disaster.

The court desires to place on record 
its high appreciation of the services 
rendered by Mrs. Patterson, telegraph 
operator at Beale, by the officers of the 
Bamfield cable station, by the light- 
keepers at Beale and Carmanah, by D. 
Logan, P. C. Daykin and Messrs. Mar­
tin, McWha, MicKay, and other resi­
dents of the west coast for their unre­
mitting attendance to the shipwrecked 
people and their care of the bodies re­
covered from the sea.

The court recommends that in future 
all new iron or steel vessels navigating 
Inis coast and having a license to carry 
upwards of fifty passengers shall be 
constructed with double bottoms and 
water tight compartments. That in the 
event of a chaiyre of crew there shall 
be a call to quarters as soon as pos­
sible after leaving port in order that 
each member of the crew shall know 
his boat or fire station in case of emer­
gency; also that there shall be a boat 
or fire drill at leant once a week. They 
also recommend that the compasses 
shall be adjusted and the ship swung 
by a competent adjuster at least once 
a year; also that the chart should be 
supplied by the owners for the naviga­
tion cf the vessel instead of the sup­
plying of them being left to the cap­
tain, as is the ease with the boats of 
the Pac.fic Coast Steamship Company.

For many 
years past this has been a troubled 
question with different city councils 
and provincial legislatures. The In­
dians are wards of the Dominion gov­
ernment, and so far no agreement has 
been presented which proved accept­
able to all parties. A couple of years 
ago it was proposed that other, land 
might be provided which would serve 
the purpose of a reserve better than 
that now occupied by the remnant of a 
once powerful tribe—the Songhees—but 
the arrangement fell through, the lands 
offered not being acceptable te the In­
dians. Then a monetary consideration 
was suggested, but the right of the 
aborigines to dispose of their birth­
right was raised, and the efficacy of 
the conditions imposed was challenged. 
Private corporations have also made 
several attempts to secure the lands, 
which are practically in the heart of 
the city, and a great eyesore in their 
present state, but their efforts have al­
ways been checked in the interests of 
the city. It now appears to be an ac­
cepted principle that if the reserve is 
to change hands it must be under the 
control of the city, and that no indi­
vidual corporation be given a mon­
opoly. On this latter point Mayor 
Morley takes a very definite stand.

Violation of the act for each offence 
is punishable by a fine of not less than 
$1 and not more than $40 and costs.

Every employer who causes the act 
to be violated is liable for each offence 
to a fine of not more thah $100 and not 
less than $20, in addition to any other 
penalty prescribed by law for the same 
offence.

Every corporation which causes its 
employees to violate the act is render­
ed liable to a penalty not exceeding 
$250 for the first offence,, and for each 
subsequent offence to a penalty not ex­
ceeding $500.

In view of the reports that there is 
a tendency to dispatejj indecent post 
cards through the mails, the superin­
tendent of the provincial police, F. S. 
Hussey, has issued a circular which is 
to be dlstributetd very freely. The let­
ter reads as follows:

"The postal authorities find that His 
Majesty’s mails are being made the 
means of distributing throughout the 
country postal cards of a very indecent 
and suggestive character.

“The Criminal Code of Canada 
makes It a criminal offence for any 
person to manufacture such cards or 
to expose them for sale.

“Section 179 of the said code reads as 
follows : ’Every one is guilty of an In­
dictable offence and liable to two years’ 
imprisonment who knowingly, without 
lawful justification or excuse, manu­
factures, or sells, or exposes for sale 
or to public view, or distributes or cir­
culates, or causes to be distributed or 
circulated, any obscene book, or other 
printed, typewritten, or otherwise writ­
ten matter, or any picture, photograph, 
model or -other object tending to cor­
rupt morals.’

“The police have been Instructed to 
take proceedings against all persons 
exposing for sale such cards.*

sured. Some days ago the offiicals of 
the Victoria and Vancouver clubs for­
warded .an order for six dozen caper- 
catllzie and black game, the number of 
each variety being about equally di­
vided, and it is expected that the birds 
will reach here some time in October. 
Later on another lot will be brought 
out and distributed with the first on 
the lower mainland and Vancouver 
Island. The plan of securing them in 
separate instalments has been adopt­
ed for the purpose of lessening the risk 
of mortality. Immediately the first 
shipment is taken from the train at 
Vancouver it will be divided between 
the Mainland and the Island, and as 
little time as possible lost in freeing 
the birds in the wilderness, which they 
are expected to make their future 
home.

It may he of interest to local sports­
men to know that the game for which 
they have been asked to contribute is 
coming from Norway, the original 
home of the capercaillzie, from whence 
they have been exported to all parts 
of the world. The British Columbia 
lots are being handled by a Denmark 
fancier, who makes a specialty of such 
transactions. He recently sent 75 pairs 
to the state of Michigan, out of which 
large consignment only three were lost.

It is needless to say that the project 
now under way is an exceedingly ex­
pensive one to carry out in a proper 
manner. At the present time the fund 
collected in this province totals some 
$675. Of this amount $275 has been 
subscribed by Victorians and $400 by 
residents of Vancouver, New Westmin­
ster and points in that vicinity. An 
Old Country sportsman, unselfishly in­
terested in the encouragement of sport, 
has guaranteed $750, the money avail­
able amounts to, approximately, $1,525. 
Secretary Musgrave, of the Victoria 
club, is anxious that at least $100 more 
should be secured from the Island, and 
expresses the hope that the response 
when the subscription list is presented 
will be as liberal, as the cause is 
worthy of support. The object is to 
raise $2,000, and to perform even a 
small part there should be, at least, 
$375 or $400 from this district.

No decision has yet been reached as 
to where the birds allotted to the sec­
tions near Victoria will be placed. 
They will, of course, have to be let 
loose somewhere among the mountains 
where the conditions are as nearly 
similar as possible to those experienced 
in their native fastnesses of Denmark. 
Some will be freed at the Summit, in 
all probability, and at other points 
along the E. & N. line. But this is a 
matter which will have to be decided 
by the majority of members of the 
club.

Before the arrival of the birds the 
Victoria and Vancouver clubs will ap­
proach the provincial government and 
ask for an order in council protecting 
the imported game from wanton des­
truction.

ference to our conversation on Saturday, 
when you asked our company to tender 
for the entire running of one electric 
sprinkler, I am not in a position to make 
any definite offer, as I am not in posses­
sion of full facts as to the hours of run­
ning. Also, you will readily understand 
that weather conditions, number of hy­
drants, and thé special streets to be 
operated over, would materially affect 
the tender. A heax-y car like the tank 
car, when running up grades would use a 
very large quantity of current.

However, I have had an estimate made 
of the approximate cost to us of running 
the sprinkler for a ten-hour day, with 
two men .(water free), and governed by 
the general grade of streets in Victoria, 
and find same to be $18.31.

For the sake of argument, we will de­
duct from this one-quarter, which, I 
think, would roughly cover the propor­
tion of street occupied by the track, and 
this would leave $13.73 as the city’s share.

From these, figures you will see that our 
company’s offer to supply the motive 
power and keep the car in repair as our 
proportion of the expense, is a vers' lib­
eral one. The figures given merely cover 
the actual daily cost of operating as near 
as we can get it. If a contract were en­
tered into, allowance would have to be 
made for contingencies, viz., possible ac­
cident to other cars or passengers, burn 
out of electric motors, etc., etc.

The Anti-Tuberculosis Society held its 
regular quarterly meeting in the city 
hall Monday afternoon.
