The pre-
mier was not in the hall at the time
and the crowd would not take the as-
surances of the Conservatives that he
was in his hotel and continued 1o press
for an entrance. Finally the Conser-
vatives called the police and cleared
the hallways, driving the crowd [into
the street, There they learned the pre-
mier was in the ‘Wilson hotel, and led
by Mr. Hawthornthwaite, a ¢ommittee
walted on him.

DISCOUNT RATE UNCHANGED.

Weekly Statement Issued by “Old Lady
of Threadneedie Street.”

London, March 26.—The rate of dis-
count of the Bank of England remained
unchanged to-day at 3 per cent.

The weekly statement of the Bank of
England shows the following changes:
Total reserve, decrease £327,000; circula-
tion, increase £477,000; bullion, increase
£150,283; other securities, increase $3,018,-
000; other deposits, increase £2,329,000;
public deposits, increase £274,000; notes
reserve, decrease £302,000; government
securities- unchanged.

The proportion of the bank’s reserve to
its liabilities this week is 48.64 per cent.,
compared with 51.26 per cent. last week.

WHEN DOMINION HAS
WARSHIPS OF HER OWN

Reason Why Soo Steel Indus-
tries Should Be Kept
Alive.

Toronto, March 26.—To Liberalism,
Ontario is indebted for her prosperity,”
said Colonel Atkinson, in resuming the
budget debate in the local legislature.
He referred particicularly to the keep-
ing alive of the Soo steel industries,
which, sald the Colonel, “would, in the
near future, not only be rolling steel
rails, but also steel armorplates for
the cruisers and warships of ouir navy;

will have a navy of her own.

SAYS CHINA IS
FRIENDLY POWER

VISCOUNT HAYASHI
REVIEWS SITUATION

Statements by Japanese For-
eign Minister on Tatsu and
Kaio Incidents.

Tokio, March 26.—Foreign Minister
Hayashi made a statement to-day in
the Diet in ference to the Tatsu inci-
dent. He‘related the history of th’g case
as ha.a already been published, :and
said that fhe record had not yet “heen
received at the foreign office.

He wlshed t.o say. emphatiﬂllx ﬂia& _

shown a lrlendly atﬁtude,to Japan an
a desire for the continuanecg of friendly
relafions between the two countries.

Regarding the seizure .of the Japan-
ese fishing vessel Kaio Maru, near St.
Paul islands by the Unitéd States, Mr.
Hayashi said that negotiations were
rending, and that it was premature to
make an official statement.

In the matter of the Kantao bound-
ary, the minister of foreign affairs said
that this was an old dispute between
Korea and China, and that it would
probably involve lengthy negotiations.
In fact the boundary had not even been
fixed.

Regarding the forcible seizure of the
Tiem Pesham mine near Kantao by
Chinese troops, Minister Hayashi said
that this matter was included in the
Kantao negotiations, and that when
the boundary was fixed the mine ques
tion would be considpred.

Regarding ‘anti-Japanese feeling by
the central government of China, he
said ‘he was unable to discover the
slightest evidence of unfriendliness.
China was a vast country, with millions
of people, of whom a portion were
probably anti-Japanese, but that it was
impossible to-influence the entire popu-
lation, It is beyond the scope of the
Japanese foreign office to reach all
sections of China, and it will take“ime
to prove to the universal satisfaction
Japan's ‘good intentions toward her
neighbor.

The Diet will be prorogued to-night
until the general election, which com-
mences in May.

CANADIAN FIRM WINS.

St. John Chronometer Accepted by
British Admiralty—Hundred
Competeitors.

St. John, N. B., March 26.—The Lords
of Admiralty in England hawve notified
A. B. Mallen & Son, watchmakers of
this - city, that they have accepted one
of their chronometers. The instru-
ment was accepted in competition with
upwards of one hundred others, and it
is said to be the first from a firm out-
side of the British islands to be ac-
cepted.

DEAD BY HAND
OF ASSASSIN

DIPLOMAT’S LIFE ENDED
IN SAN FRANCISCO

Koreans Will Be Tried for Mur-
der of D. W. Stev-
ens.

San Francisco, March 26.—Durham
White Stevens, the diplomat who was
shot by I. Whan Chang, & Yyoung
Korean on Monday, dded at the hos-
pital last night. Death was due to
peritonitis. The operation disclosed
that the assassin’s bullet had perforat-
ed the intestinos In six places. At the
bedside when death came were C, O.
Koike, Japanese consul-general in San
Francisco,

Mr. Stevens regained ronsciousness
only ong¢e after the operation, and then
said he was in great pain. The attend-
ing physicians realized last night that
death was certain in a short time, and
operated in the faint hope of saving
his life.

Consul- Generh Koike was greatly
affected by the death of Mr. Stevens.

I, Whan Chang, the Korean who shot
the diplomat, when informed at the
jail of hig victim’s death, received the
news without surprise and with mani-
fest delight. Since the day of the shoot-
ing Chang has been expressing the
hope that Stévens might die. Last
night when asked if he wag sorry for
what he had done, Chang said: “I am
glad. He was no friend of Korea, and
he is better dead.”

Mr. Stevens’ death will result in a
charge of murder being brought
against both Chang, and Chun, his ac-
womplice, who attacked Stevens as he

Washington, = March  26.—Durham
White Stevens, who died at San Fran-
cisco last might, was returning hers
for a fortnight's vacation. Mr.
Stevens had lived here with three. sis-
ters for many years.. Mr. Stevens was
in the United States diplomatic corps
for. ten-years, and until 1883, serving as
secretary of legation at Tokio. It was
through- his services there that the at-
tention of Japanese officials was called
to him. Then he served as confiden-
tial advisor and counsel for the Jap-
anese légation in this city and en-
joyed the confidence of Count Okuma.
He was a prominent club man here and.
few men in the diplomatic corps were
better known in this city. When the
troubles arose in the Far East, Mr.
Stevens was consulted frequently and
was -called to Tokio and hurried to
Seoul/ to fill the post of confidential
counsellor of the Japanese regime -in
the Hermit Kingdom. At this time the
conflicts between Japan and Russia
over the jurisdiction were acute and
Japan began a virtual protectorate over
the Korean country. It was the ef-
fectiveness of the work done by the
Japanese authorities at Seoul under
the direction of Mr. Stevens that made
the diplomat an active mark for the
Koreans’ ‘resentment. He naturally
made many enemies among the active
adherents of the Korean sovereignty
both in that quarter of the world and
among Koreans in America and other
countries.

The appreciation which the Japanese
government felt for the notable ser-
vice Mr. Stevens had rendered was
videnced by its bestowal on him of an
honorarium of $10,000 annually and
decorations of tht third class order of
the Rising Sun and the order of Sacred
Treasure.

IN LADYSMITH

RESUMPTION OF
MANY INDUSTRIES

Large Acreage Will Be Cleared
in the Near

Ladysmith, March 25.—Conditions
are improving at Ladysmith. Last

month was the slackest time there
has been at the Extension mines for
a period extending into years. With
the total stfspension of work at the

Dunsmuir that on a former occasion
ihe Wellington Colliery Company had
offered to supply coal for the city
lighting purposes at $2 a ton. Did this
offer still hold good, he asked?

The reply of the Lieutenant-Gover-
nor was in the negative.

End Unexpected.
London, March 24.—The news of the

death of the Duke of- Devonshire at
Cannes came unexpectedly to England
and has caused widespread regret. Al-

though the Duke had been ailing since
he suffered a sudden attack of heart
weakness while, visiting King Edward
at Windsor Castle last June jand in
spite of some alarming repo ts that
reached London during his sojpurn in
Egypt this winter, the recent accounts
of his health™had been more Essuring
and the news of his death has come

almost as a surprise. Yesterday, how-
ever, the family of the Duke were ad-
vised of a relapse and Victoria C. W.

Cavendish, his nephew, and Lord Chas.
Montague went to Cannes and were
present when the end came.

The death of the Duke leaves a gap
in the public life of Great |Britain,
for although his withdrawal from tha
Balfour ministry when Joseph| Cham-
berlain launched his fiscal policy es-
tranged him from a majorityl of the
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natural successor of Lord Beaconsfield.
‘When,- however,  Queen Victoria sent
foer him and asked him to form a cab-
met, his lordship declined. Some say
this was a rare act of self-denial, others
attribute it to indolence. But, at all
events, Lord Hartington prefered tc
serve under Mr. Gladstone. In a few
years, however, he parted company
‘with the Liberals. When Mr. Gladstone,
in 1886, espoused the cause of Irish
Home Rule, Lord Hartington led the
secession of Liberal TUnionists. Upon
the defeat of the Gladstone government
Lord Balisbury, who was tendered the
premiership by the crown, offered to
step aside if Lord Hartington would
accept the task of forming a cabinet.
It is said that the position was offered
a third time on the retirement of Lord
Salisbury, but of this nothing definite
is known., Two refusals would seem to
have been enough.

The deceased Duke came into his
title, and his seven mansions, late in
life. His two seemingly contradictory
characteristics were carelessness and
caution. In his personal appearance the
Duke of Devonshire was strikingly
careless, This was the more Te-
markable because ©:¢ was the friend of
the King, the most careful of men. In
the form and manner of his publie ut-
terances the Duke was also careless.
So careless, indeed, that it was difficult
for a listener o understand - his re-
marks. Yet when the same remarks
eppeared in print they were singularly
clear, well reasoned and forceful. The
extreme caution of the Duke stamped
him in the eyes of the British people
ag an eminently safe man., By a safe
man is generally meant one who is
very slow to accept a new idea, Original
thinking is too oftén regarded in Eng-
i land as a dangercus, and altogether de-
| plorable violation of good taste. The
| Duke of Devonshire carefully avoided
offending in this respect, and hence he
wasg an eminently safe man. For g time
it appeared that the noble Duke was
very well dispesed towards the prefer-
gntial movement.

the family. The first Duke, who receiv-
ed his'titlte from Willlam IIL, was one
of the signers of the requisition that
brought that Prince to England, and
fought in his army. The name of
Cavendish’ is associated in these times
with a startling and' deplorable event.
Lord Frederick Cavendish, who, while
chief secretary for Ireland, was killed
in Phoenix Park in 1882, was a brother
of the present Duke, The story of the
execution of five of his murderers on
the information of Carey, who was
afterwards killed, and the hanging, too,
of Carey's assassin, is a painful page
of ‘history.

SENTENCE UPON
HARRY ORCHARD

OMISSION OF DEATH ;
PENALTY RECOMMENDED

Reasons for Clemency in
Dealing With Murderer of

Steunenberg.

Boise, Idaho, March 24.—Governor
Gooding will to-day receive official no-
tice, as is required by law, from Judge
Tremont Wood, of the sentence on
Harry Orchard, the self-confessed mur-
derer of former Governor Steunenbersg.

Judge Wood in speaking of the mat-
ter yesterday said: “By the statutes of
Idaho the common law is made the rule
of decision in all cases not consistent
with the legislative laws of the United
States and of the state, In the common
law when the court or magistrate ac-
cepted an accomplice as a witness
against a co-defendant, the law implies
a promise on the part of such court or
magistrate to recommend such accom-
plice to the merciful consideration of
the crown, provided the accomplice
thus accepted as a witness was subse-
quently convicted of the same offence.

‘““The right, however, to such a recom-
mendation for clemency depends upon
the accomplice thus accepted as a
witness testifying fully and greatly to
the entire transaction involved. It is
this fact that makes it necessary for
the trial court to review the evidence
of the accomplice, before judicially de-
termining that such accomplice is en-
titled to the recommendations of the
court for any degree of executive cle-
mency.

“The accomplice, Orchard, having
testified fully and fairly when accepted
as a witness, the court 'recommends
the omission of the death penalty.”

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KOREA CONSPIRES
AGAINST JAPAN

PLANS EXTERMINATION
OF HER CONQUERORS

Attempted Assassination of D.
W. Stevens Leads to Start-
ling Discovery.

San Francisco, March 24—The at-
tempt to assassinate Durham W.
Stevens, the political advisor of the

Korean council of state, it is said, was
the result of a carefully hatehed con-
spircy inspired immediately by a mani-
festo of the Korean ‘“Rightous Army,”
calling upon loyal Koreans to conse-
crate themselves to a holy war and
exterminate all Japanese. This mani-
festo reached here on the same ship
which brought Mr, Stevens..The pro-
clamation is signed by E. Yie Lin
Yung, general of the Korean ‘“Righte-
ous Army,” and is in part as follows:

Manifesto: To all Koreans in all
parts of the world—‘‘Loyalty to his na-
tion and fealty to his parents is the
primal law of man’s nature, The right
to live and the right to die for duty is
also the rule of nature. ' But, alas,
grievous times have come upon Korea,
our compatriots. We, who have been
educated by our 500-year-old dynasty
and raised up by our 4,000-year-old an-
cestry, have come under the domina-
tion of all the barbarous savage isl-
anders, the Japanese, They have abdi-
cated our emperor, destroyed our vil-
lages, killed our brethren, seized our
land, and our benefits, and are the
enemy not only of Korea but of "all the
world, for they have violated the peace
of humanity.

“Compatriots, we must unite and
consecrate jourselves to our land, to
restore our independence. We are sure
our God will help us. We must all do
our best to kill all Japanese, their spies,
allies and barbarous soldiers.

“The Japanese may compare the ris-
ing of our ‘Righteous Army’ to the at-
tempt of an insect to move a big moun-
tain, su. right is on our side, and we
are confidént that in the end we shall
be victorious. We shall sacrifice our
lives to their guns until our vow to ex-
terminate the Japanese or die has been
accomplished. (Signed) E. Yie Lin
Yun, genera] Korean ‘Righteous Army.’
(Date) 4240 after Tan Koon.”

