Mr. Thomas Maclellan, President of the 
Maritime Bank, and head of the private 
banking house of Maclellan & Co., left 
last evening for England, via New York, 
in order to get a few weeks recreation and 
change of scene, though possibly not with­
out an eye to some matters of business 
connected with the Maritime Bank. Mr. 
Maclellan, by his urbanity and conntesy, 
and ably seconded |by most valuable offi­
cers and associates, in both Banks, has 
made himself hosts of friends, who will 
wish him a very pleasant trip and a safe 
return.

Now that he has turned his bf*ck upon 
us, we feel as if we might, without im­
propriety, make a reference or two to the 
monetary institutions with which he is 
connected. Our citizens first became ac­
quainted with Mr. Maclellan when he was 
in the Bank of British North America, a 
bank of large resources aud which has 
ever been disposed to act fairly aud honor­
ably by our business men. But it was 
siuce leaving that bank, that Mr. Mac­
lellan became best known to our citizens. 
The private banking house of Maclellan & 
Co. was established some six years ago, 
and it has therefore passed through a 
period when great depression existed all 
over this continent. It has, however, 
during those years steadily increased its 
business, gaining the general good will of 
the community and becoming widely 
known. The volume of business trans­
acted by Maclellan & Co. is very large and 
profitable, and is decidedly on the increase, 
a fact that is due not only to the confi­
dence placed in the head of the firm, but 
to the admirable tact and excellent judg­
ment of Mr. A. C. Blair, one of the most 
promising young men in our city.

The affairs of the Maritime Bank wore 
a discouraging aspect when, not long ago, 
Mr. Maclellan assumed its management. 
Soon after, by the excellent work done by 
him and his co-directors, and the able as­
sistance of Mr. Ruy, the cashier, the for­
tunes of the Bank gradually improved, 
the stock showing a marked increase in 
value. A short time ago, by an unex­
pected failure, the bank suffered a severe 
direct loss, and the matter gaining publi­
city, the bank had to submit to other in­
direct losses, and to pass through a very 
trying ordeal Yet, notwithstanding 
these facts, the latest official returns 
show that the bank occupies a strong 
financial position, The returns are only 
made up to the end of January, and they 
show that notwithstanding that there 
was a recent contraction of the bank’s cir­
culation, to the extent of the large sum of 
8103,903, the bank at that time 
to show that it had on hand, in specie and 
legal tenders, $121,527. Its total liabili­
ties were $537,657, and its immediately 
available assets were of the value of $262,- 
238. The bank had its business so well 
in hand that a reduction of $177,736 was 
effected in the loan and discounts during 
the month. The liabilities of the direc. 
tors decreased from $99,746 at the end of 
December, 1882, to $70,126 at the close of 
January, 1883. This is certainly a good 
exhibit in the circumstances in which the 
Bank was placed, and reflects much 
credit on all concerned. While the Bank 
has passed through various ordeals, some 
of which, no doubt, ought not to have oc­
curred, it seems safe to say that they are 
things of the past, and that, with the les­
sons learned from experience, the future 
course of the Bank must be onward. The 
shareholders of the Bank, like those of 
the old and ever popular Bank of New 
Brunswick, are our own citizens, and we 
cannot but feel a lively interest in the 
Bank on that account.

Dear Advance, —Since my last, busi­

ness has sustained quite a check and some 
of our largest industies have gone by the 
board. The failures have not been con­
fined to any particular branch of trade. 
Iron, lumber and groceries have all come 
in for more than their share, and there і 
a marked feeling of insecurity through the 
city in financial circles. Your correspon­
dent is in the provision trade, but cannot 
give very encouraging accounts of it.

The butterine or lard-butter trade, 
which has been quite flourishing in the 
past, is very quiet. Butterine is made 
from the very best grade of original butter, 
and the finest of leaf lard, the lard being 
neutralized in such a manner that it leaves 
no trace of lard flavor.

“Mr. James Coleman, eastern divi­
sion superintendent of the I. C. ±t,, has 
held an inquiry into the cause of the 
collision at Calhoun s mills on Monday, 
the 12th inst.

After 
a coroner’s jury had failed to arrive at 
a decision as to the cause of the terrible 
affair, it was stated in the press that the

—the Engineer, Brakeman and Fire­
man—were drunk when they left Bath­
urst and that the Conductor’s van had 
been reported as “a little hell” by aman 
who had been in it just before the colli­
sion.

TMarch 19.—There was quite a breeze in 
the Commons when Mr. White, of Hast­
ings, introduced his bill for the incorpora­
tion of the Loyal Orange Association of 
British America.

The Speaker asked when shall the bill 
be read a second time ?

Mr. White—To-morrow.
Mr. Coursol moved, seconded by Mr. 

Burns, that the bill be not read a second 
time to-morrow, but this day six months.

Mr. White angrily resented this attempt 
to strangle the bill without discussion, 
declaring it tyrannical and unjust. He 
did not expect such treatment from the 
French nationality. Not a word of ob­
jection bad been raised against bills to 
protect the interest of their co-religionists. 
If the Orange body was not a moral and 
upright society crush them out. He de­
clared this a cowardly and unmanly 
motion.

Mr. Coursol warmly resented this 
language and said he never did an unman­
ly thing, and if such language was used to 
him outside of the House he would resent 
it. His object, he said, was merely to 
prevent acrimonious discussion.

Messrs. Wallace, Cameron (Victoria,) 
Scriver, Anger and Armstrong, while 
holding themselves free to vote on the 
merits of the bill, appealed for the bill to 
be treated with the courtesy of being 
allowed to come up for a second reading.

Mr. Cuyan warmly supported the six 
months’ hoist with the view to prevent 
irritating discussion.
