WILKES-BARRE, May 22.-To se­
cure an understanding of the situation 
in the anthracite coal region it Is ne­
cessary to grasp the fact that the 
fight now on is the same flfrht of 
which the strike of 1900 was only the 
preliminary skirmish.

BY EARTHQUAKE.

Total Destruction of the City of 
Quezaltenango in Guatemala.

HAMBURG, May 23.—A special de­
spatch to the Hamburg Dpersenhalle 
from Guatemala says that the town 
of Quezaltenango has been wholly de­
stroyed by an earthquake, which last­
ed three-quarters of a minute. Busi­
ness is entirely suspended In Quate- 
mala and a great part of the coffee 
crop there has been destroyed.

[Quezaltenango had a populatk>n of 
about 25,000 people, was handsomely 
built and well paved, and had a richly 
decorated 
churches and a fine city hall.]

WASHINGTON, May 23.-The earth­
quake reported In the Hamburg de­
spatch resulting in the destruction of 
the city of Quezaltenango, Guatemala, 
is identified here as that which occur­
red on the 18th of April, and which has 
.been, described In the American 
papers. Information received here at 
the Guatemalan legation shows that 
the city was wholly destroyed and that 
San Marcos and several other towns 
were partially destroyed. Reports in­
dicate that at least several thousand 
persons were killed and that the prop­
erty loss approximated $50.000,000 In the 
April earthquake.

LONDON. May 24,—After the cabinet 
council ended yesterday a meeting of 
the inner committee of the cabinet 
held. After this meeting Mr. Cham­
berlain, the colonial secretary, proceed­
ed to Buckingham Palace, where he 
h-.d an audience of King Edward.

It is generally recognized here that 
the attitude of the Spaniards, who 
have heretofore been annexationists be­
cause of their fear of the Cubans, may 
be the determining factor at no distant 
flay. They possess 70 per cent, of the 
wealth of the Island, and If treated 
fairly and allowed a proper share in the 
government, which Pres. Palma seems 
disposed to give them, it is believed 
they may prove a strong bulwark of 
the republic.

The immediate financial future of 
Cuba is a matter of concern, аз the cus­
toms receipts have fallen off appreci­
ably during the last few weeks, and the 
aid of the wealthy classes may be es­
sential to tide Cuba over a crisis. 
Should one come, with the small sur­
plus turned over to the republic and the 
present rate of receipts, the treasury 
might be in difficulties before next fall, 
owing to the Increase In expenditures 
on account of congress and the new 
salaries. For this reason Senor Palma 
Insiste upon the lowest possible salar­
ies and the most rigid economy. He is 
determined that the island shall live 
-within Its income.

The new government will give this 
matter immediate attention, and, if it 
should be absolutely necessary, the ex­
changes may be made In the internal 
revenue taxes, to Increase the reven­
ues.

After thirty years’ experience as a 
sportsman, the well known big game 
hunter, George вгігжв of Pittsburg 
abandoned his destructive gun for a 
camera, having come to the conclusion 
that snap-shotting with* a camera 
would afford all the fun pf shooting 
proper, with none of Its attendant 
evils.

For ten years now he has hunted 
with his camera,with what success may 
be Judged from an exteremely Inter­
esting article upon this new sport In a 
recent number of Pearson’s Magazine. 
Some beautiful flashlight photographs 
of deer Illustrate this paper.

Having selected a dark, warm night, 
the flashlight hunter prepares his 
camera, lights the lamp, loads his 
flashlight apparatus with magnesium 
powder, and, In his canoe, pushes put 
Into the silent waters of lake or river. 
The paddle sends the slight boat ahead 
so easily that no sound Is heard, except 
a gentle ripple scarcely noticeable a 
I oat's length away. The wooded banks 
are wrapped In deepest shadow, only 
the sky-line along the crest showing 
their course.

At the bowpf the boat the bright eye 
of the Jack light Is turning from side 
to side, cutting & tunnel of light 
through the mass of darkness, show­
ing, as it sweeps the banks, the trunks 
of trees and tracery of foliage with 
wonderful distinctness.

Soon the quick ears of the men In 
the boat detect the sound of a deer 
feeding among the lily beds that fringe 
the shpre. Knee deep In the water, he 
Is moving contentedly about, munch­
ing his supper of thick green leaves. 
The lantern spins about on Its pivot 
and the bore of light chases up and 
down the bank whence the noise came. 
A moment more, and two bright balls 
shine back from under the fringe of 
trees; a hundred and fifty yards away, 
the deer has raised his head and is 
wondering what strange, 
thing Is lying out on the surface of the 
lake.

Straight toward the mark of 
shining eyes the canoe Is sent with 
firm, silent strokes. The flashlight ap- 
1 aratus has been raised well above 
any obstruction in the front of the 
boat, the powder in the pan lies ready 
to Ignite at the puil of the trigger; ev­
erything Is In- readiness for action.

