Brauer, two of the brilliant chemists 
whom Germany produces so proltflcal- 
ly, have made it poaàtble to produce 
nitric aeld from the ammoniacal liquor 
of gas and coke works. It is impossible 
here to detail the technical process, 
but it consists essentially in the de­
composition of ammonia vapor by pla­
tinum. It is a beautiful method, which 
depends upon the exposure of the am­
monia to the platinum for one-five- 
hundredth part of a second of time. If

"Not thus alone is the scientist prov­
ing himself master of the situation. 
Even more fascinating are the methods 
employed for utilising the nitrogen of 
the air.

'•Air Is a mechanical mixture of oxy­
gen and nitrogen, 23 pounds of the for­
mer and 77 pounds of the latter making 
100 pounds of air. We have, then, but 
to manure the soil with air and the 
tiling Is done. The farmer can do it 
quite easily—after the scientist has 
shown him the way. Before the scien­
tist finds out the way, however, your 
practical man will make certain caustio 
references to ‘dreamers,’ ‘fadlets’ and 
‘cranks’ if you talk of turning air into 
quartern loaves.

“In Norway, at tills moment, with the 
aid of French and German capital, the 
power of great waterfalls is being used 
to produce nitrogenous manure from 
air at prices low enough for commerça 

“The process used In Norway is that 
of Birkiand and Eyde, which employes 
ihe electiie furnace. The air is led into 
the furnace and submitted to an elec-, 
trie disk flame with a diameter of 
about 79 inches. Sweeping this terrific 
flame on both sides, the air is momen­
tarily heated to a point at which the 
nitrogen is oxidized. Immediately the 
gas coming from the furnace is colled 
flown to avoid loss of nitrogen, and led 
over limestone sprinkled with water, 
with the result that calcium nitrate, or 
lime saltpetre, is obtained. It is a scien­
tific triumph
enough when the stuff leaves the fac­
tory in wooden barrels.

"In another direction also science Is 
operating In order to utilize the bound­
less stores of atmospheric nitrogen, 75,-

The Rev. J. W. Keirstead was the 
speaker at tho Every Day Club last 
evening. Taking the statement of John 
Stuart Mill, that any bargain which is 
not advantageous to all the. parties 
concerned is a fraud and a robbery, as 
the basis of his remarks, Mr. Keirstead 
applied it to the traffic in intoxicating 
liquors. If a man bought meat, or dry 
goods, or groceries, or rented a -house, 
there was benefit to him and his fam­
ily, as well as to those who sold the 
goods or rented him Hie house. But 
when a man bought liquor it did not 
benefit him or his 'family. It lessened 
his efficiency as a laborer, robbed hinj 
of the finer traits of his nature, and 
robbed his'family of food and clothing. 
The làte J. E. Price of the I. C. R. 
had once told the speaker that in pro­
portion as a man was addicted to the 
use of liquor he lessened his efficiency 
as a trainman. The Grand Trunk and 
C. P. R. would not employ a man who 
drank while on duty, or who drank to 
excess when off duty. The late Kil- 
gour S.hives of Campbelltor- had told 
him that owner? of sawmills sustained 
much loss because sometimes enough 
men did not rettrn after a spree to op­
erate the mill, or it became necessary 
to put an unskilled man in the place 
of one who* was skilled, but incapaci­
tated through drink. Not only was 
valuable lumber sometimes destroyed, 
but there was risk cf damages through 
accident, for which the owner would 
be liable. A hotel keeper had once told 
the speaker that as soon as a bar­
tender began to drink he discharged 
him. Even the liquor dealer testified 
that drink robbed a man of his pro- 
ficency.

Mr Keirstead asked if an honorable 
Christian man could look upon this 
traffic, which John Stuart Mill would 
class as a fraud and robbery, and feel 
that it was none of his business. Sure­
ly not, but it was his duty to labor for 
Its destruction.
