“We arrived at the Cape Verde Is-
lands on Tuesday, April 9th, after a
fair voyage. Theé weather was all that
could be desired, the change from the
disagreeable Canadian. spring weather
to the warm balmy breezes and con-
tinuous sunshine;" béing"very "accept-
able to the . men. The troops soon be-
came accustomed to their new quar-
ters and the sea life, though at first
there were the usual number of woe
begone counténances due ta sea sick-
ness.

TAGGED CODFISH.

(Portsmouth (N. H.) Journal.)

It seems rather an odd idea to fasten
metal tags to marine fishes and then
let them loose in the ocean, with the
idea of identifying them as individuals
in case they happen to be caught at a
future time, but this ig what the Unit-
ed States fish commission is doing just
now with cod, fifteen hundred of which

this year. No two tags are alike; the
markings on them being stamped in a
series of letters and numbers, record
of which is kept fin a book in such a
manner that if a tagged codfish turns
up a moment’'s reference to the memo-
randa will furnish the history of tnav.
pafticular specimen, with auace of liber-
ation, welght and so forth. For ex-
‘ample, a tag with the raised insecrip-
tion, S 100" has a compléte jdentifica-
tion card, 'so that she cannot be mixed
up with any other fish entered in the
commissioner’'s ledger,

Only “broad fish"““that 'is, spawn-
ing females—are tagged. ‘They are
bought from fishermen, stripped . of
their eggs at ‘Wood’s Holl, Mass., and
 liberated, after having the tagg at-
tached. to them. The tag is a mn
Dlece of copper, securely fastened by T
a_wire passed through a fin near its
junctiou ‘with the body. During the

it few. months the fish commission
distributed a‘circular all along the
coast of New Enrgland, requesting that
whenever a cod with a tag comes into
the hands of a fisherman or other per-
son, he shall remove the piece of metal
and send it to the commission station
) withy a brief state-
ment of the date on which it was cap-
tured, its welght before dressed, its
length, and the condition of its roe.

The object of the tagxlng is to ascers
tain the rate at which cod grows, the
frequency of its spawning, and the ex-

edge of this kind has an obvious bear-
ing upon fish culture -problems, and
there is every reason to believe that
the future of the cod fishery on the
New :England coast: must depend
mainly upon artificial +hatching. The
hatehing of cod. eggs and the planting
of the fry have been carried on . for
several years, and already the fishery
shows ' a notable improveméni appar-
ently due to this work.
