‘A letter written to the New Free-
man by Bishop Casey and dated at
Rome January 7fh  contains. among
other things the following paragraphs:

Sir—I must express to you my regret
that I was not able to find an English
typewriter to take some of my reflec-
tions on the magnificent scenes that it
was my happiness to witness since my
arrival in the Eternal City.

It is perfectly true, however, to say
that no Catholic, still less a priest or
hishop, can feel otherwise ‘than “at
home” here. Is it not the see of the
common father of the faithful? And
I do not think I ever realized what
fatherhood meant until I had the hap-
piness to enter the presence of Pius X.
One i{s overwhelmed by his sweetness
and paternal kindness. I had the bap-
piness of being very near him and
saluting him many timess and one
special audience all to myself. This
was spent in talking about my flock in
the dlocese of St. John and asking the
apostolic benediction for you all in
general and in particular, ‘“Yes, yes,”
said the holy father, “I constitute
you my agent so that all you bless in
my name when you return to your
diocese will be blessed by me in turn,”
Thus you see, on my return, which 1
trust the prayers of the good people
will make gure, my hands will be filled
with blessings for them.

I cannot begin to describe to you the
wonderful vestigeg of pagan as well as
Christian Rome—the Coliseum, the
baths, the arches of Titus and Con-
stantine; then the churches, St,
Peter’s, St. John Lateran, §St. Mary
Major and hundredgs of others—any
one of these wonderful structures
would suffice for a long essay.

‘We are not less than seven bishops
and twenty-five priests from Canada
here, and even mafily more from the
United States, and with a little knowl-
edge of Latin, French and English,
one can make his way very well in
these-parts. Thus you see it is not
surprising that one can feel at home
even so far away from the dear spot
on earth-he reveres as ‘“home.”

We 'all Canadians had a special au-
dience “with ‘the- ‘holy father yester-
day, and what a pleasant surprise to
meet the minister of finance of Can-
ada and Mrs. Fielding in the Vatican
Palace., Father Lecoque, ' sulpician
superior of the Grand Seminary in
Montreal, at present visiting the Can-
adian College at Rome, read an 2d-
dress to the holy father, and he replied
gracefully and eloquently. He ex-
pressed his paternal love for ‘the peo-
ple of Canada and said that “although
all the other nations had long ago col-
leges established in' Rome, he hoped
the Canadians, though last, would be
first.” You might easily imagine how
delighted we all were to hear such
sweet worde from the sovereign pon-
tife.

Yesterday, the Feast of the Epiph-
any, I had the happiness to celebrate
high mass pontifically in the magnifi-

by the late Pope Leo XIII, and now
in charge of the Redemptorist fathers.

FRICTION REVEALED

Between Gol. Younghusband

and the Government.

The Story is Told in a Voluminous
Blue Book Issued on the Thibetan
Affairs.

LONDON, Jan. 29.—A vqluminous
blue book issued on the Thibetan af-
fairs hag unusual interest as revealing
strong friction between the govern-
ment and Col. Younghusband concern-
ing indemnity, whiclh Younghusband
fixed at $3,750,000, payable in 75 an-
nual instalments which would have re-
sulted in British occupatiom of the
Chumbi valley for seventy-five years.
Mr. Broderick, secretary of state for
India, on Sept. 13 telegraphed suggest-
ing a reduction to $1,250,000. Col.
Younzhusband’s response to this and
other government protests strongly
deprecated alteration of the treaty as
tanding to defeat the object of the
mission. Finally a lengthy corres-
ponde ice between Secretary Brodrick
and Lord Curzon of Xedletson, the
viceroy of India, ended in the govern-
ment accepting the situation as re-
gards the $3,750,000 indemnity, but re-
fusing to permit of the occupation of
the Chumbi valley beyond three years
and protesting that Younghusband had
framed the convention in deflance of
express instructions, the government’'s
policly being to avoid interference in
the internal affairs of Thibet and stipu-
lating that should the Thibetans break
the treaty it would be necessary to re-
consider the government’s policy.

The bluebook shows that Foreign
Minister Lansdowne last spring gave
Russia an emphatic assurance that so
long as no other power endeavored to
intervene in the affairs of Thibet the
British government will neither at-
tempt to annex, establish a protector-
ate or in any other way control its in-
ternal administration. It further ap-
pears that after the mission returned
the Indian government, as an ‘“act of
grace” reduced the indemnity to $1,250,-
000.

WOODSTOCK, Jan, 28.—At the regu-
lar meeting of the Carleton County
Council considerable discussion took
place on the expenses attending the
execution and burial of the late George
Gee. The Cammack arrest also receiv-
ed attention. Constable Woolverton
sent in a bill as follows:

Several of the councillors objected to
the item for watching Cammack, and
thought the charge exorbitant. But
others thought that looking for a mur-
derer was no soft snap. Councillor
Tompkins remarked that it looked as
though Woolverton were charging for
taking care of the old man at the
same time as he was away after Wal-
ter Cammack. The bill was finally
paid.

A. Henderson put in a bill of $40 for
burying Gee, $30 of which was for the
casket. - This was objected to. Some
councillors thought that if a man were
punished by death, his property fell
to the crown. But it was pointed out
that this was not the law now. Many
obections were raised to the price of
the casket, it being considered-that a
decent one could have been got for $12
or $15. Councillor Connolly thought
that precautions should be taken
against such an occurrence in the
future. An inmate of the poorhouse
had died and was given a $12 casket.
He did not believe that the man who
would. deliberately take a rifle or pis-
tol and take the life of his fellow man
had any more right to be burled in
pomp and splendor than the man who
is unfortunate enough to become an
invalid and died in the bhospital. He
believed it a shame and disgrace, the
way the Gee matter had been handled.
The bill was paid and instructions
given about such matters in future.

Strike Brokn Out at Go

Rioting and pillage are in progress
in Warsaw, in spite of the presence
of large numbers of troops. British
consular officers there are reported to
have been assaulted by Hussars, and
the matter, it is said, has been called
to the attention of the St. Petersburg
government by the British ambassa-
dor. A severe storm at Moscow aided
the authorities there in averting dis-
order, which was thought to be im-
pending. There were no disturbances
in St. Petersburg. In Batoum, Prince
Gurielly, an officer of the police, was
assassinated.

The influence of Grand Duke Sergius,
the foremost of the reactionaries, is al-
Jeged to have governed Emperor Nich-
olas ever since the atrike troubles be-
gan, and that members of the imper-
ial family are represented to be deter-
mined on drastic measures for the sup-
pression of all agitation for economic
or political reform. Reports continue
rife that the terrorists are prepared to
resume their activity.

Father Gopon, the leader of the St.
Petersburg workman, is reported to
have escaped to Stockholm. The Holy
Synod has denounced im as a ‘“‘crim-
inal priest,” a betrayer of his sacred
office.

EMPEROR ACTED ON ADVICE OF
GRAND DUKE SERGIUS.

ST. PETERSBURG, Jan. 30, 12.25 p.
m.—Evidence is accumulating that
Emperor Nicholas throughout the pre-
sent crisis has acted largely upon the
advice of Grand Duke Sergius, who is
the most reactionary member of the
imperial family, the head of what is
denominated the war party, and whom
the liberals stigmatize as Russia’s
evil genius. With the first appearance

A marshal of the nobility from one
of the central provinces has expressed
the opinion to the Associated Press
that the govermment could not extri-
cate itself from the present situation
without very substantial concessions.

STRIKE CONSIDBRED OVER IN
MOSCOW.

MOSCOW, Jan. 29.—The strike is
considered to be practically over. A
blizzard prevailing has rendered excel-
lent service to the authorities in keep-
ing people indoors, and there was not
the slightest disorder today on the part
of the strikers. The authorities, how-
ever, had taken exceptional precau-
tions to avoid the assemblage of
crowds. ,Even the Sunday markets
were closed. Strong pickets were post-
ed all over the city, inside the factor-
ies and outside.

There are about 300,000 troops in the
city.

It is reported that the police Satur-
day night sent several thousand of the
most obstreperous strikers back to the
villages. Father Petroff, a noted St.
Petersburg labor leader, who returned
from the capital tonight, told the As-
sociated Press the workmen’s cause
for trouble at Moscow. Petroff cen-
sures Father Gopon’s attitude, as in-
dicated in his last proclamation an-
nouncing himself as a revolutionary.
Petroff declared that Gopon thereby
condemned himself.

Grand Duke Sergius will return to
St. Petersburg tomorrow.

LONDON, Jan. 80.—The correspond-
ent at Warsaw of the Daily Mail tele-
graphs as follows:

“A group of Hussars ran down Brit-
ish Vice Consul Mocukain Saturday
night in Marshal Kovski street. Two
Hussars rushed at him with their
swords, inflicting severe cuts across
his face and lower lip. Dripping with
his blood Mocukain was conveyed to
the hospital, where he is »ow doing

ilarly run down in Wierzbova street.
{ It appears that the incidents were due
{ to a company of Hussars getting drunk
and running amuck.”

The same correspondent describes
Warsaw as being in a state of com-
plete anarchy.

‘‘Many have been killed or wounded
in charges by troops, and the reckless-
ness of swashbuckling Hussars,” he
says.

The only conveyances moving in
Warsaw today have been the military
supply carts, ambulances and. tumbrils
for the dead. The attempting rising of
workmen has failed and the great de-
monstration timed for today has been
i postponed.

Describing the pillaging of stores, the
correspondent says:

“Many put chalk erosses on their
doors or lighted ikons in their win-
dows and thus secured their safety.
The rioters paused before the sacred
emblems. The hoarse murmurs of the
i mob drowned the church bells. In sev-
eral cases soldiers fired on looting
mobs, and in one ¢ase, in a working
class suburbs, they fired a cannon shot
hoping to disperse the crowd. Inter-
mittent firing was proceeding there all
day. Hundreds of shops were wrecked
and several stores were burned. Prob-
ably a few score were killed. The
. ambulances were busy all day. There
‘ are alarming rumors from the country

Who is the New Pastor in
Main Street Church

Is An Englishman By Birth, But Has
Spent Considerable Time In{ -

Eastern Canada.

Rev. D. Hutchinson of Moncton will
preach his first sermon as pastor in
Main street church on the first Sun-
day in April.

