Legal Ethics
Mr. Bryan argues that it is a 

crime that so many legal practi­
tioners “ sell themselves to the corpora­
tions.’’ He believes the time will come 
when it will be held ’ ‘ not less disgrace­
ful for a lawyer to assist in a gigantic 
robbery than for a highwayman to go 
out and hold up a wayfarer.” These 
observations were made in support of a 
movement by leading members of the 
American bar to raise the ethics of the 

w profession as a whole to a higher level. 
A committee of the Association, headed 
by Judge Parker and Judge Brewer, pro­
pose that candidates for the bar shall be 
required to bind themselves by oath to 
abstain from certain practices. They 
should counsel and maintain only such 
actions as appear to them as legally de­
batable and just. They should resort 
only to such means as are consistent with 
honor and truth and should never seek 
to mislead the judge or jury by any 
artifice or false statement of fact or law. 
They should be careful of the honor of 
parties and witnesses, should 
ject the cause of the defenceless or op­
pressed, and should never delay any 
man’s cause for money or malice. The 
objection to the course of action sugggest- 
ed is that lawyers of the first rank will 
observe these ethical principles without 
compulsion and that the less scrupulous 
will not be restrained by the imposition 
of any formal oath.

Canada’s TercentenaryCanada’s Future
One of the interesting features of the 

Tercentenary will be the Tented. City- 
erected near the grand stand on the 
battlefield. This will furnish comfort­
able hotel accommodation at moderate 
prices to thousands. The tents are in 
three sizes. Tent “ A" to accommodate 
twelve people comfortable, will cost $150 
for the twelve (lays. Tent ‘ ' B” to hold 
five beds, or four comfortably is $75; and 
Tent “C”to hold three beds, or two 
comfortably, is $60. Beds can be had 
separately in any of these classes for any 
number of days at $2 per bed per day in 
“B” and “C” and $1.50 in ‘‘A.’’Meals 
will be furnished at 50 cents each in 
three big dining tents. In another place 
meals will be served at 25 cents. The 
lavatory tents are equipped with drainage, 
water supply, 
conveniences.

Mr. W. J. Dawson, evangelist, who 
has spent somcy ears' in the United States 
and has also visited Canada, in a letter 
to the Christian World of London, Eng­
land, tells the people of the old land 
that there is not even a whisper of 
political union with the American re­
public in the Dominion.

What is wanted—so every­
one says—for her development is capital. 
But her chief want is men. Kipling’s 
recent invitation to England to pour in 
English immigrants, touches the heart 
of the problem. It is the sons of Great 
Britain who are most needed, men of 
sturdy strength and high character, and 
for such Canada offers a warm welcome.

Campobello man Dropped
Dead en the Street

George W. Greenwood, of Wilson’s 
Beach, Campobello, dropped dead to­
day at noon at the corner of Prince 
William and St. James Streets.

Laurler’s Way
The main thing is to have lists and 

election laws that are fair, not only to 
the two parties, but to all the people; 
that every- citizen of Canada shall be 
allowed to mark his ballot according to 
his judgement, and that his vote shall 
be fairly rscorded and counted. From 
this position there ought to be no back­
down or surrender, or compromise is of | 
little importance. Neither party can 
surrender any right, because neither 
party- possesses any- right in regard to 
the exercise of the franchise. That 
right belongs to the whole people, and 
that i„ also the basis of criticism by the 
Opposition. There can be no doubt that 
Mr. Aylesworth’s Bill was introduced in 
perfect good faith,, and that the pro­
vision which was so bitterly opposed was 
intended to protect the rights of the 
electors of Manitoba. But as to how 
this should be tccomplished was a matter 
on which there might be honest difference 
of opinion. Neither party would trust 
the officials appointed by the other, and 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier some time ago sug­
gested that this difficulty be obviated by 
calling in the Judges, in whom both 
parties would have confidence. This is 
the basis of the modified sections of the 
Bill, whicn will probably be applied to 
the New Districts of Ontario as well as to 
Manitoba.—Toronto Star.

It is the old story of a scarcity of fish, 

with a firm market and packers in plaine 
and elsewhere behind in their orders. 
In European waters-the run of sardines 
continues very light. French cables to 
Strohmeyer & Arpe of this city say that 
in France practically- the only fishing is 
at Areachon. It lias been a failure in 
other localities formerly noted for yield­
ing fair harvests. In Norway some fish 
are being caught, but the quantity is 
poor. They-are considered too soft for 
the making of good sardines.

