—The city being a depot for all llm articles import 
ed for the supplies of the interior, an immense 
quantity of merchandize was generally kept ott hand 
for that purpose. At »he period of its dreadful 
visitation, the supplie» wemalmndant. and the stores 
crowded with good*. An organized system of riot 
end pillage has been commenced by gangs of mer­
cenary villialn* ftom the country.

Opposition wa* Ibr some time useless, and a slim 
Шагу execution was necessarily resorted to by 
authorities to strike a ealnnrv terror. Many of the 
marauders were shut, nrtd to crown the whole with 
the extremity of horror, a slow fire which hut arisen 
and had been gradually creeping onward* from the 
limn of the catastrophe, spread nt once into a gene 
ral conflagration, consuming what had escaped the 
former calamity and the lactaligimi* hand* of pillage. 
The survivor* now in a state of almost positive 
nnditv and starvation, were thus deprived of their 
remaining hopes, ami misery and titter destitution 
■tared them openly in the face. Hundred* had 
taken refuge on hoard the ship* in the harbor, with 
tbe trifling effort* which an agonizing haste siifiored 
them tn lay hold of. together with a* many of the 
maimed a* were thus favored bv their good fortune.
