There is always somethir g talismanic about
the party in power. Many people vote for
it because they have done so before. Pos-
sersion is nine pointsof the law and the
electors in many cases take this absurd
view ot a mayoralty contest.

Robertson beat McLaughlan
more than twe to one in Guy's and was
beaten 12 in Brook’s by the same gentle-
man whilé Sears beat both of them in that
phcei.

In Dufferin, Lansdowne, and Lorne
McLaughlsn took his turn at leading and
Sears captured Stanley.

DANGER IN SHEATHED WALLS.
Fire Underwriters Recognize it—What
About the School Building.

The resolution passed by the board of
fire underwriters to increase the rate of
insurance upon buildings where the walls
are sheathed with wood has caused much
speculation and inquiry into the cause for
such a move. PRrOGREsS learns that the
chief reason at the present time for this
action was the manner in which the grammar
school building was built and coupled with
the heavy percentage of loss when fires
occurred in sheathed buildings. Itappears
that the new school building is sheathed
from top to bottom and according to the
opinion of one of the best master builders
in the city is for this reason a
veritable fire trap. He explained this
by saying that when a fire catchesina
room that is sheathed and then painted
and varnished that the flimes envelop
the whole of the walls almost in-
stantly and that escapeof any number of
people is almost impossible. When asked
if the hall, and stairways were done in the
same way he said they were and that no
one could pass down them it the varnish
and paint once cavght fire.

HALIFAX CIVIC FIGHT

SOMEOF THE MEN WHO ARE OUT
AFIER O1VIC OFFIOCES.

How the Fight Progre¢sses in the Good Old
City by the Sea—A Brief History of the
Candidates and Their Claims Upon the
Pevple—Other Matters,

Haurax, April 22.—Tke provi. cial
ele tions are over; and the battle has been
lost and won. Bat there are other elec-
tions for n:xt week which in the estima.
tion of wany cit’zens far outweigh inimpor
tance the contest for supremacy ia the
house of ssembly which 18 just over. The
mayoralty and alderman’c fight at the bal-
lot houses takes place ¢n Wednesday of
pext week.

There are two candidates for the mayor-
alty—James T. Hemilton and Alexander
Stephen. Hamilton was the first out and
up toa lew deys sgo it wes thougkt he
would have 8 walk over by acclamation.
He has served continuously for nine years
as alderman, and for the past six months or
a year has been layiog his plans for securing
the mayoralty. Alderman Foster wss talked
abcut as a candilate in opposition to Ham-
ilton but his nomination for the house of
assembly removed him from the civic arena.
Then all eyes were turned to J. C. Mack-
intosh. Delegation after delegation urged
him to en‘er the contest assuring him of
success. Great pressure was brought on
him to accept, particularly by those sup-
posed to represent the temperance element
and the class of people most alarmed at
our rapidly i g rate of taxation.
But Mr. Mackintosh had already h°d all he
wished of Mayotalty honors and useful
ness; his business and the many char-
jtable and benevolent interests in which he
is interested demanded all his time, and
he felt he could not become a candi-
ate; by the way, the ‘‘temperance people”
did not pan out to any considerable extent
when Mr. Mackintosh ran sgainst Mayor
McPherson. In addition to his disinclina-
tion %o wooept the position probably he
had lost confidence in the genus ‘‘temper-
ance” as & voting machine.

Failing to preva 1 on Mr. Mackintosh to
oppose Hamilton, pretty much the same
people waited on Hon. A. G. Jones, prom-
ised him their support and urged him to
run for the mayoralty. Mr. Jones would
bave nothing whatever to do with it and
be bad no difficulty in making the delega-
tion understand that fact.

Alexander Stephen, president of the
Nova Scotia Furnishirg compauy had bcen
talked of as a candidate all this time, but
s he himself eaid “No one has asked me
to run.” When Mackintosh and Jones and
all the others were out of the way, how-
ever, some one did pop the question to Mr
Stephen and he accepted the proposal.
Mr. Stephen has been out of civic politics
for some time. He bas served in the
council as alderman and wis chairman of
the board of works under the old regime.
He is not lacking, therefore, in experience
and cannot be charged with being a novice
even though he has not the up-to-date
knowledge of his opponent. Hamilton has
the characteristics of honesty, frankness,
thoroughness and knowledge; Stephen
perbaps has an element of ‘politics” which
his rival lacks, and which may stand him
in good stead now that both are appraling
for votes.

It will be an interesting contest—this
fight between Hamilton and Stephen and
the forces behind each, and the result may
well be looked forward to with esgerness.
Wednesday evening will tell the tale.

The aldermanic contests, too, will be in-
teresting. The proximity of the loeal
elections has introduced into these an ele-
ment of politics which was not hitherto so
prominent if atall noticeable. It has proved
a difficult matter to run the wards on polit-
ical lines, and both sides bave found they
could by no means completely keep their
parties in line. Personal friendships are
too great when itis merely a seatin the
council that is in question and a great por-
tion of the people will vote as they please,
irrespective of what the psrty machines
may dictate. In ward one, for instance, it
proved impossible even to get a candidate
to oppose alderman Geldert, who isa lib-
eral, and he will go in by acclamation. It
it was impossible to get a candidate in this
ward how much more difficult would it be
to control the vote and give it to either
one man or another on party lines.

In ward 2 Alderman Redden is being given
the fight of his lifs, largely on party lines.
The aldeyman is & strong liberal and in A.

J. Grant is found » pronounced conserva:

tive yet there is not the thadow of a doubt
that left to mere party politics alderman
Redden would have an easy time of it. But
a variety of itsues heve been raiced in the
hope ot defeating Redden. IHisacion on
the cookery sckool question, and the old
fire department matter, and almost a score
of other questions, bave been brcught into
the contest to do duty in defeaiing bim.
Whether these will succeed or nct remains
to be seen. The chances are they will fail.

