New York.^April 30.—Medical Journ­
als issued by leading hospitals in thKt 
city show that the Pawlow dog ex­
periments in gastric secretions are 
being practised not alone upon ani­
mals. but also upon human beings.

Professor Pawlow, of St. Peters­
burg, invented an operative procedure 
by which silts are made in the throats 
of dogs and double stomachs formed 
by an operation. These animals are 
caged and plates of raw meat are 
placed before them. They greedily 
swallow their food, which falls to the 
floor through the hole in the esoph­
agus. The gastric juices being eex- 
cited in the stomach, are collected by 
means of a small tube.

These “sham-feedings,*' as they are 
called, are now being tried upon hu­
man beings, according to an article 
that appears in the Post Graduate, 
a monthly journal of medicine and 
surgery published by the Board of 
Directors of ihe New York Post Grad­
uate Medical School and Hospital.

Dr. L. Kast describes iu this period­
ical how he has carried on these ex­
periments with dogs. He

"Recent examinations 
beings, which for therapeutic pur­
poses have been operated upon in the 
same way as Pawlow had done with 
animals, have shown that there is a 
complete uniformity between the hu­
man stomach and the stomach of the 
dog. Thus I obtained In the sham 
feeding girl, in experimenting with 
alcohol, the same results as in dogs.

The account Is before the Public Accounts 
Committee, and Major Sharpe naturally Wants to know 
what Is the actual price charged by the electric light 
company for the service for Which the government pays 
$9,000. It is a reasonable Inquiry, but Mr. Pugsley ad­
vises the witnesses not to answer the questions relating 
to the matter. Thus Mr. Pugsley hopes to keep from 
the public the amount of rakeoff that is made. The 
cohceulinent Is imperfect for the real price seems to 
be generally known at Ottawa. But Mr. Pugsley has 
been able so fur to keep It off the official record.

The passing of Tenney from the big 
league marks the going of the last of 
the stars who won pennants for Bos­
ton in 1896, 1897 and 1898.

I went on turning the money- 
over to the agent and he received it 
without even a word of thanks.

"At the end of six months I was 
putting in all my spare time soliciting 
business, because a complaint had 
come from headquarters that we were 
sending so few new policies.

The scheme of the pageant, which 
will be held in aid of the Incorporated 
Soldiers and Sailors’ Help Society, 
from June 20 to July 2. is an ambi­
tious one. It is intended to show, in 
many picturesque episodes, the evolu­
tion of the British army and its 
methods of warfare from the days 
of the primitive Briton, who did most 
of his fighting with hands, teeth and 
a Jagged lump of rock, down through 
the ages to the coming of the skilled 
ngnting machine of the present day.

Ancient Britons, clad in skins and 
woad, will perform a sort of prelude 
to the pageant proper. They will be 
seen engaged in warlike pursuits, and 
practising the best methods of slaying 
their enemies, with stone axe, javelin 
or club. Rather more civilized meth­
ods and weapons will be introduced 
with the coming of the Gaels, Scots 
and Belgae. The last named 
really quite skilled in warfare. Thev 
used some sort of military formation 
instead of every man choosing an 
opponent and biting him in the neck, 
and they even went so far as to use 
cavalry scouts. How this skill avail­
ed against the Roman invasion will 
be seen in the second part of the pre 
•ude, when only the arrival of the 
greater Caesar himself with the 
Tenth Legion prevents the driving 
back of the first Roman invaders into 
the sea.

Me believes that observers In 
this latitude who have previously re­
ported seeing the comet as a bright 
light Were In error ami probably mis­
took Venus for the visitor.

At present Halley's comet rises 
about one hour and a half earlier 
than the sun. In about, a week it will 
pass behind the sun, and then the 
sighting for It must be done to the 
south. After the middle of May It 
will be observed after sunset, us It 
sets later, when the sky Is dark and 
forms a background for Its brilliance.

Beginning with June the comet will 
begin to grow faint again, but may be 
seen up to the last of July.
