HON. W. T. FINLAY, DIED
INVANCOUVER, SKTURDAY

Was Former Minister for Ag-
riculture in Alberta Govern-
ment—Came to Canada
from Ireland in 1878,

In Eastern Sicily, on Saturday

In one Village Hundred were Killed and Three Hundred Injured — Res-
cuers Witness Heart-rending Scenes — Many of
Victims were Women and Children.

Catania, Sicily, May 9.—A great
earthquake last night brought death
and destruction to many villages near
Mount Etna. The number of dead up
to this evening is officlally placed at
139, with about 350 injured, but as
yet a large portion of the devastated
territory has not been inspected. The
affected zone extends from Zaffarana,
the highest village on Mount Etna, to
the sea between Aci Reale, on the
south and Giarre on the north., It in-
cludes Linera, the centre of the dis-
turbance, Pisano and Santa Venarin,
In Linera alone 110 persons were kill-
ed and 300 injured. In the village on
Bongardo 13 dead and 27 injured have
been taken from the ruins. At Cosen-
tini sixteen were killed and many in-
jured. These villages and many
smaller places were practically lev-
elled.

Automobiles which made the trip
today through the devastated region
were often-forced to make a long de-
tour owing to the deep fissures across
the road. The enormous force of the
earthquake was evident everywhere
and the entire district presented a
spectacle of desolation, ruin and death,

Heartrending lamentations
rose on all sides, and the injured lay
in the open awaiting assistance which
has been sent to them.

Where Linera stood is a mass of
ruins, Those houses which did not
collapse entirely were so broken as to
emphasize the completeness of the
disaster. The village consisted of
about 800 inhabitants. A majority of
the people escaped because the shock
occurred when the men and some of
the women were still working in the

FIND MAN'S BODY FROZEN
IN FLOATING CAKE: OF ICE

Charlottetown, P. E. 1., May 9—On
Baturday morning a lobster fisherman
employed at 8. C. Clarke's factory at
Blooming Point on the north side of
the island, found the dead body of &
man frozen fast in a floating ice cake
about half a mile from land. Having
nothing in his boat with which to cut
the body loose from the ice the fisher-
man had to abandon it, a heavy gale
coming up the boat had to make for
land and could not return to the body
which was carried out to sea.

The dead man was evidently a seal-
er or a fisherman judging from his
clothing and is thought to be one of
ithe Newfoundland sealers who perish-

Toronto, May
fifteen thousand people gathered in
Queen’s: Park on Saturday afternoon
to utter a protest against the
Home Rule bill. Some of the most
prominent citizens of Toronto, in-
cluding Mayor Hocken, two cabinet
ministers, and three members of par-
lHament, spoke and their utterances
were loudly cheered. Two proces-
slons, one from the east and one from
the west were not as large as expected
but were of good proportions. Mayor
Hocken read the following message
from Sir Edward Carson: “We fight
against betrayal and for civil and re-
liglous liberty, will Canada help us.”

The crowd replied by repeated crios
of “yes.” The meeting was opened
with prayer, after which Mayor Hock-
en read a resolution to be forwarded
to Premier Asquith, declaring that the
citizens of Toronto recognized “that
the peace of Ireland and of the em-
pire was imperilled by reason of the
anticipated passage by the House of
Commons of the Home Rule bill, to
the degradation of the citizenship of

MEXICI

Richard- Harding Davis and
Four Other War\Correspon-
dents Sent to Jail But Re-
leased Later,

New York, May 9.—Word reached
New York City late tonight tha#
Walter C. Whiffen of the Associated
Press staff, who was arrested at Mexi«
co City, had been released by the
Mexican authorities,

Walter C. Whiffen, correspondent
of the Associated Press, Sutton, a
photographer for the Washington Post
Oliver M. Hueffer, correspondent of
the London Express, and another
English correspondent named Rourke,
were placed under arrest by the Mex-
ican authorities at Mexico City Thurs-
day evening. They had just arrived
from Vera Cruz and the police were
waiting with coaches when the train
drew info the station. All were tak-
en to the jail under guard, and
Messrs. Whiffen and Sutton were held
for investigation, The two Engligh-
men were released, and the officer
who arrested them was reprimanded.

