London, April %—A Christiania des­

patch to Reuter's' Telegram Company 
says that the report of a committee 
of experts submitted to the govern­
ment confirms the fact that the Nor­
wegian tank steamer Belridge, the 
first Norwegian ship to be damaged in 
the war zone around the British Isles, 
was torpedoed. The damage to the 
ship Is estimated at approximately 
$67,000, and, the despatch adds, the 
government will now present to Ger­
many a demand for indemnification.

London, April 6—Earl Grey, former 
Governor-General of Canada, states 
that his family and practicaly the 
whole parish of Howick, Northumber­
land, have followed the example of 
King George, promising to abstain 
from Intoxicants during the period of 
the war. All wine cellars have been 
locked- up. Lloyd George has been the 
recipient of many sacks of letters 
from the people petitioning him to 
proceed with prohibitionary legisla­
tion. The government is endeavoring 
to probe the national sentiment 
through channels such as magistrates 
and ministers.

The 
authorities seem to hope that the 
desired results will be obtained by 
voluntary abstinence coupled with 
further restrictions on saloons. ,

Bulgaria and -Serbia have exchanged 
notes, which on the surface appear to 
end the recent border Incidents, but 
official Serbian circles in London In­
sist that the latest outbreak was en­
gineered from Bulgaria, and that 
Austrians, as well as Turks, were 
found among the dead raiders.

Washington. April 6.—A gloomy

ports of war supplies to Great Britain 
unless Interference with trade be­
tween America and Germany in food­
stuffs, cotton and other non-contra­
band goods ceased.

Whether the much wanted dyestuffs 
could be obtained, the Ambassador 
Insisted, depended entirely upon 
whether the American government 
made such vigorous protests to Great 
Britain that they must be yielded to. 
England, he said, would soon stop 
interfering with legitimate commerce 
of the prospect of gunns and ammuni­
tion from the United States being cut 
off were placed before the allies.

Mr. W. H. Berry said that the check 
for $2,903.32 which it was sought to 
have explained was the balance of 
rebate allowed the Miramichi Lumber 
Company on a claim for double stump­
age. made by the province in respect 
to undersized logs improperly^cut. At 
the end of the season 
the stumpage returns* came in, it 
was reported that the 
t'onipany had improperly cut under­
sized logs, and as a consequence 
double stumpage to the amount cf 
$10,194 was claimed from them in 
respect to these logs, in addition to 
their regular stumpage $19.432. This 
later sum was paid in due course, 
and the $10,194 was subsequently paid 
under protest from Mr. ‘ Rundle the 
manager of the company. As soon as 
Mr. Rundle claimed that an overcharge 
had been made he (Berry), looked in­
to the matter and instructed his scal­
ers to investigate, and the Minister 
of Lands and Mines, with the view of 
arriving at an amicable settlement, 
suggested that the Miramichi Com­
pany's scalers should co-operate. As 
there were no longs to scale they 
counted and measured the stumps, and 
the subsequent report of both parties 
practically agreed as to the number 
of the undersized stumps, 
was some little dispute regarding the 
matter, because it was claimed by the 
Miramichi Company that some of the 
stumps would cut merchantable logs, 
but after taking into consideration 
all the circumstances, the department 
allowed a rebate of $2,096.68. Next 
they scaled the logs in the jams and 
again the figures of the two separate 
scalers practically agreed, although 
they did not come up to his estimate 
as to the undersized logs, and in this 
instance also the company's scalers 
claimed that the logs in the bottom ol 
the jams would scale larger than the 
department’s scalers would 
Ultimately, after a good deal of dis­
cussion, it was decided to give the 
company a total rebate of $5,000.

