In the first place, it is not yet proved 
that a submarine sank the Persia. If 
it was an Austrian submarine, it must 
be determined whether the oircum- 
stances were such as to warrant the 
action taken.

“I am confident, at least I hope, 
that the final explanation will be sat­
isfactory. If the commander of the 
submarine disobeyed his instructions 
I feel sure my government will not 
hesitate to satisfactorily adjust the • 
matter.

“From the answer made to the last 
note on the Ancona alone, it is quite 
evident that the Austro-Hungarian 
government will not countenance any 
act which is wrong.”

Complete confidence prevails In 
Teutonic diplomatic circles that if an 
Austrian submarine sank the Persia 
without warning the act would be dis­
avowed promptly, reparation made 
for Americans lost, and the submarine 
commander severely punished.

Only one despatch concerning the 
sinking of the Persia was received 
today by the State Department. It 
came from Consul General Oarrels, at 
Alexandria, Egypt, and in dicated that 
Consul McNeely, on his way to hi» 
post, had been lost. He was last seen 
in the water before the steamship 
went down. Consul Garrels reported 
also that Charles H. Grant of Boston, 
another American who was abroad 
the Persia, was among the survivors.

So long as Russia keeps up her 
present activity just north of the Rou­
manian border, the attitude of' Rou­
manie will continue to grow in im­
portance. There have been» many as­
sertions in the Entente capitals that 
Roumanie was about to enter the war 
on the side of the Alllee, but nothing 
to support this has yet been heard 
from credible Roumanian sources, 
meanwhile in the south of the Balkan 
peninsula, the Allies continue their 
expectant attitude toward a threaten­
ed attack, althougff Greece seems 
mainly occupied in making various 
diplomatic proteste, having followed 
up a protest to the Entente Powers 
against the arrest of the consuls by 
an equally strong protest to the Cen­
tral Power» against their airships fly­
ing across Greek territory in a raid 
which killed a Greek shepherd and a 
few sheep.

The sinking of the steamship Per­
sia, with the death of an American 
consular officer, brings up in the Eu­
ropean capitals the familiar query as 
to what the United State» will do 
now. Despatches from English cor­
respondents picture the sinking of the 
Persia as a particularly aggravated 
case, owing to the fact that the ship 
was not only hit without warning or 
opportunity for the passengers to es­
cape, but was also hit in a most vital 
part, so that she sank almost Imme­
diately, the whole time from the 
launching of the torpedo to the dis­
appearance of the liner being only 
five minutes.

In connection with the submarine 
activity, in the Mediterranean! It is 
Interesting to note that an official re­
port shows a total of only twenty 
British steamships sunk by the sub­
marines during the month of Decem­
ber, with the loss of sixty-seven lives, 
while eight more were sunk by mines, 
with the loss of thirteen lives.

For the English cabinet, Wednes­
day will be a red letter day, for on 
that- day Premier Asquith will intro­
duce compulsion, and the premier 
probably has never had a more diffi­
cult task than he will have in engi­
neering this measure, and his speech, 
presenting it to the House, is expect­
ed- to be one of the finest efforts of his 
career.

Struck In Vital Spot.
Details of the sinking of the Persia 

came in slowly today but such infor­
mation as was received made it ap. 
pear that the number of persons who 
escaped in the four boats which were 
put off was larger than was feared 
when the first news was received yes­
terday. Tho Peninsular & Oriental 
Company, which owned the Persia, an­
nounced this morning that 168 survi­
vors had arrived at Alevandrja.

The surviors comprise the chief of­
ficer, second officer, seven engineers, 
twenty-seven 
cars, and fifty-nine passengers.

A Lloyds’ despatch gives the num­
ber as 163, made up of 69 passengers 
of whom seventeen are women, and 
ninety-four members at the crew, in­
cluding fifty-nine Lascars. The sur­
vivors include ten military officers 
and eight persona who are not British 
subjects.