I. W, Paik, national préesident of the
Korean Reform League, in comment-
ing on the action of the conspirators,
quoted as follows: *“Mr, Stevens met
the fate that comes to all betrayers,”
he said. “He came into Korea from
America which we have always regard-
ed as our best friends among the na-
tions. He betrayed us. He told us that
the nation we most hate.must be ac-
ceptéu’ us our master, and he told us
that theitwo Koreans @i despised in
their own land were the ones to lead
us as ‘ve should go,but we are not
fools nor. dogs to submit.”

“Who are the Koreans most hated in
their own land?’’ Paik was asked. “Yee
Wan Wong, the prime minister, who
also is a Japanese spy, and Song Pung
Chun, the minister of agriculture,” he
replied.

“And they will be laid low, too,” he
added. There are said to be 700 Koreans
in the two revolutionary leagues here,
and these are working with a million
more who have fled into Siberia and
Russia to rouse their countrymen to
drive the Japanese from their land
which the patriots here say 'is being
robbéd and pillaged by the conquerors.

Reason For’ Deed.

San Francisco, March 24—I. W.
Chang, the Korean who yesterday shot
D. 'W. Stevens, diplomatic attache of
the government last night, made a
written satement from which the fol-
lowing extracts are taken:

“This day I shot D. W, Stevens. I
shot him because he was the main fac-
tor in the Japanese reign of bloodshed
and oppression in Korea, and because
he, as the head and adviser of the
regime, was responsible for the deaths
of fathers, mothers and brothers in
Korea. Mr, Stevens is the advisor of
the Korean government, paid by the
Korean government, but he is work-
ing for the interests of Japan and
against those of the nation which look-
ed to him as an American for justice
and good rule. He has endeavored to
make the people of the United States
of America believe that Japanese pro-
teetion of Korea was the best thing for
that nation in the present, and would
be in the future. He lied when he said
the Korean pecple were happy under
Japanese rule. So, for this falseheeds,
I shot Stevens, .

“If I kill him and I die, it will be a
warning to others who take his place
to deal justly with the people in their
care. I will nake no complaint at the
punishment that will be meted out, and
should my act aid my ccuntry in its
struggles for freedom, I shall die nobly
and well. I shot Stevens and I wish to
die.”

Japanese Comment.

Tokio, March 24.—The —mewspapers
are all issuing extras with actounts of
the attempt to assassinate D. W,
Stevens, Marquis Ito was deeply affect-
ed by the receipt of the news, and said
through hisg secretary: “I cannot ex-
press my  sorrow.” Marquis Ito is in
feeble health.

Baron Ishi said to the Associated
Press: ‘“Mr. Stevens is the last man
whom I should expect to be assasinated
at the hands of Koreans whom he has
consistently befriended.”

The fact that Mr. Stevens’ life was
safe in Korea and Japan, and that his
assassination was attémpted in Am-
erica has brought out uni%ersal com-
ment that the decd was the result of
the propaganda in America against
Japan,

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BUSINESS AND THE BUDGET.

Mr. Fielding’s budget speeches are
subject to the extraordinary criticisms
that they are easify comprehended, the
statements of a b\lxsiness man to busi-
ness men, not merely “stump spéeches,”
as the speeches ojf Mr. Foster have
been and as his so-called criticisms are.
If the Finance Minister's budgets are
clear, concise and not ornamented with
nrbtorlca.l\frllls, they ought to be, aad
are, what the country expects. They
contain an exact statement of the con-
diticn of the finances.

These expendi-
tures, however, will be offset by the ad-
dition of a great national asset in the
form of a line of| railway extending
from Winnipeg in|the west to Monctou
in the east.| That line of road will he
the property of the countiry, operated
by the Grand Trunk Pacific Company,
the company paying during the term
of its operation e interest upon its
cost. This rallway will open up a new
dominion through [Northern British Co-
lumbia, Alberta, Saskatchewan, ‘Mani-
tova, Ontarip, Quebec and New Bruns-
wiclk.. It will add jmillions to the popu-
lation of Canpada. | Will anyone serious-
ly contend that the venture will not
amply recoup the Dominion treasury
for all initial expenditures, or that the
revenue within a| short time will not
expsnd in a manner which will make
the expansion of {the past ten years
seern insignificant?

Mr, Fielding .is| unquestionably. an
original type of Finance Minister.

KIPLING ON CANADA.

Mr. Kiplln.g's‘ promised
articles on Canada and ‘upon the rela-
tions of the Colonies with the Empire
is appearing in the press of this con-
tinent. The first of the papers occupies
the place of honor in Collier's Weekly
of March 14, It is prefaced by verses
which we frankly confess are not quite
intelligible to us, although it is appar-
ent the poetry contains a criticism of
the preSent British government.  The
article itself is very friendly and quite
complimentary to Canada, which is de-
scribed as the Elder Sister in the
galaxy of states composing the British
Empire. The Times. remarked, in com-
menting on some of the observations of
Mr. Harold Béegbie with reference to
Canada, that we wondered what man-
ner of men the essayist had met when
travelling through the Dominion. The
tone of Mr. Begbie’'s articles implied a
doubt as to the future of this country
in a political sense—whether ‘it ~was
possible that as Canadians we could en-
dure the test of American com_x_'nercial-
ism and American idealism and .ceme
forth unscathed. He seemed to think
Great Britain had failed in her duty in
some respects, and that the result must
inevitably be the ultimate loss of Can-
ada to the Empire. The tone of Mr.
Kipling's first paper is .almost identical,
although expressed in.a different way
and in characteristic Kipling style. But
Mr. Kipling seems to blame the British
government for the trend of events,
while Mr. Begbie apparently - argues
that Canada has been remiss in some
mysterious manner. Both commenta-
tors apparently hint that there is deep
necessity for a change in the present
political status, the one reasoning that
Canada ought to make the first move,
the other contending that the initia-
tive ought to bhe taken by the parent
state, It jis said that onlookers see
most of the game, It is of course pos-
sible that these two acute observers in
the course of their travels and asso~ia-
tions have seenr things and felt cur-
rents hidden from the senses of mere
people on the spot. Nevertheless our
opinion is thgt Canada is perfectly sat-
isfied with the existing ‘political status
and that the vast majority of Can-
adians are content to work out their
destinies along existing lines. Still Mr
Kipling’s first contribution is very in-
teresting to Canadians.  Its tone . is
identical with the- sentiments shortly
expressed by the author ‘in his speech
delivered before thé Canadian Club of
Victoria. It deals principally with the
voyage across the ocean and the.first
impressions created ° by -the - imposing
aspect of the ancient ¢ity and environs
of Quebec. This interest will be in-
creased as the author journeys across
the three thousand” miles of Canadda,
culminating with his brief experience
in the capital of British Columbia,

A
sight of the originals at once disposed
of the insinuations of these most hon-
orable gentlemen, whose characters
may be gauged from the very nature of
their suspicions, and proved that they
had been blocking business in the hope
of creating false impressions through-
out the country. We have already tak-
en occasion to point out that it is only
since the Cpnservativés went into op-
position that the sessions of parliament
have been prolonged to an undue ex-
tent. The opposition has been engaged
in a diligent hunt “for scandals, has
been futilely endeavoring to find evi-
dence of wrongdoing upon which to
make an appeal té the. eonstituencies.
The compldint of the soldiers is the il-
lustration of what has. been accom-
plished. Parliament .is meeting. from
two to three months earlier than usual,
and still business cannot be transacted
in time to meet the requirements ' of
the departments., The _inevitable out-
come has been predicted by Conserva-
tive newspapers and by reasonable
Conservatives in the House itself.

RESIGNATION HAS NOT
YET TAKEN EFFECT

Parks Board Had Not Had Op-
portunity of Considering
Thompson Letter.

(From Tuesday's Daily.)

Nothing has been done so far regard-
ing the resignation of J. G. Thompson,
superintendent of city parks, presented
at last week’s meeting of the city
counecil. Mr. Thompson in his letter of
resignation, stated that while his rela-
tions with the ecity had in the past
been harmonious, he feared that this
condition. would not continue in the fu-
ture, and he accordingly asked to be re-
lieved of his duties on April 15th. The
matter was referred to the parks board
to report upon, but that body has not
met since then.

There were a couple of causes leading
up to Mr. Thompson’s resignation. One
of them-  was something that happenfed
at the last meeting of the parks board,
at. which Mr. Thompson was present.
It appears that some time last summer
Mr. ‘Thompsen was instructed by ex-
Mayor Morley to hire men to cut the
hay at Beésdcon Hill park. This Mr.
Thempson did, but when that work was
finished, he did not discharge the men.
seven in- miumber, who . continued at

. work until the last meeting of the parks

| board .aecounts, the fact - was not dis-

covered untir the last meeting of the
board. When ‘the fa¢t came to light
that these men had been for some
months drawing pay'from the city, Mr.
Thompson was asked how this came
about, and replied that he had never,
been told to discharge them. This
brought forth some adverse comment
from members pf the board. There was
also trouble over some plowing done at
Beacon hill reeently. George E. Wil-
kerson and F. B. Pemberton were ap-
pointed a committee of the parks board
to look after some plowing that it was
thought should be/ done at Beacon hill
in preparing a nursery for young trees,
and they pointed out the ground that
they wished worked. Mr. Thompson's
men, however, plowed a different piece
of ground, and when spoken to about it
the superintendent is sald to have re-
plied that the piece pointed out by
Messrs. Wilkerson and Pemberton was
too wet for plowing.

It is apparently as a result of these
two clashes with members of the board
that Mr, Thompson has seen fit to re-
sign.

Mr. Thompson is very reticient on the
subjéct of his resignation. Interviewed
by a reporter for the Times he refused
to discuss his action or the reasons that
led up to it. All that he would say was
that his resignation was fina] and that
he would leave tlie employ of the board
on April 15th, no matter what happen-
ed. Mr. Thompson has been for sixteen
years superintendent of city parks, his
services 4s such having been continued
by the parks board when that body was
organized last year.

Mr. Arbuthniot when seen about the
matter by a reporter for the Times,
said it was absolutely a foolish thing
to have kept at work, for months, men
who had been hired for a few days’
haying. He had been astonished when
he learned. that such a thing had been
done, for there was little, if any, work
to be done at Beacon hill to keep that
number employed.

The contihuance of these men in em-
ployment without the knowledge of the
parks board had been made possible by
the system of paying parks board ac-
counts at present in vogue. Instead of
the parks board having an opportunity
to pass upon the accounts, they were
paid by -civiec officials. on the recom-
mendation: of the eity engineer’'s de-
partment. -On thig account the parks
board ' at present had practically no
contrel over - the expenditure of the
funds placed at its disposal. In other
places where there were parks boards
all -accounts, including payrolls,, must
be ‘passed by the board before being
paid, and the same system would have
to be introduced here if the parks
board. were to be made a success.

In discussing other matters affecting
the parks board, Mr. Arbuthnot said
that- the work of seeding the boule-
vardes and other work of that kind was
being held back  through the eouncil's
delay in passing the estimates. If the
seeding were not done soon it would be
ton late to get the: best results from
the work and the success of the boule-
varding would be endangered.

AMERICANS FLOWING IN.

Ottawa, March 25.—Immigration into
Canada .for January and February
from. the United States shows an in-
crease -of sixty-one per cent. over the
same time last year. There is a thirty-
six per cent. decrease by ocean ports.

FARMING LAND ON
QUEEN CHARLOTTE

Climate and Soil on Isles Well
Adapted to Fruit
Growing.

Prince Rupert, March 25.—Among the
passengers from here recéntly on board
the Amur, was A. C. Pallant, a set-
tler at Tiel- river, 26 miles north of
Skidegate, who is taking over three
horses and farming implements. He

| says that sixteen different settlers are

located in Tiel river, and that the out-
look is encouraging. A resident, Ilo-
cally known as ‘‘Mexican Tom,” has
a band of cattle, about 160 head, among
them threc registered bulls, and all the
cattle are rolling fat, there being good
stretches of bunch grass in the dis-
trict, Between Tiel river and Skide-
gate ig another settlement, known as
Lone Hill, which is fifteen miles from
Skidegate. There are twenty settlers
located there.

Asked respecting the land, Mr. Pal-
lant may be quoted as saying: The
soil is sandy loam, and potatoes and
other vegetablwes grow to perfection.
Judging from the wild fruits that grow,
the land and climate are well adapted
for fruit growing. Some of the land
will be hard to clear, but none of it
will be as hard as the land around Se-
attle or on Puget Sound. The stumps
will not need powder to blow them
out, as they can be pulled out, as the
roots do not go down deep 'in the
ground.

The oil works at Skidegate are te
be started up by Mr. Leary, the well
krown canneryman, who is taking his
family to the island, and as there are
nine in the family, the population of
the island will soon be worth count-
ing. \

As there is ho harbor at Tiel river,
the nearest port of call is Skidegate,
and the settlers at Tiel river and Lone
Hill are asking the government to
build a wagon road.

Asked as to how much land is open
for pre-emption and purchase under
the Land Act, Mr. Pallant said that
he had heard of but one spectacular tak-
ing up land in the district, and that
there must be thousands of aeres on
the island open for preemption and
purchase.

Skidgate is about 110 miles south-
west of Prince Rupert, and ordin-
arily can be reached by steamers like
the Amur in ten hours.

The clifhate is mild, like that of Van-
couver Island, owing to the nearness
of theé Japan‘ current.

LEFT OPERATING LANCE
IN PATIENT’S SIDE

Criminal Carelessness of Van-
couver Surgeon Resulted
in Death.

Vancouver, March 26.—William Ar-
gyle Campbell, a laboring man, aged
forty years, died yesterday, apparently
as the result of the gross carelessness
of @ surgeon who perfermed an oper-
ation on him -several months ago.

Campbell suffered from appendicitis
and the operation being performed he
recovered. After recommencing work
he was attacked by pains in his side
which increased so that he nearly be-
came insane. So ill did he become that
a new operation in the abdomen was
performed. Imbedded between the tis-
sues was found the surgeon’s lance
used in the first operation.

WHENCE TRADE WILL
COME TO TERMINUS

Prince Rupert Has Empire of
Productive Territory to
Draw From.