Closer tomes the boat, and still the 
red eyeballs watch it; what a strange 
phenomenon this pretty light Is; noth­
ing like It has ever been seen In the 
lake during all the days of his deer- 
t.ood. Fifteen yards now, and the 
tension is becoming great. Suddenly 
there Is a click and a white wave of 
light breaks out from the bow of the 
boat—deer, hills, trees, everything 
stand tout for a moment as 
white glare of noonday.

A dull report and then a veil pf inky 
darkness descends. Just a tenth of a 
second has elapsed, but it has been 
enough to trace the picture of the deer 
on the plates of the cameras and long 
enough to blind, for the moment, the

MONTREAL, May 21.—“The time is 
at hand, has indeed already come, 
when we shall pursue a strong, aggres­
sive policy with regard to the Atlantic 
steamship traffic, end not the Atlantic 
alone, but the Pacific as well.
I say we, I mean Canada, the country, 
all of us together. I am not speaking 
for the Canadian Pacific now, and. If 
we proceed upon that principle, doing 
the utmost we can for ourselves, I do 
not think we need have any fear as to 
the future, and can afford to disregard 
any attempts that foreign capitalists 
may make to secure our natural pro­
perty.”

This was the significant declaration 
made today by Sir Thomas Shaugh- 
nessy, president of the Canadian Paci­
fic Railway during the course of an in­
terview on the report that American 
capitalists are seeking to secure con­
trol of the property.

He admitted that he had seen rumors 
In the newspapers that there was an 
effort on the part of American capital­
ists to obtain possession of sufficient 
Canadian Pacific stock to enable them 
to dictate the policy of the Canadian 
Pacific, and particularly to so govern 
It that there should not be introduced 
into It the factor of a fast Atlantic 
steamship line. Mr Thomas was not 
disposed to attrilmte great importance 
to the report, 
doubt possible to obtain control of the 
Canadian Pacific Railway company. Its 
stocks were widely scattered, and It 
was difficult to look after the whole of 
them, but he would say this, that it 
would take a very long time to accom­
plish this purpose, much longer than 
many people perhaps imagined.

It was clear from Sir Thomas’ words 
that he considers the Canadian Paci­
fic reasonably safe from foreign do­
mination end control, for, when he was 
asked as to whether the parliament of 
Canada would not be likely to impose 
such conditions upon foreign capital­
ists as would make the undertaking 
practically profitless, and thus cause 
the property to revert to Canadians, he 
replied:—“Oh, yes; but I do not think 
we need fear such a bugaboo as that.” 
He followed this with a declaration of 
the utmost significance with regard to 
a Canadian steamship line, the strong­
est by far that he has yet expressed.

BX-MAYOR HAMILTON. STEAMERS, ETC.
Tribute to His Memory By The Halifax 

, Recorder. Star LineS. S. Co.(Friday’s Recorder.)
The death of ex-Mayor Jae. T. Ham­

ilton, at the relatively early age of 60, 
removes from the list of our active busi­
ness men one who earned for himself 
the right to the good esteem of all cit­
izens. Particularly sad have been the 
closing days of his life. To see one in 
the nobility of his prime, with a strong 
constitution and a vigorous frame, 
forced by a painful and fatal malady 
to retire from active business and to 
In part relinquish the duties of magie* 
terlal office, is calculated to stir in the 
eoul of all men feelings of sympathy 
and regret. He has almost, as It were, 
idled in harness, for he never gave up 
.work till to longer recognize the in­
evitable would have been folly.

For three years he has been our first 
Citizen, our chief magistrate, and it is 
■afe to say that he increased the re­
gard of the community the longer he 
held office.

In politics though his leanings were 
distinctly conservative, yet no one ever 
accused him of being partisan. He was 
Independent in action ae be was inde­
pendent In thought. He was a widely 
read man and in his comparatively 
abort life he had stored away a vast 
amount of knowledge. To his own 
special friends it was a genuine pleas­
ure to converse with him and to dis­
cuss the practicalities of the day. If 
anybody had civic business to attend 
to, and had occasion to consult the 
mayor, the applicant came away thor­
oughly well assured that If Mr. Ham­
ilton eaid “yes,”
Out; if “no,” he need mqke no further 
effort, for he seldom was known to act 
without a carful weighing of both sides.

Not only was he mayor for three 
terms but for nine years he sat at the 
council board. He was an alderman 
when ithe present City hall was con­
structed. He was chairman of the 
Gardens’ commissioners during the 
time that extensive improvements were 
made to that beauty spot of our city. 
He was chairman of the board of works 
under the old system, and of course as 
mayor administered the duties of that 
Important office with all the more abil­
ity because of that earlier experience. 
He was a man of proved probity in 
every walk of life and was dominated 
i>y an uprightness of purpose in com­
mercial as in civic life. He detested

The United States does a trade 
with Newfoundland which would be 
ours had we confederation, which 
wpuld be mutually beneficial. The re­
venue is derived from a customs union, 
which presses upon the people. Had 
we confederation the cost of living 
would be sensibly diminished. There 
is a line of steamers, which is part of 
the Reid contract, and this service is 
also valuable in increasing the busi­
ness and the trade of the country, 
which derives considerable advantage 
from the unlimited supply of Iron at 
Bell Island.