Rev. Mr. Hutchinson is an English-
man by birth. He is a native of Hert-
fordshire. He is a Baptist by inheri-
tance as well as conviction, for both
his father and grandfather were Bap-
tist ministers. His father, Rev. Henry
Hutchinson, was for eighteen years
pastor of a Baptist ‘church near the
historic city of St. Albans,

Mr. Hutchinson received his early
education at a private school. When
only fifteen years of age his father
died, leaving him parentless, his mo-
ther having died when he was a boy
of eleven. Shortly after his father’s
death he went to ltve with relatives in
Belfast, Ireland.  Here he continued his
studies, and was also apprenticed to
learn the wholesale and retail dry
goods business. Durifg his stay of
nearly five years in Belfast the instruc-
tion of a godly father began to bear
fruit. He professed conversion, united
with the church, and became an active
Christian worker. At length, faeling
that God called him to give himself
to ihe <vork of the ministry, he re-
signed a good position and entered the
East London College, England, whose
president was the well known preacher
and author, Rev. H. G. G. Guinness,
D. D. Completing his course of study,
he crossed the Atlantic, and for four
years associated with the Rev. J. 8.
Bromley, was engaged in evangelistic
work in Newfoundland, Nova Scotia,
Ontario, and the United States.

His first pastorate was at Ingersoll,
Ont. Here he remained only for a
short time, for being called to succeed
Rev. Elmore Harris, D. D.,, at St.
Thomas, he accepted. His pastorate
of four years was very successful.
From St. Thomas he was called to
Brantford, to succeed Rev. Dr. Robert
Cameron, and for fifteen years was the
popular and beloved pastor of the
Park Baptist church of that eity.

His advent in the province of New
Brunswick took place four years age,
when the First Moncton Baptist church
for the second time extended him a
unanimous call to become their pastor.
During his pastorate in Monecton the
church made steady pregress. Two
hundred and thirty-six were added to
the church, one hundred and forty-one
by baptism, #nd ninety-five by letter,
and the debt was reduced more than
$2,000. While in Ontario Mr. Hutch-
inson filled the position of p-esident of
the Ontario and Quebec Convention of
Baptist Churches, and for eight years
was one of the governors of McMaster
University.

Challenger- to Try For the

America’s Cup.

Sir Thomas Lipton Say He Will
Cross the Atlantic With Boat

Designed by Myine

GLASGOW, Scotland, Jan. 27.—Sir
Thomas Lipton, in a recent visit here,
admitted that he will try to win the
America’s Cup in 1906, He will chal-
lenge with a freak boat designed by
Alfred Mylne.

“The possibilities of freak building
and the impossibility of taking such a
freak as might be useful in racing
across the Atlantic is surely a big han-
dicap to face,” said Sir Thomas. “If
a freak boat is the best boat for the
purpose, I do not see why we should
shy at the building of one.

Sixth—To promote among employers
a spirit of fairness, friendship and
desire for the best interests of their
employees, and to ' promote among
workmen the spirit of industry, thrift,
faithfulness to their employers and
good citizenship.

Seventh—To so amalgamte the pub-
lic sentiment of all of the best citizens
of Battle Creek, that a guarantee can
be given to the world of a continu-
ance of peaceful conditions, and. that
under such guarantee and protection
manufacturers and capitalists can be

induced to locate their business en-

terprises in Battle Creek.

Then follow articles relating to
membership, eofficers, duties, etc., etc.,
etc.

This constitution has been signed by
the great majority of representative
citizens including our workpeople.

A number of manufacturers from
other cities, where they have beeén suf-
fering all sorts of Indignities, incon-
venience and losses from the general
hell of labor union strikes, picketing,
assaults and other interference, pro-
posed to move, providing they could
be guaranteed protection.

The subject grew in importance un-
til it has reached a place where ab-
sclute protection can be guaranteed
by the citizens of Battle Creek on the
following broad and evénly balanced
terms which guarantee to the work-
man and to the manufacturer fairness,
justice, steady work and regularity
of output.

The new coming menufacturer agrees
to maintain the standard rate of wage
paid elsewhere for like service, under
similar conditions, the rate to be de-
termined from time to time from well
authenticated reports from competing
cities. .

employer when he is reday to buy,
may each have reliable information as
to the marketing or ruling price.

The new-coming manufacturer also
agrees to maintain the eanitary and
hygenie conditicns provided for by the
state laws and to refrain' from any
lock-outs to reducce wages below the
standard; reserving to himself the
right to discharge any employee for
cause.

The Citizens' Association en its part
agrees to furnish, in such numbers as
it is possible to obtain, first class
workmen, who will contract to sell
theri labor at the standard price for
s ch period as many be fixed wupon,
agreeing not to strike, picket, assault
other workmen, destroy property, ot
do any of the criminal acts common
to labor unionism. Each workman re-
gerving to himself the right to quit
work for cause, and the Citizeny As-
socistion further pledges its members
to use its assoctated power to enforce
the contraects between the employer and
employee and to act en masse to up-
hold the law at all times.

The new industries locating in Battle
Creek will not start under any sort of
labeor union domination whatsoever, but
will make individual contracts with
each employee, those contracts being
fair and equitable and guaranteed on
both sides.

The Essential Principles for
Ultimate Success.

- e

Sone British Methods Explained By
E. W. Hodson at the Maritime
Winter Falir.

In his illustrated address on ‘“The
Mutton Breeds of Sheew” at the re-
cent winter falrs, . W. Hodson, live
stock commissioner, outlined the prin-

ciples essential to success in breeding
llve stock. There are, said he, four
features of the live stock busines to
which our people pay too little atten-
tion, viz.,. environment, centinuity,
utility, and crossing.

A man commeéncing business as a
stock grower should carefully consider
his environments. Is his ferm best
guited to the production of horses, cat-
tle, sheep or swine, and if so, what 9
breeds are likely to give the best re-
sults ? He can only know this by mak-
ing a careful study of conditions. In
Britain we find that the enviornments
have been carefully studied, and
breeds developed that are best suited
to the distriots. The British farmer
is farming to make meney and not to
satisfy a whim. He has chosen fem-
ales bred in the distriet that are best
suited to the requirements of his soil
and markets, and has carefully im-
proved these by selection and the use
of the proper sort of males. For this
résson we find in Shropehire only
Shropshire sheep. In the north of
England and the south of Scotland the
Leicester families prevail. Further up
in the hill country we find tha Che-
viots, and again in the higher and |
more barren hill country we find the
Highland or Black Faced sheep. In
other parts, particularly towards the
southwest of England, we find the
varfious ¢lasses of Downs, and so on,
each breed having through successive
ages proved best suited to its dis-
trict. . What has been the practice of
the Canadian farmer, generally speal-
ing 7. Without regard to his environ-
ment he hes chosen something that
c¢aught his fancy and launched oit as
a breeder.

The next important principle is con-
tinuity. Here again we may learn &
lesson from British methods. The
British farmer, having learned what
his environments require, has ocon-
tinued year after year, generation
after generation, producing the same
family of the same breed, being ex-
tremely careful about infusing new
blood. It is not an Infrequent thing
to find a farm on which Lelcester
sheep have been bred for perhaps fifty.
or a hundred years, nor is this true
of Leicesters alone, but but applies to
all breeds of British liverstock.

TUtility is another point that should
always be foremost in the mind of the
breeder. Why do we breed sheep ?
That they may produce the greatest
quantity of the best quality of wool
and mutton for feed consumed and
care given. We may choose a suit-
able breed, and continue our efforts
along the same line for a considerable
period, yet if we do not keep in mind
the utility of our animals, our efforts
are likely to come to nought. Too
much attention has been paid to fads
and fancies, and not enough to the
utility of the animals.

Crossing is another feature of breed-
ing very much misundeérstood in Can-
ada. In Britain it means the selection
of ewes of a certain breed which are
crossed with a male of another breed
in order to produce market lambs, but
the produce of this cross is never used
for. breeding purposes.

For instance, Cheviot ewes are
sometimes crossed with Down rams
and sometimes with Wensleydales or
others of the Leicester family, in order
to produce lambs with better feeding
qualities and better selling qualities
than the purebred Cheviots. But in
order to keep{up a constant supply of
Cheviot ewes a certain number of the
best ewes are mated with the best
Cheviot rams. These are kept for
breeding purposzes, while the half-
breeds are sold to the Lowland farm-
ers for feeding purposes. No' British
breeder thinks of wusing these cross-
bred animals for ©breeding purposes.
Why not ? Because hundreds of years
of experience have shown that good
results cannot be obtained.

To sum up, therefore, in order to ob-
tain the best results environment must
be studied, effort must be continued
along the one line, utility must al-
ways be kept in view, and crossing
must never be done, éxcept for a spe-
cial purpose, and then the offspring
must always be fattened and sold. If
conducted 1in this way the flocks of
Canada will be flrmly established upon
a proper basis, and we shall receive
the greatest profit for feed consumed
in the case of both wool and mutton,
and Canadian mutton will become as

English market as Canadian pork is
today. No country in the world iz
capable of producing better mutton
sheep than Caaada.

POOR, WEAK CREATURE.
George Meredith Thus Describesthe
Czar

.

LONDON, Jan. 27.—George Meredith,

the author, in the course of an inter-
view given to the Chronicle yesterday,
expressed a strong convigtion that the.
“Long reign of despotiem which blocks
eastern Europre is wslowly but surely
coming to an end.”

‘“The emperor i® a poor, weak crea-
ture,” said Mr. Meredith, “We must
all pity him in hie fall. He has no will
of his own, but as for the graand
dukes, they are the enemtes of human
kind. Nobody in the world will regret
their disappearances. They are the
real authors of the terrible events in
St. Petersburg and Moscow. We know
row that it is the bureaucracy with the
grand dukes at its head that riles Rus-
sia. By meeting the petitioners the
emiperor might have averted bloodshed
and delayed revclution for a few years,
but nothing, I can imagine, can now
prevent the early downfall of the gov-
errment. I do not think the rising will
be immediately successful. The re-
volutionaries are -scattered and heve
few leaders. The poor creatures can-
not hope to resist the troops. If the
latier remain loyal to the superstition
the revolution will be crushed now but
not killed. I think events will take
the following course:

“The strilke will st>p preparations for
carrying on the war, and the necessity
of dragooning the people into submis-
sion will prevent reinforcing the. army
in Manchurie. Kuropatkin with sup-
pifes and  reinforcements cut off will

have no cheice but to attempt a stroke

which I am conviaced will fail; -the
fatlure will scnd a wave back on St.
Petersburg which will overwhelm the
emperor and the grand dukes. In that
way the revolution will be effected.”