An importation of Japanese sardines, 
per the steamer Kumeric, by Strohmeyer 
& Arpe, was made during the week.

The firm of Boutilier & Co., of Centre- 
ville, Digbv County, N. S., who were 
the pioneers in the kippered herring 
trade, of Nova Scotia, have recently in­
creased the capacity of their plant, and 
will add sardines to the lines of fish in 
future put up.—Fishing Gazette.

These and many other questions will 
be handled at sectionj meetings, such 
as those adop.ed by the British Associa­
tion. The sections are seven in number, 
and are classified as follows : The church 
and human society, the church and 
human thought, the church’s ministry, 
the church’s mission in non-Christian 
lands, the church’s mission in Christen­
dom, the constitution and organization 
of the church, the church’s duty to the 
young.

Following this assembly the Lambeth 
Conference will be held, so that the 
present month will be one of great im­
portance in the history of the Anglican 
church.

Lee-Enfield -from the Government 
factory in Great Britain, could be laid 
down in Canada. There was not a 
tittle of evidence of any graft either 
.on the part of the Minister of Militia 
or of the Military critic of the Op­
position, who was unfortunate enough 
to side wit і the. minister.

The fourth alleged “scandal,” which 
was fabricated rather late in the ses­
sion, was that the Minister of Militia 
had first induced the Government to 
give aid to cold storage companies 
and then formed a company to take 
advantage of such aid. The facts 
were that, before the policy was adopt­
ed on the recommendation of the 
House of Commons, the Minister of 
Militia incorporated a company, in 
which he had a predominating inter­
est, but, on the Government adopting 
the policy of aiding cold storage, he 
disbanded the company; and one of 
his associates became interested in 
the New Brunswick Cold Storage 
Compauy, which subsequently obtain­
ed a Government subsidy. Everyone 
in New Brunswick admits that the 
company is well worthy of such aid, 
for it is well equipped and will give 
farmers a full opportunity of getting 
their produce in the British and 
European markets in a condition to 
enable them to secure the highest 
prices. The Minister of Militia took 
a patriotic interest in giving this 
vice to the producers in the Maritime 
provinces ; and, if the Government 
had not adopted the policy it did, he 
would have gone on with his company. 
Yet the Opposition deftly made it 
appear that the Minister of Militia 
has a “cold storage graft.”

The fifth and most recently explod­
ed “scandal” is the Hodgins charges. 
Here the country was being robbed 
of $4,000,000 through ' over-classi­
fication. He now saysь that it is a 
question for arbitration ; and the in­
quiry has been closed. The'result of 
the investigation has only been to 
cause doubt as to the standing of 
Mayor Hodgins .as an engineer ; and 
it is to be regretted that he should 
have ever bèen so foolish as to let his 
feelings over his enforced resignation 
overcome his better judgment.

up its intention of having the Manitoba 
lists prepared and revised under 
Dominion auspices. The lists, as recent­
ly prepare! and revised under provincial 
auspices, jyll be accepted} and a board 
of judges will superintend the distribu­
tion of the voters into the various 
Dominion constituencies and the allo­
cation of the same to their respective 
polling sub-divisions. The provincial 
lists of British Columbia with which the 
Liberals are fairly well satisfied, will also 
be accepted. But in the six con­
stituencies of Ontario, which are not yet 
municipally Organized, the government 
will have the lists prepared anew, under 
a committee of judges, who will also 
revise them. The unorganized districts 
of Quebec will not be touched, however ; 
as the number of people affected is not 
thought sufficient to justify ths expense 
that would be incurred in carrying out 
the work. Woatever is done in the way 
of preparation, revision or allocation will 
be done by judges or their appointees; so 
that the whole of it, so far as the Domin­
ion government is concerned will be done 
impartially and with no chance of par­
tisan bias.

The Doainion Government in this 
matter, has set an example, which, it is 
to be hoped, the Provincial admisistra- 

tions will follow ; and then there will be 
no longer room for the repeated insinua­
tions of misconduct and of actual elector­
al misdemeanors, which have disgraced 
Canada’s political history since Confed­
eration.