Ward 3 is the ward vacated by mayo: alty
candidate Hamilton, Mr. Hamilton is &
conservative, and there a conservative
comes forwerd {o succeed b:m in the coun-
cil in the person of Jobn M.erger. whose
loyalty to his psrty no one ‘will doutt. A
couf 12 of dayssgo the candidature of J.
A. Hallidsy, alto of the same political
stripe, was-announced, tut as Merger had
alresdy got pretty well over the ground
sndis a popular fellow, he stands to win.
There was some talk of 8 liberal candidate
in this werd, but sgain the machine failed
to werk.

In ward 4 8 new element is at work.
Alderman Ryan is askirg for re-election.
He is & moderate literal. Opposed to him
is John F. Kelly an ultra liberal, about
whose political feith tkere is no doubt.
Ryan could easily win ovir Kelly, were it
not for a third cand:date who introduces
the new issue. O. P. Hillis a conserva-
tive, but it iseaid that halt his canvass is
made on the ground that he isa P. P. A.
man, Hill says he has a sure thing of it,
but it'is a queetion it he bss. The con-
servatives who do not spprove of P. P.
A. ism are said to be supporting Ryan, the
moderate liber.l. Predictions as to who
will win in this ward would be sorisky to
one's reputation as a prophet that it is bet-
ter to witbhold and await the counting of
the ballots next Wecnesday. .

Ward 5, er as conservative stumpers call
it, **Grand old ward 5,” is baving acontest
on party lines. Alderman Foster left this
ward for the conservative nominations to the
house of assembly. It is a conservative
ward. Teking advantage of this Stetson
Rogers accepted & nomination for the ald-
ermanic seat. Mr. Rogers is one of the
most prominent oddfellows in the city, and
be bas & large personal following. This
added to his undoubted conservatism in
politics should give a good chance of suc-
cess. After Rogers had been out for some
time John Hill & member of the school
board, a merchant, and a liberal in politics
announced his candidature. Whether
«‘temperance” will enter this contest or not
it is bard to say, but politics certainly will.

Waad 6 bas bad a plethora et candi-
dates for the seat vacated by Alderman
Outhit. The alderman himself has only
just now withdrawn hisnsme. Ben Smith,
a well-known boatman, whose candidature
was somewhat laughable, has also with-
«drawn. The men now hustling round for
votes are Thomas Goudge, secretary of the
Halifax fire insurance company, & liberal ;
Dr. Hawkins, ex-coroner, liberal ; and W.
H. Blois, conservative. In addition
to his politic rator has it that
Bloisisa P. P. A. nomioee but whether
this is so or not cannot positively be stated.

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MAKING GLASS EYES.

THE MANUFACIURE I8 A CURIOUS
AND PROFITABLE BUSINESS.

Thousands Turned out Every Year—Ready
Made Ones are Cheap but the Made to
QOrder Sort Come High—These Eyes do not
Often Last Long.

There are many curious industries in
this big city, says the New York Herald,
and otte that ranks pre-eminent in the
pecaliar line is a glass eye factory. It
may seem strange that there should be a
@ sufficient demand for glass eyes to sup-
port ruch a factory, especially as it em-
ployes a number of skilled workmen all the
year round. But when one learns some of
the secrets of the trade all cause for won-
der vanishes.

The prime reason for its existence is
that the glass eye does not last more than
a year and very often not more than six
months. Of course, this necessitates the
purchase of new eyes every little while by

afflicted people, and the ber of peopl
who use these eyes is surprisingly large,
judged by the yearly production of the
factory. . .

Fve hundred eyes are turned out weekly
or about twenty six thousand ina year.
Not all of these are sold, but this percetage
is very small. The unsold ones are stock
eyes—that is, they are used in the sale de-
partment of the factory, or sre sent to
dealers throughout the country as samples.

The prices of glass eyes vary consider-
ably. An ordinary ready made eye costs
$5, while a made to order eye with the
pupil and cornea carefully colored, costs
anywhere from $10 to $30, and occasion
ally as much as $50, but this latter price is
a rare one. Poor People can only afford
the ready made eye, and a large pumb: r of
these ara always kept in stock in different
shades of blue, gray and brown.

Gray eyes are the most common; then
come blue, and then brown. Black eyes
are a myth, and the factory has never had
a call to make one. Ophthalmic hospitals
are the largest consumers of the false eye.
These buy in quantities, and naturaily get
the product at reduced rates.

Thep buy the ordinary ready made eye,
as they are used, for the most part, on
poor people who are financially unable to
be fastidious in the manner of exact color.

The most startling feature of the factory
is the cabinet in which the stock eyes ars
kept. They are placed in large trays,
sectioned off into tiny squares, each square
containing an eye. Blue eyes of many
shapes and shades arein one tray; brown
eyes of all kinds in another, and gray eyes
of many varieties in s third.

When a purchaser comes in he or she is
fitted with an eye from one of these trays,
and if the buyer is content with the ready
made artticle a duplicate is furnished trom
the stock. If the made to order article is
wanted, the sample is sent up ‘to the work
rooms with instructien covering the minor

hanges or impr ts that can be made.

All of the regular customers bave sample
eyes in the factory. This enables them to
send trom a distance for a duplicate, and &
new eye, pertectly fitting and ot the correct
color is shipped to them. The reason that
the eye wears out is that the action of the
tear—which is acid—affects the enamel,
roughing the edges and surface and caus-
ing irritation of the eyelids.