Whiffeny carried only a hand bag,
which happened to contain a copy of
the Mexican Herald. The official who
searched the bag remarked: “That
kind of English doesn’t go here.”
Sutton) carried a camera, which was
confiscated. He showed a corres-
pondent’s credentials signed by Rear

SUFRAGETTES PUT
BOMB 1N GALLERY 0F
CHURCH IN LONOON

London, May 10--A bomb placed by
suffragettes exploded this afternoon in
the gallery of the Metropolitan Taber-
nacle in South London, an edifice
made famous by the late Rev. Charles
H. Spurgeon.

Little damage was done by the ex-
plosion. It is believed that the bomb,
which consisted of a canister contain-
ing about two pounds of powder, was
placed in the gallery during the morn-
ing service, which ended at half past
twelve o'clock. An hour later the care-
taker in the tabernacle was startled
by the explosion.

Near the spot where the bomb ex-
ploded was a card on which was writ-
ten: “Put your religion into practice
and see that women obtain their free-
dom.”

IN SOME CASES PROFITS ENORMOUS

(By M. H. Bolger.)

The scarcity of silver black fox
pelts placed an enhanced value, in-
trinsically and otherwise, on same in
the eyes of the world, but the Why
and Whence of this animal has re-
celved very little attention, even
amonizst the men who were making
millions from raising them in captiv-
ity, that is up to recently. However,
publicity is education and as the new
source of riches became known men
asked questions and the answers
caused surprise, which brings us to
whether the Black or Red Fox came
first. This, a much mooted question
bids fair to remain unanswered, al-
though the vitality of the black strain
favors the dusky hue as being the
first envolved. That the red is today
more numerous than its relative the
silver black can be accounted for
through the fact that dark fur has al-
ways been sought after as against
red, consequently the silver black fox
has been hunted almost to the point
of extinctionn That black and red
foxes are one family is an undisputed
fact, and it is also a fact that when
red and black are mated and their
progeny in-bred the black strain will
predominate and the red be entirely
eliminated, and to date there is no
convincing evidence to show that
black foxes, that are the progeny of
cross or patch, ever reverted to the
red strain, and this startling fact
brings us to the Patch or Cross Fox
and its value as a breeder of Silver
Blacks. To invest fifteen thousand
($15,000) dollars in one pair of silver
black foxes and receive a return of
100 per cent. is like finding money,
but to jwvest $15,000 in say eight pairs
of patch foxes and secure a return of
100 per cent. is using brains, not only
in safeguarding the investment by
greater numbers, but establishing a
basis upon which to build, a basis
that increases in value in proportion
to numbers. Patch or cross foxes
afford then the following advantages
over silver black foxes:—

1st. By affording not only the
ownership of a larger number of fox-

es for money invested, but the great-
er number acts as an insurance
against possible accidents.

2nd. By increasing rapidly through
excess of mumbers,

3rd. By obtaining silver black fox-
es without paying high prices for
breeders,

4th. By the certainty of obtaining
a good profit from the sale of patch-
es, either breeders or pelts.

5th.And by the certainty of large
profits from the sale of silver blacks
obtained from the patch litters.

A patch or cross fox is the product
of the mating of a silver black and
a red, but between theé two the patch
or cross foxes show coats that run
the gamut from clear red to almost
silver black, and strange as it may
seem the cross or patch fox showing
the greatest amount of silver black
is not always the surest breeder of
silver black pups as the records show

that in numerous cases cross foxes
practically red in color have litered
one or four silver blacks every litter,
proving that the black strain in cross-
es or patches do not always show
i the fur. One notable instance in
Prince Edward Island is a pair of ani-
mals that to the eye are ordinary red
foxes, but their litters most always
consist of three splendid silver blacks
and one patch. At the market last
year these pups were worth 821.50.
A fine return, on an investment of
$2,500, which is the market for a pair
of ranch raised cross of patch foxes.

In addition it may be said that the
cross or patch will prove of great
value to the ordinary farmer, who
lacking thousands necessary to pur-
chase silver blacks, can buy patches
because within financial reach. And
who is in better position to make
money from fur ranching than the
farmer?

FOX LITTERS.