GERMAN EMBASSY 
ENTERS A PROTEST

London, April 6.—There was given i 
out In London today a British semi- 
weekly statement on the progress of 
hostilities under date of April 5. It 
reads as follows:

"The situation still remains quiet on 
our front A change In the weather 
limited the possibilities of activity 
on the part of our airmen. Early In 
the morning of April 3rd we success­
fully exploded a mine under the Ger­
man trenches In the neighborhood of 
La Bassee. A length of one hundred 
yards of trenches and part of a brick 
stack were destroyed and as a result 
all German activity in the immediate 
neighborhood was terminated. The 
German army, however, has subjected

our front in that quarter to a heavy 
bombardment.

"On our extreme left the local su­
periority obtained by our snipers has 
been rewarded by the comparative im­
munity with which the work on the 
front line of trenches has been car­
ried out.

"In this connection it should be 
pointed out that although no reports 
have been sent since March 22, owing 
to the lack of any incidents worthy 
of special mention, yet individual ac­
tivities have been of daily and nightly 
occurrence along the entire front. The 
general effect of these activities, in 
which our troops continue to show 
marked superiority, as already record­
ed, is cumulative and of great military

However, as the insurrection appears 
to be assuming considerable dimen­
sions, and might bring Serbian troops 
in proximity to the Bulgarian front­
ier, Bulgaria requests Serbia to take 
all necessary measures to prevent 
Serbian troops from firing at Bulgar­
ian posts, thus provoking, as past ex­
perience has shown, incidents with 
serious consequences.”

"In official Serbian quarters In Ixm- 
don this explanation is not accepted. 
It is said that official telegrams re­
ceived today Indicate that more at­
tacks are being prepared on Bulgarian 
soil, with the immediate object of 
cutting off supplies of the Serbian 
army.”

It la added that among the killed 
were not only Turks but Austrians, 
and that on the bodies of the dead 
were found documents showing lue 
purpose of the invasion.

of the circumstances under which the 
American forts at San Juan, Porto 
Rico, opened fire on the German 
steamer Odenwald and alleged undue 
detention of the vessel by the port 
authorities, has been requested of the 
State Department by the German em­
bassy here.

The embassy today issued a state­
ment charging that no warning shot 
was fired as a signal for the vessel 
to heave to, as is customary in such 
cases. A report to the treasury de­
partment from the collector of cus­
toms directly contradicts this, saying 
a warning shot was fired and was un­
heeded. Secretary Bryan said today 
that an investigation began when the 
incident was first reported, but was 
not completed.

Secretary Garrison said he had re­
ceived nothing further than the origi­
nal report from Lieut.-Col. Burnham, 
which, told of the firing of the shots 
across the shjp's bow to stop her, and 
said that in the presence of the col­
lector of customs the German consul 
and the commander of the Odenwald 
had been warned that "force would 
be used, if necessary, to prevent the 
vessel leaving without clearance.”

Government officials pointed out 
that the case of the Odenwald was 
now in the Federal Court in Porto 
Rico, where, if the captain felt that 
if he had been unjustly treated, he 
could set up a claim in his defence.

Today’s notification from the em­
bassy, it was said, was the first inti­
mation that the German commander 
felt that he had not been fairly dealt 
with.

Clearance was withheld from the 
steamer because the port officials 
suspected she was preparing to take 
supplies to a German cruiser waiting 
outside the thorbor.

Julfa, Province of Erivan, Trans- 
Caucasia, Russia, Monday, April 5, via 
London, April 6, 4.30 p. m.—After sev­
eral days of invasion in the Urumlah 
district of Northwestern Persia, a cor­
respondent of the Associated Press 
made his way to Julfa, over the fron­
tier in Russia to file this despatch.