“The ship was struck amidships on 
the pert side at 1.10 p. m.,” says Reut­
ers correspondent at Cairo. “She had 
disappeared completely by 1.15.

“Survivors say it was little short of 
a miracle that any one was saved. 
There was no panic. Four boats were 
launched, with the utmost prompti­
tude.

“Tlie captain was drowned. When 
last seen, he was swimming, after the 
liner had plunged beneath the sur­
face.”

Both the Peninsular and Oriental 
Company and Reuters Cairo corres­
pondent say that Mr. Grant lias been 
landed at Alexandria. The steamship 
company this afternoon had received 
no news of Mr. McNeely’s fate. Ed 
ward Rose, of Denver, left tlie Persia 
at Gibraltar, as was reported yester­
day.

A Joint Protest.
Paris, Jan. 1, (3.50 p. m.).—The rep­

Sydney, Jan. 2.—Fire which totally 
destroyed the King George Hotel, 
broke out shortly after twelve o’clock 
Saturday night. Persons passing by 
tlie building about five minutes before 
the alarm sounded saw no signs of 
fire then visible.

The night porter J. W. Johnson, and 
the hotel clerk» aroused the guests 
and a hurried scramble for clothing 
soon ensued ; trunks were hurriedly 
packed but most of these had to be 
abandoned later, as the fire gained 
headway rapidly and many of the 
guests considered themselves lucky 
to escape with their lives.

It was soon seen that the building 
was doomed, inside of half an hour 
the whole building was a huge mass 
of flames.

The firemen worked steadily and it 
is due to their splendid efforts that 
the damage was confined to the hotel 
alone. The heat was intense and 
soon the adjoining buildings were seen 
to be in danger. The store of A. J. 
Beaton and Sons, undertakers, caught 
about two o’clock but prompt action on 
the part of the firemen soon prevent­
ed the flames getting a grip. At 3 
o’clock sharp the southern end of the 
building collapsed part of It falling 
outward across the street and the oth­
er part falling on the residence et Dr. 
E. M. McDonald.

At this juncture the fire laddie» pull­
ed-" off a most spectacular stunt ar­
ranging a noose one of them cleverly 
lasaooed the peak of the burning wall 
which was resting on Dr. McDonald’s 
residence and with the aid of some 
others he pulled it to the ground. The 
firemen worked all through the night 
and at about eight o’clock this morn­
ing it was considered safe to allow 
the fire to burn Reelf out

At 2 o’clock Sunday afternoon It was 
still smouldering. The value of the 
building is estimated tat 370,000. The

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A Survivors Account.
London, Jan. 2 (11.40 p. m,)—-The 

Peninsular and Oriental Steamship 
Company tonight received the follow­
ing telegram from C. C. Bingham, 
who was among the survivors of the 
Persia disaster:

“A torpedo struck the ship on the 
port bow at 1.06 o’clock In the after­
noon when about forty miles south 
of the east end of the Island of Crete. 
No warning was given, nor any at 
tempt made to assist. Within five 
minute» the ship had sunk. It was 
Impossible to lower the starboard 
boats, owing to the heavy list. Five 
or six boats were lowered on the port 
side. I did not see this myself, as 1 
was washed overboard when the boat 
capsized.

“The conduct of the passengers and 
chew was splendid. There was nb 
struggling and no panic. Four boats, 
after thirty hours at sea, were picked 
up by a warship."

{Montreal. Jan. 2.—A cable despatch 
from St. Johns, Nlld., announces that 
William Duff Reid, president of the 
Reid Newfoundland Company, was cre­
ated a knight In the New Year’s hon­
ors. The order to which Mr. Reid was 
appointed is not stated In the des­
patch.

Sir William, the Montreal Gasette 
says in announcing the honor, arrived 
in the city this morning from New 
York. He was Informed of his ap­
pointment to knighthood just as he 
boarded the train in New York, when 
he was handed a telegram from the 
Newfoundland premier.