From the west, Prince Rupert is not
farther than 175 miles from any part
of Queen Charlotte iglands on which
there are settlements. If the islands
have the minerals that surface show-
ing indicate, and the area of land that
looks as if it was suitable for farming,
these islands alone should have as large
a population in ten years as Kootenay
district has, for it has a milder cli-
mate than Kootenay has.

From the east, Prince Rupert has an
empire to draw from. An empire that
has farm lands, fruit lands, grazing
lands, and mineral areas already be-
ing = prospected. Vancouver draws
trade from Kootenay district, which is
from 300 to 500 miles east of it. Prince
Rupert should draw trade from as far
east as Barkerville, in Cariboo dis-
trict, and between Barkerville and
Prince Rupert will be over 500 miles of
the main line of the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific railroad. .

From the north, Telegraph Creek, the
best known district on the Stikine
river, will send its trade to Prince
Rupert, as the distance is only 300
miles. Whitéhorse in.the Yukon is only
600 miles distant, and Naas river, Ob-
servatory inlet, and Portland canal sal-
mon canneries and mines are from 75
to 125 miles.

From the south, the farmers at Bella
Coola are closer to Prince Rupert by
over a hundred miles than they are
te Vancouver, and the-industries that
will be established on the many bays
and inlets along the string of islands
that stretch for miles north of Queen
Charlotte sound will all be so much
closer to Prince Rupert than t6 Van-
couver, that the Pacific Coast terminus
of the Grand Trunk Pacific will have
an advantage. ‘

But trade will not come to Prince
Rupert until Prince Rupert has houses
that, can meet the demands of the peo-
ple who must buy away from home.
This is an agé when no one buys any-
thing because of sentiment. Everyone
buys where they can buy to the best
advantage.

Prince Rupert will get the trade of
the North if her businésg men sell as
cheap or cheaper than the business men
of cities farther south; not otherwise.
More: Business houses in Prince Rup-
eért must keep stocks, not mere bar-
gain counters. ‘The buyer at out-of-
way places must get what he orders,
not what the seller has on hand. One
of the short-comings of jobbing houses
in Vancouver is that they seldom fill
an order as it is ordered; but, instead,
fill it with a class of goods that the
buyer does not want.

Prince Rupert should profit by the
mistakes and short-comings of other
piaces, if she is to be the San Fran-
cisco of the North, for when it is all
said, San Francisco is the only city on
the North Pacific Coast.

“HARMLESS LUNATIC”
WANTED ASYLUM.

Sought to Force His Way Into
New Westminster En-
closure.

C. P. R. TO ACQUIRE
KETTLE VALLEY LINE

Grand Forks, March 25.—Word
reached here yesterday from the east
that the €. P. R. would take over the
entire hgldings of the Kettle Valley
Line raifway in the Boundary on
April 1st next.

It has been the general opinion that
the C. P. R. has all along shown
rather a fatherly interest in the Keéettle
Valley Line Company and this new re-
port is therefore not 'a great surprise.

of the legislature were, and he replied
substantially as follows:

‘“The session just closed wae in
many ways a notable one. The action

of the lieutenant-governor in reserving

his assent to the immigration bill last
year was much resented by those op-
posed to Asiatic immigration, and I
may here state that the great majority
of the people of all classes in this
province are opposed to such immigra-
tion.

“A very lively debate arose in the
House over the resolutions introduced
by Mr. Oliver and the member for
Nanaimo, calling for the impeachment
of the lieutenant-governor. These
resolutions, however, were ruled out
og order by the Speaker, and the object
aimed at was not attained.

““The Natal Act also gave rise to a
lively debate. The opposition contend-
ed that under our constitution the
legislature could not effectively exclude
either the Japanese or the Chinese,
but supported the measure, believing
that it would apply to all other Orien-
tlas, with the possible exception of
the (Hindus, with respect to which
there might be some doubt. The act,
therefore, passed with the assent of
both 'sides of the House. Since then,
however, the courts have decided that
the view taken by the opposition was
correct. The decision, however, may
be appealed to the Privy Council, and
a final decision obtained on this much
vexed question.

“The Civil Service Bill gave rise to
strenuous opposition to that part of it
which proposed to give pensions to re-
tired civil servants. The opposition
took the stand that civil servants were
not entitled to any different treatment
than other classes in the community,
and that if pensions were to be given
at all some system of old age benefit
would be inaugurated that would maka
provision for the sick and helpless.
The government was finally compelled
:)qllwithdraw the pension clauseg of the

ill,

“A number of other bills of more or
less interest passed the House. On
the whole, the session was a most in-
teresting and lively one, and resulted
in the passing of several useful meas-
ures.

“It may be of special interest to the
people of Rossland to know that I have
the promise of the finance minister,
backed by Dr. Young, the provinecial
secretary, that Rossland’s cliim to a
larger share of the taxes paid by the
mines in this city will receive special
consideration. The government has
been made to see that by reason of
the manner in which the province de-
rives revenue from the mines, Ross-
land has been placed in a most un-
favorable position. We do not object
to the province obtaining a legitimate
revenue from the mines, but when the
city is deprived from the right, which
other ,cities enjoy, of taxing the real
estate, plant and machinery of its
chief industry, so that the province
may receive a large revenue under
the name of minera] tax, we say we
are unfairly treated, and are placed
with regard to taxation on a basis al-
together different from that upon
which the other large cities of the
province are placed,

“By the G. T. P. bill the province
has removed the only obstacle to im-
mediate construction of the railway
from Prince Rupert easterly. The
work in the north, I am fully confi-
dent, will save us from the hard times
which threaten other parts of the con-
tinent.”

PARKS BOARD AND
THE COUNCIL CLASH

City Gives Engineer Instruc-
tions Over-riding Those of
the Commission.

(From Tuesday’'s Daily.)

If a letter from F. B. Pemberton,
chairman of the boulevard committee
of the parks board, is an index of the
feelings of olher members of that board
there will have to be some adjustment
of the relations between the parks
board and city council if the former is
to continue in existence. From Mr.
Pemberton’s letter there appears to be
a conflict of authority in certain mat-
ters, the counci] having given: instrue-
tions over-ruling those of the board,
regarding the boulevarding at the en-
trance to Beacon Hill park. Mr. Pem-
berton suggests that if present condi-
Ltions are to continue there is no reason
for the further existence of the parks
board.

The letter follows:

Gentlemen—With regard to the mat-
ter of boulevarding and sidewalks at
the entrance to the park from Hum-
boldt street, this matter has been up
before the parks board. We have held
two meetings on the spot and decided
on a definite plan, instructions in ae-
cordance with which have been issued
to the city engineer. We now are given
to understand that different instrac-
tions have been given by your honor-
able body to the city engineer over-rid-
ing our instructions.” We understand
that all such matters were definitely in
the hands of the parks board to ‘ar-
range, otherwise what is the use of
fuch a board? Since our Appointment
we have given a congiderable amount
of time and attention to the duties
which we understand belonged to us.
If. however, such duties as we have
been: attending to are not under our
absolute control we hardly see the ne-
cessity of our board continuing in of-

Aubrey Ohin, a hack driver for
Scholefield’s livery barn, oé¢cupled
quite a prominent place in the police
court this morning, having to answer
to two charges, one of using obscene
lunguage on the streets and the other
of “wantonly, cruelly and unnecessar-
ily beating his horses.” Both of-
fences, it was charged, had been com-
mitted early Sunday morning, He
pleaded guilty to the use of the bai
language and was fined $10, but de-
nied the other charge and was de-
fended by J. A. Alkman.

up to $100, but in view of the fact
that the offence was committed at such
a late hour at night that few if any
people were on the streets at the time,
he would let him off with a fine of
$10.

In connection with the second charge
Special Officer W, A, Ostrom told of
having, seen him about 12:30 midnight,
flogging his horses rather severely on
the stand on Yates street. He also
kicked one of the horses and pulled
them up almost off their feet. H=2
first heard Ohin flogging the horses
while he was standing in front of
Levy's restaurant. He had seen. Ohin
driving toward the stand and the
horses were going dquietly.

Mrs. Blanche Baynton told of hav-
ing heard the flogging of the horses
on coming out of the -Poodle. Dog

animals.

Frank Lorenge, hack driver, When
called, denied all knowledge of the af-
fair.” Ohin’s team, he sald, was a
spirited one and he could not hold
them if they were beaten as Officer
Asghton swore they had been. If the
horses had been beaten as it was said
they had been they would have been
marked.

Andrew Baynton, hack driver, cor-
rcborated Mr, Ashton’s evidence as to
the character of the beating adminis-
tered to the horses by Ohin. Lorenge,
the previous witness, notwithstanding
his evidence to the contrary, had beén
present with him at the time of the
beating. All horses did not raise marks
as the result of blows and the team 1n
question would not be likely to do so.
Ohin was more .or less drunk at the
time.

J. Oates, foreman at Scholefield’s
stable swore he saw the team in ques-
tion at 6 o'clock next morning but ob-
served no indication of having been
beaten, although they would have been
marked if whipped as it was said they
had been. The team was a high spirit-
ed one,

Charles Mitchell, a local pugilist,
who spends his spare time driving a
hack, swore he had been present at the
time and the horses had not been
beaten unnecessarily. He 8saw the
horses at the stable and there were
no marks on them for he and Ohin had
looked particularly to see if there were
any.

Xubrey Ohin gave evidence on his
own behalf, and swore that on the
night in question one of the horses had
commenced backing up, and he had hit
them a couple of cracks to make them
go forward, but the blows had fallen
on the harness instead of the horses.
The trouble had been that the ‘lines
had become caught. The team was a
high-spirited one.

Vancouver to Have Structure
to Accommodate
Popular Want.

Vancouver, March
will see Vancouver's second annual
horse show in new and commeodious
quarters much larger tha.n the armor-
ies.

The proposal has already been in-
formally considered and ‘approved. It
will be formally considered and prob-
ably finally decided within two weeks.

This was the effect of ‘g statement
made by Manager F. M. Logan just be-
fore leaving for Victoria. Esquestrian
Judge Murray accompanied him to the
capital.

“We have but one regret,” smiled
Mr. Logan, “that is that we were forc-
ed to turn away hundreds of willing
spectators.”

“It speaks volumes for Vancouver
and British Columbia,” said Mr. Mur-
ray. “I have never before seen people
turned away from a first annual horse
show.”

“But we are going to see that it
doesn’t occur again,” put in Mr, Logan.
‘“We will have a meeting of the direc-
tors, the executive, within two weeks;
and this will be one of the first ques-
tions taken up, the proposal for the
erection of a building of our own. You
can depend upon it, that building will
be quite large enough.”

“It ‘was the greatest show I have
seen outside of Madison Square Gar-
den, New York. It is larger than Mon-
treal, and the equal, if not greater than
Toronto, For promptness in carrying
out and for quality of exhibits I never
saw better,” added Mr. Murray, one of
the best known horsemen on the conti-
nent. His work as judge in connection
with the show was of the highest order,
and won the approval of the manage-
ment and exhibitors alike. On Wed-
nesday he will return to Toronto.

TWENTY DOLLARS FOR
HITTING WITH SPADE

Assault Case Heard in the Po-
lice Court This
) Morning.

It cost John Hepburn $20 for the mo-
mentary satisfaction of knocking Mark
Norton out with a blow from a spade.

Hepburn, giving evidence on his own
behalf, said that Norton had been an-
noying the other workmen on the day
in question.

When Norton spoke to him he
was near the mouth of a large pit and
he had pushed him away, following
which he thought Norton was going to
attack him and, to save himself from
falling into the pit, had used the spade
to push him away. He did not intend
to hurt Norton and did not think he
had done so at first.

LAST SESSION
OF INSTITUTE

FARMERS OF PROVINCE
FINISH SITTINGS

Last Meeting of the Central
Gathering Held Yesterday
Afternoon.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

Five additional resolutions were
brought before the Central Farmers’
Institute at the fourth and final session
of its annual meeting yesterday after-
noon. Twenty-one delegates were pres-
ent, who decided that four of the mo-
tions should go through in quick time,
and that the fifth ‘'should go out with
equal speed. The latter motion, how-
ever, which was brought by Mr. Hills,
asking that the government be petition-
ed to tax all but one dog in each home-
stead, was only lost after a close call,
the voting being ten in its favor and
eleven against it. The procedure adopt-
ed was very different from the previous
sessions. There was little or no discus-
sion on any of the matters beyond their
introduction by the framers of the mo-
tions. Copies of the superintendent’s
address and of the Farmer's Institute
Act were handed to members before the
meeting closed, and votes of thanks
carried to Captain Tatlow, Hon. R. Mc-
Bride, the secretary, and the stenog-
rapher, and to Mr. R. M. Palmer.

Mr. Palmer made a short speech at
the close of the meeting, and present-
ed three of the medals won in London;
and showed photographs of the British
Columbia exhibit at the Royal Horticul-
tural Exhibition at London last sea-
son.

The awards made were those won by
the Nelson Fruit Growers’ Association,
which was handed to Mr. Johnston; the
Salmon Arm Farmer's Exchange, which
was handed to Mr. McCallum, and to
the Kaslo Fruit Growers’ Ascociation.

Mr. Palmer, in a short address, said
he was pleased to be present and ad-
vised that the fruit exhibits in Eng-
land be carried on as before, but on a
much 'larger scale. He was sure British
Columbia could claim great succesg as
the gold medal has now been won four
times, and that it is safe to say that it
is not an acocident. Mr. Palmer answer-
ed several questions and the meeting
resolved itself into a social gathering
for a few moments. Mr. Palmer told
the members that the three best kinds
of apples to ship to the English markets
were Cox’s Orange Pippin, New Tom
Pippin, and Spitzenbergen varieties.

The resolutions which were carried by
the meeting were as follows:

Moved by James Johnston and sec-
onded by Arthur Okell:

“Resolved, that the Dominion govern-
ment be requested to furnish up to date
inatructions re the fruit marks act, no
instructions being at present printed
as to the size of any packages or
boxes.”