BOSTON, Maeass., Jan, 27.— United
gtates Vice Consul General Hill at
Halifax has attracted much attention
in this country by a published report
4 which he says the “American in-
yasion” of Canada is an established
gact, and that the provinces are be-
coming Americanized. To show the
drift of Mr, Hill's argument, the fol-
lowing except bearing on Nova Scotia
is appended for what it is worth:
“Nova 8cotia has more trade with
Boston than with Montreal, and the
people resemble Americans more than
they do the English— their dress,
manners, customs, pronunciation are
decidedly Awmerican. Their money
is dollars and cents, and American
money passes freely at par in all parts
of the Dominion. One never hears
pounds, ®hillings or pence mentioned
outside of the customs house, Cana-
dien postage is interchangeable with
ours, and weights, measures, business
methods and educational systems are
similar to those of the United States.”

Rev. Dr. W, W, Weeks of Spring-
field, formerly of Moancton and To-
ronto, in a lecture in Springfield this
week informed his hearers that Can-
ada would never become part of the
United States. Dr. Weeks also said
that during his stay of nine years in
Toronto he had never seen a drunken
person. He thought that some day
Canada would be a republic and a
great commercial rival of the United
States.

He declared he
had never interferefi with the town of-
ficialg to prevent the enforcement of
the law, and In citing cases to support
his clalm he was interrupted by John
McKinnon, who charged Mr. Watt with
discriminating against him in directing
the marshal.

FIFTY YEARS AGO

Rev. Joseph Nobel Was
Pastor of Free Bap-
tist Church,

» o

And WIll Lead the Meeting In Gom-
memoraﬂoh of the Fiftieth An-
niversary of the Founding
of the Church.

Rev. Joseph Noble, ninety years of
age, who fifty years ago was the pas-
tor of the Carleton ¥ree Baptist church,
will on Sunday morning lead the ser-
vice which is to be held in commemor-
ation of the fiftieth anniversary of the
founding of that church. Rev., Mr.
Noble is probably the oldest clergyman
still ia service in the province. :

The Free Baptists in Carleton are
looking forward with some pleasure to
this interesting anniversary. Their
church was first established in Janu-
ary, 1855, thirteen persons being the
founiers. Of these original thirteen on-
ly two are now living. They are Mrs.
D. W. Clark and Mrs, McDougall, both
residents of the west side. The names
of all the others are not available just
now, but among them were the late
D. W. Clark, the late James Peters,
and Rev. Ezekiel McLeod, father of Dr.
Joseph McLeod of Fredericton.

When this small body of people first
decided to become a congregation they
held regular meetings in the old W. C.
T. U. hall on King street, west. But
they also set about the building of a
church, and in 1857 the first Carleton
Free Baptist church wag completed. It
was on Rodney street and was a wood-
en structure of very fair size,

This church was destroyed by fire
twenty-six years ago and the congre-
gation, then largely increased in num-
bers, set about replacing it. The pres-
ent site on Charlotte street was secured
and the brick church now in use was
completed in 1882,

In all these fifty years the Carleton
Free Baptist.church has had only three
pastors, and one of them was there for
by far the greater part »f that time.
From 1855 till 1858, or a little more than
two years, Rev, Joseph Noble was in
charge. He was succeeded by the late
Dr. G. A. Hartley, who occupied the
pulpit until the time of his death in
1902. Rev. R. W. Ferguson, the pres-
ent pastor, hag since been in charge.

During these fifty years about a thou-
sand members have been admitted to
the church and the membership now
is over four hundred. The church is
not only absolutely free from debt, but
has a balance of a thousand dollars in
the treasury.

‘The anniversary services will be held
on Sunday and Monday. The former
service tomorrow will be in the form ot
a conference meeting, led by Rev.
Joseph Noble, which will be addressed
by Rev. Joseph McLeod. Dr. McLeod
will be the speaker at the evening ser-
vice. There will also be special ser-
vices held in the Sabbath school.

On Monday evening a congregational
reunion will be held at eight o'clock,
when short addresses will be given by
Rev. Mr. Noble, Dr. McLeod, Dr.
Gates and others. A short musical pro-
gramme will be carried out and re-
freshments will be served. Invitations
have been sent to all who were at any
time connected with the church,

Business of Westmorland
Gouncil Finished.

Granted One Thousand Dollars to
Moncton Hospital—Debt on the
Institution About Cleared

L & 4

MONCTON, Jan. 27.—The County
Council was in session at Dorchester
and got through the business in two
days, though they might have taken
their time, as the councillors, report-
ers and all in attendance were storm-
staid all of Thursday and part of ¥Fri-
day. The Council made a handsome
grant of $1,000 to pay off the debt of
the Moncton hospital on construction
account. This debt/ is now about wiped
out, and the Moncton hospital will in
the next few months, it is thought, oc-
cupy a unique position among insti-
tutions of its kind, the entire fund for
its construction, about $25,000, having
been provided by subscripticn and
other efforts within a short time of
the opening. It is now proposed to
build a contagious ward. The finan-
cial statement of the county is a fa-
vorable one. There was no change
during the last year in the bonded
debt, which now amounts to only
$3,000, which does not mature till 1910.
There was spent during the last year
on a new system of heating and re-
pairs to the Court House the sum of
$5,826.32, which has wiped out the sur-
plus of last year and left a small float-
irg debt, which will be provided for
this year. The Council ' had up for
ccnsideration the erection of a county
almshouse, and the matter has been
referred to a committee, to be dealt
with in the future. The opinion of the
majority appeared to be in favor of a
county institution, as the present sys-
tem of caring for the poor is expen-
sive and unsatisfactory, the cost hav-
ing doubled-in some of the parishes in
the last yeéar or two.

Mrs. Wallace, who retires trom the
management of the Hotel American,
Moncton, the first of February, enter-
tained some forty or fifty of the busi-
ness men of the town at a dinner last
evening. Geo. B, Willett presided, and
after an excellent menu card had been
dispensed with, a number of toasts
were duly honored, including the L
C. R., the banking interests, mercan-
tile interests, city government, the
militia, etc. A special toast to.the pre-
sident of the United States was also
proposed, response being made by Mr.
Wiswell, who is to be the new man-
ager of the American, and Chas. Pol-
leys. The speakers were all highly
eulogistiec of Mrs.” 'Wallace as a hotel
manager and business woman. Mr.,
Wiswell has already made a very fa-
vorable impression on the people of
Moncton.

The local fisheries inspector, R. A.
Chapman, is issuing permits for fish-
ing oysters through the ice from beds
that canaot be fished in the regular
season owing to the depth of water.
The result will be a considerable extra
supply of the bivalves during the win-
ter.

As a result of local enterprise, tele-
phonic communication has been open-
ed with Cocagne, Kent county, via the
Shediac office of the New Brunswick
system, an arrangement having been
made for the interchange of messages.

Laurler and Emmerson Do Not know
How The Work is Getting Along—

Committees Organlized.

OTTAWA, Jan. 27.—The attention of
the house today was oc~upled almost
entirely with passing estimates in con-
nection with the depa nts of In-
dian affalrs, customs and\legislation,
the latter being appropriations for the
internal expenses of the house of
com.mons and senate.

Refore the house went into commit-
tee, Foster asked if the government
had any Iinformation concerning the
G. T. P. surveys from Quebec to
Moncton. He had seen statements in
the newspapers which purported to be
semi-official, and thought any infor-
mation on hand should be given to
the house rather than to the press.

Emmerson and Laurier declared
there was no information available.
The engineers reported to the commis-
sion, and the commission once a year
was to report to the house. At present
even the commission had no final re-
ports.

The diecussion on the estimates for
Indian affairs was notable for the
maiden speech of Cockshutt, the new
conservative member for Brantford,
who made a strong impression and
awoke the first applause the house
has given since it got down to busi-
ness, - His speech was a plea for more
interest in the welfare of the Indians
and nmore mcney for their schools. He
believes the future of the Canadian In-
dians ir not extinction but absorption
within three or flve generations, and
tkhat tha pepulation will benefit there-
by. No morey spent for their improve-
ment was wasted, though elementary
schooling with manual training was
most needed. The Indians in Ontario
during the past few years had gone
ahead wonderfully, and the majority
wera valvable citizens and good Chris-
tians. He strongly urged that the
frar.chise granted by Sir John A.
Macdonald, and taken away by the
adoption of the provincial lists, should
be given back to them.

Grarts for Indian schools in the
maritime provinces were made as last
year.

Under the discussion on expenditures
for the: hcuse of commons, several
moemlers on both sides of the house
made complaint of inadequate accom-
modation for members, and demand-
ed an increase either by enlarging the
building or by providing the house of-
cials with domiciles outside and giv-
ing their apartments to members. The
quarters under the present conditions
are so cramped that the conservative
members are often driven to corners
in the corridors to do their private
work. Cut of one hundred rooms only
three, bcgices a general room and one
room each for the opposition leader and
chief whip, are set apart for conser-
vative members.

The ¢@ebate on the customs estimates
kept Paterson busy explaining detalls
of expenditure, especially in connection
with increased salarfes. During the
discuseion it came out that the salaries
of 37 Nova Scotia officials had been
raised, while only two New Brunswick-
ers were similarly favored.

“And still people wonder why Nova
Scotia went solid,” said Mr. Foster.

In ancwer to a question by Mr. Fos-
ter, Laurier said he expected to have
the Northwest autonomy bill ready to
present about the second week in Feb-
ruary.

Sir Frederick Borden arrived today
and was in his seat for about ten min-
utes.

A draft bill embodying proviélons
which most of the Canadian municipali-
ties consider should be enacted to in-
sure to municipalities control of streete
as against the iInvasion of. telephone
companies will be submitted to the
gO\;ernment shortly with a view to +its
enactment at the present session if pos-
sible, This was decided at an inter-
view which the \municipal delegates
had today with the government in the
prim: niinister’s office. Incidental to
the discussion it was elicited that par-
liament bas reserved to itself the right
to give municipalities the power to or-
der 11l ’phone wires to be placed un-
derground, a principle which will
doubtless have important bearing on
any 'ogislation enacted. The delega-
tion was composed of a representation
from Toronto, Montreal, Ottawa, Lon-~
don, Peterboro and other muniecipali-
ties.