There Las never been a time in the his-
tory of the world that artificial eyes did
not exist. The ancient Egyptians, four
and five thousand years ago wore false
eyes of gold and silver, and later of copper
andwory. It is on record that two
patriotic Lutetians, when their country was
in finsncial distress, generously presented
their golden eyes to the public treasury.

During the Middle Ages porcelain su-
perseded metal in the making of artisticial
eyes, and & century ago the glass eye ar-
rived. Now enamel is considered to be
the best material for the work, and it is
used to the exclusion of all others.

The process of making the eye is easily
described, but the work calls for much deli-
cate and pain-staking lsbor on the part of

the seven or eight skilled workmen. Form-. | ywqi]

erly one man made artifical eye from the
crude to the finished state, but now the
work is divided into & number of specialties
each man performing only a fraction of the
whole task.
In its initial stage the eye is a& long,
slender stick of enamel, made of perfectly
teansparent and tusible flint glass. This
is placed in a crucible and exposed to great
heat. The globe-maker places the enamel
over a blow-pipe supplied with wind which
is pumped by engine power into a large
cylinder snd stored under water pressure.
Under the careful manipulation of the
workman the enamel tube is formed into
. an oblong globe, just the size and shape of
# human eye. i
Next it psssea into the coloring room.
A piece of_colored enamel'is placed on the
summit of the globe, and this is gently
heated in a small flame and coatinuounsly
rotated. Gradually this takes the form of
the iris, and then & spot of darker ensmel

is covered by a thick layer of crystal to
form the cornea.
At this stage the eye is detached from
the blowpipe and cooled and then sent to
the cutting room, trom which it emerges
shaped into a small hollow oval with ir-
regular edges. The catting is a difficult
process, as a hair's breadrh deviation in
size will make a material difference in the
fitting.
The edges are fired and the eye allowed
to cool slowly, this being the annealing or
tempering process, which toughens the
enamel and renders it less liable to break.
The final work is the polishing, and then
it is ready for the owner.
‘I'he coloring work is the most delicate
of all, as sometimes eight and nine colors
are worked in to give the correct shade.
Brown eyes of the hazel variety require a
very delicate streaking of yellow and gray,
and some kinds of blue eyes sre equally
difficult to fashion. There is also a great
variety in the sclerotic or white. In child-
ren’seyes it is a pale china blue, in old
Eeople a gray, while with men who are
eavy-drinkers or smokers it has a yellow-
ish tinge.
Of course the great art lies in making
the artifical eye an exact duplicate in ex-
pression, size and color of the living eye,
and so cleverly is the work now done that
ge;v people can detect the genuine from the
alse.

He Found out How to Spell Maintenanoce

If the confiling cyclist will open his map
of Corsica and suppose himself salcly trans-
ferred from the mainland of Italy to the
town of Bastia, on the east coast of the
island, he will ba transjorted on a three
weeks' tour such as is not easily to be
matched in Earope, if perfection of roads,
air, and scenery are desired.

SPIDER-CANCER,

The Nawme 1a & Misnomer And 1a & Most
Vatortunate Oune,

One of the blemishes sometimes scem
upon an other mise perfect akin ie what iy
known as spider-cancer, though the name
iteel{ ia moat unfortunate and misleading,
as there iy mothing cancerous either in the
nature or in the appearanca of the thing in
queation.

Spider-cancer ia in reality a very simple
thing, It is not dangerous except in very
rare cases, and is caused by the dilation of
the miaute bload-veasels at some point in
the akin.

At any time alter birth a amall reddish
point may be noticed upon tha surface of
the skin, liadiating from this centre may
be seem little bair-like lines, alao red, The
spot may remain stationary, or may im-
crease in aiz> ae time go2a on. It ia ueually
not muoh elavated above the surrounding
surfac?, though it is possible that a verit-
able tamer may form, The awelling and
redneas disappear under pressure, but im-
mediately reappear when the pressure is
removed,

Spider-cancer may ocour on any part of
body, but ahows a prediction for the face,
soalp and extromities, It is bacause of the
involvement of the exposed regiona that at-
tention is attracted to the affection and
anxiety about it inoreased,

As has been said, the course of spider.
oancer is shrouded ia uncevtainty. Though
present at birth, it may disappear eoon
aftorward. Sometimes it appeare and dis-
appears apontaneouly; in other cases \t
rapidly increasas in ala3, Inrare oases it
may be accompanied by various complica
tions, such as uloeration and hemor .

As a rule, spider-cancer is unattended
by any feeling of pain or uneasiness
though it the blood-vessels ave very much
dilated, the continual hum trom ‘he mur-
mur of the blood as it flows along may
prove annoying. 1f it awells to lange pro-

ortions it may cause neuralgio paine trom
he pressure upon the nerves,

The treatment of spider-cancer depends
entirely upon the nature of the case, As
there 18 danger of aggravating tha trouble,
it ia advi:able, unless the blomish is really
unsightly, or thire is some good reason.
for l:wnmnoo. to abatain from all treats
ment,

In oases some troatment ssems desir-
able, removal by el:otricity bas come to
be considered the ounly sate mathod, The
eleotrio needle is umdv to destroy the tub.
atance of the mark, Th) procesa is tedious
and reqaires the care of an expert in the
use of the lnstrument,

The resulting acar will be wmore or leae
conspicuous according to the sia2 of the
blemish and the skill of the operator.

mayor. A.derman W. McR. Weldon read
a report irom the fioance committee stating
that every ¢ffort had been mwade to raise
the required five hundred dollars. a sub-
scription list had been prepared and circu-
lated but as yet it ramained blank, no one
seeming inclined to suts :ribe and in view of
their lack of euscess, the sub committee
on finance asked to be discharged.