Foxes have but one litter a “year.
The average for the first year is
about two and a half, and for the sec-
ond, three and a half litters. Litters
vary from one to eight, with an aver-
age of four or five. They are easily
fed and cared for by those who under-
stand the proper conduct of a ranch,
and produce a much higher grade of
fur in captivity than do the animals
in the wild state.

A C. P. R. map shows
the distance from Halifax to Liver-
pool as 2,342 miles, From this it will
be seen that the route to Halifax from
Liverpool has a distance advantage of
92 miles over the Bristol route, At
eighteen miles per hour for either th
Royal George or Empress this would
mean five hours of additional steam-
ing to be added to the Liverpool route
to Halifax, to give a fair comparison
of distance with Bristol.

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DISLOYAL MR. EMMERSON.

The latest exploit of a member of
the Liberal party again demon-
strate to the country that Sir Wilfrid
Laurier has, among his followers,
those who take every opportunity to
fling insult at the most cherished tra-
ditions of the Canadian people.

HISTORIC DAYS IN CANADA

William Pitt, Earl of Chatham, the
great British statesman whose genius
was 80 largely responsible for the con-
quest of Canada from the French, died
138 years iggo today, May 11, 1778, A
little over a month before, although
dangerously ill, he had visited the
House to attack the policy of the min-
isters in regard to the colonies. At
the completion of the speech he faint-
ed and was carried out of the House,
and later removed to his country seat
in Kent, where he died. Perhaps
Pitt's accession to power in England
was the greatest single factor lead-
ing to the triumph over the French
and the capture of a continent. Kng-
land’'s future had rarely looked darker
than when Pitt took charge. He had

a talent for choosing men to carry out
msks that has rarely been equalled,
and he son tired of the blundering
leaders whom he found in command
of England’s army and navy. “Pitt had
not only an unequalled genius for se-
lecting the men most capable of serv-
ing him,” says A. G. Bradley, “but the
courageous contempt for bad tradit-
ions which enabled him so successful-
ly to exercise it. He had also, above
all English statesmen, the power of
inspiring every man whom he called
to his aid with his own indomitable
spirit.” Amherst, then a colonel serv-
ng in Germany, he placed in charge
of the army to be sent against Louls-
burg and Quebec. With Amherst were
three brigadiers—Laurence, Whitmore
and Wolfe, The latter had attracted
the attention of Pitt some time before,
and, when a serious task was to be
undertaken, Pitt disregarded prece-
dent, and passing over entire columns
of the army list, decided on Wolfe. All
Canadians—and, for that matter, all
the world—know how well Wolfe ful
filled the trust placed in him. Pitt,
foreseeing the American revolution,
long urged the adoption of conciliatory
measures in the treatment of the colo-
nies, but his warnings were disregard-
ed, and he lived to see the colonie
declare their independence and sus
tain their declaration by making war
on the mother country,

tion days was instituted by St. Mam-
mertus, Arch-bishop of Vienne, who
lived in the fifth century and whose
festival is celebrated today. This fa-
mous prelate, renowned for his sanc-
tity and learning, by his prayers was
said to have suddenly extinguished a
terrible fire which threatened to de-
stroy the city of Vienne. The people
accepting the bishop's intervention as
ajgmiracle, were profoundly impressed,
and St. Mammartus took advantage
of the occasion to preach to them the
efficacy of pious prayer and to inaugu-
rate an annual fast and supplication
of thre days, sin which he called upon
al the faithful to join in an endeavor
to appease divine wrath by fasting,
!ma\tr. tears, confession and supplica-
I ton. Within a short time the obser-

vance of the Rogation days spread ov-
er Europe. The Anglican Rogation
days, which are the Monday, Tuesday
and Wednesday before Holy Thurs-
day, or Ascension Day.

THE PASSING DAY
AN OLD TIME JOURNEY.