It is the opinion of well informed 
observers that the situation of Chris- 
tions in Urumlah probably will be­
come more dangerous in a fortnight 
or so. When the rainy season comes 
to an end, which will be in about two 
weeks, large movements of Kurod- 
Turks are expected, and wandering 
tribes of Kurds will pour down Into 
the valleys to the west of Lake Uru­
mlah, according to the traditional cus­
toms, at harvest time. Already thqre 
have been some collisions between 
Kurds and Christians at a point near 
Kotur, which is to the west of the

It is currently reported that Turko- 
German emissaries have been active 
In rousing the Kurds. It Is declared 
with authority in Urumlah that the 
German embassy at Teheran has been 
supplying a German resident of Uru­
mlah with money and Instructions how

to use it, and a rich Urumian land 
owner, Medji Sultan, has received 
twenty thousand Turkish pounds 
(about $90,000) from the Turks. Fol­
lowing the receipt of funds from the 
German embassy, the German resident 
of Urumlah in question started to 
bring the chiefs of the Kurds into 
some form of organization. At the 
same time the commander in chief of 
the Turkish forces opposite the Per­
sian province of Azerbaijan, Ogevdet 
Pasha by name, was engaged in or­
ganizing Kurds and other Mussulman 
volunteers. Crowds of Christian re­
fugees are at the present time return­
ing from Caucasus to their destroyed 
homes at Dilrnan, (a town fifty miles 
north northwest of Urumiah.)

Many Christian orphans in the Uru­
miah district are in need of immediate 
assistance. A relief committee will 
begin work in about one week’s time, 
distributing to the needy food, cloth­
ing and money collected in Russia. 
Another committee already is at work 
endeavoring to get back the property 
of Christians from the possession of 
the Mussulmans. Already this 
mlttee has been successful in

"An official compilation of the los­
ses of the German officers corps since 
the beginning of the war to March 16, 
taken from German official lists, gives 
a grand total of 31,376 men In killed, 
wounded and missing.

maintenance account at a cost of $6, 
840. On the renewal of old and small 
sized mains the sum of $12,323 was 
spent and 7,000 feet of pipe laid. Since 
Commissioner Wigmore has had 
charge of the water and sewerage de­
partment the total renewals of old 
mains have been 22,048 feet at a cost 
of $42,210. All the old cement lined 
sheet iroh pipes within the city limits 
have now been renewed'.

While the revenues of the water de­
partment Increased during the year 
and the reported surplus on mainten­
ance account is some $23,000 smaller 
than It was in 1913, the extra expen­
diture is explained by the fact that 
large stocks of material were pur­
chased for present and future use and 
a considerable saving effected, as If 
the materials had to be secured 
at the higher prices obtaining, partie- 
ularly for cast iron pipe, the cost to 
the city would be much greater.

Altogether Commissioner Wigmore 
has every reason to congratulate him­
self on the showing made, and It is 
safe to say that if all civic depart- 
ments were administered as success­
fully as the one over which he pre­
sides -there would be lees dissatisfac­

Colwell to show cause why a certain 
sum of money, over $4,0?), paid to dif­
ferent creditors by Captain Colwell, 
should not be handed o\xtr to the cura­
tor. After the winding rp order had 
been made Mr. Justice MtKeown ga\e 
a verbal order, giving Captain Col­
well permission to run thv boat for the 
month of November, 1913* that being 
the busy part of the season. Between 
the months of October, 1913, and Feb­
ruary. 1915, Captain Colwell paid out 
over $4,000, of which $3,300 was paid 
by cheque, also signed by C. F. San­
ford, the president, on claims. b.eing 
proved in the usual way. Of the bal­
ance $500 was retained by Captain Col­
well on a personal claim, and. about 
$800 was paid to creditors having ap­
proved claims.

At the hearing on the application. 
Captain Colwell stated that lie under­
stood the judge’s order 'was to wind 
up the year’s business, and on that un­
derstanding he made the payments. 
His Honor's judgment this morning 
was that Captain Colwell should pay 
over the $500 retained by himself to 
the curator, and unless lie could file 
affidavits within fifteen days to prove 
his authority for paying the balance 
of $1,300, that amount is also to be 
paid to the curator.