Ijomdon, Jan. 2.—An account of the 
conference held Friday evening be­
tween Premier AstruWh, David Lloyd 
George, the Minister of Munitions, and 
a deputation from the Amalgamated 
Society of Engineers, which is the 
most influential trade union body and 
includes moot of the trades concerned 
in the manufacture of munitions, Issu­
ed tonight by the Press Bureau, shows 
that the government has decided to 
acquiesce in all demands of the trade 
unionist», in return for the consent to 
the immediate introduction of Mr. 
Lloyd George’s edheme of labor dilu­
tion.

Mr. Ford’s future plans, with re­
spect to the peace expedition, were 
uncertain, he said. While he had 
several ideas in mind, he deemed it 
too early to speak of them. He left 
the party in charge of Gaston Plan­
aire, he said, in accordance with his 
original plans, and despite all reports 
to the contrary, when the party left 
the Oscar II., it was as harmonious 
as could be desired.

"If what I have done will bring 
peace only one day nearer I shall be 
more than repaid,’’ said Mr. Ford. 
"Every day the war Is shortened will 
save thirty thousand lives, and ^birty 
thousand live» will mean much toward 
restoring order and normal conditions

"If necessary I will again go to 
Europe, and It it will help matters I 
will charter another ship. I am ' not 
doing it for personal glory, gain or 
advertising, 
than I can use, and I feel I am simply 
custodian of what I have. It was en­
trusted to me by the people, some 
of whom are today fighting in the 
trenches."

Commenting on the preparedness 
issue in President Wilson's message 
Mr. Ford said:

"I am against preparedness, as 
preparedness means war. 
will arm himself unless he means to 
attack. Even when he takes a fork 
in his hand he is preparing to attack 
an oyster or a beefsteak.

“It would be better for the admin­
istration to find out first if the people 
themselves want armament. If they 
do, they will eventually get what 
Europe Is getting now. As to other 
features of President Wilson's mes­
sage, especially with reference to 
trade and a greater merchant marine 
we are all with him on that.’’

New York, Jan. 2.—Henry Ford, who 
led the peace expedition which left 
here December 4, on the steamship 
Oecar IL, for Copnhagen, in the hope 
of bringing about a conference of neu­
tral nations that would end the war, 
arrived here today on the steamship 
Bergensfjord. He confirmed cable re­
ports that his return had been hasten­
ed by illness, but said it made a differ­
ence of only a few days, as he intend 
ed when he left to come back this 
month.

Mr. Ford declared his views regard, 
ing the cause of the war have under­
gone a marked change. When he left, 
he said, he was of the opinion that 
bankers, manufacturers of munitions, 
and armament were responsible, but 
he returns with the belief that it is 
the people themselves, those now be­
ing slaughtered, who are responsible. 
The men doing the fighting have been 
too content to let those who rule them 
do their thinking and they have not 
taken advantage of their divine right 
to say for themselves what they shall 
do and think, the pacifist asserted.

"Republics are no better than mon­
archies In this respect," he said. "Even 
in the United States we let those 
whom we had elected to office be 
swerved from their duty. We do not 
assert ourselves. Personally, I have 
been a voter 31 years, and in all time 
I have voted only six times, and then 
because my wife made me."

Of tlie eventual success of the mis­
sion Mr. Ford declared he had no 
doubt. "The movement is now organ­
ized and under way. People are talking 
about it, and while some criticize, 
when people talk they think, and when 
they think they think right."

Greece Protests to Berlin.

Paris, Jan. 2 (6.16 a. in.)—The Ma­
tin says the Greek government has 
lodged a protest with the German 
minister at Athena against the attack 
on ealonlki by Teutonic aeroplanes.

Teuton Phyelelane To Attend Greek 
King

London, Jan. 2—A Reuter despatch 
from Athene, filed on Friday, says 
that Professor Friederich Kraus of 
Berlin, and Professor Kiselberg of 

Vienna, who attended King Constan­
tine during his Illness last spring, 
have returned to Athens to examine 
the wound left by the operation per­
formed in June^ which has not healed. 
The wound Is giving the king some 
trouble, although hie general condl< 
tion Is good.