Moved by Thomas Corbett and sec-
onded by D. Graham:

“Resolved, that the subject of co-op-
eration in sale and distribution of pro-
duce on the lower mainland be discuss-
ed and the principle adopted by the
meeting.”

Mr. Corbett said he had brought up
the matter to obtain information upon
it from the members, and as he thought
others were there who would like to
hear something on the subject.

Mr, Johnston explained the mean-
ing of the resolution which was' then
put and carried.

Moved by Charles B. Jones and sec-
onded by R. Carter, Jr.:

“Whereas, experience has shown that
to obtain the best results in the grad-
ing and packing and marketing of our
fruits and farm produce, it is neces-
sary to establish a local farmers’ and
fruit exchange on a co-operative plan.

“And whereas it is often found diffi-
cult 1o secure sufficient capital to op-
erate such exchange sufficiently in the
first instance;

“Therefore, it is resolved that the
Central Farmers’ Institute urgently re-
quest the government to. grant a sum
of money not exceeding $2,000, by way
of loan, for not more than ten years,
at not over 5 per cent. interest, to any
farmer’s exchange in the province, pro-
vided that such exchange can offer se-
curity satisfactory to the government.”

Moved by V. D, Curry and seconded
by James Johnston:

“That it is in the interests of water
users in the dry helt that the legisla-
ture next session incorporate in the ir-
rigation act proper machinery to handle
the stored water through natural chan-
nels to the used ditch head, allowing
for soakage and evaporation, and defin-
ing the rights of the storage record
holder as against the record in the na-
tural flow.”

Mr. Collins gave out to the press for
publication the dimensions of the pro-
posed new apple box, which was the
subject of the first resolution before
yvesterday’s meeting. The dimensions
are ten and a half inches by eleven and
five-eighths inches by eighteen inches.
These are of the same cubic contents as
the old boxes, and are used by two-
thirds of the Hood river packers,

The uniform now worn by the police
costs on an average $32 per suit, and
the helmets about $5 each.' The mili-
tary style of uniform worn in Vancou-
ver is made in Montreal and costs about
$16 per suit, and the helmets $3 each.
The $3 helmets, it may be said, are
double the weight of those now worn
by the local police. There has, how-
ever, always been a feeling in civic cir-
cles in Victoria against having any
work, such as the making of uniforms,
done outside the city if it can be avoid-
ed.

MAY LIFT QUARANTINE
ON SOUND VESSELS

Dr. Watt Will Report to  Ot-
tawa on Bubonic Pre-
vention.

It is probable that the quarantine
regulation compelling the examination
of passengers boarding steamers at Se-
attle for Victoria will be lifted when
Dr. A, T. Watt, quarantine officer for
the province, makes his report en the
bubonic plague situation to Ottawa.

Dr. Watt returned yesterday from
Seattle after. an investigation of the
methods which are being followed by
the Seattle officials to prevent another
outbreak of plague. He stated to the
Times this morning that,  while he
could not say that he-would recom-
mend the abolition of the medical ex-
amination referred to, his report might
result in this practice being dropped.

He stated that the officials in Seattle
have found no trace of plague for
months, but are still proceeding with
their precautionary work in the lab-
oratories. The present condition of af-
fairs gave no indication of another
case being discovered, and it was there-
fore, quite possible that the examina-
tion of passengers would be dropped at
an early date. At the same time, Dr.
Watt pointed out, the officials on both
sides would not relax for a moment
their vigilance and vessels would have
to camply with the regulations regard-
ing fending off from wharves and rat
funnels on hawsers, besides periodical
fumigation. This would be an ade-
quate safeguard against the main
source of trouble, the rats.

Resolution Dealing With Rates
to Be Paid on Civic Con-
tracts Voted Down.

(From Tuesday's Daily.)

After being before the city council
for the past couple oi months, Ald.
Fullerton’s resolution providing for the
union rate of wages on all civie con-
tracts was last night voted down by a
majority of four, the members divid-
ing three for and seven against. The
resolution provided that not only
should each contractor tendering for
civic work make a declaration that he
would pay union wages on the work
to be done but that He was also pay-
ing it to his employees at the time of
the tender. The penalty for not ob-
serving the terms of the resolution was
¢ancoe 1ation of the contract -and the
confiscation of all work done. The ma-
jority of the members took the ground

. that section 318 of the Municipal

Clauses Act covered the ground as far
as necéssary. There was considerable
discussion on the resolution.

The council had concluded its regu-
lar business about 9:30 o’clock and
were ready to adjourn when Ald. Ful-

< lerfon asked that his resolution; which

had Been before the council since early
in the year, should be disposed of one
way or the other. He then moved as
follows:

“That in all tenders called for by
the council the following clause shall
be inserted:

“The person or company shall make
a declaration that at the date of ten-
dering for the contract they were pay-
ing, and if their contract be accepted,
will continue to pay the trade union
rate of wages to all men in their em-
ploy, and is observing, and will con-
tmue to observe the trade union sched-
ule of hours and working conditionss
on all work done in the city or dis-
triet of Victoria, the onus of proof to
rest with the contractor. Any breach
of this elause shall involve the can-
cellation of the contraet and the for-
feiture of all work contemplated or in
progress when such eontraect is can-
celled. The rate of wages, and sched-
ule of hours. and working condition in
force at the time of the-awarding of
the contract shall be regarded, as the
wages, hours, and working conditions
tc be observed during the life of th
centraet”

Ald. Henderson . .wanted to know
whether this clause would affect the
contract that the council was about
to let to an English firm for pipes for
the new: waterworks distribution firm:
As he read the resolution he thought it
might.,

City Solicitor Mann—No,
not. :

Ald. Fullerton also assured Ald.
Henderson that it would not, -as it
would apply only to work done in, Vic-
toria “and the  vicinity. He thought
that all the aldermen had promised to
support of this resolution at the time
of the elections.

Ald. Hall—No, no.

Ald. Fullerton, continuing, said that
the resolution had been long enough
on the table and he would like it dis-
rosed of. It was especially desirable
that the matter should be dealt with
now as the city was about to let a
number of contracts and he did not
want local contractors placed at a dis-
advantage, as might eccur under cer-
tain circumstances. He explained the
working of the Dominion fair wage law
and said that if there were an officer
to enforce section 318 of the Municipal
Clauses Act there might not be so
much necessity for this resolution.

City Solicitor Mann explained that
the provisions of the section in ques-
tion was incorporated in all contracts
for work to be done locally.

Mayor Hall remarked that there had
been no cemplaints made to the coun-
cil about any breach of this section on
civic contracts.

Ald. Fullerton replied ‘that if that
was all that was wanted he would
see that complaints were forthcoming.
There was the case of the Victoria
West school, for example, where car-
penters were being paid less than the
union rate. <

Ald. Hall asked what was the union
rate of wages. The rate might be
changed at any time. A _man might
take a contract at a certain price and
the men might demand an advance in
wages. The men were protected by the
Zunicipal Clauses Act. by the eight-
hour day law and M ‘“e law against
the employment of ‘siatics on any
civic work. The result of the adop-
tion of the resolution would be to put
all contracts to be given out by the
city in the hands of a few wealthy
men who would be able to secure the
heavy bonds that would be necessary,
if the confiscatory clause of this reso-
lution were inserted in the contracts.
It might also force the city to do all
its work by day labor. The city’s po-
sition in that event would also act as a

leverage on private industrial concerns. |
‘If workingmen were a unit on union

labor there would be no necessity for
such a resolutipn. He was the last
one to object to workingmen getting
the best wages going and had voted
for the various labor measures which
had come before the legiSlature while
he was a member and had also voted
only the other day for an increase in
the rate’ of pay of the workmen em-
ployed by the city. He, however, felt
called upon to vote against Ald. Ful-
lerton’s resolution.

Ald. Pauline agreed with Ald, Ful-
lerton that this resolution ,should be
dleposed of. He would like to refer
the members of the council "to the
wording of section 318 of the Munici-

ipel Clauses Act which he read as fol-
lows: .

“All municipal contracts shall con-
tain provisions whereby the workmen,
mechanics, artisans, and laborers em-
ployed on municipal works shall be
entitled to such wages and remunera-
tion as are generally accepted as cur-
rent in each trade for competent work-
men in the municipality and whereby
all contractors and sub-contractors
shall be bound to pay such wages.”

This clause, he said appeared fair,
and reasonable and entirely covered the
peint. His objection to the, resolution
was that it was retroactive in saying
in effect that no contractor, who had
not: béen paying the union rate. of
weages,- should  be allowed to ‘secure 2
civiec contract, no matter how willing
he then might be to meet the union’'s
demands. This he thought was unfair.
As an alderman he was there to repre-
sent not only union labor but all labor.
The council should not prevent any one
from. getting employment—on civic
works. He would vote agaihst the
resolution.

Ald, Cameron said he was in accord
with ‘Ald. Hall, At the time of the
elections he had referred to the section
of the Municipal Clauses Act read by
Ald. Pauline as embodying his views
and had not since changed his opinion.
At best the resolution affected only a
couple of trades. There was also a
difficulty about the resolution that
some work might not be handled by
union men. If the section in the act
referred to were read fairly it applied
to both union and non-union working-
men. What more could be asked? Ald.
Fullerton’s resolution was so indefinite
that it might very easily lead to com-
plications.

Ald. Norman said that, although a
member of a union, he was forced to
vote against the resolution as present-
ed, although he was in favor of a por-
tion of it. ' He objected to the portion
whidh referred to the wages that a
man was paying at the time of ten-
dering. He did not think that the
council should go beyond the wages
paid in connection with the contract.
He was also opposed to the penalty
clause.

Ald. Fullerton announced that he was
going to stand by the resolution even
if he were the only one in the council
to support it.

The vote was then taken, Aldermen
Fullerton, Gleason and Meston voting
in favor and Aldermen Cameron, Hen-
derson, McKeown, Pauline, Hall, Mable
and Norman against.

PROTESTS AGAINST
ENFORCING PENALTY

Andrew Gray Sets Forth Reas-
ons Why He Should Not
Be Mulcted.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

A letter from Andrew Gray regarding
the penalty imposed upon him by the
city council for his delay in delivering
the creosoting plant last year caused
some discussion at last night’s meeting
of the civic fatherzs.

Mr. Gray said that owing to a strike
of the boilermakers and blacksmiths
for an eight-hour day at the time the
contract was let, April 27th of last
vear, he was obliged to let the contract
for the retort portion of the plant to
the Moran company of Seattle, al-
though it had been. intended to do this
work in Victoria. Owing to delays in
getting the plates from the mills and
also betause of delay on the railways
the material did not reach Seattle un-
til long after it should have. There was
also further delay in gétting the plant
from Seattle to this city. If nothing
had occurred to delay the work deliv-
ery would have been made on time, so
that he did not think it fair that he
should be penalized. 'He also asked for
payment for a hoisting engine which
he had supplied for the. creosoting
plant after it had been examined by
Messrs. Topp, Pusey and Hutchinson.
This engine, it is claimed, is not now
giving satisfaction, but Mr. Gray says
that it is doing all that he said it would
and all that it was said would be re-
quired of it. He is willing, however, to
make any business exchange for a larg-
er engine.

In view of these facts he asked for
payment of his account.

Ald. Hall said that apparently -Mr.
Gray had done all in his power to de-
liver the plant in time, but wag pre-
vented by conditions over which he had
no control. He thought that it would
-hardly be fair to penalize Mr. Gray in
view of the circumstances.

Ald. McKeown stood out for the en-
forcement of the penalty, the total
amount of which according to the con-
tract was about $1,000. He thought that
Mr. Gray was getting off light with
$250.

Ald. Norman favbred reconsideration
of the matter. If a settlement were not
reached a law suit would follow and he
was opposed to going into the court if
it could be avoided. He also thought
that Mr. Gray had done the best he
could.

The matter was referred to the
streets, bridges and sewers committee,
Ald. Fullerton remarking, however,
‘“He’ll get no reconsideration from me,”
to which Ald. Henderson added, “Nor
from me.”

STEALS FARE BOX,
GETS SIX MONTHS

Albert Frock Has Justice Meted
Out to Him in the Police
Court.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

Swift and sure was the punishment
meted out to Albert Frock in the po-
lice court this morning for having
stolen a fare box from an Esquimalt
car last Thursday evening. After a
hearing lasting fifteen minutes he was
found guilty and sentenced to six
months in jail. He was arrested at
the outer wharf yesterday .afternoon
by Detective W. H Clayard, and while
being brought to the police station on
a car made a bolt and succeeded in
getting away, but wuzs recaptured by
the detective after he had fired a shot
from his revolver into the air to scare
the fugitive.

Frock was arraigned this; morning
and pleaded not guilty.

The first witness called was Alexan-
der Reid, conductor for the B. C. Elec-
tric railway. He had been running
car No. 12 on the Esquimalt line on
the night of Tuesday last, March 19th.
He arrived at the Government street
terminus- of the line at 10:13.- p. m.
and started back two minutes later.
He had last seen the box in question
when he collected a fare at the corner
of Fisguard street on the way up town,
but when he got to Yohnson street on
the return run to Esquimalt the box
was missing. The war -had been in
darkness while the trolley was ‘being
turned. Five men had been on the
car, but, altholugh he had seen Froek
on that day, he could not say -that he
was on the ear on the trip in ques-
tion..  There was between 3$1.560 and
$2 in cash in the box, besides a quan-
tity. of tickets.

Alfred B. Kirby, seaman, was next
called. He knew Frock and had met
him at the foot of Johnson street the
night of the robbery. Frock asked
him up to room 7, Occidental hotel,
where he showed him a street rgilway
fare box. He asked him to g#§ down
to get an axe with which to brlak the
box open.” He refused and said he
would have nething to do with him.
Frock then went down for the axe
himself. He saw Frock next day at
the outer wharf,’ when he had offered
him two street car tickets. which he,
however, refused to accept.

Frock in cross-examination wanted
Kirby to admit that he was drunk on
the night in question, but the witness
positively refused to acknowledge the
corn, whereupon Frock startled the
court by calling Kirby a liar, adding
considerable emphasis to the term.