Under the headifig ‘“Colossal Nerve”
the Ottawa Citizen publishes this ev-
ening an irterview with a prominent
barrister ,containing the following re-
ferance to Hance J. Logan, the newly
appointed assistant liberal whip: “The
assistant liberal 'wkip in the present
Dominion Parliament had his name on
the municipal list, as he rented a house
lest eession. But his home is in Nova
Scotia, and being ,a lawyer, he must
have known that he had no right to
vote In the Ontario election. He, how-
ever, coolly walked up to peoll Neo.

PARLIAMENT.

OTTAWA; Jan. 2.—Though the at-
tendance was very slim today owing
to the interest taken by members in
the Ontario election, the house sat
three hours and got through consider-
able business. The first half hour was

taken up by replies of the government.

To questlons by the opposition, in-
cluding Dr. Daniel’'s query regarding
the amount and value of goods import-
ed into Canada under the preferen-
tlal tariff the past two years, and the
proportion imported through Canadian,
Atlantic, St. Lawrence and American
ports, the minister of customs said the
total preferential imports for 1903 were
$37,614,506 and for 1904 $44,765,252. He
was unable to give the proportion
which had been imported through Can-
adian and American ports under this
tariff.

In reply to a questlon proposed by
Col. Ward (Durham), and asked in his
absence by Mr. Foster, Emmerson said
the surveys were going on over the
proposed Trent Valley canal, but no
reports were yet at hand.

Col. Ward’s interest in this canal is
due to the fact that Port Hope, his
constituency, is putting forward a
claim to be the eastern terminus of
this important work, and during his
recent contest against A, B. Ayles-
worth, the electors were practically
threatened that unless they voted for
the government candidate they would
lose all chance of having their claim
realized.

In response to a motion made last
term, Laurier brought down corres-
pondence relating to all claims for
losses during the Northwest rebellion
in 1885,

Mr. Monk, in moving for a return of
all correspondence relative to the erec-
tion of permanent sheds on the wharf
in Montreal harbér, made a strong"
speech in favor of the government tak-
ing over the works and debt of the
harbor commission and nationalization
of the port, advocating at the same
time that the City Council and th=2
business and shipping interests ‘of
Montreal .should be represented on the
board of management.

It is generally understood that the
government is contemplating the na-
tionalization of Montreal harbor,
though no official intimation has yet
been given.

The rest of the afternoon was spent
in discussing the outside post otﬂce
department estimates.

J. Fraser Gregory is here today to
interview the government relative to
increased mail subsidy for the Star
line and to place before the ministry
the plea of the New Brunswick lumber
men against the booming of the St.
John river by the American company
near Van Buren. This matter was
brought to the attention of the gov-
ernment by the New Brunswick legis-
lature last session, but no reply has
yvet been received.

The lumbermen complain that the
boom is placed 1 contravention of the
Ashburten treaty, that it causes them
great delay and inconvenience sorting
logs through and that in many oases
logs instead of being allowed through
are commandeered by Americans. They
purpose sending a memorial to the
government unless some action is tak-
en immediately.

While on his way to the parliament
buildings this morning Sir Richard
Cartwright narrowly escaped sustain-
ing severe injury by the upsetting of
the sleigh in which he was driving. In
passing along Eilgia street, between
Sparks and Queen, the driver attempt-
ed to cross the car tracks when one of
the runners of the sleigh caught on the
ridge of snow on the east side of the
street, the sleigh tipped over heavily
and threw the occupant to the ground.
Sir Richard fortunately was not badly
hurt and was able to re-enter the
vehicle_and proceed to hig office.

G. W. Ganong occcupnied his seat in
the house this afternoon for the first
time this session.

The conservative members of par-
liament are jubilant over Whitney's
magnificent victory and its blow at
the prestige of Sir Wilfrid Laurier,
who, threw the weight of his personal
influence into the Ross side of the
scales and used the power of his gov-
ernment {n every possible way to de-
feat the cause which has so over-
whelmingly triumphed. They sent a
telegram of hearty congratulations to
J. P. Whitney, the conservative leader,
early in the evening.

The disappointment of Ottawa con-
servatives over the defeat of their
two candidates is balanced by their
joyful surprise at the extent of their
victory. The most hopeful prophecies
gave Whitney less than 20 majority.

In spite of the bitter cold and high
wind crowds stood around the bulletin
boards till late in the evening and
cheered themselves hoarse. Every-
body except adherents of the machine
accept the result as a triumph for good
government and an unmistakable an-
swer to the charges of .moral honest
apathy in old Ontario.

Under this head Mr. Crocket drew
the government’s attention to the in-
adequacy of the staff of the Frederic-
ton post office. Though the business
had largely increased the staff was the
same as -ten years ago.
town the postmaster had twelve as-
gistants, while in Fredericton, with
three-quarters of the business of that
office, the postmaster had only five as-
sistants.  The result was that in spite
of the fact that the staff was capable,
courteous and painstaking there was
irritating delay in the assortment of
malils, which had given rise to many
complaints.

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PROVINCIAL SUBSIDIRS AND

. It will be interesting to note the ef-
fact of the defeat of the Ross govern-
ment on the movement for the ip-
crease of provincial subsidies. Before
the Ontario election significant hints
were given out by the government
préss, and by politiclans in the con-
fidence of the Dominion ministry that
the request of the provincial ministers
would be favorably considered. 1t is
an old story that the ministers from
this province have been holding out
prospects of such increase in revenue,
but sanguine financial announcements
frcm New Brunswick ministers are
too familiar to be taken seriously.
The Ontario election should have no
effect on the federal government pol-
icy in this matter. The conserva-
tive success in the provin-_
cial campaign should not rake
the federal government unjust
to that one province, if mno other
was concerned. Mueh less should it
lead to injustice to six other provinces
svhich were not concerned in the On-

tario contest. Therefore, if the Lau-
rier government had concluded thatit
was right to make the readjustment
demanded, the policy should be carried
through in spite of the Ontario inci-
dent, Mr. Whitney will not refuse the
dncrease, and there is no reason to
suppose that he will make worse usp
of it than Mr. Ross would. We shall
be able to judge by the event whether
the government has taken up the ques-
tion in the int2rest of the country at
large or was merely making a cam-
‘palgn use of the agitation.

MORE FIGHTING,

; e—
The officlal reports to St. Petersburg
and Tokio from the armies in Man-
churia show that heavy fighting has
taken! place. It would appear that
both armies were engaged in consider-
able force, one report stating that
eight corps of Russians were in the
fight. Allowing for the fact that these
corps, comprising altogether thirty to
forty regiments of artillery, and per-
haps tem of cavalry, would now be a
good deal under strength, this would
mean that no less than 75,000 Russian
troops wers engaged. ;

Both sides claim the victory, which
is not a new thing in reports from the
battle flelds. Nor will it be easy for
the reader to determine which ¢laim
is the stronger, except by recalling the
reports of previous engagements con-
cerning which conflicting reporta were
sent to the redpective capitals. 'This
tew favors Toklo, for the Japanese
commanders have not hitherto been
over sanguine in their reports. More-
over, the Russian despatch admits that
the army has been obliged to with-
draw from one position which had
been captured.

The Japanese and Russian officers
do not have the same war maps, They
do not give the places the same
names, and as® it appears that most
Chinese geographical positions offer &
large choice of names, the result to
the cursory reader is confusing.

But one thing is clear. Work has
been resumed in the firing line, In
spite of the cold and blustering wea~
ther, which seems to be someéwhat the
same In Manchuria as it ‘is here.

LORD GREY AND THE EIGHTY
CLUB.

_The admirable members of the
Kighty Club, who are supposed to be

been repealed.
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TOWN A.ND COUNTRY.

The Manitoba legislature is giving
consideration to the question of estab-
lishing a provincial telephone system
chiefly for the benefit of the rural dis-
tricts. If this scheme can be carried
out it will be a happy idea. We have
long been of the opinion that it is a
matter of public concern to give tele-
phone communication to all rural dis-
tricts that can be reached. Whether
it can best be done by.the municipality
or by the province, or in connection
with the post office system, is a ques-
tion to be determined.

Much ‘has been accomplished in fhe
way of devising automatic machinery
to take the place of the central. Prob-
ably there are great improvements yet
to be made. If ultimately the only ex-
pense shall be the cost of the original
equipment, the maintenance charges,
and the small allowance for general
management it will be possible to pro-
vide a telephone service for even the
scattered country people generally at
a moderate cost. These are the people
who really need it most. They live so
far apart as to require a great deal of
time to use other means of communi-
cation. Frequently the women _and
children are. alone. Often in stormy
weather or in cases of illness or ac-
cident the isolated family is in circum-
stances of grave anxiety. The oppor-
tunity of communication with absent
relatives or friends, or the doctor,
would sometimes be a priceless boon.
At all times telephone communication
with friends would be a great relief
to the dreary monotony which i9 one
of the causes why the young people
leave the farm.

From the material standpoint the
telephone would be of great advantage
to rural districts remote from trading
centres, and to farms which are a
long distance even from the nearest
store. The farmer could know on
what day to dellver his produce for
sale.

If we hope to keep our people on the
farm, and prevent their children from
flocking to the city as fast as they
grow up, farm lifé must pe made more
attractive. \Machinery has taken from
the large farmer much of the drudg-
ery that was formerly a part of his
life. Better roads, the consolidated
schools with @pecial training, the
telephone, and more frequent mails,
furnace heating, will go far to give the
farmer and his family the best
that the city has to offer him, while
leaving him much that the wisest peo-
ple in the towns would like to possess.

COST OF THE NAVY,

The heavy burden of a modern navy
is illustrated by a comparison of the
cost of a ship of the King Edward
class with the most expensive ships of
say forty years ago. Great Britainis
building or has recently completed ten
ships of 16,350 to 16,600 tons displace-
ment. These are to be ready for sea
between 1904 and 1908, with others of
other classes. It is announced that
the prioe of one of these ships is
$7,500,000, and that the same class of
ships now under construction in the
TUnited States will cost that country
$10,000,000, as the building of war-
ships is only an infant industry en
this continent. The ten ships of the
British programme will cost $75,000,000.

From the Statesman’s Year Book of
1864 we find that the naval estimate of
that year is £10,738,000. The same
publication for 1904 makes the item
£380,876,000, or three times as much.
The navy of 1864 numbered 1,014 ships.
That of 1204 numbeéred only 234, The
number of officers and men in the sea
service has héen increased from 40,000
to 80,000. The coast guard is reduced
from 9,000 to 4,000, marinés remain
18,000 to 19,000, There are now fewer
boys, and instead of 8,000 coast velun-
teers, there are some 20,000 in the
naval reServe. Altogether there are
many more men engaged, and three
times a® much moneéy expended on
one-quarter of “he number of ships.