No one doubts that miny of
these propoeitions could be carried out
with comparative ease, and little expense,
but it must be rememberad that it is not
the ordinsry observance of a public holiday
taat is con‘emplated bat the fitting cele-
bration of an event unknown before ia
the history of the empire and il it
is ‘not to be done in a proper manber,
it had much better bs abandoned-altogether:

Meanwhile from tkese rootlets
leafy bran :hes have been developed, which
pushing themselves through the canopy
sbove, get into the light, and erroneously
accelerafe their growth. Now a meta-
morplosis takes place! For the hitherto
soft serial roots begins to harden and
spread wider and wider, throw'ng out
side bran:hes, which flow in ard amal-
gamate with each other uatil the whole
tree trunk is bound in a series of
irregular living hoops. From this time
onit is a ttruggle of life and death be-
tween the forest giant and the entwining
clusia. Like an athlete the tree tries to
expand and burst its feiters causing the
bark to bulge between every interlacing;
but success and freedom are not for the
captive tree, for ths monster clusis bas
made his bands very numerous and wide.

A Singing Shepherd.

“Flow my Ettrick | it was thee

Into my life that did first drop me;

Thee I° siog, a:d when I dee

Thou will lend a sod to hsp me

Pausing swains will say, and weep,

‘Here our Shepherd lies atleep.

‘Among the poets who have srisen from
the Scottish or British peasantry, and, with-
out the aid of teachers and schools, bave
been able to distinguish themselves, no one
is more 1¢markable than James Hogg—
better known by his poetical title *“The
Ettrick Shepherd.” He occupics, in most
respects, a plzc2 apart 1n Scottish poetry ;
or, if be resembles any—except as ke
affected their manners—itis Allan Rimsay,
whose style 1s like his own, discursive,
playful and farciful ; but never distinguish
ed as is Bura's, for its burnisg passion or
intellectual grasp. He is more volumin-
ous than Burns—though less unifo:m in
exceilence,—ard more imaginstive than
Cunninghame, Tannshill, or Nichol, and
of much wider range than Bloomfield or
Clare. And, ifthere was lessin him of
personal charm, of winning manner, and
the pathos of human and poetic life, than
may be found in some others, his history
cannot fail to the reader in interest from the
iq; of his ch ter, ard the number

and brillisncy of his literary associates;
mor his poetry, from tkte blithe aerial
sweetness of its occasional strains, and the
fairy delicacy of its imsgination and de-
scriptiens. The reader is beguiled away
from the hills and glens, and the common
joys, sorrows and occupations of his kind;
from the sere wood and the waning moon,
and the smoking cottsges, where the
<tingle lowes with an eiry leme;” away,
even, from “linn and ford and holt and
dean,” and the “red fringe on the westlin
Lill a¢ gloamin time,”—yet not without a
sens: of human affection mingled with this
pageantry of unearthly beauty,—to the
sunless, lighted land of Kilmeny, where—

“The sky was a dome of crystal bright,

“The fountsin of vision, the fountain of light;

The emeral fields were of dazzling glow,

. And the flowers of everlasting blow;

Where deep in the stream her body they laid

That her youth and beauty never might fade;

And they smiled on heaven when they saw her lie

In the stream o! lif: that wandered by;

And she heard a song, she heard it sung,

She kenned not where, but sse sweetly it rung

1t f:11 on her ear like a dream of the morn.

«Q) blest be the dsy that Kilmeny was born!

“Now shall the land of the spirit see,

Now shall it ken’ what & woman may be!’

No tenderer, more perfectly constructed
fairy tale was ever (old; no scene of more
artless loveliaess can be anywhere found,—
even in Spenser. There is almost magic
in the account of the return of Kilmeny:
“When sev 'n lang years bad come and fled,

When grief was calm and hepe was dead,
‘When tcarce was remembered Kilmeny's name,
Late, late in s gloamin Kiimeny came hame«!
And oh, her beauty was fair to see,

And etill and steadfast was her ee;

Such beauty bard may never declare,

For there was no prids nor passion there;
And the soft desire of her maiden’s e’en,

Ia that mild face could never be seen.

Her seymar was the lily flower,

_And her cheek the moss-rese in the shower;
_And her voice like the distant melodye,

That floats along the twilight sea.

Bat she loved to raike the lanely glen,

And keeped afar frae the haunts of men,

Her holy hymns unkeard to siog,

T'o suck the flowers, and driok the spriog -

While all the creatures of the wildernes
gathered entranced about her. We are
constrained to say, thisis a bard, and no
mechanical rhymcster. In his moorland
spirit dwelt a weird mystic power, unsu-
spected till it spake forth its message. The
Dalphic-laurel, or Coila-wreath, he may
claim unchallenged, by right of native
energy and immediate iaspiration; snd
among all his compeers, on our Parnassus,
there is no one who gives more telling
emphasis to the familiar Latin dictum,—
+ Poeta nascitur non fit ”

In a little valley, that opens to the sea,
on the coatt of Msine, we first read “The
Mountain Bard,” and ‘‘Forest Miastrel,”
of the Ettrick Shepherd, together with
others of his choicest songs, and the finer
por ions ot the “*Queen’s Wake.” Years
before, in our school days, we had bad the
1yric spirit wi'bin us etirred by such songs
a3 “Brd of the Willerness,” and *‘Stran-
gt of beaven; I oid thee bail”; but then,
for the first tims, cou!d we abaundon our-
self to the time-forgetting glosies of his
poetical fairy-land; the fanciful scenery,
and letting wildwood mslody peculiar to
the Minstrel of Mount Benger;—inpree-
sions that bave pe:haps grown eomething
less definite in oatllae and vivid in color,
but which with the mo:t previous things
that lie “-upon the dim horzn of our life”
will doubtless ever remsin.