An expenditure of much money and
three weeks of time and the endur-
ance of numerous discomforts were
required of those who made the jour-
ney from the Atlantic seaboard to
Chicago four-score years 4go.

to Albany. The overland journey re-
quired two days, the party reaching
Empire State capital in the late after-
noon of the thirteenth. They went
immedlately on board the canal boat
Amberst, “owned by Capt. Thompson
of Peru,” and by sundown they were
off. “Boat very full; a great number
of noisy children; no sleep the first
night,” was Mrs, Bryant's comment
on her first experience on canal boats,

On the following day the travelers
“went through West Troy, seven
miles from Albany,” which would in-
dicate that the craft was not exceed-
ing any speed limits. On the fifteenth
“passed Schnestady, thirty miles from
Albany, in the morning. On the Mo-

Working Class Wife More Ef-
ficient than Middle Class.
Sister,

NOTTINGHAM FACES
GREAT WATER FAMINE.

Vast Increase in Cost of Main-
taining Battleships — Al-
most 'Realize Black Tulip
Dream,

—

London, May 7.—That the working
class of wife is a more efficient spender
of the household accounts than her
middle class sister was the contention
of Miss Lucy Yates at a recent meet-
ing of the Women's Freedom League.
She declared that the principle of a
woman having complete control of the
house was-always recognized by the
working classes, but higher in society
there came a sort of dual control.
Through this responsibility the work-
ing wife learned administration, bWt
by leaning on someone else the mid-
dle class wife never learned.

The wife, Miss aYets, said, should
have complete control of the whole
of the money set aside for household
expenses, including housekeeping,
dress and education. There should be
no audit of her accounts unless by
her request. She should be-provided
with a check book as more likely to
prove successful than the provision of
loose ¢oins, which might be cajoled
out of her purse by tempting bargains.
The speaker declared that spending
was a finer art and much more diffi-
cult than earning. Women should also
choose  the house, and it was high
time, according to Miss Yates, that
the women took over the spending of
the money for the nation.

Face Water Famine.
Nottingham and other cities face a
serious water famine. The water of
the Derwent Valley reservoirs, from
which supplies are drawn, is speedily
choking up all iron pipes and boilers
with metallic deposits. A committee
of the Nottingham city council has
reported that the continued use of the
Derwent water would in a short time
completely choke all the ‘iron pipes
in the city.

Sheffield, which draws its water
from the same source, is not affected,
because for thirty years the council
hag insisted on lead or copper pipes
being installed. lLelcester and Derby,
which use galvanized iron pipes, are
in the same position as Nottingham,
where the people are already revert-
ing to the old system of pumping wa-
ter from sandstone wells. To replace
all of the iron pipes and boilers would
cost thousands of pounds.

The Derwent Valley Water System,
which suplies, besides the four cities
named, most of the towns in Notting-
hamshire and Derbyshire, has already

Cost of Battleships
The cost of maintaining a first class
battleship has risen since 1904 from
something less than half a million dol-
lars a year to nearly a wmillion. The
naval authorities are trying to reduce
this heavy cost but it is never likely
to reach the old figure, although the
use of oil fuel makes a large reduction
possible in the stokers’ department.

At the
flower show im Horticultural Hall a
specimen of tulip has been shown
which has such a dark plum color that
it might at first glance be mistaken
for a black flower.

Co-operative Stores.

Stores on purely co-operative lines,
managed by members of Oxford Uni-
versity, are to be opened next term
in Oxford. They will be run on simi-
lar lines to the Co-operative Society
at Dublin University last October, and
which has proved a great success.

Sir Horace Plunkett, who has work-
ed so hard for the principle of co-oper-
ation among the agriculturists and oth-
ers of Ireland, and Lord Shaftsbury,
are giving the mpvement their sup-
port. Management of the stores, how-
ever, will be in the hands of five senior
and twenty junior members of the
University. The principal burden of
executive work will rest with the un-
dergraduates themselves, from whom
the idea springs. AS at Dublin the
stores will begin by stocking groceries,
tobacco and similar commodities. The
ambition of those respousible for the
scheme is, first of all, to teach the
main principles of co-operation by
practical experience of its advantages,
Principal among these will be less ex-
pensive goods and the distribution of
profits among those who support the
stores.
1t is hoped that the stores will deal
a blow to the credit system in vogue
at the universities, which is a distinct
temptation to members to run up
heavy bills out of all proportion to
their allowances.