R. HAYTER REED, manager of the C. P. R. hotel system, has had a more 
varied and picturesque experience than falls to the lot of most. On 
the 1st of April he retires from active service. Mr. Reed was in the 

Northwest when that vast region was given over to wild Indians who were in 
a state of nature except for a breech clout; when the buffalo were in millions; 
when Fort Garry i now Winnipeg) was a trading post and held a few people; 
when there was neither town nor city but vast wilderness. Mr. Reed was 
acting brigade-major of the 6th military district in 1870; he was transferred 
to the Northwest force and stationed at Fort Garry, and he acted as its 
adjutant until its disbandment. Transferred to Indian Department, he rose, 
successively, to be Indian agent, assistant manager, commissioner, and deputy 
superintendent of Indian affairs for the Dominion, and retired In 1897. He 
was a member of the Northwest Council, and, for a time, acted as lieutenant- 
governor for the Territories. Fifteen years ago he entered the service of the 
Canadian Pacific, as manager of the Chateau Frontenac at Quebec, and 
became, In time, manager of the entire hotel system of the company.

In the course of some fugitive talk about his early days Mr. Reed 
“They could not keep the Indians on the reservation so long as the buffalo 
were on the plains They used to set fire to the prairies, and then the buffalo 
would come north. I have seen them in millions on the plains. The Indians 
would stalk 'he buffalo on horseback, and then shoot what they wanted— 
throwing a knife or blanket beside the carcass to indicate ownershi 
the squaw, or squaws, for a good hunter always had more than on 
come in carts, which held their lares and penatee 
bring to their encampment the best pieces of meat. That was their sole food, 
for the wild Indians grew nothing. They might eat wild parsnips, some of 
the varieties of which are very poisonous. That was their life until the 
buffalo disappeared; and the buffalo disappeared a little “more quickly, at 
least on the American side, on account of the bounty offered for killing them ” 

Mr. Reed was a volunteer in 1870 under Lord XVolseley in connection 
with the Fenian Raids. He was on duty at Cornwall and the west in that 
connection ; but his early experiences In the West, w hen that territory was a 
sort of No Man's Land, were full of vivid moments, which he promises to 
recall when he has time to spare for recollections of the past. Mr. Reed had 
the unique experience of taking part in the Riel Rebellions, and during the 
first he was captured by the Indians and held hostage for three days.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTHWEST 
LAND REGULATIONS.

The sole head of a family, or any male 
over 18 years old, may homestead a quar­
ter -section of avR'luble Dominion land In 
Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta, 
pllcant must appettr In person at the 
mlnten Lands Agency or Sub-Agency 
the District. Entry by proxy may be 
made at any Dominion Lands Agency (but 
not Sub-Agency», on certain conditions.

Duties—Six months residence upon and 
cultivation of the lend in each of three 
years. A homesteader may live within 
nine miles of his homestead on a farm 
of at least to acres, on certain con­
ditions. A habitable Louse is required 
except where residence is performed in 
the vicinity.,.

In certain dlstriqte a homesteader in 
good standing may pre-empt » quarter- 
section alongside his homestead. Price 
$8.00 per acre.

Duties—Six morthe residence In each of 
three years after earning homestead 
patent also 60 acres; extra cultivation. 
Pre-exemption patent may be obtained as 
soon as homestead patent, 
conditions.

A settler who has exhausted his home­
stead right may trite a purchased home­
stead In certiln districts. Price 
acre. Duties—Must reside six mo 
each of three years, cultivât 
and erect a house worth ISM.

The area of cultivation is subject to re­
duction in case of rough, scrubby of 
stony land. Live stock may be substitut­
ed for cultivation under certain con­
ditions.