Professor Etselberg performed the 
operation, which consisted of removal 
of part of the tenth rib. The king 
was suffering from pleurisy. A Lon­
don despatch of Friday said Prof. 
Kiaus and Elselberg were expected to 
arrive at Athens from Kavala on a 
Greek destroyer to perform a slight 
operation on the Idng.

British Official Statement.

London, Jan. 2.—The British official 
communication issued by the war of­
fice tonight la as follows:

"The enemy this morning sprang a 
mine In front of our trenches east of 
Culnchy, but did not occupy the crater. 
During the afternoon we exploded 
three mines near Lapolssell. Our ar­
tillery and trench mortars co-operated.

"Our artillery also bombarded hos­
tile trenches north of Fromelles and 
east of Ypres. To the former bombard­
ment the enemy replied vigorously but 
without doing damage.

"Elsewhere there &as been normal 
activity only.”

Ritchie died today aged 68. He had 
been in poor health for about six 
months. The deceased leaves three 
sons, Allan J., Harold H., end David; 
two 'brothers and two sisters, WiUdam 
of Beauclair, Wis., end Arthur of Rfoe 
Lake, Wta, and Mrs. Doherty of Van­
couver and Mies Margaret at home.

Deceased was born near Paisley, 
Scotland, and came out to Flatlands. 
Rsstigouche county, when four years 
old, afterwards removing to Chatham. 
There, In 1865, he became cleric with 
D. and J. Ritchie and he and bis 
brother became (partners. Three years 
later, in 1871, he moved to Newcastle 
and erected a large building. His 
wife who wa® a dauhter of Mr. Hocken 
of Chatham, died in 1904. Robert 
Ritchie died In 1907.

Hon. Mr. Ritchie was the first may-- 
or of Newcastle, in 1899, and he waa 
several times elected as alderman;

He was a 
prominent member of the Anglican 
church, a Free Mason, and a member 
of the Highland Society. In 1890 he 
wae appointed a member of thé New 
Brunswick Legislative Council.

Must Go Into Effect at Once.

It is an urgent mat­
ter to meet the necessities of the war. 
It Is important also that the output of 
munitions should as far as possible be 
domestic, not foreign, because the fin­
ancial problem before us is very seri­
ous—an obligation to pay either in ex­
ports or gold to America and countries 
like her for munitions which we are 
getting there.

"Thus your Immediate consent to 
the dilution scheme means an enor­
mous gain in military efficiency and 
financial stability. No doubt it is diffi­
cult to persuade men who regard the 
priorities and privileges of skilled la­
bor as almost gospel to forego for a 
time those privileges and admit unskil­
led men into the class of work which 
the skilled have been In the habit of 
doing. They have a natural fear that 
when the war ends it will be impossi­
ble to re-establish the old conditions 
and that all the elaborate safeguards 
built up |>y generations of trade union» 
ists will have been undermined.

"The only xvay that these suspicions 
can be eradicated is by the unions 
exerting all their force to influence 
their members to consent to this tem­
porary process. I have gone over 
your demands that the minister of mu­
nitions be given power to enforce 
safeguards in the employment of di­
luted labor, and, although I see great 
difficulties, 1 am disposed to acquiesce 
In a bill carefully framed on those 
lines, provided I get assurance on be­
half of your society that this will set 
tie the whole matter and end the long 
séries of demands and grievances 
which has hindered the carrying out 
of <?ur agreement of last March."

Maxmllien Harden, the foremost 
journalist In Germany, and editor of 
the ZukunfL sums up the political and 
strategical mistakes ot the Allies. The 
throe chief ones, In his opinion, were:

That the Anglo-French warships 
did not chase the Goeben and Breslau 
right up the Dardanelles, forcing that 
waterway upon the outbreak of war. 
That the Aille» did not in time, com­
pel Serbia to relinquish Its excessive 
gains from the Balkan War.