Fred Johnson, bartender at the Oc-
cidental, gave evidence of Frock hav-
ing asked him for an ax and of his
having directed him to the woodshed.
This was after 11 o’clock.

Detective Clayard told of having met
Frock at the outer wharf and of hav-
ing asked him for his name, which
he said was Boyd, and that he lived
at John Day’s hotel at Esquimalt.
Letters on him showed his name to
be Albert Frock and later investiga-
tion showed he did not live at Day's
hotel. 2

After having spoken to Frock he
asked him to accompany him down
town and they boarded a car to-
gether, but had not gone meore than
a block when Frock bolted. He chased
him through streets, lands, private
property and over fences, and finally
captured him. On the table in room
7 at the Occidental he found marks
such as would be made by chopping.

Frock then went into the box on
his own account, and after being
sworn said: “I was drunk that night
and do not know what I did. I was
with witness (XKirby) most of the
time up to the loss of the box.”

The magistrate in giving his decis-
jon said that the evidence was plain,
all the excuse offered by Frock being
that he was drunk. He would find
him guilty and sentence him to six
months in jail

MONEY BY-LAWS
OF THE COUNCIL

TO BE SUBMITTED
WITHIN FEW WEEKS

General Business Which Was
Transacted at Last Night’s
Sitting.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

It was announced at last night's
council meeting that the four money
bylaws, which have been before the
council for some time would be sub-
mitted within a few weeks. These are
for $70,000 for the high pressure system,
$50,000 for sewer extensions, $25,000 for
equipment for the fire brigade and
over $100,000 for school purposes. This
information was brought out at the
meeting of the council last evening in
a general discussion after the routine
business, of which quite a large amount
was transacted, was disposed of.

All the members of the council wWere
present. The minutes of the previous
meeting were taken as read and the
council proceeded to business.

Marine Matters

The deputy minister of marine and
fisheries wrote enclosing plans for a
wharf submitted to the department for
approval by Robert Ward & Co., Limit-
ed. The proposed wharf is to be erect-
ed on the foreshore in front of lot 1299,
block 46. The writer asked whether in
the opinion of the council the proposed
work would interfere with navigation
or whether there was any other objec-
tian to it to be urged by the council.
The letter was referred to the streets,
bridges and sewers committee.

Capt. Gaudin wrote saying that the
department was not responsible for the
coroner’s fee of $20 in connection with
Chan Chow, the Chinaman who died in
the city police station after being re-
moved from the marine hospital. The
department had no further responsibil-
ity after the man entered the police
station.

Ald. Gleason said that at the time of
the inquest he had been told by the
coroner that the Dominion government
was liable for the ccroner’s fees. The
man had been brought to the station
on the orders of Dr. Milne, Dominion
immigration officer, for safe keeping
and it would be most unfair if the city
had to pay this money.

The matter was referred to the city
solicitors.

Fee Reémitted

A letter from Thornton Fell, clerk of
the legislature, enclosing $300, half the
fee paid by the city in connection with
its private bill to amend the Victoria
Waterworksiget, was filed with thanks,

Paghs Board Protest.

John Afbf#fhnot, chairman of = the
parks board{ wrote asking if the coun-
cil could not advance that body a por-
tion of its appropriation in order that
work might be proceeded with. The
season for seeding boulevards and
planting trees was fast slipping by and
unless the money was forthcoming it
would be impossible to do this work
this year with anythhing like satisfac-
tory results. The request was referred
to the finance committee.

A request from Thomas W. Palmer
for a grant of $50 to the Society for
Prevention of Cruelty to Animals was
referred to the finance committee.

James Freeman, a moulder, who has
been for eighteen years a resident of
Victoria, applied for the work of in-
specting the pipe for the new water-
works distribution system at 27 cents
per ton. This was Treferred to the
streets, bridges and sewers committee
and the water commissioner.

Filling James Bay Flats

C. H. Topp, city engineer, presented
a report on plans for two subdivisions
and regarding some sidewalk work and
also enclosing a letter from C. E. Cart-
wright, divisional engineer of the C. P.
R., regarding the filling in of the James
bay flats. The reports were adopted,
but there was some discussion on Mr,
Cartwright’'s letter. Mr. Cartwright
asked that city supply at least 2000 or
3000 yards of filling as soon as possible,
as much of it as they could of black
earth, ege yard of which the company
would accept for two of the other. The
remainder to be supplied by the ecity
could wait.

Ald. Henderson said the city was ad-
vertising for filling at 15 cents per yard
2nd he did not see the object in sup-
plying black loam which would cost
more than twice as much even allowing
for the company accepting one yard of
the black loam for two of ordinary fill-
ing. The matter was referred to the
streets, bridges and sewers committee.

From City Solicitors

The city solimitors wrote saying they
had submitted a draft bylaw dealing
with streets and lanes in new sub-di-
visions and with the fancing of proper-
ty to the chairman of the ' streets,
bridges and sewers committee,

The city solicitors wrote as follows
regarding the power of the city to col-
lect road tax from any one living out-
side the municipality, even though the
person worked in the city.

Sirs,—We beg to advise on this mat-
ter that the collector can only colleet
road tax in respect of persons residing
within the city. Workingmen actually.
resident in a municipality outside the
city, although working in the city,
should not be taxed by the city collec-
tor. They are only liable for the tax
to the municipality in which they re-
side. Workingmen who have a resi-
dence outside the city, but come into
the city and reside there for their con-
venience whilst working, may or may
not be deemed to be residing. A fair
view of the situation would be to take
the thirty days limit of redidence,
which the statute fixes as sufficient to
ereate the liability in district munici-
palities, and which would seem to us to
be fair also in city municipalities, so

i in the city for the convenience of his
| work, for say over
| be taxable in the municipality in which
| he has his permanent residence.

returns to his home outside the city he
should not be taxed in the city.

We think we have dealt in this with
the greater number of the cases which
arise in the course of collection of the
tax.

Another letter from the city solicitors
was taken as read.

Finance Committee

The finance committee recommended
the payment of accounts, totalling $7,-
428. The report was adopted.

A recommendation from the finance
committee that applications be called
for the position of second assistant li-
brarian brought Ald. Fullerton to his
feet. He asked that the English sys-
tem be introduced here, that is that
when any public position is to be filled
any applicant who canvasses the mem-
bers of the body to which he or she is
making application is thereby disquali-
fied from securing it. The time had
come for a change in this respect in
this city. The life of an alderman was
made miserable by the importuning of
office-seekers. For himself, he had
pretty well made up his mind hereafter
to vote against the appointment of any
cne who canvassed him.

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FIRE I HEART
OF THE CHTY

"0PAS AND YOUNG’S
GROCERY SUFFERED

grigade Brought Conflagra-
tion Under Control With
Little Loss.

(From Tuesday's Daily.)

A fire, which but for the timely ar-
rival of the fire bridage, might have
grown into a considerable blaze and
resulted in hundreds of thousands of
dollars’ worth of damage to property
in the heart of the city, broke out about
7.30 last night in the stcre rooms at-
tached to tMe grocery store of Copas &
Young, which they recently bought
from Fell & Co.. at the corner of Fort
and Broad streets, and directly under
the Royal hotel,

The damage resulting from the out-
preak consisted in the loss of stock to
Copas & Young mostly by water, and
damage to the interior of the store and
to the furniture of the Royal hotel by
smoke and water.

About 7.40 o’clock smoke in heavy
volumes was noticed issuing from the
windows of the storeroom by Ambrose
Matthews, who conducts a barber’s
shop on Broad street, facing Copas &
Young’'s storeroem. Mr. Matthews at
once sent -in an alarm, which was
promptly responded to by Fire Chief
Watson and a full force of men and
fire fighting appliances. By the time of
the arrival of the brigade the fire had
gained a considerable hold in the store-
room, and smoke was coming from the
transom over tha door in the front of
the shop and through the windows of
the hotel above. Some difficulty was
experienced in making an entrance and
locating the starting ponint of the out-
break. The doors at the front were
broken -in and the firemen rushed in
through the smoke. Aa entrance was
also gained through a window at the
rear and several streams of water were
soon playing on the seat of the trouble.
Mr. McCabe, the owner of the hotel,
had meantime takei precautions for
the safety of the belongings of his
guests, who occupied rooms in the
threatened portions of the building. A
ladder was run - up to the hotel win-
dows, and an examination made there.
Rather than take any chances the fire-
men decided to make, sure and flooded
the hotel rooms over the burning store
with water, and confired the damage
to a couple of rooms directly over the
shop store. After the entrance had been
gained below the defeat of the flames
was the matter of only fifteen minutes’
steady work, and by 9 o’clock the bri-
gade had left the scene in charge of a
watchman for the night.

Guests at the hotel meanwhile had
become alarmed, . and. at. the..early
stages of the fire hurried about the
packing of their goods and making pre-

parations for their removal to a place
of safety. Smoke and steam along the
corridors greatly impeded their effprts.

The cause of the fire is at present
unknown, and no reason could be as-
signed for it by the owners of the store
last night. Mr. Young, who was tele-
phoned for, and who was soon on the
scene], expressed himself at an entire
loss to account for it. The store was
securely fastened and everything left
as usual at the closing hour last night.
Mr. Young stated that the greater por-
tion of the stock would be ruined as
the result of the smoke and water, and
the loss occasioned is estimated to
amount to several thousand dollars.
The building itself, which belongs to
the Fell estate, is not seriously dam-
aged, the principal loss being sustained
by the store stock and by damage to
the hotel furnishings upstairs. The
stock carried is valued at about $14,000,
and is covered by insurance to the
amount of $12,500. The present proprie-
tors who took the business at the first
of the present month were fortunate in
having fixed their insurance on Satur-
day morning. Arrangements have been
made by the firm to continue business
this morning with a new line of goods,
so that customers will suffer no incon-
venience through the outbreak.

Fireman Peterson, who was working
in the hotel rooms, was overcome by
the smoke and had to be taken to the
outside air before he recovered.-Once in
the street, however, 'he speedily re-
covered and insisted on being allowed
to return to work at once.

FINANCE COMMITTEE

MET THE ASSESSOR

Mr. Northcott Says There Will
Likely Be Increase in
Roll This Year.

(From Tuesday’s Daily,)

The finance committee of the council
on Saturday spent some time in consul-
tation with W. W. Northcott, city as-
sessor, regarding the assessment of the
city for -the present year, in its rela-
tion to the estimates of the council.
Whilée nothing definite could be done
in the matter, Mr, Northcott expressed
the opinion that there would likely be
some increase in the total assessment
this year, owing to the advances in
values that have taken place, but as
te how large}it would be he could not
say.

‘Whether the increase will be enough
tc render unnecessary an increase in
the tax rate, something that the coun-
cil as a whole wish to avoid if possible,
will therefore not be known until aftef
the  assessment has been made, the
court of revision held and the roll closed
up.

The whole question of the estimates
will be taken up at a meeting of the
council to be held this week, when it is
expected that a decision will be reach-
ed as to the policy that is to be pur-
sued. X

There are three ways by which the
council’s present difficulties could be
met. One is by increasing and lzaving
the tax rate the same, another is by
leaving the assessment practically out
of the question and trusting to an in-
crease in the tax rate to provide the
necessary money for carrying on the
civie government. A third means would
be eliminating all the extraordinary
expenditures from the estimates. The
council, however, ig more likely to
adopt a+ compromise policy than any
one of the three, that is by cutting
down the expenditure as far as the
circumstances will allow and increasing
the amount of taxes to be raised, leav-
ing the future to be determined whether
ihis is to be done through an increase
in the assessment or in the tax rate, It
appears to be generally admitted there
will have to be some Merease in the
amount of money raised.

The question of raising the assess-
ment, it may be said, does not rest with
the council, but with the city assessor,
so that the couneil will necessarily have
to draw lup their estimates without be-
ing assured of the amount, if any, of
the increase in the assessement figures,
sc that the tax roll\\vlll, depend on the
assessment. X

FAMOUS COVERT RANCH.

ST. JOHN OPERATORS :
GO OUT ON STRIKE

Difficultes Over Payment of
Union Assessment Depletes
Newspaper Staff.

(Special to the Times).

St. fohn, N. B., March 24.—All but
one of the linotype operators and
some of the floor men of the Daily
Telegraph's composing staff went ouf
last night on a question involving the
payment of back assessment on the
part of some of the men. A heavy as-
sessment was levied by the Internation-
al Typographical Union in order to
provide funds to finance an eight-hour
day campaign. Many fell behind, and
owed such large sums that they were
either unwilling or unable te meet the
call made on them, so were suspended.
Union men in good standing in this
case refused to work unless the de-

linquents were compelled by their em-
ployers to settle up, so the strike fol-
lowed.

TO SOFTEN SHERMAN
ANTI-TRUST LAW

U. S. Bill Will Restore to Un-
ions Right of Peaceable
Existence.

Washington, D. €., March 24—The
bill prepared by the national civic fed-
eration after conferences with the presi-
dentand representatives of capital and
of labor to relieve the stringency of
the Sherman anti-trust law was intro-
duced in the house yesterday by Repre-
sentative Hepburn of Iowa, chairman
of the committee on interstate and for-
eign commerce. It was referred by
Speaker Cannon to that committee for
consideration and report and it is un-
derstood that President Roosevelt will
make a recommendation concerning it
in a message to congress. One of the
important sections of the bill seeks to
relieve organized labor from the sup-
pressive effects of the recent supreme
court decision declaring labor unions to
be conspiracies in restraint of trade
and therefore unlawful The bill,
broadly speaking, aims to restore to

| unions their right of peaceable exist-

ence, including the right to strike, but
leaving them still amendable to the
Sherman Act in the matter of boycotts,
picketting and similar coercive prac-
tices.

UNIQUE INVENTION,

A unique device to raise sunken ships
has been invented by Capt. E. H. Simp-
son, of Blaine, Washington, and Chas.
W. Downer, of Vancouver, B. C., who
are” preparing to try and salve the
steamboat Mainlander, sunk several
years ago north of West Point light-
house.