This is explained when we consaider
the best that existed at the different
periods. The high water mark in the
war ships of 1864 was the Agincourt
¢lass, of which none were quite ready
for sea when the 1864 Year Book was

But the Black Prince,

and  her mates, the ‘Warrior

and Achilles, were mnew  ships.
The Black Prince cost £374,000, or less
than one-fourth the cost of the.first-
class battleship of today, while £400,-
000 seems to have been the outlay for
the somewhat larger ironclads launch-
ed in 1864 and 1865. 'The whole armor
plated or armor clad fleet of 1864, com-
pleted and under construetion, number-
ed 21 ships, and their cost would be
much less than five of the battleships
to be built in Great Britain this year
and next. Yet the Year-Book of 1864
speaks of ‘‘the large outlay involved
in the creation of an ironclad navy.’

Still the increased cost of the King
Edward VII. or of the Lord Neilson or
Britannia of the present programme
over the programme of forty years ago
is not surprising. The Black Prince
was an ironclad of 6,109 tons. The
King Edward is a steel ship, clad with
hardened plate twelve inches thick.
The former was equipped with engines
of 1,250 horse power, while the indicated
horse power of the King Edward's
engines is 18,000.. The whole cost of
the Black Prince, except that of the
hull, when ready for sea was less than
£120,000, which would be léss than the
price of the armament alone of the
Lord Nelson, while the working ma-
chinery of the modern ship would more
than pay for the Black Prince,

In 1884 there were still afloat 103
safling ships which were described as
effective. The best of them probably
cost £50,000, and the best forty might

cost about as much as the Lord Nel-
son.

THE APPLE SWINDLE,

The Nova Scotia fruit-growers have
been discussing the reason why the St.
Johh people purchase 86 many apples
from Ontario when they could get them
much nearer. It was pointed out by
one of themselves that the Ontario
fruit is more honestly packed. This
witness was true. Perhaps the fruit
inspection has been and is more effec-
tive in Ontario, 8o that the fruit-grow-
ers have found it unsafe to cheat. Per-
haps the conscience of a large percent-
age of Nova Scotia growers fails more
in this direction. It is certainly true
that the purchaser of Nova Scotia ap-
ples finds much to exasgperate him.
Unless he knows the packer whose
fruit he buys he has not the feeling of
security that he would like to enjoy
when he opens the apple barrel. Some
of these gold-brick operators are said
to be highly respeotable men who
would not steal an article of value if
it were placed within their reach. Yet
in the matter of apples these persons
are unmitigated thieves. Of course,
this is not true of all, or of nearly all
the apple shippers of the Cornwallis
and Annapolis Valleys. It is doubt-
less exceptional. But it ig true of so
large a percentage as to be one cause
of the large and increasing use of
Ontario apples in this community—

STORM AT DIGEY.

Trains Were Gompletely
Stalled.

Amusing Stoi'y of a Runaway Engine
—TFled Past the Depot Like a

Japanese Shell.

DIGBY, Jan. 27.~The heaviest and
most continuous snow storm for many
years set in on Wednesday, 25th, from
the northeast, veering the next day to
the north, with heavy wind and much
blustering. The eastern express left
for Yarmouth on ‘Wednesday afternoon
during the storm, but got no further
than Jackson’s Crossing, two miles
from this station, and became stalled.
All that night and the next day ef-
forts were made to extricate the train,
which was acecomplished about five of
the afternoon of the 26th. Gangs of
men were digging and powerful en-
gines sent from Kentville were detail-
ed to get the train out of the diffi-
culty. There were about 50 passen-
gers on board. Proyisions were taken
to them from Digby and their comfort
looked after. The employes of the D.
A. R. here deserve a great deal of
praise for their untiring efforts and
for whole-heartedness in seeing to the
comforts of the passengers, especially
the infants. This train was hauled
back into this station, where it is yet,
and likely will rest until some time to-
morrow,, &g a heavy and long drift is
being wrestled with at Jourdan Town
Cut, three miles from Digby, and the
freight train which left Yarmouth for
Digby Wednesday morning, and be-
came stalled at North Range, is also
anxiously waiting the efforts of the
gang and snow plow. at that cutting.
Engine No. 19, with plow and tender
attached, C. Ritchie driver, was sent
from Kentville yesterday to assist, and
when coming into town, south end, the
plow left the rails and turned com-
pletely around but did not quite clear
the engine, which struck the plow,
smashing it. 'The engine was badly
injured and most of the cab ripped off.
The driver was hurled out, his foot
caught in the wreckage and he was
hauled head downwards helpless for
1,200 yards. Fortunately the driver
wag shaken from his perilous position
when the engine struck another drift.
When the driver was thrown out the
“throttle”” was thrown wide open, as
he had hold of the throttle lever, and
naturally clung to it. The fireman
was on the opposite side of the cab,
and wondered why the engine was fly-
ing at apparently nothing. He peered
around and about the cab for the
driver, but could see nothing for the
steam which wag escaping from some
broken tubes, and when the engine
sped through the station and he caught
a glimpse of the lights he became al-
armed and crossed to where the driver
should be. He then gra=zped the situ-
ation and attempted to shut oft steam,
but could not, owing to the lever be-
ing bent and other damages. The en-
gine sped on until steam exhausted,
and the engine dashed into another
drift some distance north out of town.
A powerful engine was sent out after
the runaway and found her helpless
and broken down and brought her back
to the station, where she lies a sight
for curious eyes. The driver, Mr.
Ritchie, limped into the station and
asked if any one saw an engine, No.
19, “Oberon.” He was informed that
something had shot through.and to-
wards Yarmouth, but so njuch steam
wag swishing about and snow flying
they could not be positive as to what
it was, The genial station agent in-
formed Mr. Ritchie that he thought a
Japanese shell was on the way, and
when he got out on the platform he
could see nothing.

There are flve engines here and
three trains stalled. There have been
no reports of marine disasters in this
vicinity. The schooner Charles W. Al-
cott, Knowlton master, intended sail-

ing, but the captain changed his mind |

and remained at anchor in the stream,
riding out the storm safely. This ves-
gel has started seven times for New
York. »

The fine row of trees on Water
street was much injured by the storm.
A building owned by H. B. Havey and
occupied by W. L. Turnbull as a tea
store, was damaged in the basement
by seas and ice, and some stock lost.

At three last night Mr. Jones, sta-
tion agent, dispatched the express for
Yarmouth after a delay of sixty
hours. Two crippled engines were also
towed to Kentville for repairs.

A wira from Lynn, Mass., was receiv-
ed this morning stating that Joseph K.
Tobin died at micright at the resid-
ence of his son, F. K. Tobin, Lynn.
Mr. Tobin resided in Digby, went to
Lynn with his wifc to spend Christ-
mas with his sons, and was taken
with hemorrhage soon after. Mr. To-
bin had never been sick until about
six months ago, when he was taken
with hemorrhage of the right nostril.
He had several specialists attending
him, but to no avail. Mr. Tobin leaves
a widow, one daughter and two sons,
F. K. Tobin and Otto Tobin, all resid-
ing in Lyun. Mr. Tobin was a cus-
toms officér for some years at Digby,
but was retired when the present gov-
ernment c¢ame into power in 1896, He
also was a town councillor for Digby
several times. He also contested
Digby county in the conservative in-
terests for the local legislature, but
was defeated by Angus Gidney. Mr.
Tobin will be missed, as he took a
deep iInterest in the welfare of his
native town, Digby, The family will
arrive here with the remains next
Wednesday. Mr. Tobin was a master
Mason in King Solomon Lodge, Digby,
and the Masons will perform the last
rites at the grave.

CHANGES IN DUTY.

Still More Have Been De-
cided Upon.

By the Board of Customs—Circular
Issued Regarding Customs Invoice
Forms and Entries—Labor

ftems.

OTTAWA, Jan, 29.—Still another cir-
cular has Leen issued by the depart-
ment of customs regarding the cus-
toms 'nvoic: forms and entries, It
says in part that exporters must show
on invoices of goods exported to Can-
ada, the amount of any freight pre-
paid on such goods, and also the
amount of  any freight allowance
made by the exporter to the purchaser
in Canada, in order that the collector
may determine the actual selling
price of the goods to the Canadian
purchaser, in the country of export, in
condition packed ready for shipment,
as prescribed by the customs regula-
tions.

The *fair market value” of goods
manufactured solely for export and
not sold for home consumption may
usually be determined by ascertaining
the total cost to produce the goods in
condition ready for the market, includ-
ing all expenses and adding thereto
the usual ratio of profit made on home
consumption sales of similar lines of
goods,

The following changes in duty have
been decided wupon by the board of
customs. ]

Carbons over six inches in circum-
ference, when for use in Canadian
manufacturers are free of duty.

Dutles reduced: When the articles
are imported by manufacturers of
burial caskets or burial robes for use
in such manufacture,™viz.: Casket
gimps and fringes, and embroidered
or embossed chiffon, from 35 per cent to
10 per cent ad valorem.

Silk cloth, including eatin, from 30
per cent to 10 per cent ad valorem.

“To avoid possible misapprehension
it is ordered these reduced rates shall
be subject to further reduction by one-
third thereof under the provisions of
the preferential tariff, or to an addi-
tion of one-third thereof under the
provisions of the surtax tariff, if the
importation of the goods properly come:
;mder such preferential or surtax tar-
ffs.”

THE LABOR DEPARTMENT.

A circular issued yesterday by the
labor department gives an interesting
account of the general condition of in-
dustry in Canada during the past year,
showing that on the ‘whole industrial
actlvity was lower, though the west
showed marked adVance. The wages
movement was practically stationary,
though farm and unskilled labor re-
ceived a higher remuneration than
ever before. Prices of staple com-
modities were higher than in 1903. In
the number of strikes and lockouts the
year showed a great improvement, the
total number of disputes in existence
being only 103 as compared with 160 in
the preceding year and 123 in 1902.
The number of workingmen involved
in strikes during 1904 was 15,655, and
the losg of time in working days ap-
proximately 278,956. An interesting
feature is the report of industrial ac-
cidents in Canada during the past
Yyear.