He, who is 'known ig literature as the

Gitrick Shepherd, was a shepherd’s soo,

descended from a line of such, in the Vale
of Ettrick, Selkirkshire, Scotland. It was
his boast and pride to have been born on
«the snniversary of Robert Burns, whom in
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his songs he emulated ; but that bis birth-
day was Jan. 26:h. 1775, is doubted, be-
cause it is entered in the parish register
that he was baptised on the 9th December,
1770. He'ells us that he was the second
of four sons of Robert Hogg and Margaret
Laidlaw, and that his father, having ac-
quired a little capital, as 8 shepherd, had
taken the farms of Ettrick-house and
Ettrick-hall. He was, as needful among
peasant families, put to szrvice early, as a
cow-herd, and had but slight school priv-
ilege,—himselt almost boasting of the fact
in his complacent admiraticn ot after suc-
cess. He perhaps did not consider how
grestly the defectiveness of Lis taste and
the frequent coarseness of his prcse style,
might have been remedied had he possess-
ed the echolarly privileges be affeeted to
hold lightly. However, his peculiar mould
shaped him; the scenes and occupstions
among which he lived determined largely his
thought and character; and, take him with
all his foibles, we look upon him with full
as much of admiration as of critical dissent.
As t0on as he was old enough he was en-
trusted with a flock of sheep, and entered
upon & term of quiet hours, in which nature
exerted herselt upon his passive spirit to
develop the post within him. His poetry
gives us some idea of the lonely lite of his
childhood.—-lonely, not because of the ab-
sence in him of the socisl nature, (for that
he had in ample degree;) but because of
the ‘‘wilderness and the solitary place®
which were his babitation. We find him
learning —

¢“The mystic lore sublim2
Of fairy tales of ancient time,"”
in the glens of long rambling hills, seldom
sought by human visitor ; as then the coun-
try had no spell upon it for the traveller;
having never been invested by its haunting
spirit, with the ‘‘consecration and the
poct's dream.” These wer?, in the concep-
tion of the young shepherd —

“The last abodes of living men,

Where never stranger came our way

By summer night or winter day;

‘Where neighboring hind or cot was none—
Our converse was with heaven alone—
With voices through the cloud that sung
And brooding storms that round us hung.
O lady, jadge, if judge ye may,

How stern sod ample was the away

Of themes like these when darkness feil
And gray haired sires the tales would tell;
When dcors were barred, snd eldern dame
Plied at hrr task beside the flame,

That through the smoke and gloom alone
Oadim and umbercd faces shone—

The bleat of mountain goats on high,

That from the hill came quaver:ng by;

The echoing rock, the rushing flood, :
T.e cataract’s swell, the moaning wood ; ™\
Undefined and mingled hum— :
Voice of the de-ert never dumb !

All these have left within thfs heart

A feeling tongue cau ne’er impart;

A wildered and unearthly flame,

A something that's without & name."

All of which reminds us of the sense of
golitude induced by Whittier in the open-
ing of “‘Snow bound.” With much liveli-
ness and good-natured egotism, ke depicts
this early lite, in his Autobiogriphy,—
than which, because of this very artless
gelf-conceit, it has been eflirmed, “There
is nothing so amusing.” He tells us at the
outset—*‘I like to write about myself, in
fact there are few things I like better . . .
I must apprise you, that whenever I have
occasion to sgeak of myself and my per-
formances, I find it impossible to divest
myself of an inberent vanity,” We are not
of the number who can taks sexious cffence
at this; but still pursue to learn, how bis
father, like the sire of Burns, financially
rpined, was thrust out of doors penniless,
when the poet was in bis seventh year; but
bow, in his compassion, their weaitby
neighbor Mer. Brydon ot Crostlea, leased
the farr of Ettrick-house, and put Robert
Hogg and family on their fest again. Here
after a few months at the parich school, he
went {o the service of a neighboring family
as herd-boy, and entered on his solitary
emyployment among the hills. <My wages
for the half vear were s ewe lamb and 2
pair of new shoes.  Even at that early age
my farcy seems to havs been s hard neigh-
bor for both judgement and memory. I
was wont to strip ¢/f my clothes and run
races egainst time, or rather against my-
self; and in the course ol these exploits,
which I accomplished much to my own
admiration, I first lost my plaid, tkea my
bonnet, then my coat, and finally my hosen,
for as for shces, Ihad nome.” At the
school he learned, atlesst to stammer
through some chapters of the Bible, and
managed to “borribly defile several sheets

which was an inch long.” And thus, was
his school education finished !