ZBYSZKO
WON MATCH
BY DEFAULT

< Louisville, Ky, May 9.—~Yussif Hus-
eane, attempting to obtain a hold on
Stanisglaug Zbyszko, tonight fell be-
neath the 225 pound Polish wrestler
end injured himself so severely he
was unable to continue wrestling and
lost the match by default. Afcor the
men had #truggled for more thau an
hour,  with Hussane the aggressor
most of the time, the Turk got behind
Zbyszko and began “slamming” him
to" the floor. For three- mindtés “he
repeated the process and then slipped
angd . fell beneath his opponen: TlLe
shock rendered him unconscious. Hus-
sare weighed 191 pounds and Zbyszko
225.

Today is the anniversary of several
remarkable battles which have help-
‘ed to make ring history. It was on
this date in 1841 that Ben Caunt, one
of the biggest men the game has ever
known, achieved the championship of
England by whipping Nick Ward. The
glant Caunt won wide appleause by
defeating Ward, a brother of the fa-
mous Jem Ward, who had established
a record by holding the title thirteen
years, retiring undefeated. The bat-
tle was fought at Long Marden, Eng.,
and was the second meeting between
the two men, Caunt having been vie-
torious by a narrow margin in the pre-
vious bout. It took Caunt thirty-five
rounds, lasting forty-seven minutes, to
demonstrate that he was the better
man. Caunt- held the belt, the first
transferable trophy awarded to a box-
er, until 1845, until he was forced to
relinquish it to the smaller but more
scientific Bendigo.  This bout lasted
about two hours and a guarter, ninety-
three rounds. Caunt would probably
have won Had he not been attacked by
Bendigo’s supporters at a critical mo-
ment. During the riot Bendigo, who
was all but out, was able to recover
his strength.

Caunt had a brother, Robert, who
was also in the biff busines, and on
May 11, 1847, sixty-seven years ago

Harper's Ferry, Va:' This was the
first big battle between an English-
man and an American fought on this
side of the Atlantic, although no title
was involved. Sullivan’s real name
was James Ambrose. Caunt lasted
only seven rounds before the onslau-
ghts of the Yankee. After this bout
Sullivan claimed the American title,
but he was vanquished in 1849, by
Tom Hyer who thus became the first
recognized American champion.
When Hyer retired Yankee again
claimed the title, but lost on a tech-
nicality to John Morrissey.
On this date in 1900 Jim Corbett
made his attempt to recover the heavy
welght title from Jim Jeffries at Co-
ney Island. Although “Gentleman
Jim” had lost the title to Bob Fitz-
simmons in 1897, and Ruby Roébert
had lost to Jeffries in 1899. Corbett
continued to entertain the idea that
he could master Jeffries. In Fitz Cor-
bett had met a man almost as clever
as himself. Jeff was a different sort
of proposition, and Corbett believed
that his skill would be more than a
match for Jeff’s slugging ability and
duaribility. The 'result’ proved that
he was mistaken, for after twenty
three rounds of game and scientific
boxing, Corbett felt the weight of
Jeff’s mighty fist and went down and

1848-Tom Cribb, pugilistic champion
from 1809 to 1824, died at Wool-
wich, Eng. Cribb was brave,
brawny, clever and honest, and
one of the most celebrated
fighters in the history of the
game, and held his title longer
than any other heavyweight.
Cribb * began fighting in 1805,
when he whipped George Mad-
dox after more than two hours
of fierce battiing. His most fa.
mous encountérs were his two
battles with:Fom.

“An old time freshet.” . That's the
expression which i8 now on the lips
of men, who for years have been
journeying on the river, and while
some dread the inrush of water on
their property, others appear to ac-
tually rejoice in the fact that they
ire able to witness features reminis-
some few
years since the spring freshet brought
the water to such a high level at .In-
diantown, and present indications
point to a record being established
for the past fifteen years. Yester
day brought the water still further
up Main street, and at an early hour
this morning the_water reached the
highest. point wheh it flooded the car
tracks. River men say it is apt to
rise much higher before the freshet
has passhed, but they look for no
areat damage as' a result of the extra
high level.

Several yachtsmen went up river
yesterday with their motor crafts and
they were surprised individuals when
they examined their camps. One In-
diantown man, who has a summer
camp at Sand Point said that while it
ordinarily was a considerable distance
from the river bank, it was almost
surrounded with water, and he had to
plolet himself around in a boat to
reach .the back entrance.