Every road between the coast and the 
trenches hums with motor transport, 
every base is the centre of converg­
ing lines of supplies, every trench, 
every regimental, every brigade, every 
divisional, every army corps head­
quarters to connected and linked up 
with field telephones, motor bicyclists, 
and motor cars. In fact, far more 
men In uniform are seen behind than 
in the actual fighting line, and what 
is satisfactory to that the whole ma­
chine appears to work admirably. It 
is a very different problem to tackle 
from the South African war. Here 
each battle is a prolonged bombard­
ment of a series of carefully prepared 
positions: all the appliances of twen­
tieth century civilization can be 
brought to work, and the result is

“It is wonderful to see the variety 
of uniforms and of faces, and to hear 
the babel of tongues at the big cen­
tres. In or on the way to the trenches 
people are either too tired or too 
frightened to talk, and all movements 
take place in the dark. One night last 
week, beautifully starlit, I was riding 
up the reverse slope of a wooded hill 
round which were encamped the most 
extraordinary medley of troops you 
could imagine. French Cuirassiers, 
with their glistening breast plates and

lances, a detachment of the London 
Scottish, an English howitzer battery, 
a battalion of -Sikhs, a squadron of* 
African Spahis with long robes and 
turbans, all sitting round their camp 
fires, chattering, singing, smoking, the 
very apotheosis of picturesque and 
theatrical warfare, with their variety 
of uniforms, saddlery, equipment, and 
arm». Very striking it was to see 
the remnants of an English line bat­
talion marching back from the trea» 
chea through these merry warriors, a 
limping column of bearded, muddy, 
torn figures, slouching with fatigue, 
with wool caps instead of helmets, 
sombre looking in their khaki, hut 
able to stand the cold, the strain, the 
awful losses, the inevitable inability 
to reply to the shell fire, which is 
what other nations can't do.

The following extraordinary grap­
hic letter le from a British calvalry 
captain to Ills father, describing the 
fighting in France:

“You will have heard of our first 
week’s serious fighting. Let me give 
you some general Impressions of this 
astounding conflict.

‘First and most impressive:the ab­
solutely indescribable ravages of mod­
ern artillery fire, not only upon all 
men, animals, and buildings within its 
zone, but upon the very face of nature 
Itself. Imagine a broad belt, ten 
miles or so In width, stretching from 
the Channel to te German frontier 
near Basle, which is positively littered 
with the bodies of men and scarified 
with their rude graves; in which 
farms, villages, and cottages are 
shapeless heaps of blackened mason­
ry; in which fields, roads, and trees 
are pitted and torn and twisted by 
shells and disfigured by dead horses, 
cattle, sheep, and goats, scattered in 
every attitude of repulsive distortion 
and dismemberment. Day and night 
in this area are made hideous by the 
incessant crash and whistle and roar 
of every sort of projectile, by sinister 
columns of smoke and flame, by the 
cries of wounded men, by the piteous 
calls of animals of all sorts, abandon­

ed, started, perhaps wounded. Along 
this terrain of death stretch more or 
less parallel to each other lines and 
lines of trenches, some 200, some 1,000 
yards apart, hardly visible except to 
the aeroplanes which continually hov­
er over them, menacing and uncanny 
harbingers of fresh showers of de­
struction. In these trenches crouch 
lines of men, in brown, or gray, or 
blue, coated with mud, unshaven, hol­
low-eyed, with the continual strain, 
unable to reply to the everlasting rain 
of shells hurled at them from three, 
four, five, or more miles away, and 
positively welcoming an infantry at­
tack from one side or the other as a 
chance of meeting and matching them­
selves against human assailants, and 
not against invisible, irresistible ma­
chines, the outcome of an ingenuity 
which even you and 
agreement in considering unproduc­
tive from every point of view. Be­
hind these trenches, a long way be­
hind, come the guns hidden in hedge- 
grows and copses, dug into emplace­
ments, concealed in every imaginable 
way from the aeroplanes which give 
their range; behind them again come 
the reserves and supports and massés 
of cavalry, or at least of their horses, 
for all the English cavalry are in the

London, April 2—One of the articles 
written on “Problems of War and 
Peace" in the Common Cause, the or 
gan of the National Union of Women’s 
Suffrage Societies, deals with the 
question of Alsace Lorraine. It Is 
written by Mr. A. F. Whyte, M. P.