That When the Ruseian troops tut 
Winter occupied Bukowlna, and threat­
ened Hungary from the crests of the 
Carpathians, the Allies did not coerce 
Roumanie Into Joining them.

Possibly, from the German Stand­
point, there Is much to support the 
Harden view. If yie Allies had smash­
ed the Dardanelles early in the war 
Turkey would probably have been 
frightened Into automtoalon and might 
not have openly arrayed herself with

London, Dec. 12.—Indications are 
daily reaching Switzerland of the lack 
of enthusiasm, weariness, and timid 
antagonism which constitute the pre 
sent attitude ot the vast masses of the 
German people towards the war.

On the other hand, well-informed 
8wise observers and the Swiss Social­
ist newspapers, the "Berner Tag 
wacht" and the Zurich "Volksrecht," 
newspapers which, escaping the ter­
rors of the German censorship, may 
be regarded as reflecting German So 
clajist opinion more accurately than 
does the "Vorwarts," reject with em 
phaals the theory now widely preva 
lent In Europe that the German Gov­
ernment Is anxious to begin peace 
diecuwions. News which reached 

Switzerland a few days ago from a 
■mstworthy Berlin source suggested 

"peace currents" are certainly 
flciwing in the high governing and dl 
reeling spheres of Berlin, but that it 
is quite Impossible to speak of them 
with any degree of precision. It seems 
that financiers are becoming special­
ly restive, not because they are less 
patriotic than other classes in Ger­
many, but because they see more 
clearly that any prolonged continu­
ance of the war meane, in the words 
ascribed to a prominent Berlin bank­
er "hideous bankruptcy." A11 the evi­
dence available seems to indicate also 
that Von Falkenhayn, the chief of 
the General staff, shares the compara­
tive moderation of view of the Chan­
cellor, Von Bethmann-Hollweg, and 
that when the time does come for the 
discussion of-peace terms the military 
element will adopt a chastened rath­
er than an arrogant attitude.

Total re­

The attitude of the German working 
classes towards the war seems to have 
become one of uncompromising hostil­
ity. All observers, hostile and sympa­
thetic, who have recently visited Ger­
many and have seen, to use Froude’e 
phrase, "with clear eyes," agree on 
that point. Curiously enough, too, this 
change In feeling began to be discern­
ible during ithe summer, whenu the eer­

ily notable German victories 
startled the world. A-wait 

ièu* ta the VoMtereoht, ooe of tire ne wa­
rs already referred to, writing 
Beriin Juet after the fall of War- 
stwted that these victories were 

too remote from the lives of the great 
es of the people to stem the tide 

of antagonism towards the war which 
waa then beginning -to rise. Events 
have since proved that he was right.

Berlin Disorders.
Hardly a day passes without some 

example of this mew spirit of revolt 
being quoted in the Swtap Socialist 
newspapers, 
etartl-ng example was the -great peace 
demonstration which took place at Ber­
lin on the evening of the day on which 
the Red oh stag reassembled. A brief 
account of the scene has doubtless 
already been telegraphed to England, 
but the full description, written, ne l 
understand, by one of the demonstra­
tors, which appears in the Tagw&cht, 
deserves to be recorded in the Englteh 
press. He says:

Ten thousand men and women todk 
part in the peace demonstration which 
marked the opening of the Reichstag 
on November 30. The crowd collect­
ed towards eight o’clock In the even­
ing in the Unter den Linden. One 
section of the demonstrators came 
from the1 Schloss; the crowd sang 
“High with the new International’’ 
outside the Opera House, and as this 
eeotion crossed through the greater 
MVrtlon of Frtedrlchstrasse in the dl- 
Æptlon of tiie Brandenburg gateway

squad of policemen, who had been 
specially stationed In the neighbor­
hood, rushed out and drovie the crowd 
back along Friedrichstrasse and Ctiar- 
lottenstrasse. At this point the dem­
onstrators became congested, and 
loud were the cries in favor of peace. 
The crowd began to sing the Socialist 
march in front of the Bauer Cafe, 
while "Wohlan, wer 
Wahrheit aebtet" was sung in front 
Of tfcp Victoria Restaurant