The device is like an immense closed
umbrella, the sharp point of which is
driven through the hull of the ship,
after which the arms are released and
catch the hull from within. Several of
these are driven through the vessel and
the 'whole attached to pontoons by
which the wreck ig floated at high tide
toward shore where divers can work
without danger.

If the invention proves a success
with the Mainlander an attempt, it is
said, will be made to raise the Islander,
of the C. P. R.

AMERICA WANTS

MATTERS OF INTEREST
THROUGHOUT PROVINCE

Government Will Be Asked to
Make Many Needed
~ Changes.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

At the annual meeting of the Central
Farmer's Institute, which opened yes-
terday morning in the office of the dep-
uty minister of agriculture, with
twenty-four delegates: from.  wvarious
parts of the province in attendance,
representing the various local insti-
tutes, the first husiness of the session
was a motion put to the meeting by
James Johnson, the delegate from the
West Kootenay Farmer's Institute,
recommending that a new - standard
apple box of the same cubic size as the
ten by eleven by twenty inches one now
in use but of different dimensions, be
adopted in order that all commercial
apples may be packed and graded in
a moré uniform manner. The resolu-
tion was adopted by a unanimous vote.

Addresses were delivered by Premier
McBride, Hon. R. G. Tatlow, J. R. An-
derson, deputy minister of agriculture,
who is also superintendent of the
farmers institutes, and Mayor Hall,
who extended a welcome on behalf of
the city to the delegates.

The only other business taken up at
the morning session was brought before
the meeting by C. D. Curry, the dele-
gate from Kamloops district farmers’
institute, who urged that it was in the
interests of agriculture in the interior
that speakers at institute meetings
shall be able to give lectures on irri-
gation and the best methods of farm-
ing to the members. A resolution put
to this effect was carried without a dis-
senting vote' being cast.

After an adjournment for lunch the
afternoon session’ commenced at two
o’clock and lasted until five o’clock,
when an ‘adjeurnment was taken until
to-day at 10 a. m.

The afternoon - session, which was
again attended by all the members,
was found to be of great interest by
those present, special enthusiasm being:
shown over several matters that were
brotught up for consideration and judg-

. ment.

A motion was put to the meeting by
Donald Grakam, the representative
from Spallumcheen, who asked the in-
stitute that ' the government be re-
quested to consider the advisability of
cheapening the cost of blasting powder,
either by means of 1ower charge being
introduced, or by @ system of rebates.
This caused’ a“warm discussion among
those present, almost all'of whom ém-
phasized the remarks of the first speak-
er in emphatic declaration of the neces-
sity of the required action being taken
by the government. - Throughout the
debate .on' the imatter very warm feel-
ing was apparent, the remarks of those

_ who spoke being loudly applauded. The

resqlution was carried by a unanimous
vote.. A .motion ~ was brouhgt in by
George -Heatherwell: and seconded by
J. T, Colling, to the effect that the gov-
ernment- be asked.to enforce the act as
it now stands as regards the spraying
of fruit. trees. .This evoked. consider-
able ,interest. Mr. Graham’s motion
that the bonus on coyote pelts be raised
from. $2.50 to $5, likewise brought al-
most every: member of the institute to
his feets Y

Of all the business brought before
vesterday’s. session there was but one
motion which did: not -meet with the
combined -approval of: those present.
On  a request that it be put to the
meeting that®he government be asked
to empower residents of fruit growing
districts to decide whether stock shall
be permitted to run at large or be cared
for by their owners; the majority of
those present voted: that: it should not,
the opinion of:the larger number being
that the resolution if given -effect and
enforced by the authorities, would be
inoperative::inasmuch as
would well apply to a fruit growing
distriet it would tend to give arbitrary
powers to a small fruit experimenter in
a district: that “was principally given
over to cattle raising.

Another matter that was decided -up-
on was that the government be asked
to consgiderrthe advisability of rendering
financial assistance towards the estab-
lishment of creameries on a sound com-
mercial basis. The various speakers
who addressed-the meeting on this reso-
lution, which: was offered by J. W.
Cockle, of the Kootenay Lake Farmers’
Institute, soffered the view' that what
had -been done to assist creameries, etc.,
should be ‘done to help the fruit grow-
ers. After Mr, Bailey, of Chilliwack,
had. offered a suggestion that govern-
ment loans at a low rate of interest be
given' to ' sound undertakings - which
could be:started in several centres and
would - result profitably, Mr. Graham
drew a distinetion between co-operative
enterprises as against joint stock com-
panies, and said he thought the govern-
ment should be asked to support the
latter. The motion was carried by a
unanimous vote.

The subject of the establishment of
experimental stations in dry belts was
taken first of the afternoon business on
a motion put by James Johnson, as fol-
Jows: - “That the Central Farmers’ In-
stitute urge the establishment by the
governmeént of expérimenta] farms or
stations in the dry and semi-dry belts.”

After the mover had introduced the
resolution and spoken shortly on it, Mr.
Curry said that the dry beit men had
been fighting -for these stations since
the institute was organized but had re-
ceived only promises.

Mr. McCallum desired to put an
amendment that model farms should
take the place of the stations and that

.gertain of the farmers in each district

should give their premises as model
farms and lday them open for instruc-
tion to others in the district. The
amendment was afterwards withdrawn,
and after several members had spoken
it was decided to alter the original reso-
lution to read with the addition, “and
where considered necessary,” in which
#3rm it was carried after Mr, Johnson
bhad srid that he @id not think the

]

though it

farmers would turn their farms loose
for inspection. He told the meeting
that he had done this very thing for the
benefit of those in the Kootenays, and
that during his absence for a few
weeks a fine lot. of new trees recently
imported from England had been strip-
ped of their fruit entirely by visitors
who had come to learn farming from
his example.

The next motion was put by G. Sang=
sted, representing the Bella Coola farm-
ers, and read: “That it being a great
retardment to the development of the
valley, we urgently request the govern-

ment to give no more extensions of.time,

to the Bella Coola Development Com-
pany in its pulp leases and particularly
that part which . lays in the Bella
Coola valley, as the same have proven
a bar to the resumption of thése lands
for agricultural purposes.”

Mr. Sangsted said that the company
had been granted the leases and con-
cessions by the government on the con-
dition that they would put up a plant.
The company for the whole six ‘years
has done nothing but renew the leases,
and is now holding the land as pulp
timber leases to the detriment of new-
comers, who ‘are required to obtain a
permit from the company before . they
can take up lands. The last extension
given is up in May next, and the speak-
er urged that the government be re-
quested not to give the company an-
other ‘renewal.

Mr. McCallum said Salmon Arm was
under the same curse, the best land be-
ing held from settlement. He hoped the
provincial government would follow in
the steps of the Dominion government,
as the only result that can accrue from
these leases will be continued injury to
the settlers.

Mr, Bailey advised that the govern-
ment be asked not to give extensions on
the sections particularly referred to.
He advised that the land grabbers be
closed out.

Mr. Graham suggested that the reso-
lution as put should be changed and
the government be asked to investigate
the matter. \

Mr. Jones said the fruit growers had
a hard time to get along in face of the
opposition of the land grabbers, and
supported the motion as before the
meeting.

G. Stangstad thought the resolution
should be carried, as it was notorious
that the company simply held the land
for speculative purposes, which was not
the object of the government’in grant-
ing the leases.

Mr. Curry said he did not think it
was any use for the body to ask the
government to cance] the leases on the
recommendation of the meeting. He
said that he was morally certain that
the government would not allow it to
g0 on, but at the same time he thought
the institute could not dictate.

Mr. - Dilworth and other  ‘$peakers
thought- it was a hard proposition to
put up to the government.

Mr. Stangstad thought the amend-
ment was sufficient and the government
would be with them. ;

Mr. Bialey supported the amendment
and said the same should apply to all
sections -and leases.

The motion was revised as: follows
and carried:: “It being understood
from representations.made by the dele-
gate from Balla Coola that much of the
land embraced within the .leases of the
Bella Coola Development Company is
agricultural land and is not of value
for pulp purposes, and is a deterrent to
the settlement of the district, therefore
this convention would urge on the gov-
ernment the advisability of an investi-
gation before any further extension eon
the said leases be granted.”

Mr. McCallum then introduced a res-
olution asking that the provincial gov-
ernment should take steps to co-operate
with the Dominion government in the
enforcement of the fruit marks act by
the same inspectors whose duty it was
to inspect fruit and orchards. He said
the idea was a saving of travelling ex-
penses and that considerable damage
was done by the time inspectors got
there. He thought a local man could be
appointed a deputy and be at hand. The

.government, he said, could better pay

a man residing in the district .for his
time than pay large travelling bills.. A
local man would have a better knowl-
edge of local conditions. Two other
speakers thought the proposal a good
one, but not practicable, as the right
man would be difficult to find in each
locality.

- Mr, Cockle thought it would be a hard
matter to get a local man to hold the
position, but that a local .man would
be able to deal with the matters more
promptly and successfully.

Mr. Baker favored a local appointee.
He said a local man could approach a
reighbor as a friend, while the outside
man is radical. After several speakers
had supported the motion, Mr. Ander-
son said that the department had re-
cently called for six capable men and
had been unable to find them. He did
not think there were local men enough
who were capable of filling the position.
He also said that the board had deter-
mined this year to enforce the laws and
that punishment would follow in cases
where they were not carried out to the
letter.

The motion was finally carried.

Considerable discussion followed en
‘the question of manufactured sprays,
and a motion was carried asking the
government to appoint an inspector to
see that all preparations complied with
the government standard. Mr. Dilworth
said all inspectors carried books of in-
formation which if followed would ob-
viate any difficulty in the proper man-
ner of mixing sprays.

Mr. Heatherwell offered a motion that
the government be asked to enforce the
act in regard to the spraying of fruit
trees.

Mr. Corbett advised the institutes to
appoint the most capable man in the
different districts to supervise matters
and to report mneglect on the part of
growers and inspectors.

The next motion was that in regard
to fruit ‘growers having a certain
amount of control over the cattle lands
which control was thought to work un-
justly in areas confined principally to
cattle. The motion wag thrown out.

The next moétion was introduced by
Mr. ‘Carter, who asked that the noxious
weeds act be enforced. Asked if he
would care to act as local inspector in
this matter, Mr. Carter said ‘“No” and
sat down amid a laugh. He arose
again, however, and said the provincial
constable had refused to act. Mr. An-
derson replied that if a complaint was
made he would see that the constable
did act. This was carried.

Mr. Cockle then introduced a motion
dealing with the necessity of encouras-
ing dy financial assistance from uhe

i

government the establishment of fruit
canneries.

He said the government ought to step
in and do tb's, as it had been done in
the case of creamieries, He thought the
1lea would pay if it were carried out
c¢n a strictly commercial basis. Other
speakers thought on the same lines, anil
the motion was' finally carried.

“That the government be asked to
consider the advisability of cheapening
the cost of powder by rebates or other-
wise for the purpose of‘assisting the
farmer in iand clearing,” was the next
mot'an brought before the meeting by
Mr. Graham, who was loudly applaud-
ed ~ S-eaning to this matter occupied
th~ gerealer part of an hour and there
was gca:cely a nmiember present who did
not participate. The proposal was to
ask for a reduction of the preSent price
of $5.25 to $4.25. Every speaker sup-
ported the motion enthusiastically, and
repeated that it would be an advantage
to the settlers and the government alike
as it would assist the settler material-
ly and return to the government a
quicker income from taxation. Mr.
Anderson said the government paid at
present exactly what it charged the
farmer for the powder, Several of the
speakers were applauded and the mo-
tion was carried.

The afternoon session closed with a
motion that the bonus on coyote pelts
be doubled. The motion was put by Mr.
Grahame and carried,

We are pleased to hear the department
is likely to send out more literature in
the future.

We consider that the literature, speak-
ers and demonstrations have been a source
of valuable information to the farmers of
British Columbia.

We are glad to hear the magic lantern
is now in use to aid the lecturer and
would suggest that slides of noxious
weeds be added to .the lists,

We hope the superintendent will use
every effort to get local speakers. We
think that were equal inducements offer-
ed to that afforded-to ‘Eastern speakers
there would be no difficulty found in get-
ting them.

We suggest -that spring meetings in
future be held not later than February
on the Island and Lewer Mainland, and
not later than March 15th on the Upper
Mainland.

We are pleased to hear of the increased
membership and regret the falling off
of the attendance. We think most likely
the lateness in the spring when the meet-
ings were held, at the time of seeding,
was to a certain extent responsible for
the shortness of attendance.

We beg to congratulate the superintend-
ent on the work of the Institute during
the past year.

Mr. McCallum, speaking to the mo-
tion, thought the boys might be encour-
aged to learn marksmanship on crows
and be ready for the Japanese when
they arrive. .

Mr. Day supported the motion and
Mr. Johnston said crows were a les-
ser evil than cut worms. He did not
want‘a bounty in Nelson, as crows de-
stroyed the worms.

Mr. Bailey said he would support
the motion if- the bounty was asked
to be given in eertain’ districts only.

Mr. Curry said the crow was not such
a scavenger and was not as black as
he is painted. . He said crows. did a
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whole lot of good and were no worse
than the pretty red robins.

Mr. Delworth said crows _took
chickens and did damage but Mr. Crow
was more of a friend than an enemy.
Springtime the crow was the busiest
thing about the ranch after cut worms.
They also were a fine antidote to the
grasshopper. He advised caution.

Mr. Gillespie advised employing boys
to frighten crows with guns loaded
with powder only. He thought the
crow should remain.

Mr. Anderson asked, would the boys
be up as early as the crows? (Laugh-
ter).

Mr. McCallum advised a scarecrow
unitil the boys had breakfast; but to
keep ‘the crow in any case.

Mr. Harris deplored the continual
asking of money from the govern-
ment. (hear, near). He said the farm-
ers should aim at helping themselves.