A very interesting review of the issue
deals with the industrial accidents
which were reported as occurring in
Canada during 1904, this being the first
return of the kind ever presented in
the dominion. The article is based on
the tables of accidents from month to
month in the Labor Gazette, the pub-
lication of which was first begun in the
Novémber, 1903, issuec pf the Gazette.
These statistics are cagefully analyzed
from various points of view, tables be-
ing used throughout to illustrate the
significance of the returns. The rail-
way service, with a total of 243 fatali-
ties, was shown to involve the great-
est amourt of personal danger to em-
ployes, though heavy returns were also
shown under the heading of mining,
with 106 fatal accidents, general trans-
port with 100 fatal accidents, agricul-
ture with 100 fatal accidents, the metal
trades with 103 fatal accidents and the
lumbering and saw milling industry
with 69 fatal accidents. A large pro-
portion of the accidents to -agricul-
turists .were caused by collisions
with trains at level crossings.

KILLED IN I. C. R. YARD.

Gregorie Melanson, a Moncton Man,

Terribly Crushed by Snow Train.

MONCTON, Jan. 29.—Gregorie Me-
lanson, a man about 50 years of age,
was fatally Injured while shovelling
snow in the I. C. R. yard here this
morning. A snow train was backing
into the yard and the men were warn-
ed, but Melanson in endeavoring to get
out of the way was caught in a switch
rail ‘and was badly crushed at the hips
and reczived other injuries which re-
sulted fatally. Deceased was removed
to the hospital, but died about noon.
Meld Jon had been in the states for
over 20 years and came here on Fri-
day to take a job in the 1. C. R. This
was his first day at work. He leaves
a wife and a daughter in the states.

Russian Officers Will Begin Their

Testimony Tomorrow—Some In-
teresting Evidence.

PARIS, Jan. 30. — The International
Commission inquiring into the North
S8ea incident at its session today heard
two Swedish witnesses, Captain John-
son and Mate Stromberg, of the car-
go boat Alderbaran. They both testi-
fied that a few hours preceding the fir-
ing upon the British trawlers by the
Russian squadron their boat was at-
tacked in the North Sea by a strange
warship which fired. many shots at the
Aldebaran but did not do her serious
damage. The stranger then disappear-
ed.

Counsel for Russia protested that this

‘| testimony was nét directly connected

with the North Sea incident and Ad-
miral Fournier (France), president of
the commission, ruled that the testi-
mony was admissable.

Hugh O’Bairng, the British agdnt,
said the strange vessel was the Ras-
sian transport Kamkatcha, whieh mis-
took the Swedizh craft for a torpedo
boat.

Mr. O'Beirne further declared that the
Kamkatcha thereafter sent a wireless
message to Vice Admiral Rojestven-
sky notifying him that she had been
attacked by a torpedo boat and Rojest-
vensky thereupon ordered his squad-
ron to be on the lookout for torpedo
boats whi<='=Mr. O’'Beirne asserted,
caused the North Sea incident.

The fishermen concluded their testi-
mony during the afternoon. The last
witness, & man named Costello, said
that during the cannonade he saw &
black object which he thought was a
torpedo boat. Later at Hull, after ex-
amining the charts, he concluded that
the object he had seen was a trawler
without lights.

Vice-Admiral = Doubasoff (Russia)
made  the point that the subsequent
conclusion was a supposed one, wherc-
in his belief at the time he saw the

‘object was that it was a torpedo boat.

Admiral Fournier cross-examined the
witnesg concerning why he did not see
the trawlers nearby, but saw a black
object at a considerable distance,

Costello maintained that he did not
see other boats but saw the unknown
object. The witness wasg then con-
fronted by several other ‘fishermen.
This developed much contradiction,
Costelln maintaing he saw the black
object.

The Russfan officers will begin their
testimony tomorrow.

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MARITIME UNION.

The subject of Maritime Union, dis-
cussed at a meeting of the St. John
Conservative Club on Tuesday evening
last, having attracted some public at-
tention, the Star today publishes &
summary of the address delivered by
J. B. M. Baxter. The speaker’s notes
furnish statistics which have an im-
portant bearing on the subject and
which dtd not appear in the current
report of the address.

Mr. Baxter said:

Mr. President and Gentlemen, slectors
of the Province of Acadia,—I believe
that I am the first speaker who has
had the honor to address an audience
in these terms and I trust that I may
be able in a short talk this evening
to enable you to realize the power, po-
sition and capabilities of this new pro-
vince of ours, whose existence will be
due to maritime union.

The question of provincial autonomy
which has been agitated in the Terri-
tories for some years and whijch is now
about to be realized by the creation
of two new provinces naturally makes
us think of our own position in the
confederation, changing as.it is, rela~
tively and constantly as other parts of
the dominion become wealthier and
more populous. We note at ‘the same
time that the Province of Manitoba is
asking to be made larger and this alone
should suggest to us that there'is an
object to be attained by suc indrease
of size. What is that objectyand how
does it affect us? These are questions
which I shall endeavor to answer by
statistics, which, though dry, are va-
luable,

I notice in the January number of
the Review of Reviews, discussing the
proposed admission to statehood of
Arigona and New Mexico, the editor
says: “The chief advantage of admit-
“ ting Arizena and New Mexico now as
“ g singlg state yould be that this
*“would end the mischievous political
“ agitation for their separate admls-
“glon — a scheme fostered chiefly by
“ gelfish private interests.” Again,
“7The inequalities among the states al-
“ready present sufficient difficulties.
“ 1t is the part of statesmanship to
“ prevent the muiltiplication of such
“ difficulties.”

When we reflect that until recent
years the west of the United States has
been almost entirely dominated by the
money power of the east; that the lack
of great water ways leading to the in-
terior of their country compelled the
development of the centre and the west
to wait until the east was old, rich and
established; and that the power thus
gained is beginning gradually but
surely to pass away towards the sun-
set, we can understand the spirit of
the short article to which I have re-
ferred.

With us conditions are vastly differ-
ent. Our west can be reached by aid
of our great waterways in summer and
in the winter by the railroads which
we have built. United States connec-
tions,too,cause the west to havé but lit-
tle regard for us of the east, from the
purely commercial point of view.
Again, they do not depend upon the
wealth of the maritime provinces for
their development; there now are, or
soon will be, far more wealthy them-
gelves. Therefore, In Canada, our aim
must be not to dominate the west, but
to so act as to prevent our political ef-
facement.

Let us now look at the statistics, all
of which are taken from the Canadian
year book, 1903.

Remember also, that in Eng-
land every intending settler is persua-
ded to go to our west and is dissuaded
from coming to the maritime prov-
inces. What can the result be but that
by the next census the western group
will have exceeded us iIn point of

numbers.

The debt of Nova Scotia had in-
oreased during the preceding year $139,-
022 and the assets $1,217, or in the pro-
portion of over $100 of debt to $1 of
assets.

The debt of Nova Scotia had increas-
ed $1,118,648 during the same period,
and the assets $44,915, or about $3 of
debt to $1 of assets. This, however,
may be only apparent, as the matter
may be very largely one of bookkeep-
ing. It is fair to say that New Bruns-
wick claims to be credited with assets
in 7,000,000 acres of crown lands, worth

mense asset.

The resources of the three provinces
are the same in character, but differ
in extent. In New Brunswick lumber
predominates; in Nova Scotia, mining;

rarison of details. The above state- |
ments, while correct as to totals, are;
necessarily inexact -in their distribu- |
tion.

It does not seem, therefore, that
from the standpoint of either debt, re-
sources or annual housekeeping there
is any insurmountable obstacle to un-
fon. Difficulties, of course, there must
be, but these it is the office of state-
craft to minimize or remove, It would
Seem that one of the terms of union
might fairly be some special and need-
ed expenditure to. be undertaken for
the special benefit of any province
which might appear to be at a dis-
advantage in altering the system by
financial position or by future dis-
advantages in altering thes ystem by
which its people have contributed to
the revenue.

The union suggested would, of course,
be a merger of the three maritime pro-
vinces in one—not a federal union. We
therefore can get no assistance in this
problem from the terms of the Cana-
dian confederation nor those of the
Australian Commonwealth. Our own
country supplies one instance, however,
that of the union of Upper and Lower
Canada, by the Imperial Act of 1840.
At a time when there had been actual
rebellion among a part of the popula-
tion those two provinces differing in
financial strength, in language, in laws
and in religion, were amalgamated for
their own good and for that of the
empire. They continued to live to-
gether with a fair degree of harmony,
at least, until confederation made them,
the provinces of Ontario and Quebec.

The real unity of our people with
those of Nova Scotia was manifested
during the critical time when war
threatened because of {he disputed
Aroostook boundary.  Then the legisla-
ture of Nova Scotia pledged its re-
sources and hecartily placed them at
the disposal of the government of New
Brunswick to repel the threatened
danger. I believe that spirit gexists to-
day in each of the three provinces. All
that we need is to lead it into the
channels of legislation and develop
our common cou;try by aid of its
power.

Look at the advantages to us all of
having a unified administration of our
mines, our agriculture and our techni-
cal education. Under one government
we could easily step this useless
striving of one city or village against
another to rob it of some industry by
making concessions which only trans-
fer the industry without increasing
the wealth of the general community.
Think of the advantage of having one
set of laws for the whole new province
instead of three systems as we have to-
day. Is not that a very great benefit
to our merchants? Would -1t not
broaden and strengthen our judl/cla
and our bar? .

With our jealousies and Trivalries
abated our public men would see more
clearly that there is trade enough to
be done in Canada and with Canada
which in justice should pass through
the ports of the province of Acadia—
trade enough not only for St. John and
Halifax but for every port which is

capable of being properly equipped.
What is needed is not bickering among
ourselves as to who shall get the little
there now is, but a resolute determina-
tion to impress upon the great pro-
vinces to the west our right to a fair
return for those lines of steel which we
have helped and are helping to throw
across the continent and which make
possible the golden return from their
land of promise. They ecan help us
by the co-operation in limiting all im-
perial preference to the use of our own
Canadian ports.” That is not an unfair
request for us, who have borne the
burdens, to make of them who are
reaping the fruit of our toil. We
can enforce that request better if our
representative men speak for a
miilion people while the west is yet
young, than if we simply send them as
delegates from a few parishes, Our
prrovinces by the sea have always been
rich In their harvest of public men,
capable of the highest efforts of states-
manship, but the ablest man speaks
with a force proportione@ to the body
which he has behind him. As I said
at “the outset our object is not the
domination of the west but that the
east, our own east, shall not be cffaced.
To us, as members of a political party
the programme which I outline is not
particularly tempting viewed from
the standpoint of immediate political
success. Under present conditions
Maritime Union would probably mean
a2 continuance and an augumentation
of powdr to the preséent dominant
party. Even so, it Is for ys to look to
the ultimate good of tha state. Re-
member this, that the people will only
trust us to govern when they are con-
vi1 ced that ours is the party which is
best capable of thinking for the coun-
try and of suocessfully solving its
problems. ILet our efforts then be dir-
ected to making our party worthy of
being called upon to rule and in doing
£0, let us forward those things which
will be a benefit to our country without
regarding thelr more immediate politi-
cal signifioance.