Pcet-like, be was an admirer of the fair
sex from childbood, and veryearly fell in
love. Indeed, how can poet approve him-
self, who does not do this ! Did not Baras
and Byron,being out of petticoats,straight-
way fall in love? We msy not suppose our
bard in this javenile passion to be so close-
ly imitsting them as it bas been affirmed
he imitited all contemparary poetsin his
poerry;bnthoulhullnwinthelm,
«‘when only eight years old, I was sent out
to & beight called Broadheads. with a rosy-
cheeked maicen, to herd & flock of new-
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weaned lambs, and bad my mischi
cows to herd, beside. Bat as she hzd mo
dog, and I bad an excellent one, I was
ordered to keep cloze by her. Never was
2 master’s order better obeyed. Day after
dav I herded the cows and lambs botk,and
Betty had nothing o do but eit and sew
Tken we dined together every day, ata
well near to the Shiel-sike head, and after
dinner I laid my head dosn on her lap,
covered her bare feet with my plaid, and
pretended to fall sound asleep. One day I
heard her say to herself,—Poor little lad-
d’e ! he's just tired to death;’ and then I
wept till I was afraid she would feel the
warm tears trickling on her knoce. I wished
my master, who was s handsome young
man,would fall in love with her, and marry
her, wondering how he could be so blind
and stupid as not to do it. Bat I thought if
1 were ke, I would know well what to do.”
This is almost as pretty as the story of
Burns plucking the thorn out of the finger
of his first-loved lassie, with a heart throb-
bing wildly and & hand that nconveniently
trembled.
When Hogg was a strapping laddie ot
eigh‘een, he was not without his charms in
the eyes of the sonsie villiage maidens. In
fact, he was ca'led remarkably fine lcoking
with his light brown locks, profusely curl-
ed under his *‘guid blue bonnet,”—those
locks the peculiar envy of many. But a
severe illness, brought on by over exzrtion
in the heat of summer, graatly marred him,
and changed the fashion ot his countenance,
—giving it a greater appearance of coarse-
ness than it had worn befors. Happily,
the defeaturing icfluence could not extend
to the beautifal creations of his fancy, nor
prevent the winniog growth of poetic
forms. *In his e’ghteenth year he entered
the service of Mr. Laidlaw, of Black-house,
near St. Mary’s Loch, on Yarrow,”—the
lake that Wordsworth and other bards
have sung. Previously, we have glimpses
of intermittent service, and short jobs with
many masters; the slow improvement of
his circumstarces,—when, thoughhe had
no shirts fit to wear, and was in perplexity
how le might keep his trousers from
slipping down,he could luxuriate in a fiddle,
and enckant the outhouses and stable-lofts
atevening, aiter toils and cares were ended.
But be was well at home with the Laid-
laws. “‘He had bgen in the service of two
others of the same family, probably rela-
tives by his mother’s side, who was a Laid-
law, at Willensee and at Elibank, on the
Tweed ; ard now he continued with Mr.
Laidlaw, of Blackhouse, ten years, as
shepherd. William Laidlaw, the son of
his master, and afterwards the bailiff of
Scott, [the “Willis Laidlaw” of Sir Wal-
ter, and one of his dearest friends], and
the author of the sweet song of ‘Lucy’s
Flitting,’ was here bis great cempanion,
and here they read much together, and
stimulated in each other the flame of poetry.
These must have been happy years for
Hogg. The year after Burns’s death he
first heard ‘Tam O'Shanter’ repeated, and
beard of Burns as a ploughman, who had
written beautiful songs and poems. ‘Every
day,’ says he, ‘I pondered on the genins
and fete of Burns. I wept, and always
thought with myself, what is to hinder ms
{rom succe:ding Burns ? I too was born
on the 25th of January,(:) [what bas that
to do with it?] and I have much more
time to read and compose than any plough-
man could have, and can sing more old
songs than ever ploughman could in the
world. But then I wept again because I
could not write. However, I resolved to
be a poet, and follow in the steps of Burns !
Long the fire smoulders in bim, long he
yearns andresolves. He bhas paseed tke
age at which Byron and Keats were famous
and is yet unkeard of. A brave manis ke
who, in our century, orthe last, plans a
literary career, and yet who cannot write !
He has read miscellaneously out ot books
taken from the Peebles civculating library ;
for the rest the fitting for a poet, aside
from his native endowment, he has been in
Nature's proper echool ',
“Love had he found in hntsb where poor men lie,
Lis daily teachers had been woods and rills,
The silence that is in the starry sky
The sleep that is amoag the lonely hills.”

At last, as we are told, the Shepherd, at
thirty-one years of age, ‘resolved to
astonish the world with his genuis,” and in

Lyan Linton, who was a writer of note
when most of the literary women of the
present day were in pinafores, has been
talking some good common sense to the
English peopleon tke subject of art, as
oypuadheodoﬂ,ilnodcnhnn far-
nishing. Ifthere is ons thing above an-
other for which Mrs. Linton is noted, it is
her habit of speaking her mind, and if she
‘as become slightly addicted to scolding of
1late years, she usually aims those pointed
.shafts of hers in a direction where scolding
is needed, and in any cise, even when she
talks about something shs doss not under-
stand as in bher fierce condemnation of
female cyclists, she neverfails to be in-
teresting and one enjoys her thorough
earnestness and the vigorous English she
uses asa vehicle for her always strong

.opinions.

Itisagood and satisfying thing for a
Jover of comfort like myself, to read Mrs.
Linton’s views on the subject of the highly

.polished flaor, alippary to & murderous de-

gree, and embellished at intervals with rugs
which slip away from the unwary foot that
is placed upon them, and necessitate csre-
tul practice before one dares to trust her
weight upon them if she would avoid meas-
uring her length upon the floor. Mrs.
Linton is quite willing to conceds all that
lovers of art is opposed to comfort can say
asto the greater advantages of bare flocrs
over carpets, and while granting that they
are cleaner, healthier, and more airy than
the stuffy and unwholesome carpet, she de-
clares herself unbesitatingly in favor of a
good thick Axminster which protecis the
feet from cold, and the limbs from danger
of falls.