Having sketched the history of the 
two provinces up to the time when, in 
1871, they became a part of the Ger­
man empire, he shows how the Ger­
mans, misled by the fact that origin­
ally a large part of the provinces were 
German, ignored the fact that for five 
centuries, from the peace of Ryswick 
to the treaty of Frankfort, the people 
had learned to love France, her tra­
ditions and her culture. This led to 
the commission of a series of errors 
in the German administration of Al­
sace and Lorraine which were not 
even corrected when Germany at last 
awoke to the true character of Reichs- 
land politics.

“Nowhere,’’ says Mr. Whyte, ‘ has 
the incapacity o£ the Prussians as a 
governing race been more tragically 
displayed than, In this matter of the 
position of Alsace and Lorraine In the 
German empire.” In 1911 a sham con-1 
stltution was given to the two provin­
ces, but the manner in which it was 
given robbed it of the little value 
which it possessed. By tills date the 
Idea of becoming once more a part of 
France was beginning to lose its hold 
upon the people, and In its stead a 
demand had sprung up for an autono­
mous partnership in the empire. The 
reason for tfiis change is to be found 
in the preoccupation of France with 
her own Internal problems after 1870, 
which prevented her from engaging in 
preparations for a war of liberation, 
and in the fact that at the close of 
the nineteenth century a strong pacific 
movement had set In in France, which 
made war unlikely.

In Alsace Lorraine political parties 
had begun to co-operate with parties 
in the Reichstag and to think that, 
since France seemed powerless to res­
cue them, It would be more to the ad­
vantage of the country to unite its 
whole forces in the demand for a turly 
autonomous constitution. This atti­
tude they regarded as the lesser of 
two evils and as due to their recogni­
tion of the great military power of 
Germany. It also showed that the at­
tempt to Prussianize the two provin­
ces haul failed and that they would 
ever remain an alien and disturbing 
factor in the German empire.

"Such a conclusion,’* continues Mr. 
Whyte, “formed no part of the politi­
cal projects of Prussia; and thus the 
outbreak of the war found the popu­
lations of Alsace Lorraine In a fer­
ment of anti-German feeling so mark­
ed that the Prussian military authori­
ties doubled the sentry posts on the 
frontier between the Relchsland and 
France In order to prevent wholesale 
desertion to the enemy !’• The general 
feeling was summed up by M. Auguste 
Lalance, a veteran Alsation patriot 
who had sat In the Reichstag for many 
years: “Alsace Lorraine can never be 
German again; nor can we be a neu­
tral country. Not German, because 
our aspirations, our native soil, our 
people, they are all French. Not neu­
tral, because our Industry and agricul­
ture will not permit it They need 
outlets; and If we became a neutral 
state that would spell ruin to our In­
dustry and our agriculture."

The unconquerable strength of the 
French sentiment round Metz and In 
Upper Alsace Is the outstanding fear 
ture of the two provinces, and the 
preponderance of French patriotism 
generally justifies and demands the re­
union of France with her lost provin­
ces. But there will yet remain the 
problem of the German-speaking, Ger­
man-sympathizing districts, whose de­
sires must not be rudely overborne.
A plébiscite will doubtless settle the 
fate—whatever It be—of the two pro­
vinces as a whole; but we must take 
care not to make the innocent Ger­
man inhabitant of Strassburg or Eas­
tern Lorraine suffer In 1916 for the 
evil works of Bismarck In 1871.

Junk Bill Withdrawn
M. B. Whitzman on behalf of the

The commissioner pointed out that 
the armies of the Empire needed shell 
and the plan to utilize the machinery 
hall in this way should commend itself 
to all. It Is understood that the ma­
chines will be installed at once.