Attacked By Felloe
After they had driven one section 

of the demonstrators into the side 
streets the police tried to drive off 
thoee who had congregated Iq the 
CAariottenstrasBe and Friedrich strae- 
ee. The mounted police began the at­
tack, using their sabres in many direc­
tions and cutting at the demonstra­
tors. "Look out or we'll polish you 
off" cried a mounted policeman. “Our 

are bleeding yonder, so you can 
■laughter us here,” replied a war 
wife. The aim of the police seemed 
to be to clear the Wilhelmstrasse, 
where the imperial Government build­
ings and the foreign embassies are 
situated. Gradually, under the pres­
sure of the police, the crowd dispersed 
north and south. Cries in favor of 
the epeedy termination of the war 

i everywhere heard, and cheers 
L.iebknecbt were raised. The de- 
itration lasted several hours, and 
ie close the demonstrators march- 
l rough the city in military forma- 
emid. cries for peace.

What Germany Wants.
It is not known what proposal Ger­

many has made to Holland with re­
gard to these matters. Possibly Hol­
land was Invited to be one at the three 
signatories who would demand a con­
ference on the subject of the canal, or 
possibly Holland has protested against 
the violation of this treaty by Turkey, 
who attacked the canal and sunk a 
ship by means of a mine.

But what Germany specially wants 
at the present time is an opportunity 
of sending arms and ammunition 
through the canal for the use of the 
Turks and of her colonists In German 
East Africa. Such arms and ammuni­
tion might, of course, be privately 
packed in a neutral ship, as has al­
ready been done on one occasion. It 
would also be a military advantage for 
Germany and Turkey to block the 
passage through the canal, and we 
know In advance how much value to 
place on the German signature to the 
1888 Treaty.

The Kaiser has to supply arms and 
ammunition to the Turkish troops who 
deal with the rebellion in Arabia, and 
he must protect his Deutsche Bank,1 
which holds the Bagdad railway con­
cession and numerous subsidiary in­
terests. Egypt is now menaced by 
Turkey acting In concert with Ger­
many and Austria, so the new Khe­
dive will clearly be compelled to ex­
ercise all his rights over the canal 
with the object of defending his coun­
try and maintaining order therein. If 
the canal were blocked Holland and 
Spain are the only neutral signatories 
of the Canal Treaty who can protest 
against such an attack on the canal, 
and they should act together.

The new Spanish Premier Is very 
friendly to the Entente, and has an­
nounced his desire to maintain the 
present treaty arrangements with Eng­
land and France respecting the Medi­
terranean.

He doubtless refers to this Suez 
Canal Treaty as well as to the later 
treaty, made in 1907, between Eng. 
land, France and Spain, which Inaugur­
ated a new Entente in favor of the 
status quo in the Mediterranean Sea. 
No one has opposed so consistently 
the pro-German attitude of the late 
government at Madrid as the new 
Prime Minister, M. de Romanones, 
so he Is certain to do his duty towards 
the Entente.

No doubt the new Khedive’s advis­
ers are carefully arranging plans for 
the protection of Egypt against the 
projected Turkish expedition, and the 
maintenance of free navigation of the 
canal is a task which will need energy 
and forethought

London, Dec. 12.—Indications are 
daily reaching Switzerland of the lack 
of enthusiasm, weariness, and timid 
antagonism which constitute the pre­
sent attitude of the vast masses of the 
German people towards the war.