The Detention Sheds
At the Outer Wharf

DALLAS

The new Detention shed which is now
in course of erection at a cost of/over
$60,000 will occupy portions of the six
lots purchased by the Dominion gov-
ernment in the James Bay district. It
will have three frontages and will give
an imposing appearance to the shore.
The building has been designed with
two main frontages, one being on Dal-
las road, where the building will cover
a lengti of ninety feet nine inches, and
one on Ontario street, where a space of
ninety-seven feet six inches will be tak-
en up. A third and minor frontage will
be obtained on Simcoe street.

Cn the Dallas road and Ontario sides
the building will stand thirty feet back
from the roadway.

Two stories and a basement 'have
been provided for in . the plans, the
first floor being given over to a gen-
eral waiting room sixty-six feet in
length by forty-two feet ten inches in
width. In addition to this large room
there will be offices for medical officers
and medical inspectors separate from
one another, and rooms for the United
States medical officials and quarters for
the United States officer. Clerks’ rooms,
a guard room, detention rooms, guards’
dining and bedrooms. kitchens, pan-

tries and a general dining-room twenty
feet by thirty-three feet, will take up
the remaining space of the first floor.
Outside at the rear a verandah eight
feet wide has been planned. Lavatories
for men and women, toilet chambers
for officers and guards and a spacicus
laundry fitted with the latest apyii-
ances and hot and cold water are pro-
vided for. ~

On the second floor are five wards,
three of which are to be devoted to
Hindus, Chinese and Japanese, The re-
maining two will be held for emergen-y
cases. The Hindu ward has been de-
signed to cover fifteen feet nine inchres
by seventeen feet three inches, and tae
Chinese twenty. feet six  inches by
twelve feet. The Japanese ward, which
iz the largest of:all, is to be thirty-two
feet by twenty feet. The two emergency
wards will cover twenty-eight feet sev-
enteen inches and twenty feet seven-
teen inches, and will face the front on
Ontario street,7each having been fitted
with a bay window.

On the same floor will be the medical
officers’ rooms and a. surgery, a Du-
tient’s ward, guards and nurses rooms
and a detention room. There will also
be a room for -the detention of the in-
sane and two general store rooms. The

verandah provided for on the lower
floor will be duplicated on the second.
A special feature of the top story. is
the lavatories, separate sets of whith
have been provided for each national-
ity.

In the basement will be the boilzrs
for heating, machinery and coal rooms,
and a storage room for kitchen sup-
plies. A large laundry is to be fitted
up in the latest improved methods in
the basement where there will also be
toilet and bathrooms for the machinery
staff and an extra kitchen. The build-
ing throughout will -be supplied with
hot and cold water supply pipes and
will have hot water heating apparatus
in all parts.

The plans call for an absolutely fire-
proof building and there will be ro
wood used in its construction with tne
exception of the doors and the wipdow
frames., The walls and floors arge be-
ing constructed of reinforced concrete
on iron and steel beams, with galvan-
ized iron partitions and metal lathes,
a conerete roof and copper cornices.
Work has already been started and the
contractor is now preparing to lay the
foundations, which have designed to
allow of additional stories being added
if required at a future date.

More thorough inspection of daries
and dairy stock by the government was
the subject of a motion introduced be-
fore the meeting by: Mr. Garrett.

Mr. Garrett said his locality was
close to the city and the question of
cleanliness was a most important one.
The object of the motion was to streng-
then the hands of the authorities. He
said there were not sufficient stock in-
spectors employed. He knew of cases
where owners had taken their own
stock out to shoot it. It was a crying
shame that there was not better in-
spection. Dairy inspectors, he said,
were completely at sea.

Mr. Cunningham said it was abso-
lutely necessary that dairies should be
kept clean.

Mr. Corbett said grading stalls help-
ed towards cleanliness. and stables
should be thoroughly cleaned once a
day, and cows not milked in freshly
cleaned stables. If the cows’ udders
were cleaned with a wet cloth prior to
milking there will be less impurities or
dust, he added.

Mr. Logan was asked to speak, and
said that no other province in Canada
had inspectors for this work. British
Colurabia, he said, was ahead in this
regard. “We could use more inspec-
tors,”” he added, “but are giving good
service. We can now inspect from
three to five times in a year. If we tell
a man he must build another stable he
will tell you he is renting the stable,
and so on. One man in Chilliwack
made over a portion of his pig sty to
the use of his cream separator. Care
in milking is the greatest necessity.
One dirty milker in a clean stable can
get more filth into the milk- than a
dirty stable. There is where the big-
gest trouble lies. Lots of men are born
dirty and you cannot clean them by
any legal act,. You can easily see we
can do little towards clean milk with
dirty milkers. It is difficult to get good
inspectors. Of two men one is good
and the other fair. We have made a
lot of improvements. I think it would
be better to have 'a monthly inspection.
While we are doing better than other
provinces we can still improve. ' -We
have killed about thirty cows with tu-
berculosis around Vancouver in the
last month.””

After other speakers had supported
the motipn it was carried by a unani-
mous vote.

Roosevelt’s  Message to Con-
gress Says Infant Labor
Should Be Prohibited.

Washington, D, C.,, March 25.—Presi-
dent Roosevelt to-day sent a special
message to congress in which he calls
attention to certain measures as to
which he thinks there should be action
by congrese before the close of the
present session. After declaring that
child labor should be prohibited
throughout the nation, he renews his
recommendation for the immediate re-
enactment of an employers' liability
law, drawn. to conform to the recent
decision of the Supreme court, and
urges that action be taken along the
line of the recommendations he has al-

ready made concérning injunctions in

labor disputes.

Dealing with the other measures, in-
cluding that of the interstate commerce
law, the anti-trust, strikes, flndncial
legislation, tariff revision and water-
ways commission, the president says
in part:

“I again cal] attention to the urgent
need of amending the interstate eom-
merce law, and especially the anti-
trust law along the lines indicated in
my last message.”

When I add that there
were priests and even monks among
the number of spectators, and that pre-
cisely at two ‘o’clock the Royal box
alone remafned untenanted, you will
have some idea of the picture as I be-
held it upon that intolerable day in
Madrid.

I remember only that the ring at
length zzas cleared and that moynted
police stantly heralded the Proces-
sion,: which, surely, was one of the
gayest things a man may ever live to
see.

And first a scene of dazzling color as
the picadores on their sorry Rosinantes
come ambling into the ring and show
their tawdry silken jackets to the mul-
titude. Lances, with pennants stream-
ing, are lifted as they ride; their legs
are swathed in Jleather and iron as
though they were to play upon an Am-
erican football field; their nags would
perhaps fetch £3 apiece, and even
that would be an extravagant price.
But you do not look at the horses when
there is so much else to see; and the
chulos, who contribute not a little to
the glory of the spectacle, demand their
share of your attention. These fellows
have gay cloaks and the silk stockings
our grandfathers used to admire when
Figaro took them to the opera; they
will fling their cloaks in the face of the
bull just now when our friends, the
picadores, are hard pressed. And upcn
their heels tread the banderillerog with
their wicked darts to be had by the bull
for the asking when the right time
comes, Last of all is that very flower
of Spain, the ‘matador—the killer; my
lord of the people’s creed, who stalks
proudly at the head of a team of mules
and will be a hero or a forgotten mar-
tyr when half an hour is gone.

The mules trotted out of the arena to
the jingling of many bells, and the
President in the Royal box immediately
threw down a key into the hat of one
of the aiguaciles. Then a trumpet
sounded loudly, and that mighty au-
dience, settled down as to a banquet
long awaited. Far away across the
amphitheatre a gate had been opened
in the wooden wall and a dark aper-
ture revealed. The players in this tra-
gic and cruel game ranged themselves
about the ring as fielders upon a cric-
ket pitch—the pijcardores nearest to
the barrier and the oncoming bull, the
chulos at the back awaiting their turn.
Then, for the briefest instant, a hush

fell, and upon that the splendid horns

. and the noble head of a Jamara bull
, appearéed above the sand; and the su-

rerb creature, deflant, perplexed, and
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half biinded by the glare, stood await-
ing his aggressors. '

We should have called him a small
bull in England, I suppose; but the
power of neck and limbs none could
deny. By what means they forced him
into the arena I could not say; but out
he came presently, trotting for a few
steps and then halting again as though
to spy out the scene. Fierce cries from
the benches, the rattling of sticks and
the cat-calls of the rabble were needed
to awake him to any overt act; but
when he did awake it was instantan-
eously as though a lance had already
pricked him.

MAY ABANDON THE
INCINERATION IDEA

Cost of Plant, it is Felt, Would
Be Altogether Too
High.

(From Wednesday's Daily.)

A matter that is at present engag-
ing the attention of the city council
{s. whether the erection of an incin-
erator plant is to be proceeded with.
At the time of the municipal elections
$54,000 was voted for the purpose, but
3t is now found that the whole scheme,
which was fathered by ex-Mayor Mor-
ley, was not properly- worked out ‘and
the first cost as well ‘as the cost of
operation will be much greater than
jt was represented to the people it
would be. It is, therefore quite likely
that the dumping of the sewerage into
the sea will continue.

For example, the amount of the by-
law will not provide for the cost of the
plant alone, for the bonds will neces-
sarily have to be sold at a discount
and will not bring, in the present con-
dition of the money market, more than
about $47,000. A further issue of bonds
would, therefore,. be necessary if the
erection of the plant were to be pro-
ceeded with. It was also intended ‘to
use the property the city owns on
Telegraph street as a site for the in-
cinerator but riow it is found that the
property is altogether too small and
more land would have to be bought,
thus still further increasing the cost.
Then, too, the- cost of operating was
put ‘down” 4t 43 cents per- ton, outside
of provision - for interest and.sinking
fund, but now it is._found that the
total cost per ton of destroying gar-
bage in the incinerator, including in-
terest and sinking fund, will be 80
cents per ton.

These figures are so much higher
than would be the cost by continuing
the present method of d\lsposlng of
garbage by dumping it into .the sea
that it is most unlikely that an in-
cinerator will be installed just now,
at least. At the present time, even
with the primitive system in use, the
cost of disposal of garbage by dump-
ing it into the sea is only about 22
cents a ton and even this figure can
be reduced, it is contended, by the in-
troduction of more up-to-date meth-
ods. The total cost of a plant for dis-
posing of garbage by dumping it into
the sea, including a tug, would. be only
a comparatively small fraction of the
cost of an incinerator plant, probably
less than a third, and then there would
also be a large saving annually in the
cost of operation. At the present time
it is costing about $300 per menth to
dump the garbage into the sea, while in
. 1896 and the years previous when all
the garbage was dumped into the sea
the cost was only $5,000, although there
was then more to be disposed of, it is
gaid, than now, for all night soil, which
now goes through the sewers, had to be
. 80 treated. On the score of cost there-
fore, it is sald the council is likely to

»
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abandon the incinerator idea, the plan
of dumping into the 'sea being quite
as safe from a health standpoint, it is
contended.

Even after the people had voted the
$54,000 for the installation of an in-
cinerator it was found that the city
had little, if any, knowledge concern-
ing the working of such a plant and,
on Mayor Hall's suggestion, City En-
gineer Topp, City Electrician Hutchi-
son and Ald. Henderson went to Van-
couver to investigate the' success of
the plant there. The report they pre-
sented furnished new light on the sub-
ject and since. then the matten has
hung fire, but will be taken up by the
council at an early date and definitely
settled.

In the event of the council decid-
ing to abandon the idea of an incin-
erator, the money can be devoted to
any other use if the ratepayers vote
for the change, but a new by-law ap-
proving this change, must be submit-
ted in the same way as an original
money by-law.

In this connection it is interesting to
note that at the time of the munici-
pal elections in 1890 the ratepayers
voted $10,000 for the installation ef a
crematory, but the idea was later
abandoned and the money devoted, by
vote of the ratepayers, to the installa-
tion of the city lighting station.

DETAINED HINDUS
ARE SET FREE

DECISION GIVEN BY
MR. JUSTICE CLEMENT

“Governor General in Council

: Cannot Delegate Power in
Immigration Matters.”

Vancouver, March 24.—One hun-
dred and forty-six Hindus will be set
free in Vancouver this afternoon, fol-
lowing an order for habeas corpus
at noon given by Justice Clement of
the supreme court. Justice Clement
said: “The Governor General in
council cannot delegate his powers in
immigration matters to any official,
even though that official, as in this
case, be the Minister of the Interior.
The discretion as to what immi-
grants shall be admitted or refused
admission must be exercised solely by
the Governor General in council, as
I read the act.”

D. G. Macdonell, K. C. for the
Dominion government, could not get
beyond the first point in the case,
dealing with the validity of the order.
It was therefore unnecessary to hear
counsel who appeared for the Hin-
dus.

Mr. Macdonell is now in commu-
nication with the Minister of the In-
terior whether or not there shall be

an appeal.

Immediately the decision of the
court was announced Immigration
Officer Dr. Monroe instructed his

waiting subordinate to release all de-
tained Hindus.

DEATH OF JAPANESE BANKER.

Tokio, March 25.—Baron Yanosuke
Iwaski died this morning. Baron Yan-
osuke Iwaski was born in 1851 at
Tosa. He was appointed governor of
the Bank of Japan in 1898 and held
this post for one year. He was in-
terested in numerous banking and in-
dustrial enterprises and was created a
baron in 1900. In 1902 the baron made
a tour around the world, spending sev-
eral days in New York in September
of that year.

PRINCE OF WALES  TOUR.

London, March 25.—The Prince and
Princess of Wales left here to-day for
Cologne. where the Prince, during the
course of his visit, will inspect tha2
Prussian Huzzar regiment of which he
is honorary colonel. After leaving
Cologne the Prince and Princess will
pay a visit to Darmstadt and Paris.

BAN ON MIXED MARRIAGES,

Hamilton, Ont.,, March 25.—The new
regulations regarding marriages as ex-
plained by Bishop Dowling do not place
a ban on mixed marriages excepting
when they are performed by someone
other than a priest. Marriages per-
formed by magistrates and justices of
the peace will not be recognized after
the present Lenten season.