Alex. McNeill, Chief of the Fruit
Division, Says the Province Has

Everythihg Necessary.

Alexander McNeill, chief of the
fruit division of the department of
agriculture, is at the Dufferin. Mr.
McNeill came from Ottawa to attend
the first annual meeting of the N. B.
Fruit Growers’ Association, which was
organized last Demember.

“I believe the meeting just held will
be a historical one, and consequently
was much pleased to accept the invi-
tation extended me to be present and
take part in the pi‘oceedlngs," said
Mr. McNeill to the Sun.

““The society has an important work
before it, and should be of great value
to the fruit growing interests of the
province.”

Mr. McNeill believes that there is a
reasonably good prospect of a great
fruit growing industry being develop-
ed in this province. Although com-
parativaly little attention has been
given in the past +to apple culture,
there are at present in the province
over four hundred thousand bearing
trees. This, of course, is much smaller
than should be the case, and falls into
insignificance when it is remembered
that Kings county alone in Nova Sgo-
tia has two-thirds th_at number,

Mr, McNeill said he had not the
slightest hesitation in saying that
ythere are districts . in this province
qufte as large as the county menticned
which are equally well adapted for
the growth of apples, although ' per-
haps not of the same varieties. »

A recently issued velume of statistics
which Mr. MoNefll had in his posses-
sion showed that for every three acres

| of occupied land Ontario had one ap-

ple tree, Nova Soofila has a tree for
every fivencres;-while -New Brunswick

is in the rear wi one tree for every

ten acres.

Mr, McNeill expects to ses grest

.strides made in fruit growing in New

Brunswi¢k in the next few yeara. The
facilities for exporting are so nueh
superior to Ontario, that a great ad-
vantage would be had an this respect.

The New Srunswick apples have
better keeping qualities, Mr. MoNeill
says, than those grown in other parts
of the Domirion.

The proposition to erect a large.ap-
ple warehouse here, Mr. McNeill views
with the heartiest approval He
thinks it would be an excellent in-
vestment. There were many things
to \be said in its favor which are ob-
vious. He hoped that in the general
interests of the trade, a warehouse of
adequate proportions would soon be
built at Canada’s winter port. The
fruit could be brought here early in
the season, when it was not necessat'y
to use refrigerator cars, which were
always scarce, and mere expensive,
and repacked at-St. John instead of
in the Ontario warehouses. A ma~
terial saving would be effected all
round, and the danger of arriving too

late for shipment on the steamer de- .

eired, would be obviated.

As an instance take the ferry ser-
vice, of which we have heard so much
tonight. When, it was recognized a few
years ago that the present ferry ser-
vice was inadequate and a new boat
was required, what did they do? Did
they procure & new beat ? - No, they
commenced the study of the subject
in general, and they traced the history
of ferry boats from the present day
back to the time of Noah. The public
through the papers read the results
of their knowledge and researches on
the subjeot. It was most interesting
and instructive reading, and I am sure,
sir, we were amazed how much they
knew about ferry boats. . But after
gome years have passed and we still
find outselves with the same old ferry,
I am afraid we have found they knew
too much and so far have done too lit-
tle, R

A smaller matter cdme to my notice
the other day: It was found that the
ferry toll house on the western side
of the harbor, I think, required cledn-
ing’ about two years ago. 1 presume
a committee was appointed to look
after this work. This being a small
matter, the details did not appear in
the paper, but I presume they discuss-
ed toll houses in general. No doubt

products ‘of fren, as we do it in St.
John, does ‘'not grow very materially,
the reason for this being, I presume,
Mr. President, that geographically we
are 86 Situated that we do not obtain
a dufficient market for any one line
of our products, #0 that we might keep
doing the same thing over and over
again, thereby reducing ‘the cost of
production to & minimum and incident-
ally aoquiring some wealth.

But- those of us who have to do the
business as it 1o presented to us in St.
ohn have to do a great variety of
work. We rarely have the opportunity
of doing the same class of work in ro-
tation, and we frequently are called up-
on to do work of an entirely new char-
acter with very little or no chance to
make preparation for it. The conse-
quence is that while we 1o not acquire
a great amount of wealth, we obtain
a great knowledge of the business in all
its details, and when we go abroad and
visit some of our more fortunate breth-
ren who are situated in larger manu-
facturing centres, where they have the
opportunity of doing the same thing
over and over again while we find un-
guestionably they are richer than we
aregwe also find we know many things
relat!ng to the business that they know |
nothing at all about. And, Mr. Presgi-
dent, we come back to our smaller clity
of St. John with« a feeling of satisfac- |
tion that even if we are not as rich as
théey are In other places, we know a
great deal more than they do.

This is a fad er a failing Mr. Presi-|
dent that is widespread in this com-
munity because sir when I look around
in the city of St. John and listen to
what I hear I am often surprised how |
much we know compared with how
little we do. This fad or this failing
seems to enter into many phases of our
life. I was going to say sir from our |
religious to our political life,

An Allustration in our religious iife |
came to my notice the other day. Sure- |
Iy Mr. President there is a great know- |
ledge of religion in the city of St. John. !
Why it has sormetimes been called by
the tourists ‘‘The City of Churches,”
but I noticed in a newspaper the other
fay that a venerable alderman of this
city said it was scarcely worth while |
holding any further religious services |
in the county jail, and he gave as his |
reason that a member of the Rock'
Candy gang after being preached {0 and
prayed with in that institution, had
deliberately gone home and blackaned |
bis wife's eyes, This Mr, President is,
a case wheré in our religious life we |
know too much and we do too little.

In our political life a couple of
months ago Ilfberals, Mr. President,
like yourself and myself, together with
the rest of the great liberal:party in !
St. John said, ‘Not only what we
mave we'll hald but wetwill alss re-

they showed gre'at knowledge on the
subject. No doubt they discussed the
kind of brooms to be tused and the
kind of soap to be used to clean out
this toll house. But I think, sir, I
noticed in the papers that it still re-
quired cleaning. Another: case, it ap-
pears to me, of knowing too much and
doing too little.

Many similar instances might be
given.

irto a modern Venice, the level streets
flowing canals, and the steep and,
precipitous streets like Rocky Hill and
King street,converted into water slides
down which people can shoot the
chutes.

Now, sir, I hope this will not be
another case of knowing too much and
doing too little. I hope his worship

The reason, Mr. President, I feel sO
free to discuss this peculiar character-
istic at a dinner of this kind is that
if there is a body of men who are
particularly exempt from this failing,
and are one of the brightest excep-
tions that prove the rule, it.is, sir, the
gentlemen who largely compose the
Iron and Hardware Association of St.
John. Therein lies their success. For
fear, Mr, President, you might think
I was saying this by the way of fiat-
tery, let me give you a few examples.

BILLIARD PLAYERS ARE
VERY SUPERSTITIOUS.

“Wizard”’ Jack Shafer Says They Be-
lieve In #Hoodoos and Have Many
Whims. Peculiarities of French and
German Players,

“Billfard players, as a rule, say they
are not ‘superstitious,” said Jake
Schaefer, the “wizard of the cue,” in
talking with & crowd of experts in a
Chicago hall recently, “but I have found
that they Believe in hoodoos and have
whims and hold on to odd cues with
something which is very near to sup-
erstition. I myself have two cues
which I have carried now for twenty
years. They are pretty well worn and
the cord is patched, but 1 have always
kept them in repalr myself and find
that I can do better and surer work
with them than a new cue. One be-
comes used to them just as a violinist
does to hig instrument, and, although
the two cues which I have had for 80
long are nearly worth what is some-
times asked for a Stradivarius, I
would not take a good price for them.

“The French professionalg are much
given to observing certain little things
that an’ordinary player never thinks
of. 1 met one professional in Paris; a
Bohemian, who always carried his own
piece of chalk, and on one o¢casion he
refused to finish a match when his op-
ponent got hold of it in some way and
used it on ‘his cue. There is a peculiar
old fellow who plays at some of the
halls in Paris who always carries. his
cue with him. He wag never known by
any other name than ‘Jacques,’ and no
one seemd to know how he lived. He
used to give some fencing lessons or
do such odd jobs. It was said that at
one time he had owned a hall. He had
an old cue which he always oarried
with him in tramping about, and he
could do wonders with it when he
wasn't drinking absinth,

“glosson would never play a game or
match on Friday. I have, however,
never met any other like him in that
particular. It has never made any dif-
férence to me on what day I played.
Every day is the same to me, although
I have days when I seem to be a trifle
off my game. It is ag liable to happen,
though, on Monday a&s on Friday, or
any other 4ay.

“A person would suppose that the
French, who are so talkative and de-
monstrative, might be the same way in
playing billiards. As a rule, though,
they are very quiet in the big tourna~
ments especially. At the soclal games
played at the academies, however, they
talk and joke without restraint. ‘You-
Know-Me’ Carter was one of the nois-
fest fellows I ever met among the pro-
fessionals, and I suppose any one who
ever met him will say the same thing.
He was always making some quaint
and humorous remark, and his invar-
fable ‘you know me’ won him the nick-
name. Shaw is like him in many par-
ticulars. Most of the players, however,
take their billiards seriously, especially
the Germans.

“A spavage set down in a hall in Ber-
1in with a tournament on might think
he wag an onlooker at some religious
ceremony. But I have always found
billiard players, as a rule, good fellows
in spite of their whims and crotchets.
The game seems to round a man off and
humanize him in some sort of way,
like fishermen claim angling does to &
lover of the sport.”

Schaefer declares that professional
bililards is now at its lowest ebb in

‘ America, and that he will make an ef-

fort to credate a new interest in Yhe
game while here. “I do not expect to
stay in America very long, but I want
to see the game on a new footing be-
fore I leave,” he said. ‘“Professional
billiards is losing its intérest with the
public and I would like to see what
can be done toward helping the game
‘along. I have always wished that Am-
ericans would show the same interest
in the game as the French. The Ger-
mane give considerable at*ention to the
sport, although there are fewer good
players among them than among the
French.”