That cruel invention of modern times,
the cosy corner which is usmlly the most
uncomfortable spot in the house, as well as
the most draughty is the object of her
special aversion, while the sash curtain,
and the Queen Anne window pane which
breaks the landscape up into the fragments
of a chinese puzzle, come fn for a large
share of her attention. What the carpet-
less floor does for the feet and legs, says
Mrs. Linton, the window protected by s
few narrow strips of art muslin, does for
the head and shoulders, one keeps a con-
tinual ground stream flowing ovar the feet
and the othera perpetual circulation of
treezing air around the upper part of the
body, and proves far more dangerous to
health than all the carpets ever laid ona
floor. O)d fashioned furniture with only
its ugliness and lack of comfort to recom-
mend it to the ert enthusinst, the long
legged and eavily tilted footstool, the wall
drapery of silk that syon fades, and acts as
pockef for catching and holding more dust
and microbes than any carpet could do,
The shelves of china, often cracked, broken
and hideous in color and design, which sre
only taken down to be washed or dusted
at the spring and autumn cleaning the
petticoats of silk, muslin or crepe paper
which drape flower pots and lamps, and
<he cravats of ribbon tied round the throat
of jugsand pitchers, and the stains of
glasses all receive their share of contem-
ptuous attention from the trenchant pen
of Mrs. Linton, who concludes her article

with this bit of solid sense—
«Wherever then we turn we find Art at

' loggerkeads with comfort. Comfort wants

space here and warmth there. Art cuts up
the nobler propotions ofa fine room by
screens and the like an] makes pictueres-
-que “‘cup-boardy houses” of Arctic tem-
perature in winter and stifling for want of
{ree circulation of air in summer. Comtfort
wants good heavy lumbering curtains, and
Art gives light and easily drawn cotton
wisps. Comfort wants useful . furniture in
its bedgoom, and Art gives color and form
instead of usefulness. Comfort wants
windows whera it can see the whole view
uninterrupted ; Art chops up the space into
small squares. or draws over the whole an
art muslin curtain to drape the vulgarity
of nature in ker eimplicity. Com-
fort likes "a room to be as & box,
well-lined and well upbolstered. Art
leaves the side open to the passage
and free for all the cold wind of the outer
air when ever thé front door is opencd.
.Comtort wants & chair in which it can
lounge, and art says loftily. “We have
banished the feather-bed from the drawing
room,” wki'e employing only the hardest
most unrestful and uncomfortable of sub-
stitutes.  Comfort likes its feet €0 fall on
thick piled carp:ts which do not slip and
which do koep out the cold, and art gives
& parcel of flimsy rugs, which it maintains
to be the right thing for our climate, For
Art has odd ideas about climate and fit-

ness, and thinks iteelf logical when it |’

would transplant the conditions of the

and maks the rooms which have to battle
aguinst miorning sunshine amd oppressive
heat, the models by which to ragulate those
whose eaemy is cold and where the desid-
erstum is warmth® It seems %o me
that these remarks apply with a
singular sptness to the conditions of life
in our own Canada as well asin England
and thatit it would be well if we laid some
of them to heart when furnishing our
houses, or having them remodelled. The
rug strewn skating rink for a drawing room
floor, and the sitting room which has the
whole side removed in order to throw it
open to the hall and make the entrance
direct from the street to the family gather-
ing place aud allow a free circalation of
cold air every time the hall door is opened
just as it isin the poorer class of. houses
where space is an obj:ct and the entire
mansion consists of four rooms, deserve
special mention, and next comes the cheer-
ful custom of taking off all the doors, and
replacing them with bright colored but
flimsy portieres which look very nice, but
catch and hold a wotul amount of dust, and
keep out very little cold. Of course if one
is prepared to live in community, and never
have a moment’s privacy it is all very well,
but there are times when one would be
tempted to wish that the servant was not
obliged to pass directly through the sitting
room whenever she answers a ring at
the front door, and also when it would
would be a real luxury to be able to shut
the door and have a more confidental chat
thanwill ever be possible when there is
only a curtain to protect one from inter-
ruption and eavesdropping. In a country
like ours where warmth is the chief consid-
eration for nearly nine months of the year,
it would seem as it godd thick carpets that
cover ths entira floor, and keep it warm,
heavy curtains and good solid dividing
walls provided with solid doors, were a
positive necessity under existing conditions
and in spite of all the so-called art; but
somehow, therr claims to consideration
seemed to be recoguiz3d less and less, and
I*should not be surprised it some bold dis-
ciple of high art were to set the fashion of
taking down a!l the partitions in a house
and supplying their places with gracefully
hung portieres, or *‘Moorish drapings.”
Therefore Mrs. Linton's aiticle is timely,
and I have quoted it in the hope that Cana-
dians who are inclined to place art first,
and comfort atterwards, may, perhaps do a

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' WILD FPOWLS VERY SHY.

York, but are Hard to Shoot.

Wild fowls bave been seen in countlees
flocks recently at tke wild-fowling resorts
about this city. Reports from Barnegat
say that geese, brant, and ducks are to be
found in large bunches in the vicinity of
Great Sedge I:land, Mud Channel, and
Oyster Cbannel, while Eoglish enipe are
seen on the meadows. The ducks and
geese are wild as hawks. They will not
permit even a sailboat to coms within 200
yards. Potsibly an aluminum shell with a
single rear paddle and a blind made ot the
rush mats described last year in The Sun
might bring the fowler within shot of fringes
ot the bunch, but no ordinary device is of
the slighteet use.