On the other hand, well-informed 
Swiss observers and the Swiss Social­
ist newspapers, the "Berner Tag- 
wacht’’ and the Zurich “Volksrecht," 
newspapers which, escaping the ter­
rors of the German censorship, may 
be regarded as reflecting German Sa 
clajiet opinion more accurately than 
does the "Vorwarts," reject with em 
phasls the theory now widely preva 
lent in Europe that the German Gov­
ernment is anxious to begin peace 
discussions. News which reached 

Switzerland a few days ago from a 
■mstworthy Berlin source suggested 

i^fct “peace currents" are certainly 
•dwing in the high governing and di 
reeling spheres of Berlin, but that It 
Is quite Impossible to speak of them 
with any degree of precision. It seems 
that financiers are becoming special­
ly restive, not because they are less 
patriotic than other classes In Ger­
many, but because they see more 
clearly that any prolonged continu­
ance of the war meane, in the words 
ascribed to a prominent Berlin bank­
er “hideous bankruptcy.” All the evi­
dence available seems to Indicate also 
that Von Falkenhayn, the chief of 
the General staff, shares the compara­
tive moderation of view of the Chan­
cellor, Von Bethmann-Hollweg, and 
that when the time does come for the 
discussion of-peace terms the military 
element will adopt a chastened rath­
er than an arrogant attitude.

1? Rtpsla «tattled the world. A wri- 
ter to the VdHtsreoht, one of tire news­
papers already referred to, writing 
Sum Berlin Just after the fail of War- 
4|w, stated that these victories were 
too remote from the lives of the great 
masses of the people to stem the tide 
of antagonism towards the war which 
was then beginning to rise. Events 
have since proved that he was right.

Berlin Disorders.
Hardly a day passes without some 

example of this new spirit of revolt 
being quoted in the Swteç Socialist 
newspapers.
starting example was «he great peace 
demonstration -which took place at Ber­
lin on the evening of the day on which 
the Reichstag reassembled. A brief 
account of the scene has doubtless 
already been telegraphed to England, 
but the full description, written, as 1 
understand, by one of the demonstra­
tors, which appears to the Tagwacht, 
deserves to be recorded to the English 
press. He says:

Ten thousand men and women todk 
part in the peace demonstration which 
marked the opening of the Reichstag 
on November 30. The crowd collect­
ed towards eight o’clock in the even­
ing in the Unter den Linden. One 
section of the demonstrators came 
from the' Schloss; the crowd sang 
“High with the new International'’ 
outside the Opera House, and as this 
section crossed through the greater 
Mertlon of Friedrlchstrasse in the di­
lution of the Brandenburg gateway 
a* squad of policemen, who had been 
specially stationed in the neighbor­
hood, rushed out and drove the crowd 
back along Friedrichstraese and Char- 
tottenstrasee. At this point the dem­
onstrators became congested, and 
toad were the cries in favor of peace. 
The crowd began to sing the Socialist 
march in front of the Bauer Cafe, 
while “Wohlan, wer 
Wahrheit achtet” was sung in front 
Of thp Victoria Restaurant

Attacked By Police

and Capt. McKay of Toronto. Close 
behind me were four men relieving 
listening post. Enemy shells 
bursting all about us. One German 
H. E. shell burst not more than five 
or six feet from our heads. It killed 
Captain McKay and two men, wound­
ed Captain Sifton and the two other 
mem and myself slightly, and almost 
burled us in mud.

“I was so busy helping the others 
and after that looking after our lines, 
that I did not know I had been hit 
till day light when I went back to my 
hut. I found my clothing cut and 
rather a sore spot on my back, but did 
not pay much attention to it for four 
or five days. However, when the flesh 
got better I began» to think from the 
Pain in my back that something was 
wrong. I then sent for the medical 
officer .who pronounced my backbone 
broken. This sounds serious, but 
really It is nothing, the sacrum is 
fractured and I have to refrain from 
riding and keep still for a few days, 
but am carrying aa my work and 
have not gone on the sick Hat.”

The chairman next called on Rev.

Others are sajrjng 
that England Is not doing her share 
but these forget that Britain has in­
creased her army from about 700,000 
men to over 3,000,000 in a year and a 
half. If ehe had done nothing more 
than man the navy “without which, 
Germany would have won long ago,’^ 
she would have done her full share. 
In addition to the men she had rais­
ed Canada had contributed to Red 
Cross work alone since the war began