D. W. STEVENS’ CONDITION.

San Francisco, Cal, Mareh 25.—The
cendition of D. 'W. Stevens, advisor to
the Korean council of state, who waus
shot on Monday by I. W. Chang, a
Korean, remained practically un-
changed this morning. His tempera-
ture shows a slight increase but other-
wige the symptoms are favorable.

0BSTRUCTS ADVANCE

British Merchants Protest to
Government Against Jap-

DESIRES PEACE
WITH BRITAIN

VON BUELOW SPEAKS
OF KAISER’S LETTER
Says Navy is Purely Defensive
and Deprecates Aggressive
Intentions.

Berlin, March 24—Speaking in the
Reichstag to-day Chancellor Von Bue-
low declared he regretted his inability
to give out the contents of Emperor
William’s letter to Lord Tweedmouth,
first lord of the British Admiralty
which had created such a stir in Eng-
land. He said this communication was
purely private and the assertion that
it was an attempt to influence the na-
val policy of Great Britain was abso-
lutely without foundation.

“The purely defensive character of
our naval programme in the face of the
attempts to impute to us aggressive in-
tentions and .plans toward Great Brit-
ain, cannot be repeated too o6ften or too
sharply,” the Prince declared. “We de-
sire to live at peace and in quiet with
Great Britain, and we therefore feel it
that some British publicists should con-
tinue to talk of the German danger,
especially when Great Britain has al-
ways had a fleet severa] times stronger
than ours, while other mnations also
have more powerful navies than we. It
would tend to the peace of both coun-
tries and the world if this controversy
came’'to an end. It is satisfactory Lo
know that the attempts made in Eng-
land to create a false impression re-
garding this communication have fal-
len through.”

NEW WESTMINSTER
VERGING ‘ON BOOM

New Industries ~ Projected—
Large Sum Wanted for
Public Works.

New Westminster, March 24—Two
new industries and & new telephone
system for this city were important
matters discussed by the aldermen at
the council meeting last night.

The principal industry spoken of
last night will be started by a large
company which also operates many
large ocean vessels, but the exact na-
ture of the company’s operations were
not divuiged by Ald, Fader, who in-
formed the aldermen that the com-
pany had- been seeking a location in
British Columbia, and had decided up-
on New Westminster for its ‘head-
quarters. Ald. Fader stated that the
full particulars in regard to the com-
pany could not be given yet. The
other industry secured for the town
is a new fruit cannery which will be
erected by a- Bellingham company, the
council deciding at last might’s meet-
ing to give the company a site on the
waterfront at a reasonable figure.

Ald. Fader informed the council that
he had been approached by an Am-
erican company which, desired to in-
stal an up-to-date telephone system in
the city and that representatives of the
company would be glad to meet the
council if the members were interest-
ed. A motion authorizing Ald, Fader to
arrange a conference between the
council and the company’s representa-
tives was passed unanimously.,

Ald. Fader’s famous report asking
for a fund of $32,500 for the purpose
of ridding the.city of the women of
the restricted district who were now
scattered over the town was withdrawn
by himself, as he stated that it had
proved unpopular. He had given the
chief of police instructions to do the
best he could in driving the women
out of the city with the force at his
disposal, and to avoid any chance of
involving the city in a lawsuit. The
council consented to the withdrawal
of the report without comment -from
any of the other members,

The money by-laws, which provide
for the raising of. $175,000 for various
public works were read a first time and
will be taken up in detail at the next
meeting.

POUND BY-LAW PASSED
IN NORTH SAANICH

Legislation to Regulate Sale of
Liguor Will Be Intro-
duced.

Sidney, March 24.—The first business
' of the Municipal Council . of ‘North
Saanich yesterday after the minutes of
the previous meeting were adopted was
the appointment of an engineer, W. S.

A petition was presented from J, T.
Harrison, S. Sandover, Mark Hewitt
and 49 others praying that the council
before passing the Pound by-law pro-
hibiting all cattle, etc., from running

the electorst Upon motion of Council-
lors Herber and McDonald this was re-
ceived and filed.

The Pound Amendment by-law was
then taken up for final consideration
and adoption. Councillors Julius and
Henry Brethour attempted to insert an
amendment bringing the by-law into
force on the first day of November
next. This was lost, Reeve . Sangster
and Councillors Herber and McDonald
voting against the amendment.

Councillors Herber and McDonald
then moved that the reeve withhold his
signature to the by-law until the first
day of June next. The two opponents
of the by-law then submitted an
amendment which would have had the
effect if accepted of submitting the
question to the electors for their de-
cision. The amendment was lost and
the motion carried.

The assessor returned the assessment
roll, which shows the assessed value of

land to be $430,000. The report was re-
ceived and the holding of the court of
revision was set for the 1ith day of
May at 1 o’clock p. m. at the court
house, ‘Sidney.

When the Revenue Tax by-law was
taken up for consideration, Councillor
Herber moved that the rate of taxation
be fixed at three mills for school pur-
poses and four mills for all other pur-
poses. There was no seconder to this
but the reeve intimated that he favored
the motion. The by-law was then fin-
ally passed and the rate will be the
same as last year—eight mills for all
purposes,

Councillor Herber with the assistance
of the reeve pleaded to fix the amount
of expediture for all purposes at $3,000.
The remainder of the council could see
no reason for confining themselves to
any amount within the revenue.

Leave was granted upon motion of
Councillors McDonald and Herber to
introduce a by-law tc regulate saloons.
It is understood that the by-law will
be practically the same as Councillor
McDonald attempted to pass iast year
and Councillor Herber so strenuously
opposed and similar to the*one being
passed by the South Saanich munici-
pality.

The meeting then adjourned.

CENTRALIZATION IN
TRUST POWER CONTROL

Senator Séys Peirpont and
Rockefeller Now Rule
the Roost.

Washington. March 25.—Senator La
Follette yesterday delivered in the
senate his third and concluding instal-
ment of his speech on the Aldrich cur-
rency bill

Mr. La Follette declared that his
statement that the industries of the
United States were controlled by less
than 100 men was too conservative,
and that in fact a much smaller num-
ber of men control the industries.

Along with this enormous increase
in trust power has gcne a steady pro-
cess of centralization in the control of
that power until now the entire situa-
tion is dominated by the Standard Oil-
Morgan combination. He declared:
“The old fights between these two great
powers have been laid aside. Mr. Mor-
gan’s picture adorns the walls of the
inner rooms of Rockefeller’s, 26 Broad-
way. In combination to-day they are
working together to get their hands
on the smaller powers. Mr. Hill has
been taught that he must not oppose
the big ones. Standard Oil got in on
the Great Northern ore deal. The
Gould interests are being swallowed
up by the combine. Morse and Heinze
were neatly pocketed during the re-
cent panic. The smelter’ trust was
given a drubbing and started in the
same direction. . The Vanderbilts can
no longer retain their important con-
trol, and .themselves see the handwrit-
ing on the wall.

Mr. La Follette read several lists of
eminent financiers to whom he accord-
ed various degrees of power in the
control of the industries. He named
as the next to Morgan and the Rock-
efellers a group of 14 men who he said
were bold operators and men of large
powers and interests in their own
rights. ‘“These men,” he said, “have
found their best interest in working
i harmony with Morgan and the
Standard OiL”

No combination which they could
form among themselves or with others
could cope with the power, he declared.
In this list of fourteen men he placed
W. K. Vanderbilt, August Belmont,
Henry C. Frick, J. Ogden Armour,

George J. Gould, Jacob Schiff, E.
at large, submit the samec to a vote of | 4 : 3

Harriman, Thos. F. Ryan, Louis F.
Swift, John Jacob Astor, Jas. Speyer,
J. J. Hill and W, H. Moore. In the
distance were the stars of lesser magni-
tude, but men of wealth and power,
who are working with the combine and
a few of the higher rank of attorneys
and bank presidents of the system,
Mr. La Follette argued that the Ald-
rich bill would serve to strengthen the
great money power of Wall street. He
criticized the failure of the committee
on finance in not keeping bank re-
serves in the vaults of the banks
throughout the country. Mr. La Fol-
lette concluded his speech with a strong
appeal to the “‘progressive -men” in the
senate to stamd together and beat the
bill, He spoke of the activities of the
president and Mr. Bryan in combat-
ing wrongdoing among high financiers
and said: ‘“They are believed in by the
people because they are fighting to
preserve the principle that the nation
should be governed by the people.”

C0AL OUTPU
IN DOMINION

LAST YEAR SHOWED
INCREASED PRODUCTION

The Record in Cement for Can-
ada and in Petro-
leum.

Each of the coal mining provinces of
Canada contributed an increased out-
put to the coal production in Canada
in 1907, according to the preliminary re-
port for the year 1907, issued by the de-
partment of mines of Canada. The to-
tal sales and shipments of coal, includ-
ing colliery consumption and coal used
in making coke, were 10,510.961 short
tons, an increase of more than 7 per
cent. as compared with 1906. Of the to-
tal, Nova Scotia contributed over 60 per
cent.; Saskatchewan and Alberta, over
16 per cent., and British Columbia over
23 per cent. Alberta shows the largest
proportional increase, viz., 23 per cent.,
and British Columbia next, with an in-
crease of 13 per cent.

The production by provinces was ap-
proximately as follows, the figures, of
course, bheing still subject to correc-

The total production of coke in 1907
was approximately 842,004 short tons,
valued at $3,485.533. This is made in
ovens in Nova-Scotia, Alberta and Brit-
ish Columbia. At the end of the year
there were in Nova Scotia about 654
ovens in operation and 173 idle, and in
Alberta_and British Columbia, on the
same date, 850 in operation and 582 idle.

Petroleum and Natural Gas.

The production of petroleum is as
usual practically all derived from the
Ontario peninsula. Direct returns from
the producers have not been obtained,
but the production has been estimated
on the basis of the bounty of 1% cents
per gallon paid by the Dominion gov-
ernment.

The total bounty paid in 1907 was
$414,157.89, representing a production of
788,872 barrels, compared with a bounty
of $299,120.36 in 1906, representing a pro-
duction of 569,753 barrels. An increased
production in 197 of over 38 per cent.
is, therefore, shown.

Natural gas was produced and sold in
Quebec province in the wvicinity of
Louisville; in the Niagara peninsula
and southern portion of the province of
Ontario, and at Medicine Hat, Alberta,
the sales from the Ontario fields consti-
tuting over 91 per cent. of the total.

The total receipts from gas sold in
1907 show an increase of about 31 per
cent. over the receipts in 1906, and are
now larger than at any time since the
gas was first used. About 440 wells
were producing gas in 1907, of which 114
were bored during the year.

Portland Cement.

Complete statistics have not yet been
received, two companies having not yet
been heard from. The figures given be-
low for 1907 are, therefore, subject to
this correction, and when complete re-
turns are received, will be increased by
an amount probably not exceeding 4 or
& per cent.

The total quantity of cement made in
the fifteen plants from which returns
were received, was 2,413,513 barrels, as
compared with a total of 2,152,562 bar-
rels made in 1908, showing an increase
of 260,951 barrels or over 12 per cent.
The total sales were 2,368,593 barrels, as
compared with 2,119,764 barrels in 19086,
increase of 248,829 barrels or over 11 per
cent. The total daily capacity of the
fifteen companies making returns was
about 12,400 barrels, the other two com-
panies having a daily capacity of 1,900
barrels, making a total capacity of 14.-
200 barrels per day. These companies
are distributed as follows: One in
Nova Scotia, one in Quebec, thirteen in
Ontario, one in Alberta, and one in
British Columbia. At least six other
plants were in course of construction
with a total proposed daily capacity of
from 10,000 to 12,000 barrels.

Of the seventeen producing compan-
ies, twelve use mar] and clay, four use
limestone and clay, and one .uses blast
furnace slag. One other company, now in
liquidation but with completed plant,
made cement from marl. Of the six
plants being erected, four at least pro-
pose to use limestone.

OBJECTIONABLE T0
EMPEROR WILLIAM

HIS REFUSAL TO RECEIVE
DR. HILLS AT BERLIN

Kaiser’s Reason for Barring
U. S. Selection is Not
‘Known.

Berlin, March 25.—The German gov-
ernment has informed President Roose-
velt that Dr. David Jayne Hill, at pres-
ent United States minister at The
Hague, is not acceptable to it as am-
bassador - at Berlin. Charlemagne
Tower, the present ambassador, de-
clines to-day to confirm or deny this
statement. He confined himself to say-
ing that any question as to the ac-
tion of the German government maust
be directed to the state department at
‘Washington.

From other sources it was learned
that the-ground upon which the gov-
ernment declines to receive Dr, Hill
are in general that he is not repre-
sentative enough. The German for-
eign office made inquiries at The
Hague and these brought the report
that Dr. Hill ‘had ‘not created much of
a position for himself at the Nether-
lands court. It appears also that some
German officials who have- met Dr.
Hill have made: representations at the
court here adverse to him.. It doesn't
appear that any of Dr. Hill's opinions
or writings are objectionable to Ger-
man feelings, but it would seem that
he was considered as not suited to
this post.

Emperor Objects.

Washington, D, C., March 25.—The
cbjection to Dr. Hill is purely a per-
sonal one of the Emperor William. The
Emperor's objection is connected with
the visit to America several years ago
of his brother, Prince Henry, the rank-
ing admiral of the German mnavy. Dr.
Hill, at the time, was first assistant
secretary of state and necessarily was
brought into official contact with the
distinguished foreign visitors. = Just
what he did or not do to give offence
is not known here.

As the German foreign office cordial-
ly responded some time ago to the
usual caufious overtures from the
state department here as to Dr. Hill's
availability, to-day’s decision has come
as . a complete surprise to official
Washington. It is. nevertheless, final
as far as Dr. Hill is concerned, for the
etiquette that governs international re-
Jations does not permit of any ques-
ticns of the right of a sovereign to in-
terpose an objection to the reception of
any ambassador.