Dalgety is half-way between Tumut
and Bombala; it is therefore a compro-
mise between the two  houses It is
also, roughly, midway between Sydnay
and Melbourne, and therefore placates
the powerful interests of the two weal-
thiest states, New South Wales and
Victorta. The prospective capital of
the commonwealth is hardly large
enough even to be called a township,
having a population of only a couple of
hundred souls. It is right in “the back
blocks,” quite off the track of inter-
state traffic, and consists of a few
weatherboard, tin-roofed houses. Itis
not large enough even to exact a pos-
tal delivery from the government.

The town lies in the southeast angle
of New South Wales, near the Victor-
ian border, on the upper reaches of the
Snowy river, a tributary of the Mur-
ray. The Snowy river flows down thé
spurs of Mount Kosciuski, and, fed by
its snows, the volume of water that
flows by Dalgety, beneath bordering
willows, is steadier than that of most
Austrian rivers, The fertility of the
district—known as Monaro—is thus as-
sured.

The Monaro plains are more than
2,000 feet above the sea level, and so
Dalgety always enjoys cool nights, even
in the midst of lengthy drouth. Xos-
ciusko, the highest point in the whole
continent, is only 40 miles distant, and
the observatory established there has
frequently been snowed up, e" en in the
summer months, The new st railway
station, Cooma, 80 miles off, is the
terminus of a branch line from Goul-
bourn. At Goulbourn Junction the line
joins the main route which links up the
four eastern capitals — Brisbane,
Queensland, Sydney, New South Wales,
Melbourne, Victoria, and Adelaide,
South Australia.

In Eden, the largest town on the rug-
ged coast south of Sydney, Dalgety
possesses an outlat for sea-borne trade
that is even now largely utilized.
Coasting steamers plying from Sydney
and Melbourne make Eden a port of
call, and the harbor there ig so good
that Bden was itseif a candidate for
the coveted honor of becoming the cap-
ital. If a bush capital has to be cre-
ated, the new!ly-chosen site would ap-
pear to be as good as any that could
have been obtained. In pitching on so
small a township the government has,
at least, gone on economical lines, for
the vested interests to be bought are
small. From the point of view of clim=
ate and water supply the spot could
scarcely be bettered.

OLD-TIME PITCHING PHENOM.

F. W. Field writes to The New York
Sun some incidents of Charles Rad-
bourne’s 9itching:

Many a day have I seen the oppon-
ents of Providence trying to hit Rad’s
easy floaters over the old Messer street

bourne had all the curves that any
pitcher needed, but one ball he used
aopeared to me to be a ‘“drop shoot.”
Instead of shooting toward the batter
it shot downward. I do not understand
why this ball is not used by the latter-
day pltchera, It is as easily controlled
as an inshoot, but probably snaps the

shoulder-joint.  Still, Radbourne had
an easy delivery and did not use speed
to excess. I think Rad’s greatest
walkover was in a game against Phila-
delphia—weak then, as now. Phila-
delphia had a young pitcher, Willie
Conley, and good players—such as Sid
Farrar, Joe Mulvey and others. But
this day thelr efforts to hit were laugh-
able. BEven -sober-faced Rad had to
smile—and although he apparently was
trying to give them easy ones to en-
able them to score—it ended 27—0. I
think this stands ag the record for bad
defeats to this day. Radbourne never
seemed to be conceited over his work
and in a game when Boston was hit-
ting Ward, John personally had to
make Rad repeated requests to come in
to replace the great Ward. Another
thing contrary to latter-day customs,
Rad or Ward played  rightfield evéry
day when not in the box; one pitched
and the other played right fleld. One
vear when Providence was in a hole
for shortstops, Rad and Ward alter-
nated in that position and both played
it well. 7 g
Radbourne soon went to Boston, at
what was then said to be the highest
salary pald any player, $4,500. He pro-
bably was the greatest pitcher at the
distance that ever played—but in mak- .
ing comparisons with Mathewson, :
Chesbro and McGinty, we all seem to
forget that sixty feet and four balls
to take first base is more of a hardship
than fifty feet and seven balls to take
the base, which conditions Rad, Ward,
Sweeney, Whitney, Galvin and ethers
had. Perhaps playing four games
weekly, offset this advantage, however.
Sweeney was a wonder., He came to
Providence with little fame, but short-
ly pitched against Boston and struck
out nineteen—the record to this day, 1
believe. But Sweeney wap of little use
after that. All the baseball writers in
writing up famous pitchers seem to for-
get that ornament to the profession,
Charlie Richmond of Brown University,
and later of Worcester. I am uncertain
as to his record, but I think he won
twenty-two straight games. ARyway,
he was the pioneer left-hander and gave
left-handers a standing in the baseball
world. By the way, the air of Rhode
Island seems to develop baseball abil- |
ity, and managers with pemnant aspir-
ations should note. From the teams.of
Rhode Island have come many of the

stars of the last few years, for after;

"OTTAWA, Jan. 27.—The most inter-
esting feature of the report of the
minister of marine, which was pre-
sented to parliamant, is the prelimin-
ary accoumt of the Neptune expedition
to Hudson Bay and northward in
1903-4, In comamand of A. P. Low.

The report details the hoisting of
the Dominion flag and taking formal
possession of territery for Canada at
four important points in the Aretic.

“About half a mile in rear of the
house o6n a desolate plain are five
graves containing the remains of some
of Franklin’s cempanions who died
here, and some of the members of the
relief expeditions. Leave was given
to as many of the crew as possible to
land here; but the ice coming out of
the inner bay forced us to leave be-
fore the graves could be phetographed.
‘We brought back the cart,

“A sealed record was found attached
to the cenotaph, and when opened it
preved to have been left on August 24,
1803, by the Swedish magnetio pole ex-
pedition in the sloep Gjoa. The record
stated that they were going southward
down Peel Sound. It was taken on
board to be sent to the Swedish gov-
ernment.

“At Beechy Island no ice could be
seen to the westward in Barrow Sfrait,
while northward only a few loose pans
were in Welllngton channel and the
prospects looked sSo favorable for a
nerthwest passage that many of us re-
gretted the lack of instructions to
make such an attempt if feasible.

“The Canadian flag was hoisted and
we read a proclamation taking formal
possession of Nerth Devon and ad-
jacent island for the dominion. ‘A copy
of the proclamation was left in a seal-
ed box attached to the Franklin monu-
ment.

HOISTED THE FLAG.

“Early in the afternoon we steamed
out of the harbor, bouth seuthward
acrogs Lancaster Sound, to the island
of North Somerset; late in the after-
noon a few stringers of ice forced us
to the eastward, and the wind fresh-
ening to a gale from the northwartm
accompanied by fog, caused us to take
refuge in Leopold harbor on the island
at the enrtance to Prince Regent inlet.
We passed inside of the bold Leopold
Island and rounding Cape Clarence
stood southward a few miles along the
high castellated cliff of flat limestone,
and so near midnight rounded the low
peint into tkis seeure harbor. When
entering what appeared to be a boat,
with a structure built alongside, was
seen on the point with a flag flying.
Thinking that it might be some per-
song In distress, the whistle was
blown, and as soon as the anchor was
down I sent the doctor ashore to re-
lieve any one who might be there.
Luckily our fears proved groundless,
as the structure turned out to be a
‘plle of boxes of provisions for the
Gjoa, built around the boiler of an old
steam launch left there by one of the
Frank'in search partiess. We found
later thet the provisions had been re-
cently left by the whaler Windward
for the Swedish expedition and that
they consisted largqly of bread and
butter.

“A very heavy gale continued until
the rning of the 17th, it being im-
poslm meanwhile to land with a
boat. Barly that morning I put ashore
and went threugh the ceremony of
hoisting the flag and reading a pro-
clamation taking poseession of North
Somerset, leaving a copy of it in the
boiler. The boiler and keel were all
that remained of the steam launch.
Evidences of the presence of Eskimos
were found, and we brought on board
a sled runner made of teak, probably
obtained from the wreck of the Fury,
lost by Parry many years ago farther
to the southward in the inlet.”

From the day of her departure
from Halifax, 23rd August, 1903, till
the return to that port on October
11th, 1904, one year and fifty-one
days, the Neptune made the greatest
mileage ever made by any ship in
one season, having steamed 10,000
miles, of which 900 miles was through
heavy ice.

The report of the fiscal year 1903-4
of the department of marine was laid
upon the table of the house yesterday
by Mr. Prefontaine. From this report
it appears that the entire expenditure
was $2,160,940; fisheries expenditure,
$634,874, a total of $2,785,814. Upon
lighthouses and coast service $1,226,398
was spent, an increase of $267,627 over
the previous year. The total number
of light stations, lightships and fog
alarms in the dominion is 796 The
total number of casualties to British
and Canadian sea-going vessels and to
Canadian vessels in foreign waters was
192, representing a tonnage of 81,143
and a loss of $489,699. Nine lives were
lost. There are now 27 life-saving
stations in the dominion. During the
year 135 new steamboats were added
to the merchant marine of Canada,
bringing the total up to 1,601 of a ton-
nage of 295,062 tons. In addition to
the departmental staff at Ottawa, there
are 3,000 persons in the employ of the
marine branch throughout the domin—
fon.

MEETINGS OF PROTEST

Held in Italy Against Alleged Russian
Cruelties,

ROME, Jan. 29.—Many meetings
were held today in the principal towns
of Italy *o protest against the al-
leged Russian cruelties. The more
notable of these meetings were at
Naples, Pisa, Ancona, Messina, Genoa
and Brindisi. At the last named
place an attempt was made to pull
down - the Russian arms from the door
of the consulate. In Rome, notwith-
standing a prohibition by the govern-
ment and a great display of troops,
five thousand of which had been
brought in from the provinces to re-
inforde the ordinaay garrison, about
three thousgnd people assembled and

‘tried to break through the cordon of

troops and reach the capital. There
were cries of “Long live the Russian
revolution,” and ‘“Down with the
Autocracy and the Cossacks.”

The troops, which included carbi-
neers, infantry, cavalry and artillery,
charged the crowds several times, Be-
ing unable to force their way to the
capitol, the mob went to the royal
palace, but were again dispersed, re-
gathering in lesser numbers at the
Russian embassy, where they were
finally scattered by more energetic
cavalry charges. Several persons werse
wounded and many arrests were made.