Reports from the Chesapeake are to the
fame effect. Birds are arriving and leav-
ing daily, but except with a lucky station
occupied before dawn, a very close blind,
and decoys placed while dark, sportsmen
have bad little luck. Fishermen in the
Sound report many bunches of towls
around the old Lester Wallack pool on
the Connecticut shore, and around little
Long Island, Norwalk Island, and the
Caukeen Islands, between there and South
Point; but all very wild aund fiying, very
high. In the Great South Bay waters
quantities of geese have been seen by
early baymen, but there is no ice, and the
“sgoooters” cannot get near them, though
some ducks have been shot. Lower down,
at Good Ground, there are plenty of small
birds to ¢mpty the gun at, smipe and small
waders, but the season is over. i
Not for years have there been so s ny
gun accidents as during the past season.
Several of ttem have heen caused by the
use of hammerless guns,which were describ-
ed in I'he Sun ss being dabgerous were
pumbered fingers were the rule rather than
the exception. In many other cases the
accidents wera due to carelessness. It was
at the South Bay this season that a man
in a blind with & companion, picked up at
the followiog headquarters quietly remark-
ed: ‘What do youuse No. 8 shot for?

and when the puzzled blind companion said :
It is No. 3, What makes you ask such a
question P’ tha older man replied: ‘No 3,
is it? It looks like an 8 when the wad is
seen down your barrels.” And the neophyte
took the gentle hint, and turned his barrels
seaward.
For those who have the time and the
money to spase there is now good shooting
to be had n the many small ealt-water pools
south of Rhode Island. Great gaggles of
ese are reported there, but the gun must

Winchester rifie.—N. Y. Sun.

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AN ARTIST'S DISCOVERY.

He Found why the Under Parts of Birde
and Fishes are Light,
An exceedingly interesting pa'ural law
bas teen discovered by the distinguished
artist, Mr. Abbott H. Taayer, who is an
ardent observer of bird life. He, with his
artist’s eye for light and shade, discovered
what the naturalists, notwithstanding their
acquaintenance with miny varieties of im-
itative and protective coloration in animals,
bad as yet tailed to elucidate, the reason
why the under parts of fishes, reptiles,
mammals, birds, and even insectsure so
generally white or light. It is a law which
can be very simply stated thus: ‘Animals
are painted by nature darkest on those
parts which tend to be most lighted by the
sky’s light, and vice versa.’
Ot eourse, out-of-doors the light comes
commonly {rom above, and thus the ma-
jority of wild creaturas are darker on their
backs and lighter below, where_the shadow
of their bodies upon the lighter color tends
to equaliz} it with that of the upper parts.
Thus, s dead bird with wocl colored back,
lighter shades on wing and sides and a
white breist may look, when' held in the
band, as if the conspicuous, silvery brilli-
ance of the breast feathers would easily be-
tray it to the eye of a searching ememy.
Not at all. It would be much more easily
discovered if it were dull brown all over.
This Mr. Thayer proved at an open-air
meeting of ornithologists in Cambridge la:t
November by a series of cleverly devised
experimen's.
He placed three objects of about the
size and shape of sweet potatoes—in fact
they were sweet potatoes—borizontally on
wires a few inehes above the ground. They
were covered with a sticky material, and
then dry earth from the road where they
stood was sprinkled over them to give
them the very color of their background
Dr. C. Hart Merriam, in a report of this
talk to Science, says:

‘Ths two end oneg were painted white
an the under side, and the white color was
shaded up and gradually mixed with the
brown ot the sides.

‘When viewed from s litttle distance,
these two end ones, which wers wbhite be-
low, dissppeared from sight, while the
middle one stood out in_strong relief, and
spoeared much darker thin it really was.
Mr. Thayer explained that terrestrial birds
and mammals, which are protectively col
ored. have the under parts white, or very
light in color, and that the color ot the un-
der parts usually shaded gradually into
that ot the upper parts.

<This is essential in ord:r to counnteract
the effect of the shadow side, whi.h other-
wise, as shown by the middle potato,
makes the object abnormally coaspicuous,
and causes it to appear much darksr than
it raally is.

*In the case of Mr. Thayer's experiment,
some of the witnesses could hardly be-
licve t at the striking diffsrence in the
visibility of the three potato:s was entirely
due to the coloriog ot the under side, snd
Mr. Thayer was asked to color the middle
one like tha two others, in order that the
effect might be observed. Mr. Thay r
complied with the request, piintiog the
under side of the middie potato white, and
shading the white up into the sides, as in
the case of the others.

“The effect was almost magicil. The
middle potato at once disappeared from
view.

‘A similar experiment was made on the
lawn. Two potatces were painted green,
to resemble the green of the grass above
which they were suspended. Oae was
painted white on ths under side, snd at
once b invisible when viewed from a
li‘tle distance, while the other showed
p'ainly and seemed very dark, the shadow,
superadded to the green of the under side,
making it remarkably conmspicuous. Tae
experiments w:re an _overwhelming suc-
cess.’

HORSES ON SNOWSHOES.
Rubber Coated Steel Plates That Enable
Them to Work in Héavy Snows.
All the horses working atthe placer
mine under the shadow of Pilot Peak,
Plumas. county, Cal., wear snowshoes.
The altitude of the place is about 5,5000
feet, and enormous quantities of snow fall
there in the winter, not infrequently reach-
ing to the depth of twenty feet.
«To overcome the disadvantsg3s of the
snow and enable us to cary on our projects
there,’ said Mr. Bowman, one of the own-
ers of the mine, ‘we put snowshoes on the
horses. By doing this we are able to get
in our supply of groceries, meets, canned
goods, and other thirgs, and to transport
the product of our mines. All our picks,
shovels, giant powder, and similar things
that hava to be taken about in winter are
handled in this way.
«Only California-bred horses are used.
It bas been tound these are the best, and,
it possible, we get mountain horses, those
thatare raised at high altitudes. The horses
go right along in the snow. They usualy
take & tast walk, but sometimes they trot a
little. !
«They get 80 accustomed to the snowshoes
that they don’t stumble or fall at all, and
they like them so well that they don't like
to walk without them. They will put up
their feet to have the snowshoes pat on.
“We used wooden shoes at first and they
worked very well, but now we bave some-
